P olice trade fire with gunm en near R om e’s airport
ROME (AP ) -  Gunmen fired 

shots near a runway at Rome’s inter­
national airport Saturday, setting off 
a terrorism alarm and a search by 
hundreds of policemen, authorities 
said.

Police captured three Italians with 
criminal records and determined ter­
rorism was not involved, .said Interi­
or Ministry spokesman Umberto 
Campini. A fourth suspect was

reported still at-large.
He said the exact circumstances, 

however, were still unclear.
Campini initially reported that 

police believed the assailants were 
Arab-looking terrorists who may 
have planned to attack a plane land­
ing or taking off from Leonardo da 
Vinci airport.

The gunmen were earlier reported 
to have left behind a Kalashnikov

assault rifle, but Campini said it was 
another type of automatic rifle.
«“ They fired four shots but we 

don’t know why,’’ the spokesman 
said, describing the three men 
arrested as ’’common criminals.” 
The gunmen had apparently taken 
position on a road on the edge of the 
airport, a spot where Italians often 
gather to watch planes take off and 
land.

She keeps trying 
to stand up in the wagon during her class’ daily spin 
around Itty Biddy Body Land.

“We’ll talk to her,” I promised.
“1 don’t know what to do,” Mrs. Dipachanger said. 

“I tell her ‘no-no’ and she just grins.”
“She gets that from her father,” my wife said.
“Don’t you worry about it,” I retorted. “Little Sarah 

and 1 will have a talk. You’ll not have another problem 
with her.”

That night, as Sarah sat in her high chair, I popped 
the top on a jar of strained vegetables and prepared to 
casually bring up the subject.

“Sarah,” I said, “will you sit down in the wagon for 
daddy?”

“Googabegameme.”
“If you stand up in the wagon, you will fall out and 

bust your head. That would hurt”
Sarah grinned. I got the distinct impression I wasn’t 

getting through.
Later that night my wife and I called for re-enforce- 

ments over the telephone. They were no help.
“She just wants to be queen of the wagon,” a friend 

told us. “You’ve got the most precious daughter

We spent $68.50 on discipline books that covered 
biting, spitting, hair-pulling, bed-wetting, rebellion, 
sibling rivalry, irresponsibility, temper tantrums, break­
ing the strong will while protecting the self-esteem and 
a hundred other topics.

So now when my daughter goes zipping down the 
halls of Itty Biddy Body Land, it is with full lap strap 
and shoulder harness. The queen of the wagon has got­
ten her own throne, complete with safety parapherna­
lia.

And daddy has learned a valuable lesson.
Every now and then I get a call from som'e dis­

traught parent who cannot believe their little 19-year- 
old angel could ever have done something that landed 
them on the frxmt page of this newspaper.

“My child wouldn’t do something like that,” they 
tell me. They are simply furious that we don’t see what 
a darling their child is.

I understand how those parents feel. When your 
child gets into trouble, no matter what kind of trouble, 
the most natural reaction is, “There must be some mis­
take.”

I felt it when I was told that my daughter was doing 
a balancing act at day care.

And while an 11-month-old trying to break her 
neck in a preschool wagon is not exactly in the same 
league with an 18-year-old driving drunk down Main 
Street, the parental feelings it evokes are quite similar.

What I pray is that we never become so prideful 
about our children that we fail to see when they need 
correction.

Every kid will make mistakes. Some will be more 
serious than others. What they need are parents who 
can get past how their daughter “deserves to be queen 
of the wagon,” and see that somebody needs to install 
seatbelts in their behavior patterns.

I’m glad the good Lord gave me a wife who saw 
that so clearly. I believe it can only help our child dur 
ing her wagon ride through life.

Sandra said an estimated 90 per­

cent of the Romanian babies have 
been damaged by the birth mother’s 
drinking of alcohol during the preg­
nancy. She explained that there are 
two things that are abundant in 
restaurants in Romania -  alcohol 
and coffee -  although food is many 
times not to be found.

Julianna is lighter colored than 
some Romanian babies because her 
birth father is Hungarian, a lighter­
skinned people than the Romanians. 
“1 liked her coloring. I wanted her to 
blend in,” Sandra said.

Ildiko Simon, the young Roma­
nian woman who translated for San­
dra, helped her get through the legal 
system. Simon is currently on a 
month-long visit in Pampa and is 
staying with the Schunemans.

Of Julianna’s birth parents, San­
dra said, “They were excited she 
was being taken by someone who 
wanted her and who could take care 
of her.”

Simon said, “They had no house, 
no milk. They were a very poor 
family. They were pleased (with the 
adoption).”

Julianna is named after her 26- 
year-old birth mother, whose birth­
day happens to be the same day as 
Sandra’s.

Healthier Romanian children 
who are abandoned or orphaned are 
taken almost immediately by people 
who travel from the United States, 
Germany, Norway, A ustria and 
France.

Julianna began to brighten up in 
Romania once she had a full stom­
ach of formula, Sandra said. From 
less than 10 pounds, which the baby 
weighed at the time, Julianna has 
grown to 14 pounds, 10 ounces.

“We are very blessed with this 
baby,” she said. “ You’re tied to 
these things for 20 years or more,” 
she said jt^ngly  of die serious deci­
sion she and her husband of 10 
years made in adopting an infant

“This is the first child we’ve 
been able to have together,” she 
said.

They have adopted Sandra’s 
eight-year-old grandson, B.J., as

Julianna seems perfectly content

with her new family. Her eyes fol­
low her new brother, B J ., after he 
ccmes in from school e^ach after­
noon and she joyfully bounces and 
wiggles while in her new mother’s 
arms. With her new father she sits 
calmly and snuggles.

“I’ve had children around me my 
entire life,” Sandra said. “I have 
grandchildren here all the time and 
if I’m good enough to raise them, 
why not raise my own?” she asked.

R ep ort recom m en d s greater h elp  fo r  ailing rural hosp itals

W ASHINGTON (A P) -  S ick 
rural hospitals seeking grants from 
the government are having to cmn- 
pete with hospitals that may not 
need the money to survive, accord­
ing to congressional investigators.

The General Accounting Office, 
in a report released Friday, recom­
mended that lawmakers change the 
rules so that more money can be 
channeled to weak coun t^  hospi­
tals as well as alternative rural 
health services.

B efore it changes the ru les , 
however. Congress needs to keep 
the $24 m illion  program  alive.

P residen t Bush has proposed  
killing it in the budget year that 
begins Oct. 1.

T h irty -th ree  senato rs  asked  
GAO to explore wliy rural hospi­
tals were closing and determine 
the im pact on com m unities. 
B etw een 1980 and 1988, 200 
locked their doors.

Investigators studied 11 cases in 
Illinois, Montana, Texas and Mis­
sissippi and concluded that:

• Medicare-dependent hospitals 
were not at higher risk. Rather, 
they were vulnerable because of 
their small size, unfilled beds and 
patients who sought sophisticated 
treatment elsewhere. “There is no 
single cause of rural hospital clo­

sures,” GAO said.
• Residents who lost a hospital 

did not lose access to health care. 
In all but one case, there were at 
le ast tw o h o sp ita ls  w ith in  35 
m iles . S til l,  poo r p eo p le , the  
e ld e rly  and p a tien ts  n eed ing  
emergency care were at a disad­
vantage.

• Closings did not harm the local 
econom y. T he hosp ita ls  w ere 
small or the towns were already in 
bad shape. In Cairo, III., for exam­
ple, the newspaper described the 
death o f the hospital as simply 
another blow to a community with 
25 percent unemployment.

• Sutes and the federal govern­
ment do not systematically identi­

fy hospitals on the verge of failure.
T he congressional w atchdog 

agency said it would be “ difficult 
to justify”  a major commitment 
from the government to bail out 
rural hospitals, but there is a feder­
al program that could help.

R ural health  care  transition  
grants from  the D epartm ent of 
Health and Human Services are 
given to  help hospitals change 
their menu of services.

Nearly 4(X) grants, each worth as 
m uch as $150 ,000  over th ree 
years, have been awarded, but offi­
cials do not consider a hospital’s 
balance sheet or the type of health 
care offered, the GAO said.

“ Hospitals that could fund their

projects internally compete equal­
ly with fiiumcially weak hospitals 
providing essential services,” the 
investigators said.

Crmgress should consider tailor­
ing the program to weak rural hos­
pitals that have a chance of staying 
alive, GAO said

The money should also be used 
to strengthen emergency services 
or train emergency medical per­
sonnel in an area where a hospital 
can’t stay in business, investiga­
tors said.

“These are difficult choices, but 
they are choices that communities 
must make, and the federal gov­
ernm ent could better suppo rt,” 
GAO said

Five die in plane crash in South Texas
FALFURRIAS (AP) -  Federal 

investigators are trying to deter­
mine what caused a single-engine 
p lane to  crash  and burst in to  
flam es w hile landing at the 
Brooks County A irport Friday 
afternoon.

All five people on board were 
killed, officials said.

David Wells, a spokesman for 
the Department of Public Safety 
in Austin, said witnesses reptxted 
that the plane was making its sec­
ond approach shortly  before S 
p.m. when it stalled and crashed 
about S(X) feet west of the airport 
runway.

The victims were identified as 
Robert E. Kibbe, 43, president of 
Greater South Texas Savings in 
Falfurrias; Robert Kibbe’s half- 
brother, Russell E. Kibbe Jr., 66, 
o f W aynesville , N .C .; R ussell 
Kibbe Jr.’s son, Russell E. Kibbe 
ni, 44, of Rocky M ount, N.C.; 
Neal Thurmond, 47, the p lane’s 
pilot and the director of Howard 
\yfilliams Ftuieral Ifome in Falfin- 
rias, and Owen McKiimey, 57, 
ow ner o f Falfurrias M ercantile 
Co.

The bodies were burned beyond 
recognition and authorities had to 
iden tify  them  through fam ily  
members. Wells said.

Falfurrias Mayor Jimmy Dunn 
told the Corpus Christi Caller- 
Times the men were his longtime 
friends.

“ It has touched  a lot o f us 
ton igh t,”  Dunn said. “ Nobody 
could say a bad word about any of 
them. How many people can you 
say that about?”

Rose Rangel, an employee at the 
funeral home, said ITiurman and 
the others were returning from a 
business trip in the 1978 single­
engine Piper Cherokee when the

crash occurred, KIII-TV in Corpus 
Christi reported.

Wells said the plane departed 
the Brooks County Airport for San 
Antonio at about 11:45 a.m. Fri­
day with Thurmond and two pas­
sengers aboard. They apparently 
went to San Antonio to pick up the 
other two men. It was not clear 
which two men they picked up. 
Wells said.

A irport m anager Dan W ilson 
declined to release any details of 
the accident, citing a request by 
l(xal law enforcement agencies.

F a lfu rria s , w hich has abou t 
6,000 residents, is about 60 miles 
southwest of Corpus Christi.

Judge n ot by skin , 
b u t by c h a r a c te r

The celebration of Marlin Luther King Day has become a 
national day of reflection on civil rights in America. The best crite­
rion for judging progress in civil rights remains Dr. King’s call for a 
“nation where (people) will not be judged by the color of their .skin 
but by the content of their character.” in one area, this ideal has 
been taken far; the military. Some 21 percent of our military is 
black, Gen. Colin Powell, chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, 
being the most visible example.

Just imagine: The military does not employ quotas, goals, or any 
other euphemism for racial preference. Blacks are promoted, or not 
promoted, solely on their merit. Blacks fly jetfighters, fight in crack 
assault units, translate foreign language signals, and do everything 
else their white countrymen do. Anyone who thinks that blacks are 
somehow inferior -  or that any other racial or ethnic group is inferi­
or -  should look at the performance of our multi-ethnic military.

Unfortunately, the same government that advances a meritocracy 
in the miUtary is trying to impose its opposite, sharp racial divisions 
on civilian society. This year Congress might pass a new version of 
last year’s “Civil Rights” bill. This is the most ambitious attempt 
yet to impose quotas and other schemes that depend on political 
manipulation and the worship of abstract numbers -  that is, racial 
quotas and “goals.”

Last year President Bush vetoed the bill, but the new Congress 
may have the votes to override the veto this time. The bill also is 
being rewritten in an attempt to eliminate the sections that the presi­
dent said referred to racial quotas. But Mr. Bush should veto the 
bill, no matter what euphemism is found for “quotas.”

Whatever the final wording, the 1991 bill will retain the most 
odious part of last year’s bill: a shifting of the burden of proof to 

'  businesses charged with discrimination. These businesses will be 
guilty until proven innocent, initiating a feeding firenzy for lawyers. 
Any business charged with violating the quotas (or “goals.” or 
whatever new euphemism is cooked up) will have to prove not only 
that it is innocent of discrim ination, but that it has met the 
labyrinthine requirements of government bureaucrats. A business 
could be an exemplary employer and promoter of minorities, yet 
still be found guilty of “discrimination.”

Presumably, if he meant what he said about being judged only 
by the content of one’s character, this is just the sort of thing that 
Martin Luther King would have used his immense prestige and 
rhetoric to oppose, had he not been felled by an assassin’s buljpt 
almost 23 years ago. The best memorial we can give him in 1991 is 
to defeat the torturously named “Civil Rights” bill, under which 
people will be judged by the color of their skin.

Jude Wanniski, Director of Polyeconomics, in 

Morristown, N.J„ states a premise 1 don’t want to 
believe about my fellow Americans: “Economic 
policies that benefit everyone should not be under­
taken if, in the process, a few benefit excessively.” 
This says Americans would reject any policy which 
would, say, double all incomes because a million­
aire would benefit more than some guy earning 
$20,000 a year.

Michael Milken, of “junk bond” fame, earned a 
hefty 1987 income of $550 million by speculating 
on the potential of risky entrepreneurs who 
couldn’t borrow a dime from established banks. A 
few of these entrepreneurs became extremely 
wealthy in the process; but were they the only beh- 
eficiaries of .speculative ventures?

No, they were the very people who created 
almost all the 20 million new jobs of the 1980s. 
H ere’s my problem. 1 don’t want to believe 
Wanniski’s premise that my fellow Americans 
should be willing to sacrifice those 20 million 
jobs to keep the Michael Milkens of the world in* 
line.

There is virtually no tugument that a cut in the 
capital gains tax would stimulate economic activir 
ty and raise capital values. Whatever you own.

whether it’s a house, pension plan, bonds, or stock 
certificates, a capital gains tax cut will raise their 
value. You keep all the gain rather than seeing 
them flushed down the fiscal toilet. But, according 
to liberal Democrats, cutting the capital gains tax 
is unthinkable since a few would benefit exces­
sively.

What’s amazing to me is the extent to which 
black petóle buy into this. Black businesses, for a 
number of reasons, tend to be risky undertakings 
and not the favorite lending customers of estab­
lished banks. Wouldn’t you be more likely to invest 
in a risky undertaking if there’s a high capital gain 
and a low tax on it? Wouldn’t you be more willing

The keepers-of-fair- 
ness message to risky entrepreneurs is this: “If you 
cannot qualify for loans and capital investments on 
the same terms as AT&T, or get a Small Business 
Administration handout, fcYget about it.”

One need not think on the implications of Wan­
niski’s premise for long before exposing it as cruel 
noijsense. For example, a policy of removing fun­
gus from vegetables benefits everyone; however, 
those with strong allergies to fungus would bepefit 
excessively. How about it?

Building more libraries would benefit everyone, 
but faster and more intelligent readers would reap 
disproportionate benefits. How about eliminating 
magnetic resonance machines because not every­
one would benefit equally? 1 think most Americans 
would find these proposals not only stupid but 
offensive.

Lowering the capital gains tax and allowing the 
development of high-risk capital markets will ben­
efit all of us. Because of the politics of envy, doing 
what’s good for most of us won’t get done because 
the rich benefit too. That’s why I’m in search of a 
humane way to get on with what’s in the best inter­
est of the 99 percent of the rest of us.

Anti-war m ovem ent can ’t mobilize

When President Bush promised 
that war in the Persian Gulf would 
not be another Vietnam, he meant we 
would fight to win. But he might 
have predicted another difTeience; No 
m atter how bloody the struggle 
becomes, the anti-war movement 
hasn’t a chance this time to mobilize 
a majority of Americans.

Part of the Marne, of course, goes 
to the blood-caked Saddam Hussein. 
Although he is no more ruthless or 
repressive than tlie communists who 
ruled North Vietnam and who’ve 
since stamped out every spark of free­
dom in the South, his sins are recog­
nized by all classes of Americans, 
whereas those of the Vietnamese 
communists were not.

Twenty years ago. a large fraction 
of the anti-war movement romanti­
cized Hanoi’s stormtxoopers. While 
attending college in the early 1970s, 
I personally knew many people who

openly yearned for an enemy victo­
ry-

It is by now impossible for Ameri­
cans to romanticize Hussein. Even the 
most anti-Western intellectual finds 
little to admire in the Iraqi dictator. 
And it is far easier to dedicate your­
self against a war you consider evil 
than a war that you merely consider 
unnecessary.

But the anti-war movement has 
also been crippled by another factor, 
the flight of its natural allies among 
liberal politicians and journalists. 
Some of these nonnally steady allies, 
such as Rq>. Stqihen Solarz, backed 
Bush from the start Others have sim­
ply been outmaneuvered and neutral­
ized by the president They’ve been 
muzzled by their own inqititude (as 
well as by fear, perhaps, of buckipg a 
now-popular cause).

As far as I*m concerned, there 
were always two -  and only two -  
coherent positions on the Gulf. One 
was the president’s view that the

takeover of Kuwait must not stand 
and that force would be used to eject 
the Iraqis if they didn’t retreat after a 
reasonable lime. The other was that 
the takeover, while tragic, did not 
threaten vital U.S. interests and that 
we should respond by guaranteeing 
Saudi Arabian sovereignty and isolat­
ing and punishing Iraq economically 
-  and leave matters that.'

Rather than a d (^  either of these 
views, many liberal politicians and 
commentators straddled them, agree­
ing with Bush that the invasion must 
not stand but balking at the use of 
force that would surely be needed to 
evict the Iraqis. Give sanctions more 
time, they insisted, while conve­
niently neglecting to tell us how 
much more tim e. A fter years o f 
being called soft on foreign policy, 
libera ls  dearly  w anted to sound 
tough, yet they qliailed before the 
consequences o f their newfound mil­
itancy. To be blunt, they made no 
sense.

Even if the public begins to sour 
on the war (which seem s highly 
unlikely), leading liberals will find it 
difi^icult to make political hay from 
such sentiment. They can’t say they 
opposed the war, after all, because 
they didn’t; they merely preferred a 
later opening date. And they can’t 
expect anyone to believe that war 
w o^d have been materially different 
had it merely started  four o r six 
oKMiths later.

So. no matter how the fighting 
goes (and let us pray it p ro ce (^  as 
well as it has begun), the visible anti­
war movement is likely to remain on 
the fringes. Sadttam Hussein’s crimes 
and the po litical opportunism  o f 
mainstream libnalism have blessedly 
seen to that.

George Bush, k  seems, is correct 
in more ways than perhaps he realizes 
when he promises that the Gulf W v 
will not be another Vietnam. Not on 
the grounds to be sure, but not back '  
home, either.

Hepatitis 'A' report in Pampa proves 
to be misdiagnosis, health officials say

Local health officials said Friday 
that simple steps can be taken to 
prevent the spread of hepatitis in the 
area.

On Fridayin 13 cases of TVpe-A 
hepatitis, considered the most dan­
gerous and contagious of all hepati­
tises, were made public in Amarillo.

Later in the day health officials 
in Pampa said there was also a case 
of Type-A hepatitis here.

However, they later amended 
that claim after media inquiries into 
the situation, saying the case had 
been misdiagnosed and was actual­
ly the less t^ngerous TVpe-B hep- 

^atitis.
Hepatitis is passed by oral-fecal 

contact and is the result of not prop­
erly washing one’s hands after using 
the restroom.

If those hands then are used

du ring  food p rep a ra tio n , the. 
virus is passed by food consump­
tion.

Otherwise, it is passed by physi­
cal contact.

The disease can also be contract­
ed by eating raw seafood, health 
officials said.

Symptoms of hepatitis include a 
low-grade fever, fatigue, cramps, 
vomiting and/or diarrhea. First signs 
of hepatitis are often confused with 
the flu.

It can also include yellowing of 
the skin, since the disease attacks 
the liver.

Marge Holland of the local Texas 
Department of Health and Bill Hert- 
ner, TDH sanitarian in Canyon, said 
the best prevention for hepatitis is 
vigorous handwashing.

One local restaurant owner said 
their advice to employees was to 
“keep your hands under water all the 
time with washing.”

TDH officials pointed to pub­
lished reports that recomntended 
washing hands with warm water and 
plenty of soap for at least 15 sec­
onds, paying special attention to the 
fingernails.

All 13 cases of hepatitis reported 
Friday in Am arillo were among 
school children.

Dr. Elliot Monroe of Pampa said 
the hysteria once associated with 
hepatitis is no longer considered 
necessary.

“Hepaptitis can be anything from 
very minor to devastating,” Monroe 
said. “The usual case is transmitted 
by body fluids and it’s usually hand 
to hand. They didn’t wash their 
hands and they touched someone 
else’s hand.”

He also said the virus is only 
rarely passed through restaurants, 
though such cases always garner the 
most publicity.

Monroe said the chances of con-

tracting hepatitis is remote in Pampa 
and that most cases nationwide arise 
in chronic carriers.

He said any serious outbreak is 
always headed off by health offi­
cials.

“ If  som eone is fee ling  real 
rundown and has darkening  of 
the urine, you don’t want to han­
dle any th ing  th e y ’ve handled  
without good hand washing,” he 
stated.

He also said that one in every 
100 pqpple who contract Type-A 
hepatitis die.

“Unless it is a fulminating attack 
on the liver, there is nothing to do 
for the person except keep them at 
home with bed rest and care,” Mon­
roe said. “It takes about 30 days to 
take care of i t  They go into the hos­
pital for two to three days and then 
go home. After two or three weeks 
they are able to function without too 
much problem.”

V isitor
Simon was equally shocked 

when driving past the Hoechst 
Celanese plant she saw the facility 
all lit up. In Romania, the plants are 
shut down at night to provide elec­
tricity, gas and water to the homes. 
During most of the day, the homes 
have no running water, electricity or 
gas.

Because Simon is past the age of 
25 and has not had a child, a “baby 
tax” of 6 to 7 percent of her salary is 
withheld from her paycheck each 
month by the government “Can you 
believe it?” she asks.

Light bulbs are a luxury in 
Romania, as is toilet paper, which is 
not found often. Bathtubs are used 
to store water, not to take baths. The 
telephone system is poor in most 
places of the Southeastern European 
country, which is slightly smaller 
than New York and Pennsylvania 
combined.

Currently, Simon said, the coun­
try is on strict gasoline rationing. It 
is not unusual to see 250-300 cars 
lined up at a time.

The color on American televi­

sion is also a pleasant surprise to 
Simon as are the roomy homes. 
She lives with her mother, father 
and a b ro ther in a three-room  
apartment.

Speaking of the Schunemans’ 
home on Russell Street she said, “I 
lost myself.”

Schuneman said Simon’s par­
ents, who are both retired are “very 
ingenious.” Her father raises pigs 
and the family’s own garden to keep 
their family with food.

Simon went through 12 years of 
school and four years of college. 
She has a degree in engineering and 
speaks English, Romanian, Hungari­
an and French. She earns about 
3,000 leu (lay) or $30 American 
dollars a month and says, “I have a 
good salary in Romania for my 
age.

Each day, Simon treks on foot 30 
minutes to work each morning and 
30 minutes home each evening, all 
for about $1 a day which she earns.

She enjoys the luxury of a can of 
Pepsi about once a month because it 
costs about 65 leu a can. She said 
fresh fruits and vegetables are also a 
luxury. Most vegetables are brought 
in on the black market from Russia

or Hungary, she said.
The country’s businesses are all 

state-owned and operated and 
recently several factories have been 
shut down, Simon said. The people 
who work at the factories will 
receive 50 percent of their salaries, 
she said. Many of the factories make 
knit wear, material and clothes.

She describes her fellow coun­
trymen as being “nervous and 
stressed.” She said they are the 
direct opposite of the Americans she 
has met who are nice and “want to 
help you.”

“In Romania, everyone is used 
to getting paid for everything,” 
she said o f her su rp rise  when

someone at the airport in the Uhit- 
ed S ta tes helped her d ia l the 
Schunemans telephone number for 
no payment.

“They w on’t talk  to  you (in 
Romania) unless you have cigarettes 
or money,” she said.

While visiting the Schunemans 
for a month, Simon said she hopes 
to better learn the English grammar 
and to see some sites.

Schuneman compares Simon’s 
trip to America to Schuneman’s trip 
to Romania. “For her to have come 
this far, she can understand what I 
felt in Romania,” Schuneman said 
of the vast differences in the coun­
tries.

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Science technology threatens to make textbooks obsolete

Textbook officials with the Texas 
Education Agency are giving Pampa 
teachers the oppc^nity to take sci­
ence books out of the classroom and 
put them in the museum of ancient 
cLassroom relics, alongside ink wells 
and slide rulers.

A new science curriculum from 
O ptical Data Corp. has been 
approved by the TEA that does not 
use a book.

Instead, the material is all con­
tained on laser videodiscs that are 
shown to the class.

1'eachers, working off a script 
provided by ODC, then lead stu­
dents through the assigned material.

A second science curriculum 
company. Silver Burdett and Ginn, 
is asking school districts in Texas, 
including the PISD, to instead pur­
chase their material.

It includes a standard textbook 
that is supplemented by a videodisc 
similar to that offered by OE)C.

Optical Data officials say their 
Windows of Science m aterial, 
designed for use in grades one 
through six, is more useful than a 
textbook because it brings the infor­
mation to life, showing such things 
as cells splitting.

Dr. Hilarie Davis, ODC’s direc­
tor of curriculum and instruction, 
has said, “With Windows of Sci­
ence, learning takes place by first 
seeing, hearing, discussing and 
experimenting with the scieiKe con­
cepts and principles, then reading, 
writing and visualizing about them.”

ODC said in the traditional text­
book-oriented classroom, only stu­
dents with strong reading and writ­

ing skills have the chance to suc­
ceed.

Jane Steele, assistant superinten­
dent in Pampa, said there is merit to 
the ODC argument

“We know that students learn in 
a variety of ways and so the more 
ways we can present the materials, 
the better the chance the most num­
ber of students will be helped,” she 
said.

Of videodiscs’ merits, she com­
mented, “It's much better than just 
seeing a picture in a book and trying 
tQ imagine what it looks like when 
the thing is moving. It gets us away 
from worksheets.”

Lee Carter, district technology 
director, said videodiscs operate off 
the “a picture is worth a thousand 
words” principle.

“If a student misses it the first 
time, the videodisc can be backed 
up, slowed down and the frame 
frozen,” Carter said. “Very fe\y kids 
can spot cell division through a 
microscope. Here it would be point­
ed out and you can all see it and dis­
cuss iL”

Steele said it will be largely up to 
PISD elementary science teachers if 
the district abandons textbooks by 
adopting ODC.

However, she said there are 
downsides. One of those was point­
ed out by Silver B urdett’s Ken 
Koon.

“What if a student is absent three 
days?” he asked. “You can’t send 
home a videodisc with him. And 
very few schools are going to have 
an extra player around for him to 
watch when he comes back.”

Carter said school districts must 
resist the “it’s all computerized so it 
must be neat” mindset regarding

A n th o n y 's  c lo s in g s

Officials with Anthony’s depart­
ment store said the Pampa outlet 
will not be closing as part of a pend­
ing company re-organization under 
Chapter 11 bankruptcy.

Ten Anthony’s stores are set for 
closing in Oklahoma, Texas and 
New Mexico, according to informa­
tion released by the com pany’s 
Oklahoma City office.

However, Tom Caldwell, manag­
er of the Pampa store, said the local 
Anthony’s is “one of their better 
stores.”

“This is a strong sUHe,” Caldwell 
set of the Coronado Center location. 
“It is not even close to being closed. 
This store did great business last 
year and we’re looking to do even 
better next year.”

John J. Wiesner, chairman and 
CEO of A nthony’s, which has 
reported assets of $336 million, 
blamed the bankruptcy protection 
filing on Continent^ Baiik N.A. of 
Chicago.

He said at a Friday press confer­
ence in Oklahoma City that the bank 
refused to fund Anthony’s seasonal 
line of credit because of what he 
termed a “technical default” on a 
loan agreement.

“We believe their action was

unnecessary and that with their sup­
port we could have continued to 
m ^ e  all payments of interest and 
principal as agreed. However, no 
business can continue to operate 
under these conditions.”

Wiesner said Anthony’s, which 
is based in Oklahoma City, is seek­
ing court protection so it can contin­
ue operations.

The retailer currently operates 
216 stores in 16 states, with 5,300 
employees.

Stores scheduled for closing 
include four in Oklahoma City, 
eight in Tulsa, one in Eagle Pass and 
four in Albuquerque.

A reported 192 employees will 
be laid off at those locations.

Wiesner said the current Antho­
ny’s inventory accounts for $72 mil­
lion in assets.

Cash shortages by Anthony’s 
were blamed on two “brutal ice 
storm s” in Oklahom a and New 
Mexico during “the critical week 
just prior to Christmas,” said com­
pany officials.

W iesner stated, “There is no 
doubt in my mind, or in the minds 
of the many people involved with 
this reorganization, that Anthony’s 
w ill emerge from this with the 
same operating values and stan­
dards w,. have held for almost 70 
years.”

Science curriculum companies are moving their technology Into the 21st century by 
offering material on videodiscs, such as the Science Horizons program by Silver Bur­
dett and Ginn. While Silver Burdett’s material supplements the textbook, another com­
pany Is offering video-only learning they say replaces books.
videodisc learning.

“ We need it to.be more than 
neat,” he said. “We need it to be 
effective.”

ODC said schools do not have to 
abandon textbooks to use their mate­
rial. They suggest districts use old 
texts at the points they correspond

with ODC discs.
However, Silver Burdett points 

out that their discs match perfectly 
with their textbooks.

“In our case, we’ve got more 
content in our teacher’s edition (than 
ODC),” said Koon. “Our teacher 
edition also has a two-page spread

of additional supporting material.” 
ODC says such support is unnec­

essary because their material is vir­
tually comprehensive.

However, short work pages with 
vocabulary words are included in 
the OEXT package.

Whichever way the district goes.

it will be necessary to purchase 
videodisc players.

O fficials with ODC have 
attempted to sweeten their offer of 
discs by offering to sell Panasonic 
players for only $199 each.

Carter said most players will run 
around $400, and that televisions 
must also be purchased to show the 
images on.

While budget crunches make 
such capital outlay a touchy subject, 
Steele pointed out the current cur­
riculum adoption period will carry 
the district into the last years of the 
20th century.

“What we choose now will have 
to last six to eight years,” Steele 
said.

She pointed out that a third 
option for teachers includes adopt­
ing textbooks offered by Scott 
Foresman Co.

They have no videodiscs offered 
with their material, thus maintaining 
the status quo.

In that case, Steele said, it is pos­
sible the district would later buy 
videodiscs, players and TVs to sup­
plement the texts.

If videodiscs are purchased now, 
however, they will be paid for out of 
state textbook monies. The only cost 
to the district will be for players and 
televisions.

Another point teachers will have 
to weigh is that S ilver Burdett 
videodiscs are only currently offered 
for grades 3-6.

Coon said the first and second 
grade videodiscs to accompany their 
book will be ready in a year.

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Man arrested in Matamoros ritual slayings set free
MATAMOROS, Mexico (AP) -  

A man jailed for allegedly taking 
part in a series of drug-lit^ed, rit­
ual slayings was set free when he 
demonstrated he wasn’t the person 
named in the wanant used for his 
arrest, authorities said Saturday.

B audelio  Chavez Lopez, 43, 
was released conditionally from 
Matamoros prison on Friday, after 
identifying himself with a birth 
certificate and d riv er’s license, 
federal judicial police commander 
Jose Gabriel Andrino Hernandez 
said in a telephone interview.

Andrino said the warrant had 
been issued for Aurelio Chavez

Lopez, who authorities believe 
was a foreman at the Santa Elena 
Ranch near Matamoros, where the 
bodies of 13 people, some of them 
killed in occult rituals, were dis­
covered in 1989.

The arrested man told authori­
ties that he worked at the ranch in 
1987, but was layed off by Ovidio 
Hernandez Rivera, federal judicial 
px)lice group leader Jose Canales 
said in a telephone interview.

Hernandez is an alleged member 
of the drug cult ring wanted along 
with Chavez in both Mexico and 
the United States. Two other fugi­
tives sought on both sides of the

Contraceptive vaccines 
almost ready for human 
testing, researcher says

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A contra­
ceptive vaccine that causes a woman 
to become immune to sperm may be 
ready for testing on humans within 
two years, a researcher says.

John C. Herr of the University of 
Virginia said his laboratory has cre­
ated a vaccine based on a protein 
found only in sperm that causes the 
female immune system to develop 
antibodies that prevent conception.

The protein, called SP-10, has 
been found in the sperm of a num­
ber of mammals, including humans, 
but it has not been found in female 
mammals.

“ It is a testis specific protein,’’ 
said Herr. “ It has been detected 
nowhere else.”

Herr, speaking at the national 
meeting of the American Associa­
tion for the Advancement of Sci­
ence, said that in tests on rabbits, 
hamsters and baboons the vaccine 
was able to prevent eggs from being 
fertilized.

Unlike many pharmaceutical con­
traceptives, the vaccine contains no 
hormones, which often produce side 
effects.

The vKcine woits by causing the 
female immune system to build anti­
bodies against SP-10. A similar 
response is what gives the body pro­
tection from disease.

When the SP-10 antibodies come 
in contact with sperm, they attack 
the SP-10 protein and prevent the 
sperm from fertilizing the female 
egg.

~‘It inhibits the binding of the 
sperm to the egg,” said Herr. This

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Environmental Protection Agency 
has decided to ignore risks it consid­
ers trivial in judging whether to ban 
pesticides because their residues 
may cause cancer, an ag^cy  official 
said Friday night.

Up to now, the agency has consid­
ered itself bound by the so-called 
Delaney Clause requiring it to ban 
chemicids which, when concentrat­
ed in food processing, can increase 
the chances of cancer, no matter 
how small the increase.

One victim  whose m utilated 
body was unearthed at the ranch 
belonging to the Hernandez family 
was 21-year-old U niversity  of

Texas student Mark Kilroy. Two 
bodies d iscovered  at another 
acreage nearby also are believed to 
be victinis of the drug cult ring.

A Texas Southm ost C ollege 
honor student was sentenced to six 
years in prison and fined $2(X) in 
August for criminal association 
with the group. ^

The Brownsville student, Sara 
Aldrete Villareal, said to the 
high priestess of the cult, is in jail 
in Mexico City and has appealed 
the verdict. She also faces other 
charges.

Cult member Alvaro Dario de 
Leon Valdez got 30 years in prison 
for criminal association and for 
killing alleged cult leader Adolfo 
de Jesus Constanzo and his body­

guard Martin Quintana Rodriguez 
in a 1989 shootout when police 
closed in on them at a Mexico City 
apartment.

Cult members Jorge Montes and 
Juan C arlos Fregoso were sen ­
tenced to 3S years in prison for the 
July 1988 murder o f Ramon Pa2 
Esquivel.

“ It’s unknown what the social- 
political acceptance will be (of such 
a vaccine), but it is more acceptable 
than post-fertilization methods,” he 
said. .

Herr said part of the baboon tes^: 
will be to determine how long the 
immunity lasts. He said the goal was 
to develop a vaccine that would be 
long lasting, but reversible; that 
would have a low failure rate, that 
could be manufactured at a low cost, 
and that could be injected by 
paramedics, just as other vaccines 
are now delivered.

A contraceptive injection is cur­
rently undergoing human tests in 
India and trials will start soon in 
Australia, Herr said. This injection, 
however, uses a hormone called 
HCG. Its action is not well under­
stood, he said, but it appears to work 
by preventing a fertilized egg from 
implanting in the uterus.

Another researcher at the AAAS 
meeting, Paul Primakoff of the Uni­
versity of Connecticut Health Cen­
ter in Farmington, said his team has 
developed an experimental contra­
ceptive vaccine based on another 
testis protein called PH-20.

In experiments with hamsters it 
has blocked conception for up to 18 
months, he said. After that, the labo- 
raUM7  animals regained futility and 
were able to bear young.

DAL1.AS (AP) -  Electronic Data 
Systems Corp. just became a $6 bil­
lion company but few people know 
what it does.

“ EDS is the largest, most 
unknown company in the United 
States,” said Howard Anderson, a 
Boston market researcher.

The Dallas company started by 
Ross Perot and now owned by Gen­
eral Motors is working to change 
that. EDS has launched an ad cam­
paign and opened a marketing cen­
ter where visitors can see the ser­
vices it provides 7,000 customers.

EDS estim ates the worldwide 
market for the services it provides is 
$2(K) billion and will triple during 
the next 10 years. “ Our push into 
the global rharketplace is expanding 
as more and more com panies 
become aware of the strategic 
advantage information and technol­
ogy services can bring them ,” 
Al^ithal said.

EDS’s work for General Motors 
has declined as a percentage of its 
overall business from 70 percent in 
1985 to just over 50 percent last 
year. Its growth has been fueled by 
operating units that target and seize 
opportunities in specific industries.

This week, EDS signed a 10-year 
contract worth $100 million to man­
age a data center for Signetics Co.

California governor's drought plan creates state water bank

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) -  
Gov. Pete Wilson presented a $100 
million drought plan Friday that has­
tens water transfers to parched 
areas, bolsters fire protection and 
threatens cities with rationing if they 
don’t cut back voluntarily.

Wilson told a news conference he 
may use emergency powers to 
enforce water rationing if communi­
ties don’t cooperate.

The governor didn’t specify how 
much cities would have to cut back 
on water use. He said an average cut 
of 50 percent “ is a worst-case sce­
nario, but a likely one.’’

Nor did he say when the state 
would began cracking down on 
cities. A report on efforts by local 
agencies will be released in two

weeks, he said.
The sta te’s five-year drought 

shows no sign of abating as the 
March end of the winter rainy sea­
son approaches, with rainfall 
amounts totaling just one-fourth of 
normal. Snowpack in the Sierra 
Nevada range, a major source of 
water, also is about one-fourth of 
normal, and reserviors are down to 
less than one-third their normal lev­
els.

Local agencies throughout the 
state have already imposed a variety 
of rationing and other water conser­
vation plans.

About half of the $100 million 
w ill be spent to help the state 
Department of Forestry anB'Fire 
Protection combat what Wilson said 
could be the worst fire season ever 
in California.

Much of the money is to be used

to hire firefighters, especially since 
war against Iraq has taken away 
thousands of National Guard and 
U.S. Army troops who normally join 
the battle against summer wildfires.

Wilson also said he is expanding 
the California Conservation Corps, 
an agency that provides public ser­
vice jobs for young people, to help 
with w ildlife and firefighting 
efforts.

The State Water Project earli«r 
this month cut off water to farmers 
entirely and said it may supply only 
half the normal flows to urban cus­
tomers. On.Thursday the larger fed­
eral Central Valley Project, which 
serves roughly two-thirds of the 
state, announced it was cutting 
water to farmers by 75 percent this 
spring and to cities by as much as 
half.

About 80 percent of federally

distributed water in California goes 
to farmers, and some cities and 
industrial districts receive federal 
supplies. Farmers receive about 5 
percent of their water from the 
state, about 20 percent from the 
federal government, and the rest 
from local agencies and groundwa­
ter supplies.

Even before the cuts, several hun­
dred thousand acres of farmland 
were left unplanted for lack of 
water, said Jason Peltier, who repre­
sents Central Valley Project con- 
tracters. He estimated that 1 million 
acres will not be farmed this year, 
out of the state’s 9 million acres of 
irrigated farmland, unless the situa­
tion improves.

Wilson said he would order the 
State Water Project to continuously 
evaluate the situation to determine 
whether flows can be restored-to

farmers at some point this spring.
M ary-A nn W arm erdam , 

spokeswoman for the California 
Farm Bureau, said farmers are 
generally pleased with Wilson’s 
a p p ro a c h , e sp e c ia lly  his 
promise to increase supplies for 
farm ers if  there  is add itional 
rainfall.

“ From our standpoint, we would 
view his comments with optimism. 
We’re pleased with what the gover­
nor has said," she said.

Wilson said he was expanding the 
Legislature’s special session on the 
state budget crisis to include drought 
problems, since legislation will be 
needed to carry out various aspects 
of his plan.

“ A drought of this magnitude will 
change the way we live. It will 
cause inconvenience. It will cause 
anxiety. And it will cause some pain.

There is no getting around it, this is 
the time for sacrifice," said Wilson.

“ We are operating in a calm, 
orderly crisis mode," he said.

Wilson proposed creating a state 
water bank to purchase water from 
willing sellers and sell it to those 
who need it the most. The governor 
said the water bank would also be 
used to control prices and guard 
against price gouging.

Wilson said he is directing the 
state Department of Fish and Game 
to drill wells in wetland areas and to 
transport some fish by truck down­
stream to spots with higher water 
levels.

The $100 million emergency fund 
also would be used for loans to pub­
lic and private water agencies to 
develop new water supplies, and 
fund reclamation and conservation 
projects.

O a k  R id g e  C o n fe r e n c e  a p p ro v e s  fir st d e te c to r  fo r  su p e r  c o ll id e r

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. (AP) -  A 
multi-national group of scientists 
has approved the first particle 
detector for the federal govern­
ment’s proposed $8.2 billion super­
conducting super collider.

The Solenoidal D etector’Col- 
laboration, a group of about 650 
physicists and engineers from  
around the. world, held a technical 
conference last week at the Oak 
R idge N ational L aboratory . 
ORNL is providing technical sup­
port to this and one other detector 
group.

The Solenoidal D etector is a 
huge machine designed to look for 
tiny particles inside the SSC and 
when completed will be the largest 
particle accelerator in the world, 
scientists say.

“ The Solenoidal D etector iS' 
essentially discovering all of the 
physics for which the SSC is being 
constructed, trying to solve all the 
puzzles set out for it,” said Gil 
Gilchriese, technical manager for 
the detector group and a physics 
professor at the University of Cali­
fornia at Berkeley.
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“ We’ve tried to cover as many 
of the physics bases as is technical­
ly feasible with a single device, so 
we can both explore what we can 
predict today, as well as be capable 
of discovering things we just can­
not predict today, things that are 
outside our present theoretical 
expectations.”

The group is headed by 
Lawrence Berkeley Laboratory in 
California and includes scientists 
affiliated with more than 100 uni­
versities, national laboratories and 
other research centers.

The detector proposed by the 
group so far is the only one to 
receive funding from the SSC Lab­
oratory, the technical overseer of 
the particle accelerator.

The superconducting super col­
lider, now scheduled to begin oper­
ating in the late 1990s, would be a 
54-miIe oval tunnel near Waxa- 
hachie, Texas.

The Murfreesboro-Shelbyville 
area o f M iddle Tennessee was 
another site considered for the pro­
ject.

Inside the oval, two beams of 
protons would be rotated in differ­
ent directicMis until each is travel­
ing near the speed of light. The

beams then would be smashed 
head-on into each other, create 
u-cmendous energies, a wide array 
of particles and, physicists hope, 
shed some light on things that now 
puzzle them. Like what the uni­
verse is made of.

But to see the tiny, energetic, 
often short-lived particles created 
in the collisions takes immensely 
sophisticated machinery. The par­
ticles are, of course, far too small 
to be seen with the naked eye -  a 
proton starts out smaller than an 
atom -  and many of the particles 
last just tiny fractions of a sec­
ond.

Ironically, the detector is a mas­
sive thing -  projected to weigh 
about 30,000 tons (sixty million 
pounds) and stand several stories 
tall.

George Trilling, a physics pro­
fessor at C al-B erkeley and 
spokesman for the detector group, 
said the Solenoidal Detector was 
chosen from among several pro­
posals because it can do a lot of 
things.

“ The program advisory com-

irmteiad
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mittee said early there would be 
two kinds of detectors, one gener­
al purpose and one more special­
ized,’’ Trilling said. “ Ours was 
the only serious contender for a 
general purpose detector, a detec­
tor with a broader array 'of capa­
bilities."

He said the composition of the 
group proposing the detector also 
was a factor.

“ It has a very large involvement 
of strong groups from around the 
world, but particularly the United 
States,’’ he said.

The super collider is designed 
eventually to have four detectors, 
but it is expected that only two 
will be included in the initial con­
struction, Trilling said. Construc­
tion costs are estimated at $500 
million.

The group is scheduled to have

its technical proposal ròady for 
submission to the Department of 
Energy by April, 1992.

Among the first things the detec­
tor will be asked to do. if it hasn’t 
already been done by thien, is iden-- 
tify the sixth of six quarks believed

to exist. A quark is currently  
believed to be the most basic bit of 
matter in the universe.

“ If the sixth hasn’t been discov­
ered by then, we should be able to 
d iscover it w ithin ho u rs ,” 
Gilchriese said.

DALLAS (AP) — In past seasons, the Southwest 
Conference would still be trying to scrub away the grime 
of another greasy schoolboy recruit signing sca.son.

Instead, most SWC schools arc counting the blue 
chips they signed and praising the restraint of their 
neighbors.

It was perhaps the cleanest recruiting period in memo­
ry in a league that in the ’80s dug below the cellar to find 
new depths of skullduggery as every Texas SWC scfKXil 
save Rice and Baylor found itself under the NCAA 
investigation microscope.

Who can forget Bill Clements, who later became the 
governor of Texas, giving his OK as the head of the 
SMU board of regents for a slush fund payoff to Mus­
tang players?

Bo Carter, information director for the SWC, said this 
year’s was a wonderfully quiet recruiting sea.son.

“To our knowledge there were no reports of wrong 
doing,’’ Carter said. “ It was clean and we’re happy 
about i t ”

There was still some sniping about “negative” recruit­
ing but, there has never been nor will there ever be a 
recruiting Campaign without such gossip. Such kntxks 
as: “How could you live in College Station?” or V You’ll 
get lost Texas is]so big” will always be a part of the 
recruiting process.

Perhaps the NCAA judicial lash has finally taught the 
SWC brethren how to behave on the recruiting stump. 
Also, there is evidence that Texas kids are deciding to 
stay in Texas, also lessening the alumni inducement

pressure.
In fact, there have been reverse defections. Rice got 

two players who were disenchanted at UCLA and Texas 
A&M coach R.C. Slocum and Texas coach David 
McWilliams were leaving open scholarships for home­
sick Texans.

SWC schools, including Arkansas, signed 68 per cent 
of the generally recognized top 100 players in the state. 
There were some good ones who left for Notre Dame, 
Oklahoma, and Oklahoma State but, for the most part, 
the bosses stayed in the Lone Star corral.

“ It’s turning around,” Slocum said. “ 1 have players 
calling me all the time from other schools. There have 
been so many we don’t have scholarships for them all. I 
think it’s good kids are staying in Texas. I told one 
recruit that if he didn’t sign with us I hoped he would 
stay at home and sign with another conference school.”

Patrick Bales, who likely will be Texas A&M’s start­
ing strong safety this fall, came back home after an 
unhappy union with UCLA.

Baylor coach Grant Teaff said it’s a definite trend. 
Teaff had a starter on his team last year who left Okla­
homa.

“We’re keeping most of the lop players,” said Teaff, 
who beat back Colorado’s bid to land the lop running 
hack in the slate, Waco High’s Louis Fite.

Texas A&M did the same thing, signing Groveton’s 
super running back, Rodney Thomas, with Louisiana 
State on the bridesmaid’s (kxir.

Texas outhustled Oklahoma for McKinney running 
back J:imes Thornton.

SWC teams aren’t signing as many players outside of 
Texas with the native sons deciding to stay put.

It is recom­
mended thill we get a third of our 
nutrien ts in the morning. This 
doesn’t mean that we have to pile in 
a lot of food the moment we wake 
up.

We can make a natural powder 
drink in a minute loaded with vita­
mins and minerals; or enjoy a baked 
apple or poached pear from last 
night’s d e ^ r t ;  or fresh fruit eaten 
out of hand. Then off to some light 
exercise or a brisk walk.

Midmoming, try a second break­
fast, say one of those quick cooking 
grains, such as cous cous or bulghar 
with fruits and nuts or even a shred­
ded carrot thrown in for extra vita- 
nun A and beta cartone and a slice 
of six-grain bread.

For many of us who are on the 
run or need energy fuel to run 
smoothly, we can pack a muffin and 
a container o f low-fat yogurt, d r  
pack a wedge of polenta pie with 
tomatoes and some low-fat mozzalla 
cheese.

These choices are so much more 
advantageous than premixed store- 
bought cereals, muffins and drinks 
that often are less balanced and con­
tain more fat. sugar and additives —

usually at stiffer prices.
And now that the usual breakfasts 

we grew up with are being down- 
pedaled: eggs because of choles­
terol, bacon and sausage because of 
nitrites, and cheeses because of fat, 
we don’t have to give up on them 
entirely, but we (to need to figure 
out better ways to have them.

For instance, eggs on weekends in 
fritatas, omelets or fineiKh toast are 
fine, artd we can always use two egg 
whites to one wh(4e egg to cut down 
on cholestnol.

I must admit that toast with straw­
berry jam and crumbled bacon was 
my all time childhood favorite and I 
do treat myself to it about twice a 
year. We all tend to stay on target 
for go(xl health when we allow our­
selves a few splurges!

And drese days as we are encour­
aged to eat more food during the 
day and less at dinner, we can eat 
heartier breakfasts with all-tim e 
favorites that satisfy us in (Mtrients 
and pleasure.

Nothing wrong with a vegetable 
pie, a breakfast pizza, an open-faced 
grilled sandwich or a porfion of a . 
casserole or hearty soup from the 
night before.

R oots o f  dorm ant p lan ts  
remain slightly active throughout 
the winter, and drought stress of 
these roots can make any plant 
more vulnerable to freeze injury. 
So, give trees, shrubs and lawns a

soaking irrigation now to condi­
tion them for the remain of winter. 
If  the drought continues, water 
again in about a month.

Pruning is another practice that 
needs attention. Feb. or March is 
the best time to do winter pruning 
of fruit and landscape trees. Earli­
er pruning is all right, but as with 
drought, pruning stresses the tree, 
and any form  of stress makes a 
plant more vulnerable to freeze 
injury.

Applying dormant oil to fruit 
and nut trees is also im portant. 
Spray trees with dormant oil any­
tim e w hen the tem p era tu re  is 
between 50 and 80 degrees F 
Oil must be applied before trees 
begin to bloom or leaf, out since 
dorm ant oil can dam age tender 
tissue.

Spray dormant oil at a rate of 2 
ga llons oil per 100 gallons o f 
water or 3 ounces oil per gallon of 
water. The oil kills scale insects 
by su ffo ca tin g  them , so good 
spray coverage is a must. If an air 
sprayer is used, it should be set to 
de liver at least 100 gallons o f 
spray per acre.

Dormant oil will work more 
effec tive ly  if  an insectic ide  is 
added to the tank. Lorsban 4E at 1 
pint per gallon is a good dormant 
oil additive for orchards, or durs- 
ban or diazinon at 1 teaspoon per 
gallon can be added for garden 
and year tree sprays.

T exas m usician  am ong the best w ith stee l guitar

WACO (AP) -  As a boy. Doyle 
Grisham dreamed of stardom at 
the front of a stage with a guitar in 
his hand.

Now, some four decades later, 
G risham  is usually  found in a 
Nashville sound studio, playing a 
steel guitar off to the side.

The Troy native hasn’t settled 
for second best. In a city filled 
with studio musicians. Grisham is 
the steel guitarist producers often 
phone first.

He won a 1986 Country Music 
Award nomination for Best Musi-

cian and his playing can be heard 
on all of Randy Travis’ platinum 
albums.

Life outside the bright lights of 
the stage is pretty sw eet, h e ’ll 
quickly tell you.

“ I thought I ’d be one of the 
s.irs and people would be playing 
behind m e,” he said in a phone 
interview from Nashville. “ But, 
then, I don’t think I’d be as happy 
as 1 am now.”

The son of Mr. and Mrs. Claude 
Grisham of Troy, he made a pro­
fessional debut of sorts in I9S4 
when, as a 12-year-old musician, 
he sang on Johnny Gimble’s “The 
Homefolks” on KWTX-TV.

Gimble encouraged the boy to 
stick with it. Grisham did through­
out his teens and early 20s, per­
forming with a variety of small 
bands that never quite made the 
jump to the big time.

In 1963, Grisham switched from 
acoustic guitar to steel and elecuric 
guitars. It was a career-altering 
move he doesn’t regret.

With rock ’n ’ roll and its electric 
guitars doihinating the American 
popular music scene, many coun­
t y  perfoiiners opted for some dif­
ferent instruments. Some chose 
the electric  guitar; others, like 
Grisham, picked the pedal steel, a 
set of electrically amplified guitar

Not your typical country band

strings mounted horizontally.
“ The pedal steel was coming 

into prom inence in country  
music,” he explained. “ It was the 
best thing I ever did at the time.”

He was a featured performer on 
C lyde “ B arefo o t’’ C h esse r’s 
weekly television show in Austin 
and in 1966, Grisham joined the 
Roy Drusky Show, appearing reg­
ularly on the Grand Ole Opry.

Grisham’s steel soon caught the 
ear of many Nashville producers 
and country stars. Tompall Glaser 
and the Glaser Brothers signed 
him up to do demo work for their 
studio, introducing Grisham to the 
ins and outs of studio work.

He toured with Jim Glaser in 
1974, after the Glaser Brothers 
retired, and the following year 
performed with Lynn Anderson 
(‘‘I Never Promised You a Rose 
G arden” ), an experience he 
remembers fondly.

A nderson’s lim ited  concert 
schedule gave G risham time to 
pursue studio woilc, and during the 
next 10 years the steel guitarist 
worked with such country and pop 
stars as Kenny Rogers and the 
First Edition, Bill Anderson. Eng­
land Dan and John Ford Coley, 
Peter Yarrow and gospel singers 
The Hemphills.

“ You just w ouldn’t expect to 
play steel guitar with these peo­
ple,” Grisham noted.

G risham  even p rov ided  the 
pedal steel touches heard on some 
o f Jim m y B u ffe tt’s album s. 
“Those albums are unique, to say 
the least, because Jimmy Buffett 
was,” Grisham said.

The Troy guitarist explained that 
backing a pop performer was no 
m ajor stre tch  for him : S tudio  
musicians must have a variety of 
musical styles at their fingertips in 
order to find frequent work.

“ For 10 minutes you may work 
on this song, but if the producer 
says. T don’t like that,’ you have 
40 turn right around and do it his 
way,” Grisham explained. “That’s 
the hard part. We’re kind of musi­
cal robots in a way.”

For more than four years in the 
early  1980s, G risham  tried his 
hand at p roducing , m anaging 
Porter Wagoner’s former record­
ing studio the Fireside Studios.

He still kept up his own studio 
work, backing such stars as Reba 
McEntire, Dan Seals, Mel Tillis, 
Baillie & the Boys, Frankie Laine, 
Tiny Tim and Randy Travis.

His busy schedule as a session 
artist in 1986 led to his ncmina- 
tion as CMA Best Musician, an

award created for studio musicians 
who did not have any sojo albums 
or singles released.

“ It was qu ite  an h o n o r,”  
Grisham recalled. “ 1 was com ­
pletely floored. I had no idea I was 
being considered for that.”

Grisham has performed on all of 
Randy Travis’ albums, but h e ’s 
still abuzz over last year’s project. 
For that w ork, a co llec tio n  o f 
duets, Travis teamed with such 
stars as Dolly Parton, Willie Nel­
son, Conway Twitty, Clint E a s t 
wood, Kris Kristofferson, George 
Jones and even Roy Rogers and 
B.B. King.

“ It’s not the best thing I ’ve ever 
done, but it was the most memo­
rab le ,” he said. “ I m ean, how 
often are you going to run into 
these people'anymore?”

G risham ’s current project has 
him backing George Jones in the 
la tter’s first album on the MCA 
label.

Despite setting down Nashville 
roots— he and his wife, Debbie, 
live in nearby Fairview -  Grisham 
tries to visit his parents in IVoy 
each year. But he adm its that a 
session artist can’t stray far from 
home if he wants to stay busy.

“ If you’re not here, they’re not 
going to call you,’’ he said.

EDITOR’S NOTE -  From 

Homer, to Josephus, to Goya, to 
Mathew Brady, to C ivil War 
diarist Mary Chesnut, to Ernest 
Hemingway, there have always 
been those who reported the hor­
rors and heroism o f war. George 
Esper covered the Vietnam War 
for many years and here he views 
his calling.

For us, the war correspondent 
and combat photographer, a front- 
row seat at life’s ultimate existen­
tial act transcends everything else.

We go to war not because we 
love it but rather because of its 
challenge and our journalistic call­
ing.

For many of us, it will be the 
biggest thing we will do in our 
lives. And it will assure us lasting 
membership in one of the most 
exclusive clubs in the world.

War p ropels some o f us far 
beyond where we intended to go. 
We are seduced by its journalistic 
glamour and romance. Some of us, 
the least likely, are drawn into it 
innocently enough througli strange 
twists of fate.

Homer B igart, who reported  
World War n, Korea and Viemam 
and won two Pulitzer Prizes, never 
really gave it much thought. “ It’s 
something that I personally drifted 
into. No great drive... Certainly 
not the love for war.’’

But once there, he pushed ahead 
because of the rivalry among cor­
respondents. “ I hated to be beat­
en...! thought I ’d be yellow if I 
left. You’d feel the same way. You 
wouldn’t want to admit that you 
had it.” '

I never intended to go to Viet­
nam, never volunteered. I was part 
of the press buildup that matched 
the U.S. military buildup in the 
summer of 1965.

But once there, it became my 
life. I felt that sense of adventure 
that a war correspondent before 
me in Korea, the late Bob Consi- 
dine, had written about.

“ Every time a reporter picks up 
a story or swings aboard a plane 
on assignment, or spins a fresh 
sheet of cq)y paper into his type­
writer, he shoots his roll — like a 
craps player going for broke.”

I feel that same excitement now.
I think often of what another 

war correspondent. A ssociated 
Press colleague Terry Anderson, 
who has been held hostage for 
nearly six years in Lebanon, said 
when he first went to cover the 
explosive Middle East. “ After all, 
what kind of reporter could turn 
dow n the w o rld ’s top new s 
story?”

Not Terry, whose plight symbol­
izes the peril reporters face in 
m any parts  o f  th is dangerous 
world

Not E lizabeth Pond, a co rre­
spondent for the Christian Science

Monitor, who was held captive in 
Cambodia for 40 days by an ti­
government forces. With a gun 
pointed to her head, she was dis­
played as an American prisoner of 
war, b lindfo lded  and m arched 
through a gauntlet of jeering vil­
lagers.

Not the th ree C am bodian 
reporters for The A ssociated  
Press, Mean Leang, Sang Hel and 
Sun Heang, who stayed behind to 
cover the fall of Phnom Penh in 
1975 despite the genocide of the 
conquering Klrnier Rouge forces.

We fondly called them the “ Big 
Three.” Mean Leang worked in 
the office filing reports from the 
other two out in the field.

“ 1 alone in office, losing contact 
with our guys,” he cabled at the 
end. “ I feel rather trembling, do 
not know how to file our stories 
now. Maybe last cable today and 
forever.”

It was the last time he wpuld 
file. A year later, he was executed.

Not Cathy Leroy, a 22-year-old 
photographer whose 90-pound 
frame was riddled with steel from 
her face to her legs during a North 
Vietnamese mortar attack.

Her concern was not with her 
swollen face covered with ban­
dages, or her fractured jaw. She 
wanted only to get back to cover­
ing the war.

“ Why do I want to stay?” she 
said through wired teeth. “ I don’t 
know exactly. I guess I just want 
to. I want to take good pictures of 
the war, better than anybody else. 
So I have to be where things are 
happening.”

Soldiers are not the only casual­
ties of war. The pho tos and 
p laques on the w alls o f news 
offices across the country attest to 
the toll our profession paid in the 
lives of war correspondents and 
combat photographers.

Two years ago we honored the 
63 fallen journalists of the Viet­
nam War at a ceremony in Jeffer­
sonville, N.Y. One of the speakers 
who could not speak because he 
was so choked with emotion was 
Huynh Cong Ut, whom we fondly 
called Nick.

N ick’s brother, Huynh Thanh 
My, an AP pho tographer, was 
k illed  covering  a battle  in the 
Mekong Delta in 1965. In the true 
tradition of the war correspondent 
and photographer, Nick Ut stepped 
in and courageously  took his 
brother’s place. He was 17 years 
old.

Eight years later, Nick won a 
Pulitzer Prize for his photo of a 
terrified Viemamese girl running 
naked down a highway after an 
accidental napalm strike by South 
Vietnamese bombers seared her 
body.

Some war correspondents are 
walking casualties. Their hearts 
and minds never quite make the 
transition back to what the GIs in 
Viemam called the real world.

They are unable to  find their
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place or their meaning. Some are 
unable to write again. Others, like 
the old soldiers in the barracks 
ballads of another time, just fade 
away.

We take pride in staying the 
course and pursuing the truth. We 
are driven by belief in the ^ o p le ’s 
right to know. We treasure the 
competition among us as well as 
the camaraderie.

Like old soldiers, sometimes 
boring with their stories of wars, 
we treasu re  the freew heeling , 
adventuresome, heady spirit that 
enveloped us during the midst of

b a ttle , to be tro tted  out for 
reunions like, yes, we have to 
admit it, the Old Grad who relives 
the 80-yard touchdown run or the 
winning free throw at a long-ago 
basketball game.

I rem em ber seeing the corre­
spondent John Van Doom for the 
first time in 10 years after the 
Vietnam War ended.

“There is somehow, corny as it 
sounds, a bond among people who 
have gone to a war for whatever 
reason,” he wrote after that meet­
ing. “ 1 felt it suongly, and felt like 
talking on and on to someone who 
proceeded from the same founda­
tion as I. Very curious.”

Most correspondents feel the 
compulsion to cover wars in their 
gut but they are hard put to explam 
why. , I

I Anally found the answer in an 
interview with a 22-year-old Army 
nurse who had come from upstate 
New York to the mud, monsoons 
and mortars of Viemam to heat the 
wounded.

Jackie N avarra stood over 
maimed soldiers, trying to comfort 
them, to cheer them with-her smile 
and wit. Within minutes they were 
gone. But they did not die alone. 
She was at their side.

1 asked her why she was there. 
She said it was b^ause  she would 
never feel more worthwhile m her 
life.

According to Carl Patrick, 
Extension entomologist, reports 
from around the Texas Panhandle 
indicate that greenbug and Russian 
wheat aphid populations are very 
low to non-existent at this time.

No so with the army cutworm. 
Heavy infestations were first report­
ed from Armstrong and Roberts 
counties. Other counties reporting 
problem s include O chiltree, 
Hemphill, Lipscomb, Hereford, 
Randal and Potter.

Army cutwom specimens 1/2 to 
3/4 inch long have been identified 
from Armstrong County. One-half 
inch long army cutworms have been 
reported in very heavy numbers 
from Roberts County. Army cut­
worms this size are unusually large 
for this time of year.

We could be in for a good “old- 
fashioned outbreak” of the pest. In 
late November, army cutworm dam­
age was observed in wheat in north­
ern Armstrong County. This is the 
earliest I have ever observed army 
cutworm damage in the Texas Pan­
handle. Oklahoma and Kansas have 
reported similar situations.

Army cutworm eggs are 
oviposited in the soil in the fall. 
Eggs hatch and worms feed sporadi­
cally through the winter as tempera­
tures allow.

Most of the damage occurs dur­
ing late winter and early spring as 
weather begins to warm. Small 
grains are the major host, but the 
cutworms readily feed on alfalfa.

During bright, sunny days, they 
will be found just under the soil sur­
face. Night time and cloudy days, 
they will be found feeding on leaves 
and tillers. When there is no green

left, they will move to undamaged 
areas of the field. Army cutworms 
prefer dry conditions.

W heat and alfalfa producers 
need to be checking fields at this 
time. Control measures are warrant­
ed when fields average three to four 
cutworms per foot of row and dam­
age is evident

Farm/ranch operators that want 
to purchase and/or apply restricted- 
use or state limited-use pesticides 
have a real need for a “private appli­
cator license.”

After the exam is passed, the license 
will cost $50 and will be good for 
five years.

Current holders o f a “certified 
private applicator” have until Dec. 
31, 1995, to obtain a “private appli­
cator license.”

Also, the present pesticide regu­
lations say that “certified private 
applicators” cannot supervise the 
use of state limited-use and restrict­
ed-use pesticides. However, the cer­
tified private applicator can still use 
and purchase these pesticides for the 
purpose of producing an agricultural 
commodity.

FmHA to s ta r t m aking loans in  tim e fo r spring
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The Farm­

ers Home Administration says it will 
begin making farm operating loans to 
hard-pressed farmers in time for 
spring planting.

La Veme Ausman, FmHA admin­
istrator, said Wednesday that perma­
nent regulations for carrying out 
changes ordered by Congress in last 
year’s farm law will not be ready for 
some lime.

But Ausman said interim regula­
tions are being prepared that will 
enable the Agriculture Department 
agency to do “some in-between ser­
vicing” of loans to farmers.

“We can and will be providing all

the normal (loan) servicing activities 
for Farmers Home borrowers,”  he 
told reporters.

But major credit relief efforts 
such as loan restructuring, write­
downs, deferrals, reamortization and 
other actions authorized by the 
Agricultural Credit Act of 1987 will 
have to wait until a full set of regu­
lations is ready by the end of this 
year.

‘‘A lot of things stopped cold” 
when the new farm law became 
effective on Nov. 28. Ausman said. 
“ We can’t do write-downs, write­
offs, all of that, because of the 
changes in the act.”

F arm ers cautious about buying new equipm ent
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Govern­

ment and industry analysts say farm­
ers continue to be wary about spend­
ing a lot of money on new equip­
ment, citing uncertainties in the 
economy, the Persian Gulf War and 
farm policy.

For openers, the Agriculture 
Department has forecast farm 
income down this year from the 1990 
record. Gross cash income will 
climb, but expenses are rising even 
faster.

Monthly sales of tractors and com­
bines since July have dropped below 
year-earlier levels, although 1990 
overall probably turned out better 
than 1989 in terms of total sales, said 
a report by the department’s Eco­
nomic Research Service.

The outlook for 1991 is “ much 
less bullish.” although tractor sales 
may be near the 1990 level despite 
the recent sales weaknesses, it said.

Other factors cited by USDA 
economists include an outlook for 
“ fairly flat” planted acreage this 
year, meaning no dramatic changes 
are expected.

“Also, somdftncertainty regarding 
the impact of the 1990 farm bill may 
lower investment,” the report said. 
“The suspended GATT (trade) talks 
probably are dampening farmers’ 
willingness to buy new equipment.”

That was reference to the so-called 
U ru ^ a y  Round of negotiations 
under the General Agreement on Tar­
iffs and Trade, which reached an 
impasse in December.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President Bush will 
ask Congress for up to $56 billion in additional 
spending next week to help pay for the war with 
Iraq, much of which will be covocd by foreign 
contributions, administration and congressional 
sources said.

The request, which should be sent to Capitol 
Hill on Tuesday or Wednesday, also may include 
aid for Israel, congressional sources said Thurs­
day. But they said that if it did, the amount

would be nowhere near the $13 billion the Jewt 
ish state has said it needs in U.S. assistance.

The $56 billion is considered a down pay­
ment, since the president is expected to make at 
least one more money request once the costs of 
the fighting become clear, the congressional 
sources said.

But a Pentagon official expressed optimism 
that foreign contributions ultimately would foot 
the entire bill for the war.

“ I’m optimistic enough to say if the contribu­
tions come in as promised and the war comes to 
a successful and expeditioas conclusion, we may 
not have that prospect" of seeking additional 
funds from Congress, the official said.

Congress is expected to show little reluctance 
to produce the added spending authority. Most 
complaints from lawmakers have focused on 
what they say have been inadequate U.S. efforts 
to round up financial assistance from allied

countries.
Sources gave conflicting figures for the 

amount of extra spending Bush would request
A senior administration official who spoke on 

condition of anonymity said Bush’s request 
would be for $56 billion to cover the war’s costs 
for January through March. U.S. taxpayers 
would pay $15 billion of the amount, and the 
remaining $41 billion would be covered by for­
eign contributions, the official said.

Investigators say g reed , 
eg o  co n tr ib u te  to  rash  
o f  law officers in  crim e
By The Associated Press

The image of the Texas lawman has 
taken a beating lately.

Over the past month, tliree West Texas 
sheriffs, a Department of Public Safety 
trooper, a South Texas justice of the 
peace and the family of a South Texas 
sheriff have been liidced to drug-related 
crimes.

And the rural areas are not the only 
ones with problems.

In September, Dallas police chief 
Mack Vines was fired after being indict­
ed on a misdemeanor perjury charge. 
Vines was acquitted of the charge Friday. 
In November, Rockwall County sheriff 
John David McWhorter was convicted of 
participating in organized crime.

Investigators say there are a slew of 
possible motives for peace officers to 
turn renegade, but two stand out.

“ I think it’s a combination of greed 
and ego,” said Eastland County District 
Attorney Leslie Vance, who recently 
helped federal authorities in an investiga­
tion of former Eastland County sheriff 
Dee Oselene Hogan and former Eastland 
DPS trooper Acey Steel.

Hogan, 59, and Steel, 40, both pleaded 
guilty Tuesday to federal charges accus­
ing them of helping a massive West 
Texas drug ring.

Both men refused to comment after 
their court appearance.

According to court records, Hogan and 
Steel worked hand-in-hand with Guy 
Regan Kincaid and Steven Patrick Beni- 
fiel, the alleged leaders of a metham- 
phetamine-manufacturing network that 
distributed drugs nationwide Oom East- 
land County.

Hogan, who is described by colleagues 
as a man “ who loves to smile,” bowed 
his head as he admitted in court that he 
altered Kincaid’s arrest records.

Steel, who received numerous out­
standing service awards in 17 years with 
DPS, trembled as he told the court he had 
warned Benifiel of surveillance by under­
cover DPS narcotics investigators in 
Eastland County.

Hogan resigned after two years as 
sheriff on Jan. 22 as part of a bond agree­
ment. Steel resigned Jan. 30, one day 
before he was indicted by a federal grand 
jury.

Two sources close to the investigation 
said Hogan teamed with Benifiel and 
Kincaid for political gain.

“ Hogan {¿lowed Beniflel and Kincaid 
to manufacture and distribute their drugs 
in exchange for information about other 
drug offenders in the county,” taxording 
to one source.

“ Hogan nailed the others and reaped 
the political gain of making several drug 
arrests. He appeared on the outside to be 
a real heavy towm’d drug dealers. But 
that was not the case,” the source said.

Gordon Johnson, executive director of 
the Sheriffs’ Association of Texas, Inc., 
said the recent rash of lawlessness should 
not be an instant indictment of other 
peace officers.

“ If we read newspapers and wtuch the 
'TV, you can find people in every walk of 
life, whether a doctor, minister, nurse or 
school teacher who are in |4aces of pub- 

.lic  trust, who fw  some reason do not 
adhere to the standards that are expected 
of them,” Johnson said.

“ But does that mean all of those pro­
fessions have gone bad? I don’t think 
so.”

But Mary 'nimer, a convenience store 
owner in Rankin, a rural, treeless West 
Texas town in the middle of nowhere, 
will never .forgive or forget the sheriff 
who turned her life upside down.

In 1987, Ms. Turner was arrested by 
Upton County sheriff Glenn Willeford 
for possenkm of $500 worth of metham- 
phetamine that she claimed for three 
years was planted in her store.

Last month, a jury in federal court 
believed her and ordered Willeford to 
pay Ms. Turner $1.5 million in exem- 
plmy damages in a civil case accusing 
him of framing the worrum.

“ Often times the sheriff is the chief 
law enforcing officer of the county,” said

Ms. Turner, whose convenience store. 
Turner One Stop, lost all Of its business 
after her arrest. |

“ It scares you to death that someone 
could ruin someone’s life like that and 
never be questioned about it,” she said. 
“Everyone just tissumes you can trust the 
sheriff.”

Willeford, who resigned from office 
{tfter the incident tmd now works as an 
oilfield worker in Sheffield, denies any 
wrongdoing.

Ms. Turner, who filed Willcford’s tax 
returns while he was sheriff, said she 
believed Willeford framed her because 
she once questioned a deduction on his 
taxes.

“ People have to be more careful in 
their election of these offices,” Ms. Turn­
er said. ‘‘The wrong person with the 
wrong intentions could mean disaster.”

Poor rural counties are particularly sus­
ceptible to wayward peace officers, 
investigators say.

“The rural counties with very little tax 
base have a terrible im>blem,” said Chil­
dress County District Attorney David 
McCoy. “ The sheriffs often ctm not get 
overtime and sometimes make less t l ^  
their deputies. 'They may think they are 
not appreciated {md think they deserve 
more.”

Residents who gather in the Coffee 
S lurper’s Club in Childress still are 
stunned over the arrest last month of 
Sheriff Claude Lane on drug charges.

Lane, an affable 300-pound man who 
would rather tell a joke than read some­
one their rights, was indicted by a federal 
grand jury on 12 counts accusing him of 
trying to sell 100 pounds of seized mari­
juana for $10,000.

Lane, 54, who has been sheriff for six 
yetus, pleaded innocent at tm arraigiunent 
hearing F^b. 8. He was placed on a paid 
leave of absence after his arrest Jan. 21 
tuid will likely go to trial in April.

‘‘Well, if he is convicted , then I 
sill won’t believe it,” Childress resi­
dent Rusty Baker said from his stool 
in the Slurper’s Club. “ I can’t imag­
ine that for $10,000 he would throw 
his en tire  life away. C laude is not 
that stupid.”

But investigators say money problems 
may have made Lane desperate.

“Pure and simply he was dead bixAc,” 
McCoy said. “The facts look pretty bad. 
He does not fit the description of a guy 
who would do this. But it just became an 
easy way to make dollars and cents.”

In Rio Grande City, Justice of the 
Peace Hector Perez was arrested Feb. 
9, accused of trying to sell undercover 
agents 150 pounds of m arijuana for 
$80,000, according to Fred Ball of the 
U.S. Drug Enforcement Administra­
tion.

Poez, 35, has been a Starr County jus­
tice fix' eight years. Prior to that, he v'as a 
Starr County deputy sheriff. He has yet to 
enter a plea.

And last month a federal grand jury 
indicted three children of Webb County 
Sheriff Juan Garza on charges related to 
the December seizure of 88 pounds of 
marijuana at a highway checkpoint in 
Laredo.

Jesse G arza, 19, C ynthia Yvonne 
Garza, 21, and Juan Garza Jr., 24, were 
each named in two-count indictments 
charging them with conspiracy to possess 
marijuarui and possession with intent to 
distribute m arijuana. All three have 
pleaded iimocenL

W.G. “ Shilo” Gorman, a 23-year vet­
eran peace officer and Comanche Couitty 
sheriff since 1977, said it’s frustrating to 
see his colleagues as lawbreakers instead 
of law enforcers.

“I wished I knew what caused pcact 
officers to turn bad,” Gorman said. “ I 
just can’t understand it, because if they 
are sm art enough to catch someone 
committing the same crime, then some­
one is smart enough to catch them doing 
i t ”

Vuice said the recent rash of lawless­
ness among peace officers is likely not 
the end of the problem.

“Unfortunately it doesn't seem to be a 
unique situation,” Vutce said.
