D-FY-IT president gives 
reasons for saying *no' 
to drug, alcohol abuse

Editor's Note: The following is the 
transcript o f  an  inferviewwith 
Richard Williams, 16, the Pampa 
High School junior who is president 
o f the PHS group o f the statewide 
organization D-FY-lT (Drug-Free 
Youth in Texas). Williams is the son 
of Robert and Margaret Williams.

Those pledging to join D-FY-IT 
agree to provide a urine sample for 
laboratory analysis aimed at detecting 
the presence of illicit drugs in their 
body. They also agree to be retested 
whenever their names are randomly 
selected.

Each month, a computer program 
randomly selects 10 percent of the D- 
FY-IT members at PHS for the urine 
test. D-FY-IT members who are 
found to be drug-free in the testing 
receive a D-FY-fT identification card 
that allows the students to receive dis­
counts and other rewards from area 
businesses and from the high school.

Q: Do you abstain from illicit 
drugs, akxrfwl aixl tobacco products?

A; I’ve never tried illicit drugs, 
alcohol or tobacco. I've grown up lik­
ing my life and not needing to change 
it in any way with controlled- sub­
stances or alcohol.

Q: In what ways does abstention 
from illicit drugs, alcohol, tobacco 
products help you as a student?

A: I see abstaining from illicit 
drugs, alcohol and tobapeo helping 
me to set an example f(^ pther stu­
dents. Abstaining helps me keep my 
focus on schoolwork and not be dis­
tracted by illegal activities.

Q: In what ways does abstention 
from illicit drugs, alcohol and tobac­
co products help you in your personal 
life?

A; My friends and 1 don’t drink or 
use illicit drugs, and none of us are 
bothered by social-pressure to drink. 
Everything has been fine for us with­
out it. Using any illegal drugs or 
under-age drinking would be again.st 
my moral code and contradict the 
way I was raised.

Q: Have other students ever pres­
sured you to drink alcohol or take 
illicit drugs, and if so, what was your 
response 10 that pressure?

A; I’ve never bad direct prestare 
put on me, but with as much empha- 
sii as it placed on alcohol and dnigs, 
I think everyone in high school feels 
the subtle piessure to join the crowd 
or to resist the niles that prohibit ille­
gal behavior.

Q; Have you lost any friends 
because of your high-profile role at 
PHS in promoting abstention from 
illicit dnigs and alcohol? If so, what

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PEDG approves operating budget

Heading ihc agenda of the Pampa Economic 
Development Corporation’s board meeting 
Thursday was the approval of the proposed oper­
ating budget for the 1993-1994 fiscal year.

In general, the proposed budget is similar to 
last year’s budget, with one exception. It has 
been reduced due to the elimination of many of 
the start-up costs incurred last year.

Because the PEDC has only been in existence 
for one year and last year’s budget was the corpo­
ration’s first, much of the expenses budgeted 
were in connection with setting up the office and 
getting it going.

For example, between October 1992 and 
February 1993, approximately $17,000 in office 
equipment was purchased for the corporation. 
With that expense taken care of, capital expenses 
like office equipment have been removed from 
the proposed budget.

The PEDC’s proposed expenditures total 
$155,000 for next fiscal year, a decrease of

And drinking alcohol and using ille­
gal drugs seems to go against what 
my religion has taught me. I believe I 
n e ^  to set an example as a Christian 
to show what I believe is right and 
wrong, based on what the Qible.$ays.

The BiUe says to be in control of 
your mind and body at all times. 
Even when (I turn 21 and) it will be 
legal for me to drink alcohol, I doubt 
that I’ll do it, because it can make 
you lose control. I like to have full 
control of my faculties in whatever 1 
do.

Q: What role do you believe par­
ents should have in promoting 
abstention from illicit drugs, alcohol 
and tobacco products among their 
children?

A: My parents played such a big 
part in my decision not to ase illegal 
drugs and alcohol. 'They influenced 
me as I was growing up on certain 
moral decisions that I needed to 
make. Parents play a big part in giv­
ing their kids a reason not to drink 
before they face the temptation. If 
you already know you’re not going to 
drink or use illicit drugs before you 
face the question, it’s much easier to 
resist the temptation.

Q: How influential do you believe 
the D-FY-IT organization has been at 
Pampa High School?

A; So far, 1 think D-FY-IT has ^ -  
gled out the kids who do not use 
drugs. I hope for this school year D- 
FY-IT can start creating ̂ positive 
reason for students not to use illicit 
drugs.

Q: For the roughly 900 PHS stu­
dents who have not yet joined D-FY- 
IT, what do you believe to be the pri­
mary attitudiiuJ bvriers to their rnak- 
ing that commitment? How do you 
propose to eliminate those attitudinal 
barriers?

S3,6(X) from last year’s expenditures of SI 58,600.
Assuming the monthly sales lax revenues 

which go to the PEDC coijtinue to average 
S50,(XK), the corporation’s projected income for 
the fiscal year would be S600,0(X), according to 
the proposed budget.

Specific areas of the budget which arc expect­
ed to increase include payroll taxes, accounting 
and legal expenses, postage and printing fees, and 
travel and transportation costs.

Areas in which a decrease in money is planned 
include the administrative assistance's salary, 
telephone costs, retirement and expenses associ­
ated with advertising.

The proposed budget, which does not become 
final until it is approved by the Pampa City Com­
mission, will be presented at one of the two com­
mission meetings next month.

In other business, the directors discussed a 
prospect request from an individual who is want­
ing to build a tannery in the Pampa area and is 
requesting financial assistance from the PEDC.

The general feelings of the board, who decide 
if assistance is given, seemed to be reserved at

best. They seemed to question whether the busi­
ness would be able to compete or even make a 
profit.

In fact, one person ^t the meeting seemed to 
question the wisdom of helping to fund the 
prospect with public money collected from sales 
taxes.

“If this is a real thing, they should go to a ven­
ture capital place and let them earn their money,’’ 
said Bill Miller, director of the PEDC.

Two questions board members had involved 
the source of the skins to be tanned and how 
much money the person wanting to start the busi­
ness is actually going to be putting into the ven­
ture.

Finally, the PEDC unanimously approved the 
ueasurer’s report and met in executive session 
during which Bill Miller, the director of the 
PEDC, announced his resignation. (See related 
story.)

The PEDC is a non-profit corporation char­
tered by the city to help promote area businesses 
as well as bring in new business and industry. It 
is funded by a 1/2 cent sales tax.

Bill Miller resigns PEDC director post

Bill Miller, director of the Pampa 
Economic Development Corpora­
tion, submitted his resignation dur­
ing Thursday’s meeting of the board 
of directors.

Although the resignation is effec­
tive as of Aug. 31, Miller will con­
tinue his duties as director of the 
non-profit corporation until Sept. 15 
at the request of the board of direc­
tors.

The reason for his resignation is 
largely personal, he said.

“We were never able to sell our 
real estate in Dumas without a sig­
nificant loss,” he said.

Another reason for his resignation 
was the chance to get back into the 
private sector where he said his 
business opportunities are more 
lucrative.

Although working in Pampa, 
M iller lives with his family in 
Dumas.

In his letter of resignation. Miller 
said he will be going to work for a 
“privately owned real estate devel­
opment company” which develops 
commercial real estate. As for the

name of the company and where it is 
located. Miller refused to go into 
detail.

He did say, however, that it is a 
national company with investments 
in the Midwest and Southwest of the 
United States.

Upon receiving his resignation, 
the PEEiC’s directors unanimously 
accepted Miller’s resignation and 
formally thanked him for his role in 
helping to establish the PEDC, 
which has been in existence for a 
year.

While director. Miller was respon­
sible for presenting business

prospects to the board of directors as 
well as for maintaining the day-to- 
day operations of the PEDC. In 
addition, he was responsible for 
establishing the corporation’s gener­
al policies and procedures.

Without knowing who his replace­
ment is. Miller said he could not 
give the person any advice. Howev­
er, he advised patience when it 
comes to bringing business into 
Pampa.

“It’s taken 10 years for the econo­
my to decline and it takes more than 
one year to solve the problem,” he
said.

European travel group to cam p at Lake McCleDan
Lake McClellan in south Gray 

County will be the location of a 
host o f activities when approxi­
mately 300 to 500 CAAR Travel 
Group members from Europe cross 
the Texas Panhandle and camp at 
the lake next month.

The travelers are expected to 
arrive at Lake McClellan about mid 
afternoon on Sept. 30 after spend-- 
ing the previous night at Anadarko, 
Okla., where they will have viewed 
native Indian dances.

The visitors will leave the next 
day -*Priday, Oct. 1 -  for points 
west, including Amarillo, Glen Rio 
and Tucumcari, N.M.

The CAAR Travel Group has 
made tours worldwide, and their 
trip to the U.S. will be its fifth such 
journey.

Abortion clinic employees fearfnl in wake of shootings
FORT WORTH (AP) -  Three 

Texas doctors have quietly  
stopped perform ing abortions 
because of the increasing violence 
by radical abortion opponents, and 
tension at some abortion clinics is 
high, abortion rights leaders .say.

“ Nobody has resigned their 
position due to terroristic activi­
ties,’’ said Ro Martin, president of 
West Side C linic Inc., which 
opened in White Settlem ent in 
1979 and has been picketed every 
Saturday for the past decade.

But Martin conceded that the 
violence has created tension,

Katherine Hinson, field director 
of the Texas A bortion R ights 
Action League, said the threat of 
gunfire is having a “ ch illin g ’’ 
effect on operations in abortion 
clinics.

“ When you go to work in the 
mornings, you do have to be more 
care fu l,” Ms. Hinson told The 
Fort Worth Star-Telegram.

“ Because of consideration of 
their families, we had some doc­
tors here in Texas who stopped 
providing abortions when Dr. 
(David) Gunn was shot” in Flori­
da in March, she said. One of the 
doctor practiced in Dallas, one in 
Houston and one elsewhere, Hin­
son said.

While leaders of abortion-rights 
groups and m ost an ti-abortion  
organizations have condemned the 
killing of Gunn and the wounding 
of another doctor outside a clinic 
in Kansas as acts of terrorism , 
some anti-abortion groups call 
such shootings justifiable.

“ It’s more like stopping a serial 
k ille r ,”  said Andrew B urnett, 
d irector of A dvocates for Life 
Ministries. “ We’re talking about a 
person who kills on a routine basis 
being killed to save mnocent peo­
ple from dying,”

Burnett said the “ horror of a 
doctor dying seems to upset peo­

ple more than the hundreds and 
thousands of lives that person 
takes.”

“ Maybe som eday w e ’ll see 
them as heroes,” said Burnett, 
who founded his Portland, Ore., 
group eight years ago. “ I think 
what they did was very coura­
geous. Many people will not want 
to take a public stand on their 
behalf because it’s not a political­
ly correct thing to do.”

Statements like Burnett’s and 
the deaths of two abortion doctors 
in the past six months have forced 
abortion counselors nationwide to 
concede that staff members and 
clients are concerned.

“ People working in clinics feel 
personally threatened. You feel 
that you could be the victim of 
random violence at any moment,” 
said Frances Kissling, president of 
Catholics for Free Choice, based 
in Washington, D.C.

When Dr. George Wayne Patter­

son was k illed  Saturday in 
Mobile, Ala. -  a slaying that has 
not been linked to anyone in the 
anti-abortion movement -  a Pen­
sacola, Fla., group called Defen­
sive Action issued a statem ent 
saying, “ If indeed a pro-life indi­
vidual killed Abortionist Patter­
son, it would be justifiable homi­
cide.”

A number of abortion protest 
leaders fear that the violence has 
backfired, creating martyrs out of 
the slain doctors and discrediting 
the very label abortion opponents 
use for themselves.

“ W e’re the ‘p ro -life ’ m ove­
ment. This hurts our image,” said 
Joseph Sheidler, executive direc­
tor of the Pro-Life Action League.

“ We are committed to nonvio­
lence and the respect for human 
life,” said Wendy Wright of Oper­
ation R escue, N ational, which 
seeks to shut down abortion clin­
ics through civil disobedience.

B ow ers’ death called suicide

He was freed 
Tuesday afternoon on $5,000 
bond.

Lefors ISD voters to decide 
school fuiaiice option issue
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LEFORS -  Voters in Lefors Inde­
pendent School District on Saturday 
will decide whether they approve of 
allowing the .school district to send 
money to the Texas Education 
Agency in Austin as a means of 
complying with the state’s new edu­
cational finance law.

The law is designed to reduce the 
disparity in wealth among property- 
poor and property-rich school dis­
tricts in Texas. The law gives prop­
erty-rich  school districts five 
options on how to share their 
wealth with the poorer districts.

The Lefors school board chose 
Option 3, which would involve the 
sending of about $320,000 to 
Austin this school year for redistri­
bution.

If Lefors voters reject Option 3, 
the law allows the state education

commissioner to force a school dis­
trict to consolidate or give up part 
of its lax base.

ISD, the Lefors school board is 
expected to hold a special meeting 
beginning at 6:30 p.m. Monday in 
the elementary school.

At least 43 people were treated at 
hospitals for minor eye, throat and

skin irritation or breathing difficulty. 
None of the injuries appeared seri­
ous, hospital officials said.

Plant manager Maynard Bender 
said up to IS workers were inside 
the plant at the time Of the first 
explosion shortly after midnight. 
None of them was injured, he said.

Authorities and witnesses said 
there was at least one other explo­
sion, about a half-hour after the first 
Bender said he did not know what 
caused the explosions and was not 
certain what chemical was released, 
but it was probably no worse than 
an irritant

One cinder block building was 
demolished and another was huvily 
damaged, he said.

Gunmen wound eight in bus attack
JOHANNESBURG, South Africa 

(AP) -  Gunmen with assault rifles 
fired at a double-decker bus traveling 
from Cape Town to Johannesburg 
early today, wounding eight people in 
what appeved to be a racial attack.

Six of the victims were white, 
police said. The target was a long-dis­
tance luxury bus that would normally 
be used by whites.

The attack came two days after a 
mob of black youths killed a white 
American woman in a black township 
near Cape Town. Fulbright scholar 
Amy Elizabeth Bichl, who had been 
scheduled to return today to the United 
States, was the first American killed in 
South Africa’s racial violence.

A peace march in Biehl’s honor 
was planned for today in Guguletu 
township outside Cape Town, but an 
AP photographer at the scene said no 
one showed up. Biehl had been taking 
three black friends home to the town­
ship Wednesday when they were 
ambushed.

Biehl’s parents said today that their 
daughter would want people to remem­
ber her for the work she stood for.

Biehl was one of few whites killed 
in the chronic violence that has

claimed more than 15,000 blacks 
since the mid-1980s. Cape Town 
townships had been relatively free of 
the violence.

Militara blacks have targeted white 
civilians and police as part of their 
struggle against {qTartheid.

In today’s attack. Police CapL Wikus 
Holtzhausen said an unknovrii number 
of attackers sprayed the bus with auto­
matic-rifle fire in the town of Beaufon 
West, 280 miles northeast of Cape 
Town. The bus was carrying 54 people.

Five people, including" two serious­
ly injured, were hospitalized, while 
three others were treated at the scene 
and released, Holtzhausen said.

“If you saw that bus and where the 
bullets went through, you wouldn’t 
believe that more people weren’t hit,” 
said Keith Luyt, manager of a hotel 
where the passengers went after the 
pre-dawn attack.

The shots came from about 500 
yards away, Holtzhausen said, and 
police recovered 45 R4 assault rifle 
cartridges. Police offered a reward of 
$24,(XiO for help leading to the arrest 
and conviction of the attackers.

The pro-apartheid Conservative 
Party called on the government to

declare a state of dbieigeiKy and pro­
vide anned convoys for road travelers, 
while the governing National Party 
and the African National Congress 
condemned the attack. The PAC’s stu­
dent wing, however, warned of more 
such actions.

“ The youths and students“ are so 
angry and frustrated that if they see 
anyone identified with the dispossess­
ing classes, anything can happen ... 
and can happen again,” said a student 
spokesman, T îetsi Tblite.

Man gets life term in love triangle murder
DALLAS (AP) -  A 21-year-old 

man has been sentenced to life in 
prison after a jury convicted him of 
fatally shooting his wife and a fami­
ly friend.

Prosecutors said Joe Roman Jac­
into, a par^legic, planned and car­
ried out the killings with the help of 
his 13-year-old lover.

In addition to the capital murder 
convictions, Jacinto was found 
guilty o f attem pted m urder for 
wounding another woman during 
the June 5 attack.

He received an automatic life sen­
tence on the capital murder charge 
and must serve at least 35 years in 
prison before he is e lig ib le  for 
p^ole. He will serve that sentence 
simultaneously with a 20-year term 
for attempted murder.

Defense attorney Jose Stewart 
had argued that his client was led 
astray by his w ife’s 13-year-old 
half-sister, with whom he had a rela­
tionship.

During testimony as part of a plea 
bargain Tuesday, the girl calmly 
admitted firing several shots duriqg 
the attack and matter-of-factly told 
the jurors about her sexual relation­
ship with her sister’s husband.

She insisted, however, that Jacin­
to planned the killings so the two of 
them could be together.

Killed June 5 were Syrena Jacin­
to, 23, and Michael Perkins, 26. 
Perkins’ 21-year-old wife. Misty, 
survived her bullet wounds.
'  Jacinto and the girl fled and were 
arrested outside Lubbock during a 
routine traffic stop several hours later.

The 13-year-oId told jurors she 
fired the first shots, which struck 
Perkins and Ms. Jacinto, then hand­
ed the gun to Jacinto, who fired 
more rounds at his wife and then 
shot Ms. Perkins.

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FBI search es psych hospitals 
during sw eeping investigation

DALLAS (AP) -  In 1991. the 
Texas attorney general’s office 
launched a sweeping investigation 
into the operations of psychiatric hos­
pitals across the state.

Two years later, supporters of that 
probe say the inquiry has finally 
come full circle.

On Thursday, FBI agents raided 
psychiatric hospitals in four Texas 
cities as part of a nationwide search 
of facilities owned by National Medi­
cal Enterprises Inc.

Agents executed search warrants at 
six locations in Dallas, Fort Worth, 
Amarillo and Houston as part of an 
“ongoing investigation into possible 
criminal misconduct’’ on the part of 
the psychiatric hospital chain, said 
Marjorie Poche, spokeswoman for 
the FBI’s Dallas office.

Additional search warrants were 
executed at the company’s headquar­
ters in Santa Monica, Calif., and in 
Denver, Indianapolis, Los Angeles, 
Phoenix, St. Louis, San Diego, 
Atlanta, Milwaukee and Minneapolis, 
the FBI said.

Insurers are suing National Medi­
cal for allegedly overbilling them for 
hundreds of millions of dollars. The 
federal government has been investi­
gating the matter for two years.

Texas officials say Thuréday’s raids 
capped an ongoing effort to clean up 
the mental health care industry.

“It was an organized effort and one 
that was obviously well organized,” 
said Sen. Mike Moncrief, D-Fort 
Worth. Moncrief headed a special 
legislative committee that conducted 
its own investigation into psychiatric 
care in Texas.

“(The raid) was designed to let the 
providers know we’re not playing 
games here, ixM with peoples’ lives, 
not with the quality of care,” he said. 
“ It was obvious that many people 
were being taken advantage of by a 
greedy system of health care, and this 
is what it took to correct iL”

The Texas attorney general’s t^ice 
began its investigation in 1991 into 
for-profit psychiatric hospitals in

Ibxas following reports of abuse at a 
facility owned by Natiorud Medical 
Enienaises.

The Colonial Hills Hospital in San 
Antonio came under fin̂  after a man 
alleged .he was apprehended by pri- 
vare security officers and held against 
his will at the facility.

Attorney General Dan Morales 
expanded the probe following reports 
of further abuse, including fraudulent 
billing of stale and federal tkdlars.

The Texas Legislature followed by 
passing a reform package earlier this 
year that includes stricter statewide 
standards. Several hospitals were slat­
ed for closure under tlK bill.

One facility owned by National 
Medical Enterprises, the Psychiatric 
Institute of Fort Wurth, was a target of 
the state investigation and was among 
the facilities searched Thursday.

“ At this time we are cooperating 
with the Fedoal Bureau of Investiga­
tion fully,’’ said Fran Sauvageau, a 
spokesman for the hospital said 
Ihursday.

Other Texas hospitals searched 
were Cedar Creek Hospital in Amar­
illo and Baywood Hospital in Hous­
ton. FBI officials in Dallas Would not 
say what facilities were searched in 
th^ci^ .

National Medical Enterprises said 
in a statement that the FBI requested 
records and documents at several 
locations. The company “ has been 
fully cooperating” with the inquiry, 
the release said.

The company owns or operates 
about 130 acute-care, rehabilitation 
and psychiatric hospitals across the 
country.

Three Texas insurers have sued the 
company, and 13 other insurers have 
sued National Medical in federal 
court in Washington, D.C.. accusing 
it of submitting more than $750 mil­
lion in phony t ^ .

The lawsuits say the company 
billed the insurers for psychiatric pro­
cedures and services that were unnec­
essary or simply not performed.

In addition, nx)re than 1(X) lawsuits 
allege that patients were abused and 
mistreated at company-owned facili­
ties.

friends out on the weekends who 
appear to have been taking Illicit 
drugs or alcohol. I 'll make sure 
they have a designated driver who 
is sober^- for the sake of their safe­
ty. I also try to show people by my 
example that you can have fun 
without akohol or illegal drugs.

Q: Have you known of any 
young people who suffered 
because of illicit drug or alcohol 
consumption, and if so, can you 
describe the negative consequences 
they faced?

A: I have heard of several young 
people who have been involved in 
drunken driving accidents. But 
there are many more students 
whose futures have suffered 
because of alcohol and illegal 
drugs. They have lost focus on 
school and their future because of 
a distorted view of reality from 
consuming alcohol and illegal 
drugs.

Q: Have you ever visited a 
friend who was put in jail because 
of an illicit drug or alcohol prob­
lem?

A; No, I haven’t. But I have 
talked with young people.w ho 
were just finishing drug rehabilita­
tion programs and it’s frusuating 
to see their attitudes on why 
they’re going through it. Many 
people seem to blame everyone but 
themselves.

Q: Could Pampa Independent 
School District, and Pampa High 
School in particular, do more to 
promote drug-free, alcohol-free 
lifestyles among students?

A: I know the school administra­
tion is wholeheartedly devoted to 
promoting drug-free, alcohol-free 
lifestyles in students throughout 
the district But there still remains 
a major problem of drug and alco­
hol abuse by students. 1 don’t have 
any specific ideas for more ways to 
prevent it, but the problem still 
remains. I personally believe that 
it’s not the schools’ responsibility, 
but the students’ and paren ts’ 
responsibility.

Q: Do you plan to help establish 
a D-FY-IT chapter at Pampa Mid­
dle School?

A: There have been plans to 
expand D-FY-IT into Pampa Mid­
dle School, and I hope we can get 
this effort started. Last school year 
we were mainly trying to get our 
own program on its feet. Now that 
we have D-FT-IT established at the 
high school, 1 hope we can expand 
i t

Q: Do D-FY-IT members plan to 
wear identification tags or buttons 
to publicize their involvement in 
D-FY-IT throughout the school 
district and to express their pride 
in being members of your group?

A: We have given out D-FY-IT 
pins when the drug test came back 
negative. But I don’t know if we 
have any plans for a larger-scale 
showing of the affiliation.

Q: It seems that your group has 
been more successful at attracting 
girls to join D-FY-IT than it has 
been at attracting boys as mem­
bers. Is this true, and if so. why do 
you think that’s the case?

A: I don’t know for sure if D-FY- 
IT at PHS is more prone to attract 
girls. But I think the attitude 
against D-FY-IT might be more 
vocal among the boys. I attribute 
that to a more rebellious nature in 
the guys. It may be more accepted 
for guys to use illegal drugs and 
alcohol or they may feel more pres­
sure to do so. They also might not 
be able to handle the temptation.

Q; Do you have any plans to 
make your group more attractive to 
boys?

A: D-FY-IT is trying to appeal to 
both boys and girls, not singling 
out any group. Some boys might 
not think it’s masculine to be in D- 
FY-IT, but if you’re interested in 
showing you’re drug- and alcohol- 
free, D-FY-IT should appeal equal­
ly to both sexes.

Q: On a personal note, can you 
tell me which non-alcoholic bever­
ages are your favorites?

A: As a cross-country runner, I 
try to stay away from carbonated 
drinks. In athletics, alcohol and 
drugs can have a very negative 
effect on your performance. 1 pri­
marily drink water or fruit juices. I 
prefer orange juice or lemonade.

The Lufkin Daily News on Gary Graham’s Appeal For Hear­

ing:
... It’s those slow wheels of justice again, but, in this case, it’s 

time someone applied some grease. Twelve years ago a jury sen­
tenced Graham to death by lethal injection. A year later he pleaded 
guilty to 10 similar robberies. In two, victims were shot, and a 
woman was raped in a third

His conviction and death sentence were affirmed in 1984. A sec­
ond appeal was denied in 1988....

Then beginning this year, no fewer than IS decisions were made 
collectively by the parole board, the governor and a few courts. 
He’s had two Supreme Court rulings againsrhim since January.

On Aug. 16 the Court of Appeals voted 5-4 to affirm a stay of 
execution requested a few days prior, on a motion by Texas Attor­
ney General Dan Morales and Harris County District Attorney John 
B. Holmes. Graham’s attorneys say at least 10 new witnesses can 
prove he’s innocent.

Anyone given the death penalty is entitled to a review by the 
Texas Court of Criminal A^ieals. Anyone facing that kind of pun­
ishment is enti led to request a stay. Allowing an inmate two or 
three years to find further evidence to prove his innocence is under­
standable. But 12 years? These appeals to state and federal courts 
and to governors are taking much too long.

Twelve years is too long to decide \vhether Graham is innocent or 
guilty. His execution has been postponed four times, the last just 
hours before his scheduled death. That’s more emotional havoc that 
an innocent man deserves. If he’s guilty, then we’ve wasted time 
and taxpayer money.

Gary Graham’s new evidence should be heard, but, at the same 
time, we should not take chances with death-penalty convictions. 
Reviews should be thorough, but the courts could move faster in 
making the fmal decision.

The emanations firom President Clinton about the 
new health program understandably bafffe many who 
try to materialize from what he said the exact shape of 
the program he will endorse.

We know about it only that the idea is to universal- 
• ize health care, and to make employers responsible 

for paying ihe cost of iL and to impose some kind of 
managed s> <'tem on suppliers, in order to keep costs 
down; and that yes, there will be a role there for the 
individual states to play; and no, the burden on busi­
ness will not be overwhelming or instantaneous inas­
much as the costs will phase in during a period of five 
to seven years from now, and we musm’t make this a 
partisan struggle, and so’s your old man.

It’s unckrstandable, in the circumstances, that early 
commentary on the Clinton prolegomena wanders 
hither and thither, seeking to get to the bony tissue of 
the Clinton plan. What follows is one man’s version 
of the basic principles that ought to govern the prob­
lem we confront: ✓  _

1. The American people have decided thatmey will 
not tolerate a society in which individuals who run 
into costly medical problems will find themselves 
either incapable of paying the cost of their illnesses, 
or destitute after paying such costs.

2. That is where insurance romes in. it is no differ­
ent, really, from what you do to protect yourself in 
case your house bums down. Instead of facing, sud­
denly, a $150,000 loss, you go to a company that is 
taking in money from a thousand other homethvners, 
and the rqxesentative tells you that if you pay $525 
every year, the company will insure your house 
against Ore loss.

You run your eyes down the Yellow Pages and find 
another insurance broker who tells you that his com-

pany will write an identical policy for $500, so you 
give your business to him. The b ^ e r  who lost out 
alerts his company to the loss of the policy and efforts 
are made to tighten up so that the following year, the 
company can be competitive against the lower bidder.

3. Now the company that agrees to insure you for 
$500 lays ou’ options. If you will agree to a $5,000 
deductible -  only your garage burned down, maybe, 
not the house- the company will agree to reduce your 
{xemium from $500 per year to $425 per year. You sit 
down and do some c^culations.

What is decided depends on a million variables, 
and no one can satisfactorily anticipate what will be 
the decision of Mr. and Mrs. Jones applying their own 
variables to the question with reference to their own 
disposition to run risks. They decide to take the risk; 
to save ^  extra premium. Their neighbors, Mr. and 
Mrs. Smith, deckle; No way! The want the full insur­
ance, so they pay the exua premium.

4. The insurance company then says: Look, some 
fires do more damage than other fues, depending on 
precautions that are taken. If your electric^ wiring is 
out of date, if you live more than five miles from the 
nearest fire station, if you don’t have enough fire

extinguishers in your house, then the risks mount If 
you will agree to an annual examination of your 
house by our expert, we’ll reduce your premium by 
another $25.

The expert will then make recommendations. If 
you act on those recommendations, then, depending 
on the gravity of the exposure, we’ll reduce your pre­
mium by anywhere from still another $25 to $75.

This idea tqipeals a lot to the Smiths, whose house 
is preuy new, but not much to the Joneses, whose 
house is quite old and might require a fair amount of 
electrical rewiring. One couple says yes, the other 
couple says no.

5. A third couple resist^ the entire plan. The hell 
with it, Mr. Lucky says, I am a gambling man.

Ah, but Mr. and Mrs. Lucky run into The Law. The 
Law in their state says: Everybody in this stale has to 
take out insurance against a fire that totally ravages 
their home. Unless you can show an insurance policy 
that protects you against a 100 percent loss, the .state 
will lake out a policy for you and send the bill to your 
town clerk, who will add the premium to your proper­
ty tax.

6. Meanwhile, no company has stepped fonvard to 
offer a fire policy for $50 -  which is all tharilO per­
cent of the homeowners can afford. So iliose who are 
paying for fue insurance agree to share the cost of 
those who simply can’t afford any policies. That 
means a 10 percent surcharge, so that now the basic 
policy is going to cost $550 -  $500 to the company 
that supplies the coverage, $50.in taxes that go to the 
staje capital, and are then forwtutled to the insurance 
companies to underwrite coverage for the poor.

This is the schemata against which Clinton’s plan 
should be judged.

A dictionary definition of “cult” calls it “obses­
sive devotion or veneration for a person, principle 
or ideal.”

But how much is too much? The meaning df 
“obsessive” can be argued intenninably.

Our churches, including mainline churches, have 
left themselves vulnerable to challenge by repealed 
revelations of physical misuse of humans by mem- 
bos of their clergy.

For the institution tt^go down -  or its effective­

ness to be diluted -  would unharness jillions of us, 
as “unguided missiles” inevitably destined to self- 
desbuct.

So let’s sec if we can’t protect the church from 
those who would disparage it and preserve the 
essential discipline it represents.

Scholars have suggested that a cult is a group in 
which the leader claims lo be the Son of God.

Other theologians as fervently insist that such a 
definition would preclude the Second Coming.

It might be said that a cult is any group “with a 
closed membership.” But Jim Jones and David Koresh 
would protest that their membership was open to all.

To shuck right down to the cob, as we say in the 
Ozarks, it may be impossible for anybody to offer a 
perfect definition for the word “cult" which will 
legally set it apart from bona fide religions.

Until wiser legal scholars can come up with a 
limit on how much is too much zeal, may I respect­
fully recommend an interim standard of measure: 
“If any rile includes hurting anybody or any crea­
ture, that is not a practice which our Constitution 
was intended to protect.”

P ow ell's  lik e  Ik e , but is he availab le?
WASHINGTON -  The general had charm and 

command presence. No one knew if he was a Repub­
lican or a DemocraL but the Democrats were in office 
so it was logical for him lo run as a kepublican. But 
would he run? Was he interested?

That was Dwight D. Eisenhower in 1951. And 
that’s Colin Powell in 1993.
* Like Ike, Powell has the makings of a formidable 
presidential candidacy, if he’s interested.

The Republicans have plenty of potential candi­
dates but they’re all politicians -  senators, governors, 
fonner cabinet memters for the most pivt -  in mi anti­
politician era. They carry accumulate baggage and 
bear the scars of dd  enmities. None yet stands out 
from the crowd.

Powell stands out If he has a public enemy, no one 
knows about it.

And he’s a clean slate, like Eisenhower was. No 
one knew how Ike stood on the issues, so no one 
could disagree with him on them.

A few months after Thiman inherited the presiden­
cy in 1945, he told Eisenhower that he would gladly 
b^ueath the job to him. “General, there is nothing 
you may want that 1 won’t try lo help you geL” Tru­
man said. “That defmiiely and specifically includes 
the presidency in 1948."

Qsenhower declined, but in 1952 he allowed him­
self 10 beconft the candidaie of the RepuMican Party. 
The GOP, out of office for 20 years, hungered for vic­
tory and licked anyone with Eisenhower’s charisma.

Colin Powell, of course, may be a DemocraL out of 
sync with Republican thinking. And, of coarse, he is 
not a hero of the staune of the five-star liberator of

Europe in World War II.
But he is widely admired. If Clinton looks strong as 

19% approaches, the Republicans could find Powell 
iireslstit^.

Born in Harlem, the son of a seamstress and a ship­
ping clerk, both immigrants from Jamaica; educated in 
pidilic schmis and at the City Coljege of New York; a 
non-West Pointer who got his start as a ROTC cadeL 
the winner of the Purple Heart and the Bronze Star 
during two lours in Vietnam; America’s top military 
man at the time Saddam Hussein was humiliated and 
Kuwait liberated; It’s a tkeam political biogrqThy.

He demonstrated athninistrative skills -  and a mas­
tery of Wa.shington’s ways as adviser to Ronald 
Reagan and George Bush and as chairman of the 
Joint Chiefs of Staff under Bush and Bill Clinton, 
who once considered asking him to serve as his .secre­
tary of state.

“Powell is a nonpartisan figure who can appeal 
across party lines,” said historian Gary Reichwd of 
Florida Atlantic University. “Ffe is articulate and he 
proved his loyalty in die way he has conducted him­
self since Ginion came lo office.”

PovreO’s lack of partisan identification could be an 
advantage. Ross Perot showed the appeal of a non­
politician.

Powell opposed Ginion’s idea of opening the mili­

tary to homosexuals but did so in such a way as not to 
lose Clinton’s respect or his own.

“He is a better politician than Ike ever was,” added 
John Mueller, a political scientist at the University of 
Rochester. “FViwell understands politics, has a good 
feel for i t  He understands the political atmo^herc, 
what kinds of things arc possible. He resonates mod­
eration, compassion and toughness.”

As a Republican candidate, Powell would draw 
strong support from blacks, who now constitute an 
essential, and the most loyal, component of the 
Democratic constituency.

“I can’t imagine any other Mack person in Ameri­
can life who would gamer more white support,” said 
Alonzo Hamby, an Ohio University historian.

But pitfalls exisL Sometimes military leaders look 
diminished when they trade in their uniform. Tbe Per­
sian Gulf commander, Norman Schwarzkopf, lost 
some of his heroic stature in civvies, giving television 
interviews to plug his autobiography. ^

Powell is retiring at the end of Sep^beji. As a 
civilian, Powell will be less able to avoid expfessing 
opinions, and opinions are divisive. He’s being paid a 
reported $6.5 million for his memoirs, and ihey’re 
bound to raise some controversy.

Tim Blessing, director of the presidential perfor­
mance study at Alvemia College in Reading, F^, said 
Powell’s best beL if he has political ambition, is “to 
virtually disappear,” to go abroad on a humanitarian 
tadc, or urire a college presidency, and slay off televi­
sion. “If he gels down and dirty with Bob Dole or 
Jack Kemp in New Hampshire, that would detraci 
from his image.”

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A $1.3 million study on 
homosexuals in the military, commissioned by the Pen­
tagon last spring, supported President Clinton’s view 
that acknowledged gays should be allowed to serve. But 
its conclusion was rejected.

The 407-page study by Rand Corp. waS made public 
Thursday. Its central theme -  that lifting the ban on 
gays could 'be made to work without hurting the 
nation’s defenses -  had been leaked weeks ago, but the 
Pentagon had refused to discuss i t

Perhaps the most remarkable aspect of the report is 
how neatly its conclusions fit Clinton’s view that sexual 
orientation should not be germane to the question of 
who is fit to serve in the mihiary. And yet Clinton’s gay 
policy was based on a separate study by senior officers 
who oppose letting gays in the military.

'A summary of the officers’ report also was made 
public Thursday.

Faced with vigorous opposition from the military and 
some lawmakers, Clinton in January abandoned his 
campaign pledge to lift the ban outright and instead 
announced the policy that makes few changes to the 
existing inohibition.

Clinton’s policy ends the practice of questioning 
recruits and service members about their sexual orienta­
tion. and states that homosexual orientation is not a bar to 
service unless one makes it known by his or her conduct

In addition, commanders and ageiKios cannot begin 
investigations whose sole purpose is to determine an 
individual’s sexual (nientation.

However, the miUtary will continue to discharge ser­
vice members who engage in homosexual acts, state 
that they are homosexual or bisexual or marry or 
attempt to marry someone of the same sex.

In a letter accompanying copies of the Rand report, 
which were delivered to members of Congress on Thurs­
day, Secretary of Defense Les Aspin noted that the Clin­
ton policy was derived from the officers’ recommenda­
tions but asserted that Rand’s work was not ignored.
‘ “ What Rand’s systematic research and analysis

showed was that a policy change could be successfully 
implemented," Aspin wrote. The policy that Aspin 
everibially recommended to Clinton and that the presi­
dent adopted on July 19, however, represented only a 
marginal change from the existing gay policy.

Rand, based in Santa Monica, Calif., is a major 
research group with close ties to. the Defense Depart­
ment.

The other study, conducted by a team of admirals and 
generals, concluded that while sexual orientation is a 
private matter, openly declared gays should be barred 

'f^rom the military.
“All homosexuality is incompatible with military ser­

vice,” the officers wrote. “The effect on combat effec­
tiveness is not limited to known homosexuals."

The Rand report, by contrast, concluded that while 
concerns about the possible effects of permitting homo­
sexuals to serve are not groundless, “the problems do 
not appear insurmountable, and there is ample reason to 
believe that heterosexual and homosexual military per­
sonnel can work together effectively.”

Clinton faced unanimous opposition to lifting the gay 
ban from the six members of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, 
the president’s most senior military advisers.

The Rand study said the scope of problems envi­
sioned by critics of lifting the ban had been exaggerat­
ed.

“Open homosexual military personnel are likely to be 
rare, at least in the foreseeable fubtfe,” Rand said. 
“ Homosexuals in the m il it^  will be under enormous 
informal pressure to ‘stay in the closet,’ even without 
any explicit requirement to do so.”

Rand based its report on a wide variety of research, 
including data gathered by visiting foreign countries 
that permit gays in their armed forces, analysis of U.S. 
opinion research among the military and the general 
public, a review of scientific literature and a study of 
legal issues.

Liberal Democrats in Congress had demanded that 
the Pentagon release the Rand study before the House 
and Senate consider next year’s defense budget, which 
includes language legalizing a restrictive policy on gays 
in the mHifaiV.

Billy the Kid 
photo found

ALBUQUERQUE. N.M. (AP) -  A 
New Mexico man has come forward 
with a photograph he claims is the 
second known image of gunslinger 
Billy the Kid.

A computer identification expert 
and a facial reconstruction anthroix)!- 
ogist agreed that the image is proba­
bly genuine, the Albuquerque Journal 
reported today in a copyright story.

The well-lmown picture of Billy the 
Kid shows a slouched, slope-shoul­
dered youth posing with a rifle. The 
singular tintype has been ased repeat­
edly since Billy the Kid’s death in 
1881.

Thomas Kyle of Los Alamos, a for­
mer government intelligence special­
ist, said his computer analysis of the 
two images shows combined facial 
and physical characteristics that 
would exist only once in 1.8 million 
people.

Kyle admitted his figures of proba­
bility were subjective and he lacked 
statistical backing. But he said both 
photos show identical characteristics.

The owner of the second tintype, 
Ray John de Aragon of Las Vegas, 
N.M., said the photo was passed 
down from his great-grandmother. De 
Aragon, 47, said he received the 
image &om his father as a gift on his 
16th birthday.
I De Aragon said the tintype is kept 
in a safety deposit box and he has no 
frians 10 sell iL

According to family history, De 
Aragon’s great-grandmother was a 
metUcal woman who treated Billy the 

■ Kid in Anton Chico, N.M., as he ran 
from authorities. She became friends 
with the legendary outlaw.

Western historian and Billy the Kid 
authority Robert Utley of Moose. 
Wyo., said the discovery of the second 
tintype is signifleanL Utley said unless 

’ someone could prove otherwise, he 
was prqiared to accept that the por­
trait show Billy the Kid.

But the d ire c t  of the Lincoln Her­
itage 'lYust, Bob Hart, said the group 
wants more testing. Officials aren’t 
prepared to credit or discredit the sec­
ond image. Hart said.

The trust -  which sedu the histori­
cal, cultural and environmental 
preservation of Lincoln Comity as it 
existed in the late 19th century -owns 
the original picture of Billy the Kid. 
The group began searching for other 
pictures in 19^.

West Virginia pediatrician is nun, too

HNEVILLE, W.Va. (AP) — Eyes 
light up when young patients enter or 
leave the clinic’s'small examination 
rooms. On the wall opposite, more 
than 200 color photos are pinned to 
an expanse of cotkboard, all of them 
bright with the smiles of children, 
fhxn newborns to teens.

One black and white photo seems 
out of place, a faded picture of a 
school group. But perhaps more than 
any of the others, the pl̂ pto of a girl 
with sandy-colmed hair in the third 
row of this 1941 shot of P.S. 151 in 
Queens, N.Y., belongs front and cen­
ter.

Dr. Eileen Catterson — formerly 
of New York City, formerly of 
Malawi, still a member of the Roman 
Catholic sisterhood — is both the 
inspiration and the hard-working 
drive behind the Pineville Children’s 
\Hinic in West Virginia coal country.

Amid all the high-blown debate 
about health care reform and who 
should pay for what, the 58-year-old 
pediatrician goes quietly and effi­
ciently about her vital ta^ , tending 
to one of the nation’s most neglected 
medical constituencies — the childen 
of poverty.

One of her patients, Noah Thomas, 
8, has spina bifida, a congenital 
defect. The family feels so-close to 
the doctor that they asked her to be 
the boy’s godtiK>thcr.

“ If she moved,’’ said Noah’s 
mother, Angie Thomas, “ I guess 
we’d just have to move, too.’’

The children of West Virginia are 
why Catterson came and why she 
stays. But she lode many detours to 
get here.

Alter high school, she joined the 
Daughters of Wisdom, a Catholic 
order that sent her to nursing school 
in Virginia then to Malavri in south­
eastern Africa, where she ran a mis­
sion orphanage.

problems she encountered in 
Rhodell were exacerbated by poor 
nutrition and incomplete education 
— dental disease, birth defects, 
epilepsy, asthma from coal-heated 
homes, “ failure'to thrive” and dis­
turbing rates of teen-age pregnancy.

Additionally, Rhodell in 1974 was 
in the beginning throes of a collaps­
ing mining economy. When Catter­
son arrived, 15 percent of her 
patients relied on public assistance. 
By 1985, only 15 percent were 
working and 85 percent were depen­
dent on government aid.

Ultimately, the overburdened 
state dropped 12 weeks behind in its 
medical reimbursements. “We went 
bankrupt,” Catterson said.

But she didn’t quit West Virginia.

She shifted operations to her part- 
time clinic in Pineville, in neighbor­
ing Wyoming County. At the 
Pineville C hildren’s Clinic, the 
emphasis is on early detection of 
health problems and education for 
both young patients and parents, r

The doctor begins each d a /  at 
6:30 a.m. by saying her rosary. “It 
centers my day and lets me begin 
my routine,” she said.

She also leads a prayer group of 
doctors and nurses and other health 
care workers in Beckley, about 40 
miles away.

“ There is a need to revive the 
spirituality of health care,” she said. 
“ I’m interested in way in which the­
ology informs the ethics of health 
care.”

BOSTON (AP) -  Federal statis­

tics suggest that the death rate from 
breast cancer may be starting to fall 
for the first time since the 1930s, 
probably because mammograms are 
saving Uves. a health expert said.

Doubt remains whetlm the qipar- 
ent turnaround is real or only a sta­
tistical blip. But if it is a true 
change, it represents an encouraging 
contrast to the ^ im  figures usually 
cited for this disease, the second 
leading cancer killer among women 
after lung cancer.

“Wc would expect to see a decrease 
in breast cancer mortality by the late 
1990s,” said Lawrence Garfmkel, a 
statistical consultant to the American 
Cancer Society. He spoke Thursday at 
a society-sponsored national confer­
ence on b r ^  cancer.

The incidence of breast cancer 
has risen dramatically, especially 
during the 1980s. However, the 
death rate has remained virtually 
unchanged for 60 years.

Garfmkel cited statistics gathered by 
the National Center for Hodth Statis­
tics that show a drop in breast cancer 
mortality in 1991 for white women 
between the ages of 45 and 74.

During the first six months of 
1991, the death rate fell 3 percent 
from the previofkis year, and during 
the second six months it declined S 
percent

*Tt may be a harbingu of things 
to come,” Garfmkel said. “ Maybe 
we are starting to see a drop in

breast cancer mortality.”
Clearly establishing a trend will 

require waiting for several years erf' 
data to accuihulate. Figures can fluc­
tuate up and down from year to year.

Garfmkel predicted that breast 
cancer mortality will decline 5 per­
cent to 10 percent by the end of the 
decade. But he said this will depend 
on the success of public health cam­
paigns in convincing women to get 
regular mammograms.

Garfmkel retired in 1990 as vice 
president for epidemiology at the 
cancer society. His successor. Dr. 
Clark Heath, was less certain the 
1991 drop will continue.

“ Larry Garfinkel went out on a 
limb,” he said. “WeTl wait and see.”

Dr. 1. Craig Henderson of the Uni­
versity of California, San Francisco, 
said the increasing numbers of older 
women are likely to make breast 
cancer an even more common cause 
of death. ^

“The most important risk factor for 
breast cancer is age,” he said. “And 
if you have an aging population, as 
we do, you are going to have an 
increase in the risk of btea^ cancer."

An estimated 182,000 new cases 
of breast cancer will be diagnosed in

the United States this year, arid the 
disease will kill 46,000 women.

The incidence of breast cancer 
rose about 30 percent between 1980 
and 1987. Experts believe this is 
almost entirely explained by the 
widespread use of mammograms, 
which spot tiny tumors that other­
wise would not be detected.

This means that a woman’s risk of 
cancer breast cancer has not

changed greatly, only that the 
chance it will diagnosed has 
improved.

Since 1987, breast cancer inci­
dence has fallen about 7 percent. 
Garfinkel said this is probably 
because 70 percent of the women in - 
the United States have now had at 
least one mammogram, so many of 
the tiny breast tumors have already 
been detected.

Color is an excelleni substitute for 
money in home decorating.

Consider the eight-room duplex 
apartment which Taffy Dahl and 
E)on Kaufman decorated for them­
selves.

Their lives are intimately bound 
up with color. Kaufman and Dahl 
are co-authors of “Color; Natural 
Palettes for Painted Rooms’’ (Clark­
son Potter). They work with design­
ers to create custom paints and color 
schemes, and they market their own 
line of paint.

In the absence of a full spectrum,

;h adds up to white light, says 
Kaufman. If you stare at a red circle 
on a white wall and then look away, 

''' for example, you will see an after­
image of green, its opposite or com­
plement.

 ̂ From ideas such as this, they have 
evolved the decorating principle that 
every room should have enough col­
ors to represent the full color spec­
trum.

The couple got a ehance to put the 
color theory into practice when they 
moved to New York from California 
two years ago and took over the top 
two floors of a four-story Federal 
style house in New York’s Green­
wich Village.

The apartment includes a living 
room, sitting room, dining room and 
kitchen on the lower level and two 
bedrooms, a workroom and a sky-lit 
center hall on the top floor.

“Red, yellow and blue represent a 
full spectral range in primary .col­
ors,’’ said Kaufman. “Orange, green 
and violet are a full spectral range in 
secondary colors. Either works to 
create a feeling of completeness and 
luminosity.”

Their living room schem e is 
based on the primary colors of red, 
yellow and blue. 'The dining room 
palette is composed of hues derived 
from secondary colors.

Which colors for which rooms 
was dictated by the furnishings they 
already owned. They had a red Ori­
ental rug for the living room, and to 
make it look as good as it could, 
they painted the walls green-yellow 
and {lidded a painted blue table. The 
woodwork is painted in a cream 
tone which has the effect of soften­
ing and blending the red, yellow and 
blue.

Changing its color can make a 
piece of furniture look better. Their 
blue chest for the living room cost 
only $100.

“ Mainly that’s because it was a 
cheap, garish blue pain t,’’ says 
Kaufman. “ We covered it with a 
much duller transparent blue glaze 
which made it look layered, rich and 
old.”

In the dining room, the yellow- 
orange of pin6 floors and shutters 
set the tone. Walls are tea-green and 
the ceiling a violet-gray. The 4 by 8- 
foot rectangular marble dining room 
table is two slabs of dark green mar­
ble set on a desk- bought at auction 
for $110. They bought it for its sil­
ver gilt legs which are a nice com­
plement to the marble.

Their bedroom on what was once 
the servants’ floor of the house wtis 
put together by ripping out a wall 
between two rooms. It would have 
been difficult to disguise this fact on 
a budget, so the couple opted for an 
all-white room, in which the inter­
esting furniture and accessories 
dominate and distract from the 
architectural oddity.

Besides an ornate Victorian bed, 
dressing table and chair, there is a 
unique window treatment which 
consists of old shutters. The shutters 
cover the lower half of the windows 
which line one wall and overlook 
the back garden. Like the odd-sized 
windows, the shutters are of differ­
ent sizes and shapes and their slats 
make a variety of patterns. Some 
have been stripped of paint and oth­
ers still have bits of old paint

The shutters, which are propped 
up on the sills rather than perma-

nently installed, are a low<ost solu­
tion to the problem of covering a lot 
of windows.

“ To actually install them will 
likely involve some expense,” says 
Kaufman. “ In the meantime, they 
work.”

For privacy at night, there are 
plain white muslin curtains strung 
on tension rods. They pop these 
rods into the windows as needed.

Tlie Kaufmans are very pleased 
with the cozy oasis of light and 
warmth which they have created in 
the middle of Manhattan on a bud­
get of about $10,000. This sum cov­
ers new bookcases for the living 
room, purchase of some furniture 
and accessories to add to the pieces 
they already owned, and painting. 
Kaufman did much of the work 
himself, and they took advantage of 
to-the-trade pnices to keep costs in 
line.

Though it sounds almost effortless 
to hear the couple explain their dec­
orating decisions, it really never is.

“It is the hardest thing to work on 
your own space," says Don Kaufman. 
“That includes designers and us.”

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U .S.-China relations have a rocky base with difficult times~§till ahead

BEIJING (AP) -  Modern U.S.- 
China relations have been like a 
wild carnival ride, with twists and 
turns, ups and downs. The past few 
weeks have brought yet another dip 
in the track.

A quick succession of new clashes 
over human rights and arms prolifer­
ation, as well as tough talk on trade, 
have underlined just how difficult it 
is for the world's richest and most 
populous nations to remove road­
blocks to better relations.

Trouble has been brewing around 
the globe in recent days.

Poll: Minorities 
have trouble in 
getting justice

NEW YORK (AP) -  Getting equal 
justice is still a major [x^oblem for 
minorities in the United States, a 
majority of Americans say in a poll 
marking the 30th anniversary of a 
landmark civil rights march on Wash­
ington.

For many people, memories o f the 
gathering of 200,000 jreople on the 
Washington Mall on Aug. 28. 1963, 
are buiTÜshed by a speech in which the 
Rev. Martin Luther King Jr. built an 
emotional plea for equality on the 
refrain “I tuwe a dream.”

But riKxe than one in three of those 
polled -  37 pocem -  say they ate not 
f^amiliar widi that event Those who 
were young adults during the '60s are 
most likely to have clear memories of 
the march, the poll indicates. But older 
Americans are almost as likely to draw 
a blank on it as young adults, whose 
schooling now generally includes 
Uackhisury.

In the two years after the match, the 
Civil Rights Act and the Vbdng Rights 
Act were enacted, removing many 
barriers that prevented full participa­
tion in American’life by bbclu.

About 60 percent of those polled 
believe the nation has made su b ^ tia l 
progress toward King’s dream of 
racial equality, but 30 percent say “not 
very much" progress has been niade.

Blacks believe the situation is much 
worse than whites do -  47 percent of 
blacks think there has not been much 
progress toward equality, compared 
with 30 percent of whites, the poll 
found.

In a country where several cities 
have recently anguished over trials of 
police who beat or shot black suspects, 
only 33 percent say minorities general­
ly get equal justice. About half the 
men in the poll and three in five 
women -  or 54 percent overall -  say 
getting equal justice is still a major 
problem for minorities.

The telephone poll of 1,003 adults 
was taken Friday through Ibesday by 
ICR Survey Research CÜroup of Media, 
Pa., part d  AUS Consultants. Results 
have a margin of sampling error of phis 
or minus 3 percentage points.

The margin of error is 10 pewits for 
the poll’s relatively small sample of 
111 blacks, but their views are clearly 
different from whites’. Whites see 
equal justice as a problem by a 4-3 
margin, but among blacks the ratio is 
12- 1.

Furthermore, 84 percent of blacks 
are familiar with die 1963 march, 
which is being commemorated with 
another march Saturday in Washing­
ton

toeconomics. |

In the poll nnore ArnericaM beliei« 
the economic situation of minorities is 
getting better (33 percent) than getting 
worse (23 percent). But those who say 
there has not been much progrès over 
the years think by a 3-2 margin that 
the economic situation of minorities is 
getting worse today.

While 73 percent of whites think 
minotities are dnng better or staying 
the same financially, only 54 percent

istration imposed limited sanctions 
on Communist China on Wednes­
day, claiming it sold missile technol­
ogy to Pakistan in violation of an 
international arms control agree­
ment. Beijing called the sanctions 
“entirely unjustifiable.”

In the Persian Gulf, a Chinese 
ship suspected by Washington of 
carrying chemical-weapons material 
to Iran docked at a Saudi Arabian 
port Thursday for inspection. Bei­
jing bitterly accused the United 
States of trying to play world cop by 
shadowing the vessel.

In Hong Kong, the Chinese gov­
ernment stripped labor dissident Han 
Dongfang of his passport after 
expelling him. The United States

said it deplored the move and 
accused Beijing of violating Han’s 
human rights.

Han’s case seemed certain to add 
momentum to opposition in the 
United States to Beijing’s bid for the 
Olympics in the year 2000 becaiise 
of China’s human rights record.

And in Beijing, several U.S. con­
gressional delegations warned about 
China’s* growing trade surplus with 
the United States, which reached 
$18 billion last year, as well as about 
human rights violations and arms 
proliferatioo.

“We made it clear that there was a 
risk of endangering further improve­
ment (in relations) and the pace of 
improvem ent,’’ U.S. Rep. Dave

McCurdy, an Oklahoma Democrat, 
said after meetings with Chinese 
officials. .

Still, relations are clearly nowhere 
near the rock-bottom  depths of 
1989, when Washington imposed a 
ban on high-level official contact 
and other sanctions to protest the 
bloody suppression of the Tianan­
men Square pro-democracy move­
ment

State Departm ent spokesman 
Mike McCurry said in Washington 
that China and the United States 
“have a productive relationship that 
covers a wide range of issues'” 
despite rocky points such as the mis­
sile controversy.

Gaston Sigur, a former assistant

se c re t^  of state, said in a telephone 
interview from his Maryland home 
he did not view the technology sanc­
tions as “ any indication of serious 
deterioration (in relations) or an 
effort on the part of the United 
States to harm relations.”

“I don’t think the scuttling of the 
relationship is really in the cards,” 
he said.

Trade and the development of 
China’s booming economy are wide­
ly viewed as shared economic inter­
ests. Preventing North Korea from 
developing nuclear weapons is seen 
as a common political goal.

Chinese officials from President 
Jiang Zemin on down have stressed 
in recent days the importance of

cooperative relations to world peace 
and stability. They have urged con­
tinued talks to settle differences.

"A s you know, the relations 
between China and the United 
States have traversed a tortuous 
course, and this course shows that 
dialogue is helpful ... while impos­
ing pressure is useless,” Foreign 
Ministry spokesman Wu Jianmin 
said Thursday.
