Has Blg Project

AUSTIN, Jan. 19 Plans for the
Students Union project at the Uni-
versity of Texas being sponsored by
the Ex-Students’ association of that
school have been drfawn tentatively
hy University architects. A campaign
to raise funds for the project will be
inangurated ‘shortly, according to T.
W, (]rcgory. president of the Ex-Stu-
dents’ association and sponsor of
the project. Regents of the school
have already approved the plans and
agreed to appropriate.a . .considerable
portion of the funds needed. A large
numbér -of - prominent Texans
also endorsed the project and agreed
to. work with Gregory in making ft
a reality. Included in this number
are R. J. Lutcher Stark of Orange,
¢hairman of the Board of Regents
of the University, and W{ll C. Hogg,
ot Houston, former' régént and for
many years active in University af-
fairs. Both men have agreed to make
sybstantial gifts to the project.

Wish Three Buildings

The project calls for the erection
on the University campus of three
bufldings which the University it-
self _counld mot properly. build for
manyt years, according to officials
of ‘the institution. These buildings

|#maller auditorium and union bulid-
7 g and & woman's gymnasium and.,.

building. University ‘of i

¥iale ‘declare that the need of such
buildings is probably as acute as for
any other  baildings, but hold that
state funds should be used for need-
ed classroom buildings, lbfary fa-
cllities and similar structufés bad-
Iy needed in giving formal instruc-
tion rather tham for the buildings
contemplated in this program.

The Union project will not inter-
fere with the erection of such build-
Ings, they point out,’and their ap-
proval of the project is based on this
fact.

Use Spanish Pesign

The buildings designed by R. L.
White, resident architect for the
University, and 8. P. Vosper, in-
structor in architecture and designer
of the Scottish Cathedral, the Medi-
cal Arts Building, and other strue-
tures in San Antonio, are of modi-
{fiefl Spanish design such as has been
nsed in other University buildings
recently constructed, and will fit
into the architectural scheme of the
University harmoniously.

The auditorium-gymnasium will
be the largest of the three butldings.
It will consist of two floors with a
baleonty on three sides of the audito-
rium floor. The auditorium will
'comtorubly seat efght to ten thous-
and persons, with the balcony, and
will be large emough for convoca-
tions of the entire student body. The
largest social affairs, cepcerts by in-
ternationally famous artists, lee-
tures by visiting celebrities, etec. It
will also provide a Titting Setting for
large gatherings not directly eon-
nected with the school but for which
it may be made available. The other
floor of the bullding will be devot-
od to ‘the physical training program
of the University, and will contain
locker rooms, gymnastic dpparatus,
Quarters for corrective  physical
training work, shower baths, etc.
