'•ft was my privilege this summer 
to see n coal mine In Montana 
Whefe man power was supplemented 
by hydro-electric power, to the ei- 
tent that a giant shovel mines sli 
tons of coal at a bite and loads 
It on a railroad car. all In less than 
a minute. A pit crew of S? men Is 
thus able to handle an output of 

tons In a working day— a hun­

dred tons to the man.
"Compare this up to the-mlnute 

plant with another coal mine, opera­
ted by the same company, that I 
knew Intimately SI years ago. That 
was the third largest mine If the 
West and was for that day modern 
In equipment and altogether pro­
gressive In management. Yet at 
that time each man produced less 
than two and three-fourths tons of 
coal n day and his day's output was 
worth IS at the mine. No ma­
chine helped that miner until his car 
was loaded and delivered to the 
main haulageway—his two and 
three-fourth tons represented unaid­
ed man power.

Tor potato culture gravelly or 
sandy soils.
