‘eounty product now commands a 10-
c¢ent premium and buyers are anxious
to obtain it. -

* A gravity schedule, ranging from
‘80 cents to $1.12 a barrel, prevails
for Gray county. The Toronto Pipe-
line company, a Wichita Falls firm,
has advised buyers in this area that
‘the preminm will be paid henceforth.

It is said the demand for Gray
county crude is greater than the
supply. The oil is free from sulphur
and other chemicals and is peculiar-
1y adapted to the manufacture of lub-
ricating oil. The production of about
9,600 barrels a day may be increased
by the price offered, since it is known
that there has been no attempt to
reach maximum figures.

The posting of this schedule is
looked upon as being of especial
good fortune in the pools south of
Pampa, where the most active wild-
catting of the entire Panhandle is un-
der way. The Toronto company has
a loading rack here and a gathering
line in the Wilcox pool. Hutchinson
and Carson county crude still sells for
95 cents a barrel, flat.

Since gravity of the Saunders ex-
tension averages about 41, the price
ranges from $1.04 to $1.06—an ap~
preciable advance over other coun-
ty production in the Panhandle field.

This situation may be contrast-
ed with the general production prob-
Jem, much complicated by still fur-
ther threats at the Seminole field.
With production in Seminole looking
capable of making 700,000 barrels
daily, the state corporatien commis-
sion of Oklahoma last night issued
temporary restraining orders prohib-
iting operators in the area from drill-
ing in wells in certain sections of the
field.

of 4,147,662 barrels, and which av-
eraged 123,792 barrels a day.

Deliveries of crude in June to-
talled 4,025,784 barrels, against 2,-
713,827 barrels in June, revealing
a gain of 1,311,957 barrels.

On July 1 there was unfilled
room left of 4,284,636 Dbarrels,
against a total of 4,399,910 barrels
of unfilled storage room on June 1.

It is estimated that the pipe lines
moved 7,975,000 barrels of crude,
and 4,603 tank cars rolled, each
car holding an average of 240 bar-
rels, or 1,104,720 barrels, while
Amarillo and Borger refineries hand-
ling around 250,000 barrels.

ATTENTION TO TIRES

Many motorists now realize that
just putting a tire on a car and not
paying any further attention to it
is much the same as operating an
auto without a thought for grease or
ofl until serious trouble develops.

According to R. C. Blackburn of
the Pampa Service Station, Inc., Fire-
stone dealers in Pampa, the best way
to get the most mileage from tires is
to have them looked over regularly
and frequently.

Like the old adage about a stitch
in time, a little care will often pre-
vent serious loss of tire mileage.

The treads should be inspected for
euts and bruises and any small re-
pairs needed should be made prompt-
Iy.

It is important to have the wheels
aligned and the proper air pressure
maintained, if the motorist is te get
all the service he is entitled to from
his tires.

Always use valve caps. Screw each
one down tightly by hand. This will
prevent air leakagé and underinfia-
tion difficulties.
