The tax
system ‘does not reflect this
growth, and gives no indica-
tion of ever adequately doing
s0.

ment to leave property taxes
in the counties where collect-
ed.

Each is expected to
maintain an organized com-
mittee on disaster relief with
subcommittees on food, shel-
ter, clothing, medical. aid, fin-
ance-and transportation.

When disaster strikes, the
chairman of the chapter calls
his disaster relief committee
