He h u rried  his a rran g e ­
m ents and  arrived  a t  Velasco in 
March, 18.16. He reached h ere  be­
fore H ouston’s arm y moved from  
cam p on the Brazos river. He did 
not h a re  any way to  get th ere  ex­
cept on foot, so he s ta rted  out. Af­
te r  m any hardsh ips he reached 
H ouston 's cam p, ju s t as the  sold iers 
w ere going to  re tre a t to H a rris ­
burg.

the g rea test m an In th e ir  h isto ry . 
All du ring  L am ar's  ad m in is tra tion  
th ere  w ere w ars w ith th e  Ind ians bu t 
he never succeeded in  rem oving any 
of th e  Ind ian  tribes from  Texas. 
D aring  h is ad m in is tra tion , L am ar 
spent m ore th an  two an d  one-half 
m illion dollars. A nother th ing  th a t 
L am ar did was to  estab lish  th e  tow n 
of A ustin  and move th e  sea t of the 
governm ent there.

One of L am ar’s m ost b rillian t 
d ream s of th e  fu tu re  w as to  see pub­
lic schools established a ll over Ame­
rica. H e urged upon Congrees th e  im ­
portance of education  as an  ad ju n c t 
of free  governm ent. H e said  th a t edu­
cation  w as needed fo r good govern­
m en t and  th e  happiness of th e  peo­
ple. C ongress th o u g h t so m uch about 
w hat L am ar had  said  th a t  they  pass­
ed  a  law  Ja n u a ry  26, 1839 having 
th ree  leagues o f land  se t aside  In 
each county  for th e  suppo rt o f public 
schools. N ext y ear th is  w as In­
creased to  four leagues o f land  and  
a t  th e  sam e tim e provisions w ere 
m ade fixing an  educational s tan d a rd  
to r teachers. T his las t provided th a t  
a ll teachers  ob ta in  ce rtif ica te s  and  
have th e  ab ility  to  teach  read ing , 
w riting , an d  a rith m etic , E nglish

g ram m ar and  geography.
A fter L am ar had  served h is te rm  

as p residen t he re tu rn ed  to  h is farm  
a t Velasco, b u t w hen th e  Mexican w ar 
broke ou t in 1846, he  jo ined It and  
served w ith b ravery . Because he was 
such an  am bitious m an P res iden t Bu- 
channan  appointed  him  as  U nited 
S tates M inister to  th e  A rgentina Re­
public In 1857. In 1858 to  Costa R i­
co and N icaragua. B ut th e  follow ing 
year he  resigned th is  office and  re ­
tu rn ed  to  h is hom e In Valesco, w here 
he d ied  In 1859.

L am ar is honored today as  being 
one of T exas' m ost am bitious and  be­
loved men. He helped s ta r t  a  free 
public school system  not only In 
Texas bu t th ro u g h  th e  U nited  S tates.
