C. Twiford. The well is standing at 
3,349 feet and will be shot Monday 
or Tuesday from 3,140 to total dep­
th through three pay formations.

This location extends the field 
more than a mile nearer Pampa on 
the northwest side of the city.

The Empire Fuel and Gas com­
pany plans to deepen its No. 1 Hugh­
ey in section 129, block 3, which Is 
at present making 10 barrels a day.

The Guernsey Oil company’s No. 1 
McKinney In section 163, block 3, is 
shut down at 1,050 feet to set 10- 
inch casing.

We have 
not inquired into any offense of a 
misdemeanor grade and have re 
turned no hills covering these char­
acters of offense because of the many 
felony matters which we have had to 
deal with.

We have endeavored to investi­
gate every law violation that hat 
been brought to our attention, and In 
every case we have tried to falrlj 
and impartially view the evidence 
and do otir duty under the law. It 
has been brought our attention that 
our county officers have been col­
lecting fines in misdemeanor cases 
and at a later date having said caus­
es docketed upon the dockets of the 
courts. This practice has been con­
demned time and time again by.oth­
er grand Juries and by the proper 
court officials of this county aud 
other counties and consequently, we 
see no reason why such a pernlcll 
ous system should not have been 
abolished long ago. A system of this 
character is not legal and will never 
in any instance work as a means to­
wards proper law enforcement. The 
law violator knows that as long us 
he is allowed to pay the officers pet­
ty fines that he is nothing more 
than a licensee under the officials 
to violate the law. This system hue 
been practiced considerably in cases 
where a violation of the prohibition 
laws was involved and In each in­
stance the offender was made to pay 
a petty fine and then released. As a 
matter of law, the offender should 
either be punished by being confin­
ed in the penitentiary or acquit­
ted by the proper court having Jur­
isdiction, in the event he is found 
not guilty by a jury 6f his peers. Wo 
condemn this practice severely and 
strenuously recomend that every of-

MUSSOLINIAL

Pampa Daily News: 
Mussolini has insisted that 
no special demonstration 
of any kind be made in 
connection with the birth 
of his fourth child, who, 
to repeat his father’s 
words, is “the first of a 
new series.” Yet many 
citizens have found ways 
of evading the dictator’s 
ruling.
That man Mussolini has a I 

good many drawbacks, from I 
the viewpoint of a safe and 
sane democracy. But, at the 
same time,1 he has good points 
that should not be overlooked. 
And one of them is common 
sense. It is frequently pointed 
out by way of criticism that 
he was once a violent Social­
ist. That was when II Duce

was poor and ill-fed and did- 
not like the Slttihtidli. A  great 
many violent Socialists cduld 
be cured by giying them lots 
of money. Since he achieved 
power and prosperity. Benito 
has not run with the Social­
ists. He has chased them. 
This edict concerning the Mus- 
solinian progeny is. another 
instance of his plain intellig­
ence. A  large part of the na­
tional debt of kingdoms is 
made up of paying for the 
ammunition, bunting and gen­
eral entertainment in connec­
tion with the birth of various 
royal heirs as well as in meet­
ing the bills for bringing them 
up. But, in spite of the argu­
ments of hereditarians, the 
combined histories of all the 
royal families in the-, world is 
the best evidence that heredity 
has its failings more than its 
successes. A  great King 
breeds a royal prince, but

very seldom a great man. 
The fitter family folk will 
argue that this is due to fail­
ure to observe the eugenic 
t h e o r y .  Doubtless, true 
enough. But until the race is 
perpetuated by a single parent 
along the lines of Jove and 
Minerva that tragedy will 
exist. Mussolini knows that 
the fourth child is just a lit­
tle Mussolini/not another II 
Duce. So why in heck cele­
brate? Of course, christening 
cups and silver spoons and 
ivory rattles will be welcome. 
The little fellows like ’em. 
But no salvos are needed. 
There is no real argument, by 
the way, against titles, al­
though we don’t have them 
"vor here. A man who per­
forms a great feat might just 
as well be made a duke of 
something as have a medal 
pinned on him. But the duke­
dom ought not to be heredi­
tary. Keep Mussolini ground 
long enough and there will 
not be any titles in Italy. 
There may not even be an 
Italy. Sub S. P. continues to 
admire Mussolini more a n d  
more every day, and increases 
also his admiration for the 
fact that he admires him from 
over here instead of from over 
there.— State Press in Dallas 
News.

We further note that in cases of 
a felony grade arising before the
justices of the peace for preliminary 
hearing that the justices of the peace 
are very negligent with all papers 
in the case. In every instance the 
justice of the peace should first see 
to It that an examining trial is not 
waived by the atate. Next, be should 
see that, the teetimony for the sjate 
ie taken down in writing under his 
direction. Then he should see that all 
complaints, search warrants, the 
written testimony, and every other 
paper In cause be carefully preserv­
ed by being placed In a sealed envel­
ope and forthwith forwarded to the 
clerk of the district court to be held 
l»y him until the following grand 
jury convenes. Gross negligence has 
been discovered In many instances 
relative to the papers and op divers 
occasions practically all of the pa­
pers In a criminal case have been 
lost. The Grand Jury and officials 
are totally unable to cope with a 
situation like thin and the result 
always is that the law violator is re­
leased and not made to suffer the 
penalty of the law.

Our county commissioners have 
been very delinquent In checking ov­
er the financial affairs of the county. 
Kvery officer in this county who han­
dles the county’s financial affairs 
should be carefully checked. The 
public funds of this county cannot 
be guarded too closely and careful­
ly and urgently Insist that the Com­
missioner’s court require every of­
ficer in this county who tnay be in­
trusted with the county’s funtfs be 
made to report monthly as to (be 
funds which he Is Intrusted with.

The county attorney of our county 
should see that every paper In each 
criminal cause be preserved. He 
should prepare these cases for trial 
when they are brought before him 
on preliminary hearing and the 
name of every witness who may ap­
pear In behalf of the State, together 
with his address, should be preserv­
ed. and in the event it appears that 
the witness is a transient, he should 
he required tn make a bond for his 
appearance. Along the line of offic­
ers collecting fines we suggest that 
the county attorney refrain from 
trying the cases and collecting fines 
but suggest that this matter be han­
dled solely by the court. We sug­
gest that the county attorney, tn the 
future, stay with the Grand Jurier. 
as from time to time they may con­
vene. During our recent session, our 
county attorney absented himself 
from our body, which necessarily in­
convenienced us because of the fact 
that he was the only one who was 
really familiar with the criminal 
cases presented to our body.

We have endeavored to do our 
duty as grand Jurors during our 
brief session of eight days and in ev­
ery instance without fear or favor 
tried to bring law violators before 
the bar of justice. With this final 
report, we beg leave* of your honor 
for final adjournment tor the term.
