UNDESIRABLE —  Texans 
Should be interested in the 
immigration question, which 
promises to be a big issue at 
the next Congress.

Mexico is the particular 
country toward which restric­
tions are sought. The law of 
1924 was partly aimed at 
Mexico, but experience has 
shown that while undesirables 
from Europe were greatly re­
stricted, the Mexican border 
has been leaking badly. Part 
o f the trouble is in the law, 
and much smuggling is pos­
sible along the shallow Rio 
Grande.

For the period ending a fis­
cal year late in 1926, 42,000 
Mexicans entered this coun­
t y -  These did not merely en­
ter to work in Texas cotton 

but many of them 
their way into the 

dustrial centers of the 
While Texas suffered from a 
labor shortage a year ago, un­
skilled Mexicans created a

surplus in the North Central 
area, particularly in Iowa, 
North and South Dakota, Min­
nesota, Wisconsin, Illinois, 
Michigan, Ohio and Pennsyl­
vania.

While the situation is so un­
satisfactory in the above 
States that the quota basis is 
desired for Mexico, there is 
danger to Texas if Congress 
should too greatly restrict 
Mexican immigration. This 
section often has need for sea­
sonal workers, and some pro­
vision should be made for pro­
visional importation of labor.

Diplomatic difficulties arise 
when blanket measures are 
passed, since Canada on the 
north is apt to be equally re­
stricted, although that people 
is classified as very desirable. 
Texas Congressman must be 
very alert when the immigra­
tion question arises.

Judges
Problem of Big Fight

CHOCAGO— Who will be the ref­

eree when Gene Tunney and Jack 
Dempsey crawl through the ropes in 
Soldier Field to battle for the world’s 
heavyweight championship Sept. 22?

This Is the biggest remaining prob­
lem In connection with the big fight. 
A referee and two judges must be 
chosen.

The selection of judges and the 
referee lies solely with the Illinois 
State Athletic Commission, and the 
Identities of the three men will, not 
be known until they show up at the 
ringside.

A dozen names stand out among 
those who have officiated In Chicago 
rings since boxing was legalized In 
Illinois last year, but the impression 
prevails that the commission may 
spring a last minute surprise and 
name a man not at present identi 
fled with the sport. •

Among those who have officiated In 
championship bouts and other lm 
portant bouts are Joe Choynakt, the 
old time heavyweight, Dave Barry, a 
former lightweight boxer, Phil Col­
lide, referee of the MendeU-Kansas 
lightweight championship battle,.and 
Jimmie Gardner, a one-time welter­
weight champion and Davy Miller.

Choynski, now 58 years old, is 
the "ace" of the commission's list of 
referees. He has handled more wind­
ups In Chicago than any other offi­
cial. Although grey-haired, Choyn­
ski remains lithe and Umber and 
steps about with the agility of a 
youngster. Hie decisions have met 
with popular approval.

The task of the third man in the 
ring hae been simplified somewhat 
since the commission started this 
year with a system of appointing two 
judges to vote with the referee on 
decisions. The referee hae only one 
voiee, but he has the power to de­
cide fouls and technical knockout: 
without considering the vote of the 
judges.

John 0. Righelmer, chairman of 
the commission, has succeeded In In­
teresting men prominent in business 
or professional lines to act as judges 
of ring contests. Judges at the muni­
cipal and superior courts have been 
dratted .for duty.

The business o f selecting a referee 
Is no passing job for the world’s

heavyweight championship is at 
stake. If the decision is a tight one 
the man who renders It, along with 
the two judges, will need to have 
considerable more qualifications than 
a pair of white pants and a white 
silk shirt.

The referee must be a resident of 
the state.
