$200.000 DUE HERE IN
THREE TO FIVE
WEEKS

The signing of applications for
payment under the 1936 Agricultural
Conservation program was practical-
ly completed Saturday night, with
the exception of those who needed
the signature of absentee landlords,
according to County Agent Ralph
Thomas.

These applications amount to ap-
proximately $200,000, and the money
|is expected to arrive within three
to five weeks after the applications
are sent to College Station.

Payment is made from the federal
disbursing office at Dallas. The ma-
jority of the applications from Gray
county will probably be shipped
Monday. Farmers signed at Pampa
the-first four days of the week, and
on Friday and Saturday representa-
tives of the county agent’s office
went to McLean to secure producers’
signatures who lived in that part of
the county.

According to reports farmers in
some of the cotton counties have al-
ready received some of the pay-
ments, but due to work thrown on
the county agent's office by the 1936
wheat program, and due to the fact
that many of the wheat farmers
were later in complying with the
1936 agricultural conservation pro-
gram of compliance, work was de-
layed from four to eight weeks, and
no major wheat county has receiv-
ed any money under this program
to date.

The 1936 wheat program brought
approximately $186,000 into Gray
county.

MALAGA—(Via Algeciras)—Feb. 6
(/—In nine fierce stabs by land,
sea and air, Spain’s insurgent gen-
eralissimo, Francisco Franco, began
today a week-end assault on the
refugee-crowded city of Malaga.

The objective of this sweeping
drive was to cut off and crush one
of the last remaining sea outlets of
the spanish socialist government.
the attackers already claimed to
have surrounded Malaga.

Large units of cavalry formed ad-
vancing fingers of Franco's full-
force push, feeling the way over the
rolling terrain for motorized col-
umns.

The mounted troops had a decided
superiority over the modern ‘“gaso-
line gauchos” in the hills and val-
leys of the Malaga region.

Ahead of infantry legions, the
armored trucks and light tanks
rumbled down the valleys toward
the Mediterranean city once boast-
ful of its standing as a resort.

The oncoming Fascists clashed
with more organized resistance near
Marbella, about 30 miles to the
southwest of the city. Insurgent
warships, lying the disputed ter-

EDITOR MUST HAVE RIGHT TO
EXPRESS OPINIONS

The Tennessee Senate has just passed a
bill, which has yet to be passed by the
House and signed by the governor before
it becomes law, but which would provide
severe punishment for any editor or pub-
lisher in whose editorial columns appears
an “untruth.”

Publication of such an “untruth,” the
bill specifies, “shall be deemed to have
been done knowingly, wilfully, and with
the intention to harm or destroy the char-
acter of the person or persons affected.”

Besides payment of a fine, the bill pro-
vides that the offending newspaper execu-
tive is to be: barred for life from acting as
editor or publisher on any newspaper in
the state.

The measure in question is the brain-
child of a Chattanooga lawyer, Senator
Fletcher R. Morgan, who apparently has
been the target of much editorial criticism.
In commenting on the bill, Senator Morgan
vilified newspapers as vehicles that be-
smirch and destroy the character of their
opponents, and compel public officials to
disregard their own consciences or convic-
tions.

.For a proper perspective on the situa-
tion, it is necessary only to refer again to
the recent case of that critical editor of a
California weekly newspaper.

In late November of last year, if you will
remember, this gentleman issued in his
editorial columns a vituperative attack on
nol less a personage than President Roose-
velt.

Among other things, he painted the na-
tion’s No. 1 mah as ‘“‘a smiling hypocrite,”
“a mountebank of the lowest order,” and
“the biggest ‘false alarm’ since the creation
of man.”

An irate reader immediately took up the
cudgels in defense of the president, filed
a complaint, and had the editor arrested
on a charge of criminal libel.

Is the caustic newspaperman now lan-
guishing in stir? Not a bit of it. On the
ground that his language did not exceed
the bounds of proper editorial discretion,
the case was immediately thrown out of
cort,

And this, as eannot be stressed too often,
is as it should be. If the American variety
of press freedom is not to be anemic, or
the hollow mockery that exists in certain
dictatorships, an editor must have the lib-
erty of expressing his opinion of public
officials, however vigorous that opinion
may be.

To prevent him from being unfair, there
are stringent libel laws. But if he is'to be
trussed by other measures, trumped up by
vengeful public officials, press freedom
and, consequently, the public, suffers.

If Senator Morgan feels that he has
been treated unfairly, it is to be regretted;
but if the American tradition of liberty is
to remain untainted, an editor must have
the right to say what he thinks.

. AN IMPORTANT BIRTHDAY

As we have observed the working of the
Boy Scout Movement in our own and other
communities, we have been impressed with
two things: How practical it is, and how
powerful its grip on a boy. An editor has
his attention called to most of the main
forces operating, both good and bad. Yet
the press dispatches carry more records of
groups in conflict, at war, at variance than
they carry of groups looking for chances to
help other people.

In fact, the Boy Scout “Good Turn”
gpirit, which Dr. James E. West terms
“The capacity to care about others” is the
very essence of democracy. I have been
both astonished and delighted to see en-
ergetic young men touched by this social
spirit actually carrying the spirit of the
Sermon on the Mount into everyday of-

. faire and getting a kick out of it too! Feb-

ruary is the birthday month of Scouting,
and our hats are off to the Boy Scouts and
their pratical ideals of citizenship. If we
could have one generation where every-
body “cared” about everyone else, Democ-
racy and Brotherhood would be very real.
Our Scouts are pointing the way!

Ih their Jamboree which will be held in
Washington, D. C. in June, 25,000 Scouts
will make a pilgrimage and camp amid the
shrines of our Democracy, finding fun, fel-
lowship and a deepened loyalty to Democ-

WASHINGTON.—The immediate fu-
ture of the federal relief program is al-
ways blurred.

True to old-time habits, the Roosevelt
administration again plunges into the next
few months of relief with its fingers
crossed, its face grim and an ear cocked
for the first sound of rioting or other pro-
tests at proposed drastic curtailment of
WPA.

And as if also from habit, Mother Na-
ture— after heretofore contenting herself
with sending drouths—has now again add-
ed further to the complexities and foggi-
ness of the program with a great, dis-
astrous flood, which scrambles all the
previous blueprints, reliable or otherwise.

The $790,000,000 deficiency bill for re-
lief, passed by the House and headed
through the Senate, provides $650,000,000
to carry WPA to the end of June. Theo-
retically, and on the word of Adminis-
trator Harry Hopkins, the plan is to cut
the present WPA army of 2,200,000 per-
tion of 600,000 heads of families and
single persons.

* * K

Actually there will be no such reduc-
tion, and it is most unlikely that it would
have been achieved even if there had been
no flood. With 1,000,000 persons made
homeless by the catastrophe, don’t be sur-
prised if there are more men and women
on the WPA rolls in June than there are
right now.

In addressing a House subcommittee,
Hopkins said it would be difficult to hold
the WPA figures down to those he out-
lined. He began with the assumption that
the WPA roll would not increase in Janu-
ary and February—‘an assumption that
cannot readily be made, because in every
other year the relief rolls have jumped in
the wintertime.”

He referred to the plan for reduction of
600,000 not as program, but as ‘“our pro-
posal” and “our proposition,” explaining
it was “based on continued recovery and
assumes a good agricultural year, that will
make drouth expenditures unnecessary.”
Providing also for a monthly reduction in
cost per man, with an “assumption” that
“we will get more money out of sponsors.”

- *

Obviously there were plenty of assump-
tions—and loopholes—in Hopkins’ state-
ment which didn’t appear in public re-
ports. ;

What Hopkins really was saying was
that he would try to carry out ideas of the
president—ideas pressed upon Roosevelt
by Secretary Morgenthau, the group which
would balance the budget at all costs ex-
cept that of new taxation, and southern
conservative Democrats led by Chairmen
Buchanan and Glass of the House and Sen-
ate appropriations committees.

If possible, Hopkins would try to get
WPA cost down to $146,000,000 for March
with a cut of 50,000; to $134,500,000 for
April by cutting 150,000 more; and finally
to $103,000,000 for June after lopping off
200,000 more by June,

Roosevelt wanted to get WPA expenses
down to $100,000,000 a month or less for
the fiscal year 1937-38.

Other WPA experts believed this pro-
gram could not be achieved, that the need
of WPA jobs was too great, that effective
protests would be made, that there would
be little reduction, and that more money
would be found “somewhere.”

With each of these sentiments,
medicine of today agrees. Indeed,
exercise in the form of work is be-
ing more and more extensively
employed in treatment. “Occupa-
tional theraby” has been devel-
oped with a special philosophy and
technique.

Occupational thearapy finds its
widest application among those
chronically sick. In tuberculosis
hospitals and institutions for the
mentally sick it plays a prom-
inent therapeutic role. It helps re-
lieve the tedium of the tubercu-
losis cure, and may serve by teach-
ing the sick new trades, or new
occupations, to prepare them for
industrial rehabilitation, after they
have recovered.

In the institutions for the men-
tally sick, it is more directly ther-
apeutic, for with such patients oc-
cupational treatment means re-
education, resocialization. It serves
to help bring back the mentally
ill to social existence, to purposeful,
useful work.

But occupational therapy is not
restricted in its application to those
long and earnestly sick. The pat-
fent recuperating from an opera-
tion, the child bedridden and re-
covering from an acute infection,
indeed any person kept in bed for
several days will do better if he has
something to do. Catching up with
one's reading and games may serve
to pass away the first few days.

BYIGTIMS OF

TREATMENTS RESTORE
'MIND TO DEMENTED
PEOPLE

TACOMA, Wash., Feb. 6 (#)—Six
dementia praecox, blinking like
people awakened from a long sleep,
sald they felt “much better” at
the Western Washington State
hospital today after insulin treat-
ments which doctors said were fol-
lowed by marked changes in some

lAst November, these and six
others were selected from the 1,200
dementia praecox patients in the
hospital for a test of insulin treat-
ment.

For an average of two and one-
half years, the 12 had been suffer-
ing from “split personalities,” think-
ing “wild thoughts, some of them
affected to the extent of refusing
to eat or talk.

Some, placed in a certain posi-
tion, would remain there until forc-
ed to move. None was able to care
for himself, and in nearly every
instance, their personalities were
completely submerged in the strange
confusion of their minds.

There is no known cure for the
disease, and the cause of it never
has been determined pathologically.

On Nov. 11, 1936, the six men and
six women, averaging 23% years of
age, took their first insulin injec-
tions. For more than a month, each
received a daily increasing dose un-
til the injections resulting in the
“shock” common to diabetes pati-
ents who received overdoses.

The super-active individuals were
tied to their beds while they raved.
Others dropped into dangerous com-
as.

Then, given only “stabilizing”
doses of 10 units of insulin daily,

they were allowed to rest and to]

satisfy the ravenous appetites with
which. they awoke,

Today, although hospital author-
itels refused to declare any of the
patients definitely cured, official
condition charts showed:

Three men and two women ap-
parently absolutely normal.

Another woman nearly so.

Two men and one woman show
approximately 50 per cent improve-
ment.

One man and one woman show no
improvement,

The 12th patient, a woman, con-
tracted pneumonia. Until she re-
covers from that disease, doctors
saild they would be unable to judge
her condition.

“The record,” said Dr. W. N. Kel-
ler, hospital superintendent, “seems
to  indicate definitely dementia
praecox is caused by derangement
of body metabolism (the - bodily
process of changing foodstuff into

““complex matter and thence into

cell matter).”

The insulin treatment, recently
used extensively in Europe, has not
been tried in the United states pre-
viously, so far as hospital author-
ities here know.

JUDGMENT ENTERED IN
COMPENSATION ACTION

AMARILLO ATTORNEYS
EPLORE JUDGE HIKE

AMARILLO, Feb. 6 (AP)—De-
ploring the “motive of the pending
proposal to make the federal judi-
cial department a subordinate rath-

AUSTIN, Feb. 6 (AP)—The Tex-
as planning board today discount-
ed stories that the “lost mine of
San Saba,” fabled source of vast
wealth to the Spaniards who once
ruled Texas, had been found.

JGANST HUGE
WATER BLASTS

DYSENTERY THREATENS
AS FLOOD ROLLS
SOUTH

MEMPHIS, Tenn., Feb. 6 (#—The
problem of disease in the wake of
the mid-continental flood grew more
pressing today as crests of the
swollen Mississippi smashed at miles
of unyielding levees.

Overcast skies and rising tem-
peratures brought a threat of rain
to hamper the unceasing activities
of 120,000 laborers working night
and day to keep the river in check. |
Sandboils and seepage kept them
busy on all fronts.

An outbreak of dysentery among
the workers along the Reelfoot
levee emphasized the necessity of
extra precautions against disease
outbreaks. Warnings were issued
that wells should be chlorinated and
flood-killed animals burned or
buried. )

Lieut. Col. Eugene Reybold, Unit-
ed States district engineer here ex-
pressed concern, meanwhile, over the
slow recession of crest waters at
Cairo, where an increased yolume
of water from the upper Mississippi
brought the drop
standstill.”

In 60 hours, he sald, the fall at
Cairo amounted to only 26 of a
foot from the peak of 59.62 feet
and the gauge at Paducah, Ky. on
the Ohio stood at 59.85 feet, a
fall of only one foot since the Feb.

CAEEN ENDORSES FOR'S
COURT CHANGING PLANS

WASHINGTON, Feb. 6 (#)—Wil-
liam Green, president of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, endorsed |
today President Roosevelt's pro-
posal for changing the courts.

Asked for comment on the admin-
istration bill that would permit en-
largement of the Supreme Court to
15 members, Green said:

“It strikes me as a practical me-
thod through which we can meet
change, modern economic condi-
tions. I am favorably impressed with
the proposal. I will present it next
week to the federation’s executive
council. The council’'s opinion will
determine whether the federation
will support it in congress.”

After the Supreme Court outlawed
NRA, the federation, at its 1935
convention, decided the constitution
should be amended and directed the
executive counecil to prepare a suit-
able amendment for introduction in
Congress.

Headed by John L. Lewis, a min-
ority at that convention wanted
an amendnient that would permit
congress to enact “social justice”
legislation’ without any doubt as
to constitutional rights.

Leaders of the majority, on the
other hand, feared that an amend-
ment of the type Lewis advocated
permit congress to impose maximum
wages and minimum hours.

New protests against President
Roosevelt’s proposed reorganiza-
tion of the judiciary were heard
in Texas Saturday, with few voices
raised in defense of the plan,

In Washington there were aivid-
ed reactions from the Texas dele-
gation. The plan was praised by
Representative Sam Rayburn of
Bonham, Democratic floor leader,
as “a wonderful basis for simpli-
fication of legislative procedure and
for expedition of the business of the
¢ourts and litigants.”
 Senator Morris Sheppard said he
agreed with the President. Sena-
tor Tom Connally declined to com-
ment because of his membership on
’ judiciary committee which will

er the legislation. Repre-
sentative Charles E. South of Col-
orado said he was “against any-
thing that has the appearance of
stacking the court.” Several oth-
ers commented reservedly and oth-
ers would not comment.

At Austin, Gov. James V. Allred
declined to comment until he has
more time in which to study the
recommendations. Several members
of the House of Representatives’
Judiciary committee expressed op-
position to give the President six
more appointees oan the Supreme
Court. Among them were Merritt
Gibson of Longview, Harold Han-
kamer of El Paso, Bowlen Bond of |
Fairfield, C. M. McFarland ofi
Wichita Falls and Homer Thorn-
berry of Austin.

“I.don't believe in players doing
the umpiring,” was Gibson’s com-
ment. “It would establish a dan- |
gerous precedent,” said McFarland.
. At Abilene the Taylor County
Bar association voted three to one
against the proposal to increase the
membership of the Supreme Court.

The Dallas Bar association tabled
&' motion which would place the
organization on record as “deplor-
ing any movement to coerce the
Supreme Court or increase its
membership to accomplish a pur-
pose.” Members decided to defer
action - yntil next Saturday when
there would be more time for de-
bate.

There
was no official action by the bar
association.

NUMEROUS WIVES ARE
UNDER 12 YEARS
OF AGE

NEW YORK, Feb. 6 (AP)—The
child bride is no stranger to Amer-
ica, the census bureau records
showed today, even though a nine-
year-old “Mrs.” may be.

There ale about 5000 or more
child brides under the age of 15,
the records show. Include those
who are 15, and the total reaches
20,00

And the number, the records in-
dicate, has been increasing for the
past 40 years.

In 1890, 1,411 brides of under 15
were recorded, not including 29
widows and divorcees. In twenty
years their number was up to 3,-
482. By 1930, the figure was 4,506.

| At the rate of increase shown, to-

day's figure would be more than
5,000.

Government figures offer .no
breakdown below 15 years of age;
therefore they hold no indication
whether 9-year-old Eunice Win-
stead, who married 22-year-old
Charlie Johns in Tennessee, has
sister brides as youthful in other

Watertown, New York.

Generally nothing is heard of
these early marriages until some
unusual development projects them
into the news. Only the census
taker knows of all of the “baby
brides” and he never tells who they
are. He does tell where they are,
however.

Of the 4,506 wives under 15 years
of age in 1930 (including 167 ‘wid-
ows and 96 divorcees) he found 1,-
240 in the east south central states
of Alabama, Kentucky, Mississippl
and Tennessee. The south Atlantic
territory—Delaware, Maryland, dis-
trict of Columbia, Virginia, West
Virginia, - North and South Caro-
lina, Georgia and Filorida — were
next with 1,083,

Each of 17 states had more than
100 of the youthful brides. Texas,
with 303, was far ahead of Ten-
nessee, with 2907,

Records of children born to Ju-
venile wives are scarce, but there
have been cases where the mothers
were as young as 11 years. The
motherhood of a 12-year-old girl
raised a rumpus in Colorado in
1934.

The justices, who long have had
a rule against interviews, banned
newspapermen from their section
of the Supreme Court building ex-
cept in event of special appoint-
ments.

“Of course not,” Justices Suther-
land and Roberts smilingly replied
earlier to reporters’ request for com-
ment. Chief Justice Hughes gave
word through a secretary that he
likewise would have nothing to say.

Irving Fisher, professor emeritus
of economics at Yale university,
said he regarded the President's
message on judiciary reform “as a
8 t-forward and splendid ap-
peal behalf of one of the very
greatest and most needed reforms
in our American system of govern-
ment.”

Fisher said that while the Pres-
ident’s proposals will bring a storm
of protest from opponents fearful
of his gaining more power, the pro-
posed reforms “should be viewed
from a longer range than the pres-
ent year or generation.”

“Why not trust the President’s
good intentions?’ Fisher asked. “I
see every reason to believe that he
is intent on ‘making Democracy
work to make American justice work
better and more speedily.

“There can be no question that
there is immense room for improve-
ment and that, if the President
conscientiously tries to do what is
right under the proposed legisla-
tion, the result will be largely to
remedy the present scandalous con-
ditions of delay and inefficiency and
to raise the prestige and ‘power of
American judges which have been
sinking in public estimation.”

CONMUNSTS PLAGING

In an aftermath of Trotzky con-
fessions and convictions, the party
rolls are being purified of hun-
dreds of ‘names, the advices indicat-
ed. It is the most thorough “cleans-"
ing” since Leon Trotzky and hun-
dreds of his followers were read
out of the party ten years ago.

Already arrested and charged with
taking part in the so-called “Trot-
zkist wrecking conspiracy,” hun-
dreds of influential Soviet citizens
are said to be among the victims
of the purge.

Close on the heels of the trial
and conviction of seventeen con-
fessed plotters, including the noted
Soviet Commentator Karl Radek,
came demands from party ranks
that ‘others implicated in trial testi-
mony be brought swiftly to trial,
and the party be purged of “right-
ist” elements.

HISTORY.

Reliable reports disclose that 42
railroads are exther in receivership
or reorganizing their capital struc-
tures under the Federal Bankruptcy
Act. The first to work out of this
embarrassing position wlil be the
Chicago & Eastern Illinois Railway.

Informed quarters say that a re-
vised reorganization plan will be
submitted this month to the Fed-
eral Court and the Interstate Com-
merce Commission, Approval is an-
ticipated. Others will follow. And
so 1037 will make history as the
year when railroads threw off trus-
tee management yokes brought
about by the Great Panic of 1929,

CANNINGS.

LET'S KNOW

TEXAS
AND TEXANS

BY WILL H. MAYES.

In this column answers will be given to
inquiries ms to Texas history and
matters pertaining to the State and its
people. As evidence of good faith inguirers
must give their names and addresses, but
only their initials will “be printed. Ad-
%ren inquiries to Will H. Mayes, Austin,

‘exas.

Q. Who were the first settlers of
the country that is now Texas?

A. The Indians, so far as history
records, were the first settlers known
to modern times, but archeology and
geology professors of the University
of Texas have found near Round
Rock “campfires built by a race of
men roaming Texas 20,000 years
ago,” according to their estimates,
and a geologist of the National Park
Service has found in Longhorn Cav-
ern near Burnet, evidence that the
cavern was used as homes for pre-
historic men.

Q. How far back do scientists
claim to be able to trace geologic
periods in Texas?

A. About 120,000,000 years, judged
from fossiliferous remains found in
Longhorn Cavern, and in other parts
of Texas, Science News Letter re-
cently told of a fish discovered in
Collin County in the center of a
limestone rock, said to be of that
geologic age—the first of 1ts kind
found in’ America.

Q. When did Cleburne become the
county seat of Johnson county?

A. Then known as Camp Hender-
son, the present site of Cleburn, was
made county seat of Johnson county
in 1867, having won in a contest
with Buchanan, which had been the

seat of the county government since

11856, Buchanan, named for U. 8.
'President Buchanan and also known

as Balley's rapidly declined after
18617,

Q. Was Rutersville College a co-
educational institution?

A. Rutersville had a preparatory
department, which was co-educa-
tional, a female department on the

other| college grounds, and a college de-

partment for men, all being under
the same management. The colleg-
iate department gave courses in
moral science and  belles-lettres,
mathematics, ancient languages and
literature, modern languages and
natural science, leading. to Bachelor
of Arts and Bachelor of Science and
Literature degrees.

BE AUN DESPITE FLOOD

CHICAGO, Feb. 6 (#)--The worst
flood in the history of Louisville
will be no barrier to the 63rd run-
ning of the Kentucky derby, Amer-
ica’s No. 1 horse race.

Colonel Matt Winn, cheered by a
telegram from Neville Miller, mayor
