BERLIN. Jan. 30 (AP)—Adolf 

Hitler tore another page from 
the tattered book of Versailles 
that stripped Germany of her 

coli nies and turned today to the 
world with a pledge of “loyal 
cooperation” in the problems of 
peace and economic growth.
To a tumultuous reichstag assem­

bled in the red-draped old Kroll 
opera house, the chancellor pro­
claimed that on the fourth anni­
versary of his rise to power Ger­
many had regained her sovereignty 
with equal rights before the world.

Standing before a battery of 
gleaming microphones that carried 
his address to the nation and thru- 
out the world, he declared “ the time 
of so-called surprises is ended” by 
nazi Germany.

He reiterated Germany's demand 
for return of her war-last colonies 
but did not ask for new ones; he 
renounced a policy of isolation and 
cited the anti-communist pact with 
Japan as an example of his will­
ingness to cooperate with ether na­
tions; he qffered pledges of neu­
trality to Belgium and the Neth­
erlands. and extended a friendly 
hand to France.

He avowed Germany’s readiness 
to work with other nations for 
economic development, but added 
that the nations fcur-year plan 
for self-sufficiency must be con­
tinued.

Then, brushing bacx the unruly 
lock of hair which plunged down 
from his forehead, the fuehrer de-
do imed:

"i hereby mast solemnly with­
draw' the German signature from 
that (Versailles) declaration fore­

F. E. Shry- 
ock is superintendent of the plant.

The plant, first erected 
in 1929 by the Bdl company, had 
a capacity of 3,500 barrels of crude 
a day. Danciger interests took

over the skimming plant refinery 
in May 1932 and a year later in­
creased the capacity by 4,000 bar­
rels with a high pressure crack­
ing plant and vapor recovery.

A 90-day traffic and home safety educa­

tional program will swing into operation 
in Pampa tomorrow under the sponsorship, 
of the Pampa Kiwanis Club and cooperate, 
ing agencies.

A^y safety program in any* community 
is one of the mo^t vital steps tha£ can be 
taken. The Daily NEWS believes this to 
be true of the program about to be 
launched in Pampa, and this newspaper 
gladly steps behind the movement to urge 
whole-hearted support from every citizen 
and all civic groups;------*— —

This three-month program will reach 
its grand climax during the last week in 
April which will be marked throughout 
the city as annual Safety Week. This 
final week of the campaign will be ob­
served from April 25 to May 1, inclusive.

In the meanwhile the safety campaign 
will be so constructed to include safety 
talks over the radio, newspaper educa­
tional articles, safety programs in the civic 
clubs, P.-T. A. and women’s clubs and 
special programs for industrial groups.

Something Else To Begin Thinking About

CAN WE ‘TVA’ OHIO, MISSISSIPPI 
VALLEYS?

There is nothing new about floods in 
the Ohio and Mississippi valleys. Imper­
sonal and relentless, the mighty rivers 
overflow their banks periodically. They 
have done so ever since the first keel- 
boaters went downstream from Pittsburgh; 
apparently, they always will.

But because they are great highways, 
and because they flow through the most 
fertile valleys on the planet, these rivers 
have millions of people along their banks. 
Great cities and teeming farmlands lie on 
either side, all the way to Gulf. When 
floods come, as they have come this winter, 
the record is written tragically in terms of 
death, suffering, disease and property 
loss.

Now we have spent millions of dollars 
to get these rivers under control. After 
each great flood a new program is launch­
ed. National and state governments give 
money generously; the best engineering 
brains are summoned to see that the money 
is spent wisely.

Yet one winter of abnormal rain or snow 
seems able to cancel all of this control work 
betwen week-ends. Despite all that has 
been done, this winter’s rampage of the 
Ohio is the worst in that river’s history.

And thatTTiust mean that one of two 
things is true. Either we have not been 
using the right tactics in our control cam­
paign— or the campaign is doomed to de­
feat by the very nature of things, and we 
shall have disastrous floods every so often 
in spite of anything we may do.

If the latter is the case, we can take it; 
we have so far, at any rate, and we prob­
ably can go on doing so. But before we 
admit defeat, we might do well to study 
the whole problem from a new angle. Isn’t 
there some other way of attack that might 
lead to victory?

It may be that there is a way; a strategy 
by which we would look on the whole 
tremendous river system as a unit, to be 
curbed by a great, co-ordinated campaign 
more far-reaching and thorough than any­
thing we have ever tried.

We have a handy laboratory in the Ten­
nessee valley. The river there is being 
put into harness in a comprehensive way. 
Under the Tennessee Valley Authority, it 
is not merely being turned to the produc-

Washington Letter

WASHINGTON— President Roosevelt’s 
ambitious program for government re­
organization is likely to go the way of all 
previous such programs unless he begins to 
apply plenty of heat at an early date.

That is to say, there’s a growing danger 
that there will be no reorganization at 
all. Hardly anyone on Capitol Hill admits 
being completely satisfied with the pres­
ident’s plan, and past experience has been 
that when every member could find some 
particular item objectionable, any pro­
posed plan would be torn To pieces until 
nothing could be accomplished.

★  A ★
Advisers to Roosevelt are suggesting to 

him that only prompt application of the 
full power of his personal prestige can as­
sure any reorganization action.

James Roosevelt, the president’® son 
and new secretary-assistant, is understood 
to have taken the reorganization project 
under his wing— rather than Undersecre­
tary of Interior Charlie West, usually the 
No. 1 White House liaison man with Cap­
itol Hill. James is inexperienced.

Among members whom Roosevelt usual­
ly can count on to support progressive leg­
islation, there’s an especial concurrence of 
objection to the proposal to bring the in­
dependent regulatory commission in under 
departmental roofs.

What the president had most in mind 
when that proposal was formulated, his 
advisers whisper, was the necessity of get­
ting the Federal Trade and Interstate 
Commerce commissions under executive 
control -to the point where they could be 
“ cleaned out.” _L______ _ :

★  ★  ★
Privately, Roosevelt regards these two 

commissions as badly staffed, incompetent 
and getting worse. But each is tied close 
to Congress by many big patronage jobs, 
occupants of which are now serving as a 
secret lobby to sabotage the reorganization 
program as it would apply to FTC and ICC.

Also painful to the administration is 
Senate Majority Leader Joe Robinson’s 
outcry against the plan to raise cabinet 
salaries from $15,000 to $20,000, and to 
pay other top officials as high as $15,000. 
Joe and other members feel hardly anyone 
should receive more than a member of 
Congress, who gets $10,000.

But private corporations keep right on 
buying up the government’s best men for 
salaries much higher.

Chances are the president will soon 
start pushing for action on reorganization.

SLEEP
Sleep has been well termed one of 

thq, world's daily miracles. It is 
miraculous in its effects, and we 
know but little more about its mech­
anisms than about the mechanisms 
of most miracles.

But we are not lacking in theo­
ries and partial explanations, some 
quite reasonable. Precisely why we 
fall asleep remains undetermined. 
But we do know that certain fac­
tors and conditions favor sleep, 
while others impede and interfere 
with it. These known factors and 
conditions enable us in various ways 
to “woo Morpheus when he is slow 
in casting his shielding veil about 
us."
• Physical fatigue is a primary 
stimulant to sleep. Shakespeare 
said, “ Weariness can snore upon the 
flint, when resty sloth finds the 
down pillow hard." Mental fatigue, 
too, can render one drowsy, pro­
vided it. is not acquired in pursuit 
of stimulating mental work. Mon­
otony, quiet and warmth are known 
to favor sleep; the opposites to 
interfere with sleep.

Pain, worry and cold render fall­
ing asleep difficult. Stimulating 
sensations such ajs bright lights, 
sharp noises, and unaccustomed 
jarring (as on a train) impede sleep. 
Hunger keeps certain persons awake. 
Exciting literature read in bed or 
before retiring, may render one 
sleepless.

When one finds it hard to fall 
asleep, let him take stock of him­
self and his surroundings to see 
what may be wrong. Has he 
“eartied” his sleep by physical ef­
fort? If not, a brisk walk before 
retiring may help. Again, has he 
perhaps overtaxed himself, 1R he 
too tired to sleep? Then an extra 
long stay in bed will help. Is the 
bedroom as dark and quiet as It can 
be made?

Are the covers adequate and the 
mattress good? The heat produc­
tion of the body falls by more than 
half during sleep. Covers that are 
slightly too warm when one retires, 
may not be warm enough at the

fortheNewYorkAcaJmjo/UeJidM 
zero hours. Is he hungry? A tall 
glass of warm milk will help. Is he 
tense, still running though the race 
is over? A tepid bath will draw the 
blood to the skin and help to ease 
tension.

Finally, don’t worry about in­
somnia. In other words, don’t keep 
yourself awake thinking of why 
you cannot fall asleep. Save the 
worry for tomorrow, then see your 
doctor about it. Meantime you might 
read In a pleasant book, and so for­
get your insomnia.

STRAINING THE VOICE 
By Brooke Peters Church

In this day of youthful prima 
donnas, a word of warning to the 
parents of children who can sing 
may be in place.

The voice that can be trained in 
the early teens is a rare one, and 
many lovely voices are ruined by 
premature exploiting. The vocal 
cords have to develop like any other 
part of the body. A girl's voice, like 
a boy’s, though not so noticeably, 
goes through a period of change. 
Until the adult voice is established, 
the vocal cords fully developed, the 
voice should not be trained, and in­
deed as far as possible should be 
allowed to lie fallow. •

As far as possible—there Is the 
difficulty. The child who can use her 
voice acceptably wants to sing, and 
Is apt to be allowed or even encour­
aged to do so. The best way to give 
her an outlet with the least danger 
to the voice, is to find her an oppor­
tunity for group singing, in a choir 
or glee club. In the group the Indi­
vidual voice Is lost and there Is no 
incentive to overstrain.

The young girl singing alone is 
apt to be shy, and as a result her 
vocal cords and muscles are all

rigid. Before she knows it, she has 
d^velopecrbad singing habits, which 
are far harder to overcome than to 
prevent. She is more than apt to 
flat her high, notes because, tense 
with embarrassment, she must force 
herself to reach them, and of course 
falls short.

The natural voice which needs lit­
tle or no training is rare. Everyone 
who can carry a tune does not nec­
essarily have a good voice, but con­
sidering many of the voices so wide­
ly heard today, parents may be Tor- 
given for mistaking their own robins 
for nightingales. Time alone will 
show whether a voice is good or not. 
The more vocal promise a child 
shows, the more chance should be 
given for time to do its work. Even 
if singing lessons are delayed until 
tlie age of 20, nothing has been lost.

The main span is 1,937 feet, 
other spans range from 90 to 245 
feet, and the total length of the 
bridge is two miles. The weight of 
the steel used in the superstructure 
is about 30,000 tons.

A. Bula Matrl, the Rock Breaker, 
wus the African native’s name for 
Stanley.

Q. Does Louisiana still have the 
newspaper license tax enacted by 
Senator Huey Long?

A. On February 10, 1936, the 
newspaper license tax was un­
animously invalidated by the Unit­
ed States Supreme Court on the 
ground that it abridged the free­
dom of the press.

A. About one-third of the acres 
of land show little or no soil 
erosion.

Some years ago the mummified 
body of St. Helen was exhibited 
about the country.

A. Richard Jordan Gatling was 
bom in Hertford county, North 
Carolina, In 1813. While a boy ha 
assisted his father in the inven­

tion of a machine for sowing cot­
tonseed. Subsequently he invented
a rice soaring machine, later a- 
dapted to soaring wheat in drills. 
He graduated in medicine at Cin­
cinnati, but before establishing 
himself In practice conceived the 
basic idea of the gun which after­
ward made him famous. In 1861 
he built the first types of the 
revolving battery gun now known 
as Gatling. This was improved in 
1865 and immediately adopted by 
thd United States government. In 
1886- he invented a new gun metal 
of steel and aluminum. Congress 
soon afterward voted him $40,000 
to perfect a new "method of cast­
ing cannon. He died in 1903.

The shipment going from here to 
Fort Worth will be shipped in a 
railroad car arranged for by the 
Texas Junior Chamber of Commerce 
according to Garnet Reeves, sec­
retary of the local Chamber of 
Commerce.

Contributions continued to come 
in Saturday and it is expected Pam- 
pa’s cash donations to the flood 
suffers will reach $2,500 within tbe 
next few days.

Mrs. Davis Saturday received a 
communication from the Federal 
Council of Churches urging the full 
cooperation of pastors and church 
people throughout the country with 
the Red Cross in efforts to raise 
funds and supplies for the flood 
sufferers.

Following this letter, Mrs. Davis 
passed the information on to local 
pastors to make appeals from the 
pulpits of Pampa churches today.

Carson county Red Cross head­
quarters reported total donations 
Saturday of $766 which has been 
sent to the flood sufferers. Panhan­
dle and Conway report $371. Pan­
handle school pupils contributed 
$55.23, and Groom community, 
$152.88.

N. W. Friddle, of Kellerville, ap­
pointed himself a one-man relief 
committee and went from house to 
house and received $60 in contribu­
tions.

between a sort of aquatic pinchers, 
with the Ohio on one side, the Mis­
sissippi on the other. It was the 
Ohio today that held the major 
menace. The Mississippi, with “ fuse 
plug” levees dynamited .to lift the 
pressure, behaved exemplarlly.

The waters of the Ohio at Cairo 
last night were rising toward a 59 
foot stage. The crest it is predicted, 
will be 61 feet—a record high.

North of Cairo, in "Little Egypt.’’ 
smaller communities were evacuated 
as flood waters backed up, inundat­
ing them. Mound City was one of 
the towns where the people were 
forced to leave.

An area of 131,000 acres of south­
eastern Missouri lies purposely 
flooded from fuse plug levee dyna­
miting.

The complete evacuation of Pa-1 
ducah's citizens — 8,000 remained 
there early Saturday—has been or­
dered, “ forcibly If necessary.’’ ahead 
of the Ohio river’s flood expected 
crest Tuesday.

Much sickness is reported in the 
Paducah area, as at Louisville, at 
Cincinnati and In the scores of 
smaller places where the river’s de­
struction has been less publicized 
but no less real. -

Nearly 200.000 persons have been 
lnnoculated against typhoid fever at 
Louisville.

Small armies of doctors and nurs­
es, unsung heroes and heroines of 
every natural calamity, continue 
working to the point of exhaustion.

Memphis, in the path of rolling 
flood tide (but confident that her 
situation on higher ground will 
save her) is a city of refugees. They 
have come by thousands from Ar- 
nessee river points, and fromSH 
kansas flooded lowlands and from 
Tennessee river points.
