At least eight votes were cast illegally in
the District Attorney’s runoff election
according to a judge’s “finding of fact”
this morning and more testimony was to
come today in a Miami courtroom about
improper voting and other allegations of

election law violations.

Senior Judge John T. Forbis of Childress
is presiding over the case resulting from a
suit filed by 31st District Attorney John
Mann against Roberts County Attorney
Rick Roach. Roach defeated Mann by six

Mann contends that four of the five
counties in the multi-county district had
election law violations which could
reverse the outcome of the election.

Forbis made the “finding of fact” that
two voters in Wheeler County, Peggy
Blair Limone and Linda Joyce Smith, cast
illegal ballots by voting in the Demaocratic
Primary and crossing over to vote
Republican in the runoff' election.

The judge said six Gray County voters,
Melvin  Batman, Barbara  Baird,
Martrileyn Echols, Carolyn M. Friend,

Frank G. Hernandez and Lela M. Logue,
had voted illegally by casting ballots tirst
in the Democratic Primary and then
crossing over to vote Republican in the
runoff election.

Among those taking the stand this
morning  were  Margaret  Dorman,
Wheeler County district clerk, who was
questioned by Mann regarding voting
records her office keeps.

While Susan Winborne, Gray County
district clerk, did not testity, both sides
stipulated there were illegal ballots cast in
Gray County.

It was following Dorman’s testimony
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lllegal votes cast in runoff

that Forbis found the cight votes were
illegally cast.

Another witness, Donna Goodman,
Roberts County district clerk, was ques-
tioned about the resident addresses of
three voters, Donald William Morrison,
Marion Frances Morrison and Hobart
McMortie. She was questioned by Selden
Hale ot Amarillo, one of Mann’'s attor-
neys.

Mann contended in his filing that the
Morrisons  live in Pampa and that
McMortice is an Amarillo resident.

Goodman testified she had been in the

Grand jurors
indict seven
for felonies

A Gray County grand jury Tuesday handed up seven indictments
on ftelony charges ranging trom aggravated assault to robbery.

The seven indictments, tiled in 31st District Court here, named five
men and one woman.

Bond was denied tor Rocky Carl Bynum, 39, 426 N. Cuyler, who is
charged in the April 4 aggravated assault of Lenora Goldthrite, 33,
also of 426 N. Cuyler.

Bynum has been held without bond in Gray County Jail since the
morning atter the assault was reported to Gray County Sheritt's
Department.

FCB posts first
quarter results

AUSTIN — The 10th Farm
Credit District, a network of
rural financing cooperatives,
recently reported strong finan-
cial results, highlighted by a sig-
nificant increase in earnings, for
the quarter ending March 31,
2000.

The 10th District is composed
of the Austin-based Farm Credit
Bank of Texas, seven Federal
Land Bank Associations, nine
Federal Land Credit Associations
and 12 Production Credit
Associations. The district pro-
vides rural mortgage financing
and agricultural loans in
Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi,
New Mexico and Texas.

The district’s net income for
the first quarter of this year
totaled $24.7 million, an increase
of $7.4 million, or 42.8 percent,
from the first quarter of 1999.
This increase is attributed pri-
marily to a $2.4 million increase
in net interest income and a $5.2
million decrease in non-interest
expenses for the quarter ending
March 31, 2000.

Total loan volume of $4.767 bil-
lion on March 31, 2000, was
down 0.7 percent from the $4.798
billion record year-end loan vol-
ume reported at Dec. 31, 1999.
This slight decline in loan vol-
ume resulted largely from a
decrease in the size of the dis-
trict’s short-term loan’ portfolio,
which totaled $786 million at
March 31, 2000, compared with
$816.6 million at year-end 1999.
The long-term loan portfolio
remained relatively flat during
the quarter to total $3.981 billion
at March 31, 2000.

“The decline in the volume of
short- and intermediate-term
loans was anticipated, ‘fiven the
poor crop conditions, depressed
crop prices, commodity surplus-
es, declining exports and higher
energy costs affecting agricultur-
al producers this year,” said
Arnold Henson, FCBT chief
executive officer.

“At the same time, producers
remain uncertain about the fed-
eral farm program and under-
standably may lack the confi-
dence to proceed this year with
their usual farming plans,” he
said. “Additionally, rising inter-
est rates are slowing requests for
new loans.”

In spite of a $2 million increase
in high-risk assets during the
first quarter of 2000, the quality
of the district’s loan portfolio
remained exceptionally strong,
Henson noted. Overall accept-
able credit quality increased to
96.9 percent at h 31, 2000,
from 96.6 percent at Dec. 31,
1999.

The Farm Credit Bank of Texas
and district associations reported
assets totaling $5.2 billion at
March 31, . Together, these
lending organizations comprise
the largest rural lending organi-
zation in the district’s five-state

OLYMPICS

SYDNEY, Australia (AP)
— The head of the Sydney
Olympics is defending a
decision to deny general
access to the site of the
games’ main venues to inter-
national broadcasters who
haven’t paid multimillion-
dollar rights fees.

Olympics Minister Michael
Knight said public safety and
the welfare of the games’
sponsors were the main rea-
sons to restrict the broadcast-
ers.

The Olympic Coordination
Authority, which is running
the games, plans to hold a
daily lottery that would
allow cight non-rights-hold-
ing broadcast outlets into the
public areas of Sydney
Olympic Park in suburban
Homebush, where most of
the events will be staged.

With hundreds of non-
rights holders expected to
come to Sydney, that plan has
drawn criticism — both by
the broadcasters themselves,
and some Olympic officials.

USOC spokesman Mike
Moran told Australia’s
Channel Nine TV Network
on Wednesday that non-
rights holders, including
CNN, ESPN and Fox Sports,
might not broadcast from
Szdncy unless the OCA
changed its rules.

He said the idea of eight
passes to be divided among
all the non-rights holding
organizations outside of
Australia “can lead to an
ugly mess.”

“If you want bad public
relations for the Olympics, go
to a lottery like this,” Moran
told the network.

NBC holds the U.S. rights
as part of a $3.5 billion pack-
age that stretches through the
games of 2008. Networks in
most other major countries
have similar, although small-
er, rights contracts.

Knight, who is president of
the Sydney 2000 organizing
committee, told The
Associated Press that TV
crews would be restricted to
ensure public safety and: to
satisfy commercial -.pnnsors
and existing rights holders

He said the Homebush site
was unique because it was a
massive concentration of
venues in one location and all
within one secure perimeter
fence.

At most other Olympics,
including Atlanta, individual
venues such as stadiums
were generally considered
separate sites, Knight said.
Although non-rights huldcrs
were barred from filming
the arcnas themselves, t
generally could mingle wan
crowds on the streets outside
and use the Olympic sites as
visual backgrounds for their

reports.
Rights holders, sponsors
and the International

Olympic Committee agreed
the Homebush site should be
treated as a single sporting
venue, meaning access to
rights holders only, Knight
added.

Dallas drops opener

in Stanley

EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J.
(AP) — It didn't make a differ-
ence if the words were coming
from the New Jersey locker room
or the Dallas dressing quarters
after the opening game of the
Stanley Cup finals.

The theme was the same after
the Devils” 7-3 win on Tuesday
night. It’s only one game, don't
make too much of it.

The defending champion Stars
aren’t thatbad. The Devils aren’t
that good. And there certainly
must be something amiss in the
cosmic lineup when even New
Jersey veteran defenseman Ken
Daneyko scores a goal.

If the Devils repeat the perfor-
mance in Game 2 of the best-of-
seven series on Thursday night
at the Continental Airlines
Arena, then maybe you can start
putting the crown on their heads.

“It's a rarity that that many go
in for us,” said Daneyko, wt(
snapped a 48-game goal-scoring
drought dating to 1995 with his
go-ahead goal early in the sec-
ond period. “We got some
breaks, but it’s only one hockey
game.

“We know Dallas may have
been a little sluggish from travel-
ing or what not, but we are tak-
ing nothing for granted. It's one
hockey game, it doesn’t matter if
you win 2-1 or 10-1.”

Even the final margin was not
indicative of how badly the
Devils, who got two goals apiece
from linemates Jason Arnott and
Petr Sykora, outplayed the Stars.

Dallas had trouble getting
through the neutral zone all
night and it didn’t have the
speed and intensity to stop the
Devils in the defensive zone.

It also didn’t help that goal-
tender Ed Belfour was feeling a
little weird after taking some
cold medication. The result was
two soft goals and six overall
before Ken Hitchcock pulled him
early in the third period.

Astros fall

DENVER (AP) — Larry
Dierker has heard enough of
Todd Helton and his lofty statis-
tics.

The Houston Astros manager
has also seen enough of
tcam’s defensive mistakes. Not
even normally sure-handed sec-
ond baseman Craig Biggio was
immune Tuesday night, commit-
ting only his fourth error of the
year as the Astros lost their
eighth straight road game, 10-7 to
the Colorado Rockies.

The loss came in the only

The dczcumenury, narrated by Fonda, describes
the poverty that most girls in Nigeria live with,
the double-standards they confront on sexual mat-
ters, the high teen pregnancy and abortion rates
and abuse t eg' face.

“I work with adolescent girls in the U.S. state of
Georgia and while their circumstances may be dif-
ferent, the problems that diminish there are
also problems for girls everywhere in the world,”
Fonda says.

The grassroots groups, Fonda said afterwards,

have been asked by the Nigerian government to
develop a sex education curriculum for schools.
The gel)ing platform set a of achieving full
equality between women and men. It spelled out
ives in a dozen areas, including ensuring the

right of women to decide matters of sexual and
rePtoductive health.

State urged to tighten oil rules

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Texas needs tougher
guidelines for oil and gas producers, according to
a report written by landowners and energy indus-
try representatives.

Too many og::ators with questionable financial
backing have been allowed to abandon their wells
without properly plugging them. The orphaned
wells pose a threat to aquifers and state coffers,
because the state ends up paying the bill.

Texas Railroad Commission C%\airman Michael
Williams, who convened the group, received the
report this week.

e is expected to ﬁresent specific proposals
early next month to the three-member Railroad
Commission, members of his staff told the San
Antonio Express-News.

Regulators, the industry and landowners are
urging improved oversight of oil and gas produc-

tion in Texas. ’

Pro regulation$ include requiring more
than $100 in a performance bond, lien or nonre-
fundable fee. Also, the report su ted that com-
panies should be required to either plug or pro-
duce wells after four years.

But some say the report is too soft. Some
observers worry that as the number of inactive
wells grows so does the incidence of oil well-
related contamination, according to the Express-
News.

An unplugged or improperly plugged well can
let extremely salty brine ruin freshwater aquifers.

Colin Lineberry, the assistant director of the
commission’s oil and gas section, wrote in a mem-
orandum: “The potential for pollution by those
wells has continued to increase and decisive
action is necessary.”

Faculty Senate panel says bonfire
should be discontinued at Texas A&M

COLLEGE STATION, Texas (AP) — A Texas A&M
’ panel wants the university’s president to
discontinue or at least drastically change the tradi-
tional bonfire that turned deadly last year.
The A&M Faculty Senate is recommending that
President Ray Bowen end the practice because of
issues after the 2 million-pound log stack col-
lapsed, killing 12 Aggies and injuring 27 others.
“Our recommendations were that bonfire be can-
celed in the year 2000, and we said it would be prefer-
able for it to be discontinued in the future or radical-
ly modified” following issues raised in the Nov. 18,
1999 collapse, Jonathan Smith, chairman of the facul-
ty Panel, told the Bryan-College Station Eagle.
“I can’t see that event as we've known it can
continue ... . I think there are insurmountable prob-
lems,” Smith said.

Faculty Senate planning committee’s recom-
mendation was sent to the group’s executive com-
mittee, then to Bowen, who discussed the recom-
mendation May 5 with a group of faculty senators.
