Based on a new and broad defin-
ition, the plan probably would em-
brace all major industries. high au-
thorities said.

a national chain

A new board administratively con-

Nerth and West Texans ate and
breathed grit for the third time
in a week Saturday night, while
Pampa and the Panhandle, under
a blanket of snow, was dustless
and thankful for air-cleansing
moisture,

Saturday's snow superseded all
ielse for a topic of conversation in
Pampa. The driving, blinding, bliz-
| zurd-like storm was welcomed joy-
| ously as it blew in to put at least
| & temporary halt to a disagreeable
| week of dusty treatment.

The snow began falling lightly
| shortly after Friday midnight and
| grew to greater proportions through-
out Saturday. lasting well into mid-
afternoon when receding tempera-
[ tures put an end to the precipita-
tion

The Daily NEWS ggvernment gage
registered .08 inch of moisture as
the result of the day-long snowfall,

| which subsided about 3 o'clock yes-
‘ terday afternoon

From a high of 31 degrees at 1
p. m. Saturday the mercury began
to slip and had reached the early
20's shortly before last midnight,
Wwind velocity here last night rang-
ed between 20 and 25 miles north.

Aulhorities reporied that the Pan-
handle wheat crop had been bene-
fited by the snow

Rapidly changing weather brought
a tornado to Dubach, Lincoln Parish,
Louisiana, lat: Saturday afternoon,
demolishing 45 houses and inuring
seven persons. A torrential rain ac-
companied the storm.

Snow Is Heavy

A week of repeated dust storms
over much of the southwest, ine
cluding parts of Oklahoma, Kansas,
Colorado and Texas was brought to
a close with snow that ranged in
depth from two to five inches. The
wet snow hugged the earth and
farmers said it would prevent an im-
mediate recurrence of dusters and
promote wind erosion measures.

EDITOR'S NROTE: Following is
the final story, written by Warren
Martin, High school journalist, re-
lating to.experiences which crop-
ped up in the four-day trip of
Kenneth Blackledge across the
Panhandle plains.

But Ken Blackledge and I
agree on the fact that we modern
plainsmen have a much tougher
time of it than our predecessors.

For instance, no wagon traveler of
the good old days ever received the
royal raspberry from a passing mot-
orist, or for that matter, from a
passing hitch-hiker either,

I will admit that we did not have a
bit of Indian trouble, but then, a
good, occasional massacre would
have broken the monotony of the
trip.

And then, our forefathers did not
have to pass an appetizing delicates-
sen window, tighten their belts and
drive on, just because of a fool agree-

ment they had made with some
newspaperman.
Of course, the antelope were

scarce along the highways, and the
buffalo were even scarcer. This coun-
try has changed since great-grand-
father's day. He could ride out a
few miles and bring in enough buf-
falo steak to last the whole family
for a couple of weeks.

¢ All in all, they really had a pretty
soft time of it. They were reared in
a rough environment. They were
taught to enjoy their hard, crude
ways of living just as much as we
moderns do our luxurious living
habits.

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Mrs. Ewing Recalls Trip
Mobeetie In Pioneer Days

o——

With wide-eyed wonder a little girl gazed at the vast

expanse of land visible from the high

seat of the swaying

hack. Behind lay Ft. Worth and ahead the fenceless rang-
es and dim trails which led into the almost unknown Pan-
handle and Mobeetie, its first town.

Only an occasional small village broke the desolate

monotony of the November
homes were built along the

landscape. These few small

railroad under construction

west from Ft. Worth. A solitary cowboy was sometimes

seen riding the range. These

cowboys were the only ones

to, give directions to the traveler in the virgin and un-

marked land.

The little hack, drawn by a pair of sorrel horses, continued .its slow
progress into the Panhandle. Weary and tense with ceaseless worries about
this pioneer trek, the mother and father regarded this alien s6il. The

little girl' looked on with childish wonder, and the baby slept peacefully,

in its mother's arms.

After many days of traveling, the
father realized one day they had
taken & wrong turn and were off
the route. They decided that they
were approaching Indian territory,
and so, tortured by the countless
stories of Indian depredations, they
proceeded cautiously. Late in the af-
ternoon they came upon a deserted
log house. Cups were scattered
about; and the ashes in the fire-
place indicated that someone had
stopped there only a short time be-
fore. Spurred by the thought that
the recent inhabitants had been In-
dians the travelers hastened on their
way. They came into a dense for-
est and as night came on, they real-
ized they wete hopelessly lost. Afraid
to make a fire or a light lest some
wandering Indian see the light the
little family huddled in the hack in
the chill November rusk.

‘Dusting’ Promised

Short of rations, hunger was add-
ed to their growing discomforts. The
little girl asked for food and cried
whén none was forthcoming. Her
father explained there was no food
and promised her a “dusting” if she
were not good. Quieted by the prom-
ised spanking from her kindly fath-
er the tears subsided. The bed was
made in the back of the hack, and
the family retired for the night. All
went well until two o’clock when the
baby took the croup. Despite their
fears of Indians a lamp was light-
el and a fire built. Lard, honey, and
kérosene were among the dwindling
supplies. A salve for the baby’s chest
and throat was hastily made from
these three ingredients. Soon the
baby was sleeping again and things
remained peaceful the rest of the
night.

‘When morning came, the travel-
ers continued on their way without
breakfast. When the sun rose they
got their bearings again and once
more picked up the trail. About 11
o'clock they csume to the rim of a
small canyon. A ranch house was
located in the valley below. They
carefully picked their way down
and asked for food. They were wel-
comed by the manager and re-

ceived their first experience with
the famed hospitality of westerners.
After dinner the manager urged
them to load their hack with all
kinds of provisions as he had just
a day or two before got in a fresh
supply. They were also urged to take
a supply of meat from the wild
animals and fowls (including deer
and turkey) which were roaming
about the ranch grounds in abun-
dance.
Norther Strikes

In the afternoon the group again
took up the trail which led to Mo-
beetie. On the last day out, just af-
ter lunch, a Texas norther sudden-
ly struck. They drove up behind a
deserted sheep stand so that the fa-
ther might put up the curtains. Lat-
er the wind became so high that he
was forced to take the curtains off
to prevent the hack's overturning.
As the norther increased in in-
tensity, the group of travelers be-
came very cold. The mother and
children lay down and the father
piled all the bedding on and
around them, and then he ran be-
side the hack in an attempt to keep
from freezing. In the late after-
noon they drove into Mobeetie and
stopped at Mark Huselby's rock
hotel.

The men in the lobby came out to
welcome the travelers. The mother

was almost frozen and had to be|ed

carried into the hotel. The big stove,
red-hot, was a welcome sight. Af-
ter they were sufficiently warmed
they were shown to their rooms.
The hotel’'s sleeping quarters were
not like the usual hotel rooms but
were rather a series of rooms (be-
hind the hotel) opening onto a walk.
These rooms had ng heat of any
kind. The beds had several quilts
and these were topped off by two
large buffalo robes.

This brave group of pioneers was
Robert C. Fitch and his family who
came to Mobeetie in November, 1882.
The small girl was little Lulu Fitch
who many years later married W.
R. Ewing and now lives in Pampa.

ORDINANCE NO. 179.

AN ORDINANCE prohibiting the
parking of vehicles in alley-ways
within the City of Pampa, pre-
scribing the penalty for violations
and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF PAMPA:

Sec. 1. Hereafter it shall be un- !
lawful for any person to park or
leave standing any vehicle, when the
same is unattended and unoccupied !

Sec. 2. Any person violating this

Referring to his own position, Mr.
Hoover said:

“As a method of spreading flow-
ers over the termination of my
party career, the opposition press
insisted on electing me to the of-
fice of elder statesman. I have not
assumed that high office. But at
least, it marks the acceptarice of
the fact that the era in my life
has gone by when party aspects
of such an issue concern me. . . .

Speaks As ‘American’

“I am speaking tonight not as
a Republican; I am speaking as an
American who has witnessed the
decay and destruction of human
liberty in my land, who as Presi-
dent has witnessed. the movement
of these great floods which are
testing the American levees built
to protect free men.”

Turning to President Roosevelt's
proposals, Mr. Hoover said “we
may quickly dismiss the secondary
parts., . . We can accept the view
that justice would be expedited if
we had more federal district courts.
There may not be enough circuit
courts of appeal.

“But there can be only one Su-
preme Court. Here, Mr. Roosevelt
demands the power to appoint a
new justice parallel with every ex-
isting justice who is over 70 years
of age. This means that two-thirds
of the court, or six of them, are to

be given a sort of intellectual
nurse, having half the vote of each
patient.

“It is the implications of this
proposal which have thrust us with
startling suddenness into an issue
greater and deeper than any in our
generation. . .

“But the President’s proposal 1is
far deeper and more far-reaching
in purpose than these details.”

In the light of background, Mr.
Hoover related, “no one can con-
clude other than that the Presi-
dent seeks to secure a Supreme
Court not that will find in accord-
ance with the constitution as it
stands, but rather than will revise
the constitution so it will mean
that he wishes it to mean.”

South and Central Teéxas had
balmy weather Saturday, but the
forecast was for cloudy and colder
there and in East Texas. Warm
weather prevailed along the Gulf
Coast, with colder forecast for Sun-
day.

The inch and a half of snow that
fell at Borger melted rapidly and
the sky was clearing.

GUYMON, Okla., Feb. 20 (#)—
Snow blanketed the high plains )
of the southwest today, ending the |
week’s scourge of dust storms and
buoying the spirits of wheat farm-

ers,

Depth of the snow ranged from
two to five inches over the Okla-
homa Panhandle, southwestern Kan-
sas, and parts of Colorado and Texas.

Farmers said the snow, which
clung to the ground, would prevent
immediate recurrence of “dusters”
and give point to a campaign of deep
listing to prevent further wind eros-
jon.

“There are thousands of acres of
wheat which have suffered only
slight damage and which will come
back with plenty of moisture,” de-
clared Herbert Clutter, Finney coun-
ty, Kansas, farm agent.

He said the snow would not solve
the erosion problem but would fur-
nish a “breathing spell.”

The snow was a crop saver for
the hard-pressed farmers of dust-
blown Texas and Beaver coun-
ties in the Oklahoma Panhandle,
but some farmers in Cimarron
county said the snow came too
late.

Hugoton, Kansas, where the dust
added to the difficulty of com-
batting a pneumonia epidemic with
inadequate hospital facilities, the
snow was a “life saver,” said D. E.
Prine, funeral home director.

“The snow already has helped
those ill with pneumonia,” said
Prine. “Physicians say the epidemic
may be checked if snow stays on
the grounds and holds the dust for
a few days.”

Whoops and shouts greeted the
snowfall in the farm lands near
Guymon, and farmers said the
moisture .would aid wheat mater-
ially. Farmers poured into Guymon
to give vent to their enthusiasm.

“I told my wife,” said L. S. Pal-
mer of Tyrone, a county commis-
sioner, “when we woke up this
morning there was snow on the
ground.

On Saturday morning when the
scauseLo.3 b etaoin shrdlu
children want to help you, give
them several bags of nuts to shell.
Then, in order to keep shelled nuts
on hand in first class condition, put
them up in jars. The Consumers
Counsel recommends this method:

PFirst put freshly cracked nut meats
into sterilized glass fruit jars. Ad-
just, but do not’ tighten, the glass
lids and rubbers. Place the jars
in an ordinary clothes boiler, or a
big kettle with a wooden rack on
the bottom. Put in about two inches
of water, and make sure the lid is
on tight. Let the water boil for 20
minutes. Then remove the jars
rapidly and tighten the tops down
as quickly as possible.

Prepared this way, and stored in
the dark at ordinary room tempera-
ture, nut meats will keep fresh even
during hot weather. Remember that
the jars must be left uncovered and
that water must not be higher than
2 inches when canning them.

VITAMINS IN REVIEW: II

The primary effects of vitamin A
deficiency have been described as
changes occuring in the lining mem-
branes throughout the body and re-
sulting in the substitution of hard,
flat cells not unlike those seen in
the tgp layers of the skin, for what-
ever forms of cells are normally pres-
ent.

The secondary effects of vitamin
A deficiency witnessed both in ex-
|periment.al animals and in human
| beings are loss of weight due to
the loss of fat, and also to the
shrinkage of body musculature and
of many organs, anemia, retarded
bone growth and degenerative chan-
ges in the skeletal musculature.

Disturbances in the nervous system
are also believed to result from vita-
min A deficiency. Varying degrees of
night blindness are charged to this
condition, as well as poor vision dur.
ing the daytime, extreme sensitive-
ness to light, and various other
forms of eye disturbances.

Remarkable regenerative results
follow as soon as vitamin A therapy
is started. The mucous membrance
cells which, due to vitamin A star-
vation, have been changed from their
columnar shape into flat, hard, shin-
gle-like cells, will promptly resume
their normal form. Bone growth, re-
tarded because of vitamin A defic-
iciency, will be accelerated again
when the sufferer is given the lack-
ing vitamin. And the associated ani-
emia is promptly improved by vita-
min A therapy.

Serious cases of vitamin A starva-
tion are comparatively rare in this
country, particularly among adults,
but there is a substantial amount of
evidence that partial vitamin A star-
vation is comparatively common.
Vitamin A is abundantly present in
halibut liver oil, cod liver oil, milk,
butter, eggs, leafy vegetables and
salads, and carrots,

Vitamin A has been called the in-
fection prevention vitamin. It is
questionable whether this is justified.
Vitamin A does not have a specific
protective value against infections.
But the individual suffering from
vitamin A deficiency is likely to
have a lowered resistance to disease
because of the variots secondary ef-
fects,

Resistance against infection will
therefore .be promoted by an ade-
quate vitamin A intake, but be-
yond the necessary amount of this
vitamin, resistance will not be pro-
moted by oonumﬁ more vitamin A.

operation. Since the subject of
“operations” seems to be the com-
mon denominator for universal
conversation, it will not be amiss
for me to tell about an operation
I once had. My operation was a
bit different from the ones we us-
ually hear about, for instead of
being worked on, myself, I was the
principal operator in this case. My
operation was a very difficult one
and required what a very promi-
nent surgeon, well known to us all
—would call a distinctive type of
“surgical technique.” The occasion
was a post-morten on & honey-bee,
and the operating theater was a
zoological laboyatory.

If you have never tried to re-
move the stomach of a honey-bee
you cannot realize what a delicate
piece of work it is. Here is how
you go about it. Take the bee's
thoracic basket between two fin-
gers and grasp the abdomen of the
bee with the other two fingers and
pull these portions of its body
apart. When this is done, you will
notice a pasty substance. You then
probe about in that substance in
the region where you think the
stomach should be and secure a
sample of the tissue. The only way
one has of knowing the success of
this operation is by placing this
bit of tissue under a microscope to
determine the presence of gastro-
nomical tissue. I have not followed
closely the later developments in
entomological post-mortem surgery,
but even with all the most mod-
ern equipment, this operation is
one that requires great technical
skill.

On capitol hill, however, there had
been increasing discussion of com-
promise during the day.

Senator Van Nuys (D-Ind), an
opponent of the President’s legisla-
tion to provide six new Supreme
Court justices, said he was approach-
ed by an administration senator re-
garding a proposal to compromise
on two new justices instead of six.
He said he turned down the sugges-
tion.

Earlier this week, Representative
Celler of New York, ranking Demo-
crat on the House judiciary commit-
tee had discussed just such a set-
tlement with Mr. Roosevelt. One
member of the Senate liberal bloc
opposing the President also has said
privately he would accept a two-
Justice compromise,

Additional opposition to the pro-
posed court reorganization came to-
night from a member of the Presi-
dent's own party, Senator Copeland
of New York.

The thirty-first senator to declare
openly against the legislation, Cope-
land said in a formal statement
that there was not the slightest ex-
cuse for it.
