SEARCH FOR SNATCHER 

IS GREATEST IN 
HISTORY

LA PLATA. Arfentlna. Feb. 27 
(A*)—Baby Eugenio Pyrera fraola, 
Argentina’s "Lindbergh baby," was 
found today, the life choked out 
of Mo UtUe body, five years al­
most to the day after Charles A  
Lindbergh, Jr., was kidnaped from 
Jersey’s Sourland hills.
Like Baby Lindbergh, 2-year-old 

Eugenio, the seventh child of bar­
onial cattle wealth, was killed by his 
kidnaper. He was stripped of his lit­
tle suit, choked and wounded, and 
left, his arms crossed on his chest, 
in the slime, of a pigpen at the edges 
of beautiful “La Sorpresa,’’ his par­
ents' estate.

Argentina's greatest murder hunt 
was on tonight. 8everal suspects al­
ready were held. But police were re­
luctant to decide whether one of 
these was the “ bearded man’’ who 
carried little Eugenio away last Wed­
nesday evening and, presumably, 
strangled him before he was left in 
the pigpen, a mile and a half from 
his rambling, luxurious home.

Police armed with rifles averted 
what might have been a lynching 
attempt when a menacing crowd, 
with ire mounting against a hobo 
suspect, Jose Gancedo, gathered 
around the Har Del Plata Jail a f­
ter news spread that Eugenio’s body 
had been found.

A strong guard was thrown around 
thp Jail, but the crowd remained 
in the vicinity throughout the a f­
ternoon.

I t  was believed the blue-eyed chHd, 
bearing marks of strangulation as 
well as scalp * had
been been slain Thursday, the day 
after he disappeared.

Vc|unteer searchers, hunting side 
by side with bronsed workers, 
searched fields and pampas for clues.

First word today that Eugenio had 
been found sent his grandfather, the 
powerful Senator Antonio Santa 
Marina, racing from Mar Del Plata 
for the Estancia In a motor car with 
physicians on the hope the baby 
was still alive.

It  was a lost hope.
The child’s father. Simon Peyrera 

Iraola, a wealthy ĥ V$fei0jflw )er who 
had been directing the search from 
Mar Del Plata, also rushed to La 
Soprcsa. but the babjm^mfriher re­
mained in the resortfcily, stricken 
with grief.

In Jail at Mar Del Plata was a 
wandering peon, Joe Gancedo. whose 
mumbled monosyllables gave no an­
swer to why he disappeared from the 
Estancia Wednesday night.

Mar Del Plata police also held 
Jose and Daniel Silva, Jose’s wife, 
Teresa, and their daughter. Daniel 
8ilva had, a short time ago, been 
discharged as administrator of the 
6.800 acre estate of the Peyrera Ira­
ola family.

HOUSTON. Feb. 27 (/P)—A pub­

licity campaign to keep workers and 
the public informed of the aims of 
he unionization drive set to be 

started in the oil Industry in April 
vas formulated today at a meet- 
ng of officials of district four of the 
international oil field, gas well and 
refinery workers union.

The meeting, attended by execu­
tives of ten locals of the Gulf coast 
region of Texas and Louisiana, 
was the first gathering of the oil 
workers’ leaders since the announce­
ment last week that John L. Lewis 
would lead a committee for indus­
trial organization drive to organize 
1,000,000 employes in the industry.

The session was closed to all ex­
cept the oil workers executives.

“We had an agreeable meeting 
and find our locals in good finan­
cial shape for the organization 
drive,” said P. O. Wilson, Houston, 
member of the international execu­
tive council and one of the four 
members of the publicity committee.

“The committee will meet again 
Monday and issue a statement.”

Both Wilson and Grady Hatton, 
chairman of district four, said plans 
for the organization drive would 
not be known until after the ar­
rival here March 15 of H. C. Frem- 
ming, president of the international.

The union officials stressed the 
cordial relationship between local 
A.F. of L. craft unions and the oil 
workers, who are in the group 
of industrial unions led by Lewis.

“The C. I. O. is not a separate 
union but merely a group within 
the A. F. of L. which differs in 
policy with some other leaders,” 
Wilson said. “ We are hoping some 
plan will be worked out.

Wilson said the district four group 
decided to invite the 1938 national 
convention of the oil workers union 
to Houston and will present their 
plea at both the state convention 
here April 5, and the national con­
vention in Kansas City on June 1,

In addition to Wilson, members of 
the publicity committee are Hatton, 
Sessions and John Crossland, presi­
dent of the Pasadena local.

Pickets Tighten Lines 
Picket lines tightened in other

Two others were arrested • 
and released on bond.

The Douglas Aircraft corporation's 
announcement that it would resume 
operations next week at Santa Mon­
ica, C a lif, was challenged by W il­
liam Busick, organizer for the Unit­
ed Automobile Workers aircraft di­
vision. He declared a “concrete wall’’ 
of pickets would be thrown about 
the world's largest plane plant. T ie  
Northrop corporation, Douglas sub­
sidiary, also planned to reopen. The 
disputes of the two companies af­
fected 6.750 employes.

Picketing of the main plants of 
the Northern States Power Co. at 
Minneapolis continued as police 
guarded substations.

Hoffman has 
joined the governors of Connecti­
cut and Illinois in condemning the 
squatting strategy.

Omission of Gray county from a 
list of 27 Panhandle counties to be 
included In a proposed Panhandle 
Water Conservation district was the 
result of an error in copying the 
bill which was Introduced in the 
state senate last Thursday, Sen. 
Clint C. Small advised the Pampa 
Dally NEWS Saturday by wire.

The telegram from the senator was 
in reply to a message sent to him 
by The NEWS yesterday when It 
was learned that Gray county’s 
name was not In the list released 
through the Associated Press. The 
bill had been Introduced by 8enator 
Small.

The senator’s telegram follows:
“Gray county left out through er­

ror In copying bill. O f course it will 
be included If bill passes. I  am sorry 
this occurred.”

John McCarty, of Amarillo, presi­
dent of the Panhandle Conservation 
association, and Judge William Cow­
an, 4 Dalhart, chairman of the

legislative committee, Friday advised 
Pampa officials that the ommission 
of Gray county’s name was an over­
sight and assured them that both 
would immediately correct the error.

Purpose of the proposed conserva­
tion measure would be control and 
storage of the waters o f the Red, 
Canadian, and Brains rivers and 
tributaries to prevent floods, irri­
gate. reclaim semi-arid lands and 
develop hydro-electric power.

Signing of work sheets by farmers 
or land owners who wish to co­
operate in the 1937 Agricultural 
Conservation program will begin 
Tuesday in Commissioners precincts

office will be at the American 
National bank in McLean to sign up 
worksheets in Precinct 4. farmers 
in Precinct 3 will sign the follow­
ing week.

SIGN OIL ACT
PRORATION STATUTE TO 

BE EXTENDED FOR 
TW O YEARS

AUSTIN, Feb. 27 <;P>—Governor 
James V. Allred announced today 
he would sign Monday the bill pass­
ed by the Legislature this week ex­
tending the oil proration statute 
for two years beyond September.

The governor also said he would 
sign a measure exempting fraternal 
benefit associations from a tax levi­
ed last fall by the special session 
called to raise money for old age 
assistance.

MADRID. Feb. 27 </P>—The whine 
and crash of insurgent shells broke 
a five weeks’ respite for central 
Madrid today.

The shelling was slow, the insur­
gents apparently correcting their 
first shots for precision.

Street cars continued to run, the 
passengers' started faces peering 
from the windows, excited refugees 
clustered in basements, asking about 
their friends.

The shelling, in mid-afternoon, 
came after a quiet morning during 
which the only shots heard were oc­
casional bursts from West Park 
and University City, western and 
northwestern Madrid battlegrounds 
through most of the siege that has 
lasted sincr November.

General Jose Miaja, newly nam­
ed to supreme command of all the 
eentral Spanish government troops, 
agreed with Valencia and Barcelona 
leaders that decisive united action 
was needed to combat the insurgent 
armies, especially with the Immin­
ence of a Europe-wide plan to 
block off Spain from outside help.

Spanish belligerents clung grimly 
Saturday night to besieged strong­
holds as the civil war raged in its 
eighth month.

Oviedo, in northern Spain, re­
mained in insurgent hands but gov­
ernment reports said attacking mili­
tiamen captured the provincial capi­
tal's prison and a slaughter house 
before rain stalled the offensive.

An insurgent statement issued 
from the headquarters at Salamanca 
ment's second big offensive against 
Oviedo had been resisted.

Insurgent commanders within the 
beleaguered city asserted their foe 
had last 12,000 men while their own 
lasses were "minor.”

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27 <4’>— 
Supporters and opponents of the 
Roosevelt proposal for reorganiz­
ing the judiciary each gained a 
Senate recruit today.
Senator Smathers <D-NJ) declar­

ed himself for the White House pro­
gram, asserting that "all the people 
of the nation will be best served 
by adding new and younger members 
to the Supreme Court, men with 
liberal and progressive approach to 
the nation’s social and economic 
problems.”

Senator Donahey (D-0> aligned 
himself with the opposition and said 
“ this entire controversy vitally a f­
fects the judiciary, a co-ordinate 
branch of the government, and 
should be referred to the people— 
the source of all political power.”

Meanwhile, the Supreme Court 
retirement act, which congressional 
leaders hope may bring about some 
withdrawals from the high bench, 
and a diminution of the present 
tense conflict, awaited President 
Roosevelt’s certain signature.

Tiie act, passed by Senate and 
House provides that Supreme Court 
Justices may retire with full pay a f­
ter reaching 70 years of age Presi­
dent Roosevelt’s proposal, yet to be 
acted on. provides that for every 
judge past 70 who fails to retire a 
new judge shall be appointed.

J Tonight. Senator Pope <D-Idaho> 
j went on the radio to urge the enact­
ment of the Roosevelt legislation, 
asserting that a major portion of a 

) legislative program approved by the 
j people in the last election is "at the 
j mercy of the reactionary judges 
| packed into the court by former 
presidents.”

Derision Pending
The court itself, meanwhile, im­

perturbably prepared for its first 
decision day in a fortnight next 
Monday. The tribunal *as had under 
consideration three rulings which 
might have a direct bearing on the 
controversy and President Roose­
velt's appeal for a "liberal" rather 
than a “ narrow” interpretation of 
the constitution.

Two of the cases involve the con­
stitutionality of the Wagner labor 
relations act and of a Washington 
state law Imposing minimum wage 
standards. In addition, the court had 
yet to grant or refuse a re-hearing 
on the New York unemployment in­
surance law. on which it split four- 
to-four The evenly divided court in 
this case had the effect of leaving 
unchanged a court of appeals de­
cision upholding the constitutional­
ity of the act.

The decisions of Smathers to back 
and Donahey to oppose the Presi­
dent's bill, brought the number of 
declared supporters of the measure 
in the Senate to 26 and the avowed 
opponents to about 30. However, 
the oppasition is claiming a mini­
mum of 42 votes as of today

W OULD COMPEL RECAL- 
CITRANT MINORITY  

TO COMPLY
WASHINGTON, Feb. *7 (JP) —  

President Roosevelt sought today 
to enlist all states in the national 
campaign to save farm lands from 
blowing away in dust storms or 
washing away in Hoods.
He asked all governors In an iden­

tical letter to obtain passage “o f 
legislation along the lines of a model 
soil conservation law suggested by 
the agriculture department.

This "standard state soil conserva­
tion districts law” allows a group o f 
25 or more "land occupyers” to form 
a conservation district, set up rule® 
for use of land and “ compel a recal­
citrant minority to comply where it 
is for the public good.”

The soil conservation service o f 
the agriculture department has con­
ducted a series of demonstrations to 
teach farmers how to avoid washing 
and blowing of soil. But the Presi­
dent indicated these would not bring 

; desired results unless states took ac­
tion.

I “ The dust storms and floods of the 
I last few years have underscored the 
: importance of programs to control 
soil erosion,” the President wrote. 
He added that “ the nation that de- 

; stroys its soil destroys itself.”
“The erodlble land in every water­

shed must be brought under some 
form of control," he said, and the 
model law is "imperative to enable 
farmers to take the necessary co­
operative action.”

The law provides that propqpdJI 
conservation measures be submitted 
to farmers in a local referendum. Jf 

| approved in the referendum, the 
I regulations would have the force o f 
law within the conservation district.

I-and owners In the district oould 
be required to construct terraoea, 

] check-dams or other conservation 
projects; follow certain practices 
such as contour cultivating, strip 

l cropping, and planting of treea or 
grasses; and refrain from cultivat­
ing “steep or otherwise highly eros­
ive lands.”

Violations of regulations might re­
sult in a fine. I f  the land owner 
failed io observe the regulations the 
district supervisor also could apply 
for a court order and then enter 
the land perform the required work^ 
and collect costs from the owner.

The 
county registered four large wells 
the previous week.

Dave Rubin brought in a large 
gas well in Moore county when his 
No. 3 Beard in section 9, I-PD  sur­
vey, was tested at 67,187,000 cubic 
feet.

Completions by counties accord­
ing to Railroad Commission test:

DOUGUSIIRCIMFT TO

LOS ANGELES. Peb. 27 (AT—The 

Douglas Aircraft factory will re-open 
Monday. President Donald Douglas 
announced today as most of Its 342 
sit-down strikers, indicted and Jailed 
trespass conspiracy charges were re­
leased without bond.

President John K. Northrop also 
announced re-opening Monday of 
the Northrop plant, Douglas sub­
sidiary, scene of a sit-down strike 
abandoned yesterday under threats 
of more indictments and Northrop's 
promises of negotiation.

Shortly after the announcements, 
a spokesman for the striking union, 
the United Automobile Workers of 
America, aircraft division, said pick­
eting at the Douglas plant probably 
would continue Monday.

Douglas’ announcement said de­
cision to reopen the factory was “ In 
response to a petition signed by hun­
dreds of employes” asking that op­
erations “be resumed at the earliest 
possible moment.”

In the announcement, addressed 
merely to “employes” of the com­
pany, no distinction was made be­
tween strikers and non-strikers.

Douglas would not amplify his an­
nouncement.

The newspaper “L ’Information,” of Paris, states

As far as is known, no such proposition has ever 
been made to the American State Department by rep­
resentatives of either France or England. But some 
such feeler is very much in the cards, and the Par- 
Man newspaper’s statement can be taken as a fair 
reflection of overseas sentiment.

Americans might as well begin now to figure out 
Whether such a deal would be in the nature of a 
good bargain. To collect something on the war debts 
would be very nice indeed—but would it be so nice 
if it Involved the creation of additional war debts in 
the future, with all the entanglements and uncer­
tainties which would undoubtedly go with them?

WASHINGTON LETTER

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27—Tangled threads of hu­
man frailty and error are snarled over the reverse 
side of the New Deal historical tapestry, now woven 
to the polht where ye foolhardie knighte, Sir Frank- 
line, doth challenge to mortal combatte ye Nine 
8upreme Knights of ye Marble Palace.

Thanks to the fact that supreme court justices, 
presidents and other characters involved do not al­
ways confine their feelings within their bosoms, it is 
possible to reveal these items of background to the 
current cannonade:

The issue between Roosevelt and the court prob­
addy would never have reached a crisis had the 
court's conservative justices not been encouraged 
by NRA ’s maladministration and unpopularity to 
kill the blue eagle and had their attitude subse­
quently not been stiffened by unfavorable public re­
action to Roosevelt's “ horse and buggy” remarks.

The bitter parts of Roosevelt’s message to Con­
gress asking power to pack the court were inserted 
by Donald Richberg. They are traceable to the bit­
terness engendered by the Bchechter decision in both 
Roosevelt and Richberg. The latter had offered to 
stafle his legal reputation on victory in that case.

The four moat conservative Justices believed they 
oouid kill, or at least turn back, the New Deal by 
killing NRA

I f  the AAA test case had come to the Supreme 
Court before the NRA case, more than one observer 
believes, the New Deal would have been upheld in 
Its farm program.

One mistake followed another. The president gam- 

Ided on NRA as his big recovery ace, rather than 
the public works program. NRA was administered 
ao btdly that nearly everyone either hated it or was 
frightened by it—including nine justices of the su- 
preane court.

Richberg pulled a boner in pushing the Schechter 
“ sick chicken” case before the Supreme Court.

Those who counted strongly on the liberalism of 
Justices Brandeis, Stone and Cardozo feel that the 
three justices made a mistake by joining in the 
sweeping condemnation of NRA, which was widely 
taken as a rebuke to the whole New Deal.

Rooaevelt made a mistake when, egged on by 
General Johnson, he made his famous “horse and 
buggy” statement.

No Important case involving New Deal reform had 
yipmji before the court prior to the NRA case. Up 
to that time, according to the inside information, the 
conservative Justices had been somewhat in the 

frame of mind as Republican members of Con­
gress. They felt it would be wise and expedient to 
string along wtth Roosevelt in the emergency be­
cause the country was behind him.

There was great dissension within the New Deal 
g t the time, one large faction favoring a new, mod­
ified NRA with unpopular and unworkable features 
removed. This faction was successful to the point 
that It persuaded Roosevelt and Richberg to drop 
the Belch**' lumber case, first scheduled as the NRA 
test case. But Riphberg insisted on bulling it thru, 
and picked the Schechter case as his Armageddon.

THEY NEED THE BIBLE 
By Brooke Peters Church

Sam was answering a general in­
formation test on “who’s who in an­
cient literature.” He knew about 
Homer, Achilles, Ulysses. Odin, The 
Cid, Rolland Siegrfied. Virgil, and 
a host of other characters. But he 
had never heard of Ahab, Isaiah, De­
borah, Jeremiah Jehu, Elijah, Jacob, 
and Esau.

He knew Sampson was a strong 
man; Adam and Eve and Noah 
struck responsive chords in his mem­
ory. but for the rest of the Bible his 
mind was a blank.

When the teaching of religion was 
taken out of the schools, the study 
of the Bible was lost to’ a large 
part of the country’s children. It  is 
Burprising how few children read the 
Bible qr hear it read at home. Col­
lege instructors are repeatedly faced 
with classes in which history or lit­
erature. even in comparative religion, 
to whom the Bible is quite unfam­
iliar.

To pretend to study the literature 
or history of the western world 
without any knowledge of half the 
source material is absurd. To con­
sider one's self cultured or even edu­
cated without any conception of the 
foundations on which the cultural 
material of the Occident is based, is 
impossible. I f  all that we had left of 
Greek literature were bound in one 
volume, that one volume would be 
the equivalent in value of the an­
cient Hebrew library which is the 
Bible. Out of these two volumes It 
might be said our civilization sprang.

The children read and study the 
story of the ancient Greeks. These 
are a part of every school library 
and curriculum. It is for the home 
to foster an equally intimate know­
ledge of the Old Testament at least. 
The stories of the great men o f  old, 
the magnificent poetry and oratory 
of the psalms and prophets are part 
of our background and should not 
be lost.

HEART FAILURE
Precisely what does heart failure 

mean? Directly it must mean failure 
of the heart to carry on its work, 
the propulsion of the blood through 
the body. But obviously heart fail­
ure may be the end result of a var­
iety of abnormal conditions in the 
body.

The “ failure" may be due to the 
weakness of the heart musculature. 
Or It may be due to the extreme 
obstacles in its effort to keep the 
blood moving along the pathways of 
the arterial system.

A classical illustration of the first 
instance might be infection of the 
myocardium (the heart muscle>, with 
consequent weakening and degener­
ation of the muscle fibre*. Arterio­
sclerosis (hardening of the arteries, 
with their consequent narrowing) is 
a typical illustration of the difficul­
ties which the heart may encounter 
in its effort to keep the blood circu­
lating.

A third consideration must be add­
ed: the work demands placed upon 
the heart. Two kinds of work de­
mands are made. The heart must 
keep the blood circulating in order 
to sustain the vital functions of nu­
trition and waste removal. Again, 
the heart is called upon to speed 
up blood circulation when the body 
is moved about and when energy is 
expended in physical labor. I f  the 
burden which movement and physi­
cal labor throw upon the heart is 
greater than the heart can sustain, 
heart failure may result.

For these reasons, individuals 
whose hearts are defective and 
threatening failure are urged to re­
strict their physical efforts and limit 
their food consumption The loss of 
unnecessary body weight reduces the 
burden placed upon the heart by 
the metabolic requirements of the 
body “A lighter chassis lightens the 
strain upon the engine.”

Heart failure is not ordinarily a 
specific condition, such as pneumon­
ia. It is a condition, due on one hand 
to organic disability which may a f­
fect the heart proper or the blood 
vessel* (and other organs), and on 
the other hand to work demands 
made upon the heart.

Since the underlying organic dis­
ease frequently cannot be remedied, 
heart failure may be avoided by les­
sening the demands made upon the 
heart.

Q. Under what conditions did 
other Mainzar Verein colonists come 
to Texas later, and with what re­
sults?

A. The Verein, in 1845, sent some 
4,000 Immigrants to Texas, for whose 
care insufficient provision had been 
made. Most of them reached Texas 
practically destitute, and with no 
lands on which to locate. Prince 
Solms resigned and returned in dis­
gust to Germany. He was succeeded 
by Baron O. von Muesebach, who, 
with business acumen, took in hand 
the difficult task of locating the 
immigrants on several thousand 
acres of land he secured and on 
Which he built the town of Freder­
icksburg. They endured much hard­
ship in reaching and building their 
settlements, largely due to previous 
mismanagement.

Q. Was New Washington ever a 
place of much prominence?

A. New Washington, also called 
Morgan's Point, was a bluff on the 
west side of Galveston Bay, the home 
of Col. James Morgan, who had a 
store and warehouse there which 
were burned by Santa Anna Just 
before the battle of San Jacinto, 
and following the hurried departure 
of President Burnet, and cabinet 
from that joint to Galveston just

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Bob Clark Began Learning 
agio Tricks A t Age O f 7

t, Feb. 26 — An awed si­

lence fell as an athletic young man 
stepped briskly to the stage and 
drew forth a pack of cards. He 
sprayed them fanwise in one deft 
and graceful movement as a ripple 
Of applause ran through the audi­
ence.

I t  wasn’t any time until the most 
marvelous things were happening. 
The gayest little bunnies appearing 
suddenly out of silk hats, yards and 
yards of brlght-hued flags being 
drawn from a tiny cylinder, small 
bits of paper turning into candy

In 1925 he went to Sul Ross 
Teachers College and worked his way 
through school with his magical 
tricks.

He formed a partnership with 
Oene Grimes, cartoonist and eccen­
tric dancer, and they went on tours 
throughout the Big Bend country, 
and many other sections. During 
the summer vacations Clark traveled 
over many states presenting his ma­
gic shows. His itinerary has car­
ried him through 43 states and into 
Canada and Mexico. 8ome of his 
tours were by the hitch-hike route. 
He carried his rope and cards in 
the top of his hat. Thus equipped 
he entertained in towns from the 
Kansas wheat fields to Canada and 
back to Denver. Colorado, by way 
of Montana, Wyoming, and Utah. 
He remained in Denver one month 
before returning to school. On an­
other occasion he hitch-hiked to the 
magicians’ conventions in. Indian­
apolis and Philadelphia, giving shows 
all along the way.

Clark’s next college was Amarillo 
Junior CoUege where he continued to 
earn his expenses by presenting his 
sleight-of-hand and magic tricks be­
fore luncheon and civic clubs and 
at churches and schools. During this 
time he became a popular entertain­
er throughout the Panhandle.

He continued his magical way to 
Howard College at Birmingham, Ala. 
After attending Howard he went to 
the University of Alabama, Tusca­
loosa. While there he was vice-presi­
dent of the Birmingham Magicians’ i 
society. His tours became more ex- 
varied.

Clark worked for some time with 
Keating, a well-known magician, on 
the RKO vaudeville circuit- The 
other great professionals with whom 
he toured were Harry Krutcher and 
the brother of the great Harry Hou- 
dini. Clark personally knows such 
famous perpetrators of the “magic 
art” as Thurston, Tarbell, Cardini, 
and Mulholland. He is a great ad­
mirer of the late Thurston and of 
Mulholland. One of the prized pos­
sessions in his huge scrapbook is a 
personal and complimentary letter 
from Thurston.

Clark's acquaintanceship extends 
around the world. He knows magi­
cians in Hawaii; ’ Johannsburg. A f­
rica; Gibraltar, Spain; and Ham­
burg, Germany. He keeps in touch 
with them, and they all exchange 
tricks and routines, and Clark hopes 
to visit them some time.

Clark is a member of the Interna­
tional Brotherhood of Magicians.

His public appearances number 
more than a thousand, and the total 
number of people in his various aud. 
iences runs Well into the hundreds 
of thousands. He has presented his 
magical stunts several times to aud­
iences of more than 4,000. During 
his school years In Birmingham he 
performed before every civic organ!-

zation, church, high school, grade 
school, and colored school in that 
city. He was also a featured enter­
tainer at several Boy Scout jambor­
ees in that ‘ locality. Civic clubs, 
and leading newspapers endorse his 
programs.

In the summer of 1935 Clark at­
tended the magician’s convention at 
Lima. Ohio. He won a prize on his 
original Texas Centennial rope mys­
tery. He plans to attend the con­
vention this year which will be 
held at Reno. Nev.

During the Christmas vacation 
last year Clark made a tour of the 
CCC camps in New Mexico and Ari­
zona, under a contract with the gov­
ernment, presenting magical enter­
tainment nightly.

Some of his best known tricks of 
magic are the Oriental magic In 
Chinese costume, catching fish from 
the air. producing live rabbits. Orien­
tal silk mystery, Texas Centennial 
rope mystery and the football mys­
tery. His many card tricks delight 
all audiences.

"There are tricks in all trades, 
but my trade Is all tricks,” is his slo­
gan. and after witnessing a few of 
his programs one is convinced that 
he knows all the tricks in this mys­
tifying profession.

Bob Clark would rate headlines if 
he were proficient in nothing be­
sides black magic but add to that 
his widely recognized ability in foot­
ball. track, swimming, cartooning, 
and taxidermy and no one will be 
surprised that countless articles have 
been written throughout the United 
States about this versatile young 
man.

Back in high school days Clark 
was one of the fleetest-footed backs | 
on the Amarillo Sandle team. He <vas | 
selected as all-state halfback in 1925. 
His first college was Sul Ross Teach­
ers at Alpine.

His next school was Howard Col­
lege at Birmingham. Ala., where he 
made his most outstanding record 
in the pigskin game.

In the fall of 1934 he oame to 
Wheeler as high school coach. Foot­
ball was at a rather low ebb at that 
time so only nir.' boys reported 
for practice. Enr;. h boys were 
rounded up and football In Wheeler 
took on a new light. On the occas­
ion of the first practice session Clark 
stated that it would take three 
years to make a championship team 
out of the raw material. The first 
year showed definite possibilities. 
The second year some of these pos­
sibilities were realized and his high 
school team won more than half of 
their games. In the third year Clark’s 
football eleven removed all obstacles 
from their path And won the cham­
pionship of District 3B for the first [ 
time In the history of the school. 
They defeated eight conference 
teams and one non-conference team. 
In the bi-district play Clark's boys 
sloshed through a sea of mud In a 
game with Flomot, champions of 
District 4B to a 8-6 tie. The decision 
was awarded to Flomot on first 
downs.
