“The child protective caseworkers have said
when children are taken into custody by them that
it is frequently at night, and these chil tren do not
have the necessities.” she said. “We are trying to
establish a well-sterked area to supply these chil-
dren with these items when they need them'”

Clothes, shoes, diapers, baby tood, formula,
school supplies, toys — are just a tew of the items
which children require at times such as these.

“Many times these children have never had
new clothing or toys,” said Sam Shields, another
board member. “We are contacting local organiza-
tions, businesses and corporations asking tor their
assistance to provide these necessities tor these
children. He also said otten times tamilies fall on
hard times and DHS workers are aware ot those
who need help.

Shields said a co-worker ot his at Cabot has
asked him what her quilting group could do to
help. He said she suggested her group might be
interested in making items such as quilts, blan-
kets, and other like articles people might need.

He said local organizations such as these could
rcally meet a need of the children and adults. One
local church group is interested in making diaper
bags.

“We want to promote and support the CPS
workers as well as the Adult Protective Service
workers by helping provide much needed assis-
tance to those who need it,” he said

“Many ot our older people also require assis-
tance which we can help with,” said Franklin.

“So many of them don’t have the money to buy
necessities after they get their prescriptions, and

Texans air views
on gun control

My annual opinion surveys asked Texans their opinion on several
issues currently pending before Congress. This week’s column
reports your answers to the third segment of the questionnaire,
W lnd\ addressed campaign finance reform and Second Amendment
rights

['he first question asked if readers would change the current fed-
eral campaign finance law that allows a candidate to loan himself 6r
herself an unlimited amount of campaign funds, and then hold fund
raisers to reimburse himself or herself after the election. | wanted to
know if you think there should be a limit on such self-loans. Nearly
three-fourths of those who replied, 73 percent, said that such self-
loan arrangements should be limited.

When asked if you would support changing the current $1,000-
per-individual, per-candidate contribution hmn to adjust for infla-
tion, 49.13 percent of you said yes, and 50.87 percent said no —
‘almost a draw. Only 16 percent of you replied that the current feder-
al campaign finance laws yield a level playing field for candidates
who challenge incumbents, while 84 percent said they do not.

Here are some of your comments regarding campaign finance:

From Fair Oaks Ranch: Before we add any more campaign
finance laws, let’s enforce the ones that are on the books.
-Denton: Have a set amount each candidate can spend so no one
has the advantage. .
~Lecnard: We need to ensure that no other country gets a hold
over any of our elected officials by contributing to their campaigns.

—Georgetown: Every form of contribution, advertisement, ﬁyor,
circular, etc. ought to have to be attributed to specific, individual can-
didates. All the costs of the production and distribution of such mate-
rials ought to be used in calculating a maximum amount of spending
alluwvcfr I'he penalties for abuse would be loss of tax-exempt status
or deductibility. )

—Amarillo: I would eliminate all corporate contributions.

—Tyler: Unions should not be allowed to contribute. I was a union
member and 1 did not want them to use my money to campaign for
someone | wouldn’t vote for.

—San Antonio: Candidates should only be able to accept money
from their home districts, or states if it's a statewide race. No out-of-
district contributions from anyone.

My view: Campaign finance reform can make the election process
more responsive to voters and more accessible to potential candi-
dates. But workable reform has to acknowledge the central role
played by legitimate, voluntary contributions from individuals and
organizations. Voters need good information, and getting that to
them costs money. Inherent in our democracy is the right and ability
of candidates for public office to publicize their vie\\'sivmm an elec-
tion so the electorate is able to make an informed choice.

When I asked you if gun owners should be registered and licensed,
only 19 percent answered in the affirmative; g] percent answered
with a resounding no. Next, only 27 percent said it is reasonable for
the government to require trigger Ioc& be provided with the sale of
every gun, while 73,percent voted no. When asked if the federal gov-
ernment should encourage . state-sponsored voluntary programs,
such as the one in Texas, \\-)fwrc trigger locks are distributed at no cost
but their use is not required by law, 61 percent of you said'yes, while
39 replied in the negative. Similarly, only 34 percent said they would
support more stringent requirements on vendors at gun shows, with
66 percent saying no they would not. And finally, 72 percent said
imposing more stringent requirements on firearms vendors has the
potential to drive gun shows underground and might, therefore,
result in fewer background checks on buyers, while 28 percent said
it wouldn't. .

Here are some of your comments regarding firearms:

—San Saba: Guns are not a problem, it’s a tmk of the enforcement
of existing laws.

—Texas City: Each gun should be sold with a trigger lock. If you
have to pay for it, you'll be more likely to use it.

—Lockhart: The Second Amendment addresses tyranny, not dove
hunting.

—Temple: God, guts and guns made America free. To disarm
America would only serve to enslave us.

—Georgetown: As a taxpayer, I'm the one who is really paying for
that “no cost” trigger lock.

-—San Antonio: We need a mandatory background check and trig-
ger locks on all hand guns from this date forward.

—Ozono: Criminals have guns. Private citizens should not be pun-
ished because of what criminals do. We need to be able to protect
ourselves, since law enforcement can't.

~Horseshoe Bay: Australia banned all firearms and crime has
increased rapidly. s

—Dayton: People need to take gun safety classes and be responsi-
ble gu n owners.

—Ambherst: The accidents and tragedies we see are the price we
pay for freedom. It’s too bad, but that’s the way it is.

My view: As a strong supporter of the 2nd Amendment to the U S.
Constitution, | believe we should crack down on those who use guns
to commit crimes rather than usurp the rights of law-abiding citi-
zens. | will continue to support legislation that both fights crime and
upholds the Constitution.

I didn’t learn much about vacations when
growing up in the 1950s and 1960s, as my fam-
ily didn’t much believe in them.

Americans need to be aware of FTAA

Before Congress hands the president fast-track
authority to negotiate the Free Trade Area of the
Americas, several conditions should be attached.

First and foremost, the negotiations must be
conducted in public instead of in secret, as they
currently are being done. Negotiators don’t have
to sit on a stage in front of an audience. But
working papers and drafts should be made pub-
lic.

Second, environmental, labor and religious
groups should be given the same access to the
process as transnational corporations and those
who have bought access with big-money contri-
butions.

You should realize, of course, that this thing is
no more about free trade than the North
American Free Trade Agreement was. It is main-
ly about cutting deals for the politically well
connected and for writing protections for
transnational corporations and international
investors.

NAFTA has not been a success. It cost the
United States jobs, converted a trade surplus into
a trade deficit, as well as bankrupted thousands
of small farmers and small-business owners in
Mexico. It allows corporations to sue soverei
states and other government entities outside the
court system. The FTAA appears to bé simply an
expansion of NAFTA with all its defects and {)m—
ken promises.

Just do a search for
NAFTA or FTAA. You will find not only criti-
cisms and analyses but also alternative propos-
als. It is not a case of free trade or protectionism.
It's really a case of democracy or rule by an inter-
national corporate oligarchy.

‘RRC remind backyard cooks of new safety
measure for older propane cylinder

AUSTIN — The long Memorial Day weekend is tra-
ditionally the start of backyard g season, and
with an estimated 4.5 million Texans expected to fire
uﬁ their propane grills, Railroad Commission
Chairman Michael L. Williams, Commissioner
Charles Matthews and Commissioner Tony Garza
today reminded Texans of a refilling safety measure
re«;\ uired for older propane cylinders.

n oyerfilling prevention device (OPD) is now

uired by the Railroad Commission’s new LP-Gas
Safety rules for propane cylinders at least 12 years
old. The OPD offers protection against filling the
cylinder with too much propane.

“Here in Texas it's outdoor barbecue season almost
year-round,” said Chairman Williams. “Properly and
safely refilling your propane cylinder will help
ensure the safety of your family backyard barbecues
not only this Memorial Day, but every day.”

“Propane is cleaner burning, less expensive and
cooks your food faster than other fuels, but as with
any flammable eriergy sourte it must be used safely
and correctly” said Commissioner Matthews. “By
installing this sim gle device, Texans are given that
added safety bene

“Texans need to remember that there’s more to a great
summer cookout than j the and meat on the
grill,” Commissioner d. “Safety, both in how
youoperatethegnllandmhowyouteﬁllthetankiskey.
The new requirements for propane cylinders will help
ensure that summer cookouts are safe cookouts.”

The OPD is similar to the float in a conventional toilet
tank. As a cylinder is refilled and the propane hquld
level rises, the floating device also rises. When the

propane liquid fills apgroxlmately 80 percent of the
linder’s volume, the OPD valve mechanism shuts off
ze liquid flow into the cylinder. Filling to 80
allows room for ion due to warmer weather.
Since Oct. 1, 1998, all newly manufactured small
propane cylinders are equipped with an OPD. There
are two ways consumers can tell if their propane bot
tle has an OPD: The tank may have a special tri
lar hand wheel with the letters “'OPD’ on it, or the tank
may have an OPD wrapper or warning label.
ommission rules ire that if the cylinder is at least
12 years old, it must be periodically ‘requalified’ to
ensure that it is safe for continued service. At the time
the cylinder is requalified, the Commission now
nxgwms the cylinder to have a new OPD valve installed.
