White: Army ready for combat

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Army is 
ready to conduct "sustained land combat 
operations" as part of President Bush's 
promised war against terrorism, the 
Army's top civilian official said 
Thursday.

Army Secretary Thomas E. White told 
reporters at the Pentagon that a deploy­
ment order signed by Defense Secretary 
Donald H. Rumsfeld on Wednesday 
includes Army as well as Air Force 
troops. He said it was only the first >step

in a broader military plan that would 
unfold in the weeks ahead.

"A lot more will come," he said.
The Air Force has been ordered to send 

a mix of aircraft to the Persian Gulf arda, 
totaling between 100 and 130 planes, a 
senior defense official • said Tnursday. 
They include fighters and B-52 bombers 
and well as tanker aircraft to be posi­
tioned along an "air bridge" to refuel the 
combat planes.

At a noontime press conference, 
Rumsfeld told reporters he would not 
make public any details about the 
deployment.

"We are trying to Ket ourselves
arranged in the world, w ith our forces, in 
places that we believe conceivably could 
be useful in the event the president decid­
ed to use them," Rumsfeld said.

Rumsfeld also said the administration 
was reconsidering the name initially 
given to the military deployment, 
"Operation Infinite Justice," because in 
the Islamic faith only Allah can provide 
infinite justice.

The defense secretary said he has can­
celed plans to travel to Naples, Italy, next 
week for a NATO meeting because of the 
crush of business at the Pentagon related

to the terrorist attacks. He said he might 
send his deputy, Paul Wolfowitz.

White declined to say which Army 
forces are included in the initial deploy­
ment, but he made clear that his service is 
gearing up for a lengthy war that would 
involve every aspect of the Army's com­
bat power.

"We art' ready to conduct sustained 
land combat t>perations as determined by 
the secretary of defense and the presi­
dent," White said.

"We are ready to deliver it across the 
whole array of force structure — heavy,

PORT ISABEL, Texas (AP) — A Navy dive team 
is working around barge traffic to search for three' 
people still missing since Saturday morning's col­
lapse of the Queen Isabella Causeway.

Senior defense officials, speaking on condition 
of anonymity, said combat aircraft, including F-16 
Fighting Falcons and F-15 Eagles, will be preceded 
by Air Force airlift control teams from bases in 
California and New Jersey.

The airlift control teams will establish what the 
Air Force calls an "air bridge," coordinating 
ground communications to matcn up refueling air­
craft with fighters and, later, bombers crossing the 
Atlantic.

It probably will take about a week to get the 
combat planes in position, one official said.

In the interview Thursday, White said Army 
special Operations forces, such as Rangers and 
Green Berets, almost certainly will play an impor­
tant role in the war on terrorism, although he 
declined to be specific.

'"I am sure that this campaign will involve them, 
and they are ready to go," he said.

Texas AG John Cornyn files candidacy for U.S. Senate
AUSTIN ,(AP) — Texas

Attorney General John Cornyn 
has filed a document with th& 
Federal Election Commission 
irtdicating he plans to run for U.S. 
Senate.

Cornyn, 49, a former Texas 
Supreme Court justice, is seeking 
the Senate seat being vacated by 
fellow Republican U.S. Sen. Phil 
Gramm, who announced he 
won't seek a fourth term.

Comyn's "statement of candi­
dacy" was filed with the FEC on 
Sept. 14, and it was posted on the 
agency's Web site. Cornyn is 
expected to formally announce 
his candidacy Friday.

"Obviously, Cornyn is making 
preparations in anticipation of

that announcement," jaid cam­
paign consultant Ted Delisi. 
"There are certain steps that all 
candidates take in preparing to 
run for U.S. Senate. Filing their 
paperwork in one of them."

For days Cornyn had been 
expected to launch his candidacy 
for Senate. He postponed a 
planned announcement last week 
oecause of terrorist attacks on 
New York and Washington.

Cornyn was elected attorney 
general in 1998 as Republicans, 
led by then-Gov. George W. Bush 
in his re-election campaign, took 
over all the statewide elected 
offices in Texas.

Greenspan says terrorist attacks produced significant drop 
in economic activity but long-term prospects remain strong

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Federal Reserve Chairman Alan 
Greenspan told Congress on 
Thursday that last week's terrorist 
attacks had produced a significant 
drop-off in activity in an already 
weak economy. He stressed that 
the country's long-term prospects 
remained strong.

Greenspan said that the worst 
terrorist attack in U.S. history had 
disrupted the country in a variety 
of ways, from a fall-off in con­
sumer spending as Americans 
stayed home and watched televi­
sion to disruptions in financial 
markets resulting from the devas­
tation-of the World Trade’Center 
in the heart of New York's finan­
cial district.

"An enormous efiort will be 
required on the part of many to 
cope with the human and physi­
cal destruction," Greenspan said 
in testimony to the Senate 
Banking Committee.
■ "The shock of September 1 1 , by 
markedly raising the degree of 
luicertainty about the future, has 
the potential to result, for a time, 
in a pronounced disengagement 
from 'future commitments," he 
said. "Indeed, much economic 
activity ground to a halt last 
week."

Greenspan, who was making 
his first public comments since 
the attacks, said the Fed had sup­
plied record amounts of money to 
the banking system in an efiort to 
cushion the impacts from the

attacks. He did not specifically 
address future Fed actions, but 
most economists believe the Fed, 
which cut interest rates for an 
eighth time this year on Monday, 
will continue cutting interest rates 
until the economy stabilizes.

Greenspan ancl other witnesses 
stressed their view that while the 
economy had suffered a major 
shock, the long-term prospects for 
economic growth remained 
sound.

Treasury Secretary Paul O'Neill 
urged Americans to remain calm 
even as stock prices go through 
inevitable gyrations.

Wall Street, which had been, 
shut for the longest period since 
the Great Depressioa has experi­
enced a turbulent week, including 
the largest point loss in history for 
the Dow Jones industrial average 
aiKl a total 846 point drop over the 
first three days. The Dow average 
fell by more than 200 points in 
early trading Thursday.

"The markets will inevitably 
have ups and downs. Americans 
should not react with fear that the 
stock market has decined but 
rather marvel in that it is open, 
that for every seller there is a 
biwer," O'Neill said.

Securities and Exchange 
Commission Chairman Harvey 
Pitt said despite the turbulence in 
selling "the markets did not give 
w ^  to panic selling."

Greenspan fnet rehind closed 
doors on Wednesday with leaders

of both the House and the Senate 
as Congress tries to craft an eco­
nomic response to prevent the 
attacks from pushing the country 
into a recession or at least to miti­
gate the severity of any down­
turn.

President Bush was scheduled 
to address a joint meeting of 
Congress Thursday night to detail 
the administraiton's plans to help 
the economy and conduct mili­
tary actions agamst terrorists.

In his discussions with congres­
sional leaders on Wednesday, 
Greenspan had cautioned against 
rushing through a stimulus pack­
age that contained big tax cuts or 
big spending increases until more 
is krvown areut how consumers 
arxl businesses are dealing with/ 
the crisis.

On Thursday, Greenspan said, 
"1 am confident that we will 
recover ar'o prosper as we have in 
the past. He said that that the 
U.S. economy . has rebounded 
from other disasters such as hurri­
canes, earthquakes and floods 
and would do so again because of 
the economy's great flexibility.

"As we struggle to make sense 
of our profound loss and its. 
immediate consequences for the 
economy, we must not lose sight 
of our longer-run prospects, 
which have not been significantly 
diminished by these terrible 
events," he said.

Zain jurors debate for eight hours with no com prom ise
CHARLESTON, W.Va. (AP) — 

From the first discussion to the 
last, jurors asked to decide the 
case against disgraced State 
Police chemist Fred Zain were 
unwavering — and evenly split.

After choosing Thomas 
Dickens, 47, of Dry Creek as their 
foreman, the 10 men a id  two 
women appeared unable to agree 
on much else.

"We were stalemated ard  we 
weren't making any progress at 
any time," Dickens said.
"Everybody felt the way they felt 
strongly and I didn't think any­
body was going to change their 
mild."

Because they couldn't reach a 
decision after eight hours of 
deliberations, Zain's trial on four 

, fraud-related charges was
declared a mistrial.

Prosecutors say 21ain, 50, of • 
Ormond Beach, Ha., Ued 
witness stand and- faked test 
results, and thus accepted his fees 
and salary under false pretenses 
during the late 1980s, early 1990s.

Defense attorneys argued Zain 
might be incompetent or negli­
gent, but not criminal.

The jury's first vote was six-to- 
six; tney told Judge H.L. 
Kirkpatrick, and hè urged them 
to try again. They discussed the 
charges, weeded through two 
weel« of evidence. Another vote 
was taken; still six-to-six.

The jury was "irretrievably 
deadlocked," Dickens told the 
judge.

Kirkpatrick asked whether it 
would help the jurors to rest for 
the night and continue delibera­
tions the next day.

Only one juror, Delbert Whitt, 
a retired steelworker and veteran, 
said it would.

"I raised my hand because 
after all the evidence and two

decision," Whitt, 53, said 
Wednesday.

LAUSANNE, Switzerland 
(AP) — IOC president 
Jacques Rogge was granted 
emergency powers Thursday 
to make urgent decisions on 
the Salt Lake City Winter 
Olympics, including the abil- 

. ity to cancel the games.
He reiterated that he wants 

the Feb. 8-24 games to go on 
as scheduled.

“We caimot lose time if 
decisions have to be taken,^ 
Rogge said after being given 
the powers in the wake of last 
week's terror attacks in the 
United States. "It's not a 
response to a crisis situation, 
just ,empowering the presi­
dent of the IOC, if needed, to 
take decisions."

Asked whether he could 
envision a war cancellation for 
Salt Lake City, Rogge said: "I'd 
say ttxiay, clefinitely not. I'm 
not a man given to speculate 
on what ifs and things that no 
one can predict."

Rogge said the decisions 
could cover financial issues, 
scheduling of events and 
"many other aspjects."

Rogge said tne Olympics are 
"an answer to the present vio­
lence and should not be a vic­
tim of violence."

He declined to speculate on 
whether the games could be 
called off if the U.S.* response to 
the Sept. 11 attacks in New 
York and Washington leads to a 
war. The only times the games 
have been c^led off were dur­
ing the two world wars.
• "I don't know what we do 
for humanity if we were to 
cancel the games," he said.

Rogge spx)ke at a news con- 
ferciy» at the end of a three- 
day^ jyiieqting of the
Internationa Olympic
Committee's ruling executive 
board. He said the board gave 
him "full px)wer to take any 
decision that might be needed 
for the Salt Lake City Games."

Rogge confirmed the pow­
ers authorized him to cancel 
the games, but said he would 
not do so without consulting 
the board. IOC vice president 
Kevan Gosper of Australia 
said that, previously, cancella­
tion of the games would have 
needed a vote of the full com­
mittee of more than 120 mem­
bers.

'The powers that have been 
given to me are only for operr 
ational issues," Rogge said. "A 
decision of that nature, of 
course, is not to be taken by 
me alone."

From the race-day cancellation of 
a CART race because of driver 
safety concerns to the postpone­
ment of the season-ending IRL 
race because of terrorist attacks, 
it's been another long, strange 
year for the Tpxas Motor 
Speedway.

"While the two are distinctly 
different, it's just hard to imagine 
these kinds of things to happen in 
the same season," said TMS gener­
al manager Eddie Gossage. "It has 
been very strange."

Never in his 22 years in motor- 
sports had Gos.sage dealt with a 
canceled race, and the only post­
ponements were because of 
weather pn>blems. That changed 
in the Texas track's fifth season.

With amcems that drivers aiuld 
pa.ss out at speeds of more than 
230 mph on the high-banked

3uad-<wal, CART tcxik me extraor- 
inary step of calling off the 

Firestone Firehawk 600 jifet hours 
before its scheduled start April 29.

That cancellation has led to a 
lawsuit in which Texas Motor

Speedway is seeking reimburse­
ment of the $2.1 million sanction­
ing fee paid for the race, plus 
unspecified damages for expenses 
and unrealized pn>fits. Gossage 
will only say it's "millions and 
m illions"of dollars.

The spevdway was gearing up 
last week for the IRL Chevy ,5(X1 
when the teirorist attacks (xrcurred 
on New York and Washington.

The terrorist attacks that shut 
down the sports world last week 
muted its celebrations.

The Seattle Mariners decided 
on a moment of silence on the 
pitcher's mound instead of a 
champagne celebration in the 
clubhouse after clinching the AL 
West on Wednesday night.

And Roger Clemens was in no 
mood to celebrate after becoming 
the first pitcher in major league 
history with a 20-1 record.

"It just doesn't take on as much 
meaning as it would have 
because of the circumstances," 
Clemens said after pitching the. 
New York Yankees to a 6-3 win 
over the Chicago White Sox.

The Mariners clinched the divi­
sion when Oakland lost 10-4 at 
Texas, then won two hours later 
behind Jamie Moyer's career- 
high 18th win in a 5-0 win over 
Anaheim.

After the game, the Seattle 
players gathered at the mound 
and knelt for a moment of silence 
to pay tribute to victims of last 
week's terrorist attacks.

Mark McLemore hoisted an 
American flag into the air and 
led his teammates around the 
base path as others raised their 
arms in the air and tipped their 
hats.

"It was just something that 
came together," McLemore said. 
"It wasn't choreographed. I don't 
think I could be any prouder to 
be an American than I am 
tonight."

In other AL games, it was 
Cleveland 11, Kansas CitJ  ̂ 3; 
Detroit 6, Minnesota 2; Tampa 
Bay 12, Boston 2; and Toronto 4, 
Baltimore 1.

Oakland's game ended when 
the Mariners were in the fourth 
inning.
