This oil is brought to the
suburb of Atzcapotzaco where a
large refinery has been erected by
the British Eagle Oil company. The
line starts at Palma Sola Tuxpan,
state of Vera Cruz. Its capacity is
from 1,200 to 1,500 cubic meters of
petroleum daily. The line has been
under construction since October,
1930, and together with the refinery,
cost about 10,000,000 pesos.

around $1,000,000,000 in new money into circulation— |

which, in turn, will provide facilities for credit to the
extent of at least $10,000,000,000.

It will mean, in short, a change from a period of “tight
money,” as the homely old expression has it, to a period
of “easy money.” Banks that today are on the verge of
bankruptey will be able to stay open. Industrialitss
who are postponing expensive projects will be able to get
the money for them. The small business man who has
been unable to borrow the money he needs will be able
to get it.

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Building of Theater
Being Argued in
Suit for Damages

thn T. Glover, local contractor
testified yesterday in 114th district
court, that in November, 1930, he
entered into a contract with H. A
Gilliland to bulld the LaNora thea-
ter for $1,500. The contrgct signed by
Ql]hland and Glover was submitted
in evidence @

Mr. Glover was the first witness
in his suit against Gilliland for
damages in the amount of Approx-
imately $1,700. He occupied the stand
most of yesterday afternoon. The
defendant claimed that the failure
of the plaintiff to buy a ripsaw for
shaping ornaments and decorations
in the building caused a long delay
in the construction of the edifice
which resulied in financial injury
to himself. Mr. Glover testified that
nothing was stated in the contract
about a time-length for completing
thie building, and that he never
heard of the complaint regarding
the ripsaw until pleadings were filed.

At the close—of a heated verbal
clash between W. M. Lewright, at-
torney for the plaintiff, ‘and Chas.
C. Cook, attorney for the defendant,
Judge E. F. Ritchey ruled that Mr.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 19. (#)—
Military experts in Washington
doubt whether Japan will make an
immediate frontal mass attack on
the Chinese forces at Shanghai if
General Tsai-Ting-Kal fails to with-
draw in compliance with the Ja-
panese ultimatum.. 4 N

The Chinese have a line between
twelve and fourteen miles in length
extending from the international
settlement to beyond the Woosung
forts, they are thoroughly entrench-
ed and protected by wire entangle-
ments. Furthermore the ferrain is
chiefly flooded ground, so muddy
that trucks and tanks mire and
make slow progress.

Japanese bluejackets have made
little headway in their attacks, the
Chinese having shown remarkable
strength and discipline. The Chinese
ningteenth route army, which orig-
inally had 19,000 6r 20,000 soldiers is
now sald to have been recruited up
to 25000 and reinforcements of
about 40,000 are reported’ in readi-
ness between Shanghali and Nan-
king

To oppose the Chinese strength,
the Japanese are now reported to
have about 25,000 soldiers and 4,000
bluejackets in Shanghai. Conse-
quently military tacticians are
doubtful ‘whether they will risk a
general attack until reinforced. And
some of the best informed military
men in Washington who know the
Shanghai terrain think that even
with considerable reinforcement the
Japanese will not attempt a frontal
attack.

It is regarded as a possibility that
the Japanese will not move from
their present- bases but will land
troops north of Woosung forts on
the Yangtse river and move along
the rear of the Chinese, cutting off
reinforcements.

To be
lovely, rock gardens must have a
natural background of ruggedness.
Since there are few such places l_n
West Texas, amateur gardners will
do well to concentrate efforts in ac-
quiring shade through the use of
grass, shrubs and trees.

“Trees should be grouped to give
shade and background. The lawn
should not be broken by flower beds,
and  there should be foundation
fhrubs to tiz the house to the
ground—all these are much to be
preferred in beginning a yard im-
provement program. Flowers may |
be planted at the rear of ths_-. house
or at the sides of the yard.

THE JEHOVAH SHEPHERD
In his early manhood our Lord
was a carpenter, but he took time
to walk in the fields and visit the
sheepfolds about Nazareth. And the
life of the shepherd with his flock
fascinated him. It was the human
counterpart of the Shepherd God
portrayed in Ijsaautiful figure by
prophet and psalmist in the Old
Testament, as iny Psalm 28, the
Shepherd Psalm—“The Lord is my
Shepherd, I shall not want.”

of the year and- the clever cook

uses it in many combinations.
Roast beef with its horseradish
sauce is a time-honored combina-
tio, out there are many othper

foods that gain much by a sugges-
tion of this pungent root.

Bolled or broiled fish, veal, pork
and ham are vastly improved if
served with a horseradish sauce of
some variety.

The sauce may be hot br cold as
preferred. And while horseradish
itself has little fuel value, the
sauce to which it is added in-
creases the food worth of the meal
by many calories—according ‘to its
ingredients, With a meat or fish
lacking in fat a rich sauce is suit-
able.

Many vegetables and salads
gain interest by the addition of a
bit of grated horseradish. Just as
the discreet use of garlic on a
crumb of bread in French dress-
ing adds an indescribable flavor,
S0 a little horseradish is needed to

give mgest in. numerous instances.

Mild flavored vegetables such as

sp h and green beans become

flavorsome and savory when sea-

soned lightly with horseradish.

Cream

Two cups cooked and chopped

Prominent members are often
asked by outside groups to spon-
sor bills in which they are inter-
ested; some congressmen and sen- |
ators are very keen about doing |
that. Buf, although Garner has |
often been willing to prepare bills |
he has turned them over to oth-
ers. In that way he has built up
much good will among Democrats
less influential than himself.

Represents 500,000 Persons

Representing a district of about
500,000 persons, the speaker, like
all other' members, sometimes has
to introduce pensions and private
relief bills. The only bill of great-
er. import which he has put in
this session is one which would |
deed the abandoned military re-|
servation of Camp Eagie Pass to
the city of Eagle Pass, which is in |
the Garner district.

“I think we could repeal about |
a third of our laws and the coun-
try would get along just as well,”
Garner says. “We have a lot of
obsolete laws and there are many
activities that could be cut out.

“Every law we pass means a cer-
tain additional expense, directly or
indirectly. About 16,000 bills are
presented here in the average Con-
gress.”

The great volume of bills con-
sists '‘of private measures—for the
benefit, that is, of an individual,
usually a veteran or his heirs
These are carefully scrutinized, |
but of course there is a liberal
standing policy as regards all vet-
erans.

More than 9000 bills have been
introduced’ in the House alrpady
during this session and about 3700
in the Senate. . Many of the Sen-
ate bills duplicate House bills.

There are more public bills this
year than ordinarily becausé so
many problems are in the public
mind which evoke schemes to solve
them by legislation.
