Most. persons have nicknames
which are more or less orngmental,
not obscuring their real names by
which their bgnker knows them.
Bul the negro—he is otheryise, with
cognomens short and expressive.
Often not even his associates know
his real name,

And the negro has some strange
ricknames, ag Constable Frank Jor-
dan can prove. Frank is a south_
erner if there ever was one and ne
knows his negro by long study.
He also knows a large number of
“cutside” . negroes, and through the
constable many negro characters
have been captured here and held

e e

for other officers.

Frank was heard talking about
the nicknames of some of Pamj
negroes.. He. said that he had )mown |
some of them for years and did not |
know their given names.

Some of the well-known negroes
in Pampa are Little Pistol and Big |
Pistol. Nearly everyone in Pampa |
knows the piano playing ability of
Little Possum and of Big Possum.
Sweet Dick was once a noted gambler
and known for his big cars when
Panhandle was “on the boom.” One
negro is called Butter Beans and'
another Kraut.

Run Around and Stinger are also
well known here. Whisky is the
nickname given a negre woman
here.. Bartender is another. There
is also a Big Red and a Bugger Red
in the flats. Straight Last will be
remembered for his marksmanship
over a pool table. Liver Lip and
Jack O’ Diamonds also live in
Pampa.

Honey is the name of a negro
and alsp a negro woman, although
most of the women are called that
but not as a nickname. Two Ton
is the neme of the largest negro
woman, in Pdmpa. Little Joe got
his name from a ruff of ‘Wara Juew’
with the dice. Bowie comes from
the knife country. The Deacon is
well known but not as a preacher.

May appears to be the favorite
name of the negro woman. There
are no less than 15 women who have
a May tacked on their name.

Montgomery Red works at Mont-
gomery Ward's while Paper Maker
is the potter at The NEWS. .Bahy
Face is anything but what his name
implies. White Horse and Bumble
Bee are two well known boys around
town.

HENRY'S TYPEWRITER IS STILL
Cut down by the ;r‘m,xouble hand of fate at the
height of his powers, Henry Ansley goes to the great
Managing Editor of thé universe while thousands
who had felt his cordial handclasp and read his
cheering writings mourn his passing.

Like a benediction, his first book, “I Like the
Depression’, lives to memorialize his unique per-
sonality and, we trust, endow his little family. His
effervescent spirit, long famous in West Texas, drew
many wise-cracks of comic-criticism, yet withal the
genuine friendship which was his treasure.

Henry’s little book reveals the New Ansley—
a little mellowed by the depression, a little more :
serious in spite of the humorous slant with which
he viewed everything, a bit more eager to dig down
to what ails the country and what would perm-
anently help the section he loved.

Are th ungry children in your
cognmunit y today? Involuntarily you
answer, ‘‘No.” Are you sure of this
cr haye you just hoped that this
condition did not exist in your
Jocality

Curing the past two years Texas
has had many hungry children.
Why do I make this statement? Be-
cause the Parent-Teacher associa-
tions have fed thousands.

For the hungry man food renews
his energy and relieves the pangs
of hunger but for the hungry child
food does even more than this.
Building materials for body struc-
ture ccmes to the child in only one
way and that is thru food. Feed-
ing the hungry child gives him the
chemicals for bone and blood, re-
quired for growth. Of the ma-
teriale for growth, what he does not
get now cannot be given this winter
or at a more convenient season. He
must have his building materials
when nature is ready or his founda-
tion is faulty.

No organization is in a better
position to see the grave result of
the economic condition of our day
than the Parent-Teacher associa-
tions, in their close relationship to
the school system. There is scarce-
ly an association that has not fed
some children through the schools
these last two years, and the var-
iety of means used shows the ability
of this organization to meet the
situation at hand. Alertness and ef-
ficiency on the part of the.local
child welfare chairmen and their
committeé have met the problem of
feeding hungry children and pro-
viding families with food and cloth-
ing on a basis that does not attack
the morals of family life.

Mrs. L. E. Ledbetter, state chair-
man of the summer round-up and
secretary of Bureau of Child Hy-
giene, state department of health,
states that the Parent-Teacher as-
sociations in Austin progiied 24,000
meals to needy childreff this last
school year.

to 3 p. m. They were given cup
towels to hem. clothing to mend,
rugs to crochet, scraps to piece to-
gether and quilt, sewing of any Kind,
and smiliar tasks, for which they
were paid 75 cents per day in lunch
tickets. clothing or milk. These
Dallas mothers actually earned $7,-
063 to feed their hungry children
through the Dallas Parent-Teacher
Co-operative center.

In Tom Green county home dem-
onstration clubs gave Surplus can-
ned vegetables, home-grown, to the
Parent-Teacher groups for the fam-
ilies of school children in need. In
cne northwestern town the problem
of providing clothing was met by
creating 'a “P.-T. A" storc.

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COUNTY AGENT SAYS GARDENS
FOR FALL ARE POSSIBLE HERE

Now is the time to plant that fall garden, according to County
Agent Ralph Thomas. Fall gardens will grow in this section if the
right kind of vegetables are planted and at the right time, There are
many v:egetables that will not be hurt by frost while others will stand
light frost, Mr. Thomas said.

The uncertainty of frost in this section must be taken into con-
sideration when gardens are planted. The following chart will be
useful

Vegetable Days to Frost

Planting Date Mateur Withstood
Carrots Aug. 15 60-75 Light
Cabbage Aug. 15 90-130 Light
English Peas Aug. 15 40-80 Light
Beets Aug. 15 60-70 Light
Lettuce Aug. 15 60-90 Light
Mustard Sept. 1 30-40 Light
Radish Aug. 15-Sept. 15 20-40 Light
Swiss Chard Aug. 15 45-60 Light
Turnips Aug. 15 60-80 Light
Spinach Aug. 15 30-60 Heavy
Shallots Sept. 1 45-60 Heavy
Snap Beans Aug. 1 40-60 None
Cucumbers Aug. 1 60-80 None
Squash (bush) Aug. 1 60-80 None

The ground for fall garden should be Iree from all weeds and
plants that ar: left from the summer garden Plowing under this
materml at this time is bad practice, because it will prevent the
moisture from rising to the upper soil surface, and the seed will not
germinate. Then too, the unrotted plant materials seriously interferes

with the cultivation of the young fall vegetables and the heat re-
sulting from the turned under vegetation dries out the soil. All plants
should . be destroyed as soon as the crop is harvested. These plants
serve to harbour insects and diseases if permitted to r’main in the
garden. This is true of all gardens, whether fall or summer.

The soil for the fall gardens should be plowed shallow to a depth
of four or five inches, or thoroughly disked. Immediateély following
ihe breaking of the soil it should be Narrowed and the seed bed made
's firm as possible to re-establish capillary attraction of the soil
particles and Dring the moisture, if possible, to one and a half to two
inches of th: surface.

It is advisable to plant about one-fourth more seed for the fall
garden than for the spring garden. The germination of the seed at
this season is poor, consequontlv the extra quantity of seed will

ordinarily be necessary to secur2 a good stand.

Figures issued by the auditor's of -
fice were based on estimates of the
amounts expected to be received and
expended during the [fiscal years |
1932 and 1933. The auditor's esti- |
mate of income from the gross pro-
duction tax on qil during the next |

while the comptroller figured the
revenues from this source at $2.-
645,019, a difference of in excess of
$1,100,000, Lynn stated, adding that
he still believed his figure to be
correct. The tax is based on the
value of the oil

Lynn stated the comptroller's
estimate of anticipated revenues
from oil taxes was made by adding
together the taxes received from
this scurce during the last half of
1931 and the first half of 1932, and |
necessarily included taxes received
during the time when oil in East
Texas was selling for ten cents a
barrel. “Surely no one expects the
price of oil to be ten cents a bar-
rel in 1933, Lynn sttaed.

The comptroller also failed to
take into consideration, Lynn stat-
ed, that state department heads had
estimated that $1,500,000 of the ap-
propriations made for 1933 would
be allowed to lapse and would not
be called for expenditure.

He also pointed out that neither
the estimates of the auditor or the
comptroller had considered income
to be derived from development of
the state-owned bed of the Sabine
river, that runs through the East
Texas oil field.
