INSULL LOSES FIRST ROUND OF HIS EXTRADITION FIGHT IN TORONTO

REVIEW OF EVIDENCE

'T'ORONTO, D6c. 2 (/pi—Extradi­

tion of Martin Xnsull to the U. 
S. where he is under indictment for 
collapse of the Insull utilities sys­
tem was granted today by Justice 
A. C. Kingstone of the Ontario su­
preme court

The legal battle for his extradition 
Fyhieh began October 6, 1932, when 
he was arrested at Barrie Ont., will 
go into its final phase next Friday, 

t when Justice H- H. Davis hears a 
writ of habeas corpus.

Immediately after Justice King- 
s|one announced his finding that 
the charges named were extradit­
able, Insull's counsel, J. C. McRuer 
and I. F. Hellmuth, applied for a 
writ of habeas corpus in order to 
reopen proceedings by way of appeal 
to review the evidence.

Justice Davis of the appellate 
court granted the writ and on Mc- 
Ruer's application granted an ad­
journment, until December 6. Bail 
was set at $10 000, with the agree­
ment of Edward Bayley, counsel for 
Cook county.

Insull took today’s decision calmly.
Cook county sought his return to 

face charges of “embezzlement, lar­
ceny by bailee, and larceny" of $344.- 
720 and $66,000 from the Middle 
West Utilities company and $104,- 
222 from (the Mississippi Valley In 
vestment company.

These concerns were links in the 
utilities chain organized by his 

• brother, Samuel Insull, who now is 
in Athens. Ttv' Greek court of 
appeals twice refused to grant 4n 
American request for Samuel Insull's 
extradition.

AUSTIN, Dee. 2. (/P)—Attorney 
General Janies V. Allred, chair­
man of the Texas bond commis­
sion, said tonight the $20,000,000 
in relief bonds authorized at a 
special election last August were 
‘perfectly legal'' ana that ‘ 'no 
special session of the legislature 
was necessary or desirable for al- 
teiatinn of the law governing sate 
of the bonds.’’

DALLAS. Dec. 2. </P)—The Dallas 
1 News in a special dispatch from its 
regular state capitc; correspondent 
in Austin, says a special session of 
the Texas legislature may be neces- 

| sary to reenact the act authorizing 
issuance of $20,000,000 in state relief 
bonds, because the original law fail* 
ed to provide a specific source of in-* 
come to guarantee the payment of 
the interest and sinking fund.

The Texas bond commission, 
which failed yesterday to obtain 
any bids, started negotiations today 
through Attorney General James V. 
Allred, chairman, to- sell the $2,750,- 
000 block of bonds advertised, to 
the Reconstruction Finance Cor­
poration.

However, the News says bond ex­
perts in Austin predicted there 
would be no sale because of the 
failure of the vitalizing act to pr/- 
vide the specific revenue to pay the 
bonds. They also were described as 
saying it is possible the RFC would 
decline to take the uonds for the 
same reason.

The constitutional amendment 
adopted August 26 authorizing an 
issue of $20,000,000 provided that 
the bond obligations should not be 
met by property ad valorem tax, 
leaving only the beer tax and rev­
enue other than the ad valorem tax.

“That Is where the pinch comes 
in,” says the News, “ made acute by 
the fact that the general fund 
shows a deficit of about $10,000,000.

“The legislature refused or failed 
to provide specific income to pay 
the bond obligations. It was re­
stricted in th e  constitutional 
amendment only to the extent that 
it could not apportion any part of 
the general property ad valorem 
tax. Other sources of revenue re­
mained open, but there was a near­
revolt against levying a sales tax 
or other new taxes.’ •

County Must Raise Funds to
Furnish Caliche —  Also
Necessary Machinery.

'J'ANGLED ends of the civil works 
administration's arrangements 

witih Gray county to launch placing 
of caliche on the Pampa-LeFors j 
road were being gathered up yes­
terday in the hope that the project 
may be used to give employment to 
an increasingly large number of 
men.

The county has assigned to Engi­
neer A. H. Doucette the general 
superivision of work. He has been 
working on engineering details for 
several weeks. Foremen and over­
seers for various groups of men will 
be designated by the CWA staff at 
the city hall.

County commissioners and Judge 
C. E- Cary will meet Monday after­
noon at 2 o'clock to consider the 
county’s problems, which include 
furnishing of caliche and heavy ma­
chinery for crushing it. How to sell 
county bonds long voted for "the 
project to provide funds needed im­
mediately is another problem. An 
effort will be made to obtain a fed­
eral 70-30 loan, with the privilege 
of paying back the county's part 
on a short-term basis. The govern­
ment would furnish 30 per cent of 
the cost if it accepted the project 
in its public works program.

Meanwhile, work is continuing on 
the state-federal construction of 
highway 33 in Soutlj Pampa. With 
the appropriation ' of $25,000 obvi­
ously inadequate, pouring of the 
curb and gutter was stopped after 
6.000 feet had been laid from Cuy- 
ler street east. The curb structures 
are 60 feet apart. From Cuyler 
street west to the city limits, the 
caliche-asphalt road will be 24 feet 
wide It will be the same width 
from the east city limits west to 
Gillisple street, then 60 feet wide 
on to Cuyler. Plans are already be­
ing considered to obtain the 60-foot 
width all the way across the city  ̂
Necessity for hiring trucks out of 
the appropriation necessitated the 
change to the narrow width.

About a score of men are being 
used by the R. W. McKinney com­
pany on preparations to place the 
topping on the state’s highway 152 
152 project. Hauling of caliche 
has been delayed by necessity of 
moving in a new crusher which 
Friday could not be moved because 
of the rain. The caltehe will be 
hauled an average of about 6 milea 
The seal coat will not likely be 
placed before May.
P Chief attention now is directed to 
the Pampa-LeFors road. Starting 
of work in the McLean and LeFors
areas is especially

Club To Manage 

Program
A cooperative pre-school clinic for 

children of unemployed fam­
ilies will be made possible by the 
Red Cross chapter, working with 
the Junior Twentieth Century club 
and the local relief office.

The program, involving a week­
ly clinic managed by the women’s 
club, with city physicians assisting, 
will include the north half of Gray 
county, which is the jurisdiction of 
the Red Cross. Members of tl}p 
Gray county medical association 
will meet soon with the Red Cross 
directors, members of the Junior 
Twentieth Century chib, and Mrs. 
W. H. Davis, civil works admin­
istrator, to complete details of the 
clinic. The physicians will give 
their services, free, It is believed, 
for the first examinations.

The clinical work will include 
providing o f proper food and med­
icine to correct the conditions 
found. Those eligible for this aid 
are the children of families reg­
istered at the relief office as un­
employed. Under new federal reg­
ulations. direct relief may not be 
gfoen to families of men who now 
have regular jobs under the civil 
works administration. Many of 
these families, however, will be un­
able to properly care for their 
children on the wages being pro­
vided.

The pre-school welfare clinic 
will Include frequent examinations 
of the children to determine their 
progress.

FAIRNESS TO OUR FRIENDS
Complaints of ticket scalping on the Amarillo game 

merit more than"ordinary attention. The practice is 
deplorable.

It is deplorable at any time- An artificial supply or 
demand does not justify charging exorbitant prices for the 
privilege of seeing the Harvesters in action.

One of the most valuable things of our knowledge 
is the genuine support given the Harvesters by the peo­
ple living outside this immediate vicinity. We owe them 
much, including the financial success of the season. It 
is stirring to hear their cheers and the laudatory re- 
murks. We should cultivate their friendship.

Above ail. we should not alienate it by permitting 
tickets to be purchased and held out for higher than reg­
ular prices. If there are seats available, they should be 
sold at a reasonable pric. The willingness of a few 
persons to pay $5 for a ticket does not justify attempts 
to plgce many tickets at that price.

PAMPA’S GREATEST NEED
Reasonably priced, desirable rent houses are so 

scarce in Pampa that it is not merely a question of price, 
but of convenience. Pampa has lost many good resi­
dents because of this shortage of houses.

There are more than a few persons working in 
this vicinity and driving as far as from Amarillo daily 
because of their inability to find houses. Others are 
living in oil field camps although they would prefer 
tp live in Pampa. With the oil activity increasing, the 
problem is really serious and Pampa cannot gain many 
more new citizens until it is solved.

Some citizens have pointed out the need for a 
large, well built and roomy apartment house o f  the 
more elegant type. The capital for such a venture is 
here, but it is inert. There are hundreds o f persons 
who would build homes if loans at reasonable, Long-time 
rates were available.

This section is, in our opinion, with a few months 
of greatlv stimulated activity. Pampa will be the cen­
ter of this business upturn. The oil industry, more 
than most others, has put its house in order and may 
be expected to lead the way back to normalcy.

But Pampa cannot properly take advantage of 
this unless the housing problem can be solved. In solv­
ing it, Pampa can be having what would appear to be 
a building boom. This would be a godsend to the men 
who are in the building trades. Pampa has ample 
business property for most needs, but its supply of good 
living quarters is far below the need.

Utility company experts expect Pampa to enjoy a 
good expansion soon. Pampa is truly a territorial center 
with a right to grow. Civic leaders who wish to point 
the way to sound expansion would do well to ponder 
over the housing problem.

PREVENTING THOSE COLDS

9. Keep away from “ trick”  medicines and nostrums 
If you have a cold get to bed prpmptly ahd call the 
family doctor at once.

NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 2 (AV-Cot­
ton was quiet today and prices fluc­
tuated narrowly showing a slight 
downward trend. A drop of 8 points 
was followed by a late rally of 4 to 
3 points In sympathy with closing 
firmness in stocks. The close was 
steady at net declines for the day 
of 3 to 4 points.

The opening was easier due to 
lower sterling and there was no 
change In the gold price. First 
trades here showed losses of 4 to 6 
points, but later in the' first hour 
the market was steadier owing to 
trade buying and price fixing and 
recovered 4 points from the opening 
lows.

Later prices eased qwlng to weak­
ness in wheat and sbme recession 
in sterling. In the final trading, 
however, March rallied 4 and May 5 
points to closing firmness in the 
stock market and short covering. 
March closed at 10.02 or 4 paints 
net lower for the day and May 
closed at 10.17 or 4 points net for 
the day.

No business can be iandamentally 
sound where the human beings con­
nected with it and who actually are 
the basis of whatever that business 
may produce, do not receive in re­
turn for their labor, at least a min- 
imunt of security 
and happiness in 
life They must 
have enough toj 
eat, warmth, shel­
ter. adequate clo­
thing and an op­
portunity for edu­
cation and some 
recreation.

No business can 
prosper where the| 
workers do not at 
least receive this 
in return for their 
labor. For some time past It has 
been widely known that a great 
many “of the workers in the coal 
mining industry fell short of these 
minimum standards.

So, partly because I was interest­
ed in seeing something of these 
conditions for myself and partly be­
cause I was interested In seeing how 
Relief was being administered in 
this area, X went to West Virginia 
and by dint of careful planning 
succeeded in spending one day in 
various mining camps without the 
families whom I visited looking up­
on me as anything but a friend 
brought in by the social worker who 
visited them in any case at regular 
intervals.

I heard that relief work had been 
Intelligently handled from the be­
ginning in Fairmont and Morgan­
town. but I wanted to talk to the 
people themselves and see their 
homes and their children, and this 
I accomplished.

j people working there were drawn 
there in tiie days of fabulously high 

| wages when the miners knew what 
it. was lo wear si.* shirts and their 
wives knew what it as to have the | 
latest electric labor-saving devices, 
when they both enjoyed the. pos- j 
session of an automobile.

A family with many children, for 
miners' families frequently a re  
large and remind one of the pineer 
families—eleven or twelve children 
are not unusual—had enough to eat 
and to clothe them in those days, 
and even though for all they bought 
they paid exorbitant prices, far more 
than was paid outside in the open 
market for the same luxuries, still 
had the money and spent it with­
out question. So did the rest of 
America in that period.

They say that Scott's Run, West 
Virginia, the familiar “ Bloody Run"

—
Why blame the miners — some 

blame perhaps is attached to the 
company stores that overcharged the 
miners so tremendously and never 
suggested that there was such a 
thing as paying the prices which the 
rest of tiie world paid and saving 
the additional money—but those 
times are long over and in their 
wake came years of misery when j 
no one lent a helping hand.

Now some mines are opening and 
the government has set men t o 1 
work again. Everywhere there are 
men repairing roads, clearing water­
ways, improving sanitation, work­
ing in gardens and building for 
themselves recreation fields. But 
this is only the temporary meeting 
if the emergency. Hundreds of 
these men will never again work in 
the mines and so we have to face 
the problem of devising what they 
will do. But that is another story 
and will wait for another day.

The City of Ephesus

“Ephesus was the metropolis of 
proconsular Asia. It was situated 
about a mile from the Aegean sea. 
fronting an artificial harbor in

which ships from all lands met. Ab­
ove Ephesus rose the temple of Ar­
temis (Diana), celebrated as the 
most magnificent building in Asia 
Minor. In foct, this temple was re- 1 
garded as one of the seven wonders j 
of the world. The idol was an ugly” 
figure, said to have resembled an j 
Egyptian mummy. The worship- i 
Pers of this goddess accepted the 
popular legend that It had fallen 
from heaven, and looked upon It 
with the greatest veneration. Eph­
esus was rich, corrupt, and full of 
idolatry. Its religion had been 
commercialized. The merchants 
had made the temple of Artemis 
their banking house. It was pol­
luted with sorcery and witchcraft. 
’Its markets.’ as Farrar says, “glit­
tering with the produce of the 
world’s art. were the Vanity Fair 
of Asia.’ The very worship was 
unspeakably vile.”—Prank E. Al­
len.

Ephesus is now in ruins. Its har­
bor is silted up, its commerce de­
stroyed. For centuries the very site 
of its famous temple was Io6t. The 
labors of archeologists, however, I 
have recently discovered its founds- j 
tions, “ outside the city walls, twen­
ty-two feet below the surface In | 
the deep alluvial soil of Turkish 
village. The excavations led to 
the discovery of three pavements. I 
one below the other: the lowest 7 
feet 6 Inches beneath the highest, 
and each reptesenting a sage in 
history of the fabric.’"—Prof. E. H. j 
Plumpire.

Paul’s Great Work in Ephesus
From Acts we gain only an Im­

perfect Idea of the large results of 
this Ephesus mission. Demeritus [ 
confesses (19:26) that not alone in 
the city, “but almost throughout 
all Asia, this Paul hath persuaded 
and turned away such people." Re­
member that the seven churches 
addressed In Revelation—represen­
tative churches—were all In the 
Ephesus district.

The Jews of Ephesus seem to have 
been friendlier to Paul’s message 
than other Jewish - communities. 
For three months he had the free­
dom of the synagogue. When 
there was a change of sentiment he 
transferred his work to the lec­
ture-hall, or schoolroom of Tyran­
nus, who was evidently a convert. 
“ In the morning when the school 
was In session. Paul would be work­
ing at his trade (20:34. 35); from 
eleven to four he preached and 
taught. He made long evangelistic 
tours out intq, the province (ver. 
10). He also did much pastoral 
work (20:31). The large accom­
plishments of these years are sig­
nificantly summed up in verse 20, 
"so mightily grew the word of the 
Lord and prevailed." The Roman 
author Pliny, writing a generation 
later, tells that all that part of the 
world had become a hotbed ol 
Christianity."

Paul’s Miracles (vs. 11.12)
“ And God wrought special mir­

acles by the hands of Paul.” “ Al­
though St. Paul believed that God. 
for the furtherance of the gospel, 
did allow him to work powers be­
yond the range of human exper­
ience, and in which he humbly rec­
ognized the work of the Spirit 
granted to faith and prayer, yet he

by no means frequently exercised 
these gifts, and never for his own 
relief or during the sickness of his 
dearest friends.” "Inasmuch that 
unto the sick were carried &wa> 
from the body handkerchiefs or 
aprons." Calvin says. “Paul did 
choose most simple things, lest 
any superstition might arise by 
reason of the price or pomp; for 
he resolved entirely and fully to 
give all the glory to Christ.” And 
the diseases departed from them, 
and the evil spirits went out.” We 
have had another example of the 
exercising of a demon by Paul in 
the case of the demoniac slave girl. 
Acts 16.16-18, and we are soon to 
have the most wonderful of all 
miracles worked by Paul, the rais­
ing to life of the dead Eutychus, 
Acts 20:9-12.

The Great Bonfire (v. 19)
“And not a few of them that did 

practice magical arts brought their 
books together.” Books containing 
magical formulas. “And burned 
them In the sight of all.”  It was 
like the great bonfire of Vanities 
in the Square of St. Mark in Flo­
rence when,’ under the powerful 
preaching of Savonarlo. rich wom­
en brought their costly dresses and 
finery, artists their most valued 
pictures, musicians their instru­
ments and tossed them Into the 
flames as a token of their repen­
tance for their sins and their de­
sire to Uve thenceforward a godly 
life. “And they counted the price 
of them, and found it fifty thous­
and pieces of silver.” A piece of 
silver was the Greek drachma, the 
Roman denarius, worth from fif­
teen to seventeen cent*; but as it 
was the day’s wage o f a common la­
borer, it was equivalent to from i 
one dollar to two dollars with us, 
and the total amounted to from 
850.000 to 8100,000.

Acts 29-21:15
Troas and Miletus to Jerusalem
“The third missionary journey 

closed with a flying visit, to the 
churches of Greece. This visit last­
ed several months; but in the Acts 
It Is passed over In two or three 
verses. Probably it was little mark­
ed with thoee exciting incidents 
which naturally tempt the bio­
grapher into detail. eYt we know 
from other sources that it was near­
ly the most important part of Paul’s 
life; for during this half-year he 
wrote the greatest of all his Epis­
tle. that to the Romans, and two 
others only less important, that to 
the Galatians and the second to 
the Corinthians.”—Principal James 
Stalker.

Several times In the 
first two periods, the Mustangs 
moved inside the Christians’ 10-yard 
line twice to the 1-yard stripe,- but 
they simply' did not have the huff 
and puff to blow themselves across 
for a touchdown. They scored in 
the fourth period from the 1-yard 
line in three downs and then J. R. 
Smith barely got the ball over the 
goal.

The Mustangs gbt away to a bad 
break that wilted whatever deter­
mination with which they started 
the game when they received the 
kick-off and made ready to give the 
Horned Frogs a terrific battle. Then 
things went wrong. On the first 
formr tion, a reverse, Shuford re­
ceived the snapback, turned and at­
tempted to pass the ball to Turner 
but the alert Captain Jack Graves 
took it and galloped 27 yards in a 
clear field lor a touchdown. Wal­
lace missed his placement kick and 
the first half ended with a 6 to 0 
advantage for the Frbgs because 
Southern Methodist could not score

TEAM IN U. $.; GEORGIA TECH 

BLASTS DUKE'S HOPES 6 TO 0
Princeton Takes Revenge In

Yale Bowl By Vanquish­
ing Elis 27 to 2

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Dec. 2. (AV- 
Glory such as the Tigers of Prince­
ton haven’t known In the long yearn* 
revenge sweeter than anything old 
Nassau ever has known, rode today 
through the huge Yale bowl on the 
backs of a mighty band of sopho­
more as the Tigers whipped the 
Bulldogs 27 to 2.

With perfect precision, stunning 
power, the youngsters who picked 
up Princeton’s hapless cause two 
years ago with their new head 
coach. Orrin “Fritz” Crlsler, smash­
ed down Yale’s battered eleven, pli­
ed up more points than any Prince­
ton team ever before has scored on 
the EUs and completed the 1933 sea­
son unbeaten and untied. Thus 
they wiped away the memory o f the 
most humiliating defeat of the 
classic sixty year old series, the 51 
to 14 slaughter Yale Inflicted two 
years ago.

Not since 1922 when Hugh Stan- 
keck and' his mate9 were on the 
loose, has Prince:on raged through 
a season without defeat or tie. Not 
since 1928, when Princeton won 12 
to 2 had the Tigers conquered Yale. 
And wily in 1925. when they scored 
25 points to the EUs 12, In 1924 when 
they won 20 to 0 and in 1896, when 
the score* was 24 to 6, have the men 
of Nassau gone on such a scoring 
spree as a scant bult hilarious crowd 
of forty thousand—little more than 
half filling the great cement bowl— 
saw today.

SURPRISE PASSES BY EAGLES 
OF ABILENE SUCCEED AGAINST 

MOST OPPOSITION IN CRISES
Observers of the play of the'Abi­

lene Eagles, district 2 champions 
who will be here next Saturday, de­
clare that the Abilene boys are most 
dangerous when they appear to "be 
badly whipped.-

There ability to rush over one or 
two touchdowns on lopg passes, 
flung to their Captain Frank Cog- 
dell by Brookshire, is In keeping 
with the Eagle tradition of smart 
play.

It is not expected that they will 
amass the most'first downs against 
the Harvesters. Cisco earned 10 
first downs to 7 for Abilene, not 
counting scoring plays. Yet the 
Abilene backs seldom failed to gain 
3 to 5 yards on running plays. They 
were thrown dor losses on third 
downs to prevent many first downs.

TTie freakish thing about the Abi­
lene passing attack is that is used 
so infrequently yet with disastrous

efefct on the opposition. Against 
Cisco last week. Abilene threw only 
three passes. Two were completed 
for 69 yards advance and two touch­
downs. The scoring plays required 
less than a minute to perform. The 
other pass was Incomplete. Captain 
Cogdell’s pass snatching ability is 
positively uncanny. He "plays bas­
ketball” with the pigskin, leaping 
above the heads of the opposition to 
gather In the ball. Brookshire makes 
the majority of his place-kicks gpod 
after touchdowns.

Against Abilene. Cisco suffered 
many of the blows that bother the 
Harvesters. Cisco gained readily in 
midfield but slowed up every time 
a scoring chance offered. Fumbles 
and penalties affected the tide in 
favor of Abilene, whose defense 
never really worked untU Cisco 
threatened. The EagW appeared 
to save their strength for their .sud­
den offensive moments. -

BLOCKED PUNT BRINGS 
DISASTER TO COCKY 

CADETS

NEW YORK, Dec. 2. (AV-Turttlng 

an apparent rout into an astound­
ing victory, Notre Dame’s hiterto 
battered and baffled green shirts 
pulled themselves back from the 
depths of a disastrous campaign to­
day to overcome /  rmy’s two-touch­
down lead in a dazzling fourth 
period rally arid smash the winning 
streak of the Cadets in the biggest 
upset o f the 1933 college football 
season.

The final score was 13 to 12 as 
the fighting Irish, to the space flf 
less than five minutes, wiped out 
West Point’s lead and pulled the 
game out o f the fire with a come­
back that was as swift as it was 
startling to a near-capacity croyd 
of 76,000. The breaks were a long 
time coming to the underdogs from 
8outh Bend, harassed and outplay­
ed for three periods by an unbeat­
en Soldier team but when they 
came they exploded bombaheH ef­
fect to one of the wildest gridiron 
finishes New York has ever wit­
nessed.

It was a marvelous triumph for a 
team that had tasted little prev­
iously this season except football 
bitterness but it was a shattering 
climax for an Army team that had 
whipped everything else all season 
and which looked to be headed to­
ward West Point’s first clean slate 
In 17 years.

The blow was hardly softened by 
the fact that Army's tatties, to 
defense of its 12-potot lead appear­
ed questionable and that a substi­
tute for all-America Jack Buckler, 
Maurice Simons, was the victim o f 
the play that decided the game. 
Buckler was on the sidelines,' pre­
paratory to being rushed back Into 
the game, when Simons’ attempted 
punt from behind the Cadet goal 
line was blocked by a wall of green 
from the left side of the Notre 
Dame line and recovered for the 
second Irish touchdown by Wayne 
Millner. of Salem, Mass.

Mlllrverr. followed by big Ed 
Krause, star tackle, swarmed over 
the substitute Army halfback as he 
dropped the ball to his toe. It look­
ed like questionable strategy by the 
Cadets, who might have pulled

A new production schedule for the 
Panhandle oil field. Increasing the 
percentage of proratable (oil allowed 
to 10.73 per cent, was issued from 
the local office of the oil and gas 
division of the Texas Railroad com­
mission yesterday, the order to be 
effective Saturday morning, Dec. 2.

The Panhandle allowable remain­
ed the same, 42.000 barrels- The 
state allowable was set at 877,645 
barrels, under the certification of 
888.000 barrels by Secretary of the 
Interior Ickes. Allowance of 10,345 
barrels was made to take care of 
new production.
'The potential of the Panhandle 

field has increased to 152 279 bar­
rels since the last report was Issued 
a month ago. Marginal oT was re­
duced to 26.080 barrels becuuse of a 
t“St of marginal weHt. The reduc­
tion allowed for marginal produc­
tion was instrumental in giving the 
increase in the proratable oil allow­
ed. The amount of proratable oil 
for the field in the new summary is
123.537 barrels.

It is the Continental 
O’l company's No. 3 Wright In sec­
tion 13. block*!, I&GN survey, north­
west of LeFors, which started mak­
ing 70 barrels an hour on the gas 
lift. A large flow of gas encounter­
ed above pay was drowned by the 
heavy flow of oil.

Tha total depth o f the hole Is 2.- 
870 feet. Pay Is coming from 2,800 
feet to total depth in the granite 
wash formation. The new well is a 
direct offset to the Danclger Oil & 
Refining company’s No. • Wright, 
which was completed for 1,900 bar­
rels a day more than two months 
ago.

Continental Oil company’s No. 4 
Wright, one location south and one 
location west of the new producer, 
is drilling ahead at 2.555 fret. The 
Phillips Petroleum company's Woods, 
an offset to the new Continental 
vfell, ha$ Just cemented pipe- at 
2,720 feet and will start drilling in 
early next week.

The active part of the field in 
the eastern part of the county saw 
the Skelly Oil company's Husselby 
in section 11, block A9, with 300 
feet of oil in the hole for the ap­
pearance o f a good well. Two bail­
ers of oil an hour were taken from 
a total depth of 2,388 feet, but in­
crease In the production was found 
when the hole was drilled to 2,432 
feet. The wfell will probably be 
shot.
