SEVERAL Gray county residents
are interested in a cannery for
beeves being killed by the govern-
ment.

The cannery would be
needed immediately and the red
tape involved would likely require
weeks if not months. It is a prob-
lem for relief authorities and the
county agent’'s office to consider.

start in Gray county soon. Many
applications are being filed with
County Agent Thomas by persons
who have animals to sell. Prices
will range from $4 to $20. The ap-
plications being taken will greatly
expedite selling when the veteri-
narian and appraiser arrive. The
animals will be turned over to relief
authorities for disposal. Buying
is already ahead of canning facili-
ties, although the plant at Amarillo,
federally supervised, is employing
about 650 persons and is turning
out 15,000 cans daily. Pampa would
be an ideal location for another
regional cannery.

She knew right from wrong .
Politicians have been forced into
slobbery appeals to class prejudice
because too many of us like to
think ourselves downtrodden. But
if we base our votes on candidates’
ability to appeal to our prejudices
and vanity, how can we expect
justice from our state government?

They returned to|
town and obtained an ambulance,
then drove up the road about a|
quarter of a mile and found a car|
abandoned in a ditch.

were examining the car, Miss|
! Britain came by in another car,|
accompanied by a relative, G. A.|
Buie.

The officers followed the car and |
arrested Miss Britain, who refused |
to make any statement. She was |
held without bond pending an ex-
amining trial.

known.”

TREASURER’S PLACE IS
. SELDOM GIVEN
ATTENTION

AUSTIN, Aug. 16. () —Agita-
tion for elimination of several ma-
jor state elective offices has been
renewed as a result of a stronge
race in the first democratic pri-
mary in which a man unknown
politically received approximately
170,000 votes.

The office was state treasurer
and the candidate Jefferson T. Ba-
ker of Dallas. A short time before
the primary ballot was prepared
he received permission of the di-
trict court to change his name to
George B. Terrell, the same as
that of Congressman George B.
Terrell of Alto, long successfully
identified with state politics.

A few days before election Con-
gressman Terrell won a reversal of
the court’s order, Terrell contend-
ing it was an unwarranted use of
a name he had spent years en-
hancing. Meanwhile the ballot
had been sent to county election
officials.

Tn spite of the publicity given the
Baker-Terrell case the candidate
placed second in the first primary.

The first officlally to comment
con the situation was Dennis Waller,
elso an unsuccessful candidate for
the office.

“The fact that a man who was
disqualified for the office polled
around 200,000 votes shows that the
people of Texas never were fully in-
formed as to the issues involved,”
Waller sald. “There never Wwas
sufficlent interest in the treasur-
er’s race to get the people proper-
ly informed.”

In normal election years the only
state races that attract general at-
tention are for attorney general and
governor with the latter wusually
overshadowing all others. The av-
erage voter readily can name can-
didates for these offices but hesi+
tate when asked to name the can-
didates for treasurer, comptroller
and land commissioner.

Of recent years the contests for
places on the Texas railroad com-
mission have attracted more at-
tention on account of the rise of
oil as a major state industry.

A group of efficiency experts re-
commended two years ago that the
number of elective offices be re-
duced to three, the governor, lieut-
enant governor and attorney gen-
eral. The legislature did not con-
sider the recommendation serious-
ly. It is likely, however, that reso-
lutions will be offered at the next
regular session to submit a con-
stitutional amendment to abolish
all but a few of the present elec-
tive offices and vest the gover-
nor with authority to name admin-
istrative department heads

The survey revealed 6876 whole-
sale establishments -in. Texas had
net sales last year of $1048,131,000
and employed 38,140 persons full-
time and 5,266 part-time.

Average annual sales per employe
