State property, income tax
part of Robin Hood debate

AUSTIN (AP) — “No new
taxes” is a popular phrase
around the Texas Capitol these
days.

But a state property tax and
state income tax are among the
options lawmakers must con-
sider if they're going to fix the

ailing Robin Hood school
finance system, House
Education Chairman Kent

Grusendorf said Monday.

“We have to put everything
on the table,” said Grusendorf,
a Republican from Arlington.
“Most experts agree that a per-
manent solution cannot happen
without having tax restructur-
ing.”

Tax restructuring is a term
used by some politicians to
describe changes to state tax
laws, which prohibit a state
property or state income tax.

Grusendort’s education
committee plans to begin work
Tuesday on a bill that would
end Robin Hood by 2005.

He said

quick start on the issue shows

the committee’s

how committed lawmakers are
to fixing the system.

“l think the message from
the public is education should
be the top priority of the state,
and it should take priority in our

spending,” Grusendorf said.

Now, Texas funds its schools
primarily with local property
tax revenue. State and federal
money also is used. Money
from property-wealthy districts
is given to poorer schools.

Schools in low-income areas
have bought computers, books
and new buildings with Robin
Hood money — $600 million
in the last two-year budget, a
figure expected to approach
$900 million by 2004.

Stll; many poor schools say
they lag behind and need more
money to provide a basic edu-
cation.

The state’s 118 wealthier
districts that have given up $1.5
billion are also pleading pover-
ty. Many have raised local prop-
erty-tax rates to the legal limit,
making it hard to get more
money. They say that Robin
Hood is forcing them to cut pro-
grams and jobs.

Kathy Hayes, a Southern
Methodist University professor
of economics, said Grusendorf

has a good point about taxes,
but one that may be politically
tough to make.

“Eliminating Robin Hood 1s
probably a good idea and in
order to properly finance public

education, we need to change
our taxing system,” Hayes said.
“That would be a very difficult
thing, I think, from a politi-
cian’s point of view, to try to
convince people.”

Craig Foster of the Austin-
based Equity Center, which rep-
resents hundreds of low-wealth
school districts, said he hopes
no-new-tax-pledging lawmak-
ers are careful not to do away
with the system without a better
idea.

Otherwise, children in poor
schools could be hurt, he said.

“If their goal was to maintain
the same degree of equity by
doing it with something other
than Robin Hood then they
would absolutely have to do
something significant  with
regard to taxes,” Foster said.

Grusendorf was reluctant
to speculate about specific
solutions, saying he wants to
first hear from all sides of the
issue.

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst
agreed Monday that education
revenue needs to come from a
source other than local property
taxes.

However, he stressed, I
don’t see that an income tax
is...a possibility.”

The Marshall Space Flight
Center later concluded that the
absence of Freon led to the
detachment of the foam, The
New York Times reported

Tuesday. The formulation was
later improved, the Times
said.

On Monday, Readdy said
the damage done by the bro-
ken-off piece of insulation is
now being looked at very
carefully as a possible cause
of the tragedy.

“It may certainly be the
leading candidate right now
— we have to go through all
the evidence and then rule
things out very methodically
in order to arrive at the cause,”
he said.

Monday night, searchers
found the front of the shuttle’s
nose cone buried deep in the
ground near the Louisiana
line. But even more valuable

in trying to piece together
what happened would be to
locate any tiles from
Columbia’s left wing.

“That’s the missing link
that we're trying to find,”
Dittemore said.

The shuttle, covered with
more than 20,000 thermal
tiles, broke up 39 miles over
Texas and fell to Earth just as
it was experiencing maximum
re-entry heat of 3,000 degrees.

NASA said temperature
data showed that the shuttle’s
left side — the same side hit
by the debris — heated up
sharply just before Columbia
disintegrated.

The foam that covers the
shuttle’s 154-foot external

fuel tank is hard enough to
damage the shuttle when the
spaceship is hurtling into
space at high speed.

Dittemore said he knows of
at least two other shuttle
launches in which foam came
off and damaged the shuttle,
though nowhere near to the
extent suspected in the case of
Columbia’s last launch. One
of the flights — Columbia, in
1992 — had tile damage on
the wing. The other happened
on Atlantis’ mission in
October, when a piece of foam
struck the bottom of one of the
two booster rockets.

Engineers relied heavily on
the fact that the previous dam-
age was sO minor.

' Bush on vouchers:

Pundits, emphasizing the Iraq war
question, have overlooked a domestic
affairs innovation in last week's State of
the Union address. The crucial paragraph
was this: "Another cause of hopelessness
is addiction to drugs. ... Tonight, I pro-
pose a new $600 million program to help
an additional 300,000 Americans receive
treatment over the next three years.
(Applause.)”

Not all Wwill applaud once they study
the details of the proposal. President
Bush is taking a stand in favor of provid-
ing treatment vouchers for use in not only
secular recovery programs but strongly
religious ones, as well -- such as the pro-
gram "at the Healing Place Church in
Baton Rouge, La. A man in the program
said, 'God does miracles in people's lives,
and you never think it could be you."

This is more than words. Just before
the speech, one White House official

pointed out a new regulation that says’

drug treatment programs funded with
vouchers do not have to separate the reli-
gious and secular elements of their pro-
grams. That's great, because the most
effective anti-addiction programs are
generally those with a religious emphasis
mixed all through.

President Bush knows that when such
programs face discrimination, taxpayers'
dollars end up being thrown away on pro-
grams that don't work as well. He
believes that whether an addict becomes
an ex-addict through a Christian,
Buddhist or atheistic program should not
be the government's concern. The public

purpose is served when addiction and
crime go down. Everyone is safer.

Having pointed with pride at President
Bush's boldness in fighting addiction, let
me view with alarm what he said in the
State of the Union address about educa-
tion: "During the last two years, we have
seen what can be accomplished when we
work together. To lift the standards of our
public schools, we achieved historic edu-
cation reform."

That statement went unchallenged by
columnists I read, but the honest
response should be: No, we did not
achieve historic reform. Last year, the
status quo won. Only tough competition
will force schools to lift their standards.
President Bush's decision not to foster
competition via vouchers or tax credit
programs will leave many poor children
in classrooms where they are not learning
to read and succeed.

I've seen the problem close up. My
four children have grown up in a home
with lots of books and magazines around,
so they've generally done well in school.
But recently my wife and I had the privi-
lege of providing a home for six months
for two boys from a very troubled back-
ground, and we saw the problems they
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had in one of Austin's better public
schools. Their teachers were nice, but
bureaucratic pressures made it difficult
for the school to provide the intensive
help in reading that the two non-readers
desperately needed.

Their problems got a few people
thinking about alternatives, and the result
is City School, a K-8 school my church
started in September. We emphasize
bringing together children from both rich
and poor areas of Austin, and then dis-
cerning the distinct gifts and inclinations
of each child. That's all very well, and
we're pleased by the progress of all kinds
of students in our classes, but City
School is a pinprick, not the substantial
competition that the Austin Independent
School District needs in order to
improve.

"Historic educational reform" will not
come by tiny pokes, nor by shoveling
more billions of dollars into existing
school bureaucracies. If vouchers will
work for addicts, they will work even
better for poor parents desperate to
improve their children's education. Even
better'would be a tax credit plan similar
to Arizona's. Residents there can send
dollars to scholarship funds for poor chil-
dren and reduce their state income tax
payments by that amount.

Competition will help kids get a better
education. It will help school districts
improve. It will give taxpayers a break.
President Bush, a leader in other areas, is
not willing to take the heat right now on
education. Who will step up?

pinion doesn’t depend on talent

I decided to spend a superficial
evening recently and watched the Golden
Globe Awards, those little statuettes hand-
ed out by the eccentric foreign press
assigned to Hollywood.

It made me remember something I read
years ago by a member of the original Rat
Pack, which included John Barrymore,
Errol Flynn and Thomas Mitchell, among
others. Anyway, this guy said that actors
were like children. And so they are, if you
think about it. They make a living pre-
tending to be somebody else. Like chil-
dren, they put on costumes and makeup
and pretend to be heroes or villains or sol-
diers or cowboys or Indians or whatever.

Who else would go to such elaborate
lengths to dress up just to walk down an
aisle in front of fans and cameras? Like
children, they all tend to be very emotion-
al, love praise and are easily stung by crit-
icism. Some are sort of rascally children,
like Jack Nicholson, and some are super-
sincere like Richard Gere, but they are,
with rare exceptions, childlike.

That’s why no one should get_too
excited about actors taking political posi-
tions. Most of them approach everything
from an emotional point of view, since
acting is reproducing emotions, not mak-
ing intellectual arguments. Actors have to
cultivate their emotional side.

Most of them are political liberals,
since liberalism is all about believing
hard-luck stories, but actors are human

being and have the same right to express
their opinions as anyone else. For some
reason, actors who don’t fayor war or
conservative politicians easily outrage
some of the humorless neoconservatives,
and those neoconservatives really give
conservatism a bad name by being so
lacking in grace and wit.

I don’t care what Barbra Streisand’s
political opinions are. She has a lovely
voice and showed true comic talent in
one of my "all-time favorite movies,
“What's Up, Doc?” If I wanted a deeply
intellectual conversation, I'd talk to a
philosopher. To paraphrase a line, opin-
ions are like elbows - most people have at
least two.

The ability of actors to appear to be
what they are not has always fascinated
me. Some of those who played heroes
actually were combat veterans. Jimmy
Stewart was a bomber pilot; Lee Marvin
was a combat Marine in World War II;
David Niven was a British commando;
James Garner and Michael Caine fought
in the Korean War; Charlton Heston and
Charles Bronson served in the Army Air

Corps. The most heroic and fiercest fight-
er of them all looked least like a warrior -
Audie Murphy. Murphy as a young
infantryman became the most decorated
American soldier in World War II and in
one battle personally killed about 255
German soldiers.

Other actors with no military experi-
ence at all can nevertheless be quite con-
vincing - John Wayne, for example.
Wayne was classified 4-F because of an
injury suffered when he was playing col-
lege football. He was a genuinely strong
man, a fine horseman and a good brawler,
(hough., g '

A friend told me an anecdote about
Wayne intervening at a nightclub where a
drunk was harassing the wife of a young
naval officer. The Navy man was about to
punch the drunk when he felt a big hand
on his shoulder. Wayne had been sitting a
few tables over and observed the drunk’s
bad behavior. “Don’t you do it, son,”
Wayne said. “You'll get in trouble. Let me
do it for you.” And then he knockettthe
drunk over a table. That sounds like the
Duke.

All in all, Americans can be proud of
Hollywood. The actors are about the best
in the world at what they do, and if some
of them have opinions we don’t agree
with, so what - so do a lot of people with
a lot less talent.

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Venezuela stri

CARACAS, Venezuela (AP) — A two-
month strike designed to force President:
Hugo Chavez's ouster crumbled as workes in
all sectors except the oil indastry mtumed to
their jobs.

Stores, factories, schools and banks started
opening their doors as the government raised
oil production to 1.2 million barrels a day, up
from 1.1 million a day over the weekend,
according to dissident staff at the state oil
company.

The gains brought production closer to pre-
strike levels of 3.2 million barrels a day in a
nation that is a major supplier of crude to the
United States and the world’s fifth-largest
petroleum exporter.

Oil production was still only about. one-
third or normal production as the strike frayed
Monday, but Venezuela is expected to add
200,000 more barrels per day in the coming
weeks, staff at Petroleos de Venezuela S.A.
said. '

Fear of bankruptcy and shortages of gaso-

line and ‘other essentials prompted leaders to
end the strike, which began Dec. 2. Still, strike
leaders called their work stoppage a success,
claiming it unified the country’s diverse oppo-
sition —~ a mix of conservatives, leftists, busi-
ness and civil groups and labor unions.

On Sunday, a nationwide petition drive col-
lected signatures supporting a proposal to
amend the constitution, cut Chavez’s term to
four years from six and pave the way for early
elections. :

Organizers said 4 million people signed the
petitions, a claim that could not be verified.
The petitions called for a binding referendum
on Chavez’s rule in August and an all-power-
ful constituent assembly to rewrite the consti-
tution.

Government adversaries were unsure how
and when the petition drive could bring
results.

“We may have to wait until August, but
then again it could be another year,” said
Leonardo Aparo, a 30-year-old store manager.

Commission reported issuing a total of 793
original drilling permits in December 2002
compared to 697 in December 2001.

The December total jncluded 646 permits to
drill new oil and gas wells, 26 to re-enter exist
ing well bores, and 121 for re-completions.

The preliminary Texas crude oil production
figure for November 2002 is 28,971,979 bar-
rels, a decrease from 29,703,931 barrels report-
ed during November 2001.

In December 2002, operators reported 168
oil, 368 gas, 15 injection, and three others com
pared to 178 oil, 437 gas, 16 injection and one
other completron during December 2001.

Total well completions for 2002 year-to date
are 9,192 up from 9,151 recorded during the
same period in 2001.

Operators reported 420 holes plugged and 81
dry holes in December 2002 compared to 450
plugged and 72 dry holes in December 2001.
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The Supreme Court ruled last month that
the Chavez-dominated Congress must appoint
a new National Elections Council. Without a
council, no one can verify the signatures or
organize a vote.

Julio Brazon, president of the
Consecomercio business chamber, which rep-
resents about 450,000 businesses, said the
strike was a “resounding success” because
“an electoral solution to the crisis is in
march.”

Analysts disagreed.-

The strike reflected “the disorganization of
the opposition,” said Riordan Roett, director
of Western Hemisphere studies at Johns
Hopkins University. “It was anti-Chavez but
never pro-anything. What were they going to
replace Chavez with?”

The United States and five other countries
have joined the Organization of American
States in mediating 3-month-old negotiations.

After meetings here last week, diplomats
from the six nations said early elections were

the best way to restore stability in the increas-
ingly volatile South American nation.

Little progress has been made since the
talks began under OAS chief Ocsar Gaviria in
November.
