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Police warn of scam
Local police officials warn 

area residents of a scam being 
used across the state.

A money laundering scam 
is being disguised as a legiti­
mate company called FEXX, 
according to a news release 
from PPD Officer Donny 
Brown. The company is 
claiming to be based out of 
Las Vegas, Nev. The perpetra­
tors take out advertisements 
in local newspapers claiming 
to have positions available for 
purchasing agents and/or 
couriers.

The ad requests resumes to 
be sent to a 1 -866 fax number. 
Once victims send their 
resumes to the fax number, 
they are contacted and direct­
ed to go to a website and fill 
out a contract with personal 
information such as Social 
Security numbers, mother's 
name and bank account infor­
mation. Once the information 
is collected, another call is 
made to the victim, according 
to the relea.se.

The victims are told that 
they have the job and the 
company will transfer money 
into their account for a sign- 
on bonus. Some of the victims

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Cedars go; new trees to come
County courthouse undergoes landscaping changes

Passers-by the Gray County 
Courthouse have observed a notice­
able difference as people are able to 
see the county building following the 
trees being cut down last week.

Landscape workers from West 
Texas Landscape cut down the trees a 
few days ago. Rusty Stevens, owner, 
said the large cedar trees were in bad 
condition. He said they were diseased 
and on the decline.

“They had run their lifespan,” he 
said. “It was time for them to go.”

He said the trees which came down 
were at least .SO years old.

"1 really don’t know how old they 
were. They could have been planted 
when the courthouse was built in 
1929,” he said.

Trees will be planted to the exterior 
grounds of the building as the restora­
tion project completes its second 
phase and moves into the third phase, 
fhe third phase includes the landscap­
ing around the building and restoration

of the original balcony in the court­
rooms.

The type of tree to be planted has 
not been decided, but several have 
mentioned Bradford pear trees which 
is the variety around the Pampa City 
Hall. Stevens said the average life of 
those is .10 to 40 years. Also men­
tioned have been red oaks.

Gray County Commissioners Court 
approved the removal of the cedar 
trees in the courthouse master plan on 
Feb. LS, 20(X), for submission to the 
ArchiTexas firm. This firm assisted

the county in obtaining a grant from 
the Texas Historical Commission, and 
has been involved throughout the proj­
ect.

The master plan was approved by 
the architectural firm in April 2(XX).

As the trees came down last week, 
county officials were ecstatic. All were 
hopeful the bagworms which inhabit­
ed the cedar trees will be gone from 
the courthouse grounds.

Powell presents case against Iran
UNITED NATIONS (AP) — 

Secretary of State Colin Powell, 
methodically making his case that Iraq 
had defied all demands that it disarm, 
presented tape recordings, satellite 
photos and informant statements 
Wednesday that he said constituted 
“irrefutable and undeniable” evidence 
that Saddam Hussein is concealing 
weapons of mass destruction.

“Clearly, Saddam will stop at noth­
ing until something stops him." 
Powell told a skeptical U N. Security 
Council, saying Baghdad's denials 
constitute a “web of lies."

Three months after Iraq pledged 
that it would disarm. Powell presented 
his evidence in an appearance that was

televised live around the world. The 
Council members sat around a large 
circular table with Powell and listened 
attentively.

Of the LS Council members, only 
the United States and Britain have 
voiced support for forcibly disarming 
Saddam.

Tang Jiaxuan, (China's foreign min­
ister, said immediately after Powell's 
presentation that the work of the 
weapons inspectors should continue. 
“As long as there is still the slightest 
hope for political settlement, we 
should exert our utmost effort to 
achieve that," he said.

Russian Foreign Minister Igor 
Ivanov agreed. While saying he had

listened closely to Powell’s presenta­
tion, he said he believed more study 
and analysis was needed of the new 
evidence presented by the United 
States. Inspections “must be contin­
ued," he said.

Coming to Powell’s defense, 
British Foreign Minister Jack Straw 
said the secretary made a “most pow­
erful” case. Saddam is “gambling that 
we will lose our nerve rather than 
enforce our w ill," Straw said. Russian 
Foreign Minister Igor Ivanov

In a more than hour-long presenta­
tion, Powell also detailed the U S. 
claims that Baghdad and al-Qaida 
operatives are working together and 
that some followers of a senior lieu­

tenant of Osama bin Laden are cur­
rently in the Iraqi capital, with the 
approval of Saddam.

Saddam, in an interview broadcast 
Tuesday in London, denied his gov­
ernment has a relationship with the al- 
Qaida or has weapons of mass destruc­
tion. He said it would be impossible to 
hide such arms.

In his presentation, Powell:
—Asserted that Iraq “bulldozed 

and graded to conceal chemical 
weapons evidence" at the Al 
Musayyib chemical complex in 2(K)2, 
and had a series of cargo vehicles and 
a decontamination vehicle moving 
around at the site. Powell said that was 
corroborated by a human source.

Report: Tile damage from debris 
could create Columbia disaster

SPACE CENTER. Houston 
(AP) — A technical report warned 
at least nine years ago that the 
space shuttle could be destroyed if 
tiles protecting critical wing parts 
were damaged by debris, but 
NASA engineers never found a 
complete solution for the safety 
soft spot.

Now the failure of the tiles is a 
leading theory for the catastrophic 
end of Columbia.

NASA struggled for years in 
trying to ensure that the tiles were 
firmly attached to the shuttle, Paul 
Fischbeck. an engineering profes­
sor at Carnegie Mellon University, 
said in his analysis.

He said Tuesday that NASA 
engineers “t(X)k a lot irf our advice 
to heart” and made changes to 
lower the ri.sk of debris hitting the 
tiles during launch. But the prob­
lems were never completely 
solved, he said.

A patch of foam insulation 
breaking off from the shuttle's 
external fuel tank during launch 
and striking tiles on the underside 
of the left wing is being studied as 
the possible cause of Columbia's 
destruction Saturday, which left all 
seven astronauts dead

“There are very important tiles 
under there. If you lose the tiles on 
those stretches ... it can cause the 
shuttle to be lost. ” Fischbeck said.

A NASA spokesman .said 
Tuesday that nobtxly was avail­
able to comment on the report.

Meanwhile, the search for bits 
and pieces of the shattered 
Columbia was expanded westward 
to California and Arizona, where 
teams are checking reports of 
debris. That material could pro­
vide clues to the earliest stages of 
Columbia's disintegration.

Investigators also are examin­
ing military photos taken from an

Apache helicopter of Columbia's 
final fiery descent.

Fischbeck and his colleagues 
made an initial report to NASA on 
their findings in 1990, and they 
later published a follow-up paper 
on the research in 1994.

They conducted a risk analysis 
of the shuttle's thermal protection 
tile system and found that the 
spacecraft was highly vulnerable 
to tiles being kntK-ked off or bro­
ken by insulation falling from the 
fuel tank and from other debris.

In a follow up to the report. 
Fischbeck said he studied debris 
strikes during the first .“iO shuttle 
launches and concluded that about 
25  thermal tiles per flight sus­
tained damage of at least one inch.

The analysis found that the 
most vulnerable parts of the shut­
tle were the undersides of the 
wings close to the fuselage and 
right under the crew crimpartment.

AUSTIN (AP) — A $9.9 
billion budget shortfall 
might make getting cash 
from the state’s multibillion- 
dollar tobacco settlement 
fund enticing to some law­
makers and business groups.

But opponents say selling 
away rights to future pay­
ments from the $15 billion 
fund used to pay for health 
and anti-smoking programs 
is an idea that should go up 
in smoke.

“It’s not a good idea 
because it jeopardizes

Texas’ future for both health 
issues and more specifically, 
our own concerns about edu­
cating the public about 
tobacco and preventing 
future generations from 
becoming addicted to tobac­
co,” said Jay McCullough, 
executive director of the 
group TRUST for a Smoke- 
Free Texas.

The 1998 settlement with 
tobacco companies resulted 
in billions of dollars for 
Texas, which uses some of 
the money to pay for the

Children’s Health Insurance 
Program and various anti­
smoking efforts.

The fund, now valued at 
$15 billion, was intended to 
be paid over 25 years.

McCullough said Tuesday 
that his group has joined 
with Campaign for Tobacco- 
Free Kids, the Texas Lung 
Association, Texas Heart 
Association, Cancer Society 
and the state PTA to fight 
efforts to get cash by giving 
up future tobacco fund pay­
ments.

.SAN ANTONIO (AP) - 
Toyota Motor Corp. has 
selected San Antonio for its 
sixth vehicle assembly plant 
in North America, a decision 
that promises to boost the 
economic prospects of a city 
hurt in recent years by the 
loss of thousands of military 
jobs.

The board of directors at 
Toyota, the world’s No. 2 
automaker, voted Wednesday 
in Tokyo m favor of .San 
Antonio over other commu 
nities vying for the plant, 
which will build 150,000 of 
the company’s light Tundra 
pickup truck starting in 
2006.

The $800 million plant is

expected to employ as many 
as 2,000 people, and carry an 
annual payroll of nearly $80 
million. C'onstruction work 
on a large, rural parcel on the 
city’s southwest side could 
start by summer, officials 
said.

The plant jobs will be 
among the most lucrative in 
what is generally a low-wage 
city. Toyota pays workers at 
its North American plants 
upward of $20 per hour.

Toyota said last 
September it hoped to add a 
production plant in North 
America near Mexico, where 
it is already building another 
plant set to begin production 
as early as 2005.

San Antonio officials, 
whose public tone was 
guarded while Toyota pon­
dered its choice, were jubi­
lant after hearing the news.

“This is a great day for 
San Antonio and for the state 
of Texas,” Mayor Ed Garza 
said late Tuesday. “Ourecon-

hmy will never be the .same. 
We’re talking about manu­
facturing becoming one of 
our largest industries 
overnight.”

The city is the nation’s 
ninth largest, but its history 
has never included much 
manufacturing.

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Bushes SEC nominee facing Senate hearing, job of rebuilding confidence
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

President Bush’s nominee to 
head the Securities and 
Hxchange Commission, Wall 
Street investment bunker 
William H. Donaldson, is fac­
ing Senate scrutiny before he 
can take on the job of rebuild­
ing investor confidcnc'e shat­
tered by last year’s corporate 
wandals.
^Donaldson, a former New 

York Stexk Exchange chair­
man and Bush family friend, 
was designated — with newly 
installed Treasury Secretary 
John Snow — a member of the 
president's revamped econom­
ic team. He was appearing at 
his confirmation hearing 
Wednesday before the Senate 
Hanking Committee.

The SEC, straining under a 
heavy load of investigations of 
corporate fraud and accounting 
deception, has been led since

early November by a lame- 
duck chairman, Harvey Pitt. 
The Bush administration’s first 
SEC head resigned under fire 
after a series of political fum­
bles, culminating in a flap over 
his selection of former FBI 
Director William Webster to 
head a new board overseeing 
the accounting industry. 
Webster also resigned.

This is the landscape con­
fronting Donaldson: Once- 
mighty accounting firm Arthur 
Andersen is a smoldering ruin 
after an obstruction of justice 
conviction; its longtime client 
Enron Corp. led a parade of 
corporate bankruptcies, scan­
dals and handcuffed CEOs; 
retirement savings have dis­
solved and the sux.k market 
has plunged.

When Bush named him in 
December. Donaldsttn pledged 
to work to restore confidence
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in the markets and corpora­
tions and to deal swiftly with 
the numerous cases of compa­
ny wrongdoing. Legislation 
enacted last summer expanded 
the SEC’s powers to prosecute 
fraud and ordered the agency 
to issue new rules for compa­
nies, executives and account­
ants.

“One of his biggest chal­
lenges will be connecting with 
and communicating to Main 
Strbet investors, many of 
whom are cynical and shell­
shocked,” said Marc 
Beauchamp, executive director 
of the North American 
Securities Administrators 
Association, a group represent­
ing state securities regulators. 
“Investors arc the No. I special 
interest group in the U.S. 
today. They vote and they’re 
not happy, and politicians are 
waking up to those facts.”

In 2(X)I, from the perch of 
his own investment firm, 
Donaldson denounced as “ter­
rible” a year-old SEC rule pro-

hibiting companies from 
revealing financial results and 
other information to stock ana­
lysts and other Wall Street 
insiders ahead of the public 
a long-standing practice.

He called the Regulation 
Fair Disclosure of 2000 —  
pushed by small-investor 
advocates and then-SEC 
Chairman Arthur Levitt — 
“crazy in terms of what it does 
to the free flow of informa­
tion.” Like other critics, 
Donaldson contended it could 
make company executives 
afraid to say anything.

Years earlier, as NYSE chair­
man, Donaldson argued that 
accounting standards should be 
bent to attract foreign compa­
nies to the sux-'k exchange.

While his Senate confirma­
tion appears assured, 
Democrats on the Banking 
Committee have examined his 
leadership of the NYSE in the 
early 1990s. when floor bro­
kers made millions of dollars 
in illegal trades. The trading

fraud scandal later bixxight the 
. first-ever criminal prosecu­

tions of floor brokers at the 
exchange.

Donaldson and other senior 
NYSE officials are said to 
have quietly approved of let­
ting brokers who worked on 
the exchange floor U'ade and 
share in profits with private 
customers.

A federal judge in 1999 
accused the stock exchange of 
“downright anorexic” enforce- 

• ment of a prohibition against 
floor brokers trading accounts 
in which ^ey  hold an interest. 
The judge admonished the 
NYSE for failing to enforce 
securities laws and its own 
rules meant to prevent brokers 
from getting an unfair advan­
tage over other investors.

Known for a colorful candor, 
the 71-year-old Donaldson — 
a founder of Wall Street bro­
kerage Donaldson, Lufkin & 
Jenrette — recently reported 
personal assets of between $89 
million and $253 million. He

was required to report only a 
range of assets, not specific 
numbers. He promised to sell 
his stocks in more than 50 cor­
porations and his interests in 
partnerships to avoid any 
potential conflict of interest.

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Serbia, Montenegro get fresh start after abolishing Yugoslavia

BELGRADE, Scrbia- 
Montenegro (AP) — Otficials 
began the difficult work of 
institution-building after all but 
disbanding the troubled nation 
of Yugoslavia and giving the 
resulting nation a new name.

Serbia and Montenegro, as 
the country will now be called, 
is all that is left after a decade 
of war that broke Yugoslavia 
into pieces.

A European Union-brokered 
accord approved by parliament 
on Tuesday leaves the two 
republics only kxisely united, 
and they could break up for 
good as early as 2006.

Serbia and Montenegro were 
the only two republics remain­
ing in Yugoslavia after the 
Balkan wars of the 1990s. 
Under the new agreement, they 
will largely run their own 
affairs but will be linked by a 
small joint administration in 
charge of defense and foreign 
affairs.

The EU-brokered reform 
j  was widely seen as an attempt

to acconunodate two conflict­
ing views within both 
republics, ranging from 
demands for complete separa­
tion to a more tightly unified 
country. The deal keeps the two 
republics together for at least 
three more years.

“This is a new beginning, but 
we should not be euphoric.” 
Serbian Prime Minister Zoran 
Djindjic said after both cham­
bers of the Yugoslav parliament 
approved the overhaul.

“This new country is based 
on a minimum of common 
interest between Serbia and 
Montenegro, and we should 
give it a chance,” Djindjic said.

Over the next 30 days, the 
republics are to create a new 
joint administration, which will 
include a 126-seat parliament 
and a government to be called 
the Council of Ministers.

EU foreign policy chief 
Javier Solana, who mediated 
the deal, said the nbw institu­
tions would be crucial for the 
success of the new country.

“Now it will be up to the new 
institutions of the union and to 
the governments of Serbia and

Montenegtp to make the union 
work — and make the promise 
of European integration a reali­
ty,” he said in a statement.

Yugoslavia, founded in 1918 
as the Kingdom of Serbs, 
Croats and Slovenes was 
renamed Yugoslavia — “the 
country of southern Slavs” — 
in 1929. After World War 11, the 
country became a communist- 
run, six-republic federation.

Yugoslavia began falling 
apart in the 1990s, as then- 
Yugoslav President Slobodan 
Milosevic presided over the 
bloody breakup that saw 
Bosnia, Croatia, Macedonia 
and Slovenia secede.

Serbia and Montenegro, 
tightly knitted for centuries, 
opted to stay together. But their 
relations soured and a pro-inde­
pendence leadership in 
Montenegro began boycotting 
federal institutions in 1998, 
prompting some Serbs to also 
demand a separation.

The new arrangement left 
many dissatisfied, including 
staunchly separatist leaders in 
both republics.

“This new country is still-

bom,” said Vladan Batic of 
Serbia’s Christian Democrats, 
who serves as justice minister 
in the Serbian government. He 
predicted the two republics 
would part ways in three years.

Equally unhappy were sep­
aratist Montenegrin politi­
cians, such as Miodrag 
Zivkovic of the Liberal 
Alliance, who contended that 
Montenegro was being

“cheated with this reform.”
“Full independence is our 

true interest.” he said.
Moderate politicians from 

both republics backed the 
reform and promised to estab­
lish a new administration for 
the new union by gradually 
shrinking and reforming exist­
ing federal bodies in coming 
weeks.

Tiny Montenegro, which

has just 650,000 people, is 
dwarfed by Serbia, home to 10 
million.

Tuesday’s overhaul leaves 
Yugoslav federal president 
Vojislav Kostunica — who 
ousted Milosevic in the 2000 
elections — without an offi­
cial position. It also raises 
questions about the status of 
Kosovo, which remains offi­
cially part of Serbia.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
group led by comedian and 
social activi,st Dick Gregory 
wants to alter the legacy of 
one of the most respected 
senators of the mid-20th cen­
tury, saying his views on seg­
regation warrant taking his 
name off a Senate office 
building.

Sen. Richard Ru.ssell’s 38- 
year career in the U.S. Senate 
led his colleagues to rename 
the Old Senate Office 
Building after him in 1972, a 
year after his death.

The Georgia Democrat 
mentored Lyndon B. Johnson 
and shaped U.S. military poli­
cy during the Cold War as 
chairman of the Armed 
Services and the 
Appropriations Committees.

At the same time, Russell 
also was a segregationist who, 
with other Southerners, 
blocked anti-lynching and 
other cjvil rights legislation.

Gregory and others have 
formed a group, “Change the 
Name;” that wants to erase the 
words etched in stone on the 
Rus.sell Senate Office 
Building.

Once people “realize who 
this man was and what he rep­
resented, I don’t think there 
will be any problem at all in 
changing that name,’’ Gregory .

said at a news conference 
Tuesday.

The group sent letters last 
month to all 100 senators ask­
ing them to pass a resolution 
to change the building’s 
name, but it has received no 
responses, Gregory said.

When the Senate changed 
the name three decades ago on 
a voice vote, only one senator 
objected. Sen. Philip Hart, D- 
Mich. Hart’s name now 
graces another Senate build­
ing.

“I thought we had learned

that it is unwise to anticipate 
history’s verdict,” Hart cau­
tioned, though he did not crit­
icize Russell as a legislator.

Senate historian Donald 
Rit;:hie could not recall any 
precedence for un-naming a 
Senate building. He described 
Russell as a “senator’s sena­
tor.” ' -

“He was always a gentle­
man, his word was his bond, 
and people respected him,” 
Ritchie said. “That building 
was named after him despite 
his record.”

Lions hire Mariucci as their new coach
DETROIT (AP) — Steve

Mariucci successfully helped 
the San Francisco 49crs 
through a rebuilding prcKCSs. 
The Lions are hoping he can do 
it again in Detroit.

Mariucci was hired as coach 
on Tuesday, taking over one of 
the league’s worst teams less 
than three weeks after he was 
fired by the 49ers.

“He has tremendous experi­
ence in this league and brings 
unique qualities to our team,” 
said Matt Millcn, the Lions’ 
chief executive. "Specifically, 
his ability to guide the 49ers 
through significant roster 
adjustments is very impressive.

“His offensive system is one 
that we already have in place, 
which certainly is a plus for our 
fcxMball team in general and 
some of our young offensive 
players in particular.”

Terms were not disclosed, 
but ESPN.com reported 
Mariucci will cam $25 million 
over five years, which would 
make him one of the NFL’s 
highest-paid coaches.

Fired by the 49ers after six 
sca.sons. Mariucci becomes the 
Lions’ fixirth coach in four sea­
sons. He replaces Marty 
Momhinweg, who was fired 
last week after the Lions went

3-13. In two seasons. 
Momhinweg was 5-27 — the 
worst two-year mark in team 
history.

Mariucci was 60-43 with the 
49crs, and coached them to the 
playoffs four times. San 
Francisco was eliminated in the 
second round this season, los­
ing to Tampa Bay 31 -6.

Mariucci clashed with 49ers 
owner John York, who dis­
missed him three days after the 
loss to the Buccaneers. 
Mariucci’s postseason record 
was 3-4; the Lions have just 
one playoff victory since win­
ning the NFI^ title in 1957.

Mariucci presided over a 
remarkably brief rebuilding 
pcriixi in San Franci.sco. but it 
wasn’t emxigh to save his job, 
even with a year left on his con­
tract.

Lions defensive end Riibert 
Porcher said he has talked to 
some 49crs, who gave Detroit's 
new coach gocxl marks.

“They all speak very highly

of him.” Pt)rchcr said. "The 
guy’s a winner. Six years there, 
two titles, conference champi­
onships, four playoff appear­
ances. That gets it done for me 
and it should get it done for 
everyone else.

"Now he comes into a situa­
tion where he's wanted, where 
the city is going to embrace him, 
where management wants him.

"1 can’t even begin to tell 
you how much pressure that 
takes off of you when you're 
somewhere and you know 
you’re wanted.”

Mitriucci, bom and raised in 
the Upper Peninsula town of 
Iron Mountain, was scheduled 
to be fomially intnxluccd at a 
news conference Wednesday.

He will be about 9() miles 
away from best friend. Tom 
Izzo. Michigan State’s basket 
ball coach. Mariucci and Iz/.o 
grew up together, attended 
Nirrthcm Michigan and talk 
almost daily.

“It’s going to be great, really

it is.” Izzo said while traveling 
to see a reemit Tuesday night. 
"I’m pumped up for him, and 
I’m pumped up for the Lions 
and all their fans.”

Mariucci had been Detroit’s 
leading candidate since the 
Lions fired Momhinweg. 
Mariucci was the only coach to 
have an in-person interview.

Millen never publicly men­
tioned any other candidate. Ixit 
said the Lions would do their 
best to comply with the NFL’s 
policy of interviewing at least 
one minority candidate.

Mariucci’s agent, Gary 
O’Hagan, who also represents 
fomier Minnesota coach Dennis 
Given, would not comment on 
numerous reports that Green 
refused to interview because the 
Lions appeared to have their 
sights set only on Miuiucci.

A soua-e within the league, 
who spoke on the condition of 
anonymity, said five minority 
candidates turned down inter­
view requests from the Lions

for the same reason.
Attorney Cyms Mehri, who 

along with attorney Johnnie 
Ccx'hran led a campaign for more 
minority hiring in die NFL, said 
he was disappointed with 
Detroit’s hiring paxvss.

“By essentially crowning 
Mariuevi as the next head cxx»ch 
befon: doing a single interview, 
the Lkxis discxxiraged African- 
American cxMches thxn putting 
their hat in the ring in Detroit.” 
Mehri said Tuesday. “Millen, in 
public and private statements, 
axild not kxik African-American 
candidates in the eye and tell them 
they had a fair shot. I don’t blame 
the cxiaches who didn’t want to be 
a part of a sham interview.”

“We’re competing for the 
soul of the NH^, which has 
been based on a gcxxl old boys, 
network, not fair competition 
for jobs. The ball is in the 
league’s axirt now. If they con­
done this, they have ripped the 
heart (Hit of the ’R(X)ney Plan,’ 
because what Matt Millcn has 
done harkens back to the grxxl 
old boys days.”

The NFL’s new policy, 
anncxint'cd in late December, 
said owners would seriously 
interview at least one minority 
candidate for each coaching 
vacancy.

' LEXINGTON. Ky. (AP)
—  Kentucky didn't think 
this one would be this easy.

But the sixth-ranked 
Wildcats’ defense made it 
look that way against top- 
ranked Florida on Tuesday 
night.

Keith Bogans scored 15 
points —  all in the first half
—  as Kentucky beat the 
Gators 70-55, snapping 
Florida’s 14-game winning 
streak one day after it moved 
to the top o f the poll for the 
first time in school history.

The active, swarming 
Wildcats* (17-3, 7-0
Southeastern Conference) 
limited Florida to six field 
goals in the first half in tak­
ing a 45-22 lead.

Forward Chuck Hayes 
said the Wildcats could hard­
ly believe the margin as they 
headed to the locker room.

• .The Gators (18-3, 7-1) 
got no closer than the final 
margin in the second half. 
They finished I7-of-50 from 
the field (34 percent), 
including 5-of-14 from 3- 
point range (36 percent), and 
also committed 19 
turnovers.

“Our guys hung our heads 
when the shots weren’t 
falling,’’ Florida coach Billy 
Donovan said. “Our mindset 
was too much on offense and 
scoring. They took us out of 
our game.”

In other games involving 
ranked teams on Tuesday, it 
was: Colorado 93, No. 3 
Texas 80; No. 4 Pittsburgh 
68, Providence 61; No. 13 
Creighton 84, Northern Iowa 
75; and No. 20 Xavier 80, 
George Washington 68.

Donovan didn’t use 
Florida's high ranking as an 
excuse.

“We were kind of sur­
prised. We thought they had 
more firepower,” said 
Hayes, who had nine points 
and eight rebounds. “You 
really don’t know how bad 
you’ve dominated a team 
until you look at the stat 
sheet and see you’ve held 
them to six baskets. That’s 
unreal.”

“This was perfect timing 
for us to be No. 1, because 
us playing Kentucky over­
shadowed the ranking,” he 
said. “It’s a big conference 
matchup with both teams 
undefeated and working for 
first place in the league. We 
didn’t have to answer a lot of 
questions about being No. 
1.”

Florida’s ranking may 
have meant more to the 
Wildcats, who won their 
11th straight game, their sec­
ond-longest winning streak 
in coach Tubby Smith’s six 
seasons.

“We think we’re the No. 1 
team. That’s what we wanted 
to show everybody,” said 
Gerald Fitch, who had 14 
points and seven rebounds. 
“I think we did a good job o f  
showing them.”

The Gators started out 
well, hitting four of their 
first seven shots before 
Kentucky’s defense seized 
control. For the rest of the 
half, Florida hardly got an 
open look and the Wildcats 
seemed to track down every 
loose ball.

Kentucky finished the 
half on a 23-4 run as Florida 
missed 21 of its last 23 shots 
and committed eight 
turnovers.

The Wildcats scored 14 
straight points over one five- 
minute stretch.

Bogans, a senior, shot 6- 
of-11 in the first half. The 
Wildcats went 19-of-37 from 
the field (51 percent) in the 
opening half, including 7-of- 
12 from 3-point range (58 
percent).

Conference division leaders.

Dallas goes into the break 
38-10. four losses fewer than 
anyone else, but the 
Mavericks can’t escape their 
0-3 record against 
Sacramento and San Antonio. 
That includes a 29-point loss 
to the Kings three weeks ago.

"We needed this win to 
convince everybody we can 
beat them — and we didn’t do 
that." Mavericks starter Raja 
Bell said. "The consolation is 
that we still have the best 

j  record."
The Mavericks felt they 

lost at the beginning, when 
the Kings made 13 of their 
first 17 shots.

Adclman, who punched the 
air in celebration when the 
buzzer sounded. “They kept 
coming back at us and it 
seemed like they were mak­
ing every shot.

James’ attorney, Fred 
Nahce, argued in court docu-

ments filed Tuesday that 
James, whose nickname is 
King James, did nothing 
wrong when he accepted the 
"throwback” jerseys from the 
owner of a Cleveland cloth­
ing store.

“All LcBron did was 
receive a gift from a friend as 
congratulations for his aca­
demic achievements,” Nance 
said. “Had LeBron wished to 
capitalize on his fame, the 
recompense could be in the 
millions (if dollars.”

Nance said James, who has 
returned the jerseys, would 
not attend the hearing 
Wednesday before Judge 
James Williams.

The OHSAA found that 
the store gave James the Gale 
Sayers and Wes Unseld jer­
seys in exchange for posing 
for pictures to be displayed 
on its walls.

OHSAA commissioner 
Clair Muscaro ruled that 
James broke an amateur

bylaw “by capitalizing on 
athletic fame by receiving 
money or gifts of monetary 
value.”

The decision came four 
days after the OHSAA 
cleared James of any wrong­
doing for accepting a $50,000 
Hummer H2 sport utility 
vehicle as an 18th birthday 
gift from his mother.

Nance said in the court fil­
ing that James returned the 
jerseys when he learned that 
the gift was controversial and 
might threaten his amateur 
status.

James, 18, sat out the first 
game of his celebrated career 
Sunday, and he seemed eager 
to rejoin his teammates.

Wearing a gray T-shirt and 
blue shorts, James attended 
practice on Tuesday in the 
school’s gym. He warmed up 
with his teammates and was 
stretching in the middle of th* 
floor when coach Dru Joyce 
closed the practice.

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R eport: State budget gaps jum p by nearly 50 percent
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

‘The flood of red ink for state 
governments just keeps ris­
ing: Expected budget short­
falls jumped by close to SO 
percent in the past three 
months, and the situation is 
expected to worsen, the 
National Conference of State 
Legislatures said Tuesday.

The deteriorating situa­
tion could prompt more cuts 
in a wide range of programs 
such as elementary schools, 
health care for the poor and 
more. Additionally, it will 
increase pressure on state 
lawmakers to raise taxes.

“It’s dismal and probably 
getting worse," said 
Nebraska state Sen. Rogef 
Wehrbein, who heads his 
state’s budget-writing
Appropriatiorts Committee. 
“Even if the economy turns 
around, we don’t go to war 
and oil prices don’t go up, 
it’ll still be two or three years 
before we see improvements 
in state revenue.”

Oklahoma state Sen. 
Angela Mon.son, who pre­
sented the findings of a cpn- 
ference study at a news con­

ference, said if the federal 
government doesn’t help, 
many states will have no 
choice but to raise taxes and 
fees.

“If there was a Utopia, the 
‘no tax’ option would be 
great," Monson said. “But 
there is an expectation that 
state government will meet 
certain needs — education, 
health, roads.”

Several states are already 
discussing raising so-called 
sin taxes, on cigarettes or 
alcohol, while others are 
pushing gambling to raise 
revenue, like Maryland Gov. 
Robert Ehrlich’s proposal to 
put thousands of slot 
machines at the state’s race­
tracks.

Monson and others from 
the bipartisan legislators’ 
organization criticized the 
$2.3 trillion federal budget 
that President Bush pro­
posed Monday. The plan, 
they said, fails to provide 
billions needed for educa­
tion, homeland security and 
election reform, or to pro­
vide enough help to offset 
soaring costs of Medicaid,

the federal-state health care 
program for the poor.

The report’s findings were 
compiled from data collect­
ed during the first six 
months of the fiscal year, 
which began July I for a l l . 
but four states. Among flnd- 
ings:

—The collective budget 
shortfall for state govern­
ments jumped nearly SO per­
cent between November and 
January, rising from $17.S 
billion to $25.7 billion, 
despite scaled-back spend­
ing plans.

—Next year’s projected 
shortfall is $68.5 billion now, 
but analysts said that probably 
will get higher as revenues 
continue sagging. That’s a 
jump of almost 40 percent 
from this year’s estimate of 
$49 billion. Last year’s short­
fall hit $37 billion.

"—Thirty-six states report­
ed gaps between income and 
spending; 15 states were 
missing money equal to 5 
percent or more of their 
budgets.

The faltering economy, 
along with weakness in the 
stock maricet, manufacturing 
and the high-tech industry, 
drove down tax revenues. 
Add soaring health care to 
the mix, and “there is no 
immediate end to these 
severe budget troubles,” the 
report said.

In his 2004 budget plan. 
Bush heeded governors’ 
request for flexibility on fed­
eral rules. He proposed to 
give states more latitude in 
spending federal money for 
Medicaid and for Head Start 
preschools in low-income 
neighborhoods.

Bush’s plan also would 
increase federal grants to 
state and local governments 
by nearly 4 percent to $398.8 
billion, about 18 percent of 
the budget. More than $18 
billion of the increase, how­
ever, is in mandated benefit 
programs such as Medicaid. 
For discretionary grant pro­
grams, Bush is asking 
Congress for $154.1 billion, 
down from $157.8 billion

this year.
An analysis o f Bush’s 

p n ^ s a l  by the Center on 
Budget and Policy Priorities, 
a group that focuses on how 
policies affect poor people, 
concludes it would reduce 
tax revenues for the states by 
$64 billion over 10 years.

In 2000, when the econo­
my was booming, states had 
roughly 10 percent of their 
spending put aside in 
reserves and cash. By last 
summer, that was down to 
3.8 percent. It has fallen 
since, though final numbers 
aren’t yet available, said 
Corina EckI, the legislative 
conference’s fiscal affairs 
director.

Twenty-nine states have 
imposed across-the-board 
budget cuts, and eight states 
have laid off workers. Others 
cut various programs, 
including elementary and 
higher education, Medicaid 
and corrections.

Next year promises to be 
worse, the report found. 
Again, 36 states reported

they expect a shortfall, and 
half said it would equal at 
least 10 percent of their 
budget.

The problems stretched 
nationwide. In California, a 
conservative estimate of 
next year’s gap equaled 30 
percent o f the budget; in 
New Jersey, the budget 
shortfall equaled 18.5 per­
cent. Minnesota’s is 15 per­
cent.

Several governors who 
campaigned on no-tax plat­
forms, including New York 
Gov. George Pataki and 
Massachu.setts Gov. Mitt 
Romney, both
Republicans.They maintain 
their states will get through 
without tax increases, but 24 
states are considering such 
hikes. •

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
More than half of 35 large 
meat processing factories 
reviewed recently by the gov­
ernment had shortcomings in 
their plans for protecting meat 
from harmful bacteria..

A preliminary assessment 
showed that 21 of the plants 
had problems with their plans 
to prevent E. coli contamina­
tion, Garry McKee, the 
Agriculture Department’s 
food safety administrator, 
said Tuesday.

The problems in the plans 
were “scientific design issues 
and not food safety issues,” 
he said.

Steven Cohen, an agency 
spokesman, said most of the 
plants failed to keep records 
up to date.

Department officials began 
checking plants last fall to 
ensure they were following
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written plans to prevent E. 
coli, a bacterium that can 
cause food poisoning, from 
contaminating meat. Plants 
that didn’t follow their strate­
gies were sent letters telling 
them to correct the problems 
within 30 days, Cohen said.

The government requires 
plants to create their own pre­
vention plans, known as 
Hazard Analysis Critical 
Control Point strategies.

“If plants don’t conduct 
their hazard analysis correct­
ly, or there’s something 
wrong with their HACCP 
plan —  the way that they 
reassessed it and so forth — 
there will be actions taken,” 
warned Elsa Murano, the 
department’s undersecretary 
for food safety.

The department has been 
criticized by members of

Congress and consumer 
groups for how it handled 
large meat recalls lust year 
that were linked to .several ill­
nesses. For instance, ConAgra 
Beef in Greeley, Colo., 
recalled 19 million pounds of 
ground beef after it was linked 
to an E. coli outbreak that 
sickened 22 people.

Carol Tucker Foreman, 
head of the Consumer 
Federation of America’s Food 
Policy Institute, said plants 
are endangering public health 
in failing to adhere to their 
prevention plans.

“If there’s a scientific 
design problem, either there’s 
something wrong with the 
notion about what HACCP 
ought to be, or the HACCP 
notion is fine but companies 
are op>erating in such a way 
that they’re going to have a

food safety problem,” she 
said.

The department is slated to 
complete its assessment of E. 
coli prevention plans at all 
plants by this summer, Cohen 
said.

President Bush proposed 
spending $675 million on 
food safety next year in the 
budget he submitted to 
Congress on Monday. 
Murano said $5.5 million of 
that would finance training of 
plant inspectors and $4.3 mil­
lion would be spent to hire 80 
new ones. The agency now 
has 7,610 inspectors.

In addition, $18 million 
would support the USDA’s 
Office of Food Security and 
Emergency Preparedness to 
defend against terrorists’ 
attempts to taint the food sup­
ply.
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
