“Ho|X‘fuIly the FAIR Plan will 
.seixe a niche and ho|xfully it will 
play a small role in tlx future,” 
Ray said. “We are gmwing, not 
ncxessanly because we want to 
grow that fast, but we are ”

llx  fiiM [xilicy was written 
Dev. 41, txil many of the [xilicies 
were wniten more revenlly, Ray 
.said.

Insur.ince Commissioixr Jose 
Monlemayor said tliat consider­
ing tlxie ;ue alxiul 4 million

'Hx Texas insuraixe market 
h.is seen months of skyrixketing 
rales and some homeowners 
insurance companies have 
stop[xd wnting new [xilicies in 
Texas. Insurance companies 
blame the increa.seil costs on 
mold-relaleil claims, leuislative

committees are studying the issue 
now.

Homeowrxrs are eligible for 
the FAIR Plan if they have been 
denied residential property insur­
ance by at leiLst two insurance 
companies that are licensed to 
write and are ixtually wnting res­
idential property insurance in 
Texas.

Also, tile homeowners may 
not have receivcvl a vidid offer of 
com|)arable residential property 
insurance from an insurance 
company licensed in Texas, not 
including .surplus lines insurers.

All licensed projxrty and 
casualty insurers wnting residen­
tial propeny insurance are 
required to participate in the 
FAIR Plan by paying as.se.ssnxnLs 
as needed if the plan's claims and 
other expenses exceed the premi­
ums paid for coverage. Those 
as,sessments can be pas,sed on to 
tlx policyholder.

I )an I .ambe, tJie director of the 
consunxr group Texas Watch, 
said the number of people who 
have signed up for the program 
s|xaks to the "frightening lack of 
quality insurance for Texas honx- 
owners.”

"While tlx FAIR Plan is better 
than nothing, it is bare bones 
insurance and it highlights the 
kxk of available comprehensive 
and thomugh homeowners insur­
ance policies in the market 
today,” laimbe said.

Montemayor,' however, said 
he IS pleased that the program is 
working.

"It's reliable coverage and it's 
coverage sufficient to satisfy tixir 
lenders so it’s not an agonizing 
issue in tenns of being able to

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Powell sees inspectors visit as key to Iraqi situation

>HINGTON (AP) — 
Secretary of State Colin 
Powell told senators Thursday 
that “within weeks” the Iraqi 
situation will be brought to a 
conclusion “one way or 
another. “

Speaking to the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee 
one day after laying out the 
United States’ case against 
Iraq before the United 
Nations, Powell said a key to 
winning Security Council 
support will be this weekend’s 
trip to Baghdad by chief 
weapon inspectors Mohamed 
ElBaradei and Hans Blix.

He said council members 
are looking to see a change in 
attitude from Iraq, which the 
United States says is conceal­
ing illegal weapons programs.

Powell also said that if

Saddam Hussein wanted to 
show he was cooperating, he 
would allow the inspectors to 
meet with scientists and engi­
neers who have worked on 
weapons programs. “He 
would not be giving them 
classes in how to keep 
secrets,” he said.

Powell said the administra­
tion would work toward a sec­
ond U.N. resolution, but it 
could proceed with war with­
out one. Powell said U.N. 
Security Council members 
knew when they approved a 
resolution last year calling on 
Iraq to disarm that Iraq would 
be subjected to military action 
if it failed to comply.

Powell said that at the time, 
he told council members who 
approved the resolution unan­
imously that they shouldn’t 
vote for it if they wouldn’t 
support a second resolution 
“when serious consequences

arc called for — Don’t play 
that double game.”

White House spokesman 
Ari Fleischer said the trend of 
world opinion is moving in 
the United States’ direction.

“The world is increasingly 
seeing this from the United 
States’ point of view — that 
Saddam Hussein must disarm, 
if he does not disarm a coali­
tion will be assembled to dis­
arm him,” he said. “There 
may be some comers, some 
minority opinion that do not 
believe that, but that is why 
diplomacy remains important 
and will continue to be pur­
sued.”

Powell said the United 
States is providing weapons 
inspectors with “all of the 
information they can use.” He 
said “60 different sets of data” 
have been submitted to 
inspectors.

Asked whether the danger

to the United States was 
greater from Iraq's weapons 
programs or from war — and 
the possibility it could lead to 
new terrorist attacks, Powell 
said “I don’t think we can 
simply turn away because 
we’re afraid that if military 
action is required it would 
cause some other problems 
with respect to terrorism.”

Powell received effusive 
praise from committee mem­
bers, both Democrats and 
Republicans. Democrats, 
especially, have been reluc­
tant to endorse war with Iraq 
even while agreeing that 
Baghdad has a record of years 
of defiance.

The committee’s top 
Democrat, Sen. Joseph Biden 
of Delaware, said “I am proud 
to be associated with you.”

“I think you did better than 
anyone could have because of 
your standing, your reputation

and your integrity as it is 
understood by our European 
friends as well as others 
around the world,” he said.

But Biden also encouraged 
Powell to keep seeking sup­
port of the members of U.N. 
Security Council.

“Although it’s a Herculean 
task, I believe that it is possi­
ble to bring most along and 
leave others in a position 
where they are not objecting,” 
he said.

President Bush, appearing 
Thursday morning at the 
National Prayer Breakfast, 
said a potential war in Iraq 
and the constant threat of ter­
rorism pose “a testing time for 
our country.”

“One thing is for certain, 
we didn’t ask for these chal­
lenges, but we will meet them. 
I say that with certainty 
because this nation has strong 
foundations that won’t be

NASA widens search for clues to Columbia’s demise

SPACE CENTER. Houston 
j  (AP) — NASA is casting a 

wider net in the space shuttle 
investigation now that it has 
essentially ruled out a theory 
that a breakaway piece of 
foam may have caused 
Columbia to rip apart.

Other possibilities abound, 
from an accidental triggering 
of explosive devices on board 
to a collision with a piece of 
space garbage, or perhaps a 
flaw in a wing that cau.sed the 
spacecraft to swing out of con­
trol and disintegrate moments 
before it was to land.

Space shuttle program 
manager Ron Dittemore said 
every theory was being exam­
ined.

“Was it something that hap­
pened after launch? Was it 
something that happened dur­
ing the entry? Or was it .some­
thing that happened during

On Thursday, searchers 
returned to the woixls of East 
Texas and Louisiana in heavy 
rain to scour the ground for 
debris that could yield clues to 
the ‘ shuttle’s destruction. 
Reports of debris as far west 
as Arizona and California — 
which could help experts 
determine what parts of the 
shuttle broke up first — were 
still unconfirmed Thursday 
morning.

For days, the investigation 
into the shuttle’s breakup has 
centered on a 2 1/2-pound 
chunk of foam insulation that 
peeled off the external fuel 
tank during launch and 
smashed into the underside of

Columbia’s wing. The theory 
was that the collision damaged 
the thermal tiles that keep the 
craft from burning up during 
re-entry into Earth’s atmos­
phere.

But Dittemore said a rigor­
ous analysis concluded that 
the impact would not be strong 
enough to doom the shuttle.

“It just does not make sense 
to us that a piece of debris 
would be the root cause for the 
loss of Columbia and its 
crew,” said Dittemore. 
“There’s got to be another rea­
son.”

In one of several factors 
being examined, investigators 
have noted that during 
Columbia’s de.scent, its auto­
matic control system stmggled 
to maintain the craft at the pre­
cise angle required for a safe

The autopilot caused the 

craft to rapidly move its con­
trol surfaces — devices like 
flaps and rudders — and even­
tually fired small rockets in a 
vain attempt to keep Columbia 
m proper alignment.

Dittemore said there was 
something on the left wing — 
“what, we don’t know” — that 
caused it to catch the wind and 
drag the craft toward the left.

The autopilot added “more 
and more flight control mus­
cle” in an attempt to keep 
Columbia pointed straight, he 
said, but just before the last 
signals from the spacecraft 
reached Earth, it was clear 
“we were beginning to lose the 
battle.”

He suggested the drag may 
have been the result of a rough 
surface, missing tiles or some­
thing wrong with the wing.

Dittemore said engineers 
are also exploring the possibil­
ity that increases in tempera­
ture detected on Columbia’s 
left side may have somehow 
cau.sed the loss of control and 
breakup of the shuttle.

Just minutes before 
Columbia fell apart, a rise of 
30 to 40 degrees was detected 
in the left compartment that 
houses landing gear. There 
was also a 60-degree tempera­
ture rise on the left side of the 
fuselage, just above the wing. 
Temperatures were cooler on 
the right side.

Dittemore mentioned that 
the shuttle’s landing gear com­
partment contains small 
explosives designed to deploy 
the gear if the normal system 
fails. If heat accidentally trig­
gered. the explosives, it could 
be catastrophic, but Dittemore 
suggested this was unlikely.

declassified intelligence, left 
open the use of force as an 
option. He also called for 
more inspections in Iraq.

Meanwhile, the U.N.'s 
chief nuclear inspector said 
that Iraq has to demonstrate 
“drastic change" in its cooper­
ation with weapons inspec­
tors.

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Students need challenge, not hand-out
Last week's column discus.sed some of 

the controversy surrounding the 
University of Michigan’s admissions 
practices, where blacks and Hispanics 
are given points based solely on race, 
and where whites are turned away to 
admit blacks and Hispanics with much 
lower academic qualifications.

A few weeks before that, my column 
discussed the deplorable conditions in 
Washington, D.C.'s, high schools. At 12 
of its 19 high schools, more than 50 per­
cent of the students test below basic in 
reading, and at some of those schools the 
percentages approached 80 percent. At 
15 of these schools, over 50 percent tests 
below basic in math. And in 12 of them, 
70 percent to 99 percent do so. Each 
year, more than 80 percent -  and up to 
96 percent -  of high school students are 
fraudulently promoted to the next grade.

Washington’s predominantly black 
high schools are not alone in delivering 
fraudulent education. In Philadelphia's 
predominantly black high schools, com­
bined SAT scores of its seniors average 
between 590 to 800 out of a possible 
1600. I su.spect that there’s little differ­
ence between these education outcomes 
and those in other predominantly black 
school districts. Indeed, nationally 
there's over a 200 SAT score gap 
between blacks and Hispanics on the one 
hand, and whites and Asians on the other.

For the life of me, setting vested inter­
ests aside, I cannot fathom the current

outrage among many in the black com­
munity over the University of Michigan 
affirmative action case and the deafening 
silence about the day-to-day sabotage of 
black academic excellence by the public 
schools that most black students attend. 
With the deplorable academic outcomes 
at the high school level, how can any- 
b(xly reasonably expect for black stu­
dents to ever be admitted to college on 
academic merit? The problem is seen in 
even starker relief looking at what hap­
pens when blacks are admitted to col­
lege. Only 20 percent complete college 
in four years, compared to 40 percent for 
whites and 50 percent for Asians (which 
is nothing to writ'e home about).

Calls for racial preferences in law 
schools, medical schools and graduate 
education in general highlight something 
el.se: namely, that the effects of 12 years 
of fraudulent education cannot be wiped 
away by four years or so of college. 
According to a report by Abigail 
Thernstrom, "The Racial Gap in 
Academic Achievement," black students 
in 12th grade dealt with scientific prob­
lems at the level of whites in the sixth

grade; they wrote about as well as whites 
in the eighth grade. The average black 
high school senior had math skills on a 
par with a typical white student in the 
middle of ninth grade. The average 17- 
year-old black student could only read as 
well as the typical white child who had 
not yet reached age 13.

Is inferior black education preor­
dained? Check out Frederick Douglass 
Academy, a predominately black school, 
in Harlem, N.Y. It dispels a couple of 
myths about public schools: the "not 
enough money" and the "black kids can’t 
compete" myth.

Ninety-eight percent of Frederick 
Douglass' students graduate with a 
Regent's diploma, and 95 percent go on 
to college. Newsweek's magazine survey 
listed Frederick Douglass Academy as 
one of the top public schools in the coun­
try, based on the number of advanced 
placement courses it,offers and the stu­
dents' grades on the AP tests.

What's the philosophy that gets that 
job done? School principal Gregory 
Hodge says: "You have to demand more 
of your students, while providing them 
with the structure to meet those 
demands. The more difficult the curricu­
lum, the greater the likelihood your stu­
dents will be successful." So what elsd is 
new? Blocks have a long record of excel­
lence precisely in those areas where the 
competition is the most ruthless and 
unforgiving; sports and entertainment.

LONDON (AP) — Michael 
Jackson said Thursday a TV docu­
mentary about him was unfair and he 
felt “more betrayed than perhaps 
ever before” by the program, in ' 

; which the King of Pop revealed he 
sometimes lets children sleep in his 
bed.

In a statement issued by his 
London representative, Jackson said 
British journalist Martin Bashir 
broke the trust placed in him.

Bashir spent eight months making 
the 90-minute program, which will 
be shown in the United States at 8 
p.m. EST Thursday on ABC’s 
“20/20.”

“I trusted Martin Bashir to come 
into my life and that of my family 
because I wanted the truth to be 
told,” Jackson said in the statement, 
released by his London representa­
tive Stephen Lock.

“Martin Bashir persuaded me to 
trust him, that his would be an honest

and fair pcntrayal pf my life and told 
me that he was ’the inan that turned 
Diana’s life around.’”

Bashir is well known for an inter­
view with Princess Diana, during 
which she admitted being unfaithful 
to Prince Charles.

‘Today 1 feel more betrayed than 
perhaps evm̂  before; that sonmone 
who had got to know my children, 
my staff and me, whom I let into my 
heart, and told the truth, could then 
sacrifice thelhist I placed in him and 
produce this terrible and unfair pro­
gram,” Jackson said.

“Everyone who knows me will 
know the truth which is that ray chil­
dren come first in my life and that I 
would never harm any child.”

No one was available for comment 
Thursday morning at Granada, the 
'TV company which made the docu­
mentary.

Jackson said he had received 
many messages o f support from fans 
in Britain since the documentary was 
aired on Monday night.

Britain’s tabloid press pounced on

the man they call “Wacko Jacko.’*! 
The Sun said the “shocking confes-' 
sion” Jackson soroettroet slept in th^  ̂
same bed with childnra would end ' 
Jackson's career, while the p a l ly ' 
Express said Jaekson “fact» a ymve« 
of revulsion.” • * ’•

* , In 1993, Jackson was accused o f  
molesting a boy who had stayed'at 
his home. He denied the allegations, 
and no charges were laid.

When Bashir asked Jackson about 
his friendships with children, Jacjbsoh 
said: “I have slept in a bed with m an^  
children,” including actor Macaula^ 
Culkin and his brother Kiman.

“When you say ‘bed,’ you’re 
thinking sexual,” Jackson said. “It’s 
not sexual, we’re going to sleep. I 
tuck them in. ... It’s very charming,*  ̂
it’s very sweet.”

The singer has a S-year-old son. 
Prince Michael I, and 4-year-oId 
daughter, Paris, bora during his truir- 
riage to nurse Debbie Rowe, which 
ended in 1999. He also has an infant 
son. Prince Michael II, whose moth­
er has not been identified.

Cincinnati City Council expands 
penalties for hate crime law violators

CINCINNATI (AP) — The 
Cincinnati City Council has 
passed an expanded hate- 
crimes law that allows addi­
tional penalties for misde­
meanor crimes committed 
against a person based on sex­
ual orientation.

Under the law, a hate-crime 
chaige filed against someone 
charged with assault, for 
example, could effectively 
double the penalty if police 
believe the crime was based 
on sexual orientation.

The amendment, approved 
7-2 on Wednesday, also 
includes crimes based on gen­
der, age or physical or mental 
disability. The law already 
covered race, color, religion 
and national origin.

“It is an issue of tolerance 
... and, ultimately, it’s about 
being proud of our city,” said 
Councilman John Cranley, 
who introduced the amend­
ment. “It is standing up for the 

I dignity of all life.”
Most of the debate on the

law, which came Tuesday dur­
ing an emotional, three-hour 
meeting, focused on the sexu­
al orientation provision. 
Cincinnati is the only U.S. city 
with a charter amendment for­
bidding enactment or enforce­
ment of laws based on sexual 
orientation, according to the 
National Gay and Lesbian 
Task Force.

“A victory in Cincinnati is 
especially important because 
the city has a hostile reputa­
tion toward gay people,” said 
Seth Kilboum, national field 
director of the Washington- 
based Human Rights 
Campaign.

Opponents of the law said 
they will file a lawsuit chal­
lenging the change in the hate- 
crimes law and target its sup­
porters for defeat in the 
November election.

They contend that any laws 
specifically crafted to protect 
honxisexuals amount to spe­
cial rights not afforded to the 
general public.

The Tigers brought in an 
expected strong recruiting 
class, loaded with talent at posi­
tions from wide receiver and 
running back to linemen and 
defensive backs.

LSU coach Nick Saban said.

Saban did it by capitalizing 
on Louisiana’s wealth of home­
grown talent, then filling out 
his recruiting class with several 
top prospects from the neigh­
boring Gulf states and a big 
running back from Maryland.

“They have absolutely dom­
inated the state of Louisiana 
and reached into Florida, 
Mississippi and Texas and 
taken away blue chip athletes,” 
said Bobby Burton of 
Rivals.com.

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FBI says al-Qaida remains nation’s main threat
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Amid new concerns about a pos­
sible terrorist attack, the FBI 
says al-Qaida remains the para­
mount threat to hit targets in the 
United States even though it is 
weakened and scattered.

The new assessment, to be 
presented to Congress next 
week, says al-Qaida represents 
the gravest danger even though a 
number of Muslim extremist 
groups unconnected to the terror 
organization also are committed 
to “jihad.” or ht>ly war. against 
the United States, Israel and 
other countries.

The report comes amid new 
jitters about potential temvist 
attacks timed to coincide with 
the Hajj, the annual pilgrimage 
Muslims make to Mecca. ITie 
holy period begins Sunday.

It also comes as the United 
States amas.ses military power 
for a pbssible war with Iraq to 
force disarmament. .Secretary of 
State Colin Powell presented 
evidence to the United Nations 
on Wednesday to buttress the 
U.S. position, including asser­
tions that al-Qaida has some ties 
to Iraq.

The FBI’s central conclusion 
is that “al-Qaida led by Osama 
bin Laden remains, for the fore­
seeable future, the nu)st serious 
threat against the United .States," 
a government oHlcial fantiliar 
with a declassified version of the 
assessment said Wednesday.

Other terrorist gnxips pro­
vide “varying degrees of sup­
port” for al-Qaida but are less 
likely to strike within the United 
States, the report adds.

warning in the nation’s terrorism 
alert system, according to U.S. 
government officials speaking 
on condition of anonymity. It 
now stands at yellow, or elevat­
ed, which is the middle tier in a 
five-color system.

Gordon Johndroe,
spokesman fur the Homeland 
Security Department, said the 
threat level is evaluated daily 
and there are no immediate plans 
to raise it.

"We remain concerned about 
the continued al-Qaida activity 
overseas as well as al-Qaida 
sympathizers here in the United

Stalps,” he said “»wiild addi­
tional information and analysis 
develop requiring the threat 
level to be raised we will keep 
the American public informed as 
always.”

The government official 
declined to discuss whether the 
FBI assessment describes a 
greater danger of terrorism if the 
United States goes to war with 
Iraq.

But Germany's top countert­
errorism official. Interior 
Minister Otto Schily, told 
reporters Wednesday that such a 
war — which his government 
opposes — would inflame

Muslim extremists worldwide 
and increase the terror threat 

“If a war takes the
emotions will intensify,” said 
Schily, who met this week with 
Attorney General John Ashcioff 
and Homeland Security 
Secretary Tom Ridge. “It's a 
matter of concern. You can’t 
exclude repercussions.”

The FBI assessment, mo^ of 
which is classified, will be deliv­
ered to members of the House 
and Senate intelligence commit­
tees next week by FBI Director 
Robert Mueller. Originally 
promised in 2000, a version was 
completed just a day before the

Sqrt 11 terror attacks and has 
since been rewritten amid criti­
cism from Capitol Hill for the 
delay.

The report cites various U.S. 
intelligoice sources as evidence 
that al-Qaida c^jeratives around 
the world continue to discuss 
large-scale strikes against the 
United States. Al-Qaida is 
actively attempting to acquire 
chemical, biological, radiologi­
cal and even nuclear weapons, 
the report adds.

The organization remains 
viable despite being driven from 
its refuge in Afghanistan, the 
report says. It cites the October

nightclub bombing in Bali, 
ItKlonesia, that killed nearly 200 
and November attacks on a 
resort and airliner in Kenya as 
evidence the network can still 
inflict great damage.

The Kenya attacks occurred 
nearly simultaneously. A vehi­
cle packed with explosives 
plowed into a hotel, killing IS 
people. Minutes earlier, uniden­
tified assailants fired two mis­
siles at an Arkia Airlines 
Boeing 757, narrowly missing 
the charter aircraft as it took off 
from Mombasa airport with 
Israeli tourists returning to Tel 
Aviv.

'WASHINGTON TAP) — The productivity of 
U.S. companies dipped at an annual rate o f 0.2' 
porcent in the final quarter of 2002, the worst 
showing in more than a year, as the nation’s eco> 

LDpmk recovery faltered;
The decUtie came after productivity went up
‘a strong 5.3 percent annual rate in the third 

quarter, the Lgabor Department reported 
Thursday.

The fourth quarter’s performance marked the 
biggest decline in productivity since the first 
quarter 2001, when the economy was heading 
into>ijts first recession in a decade.

EWn with the fourth-quarter decline, produc­
tivity for all of 2002 grew by a stellar 4.7 per­
cent, the strongest showing since 1950, and a 
marked improvement over the 1.1 percent 
increased posted in 2001. Economists called 
2002’s performance impressive.

Analysts were predicting a slowdown in pro­
ductivity growth in the fourth quarter because 
the economy shifted into a lower gear during the 
period. The economy grew at a rate of just 0.7 
percent in the fourth quarter, a big slowdown 
form the brisk 4 percent rate registered in the 
third quarter.

“We had a rollercoaster year in the economy

and productivity followed closely,” said Joel 
Naroff of Naroff Eepnonue Advisers. “With min­
imal growth during the fourth quarter, it would 
have beeadifficult for businesses to adjust rapid­
ly and they didn’t.”

Naroff predicted productivity would rebound 
in the current quarter.

New claims for unemployment' benefits fell 
last week by a seasonally adjusted 11,000 to 
391,000. That marked a turnaround from the pre­
vious week when claims rose by 19,000.

The more stable, four-week moving average 
of claims, which smooths out weekly fluctua­
tions, last week dipped slightly to 384,750, the 
lowest level in more than two months.

While the latest jobless claims figures sug­
gested that the pace of layoffs may be'stabiliz­
ing, the job market, nonetheless, remains slug­
gish.

Economists believe the nation’s unemploy­
ment rate probably remained stuck at 6 percent 
in January, even as the economy added around 
69,000 jobs during the month. Such job growth 
would mark an improvement over December 
when payrolls were cut by 101,000, but still 
would be considered below normal. The govern­
ment will release January’s employment report 
on Friday.

Businesses, facing economic uncertainties, 
have been wary of making big commitments in

hiring and in capital spending. |
The decline in productivity in the fouith quar­

ter pushed up unit labor costs at a rate of 4.B per­
cent, the biggest increase since the third qu^er  
of 2000. That’s discouraging for companies tiy- 
ing to keep a lid on costs. In the third qut^er, 
unit labor costs dipped at a rate of 0.1 percent.

Workers didn’t fare as well in the fourth quar­
ter from the previous quarter. Hourly compensa­
tion adjusted for inflation rose at a rate of 2.2 
percent in the fourth quarter, down from a 3.4 
percent advance in the third quarter.

Federal Reserve Chairman Alan Greenspan 
and his colleagues have said they are optimistic 
about the long-term prospects of productivity 
growth, a key ingredient to the economy’s long­
term vitality.

Gains in productivity are a crucial ingredient 
to the economy’s long-term vitality. Healthy pro­
ductivity increases allow the economy to grow 
faster without triggering inflation. Businesses 
are able to pay woikers moiCi withouti raising 
prices, which would eat up those wage gains.

The Fed last week kept a key interest rate at a 
41-year low, with the hope that will spur con­
sumers and businesses to spend and invest more, 
helping the economy.

President Bush has offered a big package of 
tax cuts to energize the economy. Democrats 
have their own proposals.

Illin o is u n iversity  u n d er scru tin y  fo r  sa le  o f  b io tech  p igs
WASHINGTON (AP) 

Federal officials are con­
cerned that pigs that were sup­
posed to be destroyed after a 
genetic engineering study 
may have entered the nation’s 
f(H)d supply, even though they 
say there is no health risk.

The F(hh1 and Drug 
Administration said Wedne.sday 
it is investigating whether scien­
tists at the University of Illinois 
at Urb;ma-('hampaign violated 
regulations requiring them to 
destroy all pigs involved in the 
research.

fhe university may have 
sent .J86 of the animals to a 
livestock dealer who in turn 
may have sent them to 
slaughter, the FDA said.

“We do not believe that there 
is a public health risk,” said 
FD.A Deputy Commissioner 
Ixster Crawford.

The research involved 
increasing pigs' natural levels 
of some growth proteins pres­
ent in meat anyway. Crawford 
said.

Moreover, none of the pigs 
originally genetically manip­
ulated were sold, but rather it 
was their offspring, which 
purportedly passed multiple 
tests verifying the piglets 
hadn’t inherited changed 
genes.'

The FDA is trying to veri­
fy the genes were not inherit­
ed.

While playing down con­
cern about food safety, the 
FDA characterized the prob­
lem as a serious onè of scien­
tists possibly breaking rules 
necessary to ensure that bio­
engineering research is done 
properly. If the agency deter­
mines tho.se rules were indeed 
broken, it could impose fines 
or suspend other university 
research.

The University of Illinois 
called the FDA’s investiga­
tion a surprise to researchers 
who thought they were fol­
lowing federal rules and had 
openly discussed how they 
tested and sold the pigs. They

characterized it as a misun­
derstanding.

“Whatever requirements 
the FDA says are now in 
place, we’ll take it from here 
and we’ll meet them. We’ve 
done our best to exceed 
them,” said university 
spokesman Bill Murphy.

“ It’s another example 
where the United States gov­
ernment’s system for dealing 
with this new technology has 
failed the public,” said Carol 
Tucker Foreman, head of the 
Consumer Federation of 
America’s Food Policy 
Institute.

The Illinois experiment 
involved giving two genes, a 
cow gene and a synthetic one, 
to sows in hopes of increasing 
the mother’s milk production 
and her piglets’ ability to 
digest milk so they would 
grow faster, the university’s 
Murphy explained.

Shortly after new piglets 
are born, the university does 
extensive testing to see which 
of litter inherited that ability. 
In 2001, researchers told the 
FDA those pigs that multiple 
tests showed were not trans­
genic — normal pigs that 
were the grandchildren or

great-grandchildren of the 
originally engineered sows — 
were being sent to market, 
while those that did inherit 
genetic changes were kept for 
study, Murphy said.

The researchers reported 
their testing and market prac­
tice in scientific journals, he 
added. The university 
expressed surprise wherr FDA 
inspectors last week objected 
to the practice.

FDA’s Crawford said as a 
result of the incident, “we 
will be intensifying these 
inspections” of biotech 
researchers.

Dell rem oving floppys from  desktops
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AUSTIN (AP) — Roppy 
disk drives will soon be history 
at Dell Computer Corp.

The company plans to stop 
in.stalling the drives on high- 
end Dimension computers next 
month and offer them only as 
an option, Dell spokesman 
Lionel Menchaca said 
Wednesday.

For years, computer users 
stored data on pt>rtable 3-1/2- 
inch floppy disks. The plastic 
square disks can hold up to 
1 44-megabytes of information.

But Round Rock, Texas- 
based Dell has seen customers 
moving toward newer, larger 
capacity technology — espe­
cially portable hard drives and 
rewriteable CDs.

“The utility of a floppy disk 
is just no longer there for most 
users.” said Tim Bajarin. presi­
dent of Creative Strategies, a 
technology con.sulting firm in 
San Jose, Calif.

Roppy disks long ago ceded 
their turf as the delivery medi­
um for software — CD ROMs 
and the Internet now handle 
that task. And many people find 
a 1.44 MB di.sk too small to 
handle the daily data of a digital 
life — .photos, MP3 files, e- 
mail recofds.

Dell brand 16-megabyte 
USB flash memory drives will 
be offered standard in

Dimension’s high-end model 
first and the company will con­
sider making it available on all 
desktops depending on cus­
tomer response, Menchaca 
said. The keychain-sized USB 
drives will cost the same as 
floppy drives, he said.

“We’ve heard from other 
vendors that they’ve been actu­
ally questioning the need for 
floppy drives in light of the 
keychain storage devices that 
have come onto the market.” 
Bajarin said.

Persuading some desktop 
users to dnip the floppy could 
be a challenge, which is why 
Dell is moving slowly.

Menchaca said. The company 
no longer provides floppy 
drives on standard notebook 
computers.

Apple Computer Inc. 
stopped including floppy disk 
drives in Macintosh computers 
five years ago, and heard grum­
bles for years from some users. 
Other PC makers, including 
Hewlett-Packard, continue to 
offer floppy drives on desktops.

USB drives are considered 
“plug-and-go” because they 
plug into computers and soft­
ware is easily installed. Drivers 
are included in Windows XP, 
which comes standard on Dell’s 
desktops, Menchaca said.
