W hether you sw im  in the 
ocean, lake or in a pool, 
remember to  wash your 
bathing su it after sw im m ing 
each tim e. Salt, sand, 
chem icals, tanning lo tions 
and perspiration are hard on 
the garm ent.

Many 
bathing suits have m atching 
jackets or skirts tha t can be 
bought separately.

EMERGENCY HAY AND  
GRAZING

Due to  the recent drought 
conditions, Borden County 
p r o d u c e r s  h av e  been  
approved fo r emergency 
haying and grazing o f ACR. 
If interested, producers 
m ust file  a request w ith  th is 
o ffice  prior to  haying or 
grazing ACR. The rules are 
as fo llow s:
1. Only ACR owned or 
operated by the  applicant 
may be grazed or baled.
2. Only livestock owned by 
the applicant prior to  April 
18, 1984  w ill be e lig ib le to  
graze ACR fo r th e  remainder 
o f the non-grazing period or 
receive benefit fo r baled hay 
o ff ACR.
3. No baled forage or 
grazing from  th is  ACR may 
be sold or given to  another 
person.
4. A pp licant w ill need to  
provide us w ith  the number 
and type o f livestock to  
receive benefit from  the

em ergency  hay ing  and 
grazing o f ACR.

CROP CERTIFICATION
Ju ly  16 th  is the fina l date 

to  re p o r t S p rin g  and 
S u m m e r  seed.ed c r o p  
acreage and designate the 
1984  Acreage Conservation 
Reserve Acreage.

Ju ly  16th  is also the final 
date to  request and pay fo r 
the aerial measuring service.

If you request measuring 
service fo r the crops and not 
fo r the ACR, you m ust 
designate the ACR acreage 
by Ju ly  16th.

ACR m ust be cropland 
tha t was planted to  a small 
grain or row  crop in 2 o f the 
l a s t  3 y e a r s .  ( L a n d  
designated as set-aside in 
1982 or 1983  may be

considered as having been 
planted th a t year.).

Land tillage operations 
may be used tha t contro l the 
grow th  o f weeds, enhance 
soil m oisture co llection  and 
conservation, and prevent 
w ind  and w ater erosion. 
This includes, bu t is no t 
l i m i t e d  t o ,  s t u b b l e  
m ulching, mechanical or 
m inim al tillage, chiseling.

Emergency tillage may be 
used to  protect the soil from  
w ind erosion, in the event 
cover crops fa il to  develop 
adequate cover fo r soil 
protection.

The area designated fo r 
conservation use m ust be a 
m in im um  size o f 5 acres and 
have an average w id th  o f 1 
chain. (66 ').

The stim u lan t is cleared 
from  the blood at a much 
s lower rate in dogs than in 
man.

A g ita tion  and loss o f 
bladder contro l can be 
sym ptom s o f theobrom ine 
poisoning in dogs when 
seen a fte r they have eaten a 
large am ount o f chocolate.

A lso reported by TVM DL 
is the to x ic ity  associated 
w ith  ingestion o f excessive 
am ounts o f raw or cooked 
onions in dogs.

Veterinarians caution pet

owners to  avoid feeding 
onions and chocolate treats 
to  dogs, and to  keep 
chocolate in a safe place as a 
dog's sweet to o th  can be 
ju s t as pow erfu l as any 
"C h o co h o lic 's ".
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The koala bear is adapted to eat nothing but the euca­
lyptus tree.
