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Offices to become Action Center

Offices that were once used 
for storage and for the Pampa 
Community Services
Department in City Hall are 
now being cleaned out and 
cleaned up to be used as 
Action Central.

"It’s not a new idea," 
Pampa City Manager Mitch 
Grant said.

Back in the 1980s, a num­
ber of city offices were housed 
across the hall from the city 
manager’s office, but over the 
years, through changing

City resurrects centralized services area
administrations and differing 
priorities, they were moved to 
other areas in city hall and to 
other city facilities.

"It’s an Action Center," 
Grant said, walking through 
the freshly painted walls 
Tuesday afternoon. ‘It’s a 
system where people can call 
in or come in and find what 
they need."

The new Actit)n Center will 
house the Fire Marshal. Code 
Enforcement, .building offi­
cials, health officials and com­

munity services.
"It’s a clearing house.” 

Grant said.
He said there are times peo­

ple come to city hall and don’t 
know exactly who they need 
to sec concerning a problem or 
a question. The new Action 
Center is an effort to central- 
i/.e some of the people who 
are most often called upon.

“It makes them more acces­
sible," Grant said

For the most part, the new 
Action Center is simply mov­

ing people from remote 
offices to an office where they 
can be more easily found by 
the public.

"We re not talking about 
spending any money. ” Grant 
said.

But he said that the new 
center should make city staff 
more readily available to 
answer questions.

The four public access 
computers that had been locat­
ed in one area of what is now 
the Action C enter have been

moved to the foyer on the 
main fioor of city hall during 
the painting and renovation.

One of them will likelv 
remain there. Grant said The 
others will probably be moved 
back into the Action Center, 
possibly with additional uses.

(Jrant said he would like to 
be able to load the city ’s codes 
and rules onto the computers 
so the public could access 
them more easily, but the 
details of that haven’t been 
worked out yet.

■’Everybody’s pretty excit­
ed about the move," Cirant 
said.

Some power returns; new prodlems arise

Lights and air conditioners flipped 
on across a w ide swath of the north­
eastern United States and southern 
Canada on Friday, but the creaky 
power grid that blacked out 50 million 
people encountered new problems as it 
struggled back to life. Three deaths 
were linked to the blackout.

Officials working to understand the 
origins of the nation’s largest power 
outage increasingly focused on the 
Midwest.

Touring a national park north of Los 
Angeles, President Bush urged 
patience during the recovery and an 
overhaul of the power-sharing system 
that failed.

"It’s going to take a while to get l(K) 
percent of the power up, ” Bush said. 
"It’s a wake-up call. The grid needs to 
be modernized; the delivery systems 
need to be mtxlerniz.ed. We’ve got an 
antiquated system."

In Connecticut. Gov. John G. 
Rowland issued an emergency plea for 
residents to save power Friday morning 
after a slate transmission line fizzled. 
'There presently is Hisufficient capaci­
ty to remain a reliable power supply. ” 
John Willse, a spokesman for the gov­
ernor. said after a transmission line that 
feeds southwestern Connecticut went

down around 5;45 a m.
CTeveland weathered its worst water 

crisis in history as the blackout shut all 
four major pumping stations. The 
pumps which serve more than 1 million 
residents in the city and 20 suburbs 
began operating Friday morning, but 
the National Guard tanked in 7,6(K) 
gallons of drinking water to help until 
taps flowed again.

The Detroit water department, 
which serves much of southeast 
Michigan, was pumping about half its 
usual volume as officials worked to 
restart pumps. Lr>w pressure led offi­
cials to warn residents to conserve 
water and boil any for drinking or 
cooking.

Riackout brings out brighter, tighter side
NEW YORK (AP) — It wasn’t 

all chaos and angst across the 
nation’s great powerless swath, as 
thousands of people took a break 
from life’s hectic pace and paused to 
enjoy the lighter side of darkness.

In New York City, from 
Greenwich Village to midtown, a 
festival spirit filled the air. Along 
6th Avenue, people packed the side­
walks and spilled into the street. 
Candle-toting crowds gathered 
around street musicians, joining in 
song and swaying to the sounds.

A police officer outside Port 
Authority bus terminal directed traf­
fic with a maestro’s moves, saying 
“Thanks very much for waiting. I 
appreciate it." to brazen jaywalkers 
and then mouthing exaggerated 
obscenities to the giggling crowds

waiting patiently for their turn.
The good vibes stretched well 

beyond New York: In Lansing, 
Mich.. Cooley Law School student 
Anne Block celebrated with some 
classmates at a bar after finishing an 
exam by the little sunlight that fil­
tered through the classroom win­
dow.

“We were taking an exam and 
boom, the lights went out.” BltK'k 
said. “But I was determined to fin­
ish. I kept writing. I wanted an A'."

In the southern Connecticut town 
of Haddam. Jeannine and Kevin 
Wiese discovered a new way to heat 
bottles for their 9-month old baby: 
on the grill. Joanne Margnelli read 
gardening magazines by the light of 
lanterns. “And I’ve been enjoying

Erika gathering strength

Hundreds spend night in Texas 
waiting for flights to Northeast

That wasn't true for some 
Texas based businesses with 
ties to the Northwest.

Hurt Worth-based American 
Airlines grounded an undeter­
mined number of flights in 11 
airports, including four m the 
New York City area. 
.Spokesman Tim Wagner said 
some eastbound. planes 
stopped down m St. Louis.

Other tlighfs on their way 
to the Northeast were landed 
with the help of air traffic con­
trollers on backup power, 
Wagner said.

H o u s t o n - b a s e d 
('ontmental's Cleveland and 
Newark. N.J., hubs were hit by 
the outage, and flights were 
continuing on backup power, 
spokesman Rashaan Johnson 
said.

Dallas-based Southwest 
spokesman Ed Stewart said the 
company had seven flights 
canceled . at Islip. N.Y., 
Cleveland and Detroit. Some 
passengers had to wait until 
Friday to get on their planes.

“We're going to treat them 
just like this was a bad snow 
day," Stewart said.

Other Texas companies said 
they have contingency plans 
for power failures.

Houston based El Paso 
Corp.. the nation's largest nat­
ural gas pipeline company, has 
auxiliary generators along its 
58,000-mile system, said 
spokeswoman Norma Dunn. 
The company can bum its own 
gas to drive the generators.

BROWNSVILLE (AP) — Tropical Storm 
Erika's race we.stward caught Gulf Coast resi­
dents by surprise Friday, sending vacationers, 
farmers and fishermen scrambling from the 
unusually abrupt onset of the storm.

The National Hurricane Center issued a hur­
ricane warning Trom Brownsville to Baffin Bay 
at 10 a m. CDT, with a tropical storming warn­
ing extending north to Port O'Connor. The 
Mexican government issued a hurricane warn­
ing from the U.S. border south to La Pesca.

“I sure don't recall one moving this fast,” 
said Harley Londrie. manager of ZimCo Marine 
Inc. on Port Isabel, who spent Friday morning 
calling his Beet of 23 boats fn from spots 
around the Gulf. He advised some to turn north, 
dtK-'king near Galveston.

"It's moving so fast they'll otherwise be 
right in the middle of it," he said.

Forecasters said that at 10 a.m. Friday the 
storm wds moving west at 23 mph, with winds 
increasing from 40 to 50 mph. Erika was about 
235 miles southeast of the mouth of the 
Mississippi River and less than 375 miles east 
of Brownsville.

High winds, heavy rains, and storm surges of 
three to six feet were expected, with a possible 
upgrade to category 1 hurricane status by early 
Saturday morning landfall.

Category 1 is the least-severe, a hurricane 
with winds of 95 mph or less.

If the storm doesn't change course, its trajec­
tory was expected to bring it in south of 
Brownsville as soon as Saturday morning.

Texas Division of Emergency Management 
officials were meeting Friday morning to devel­
op a hurricane plan, spokesman William Ayres 
said. He declined further comment until after 
that meeting.

NWS meteorologist Ramon Sierra said the 
storm could bring several inches of rain to 
Brownsville, but said that's a "tough call."

The four to six inches threatened to devastate

the 35 percent of the remaining cotton harvest 
still in the fields, said Hollis Sullivan of the 
General Valley Co-Op Oil Mill.

“You can't do anything if the cotton is wet,” 
he said. "Some of them are out in the fields now 
picking and stripping.”

The storm's surprising speed meant farmers 
could only do so much, he said. Even where the 
crop was ready to be harvested, the equipment 
might not be ready and there might not be 
enough workers.

Business owners along the coast were 
preparing to close early and begin boarding up.

Raymond Moreno, manager of Pirate’s 
Landing restaurant on the bay at Port Isabel, 
said workers were “more or less getting ready,” 
even as tourists continued fishing on the restau­
rant’s piers.

"I thought it was going to scare people away, 
but people are going out there to fish,” he said.

Campers at Cameron County’s South Padre 
Island recreational vehicle park were being 
advised of the storm, with officials warning the 
predicted high winds would be strong enough to 
tip trailers over.

Officials were coordinating emergency 
plans, and the Coast Guard was on guard.

Brownsville residents apparently were wait­
ing for a more definitive warning before pack­
ing up on supplies. Business remained light 
aEriday morning at stores such as Home Depot, 
Kmart and Wal-Mart Supercenter.

“I guess with Claudette the last go-around, 
people arc really hesitating on buying early,” 
said Alan Le Grice, a Kmart manager in 
Brownsville. “It's kind of a late thing. Once 
they know for sure, they’ll react. I’m sure we’ll 
see a little more activity as the day progresses.”

Rafael Flores, the Harlingen Home Depot 
assistant store manager said he tex) was sur­
prised by the light morning store traffic.

‘T d  thought it would have been really mov­
ing by now,” he said.

B l a c k o u t
bly hard to get us through 

the night safely,” Bloomberg 
said.

In Canada's capital, Ottawa, ' 
police reported 23 cases of 
kxTting, along with two deaths 
possibly linked to the blackout 
— a pedestrian hit by a car and 
a fire victim.

In Michigan, some cus­
tomers may have to endure a 
weekend without electricity. 
Everywhere officials urged 
residents, businesses and trav­
elers to cope with the incon­
venience. ,

“This is truly one of the 
instances where we’re all in 
this together,” Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm of Michigan said 
during a statewide address 
Thursday night. “So be calm, 
be supportive of your neigh­
bor.” State workers in 
Michigan’s capitol, Lansing, 
were told to report to work 
Friday but in harder-hit Detroit 
to the east, they were ordered 
to stay home.

While terrorism was swiftly 
ruled out by President Bush 
and other officials, there was 
scant indication of what had 
caused the outage, which 
began on the cusp of 
Thursday’s afternoon rush 
hour in Eastern cities.

“We had some indication 
that the first transmission lines 
that were tripped were in the 
Midwest,” said Michehl Gent, 
president of the North 
American Electric Reliability 
Council.

Gent, whose nonprofit 
council was formed after the 
1965 Northeast blackout to 
promote the reliability of the 
bulk electric systems, backed 
off his initial statement that the 
blackout was triggered by an 
event in Ohio. But he said 
signs do point to the Lake Erie 
Loop power circuit, which 
runs from New York into 
Detroit and Canada, around 
Niagara Falls and then back 
down into New York.

“1 hesitate to say that’s the

cause, but that’s the center of 
the focus,” Gent said. The path 
along Lake Erie and Lake 
Ontario has always been “a 
big, big problem.” On 
Thursday afternoon, power 
headed east along the line and 
then nine seconds later surged 
backward, Gent said.

New York Independent 
System Operator president 
William Museler said huge 
power fluctuations originating 
from a Midwest power plant 
started the downfall of the 
grid. He said the power swings 
became so large that the 
Ontario, Canada, system could 
not sustain them, and the prob­
lem migrated to New York.

The New York Independent 
System Operator, which runs 
the state’s wholesale electricity 
market and monitors power 
usage, said it had detected a 
sudden loss of power genera-, 
tion at 4:11 p.m.

More generally, industry 
and government experts 
blamed a system composed of 
interconnected grids that has 
not been upgraded to meet 
power demands.

The disruptions were as 
diverse as they were wide­
spread.

A small explosion at the 
Marathon Oil refinery 10 miles 
south of Detroit was blamed 
on the outage which cut power 
to a pump, allowing a buildup 
of gasses that ultimately 
exploded in a smokestack. No 
one was hurt but f>olice fearing 
additional explosions or possi­
ble release of toxic gas evacu­
ated hundreds of residents 
from a one-mile radius around 
the refinery.

In New York City, thou­
sands of stranded commuters 
were forced to sleep in bus and 
train terminals and even in the 
streets. Hundreds of out-of- 
towners at the Marriott 
Marquis slept on sidewalks 
because the hotel did not have 
a generator to power its elec­
tronic room keys.

In Sudbury, Ontario, 210 
miles north of Toronto, more

said.
On New York’s tony Park 

Avenue, civilians, bathed in 
tail-light red, helped direct 
traffic.

Edna Nassimi, a jeweler 
who had closed her nearby 
shop, applauded their efforts. 
“Bravo" she said. “It’s some­
thing — in this heat — it’s 
something magical.”

In Times Square, a man in 
a charcoal-gray suit enter­
tained a crowd with an 
impromptu standup comedy 
routine. Surrounded by traffic, 
he held up a piece of paper 
hand lettered with “Long 
Island,” and thumbed theatri­
cally in some direction.

“Lm thinking out of the 
box!” said David Eisenberg.

“You’re also pointing 
south,” retorted passer-by

Stuart Blaustein. “You want to 
go east. Or else Long Island 
becomes even longer.”

In Brooklyn, a man hawk­
ing sparkly, battery-powered 
balls shouted “Be seen! Be 
seen!” Raucous laughter 
ensued when the pitch drew a 
passerby’s snarky reply: “Be 
shot at!”

“It’s like a rock concert,” 
said Maria Drattel as she 
stepped off the ferry from 
Weehawken, N.J., into a thick 
crowd of commuters. People 
immediately beckoned para­
medics when one woman 
fainted, and five officers cart­
ed another woman into a 
police van after she apparent­
ly suffered a seizure.

Observing a ferry worker 
with a megaphone attempting 
crowd control, Drattel 
quipped: “We have Moses 
over here trying to part the 
Red Sea.”

than 100 miners at a nickel 
mine were stranded in under­
ground lunchrooms because 
the outage halted elevators to 
bring them to the. surface, but 
authorities said they werd not 
in immediate danger because 
they had water and backup 
power was running the ventila­
tion system.

In Cleveland, the loss of 
power wasn’t the only prob­
lem. About 1.5 million resi­
dents faced a crisis because 
there was no electricity to 
pump water from Lake Erie. At 
least three Eastern suburbs 
were out of water and officials 
said Western suburbs could go 
dry.

With ’ sewage treatment 
plants blacked out, untieated 
waste releases forced the clos­
ing of beaches in New York 
City and Cleveland.

About 540,000 custorhers 
in Ohio were without power, 
mostly in the Cleveland area.

In New jersey, where more 
than 1 million homes and busi- 
nes.ses lost power at the peak 
of the outage, all but 50,000 
had been restored by 5:30 a.m. 
Friday and full service was 
expected a few hours later. 
Northern New Jersey com­
muter railroads and buses 
announced limited to full serv­
ice Friday.

In Connecticut, where near­
ly 310,000 customers served 
by two power companies lost 
pt)wer, all but about 53,000 
had service restored by early 
Friday.

But in New York, where 
early estimates had 80 percent 
of the state without power, the 
percentage only dropped to 
some 60 percent near mid­
night.

Despite the outages in 
Manhattan, New York’s finan­
cial markets had no intention 
of shutting down.

The New York Stock 
Exchange and Nasdaq 
resumed stock trading on 
schedule Friday morning, but 
the American exchange 
delayed trading because prob­
lems at a Consolidated itdison 
substation prevented aii condi­
tioning from reaching the trad­
ing fl(X)r.

However, businesses from 
Manhattan through the 
Midwest were anxious about 
technical glitches and more 
power outages a day after the 
biggest blackout in U.S. histo­

Lockerbie settlement may end 
U.S. sanctions against Libya

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — For years, Libyan 
leader Moammar Gadhafi has been trying to 
get into America’s good graces. He Con­
demned the Sept. 11 attacks, arrested Islamic 
militants and handed over two Libyans for trial 
in the 1988 bombing of a Pan Am jumbo jet 
over Lockerbie, Scotland. ‘

Washington wasn't moved.
But Libya’s agreement on a financial settle­

ment with the families of the 270 Lockerbie 
victims could finally open the most important 
door that has remained closed to Gadhafi: the 
lifting of U.S. sanctions that have kept 
American oil companies away from Libyan oil 
fields.

The U.S. government has not commented 
on the Lockerbie settlement announced 
Wednesday by lawyers for the victims’ fami­
lies. A State Department official, speaking on 
condition of anonymity, said Thursday that the 
administration had not reached any decisions 
on sanctions.

Libyan Foreign Minister Abdel-Rahman 
Shalqam made clear Thursday that the 
Lockerbie agreement is part of the drive for 
international rehabilitation that Gadhafi began 
in the mid-1990s.

Shalqam said that if Washington did not lift

the sanctions it imposed in 1986 and remove 
Libya’s name from the State Department list of 
states that support terrorism, his country 
would pay only half the agreed $2.7 billion in 
compensation to the Lockerbie families.

“We accepted this only after we got the nec­
essary guarantees from the other parties,” he 
told reporters in Tripoli, Libya’s capital. He 
did not elaborate.

Under the agreement outlined by lawyers, 
Libya was supposed to transfer the $2.7 billion 
into an escrow account by Thursday and fol­
low up with a letter to the United Nations 
admitting responsibility for the Lockerbie 
attack.

Friday is the target for the United States and 
Britain to send letters saying Libya has met 
requirements for formally ending suspended 
U.N. sancticins, for Britain to circulate a draft 
resolution on lifting those sanctions and for 
the State Department to hold a meeting with 
victims’ families, U.N. diplomats said.

“Th*e Libyans have a lot to gain,” said 
Jeremy Binnie, Middle East editor for Jane’s 
Sentinel Security Assessments magazine in 
London. “They want the sanctions to be 
dropped against their country and to re-engage 
with the rest of the world.”

Democrats say redistricting 
orchestrated at White House

AUSTIN (AP) — With a 
band of Democratic lawmakers 
refusing to end their self- 
imposed exile. Republicans are 
considering a new piece of 
arm-twisting: Yanking the
rebels’ parking spaces, cell 
phones and other privileges.

Denying parking privileges 
to boycotting senators and their 
staffs as well as cell phones and 
office purchases until fines are 
paid are among the penalties 
tentatively approved Thursday 
by Senate Republicans, accord­
ing to an e-mail sent to several 
Senate staffers and obtained by 
The Associated Press.

Other penalties mentioned 
in the e-mail include limiting 
postage to $200 a month, tak­
ing floor passes away from 
staffers and prohibiting the 
printing of letterhead and 
newsletters.

In Albuquerque, N.M., 
where the Democrats are stay­
ing, Sen. Leticia Van de Putte 
of San Antonio called the 
penalties “petty.”

She said parking privileges 
and other things the 
Republicans want to take away 
were fairly minor. For exam­
ple. she said she does not have

a state cell phone and that vol­
unteers have already agreed to 
provide parking and rides to 
the Capitol in Austin.

But she said anything they 
do to limit her office is not a 
personal attack but one against 
her constituents.

“At leat they're being con­
sistent,” Van de Putte said. 
“They just don’t understand 
they’re hurting people.”

A source who spoke on con­
dition of anonymity said the 
penalties, which would be for­
mally adopted on Friday, 
would kick in five days after 
fines approved earlier this 
week began to accrue on 
Thursday.

A spokesman for Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst said no deci­
sion on penalties had been 
made during a two-hour con­
ference call about how to 
enforce the fines.

“I am not going to comment 
on that meeting.” said 
Dewhurst spokesman Dave 
Beckwith.

The 11 boycotting Texas 
Democrats have been staying 
at a hotel since July 29, in 
protest of Republican-led 
efforts to redraw the state’s

congressional lines. They say 
they will ignore the fines 
imposed for their absence. The 
fines started at $1,000 for 
Thursday and will double for 
each day missed, not to exceed 
$5,000 a day!

In the hotel conference 
rortm where they work, new 
signs have been posted. One 
stated it was Day One of the 
“Republican poll tax” and that 
each Texas senator owed 
$1,000, and the second reads, 
“The Texas Senate proudly 
accepts:” followed by imprints 
of major credit cards.

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Class on Revelation begins Sept.lO
Beginning Sept. 10, Pastor 

Mike Sublett will be teaching a 
class on the book of Revelation 
called "The Apocalypse of Jesus 
Christ" from 7:30 p.m. to 8:30 
p.m., Wednesdays, at Hi-Land 
Christian Church, 1615 N.

Texas (AP) — It’s been four 
years since Texas A&M had a 
1,000-yard rusher. Coach 
Dennis Franchione thinks it’s 
time for another.

Franchione, beginning his 
first season at Texas A&M, 
has some potentially explo- 
sive'choices — complete with 
nicknames — to get the 
Aggies mnning again after 
last season’s rushing attack, 
which ranked 92nd in the 
nation.

They call themselves 
Derek “The Pounder” Farmer, 
Courtney “Cadillac” Lewis 
and Jason “Slasher” Carter 
and they are ready to fill the 
Aggies’ quota for ground 
yards.

“At any time Derek,

Courtney or myself can hit 
you for big plays.” Carter 
said. “We call Courtney 
‘Cadillac’ because he's so 
smooth the way he runs and 
Derek he just pounds ytxi and 
pounds you and then he 
breaks. Tm the ‘Slasher’ 
because of my moves. It’s 
hard to hit me at the line of 
scrimmage.”

Franchione's desire for a 
1.000-yard rusher has given 
them a goal.

“We tease each other about 
the nicknames but we back 
each other KX) percent," 
Carter said. "There is a lot of 
chemistry between us.”

Maybe that should be 
1 ,(X)0 percent.

“We hope either all of us 
get 1,000 yards or at least two

of us and the other will he 
close to it. ” Carter said. "Wc 
don't care who gets it. we just 
want to get the job done. 
We’re going to have our 
chances."

Improving the Aggies run­
ning game is a high priority 
for Franchione.

"We haven’t had a l.(KK) 
yard rusher at A&M since 
1998 and we need to have that 
again,” Franchione said. "For 
us to become a really gotxi 
offense, we're going to be 
able to utilize these receivers 
but there will come a time 
when we’re going to run the 
football.

"When wc get to that 
point, then we’ll be even 
harder to defense." '

Big time runners once

were commonplace in the 
A&M ottensive attack. In the  ̂
1990s. the Aggies had five 
l.(HK)-yard rushers and two 
others were close to that 
mark.

Dante Hall's 1.024 yards m 
1998 was the last such per-

formance.
Last season, the Aggies 

ranked’ ahead of only Baylor 
and Texas Tech in Big 12 
rushing with 118.2 yards per 
game. Their 16 rushing touch­
downs tied for 11th in the 
leaeue with Bavlor.

Shoulder-fired, surface-to- 
air missiles similar to the ones 
involved in a sting operation 
this week are relatively inex­
pensive and chillingly easy to 
buy. said Jonathan Stevenson, 
an arms control analyst with 
the London-based
International Institute of 
Strategic Studies.

There are thousands of 
them out there, and they 're fair­
ly easy to procure — lit least 
the cruder versions,” Stevenson 
said.

" There are 4.(XK) to 5.(HK) of 
these missiles around Iraq. 
Africa is full of unregulated 
weapons left over from Cold 
War sponsorships, and the 
Hasten! Huropeans are major 
league gun merchants. They're 
probably not a lot harder than 
buying a shotgun in places 
where there effectively is no 
government."

In fact, experts say it's 
amazihg the world hasn't seen 
more attempts to down air­
planes.

One reason may be that the 
rockets are still rather conspic­
uous when being fired.

I’hey also aren't very accu­
rate. and they were designed to 
take out helicopters and small­
er military aircraft, not jumbo 
jets with powerful engines. 
Kgyptian forces fired hundreds 
of SA-7s at Israeli bombers 
during the I97.J Arab-Israeli 
war, and most of the bombers 
survived the assaults, which 
experts say may have discour­
aged their wider use by terror­
ists.

In the past, the main threat 
to commercial flights was 
hijackings — long, drawn-out 
affairs that guaranteed terror­
ists days of publicity without 
risking the kind of universal 
condemnation that mass mur­
der would inspire.

But because airport security 
was tightened considerably' 
after Sept. H; making hijack­
ings harder, some experts think 
terrorists may be rethinking the 
missifes.

'I'he rix;ket at the center of  ̂
Tqe.sday 's arrest of British sus­
pect Hemant I,akhani was a 
deactivated Russian SA-18 Igla 
missile. Weapons experts say 
the Igla is the most sophisticat­
ed. accurate and hard-to-obtain 
portable rocket.

But there are other choices 
for terrorists, including the 
Aioerican-made, Stinger shoul­
der-fired missile.

Intelligence officials say 
hundreds of Stingers are in 
Afghanistan, sent there by the 
U S. government in the 1980s " 
to help the Afgshan resistance to 
Soviet occupation. Stingers 
also are said to be Common­
place in the former Yugoslavia.

I'here are also thousands of 
a class of missile known as the 
SA-7 Cirail, which is also 
called the Strel'a. or Arrow, in 
Russia, ¡"hey have been pro­
duced in Russia, Eastern 
Europe, China, the former 
Yugoslavia. Egypt and other 
countries. Some have sold for 
as little as ,S30(), according to 
IJ.S. intelligence.

"There's a considerable 
number of these sloshing 
about on the market. You can 
get the latest version or a 20- 
year-old rocket." said Wing 
Cmdr. Andrew Brookes, a 
weapons expert and a former 
reconnaissance pilot for 
Britain's Royal Air Eorce.

“The big question is how 
many of them have been 
bought by the bad guys. They 
wouldn't need many. A 
dozen would do the trick for 
terrorists trying to achieve 
their main objective: to strike 
fear into the general popula­
tion .’

Last November, terrorists 
fired two surface-to-air mis­
siles that barely mis.sed an 
Israeli charter airliner taking 
off from the airport in 
Mombasa. Kenya, with 
tourists returning to Israel. AI-*

Qaida claimed responsibility 
for the attempt.

In 19.^8, rebels in Congo 
' used a shoulder-fired SA-7 

missile to ¡»hoot down a jetliner 
carrying 40 civilians. There 
were no survivors.

“Clearly, there’s an interest 
in bringing down a commercial 
airliner. It’s probably inevitable 
that it will be tried again,”

Former top NASA administrator 
Goldin to head Boston University

BOSTON (AP) — 
Eormer NASA administra­
tor Daniel S. Goldin will be 
the next president of 
Boston University.

Goldin. 63. accepted the 
school’s offer Thursday and 
will take over at the school, 
the nation’s fourth largest 
independent university with 
29.000 students, on Nov. 1.

The university had 
picked Goldin from a pool 
of 50 candidates after a 
yearlong search, and had 
offered him ' the position 
last month.

“I’m just a kid from the 
Bronx,” said Goldin, cur­
rently a fellow at the 
Neurosciences Institute in 
San Diego. “I still feel that 
way. and nothing energizes 
me and excites me like talk­
ing to young people"

Boston University has 
been without a president 
since John Westling's resig­
nation last summer.

Chancellor John Silber. 
who had been president 
from 1971 to 1996, 
resumed the president’s 
duties over the past year.

Goldin served as NASA 
adm inistrator longer than 
anyone else, from April 
1992 to November 2001.

His “faster. better, 
cheaper” philosophy of 
building and flying space­
craft came under fire from 
some critics who said 
Goldin's approach endan­
gered the space shuttle and 
other programs. Goldin left 
NASA more than a year 
before the Columbia disas­
ter.

He will earn more than 
.$600.000 a year in salary, 
benefits, and deferred com­
pensation. The Boston 
Globe quoted an unidenti­
fied source as saying.

Scorching summer melts Italian resistance to AC
ROME (AP) — From babyhood, 

Italians are steeped in old wives* tales 
that cold air can be bad for your 
health, particularly in the summer.,

With the air of self-appointed sav­
iors, the first thing many Italians do 
when climbing aboard an air-condi­
tioned city bus is open all the win­
dows. Foreigners asking waiters to 
turn up the A/C have long been 
viewed as modern-day barbarians.

But Italian resistance to air condi­
tioners has started to melt.

Those who manufacture, install or 
sell air conditioners say the last few 
blistering summers — including this 
season's scorcher, Italy’s hottest in 
some 50 years — have speeded up 
what had been a slow erosion of 
national bias against air conditioning.

“We’ve sold out, and more than 
once already this season,” said Mose’ 
p i  Veroli in his appliance store 
Cucciollo in Rome’s historic center.

De’Longhi SpA, a major Italian 
appliance maker, said there was such a 
boost in demand this year that it 
diverted to the Italian market some air 
conditioners that had been destined 
for the Southern Hemisphere, where 
summer is still months away.

“In the last 10 years we went from 
selling 2,0(X) to 3,000 air conditioners 
to 70,000” a year in Italy, said Luca 
Farci, sales manager for air condition­
ing systems for Samsung Electronics 
Italia SpA, based in Milan.

From last year to this year alone, 
there was a 30 percent jump in 
demand, Farci said.

Guglielmo Rota, a- software pro­
grammer in Rome, said he broke 
down and purchased an air condition­
er in July. He used to reason that it 
didn’t pay to fork out more than 
$1,150, the going price for a top brand 
and installation.

In past summers, “for 10 days you 
suffer,” said Rota. But he’s convinced 
the climate is changing and heat 
waves will last months, not daysl

Decio Oberholtzer, a urologist 
whose Rome duplex penthouse fills 
with heat like a double-decker oven in 
summer, considers himself a pioneer. 
He bought his first air conditioner 20 
years ago and this year he bought two.

“I believe getting a backache or a 
cold is better than suffering the heat,” 
said Oberholtzer, referring to widely 
held Italian beliefs that a blast of cold 
air can harm you.

Samsung’s Farci says the rapidly 
increasing embrace of air conditioning 
for homes also reflects Italians' desire 
for a higher standard of living, despite 
a sluggish economy.

“You have to think, five or six years 
ago Italians didn’t even use air condi­
tioning in their cars,” said Farci.

While much of northern Europe 
shrugs off air conditioning because 
hot weather there is usually brief, 
Italy, at the continent’s southern end, 
seemed for generations to accept 
sweating through summers as a way of 
life.

“But life went a little slower then,” 
said Renata Suriano, who works at a 
two-year-old shop in Rome doing 
brisk business in air conditioner sales 
and installation.

Yet a myriad of regulations could 
crimp air conditioning’s expansion.

Italy’s main business daily, II Sole- 
24 Ore, devoted an entire page recent­
ly to the intricacies of laws limiting 
where condominium owners can 
install air conditioners. Historic city 
centers have even stricter rules.

The nation’s expensive and often 
inadequate supply of electricity also 
complicates the quest for cool.
