Judge: Health worker denied care to insane man

HOUSTON (AP) — Because a man who
gouged his girlfriend’s eyes with a knife was
released from supervision without a court’s
permission, a judge has found a state mental
health provider in contempt of court.

Leon Evans, Center of Health Care
Services executive director, was determined
Monday to be in violation of State District
Judge Debbie Mantooth Stricklin’s order to
find proper outpatient care for Nathan Dale
Campbell in Bexar County.

Campbell, 29, was acquitted in 1997 after
a jury found he was legally insane when he
attacked girlfriend Kristen West the previ-
ous year, blinding her in one eye and perma-
nently damaging her sight in the other.
Campbell received treatment as an inpatient
at the Kerrville State Hospital, until earlier
this year when doctors there determined he
was well enough for outpatient treatment.

Evans could be jailed for failing to com-
ply with Stricklin’s order. A hearing on sanc-
tions against him is scheduled for 11 a.m.
Tuesday.

The health care center’s director of legal
services, Kathleen Cordova, said the facility
that contracts with the state to provide men-

tal health care does not have the resources
available to find appropriate care for
Campbell and can’t find the care in Bexar
County. Cordova also said Stricklin did not
have jurisdiction to order the center to find
Campbell care in the County.

Texas’ 14th Court of Appeals has been
urged by the center to rule on Stricklin's
jurisdiction in the case. The center also
requested the state Supreme Court to con-
sider the issue.

But Kevin Keating, Harris County assis-
tant district attorney. said testimony in
Monday's hearing showed the services
Campbell needed were available in Bexar
County. Prosecutors have also taken the
position that Stricklin can order care for
Campbell in Bexar County.

Campbell, who has bipolar disorder,
has been committed to state hospitals
since 1997. He has said he thought West's
eyes were demons. He was accused of
choking her and cutting her eyes with a
steak knife after she refused his marriage
proposal.

Coach Dave Bliss failed in his attempt
to turn Baylor University's basketball
team into a major’power. On Aug. 8, he
resigned amid accusations of payoffs,
players’ drug use and other improper
activities, all brought to the-forefront
during media attention resulting from the
tragedy. of one of his players killing
another.

Baylor President Robert Sloan rightly
placed Baylor's basketball program on
probation for two years and ordered
changes in the drug-testing protocol for
Baylor athletes; the NCAA might require
moré. But, oddly enough, Baylor's prob-
lems n trying to gain athletic fame point
to parallel questions about its ambitious

Baylor 2012" plan to be ranked a first-
tier school academically at the same time
it regains a Christian footing.

Baylor is the only private university
in the Big 12, one of the six (soon to be
five) top athletic conferences in the
country. All of these conferences are
largely made up of state universities that
can rely on legislatures and state pride to
help out in budget crunch time. Baylor is
in the wrong léague.

Sure. Baylor can point to private uni-
versities, such as Vanderbilt in the
Southeastern Conference, that go up
against state university competition. The
private schools expect few champi-
onships and treasure the unusual year
when everything comes up roses, as it
did tor Northwestern in Big Ten football
a while back. They also tend to be aca-
demically prestigious places with high-
paid alumni and high-end endowments.

Could Baylor be such a place, for the

Israelis, Palestinians discuss withdrawal
from West Bank towns amid differences

JERUSALEM - (AP) — Prime
Minister Ariel Sharon met early Tuesday

with his defense minister and chief of

staff to prepare a list of demands to pres-
ent to the Palestinians as conditions for a
withdrawal from two West Bank towns,
[sraeli radio reported.

The withdrawal from Qalgiliya and
Jericho- was originally planned to take
place Tuesday but was delayed when the
sides failed to agree on the details.

Israeli and Palestinian security offi-
cials were set to resume talks on the han-
dover Tuesday, two days- after negotia-
tions hit snags on the issues of roadblocks
and efforts to rein in Islamic militants.
Palestinian security chief Mohammed
Dahlan said he expected the talks to con-
clude that same day.

Israeli newspapers reported the pull-
out could take place Wednesday or
Thursday. An army spokesman said the
withdrawal could take place in the next
few days.

Also Tuesday, Palestinian Prime
Minister Mahmoud Abbas was to meet
with leaders of the Islamic Jihad and
Hamas in the Gaza Strip to support a del-
icate cease-fire declared by militants
seven weeks ago.

Israeli Foreign Minister Silvan
Shalom said Israel needs a guarantee that
the planned troop pullback from four

West Bank towns won’t free Palestinians
to resume attacks.

“If there isn’t full assurance that terror
won'’t originate from those cities, the plan
won’t move forward,” Shalom said. “The
Palestinians have to assert their authori-
y."

Dahlan and Israeli Defénse Minister
Shaul Mofaz have agreed in principle on
an Israeli handover, within two weeks, of
the towns of Jericho, Qalqiliya, Tulkarem
and Ramallah.

Ramallah holds particular importance
for the Palestinians because Yasser Arafat
has been holed up in his headquarters
there for nearly two years, besieged in a
compound that has been mostly
destroyed by the Israel army in an
attempt to isolate the Palestinian leader.

The Palestinians insist that Israel
remove all roadblocks ringing the two
towns, to help ease the lives of the resi-
dents. At present, there are no soldiers in
Jericho and Qalqiliya, and the check-
points are the only sign of an Israeli pres-
ence.

“What we need now is a comprehen-
sive Israeli withdrawal without check-
points,” Dahlan told the Palestinian par-
liament Monday.

Israel refuses to remove all check-
points, citing security reasons. The road-
blocks were erected across the West
Bank in response to an upsurge of fight-
ing in the past three years, and have
become a major irritation to Palestinians

because they can turn a trip that previous-
ly took a matter of minutes into an hours-
long ordeal.

Israeli negotiators have been dissatis-
fied so far with Palestinian proposals for
keeping wanted Palestinians in check, an
Israeli security source said on condition
of anonymity Monday.

In weekend meetings with Dahlan,
Mofaz dropped a demand that the
Palestinians round up all wanted mili-
tants and confine them to the generally
quiet West Bank town of Jericho. Instead,
they will be able to remain in their towns,
Palestinian officials said. Dahlan pledged
to keep the militants in line.

The agreement was reached just as an
internationally sponsored “road map”
plan to peace and Palestinian statehood
by 2005 was in jeopardy due to growing
violence.

Palestinian militants carried out two
suicide attacks last week, killing two
Israelis, in revenge for deadly Israeli
arrest raids. Islamic Jihad threatened
more attacks to avenge the killing of a
senior operative in a shootout with
troops. Israel says he was planning a
bombing. >

Yet the militants have also said they
will return to observing a three-month
truce they declared June 29 once they feel
a score has been settled. The truce was
declared by Hamas, Islamic Jihad and
Arafat’s Fatah movement, though Fatah
renegades have not observed it.

“They’re cleaner;, and if
they go off line, there won’t
be a ripple effect,” said
Clemmer, whose organiza-
tion has proposed that 20
percent of U.S. electricity be
supplied by renewable ener-
gy by 2020.

However, Gavin
Donohue, executive director
of the Independent Power
Producers of New York, said
environmentalists  should
accept the fact that expanded
transmission and generating
facilities also are needed.

“This blackout covered
9,300 square miles and
affected 50 million people,”
Donohue said. “Renewable
energy and conservation are
an important part of the solu-
tion, but it’s laughable to say
they could have made up the
difference of what occurred
here.”

Jack Gibbons, chairman
of the Ontario Clean Air
Alliance, said any new
power plants constructed in
the province should be
fueled by natural gas or
other relatively clean energy.

“The people of -North
America are going to
demand a more reliable sup-
ply, and also cleaner air,” he
said. “Wind power, natural
gas, water power — people
in those businesses will seize
the opportunity. The coal-
burning power industry will
try to do that also, but ulti-
mately they will fail,
because their competitors

[ro—r - e e —

have the better option.”

Air pollution is likely to
be a pivotal issue as policy-
makers and lobbyists debate
post-blackout alternatives.

The U.S. government and
several Northeastern states
have taken legal action
against some coal-burning
power companies in the
Midwest, accusing them of
violating pollution-control
laws and thus causing acid
rain and health problems in
downwind regions. Three
Northeastern states also are
trying force coal-fired power
plants in Ontario to reduce
pollution emissions.

If large numbers of new
power plants are built, one
result could be a substantial
increase in emissions of
greenhouse gases blamed for
global warming. The United
States has rejected an inter-
national protocol requiring
reductions in greenhouse gas
emissions; Canada, by con-
trast, has signed the Kyoto
Protocol and is proposing an
array of efficiency measures
for consumers and industry.

“Those within the power
industry who have been say-
ing for a long time that we
haven’t been making appro-
priate investments in our grid
systems — they have an
audience now,” Adams said.
“But the pro-conservation
forces have received also
substantial vindication —
you hear the political leader-
ship in Ontario crying from
rooftops, begging people to
be careful with their electric-
ity consumption.”

Mali officials negotiating
for release of 14 tourists

BAMAKO, Mali (AP) —
Fourteen European tourists
held hostage for six months
were on their way out of the
Sahara Desert on Tuesday, after
international negotiations won
their release from an Islamic
extremist group.

The 14 — nine Germans,
four Swiss and a Dutchman —
were expected to fly from the
northern Mali desert city of
Gao to the West African
nation’s capital, Bamako. Mali
helped mediate the release of
the hostages, who were seized
in Algeria.

A German air force jet and
crew were on standby in Mali’s
capital, ready to fly the freed
Europeans on to Germany late
Tuesday night or early
Wednesday.

In Germany, Chancellor
Gerhard Schroeder welcomed
the release as a victory against
international terrorism and said
the perpetrators “should not be
allowed to escape unpunished.”

Schroeder thanked the gov-
emments of Algeria and Mali
for their help during the hostage
crisis. The tourists were cap-
tured in Algeria, then taken
across . the border to Mali,
whose government worked
largely behind-the-scenes to
win their freedom.

Schroeder said he and the
two  countries’ presidents
agreed “that the fight against
international terrorism requires
close and trusting cooperation
between the respective authori-
ties.”

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“I am happy that this
worked in an exemplary way in
this case,” Schroeder said in a
statement.

Hostages include tourists as
young as 19 — both women.
All the Europeans had set out
last winter on desert safaris in
Algeria, scene of more than a
decade-long Islamic insurgency
that has frequently seen civil-
ians targeted.

“My wish for the captives is
that they can now return quick-
ly to their home countries and
can recover as soon as possible
from the hardship and stress, in
the midst of their families, rela-
tives and friends,” Schroeder
said.

In Europe, some families of
the hostages were seen leaving
their houses Monday under
police escort, traveling with
backpacks and other luggage
for reunions with their loved
ones.

News of the release came
late Monday, after a day that
started out with talk of immi-
nent breakthroughs dragged out
with hours of delay.

Finally, Seydou Sissouma,
spokesman for Mali presjdent
Amadou Toumani Toure,
announced shortly after dark
that the 14 were in the hands of
Mali authorities.

Sissouma refused to give
any details on the freed
hostages’ conditions, or give
any other information, includ-
ing whether the hostages had
been transferred through inter-
mediaries.

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Former secretary says

Bliss was ‘““angry man”’

DALLAS (AP) — A former
administrative assistant who
worked for Dave Bliss for three
years said she often felt fright-
ened by the ex-Baylor coach’s
behavior and his treatment of
players. She said her com-
plaints to university officials,
about the conduct were repeat-
edly ignored.

Laura Collins-Hays, who
resigned from her job out of
frustration in March 2002,
described Bliss as an “angry
man” and questioned some of
the procedures she observed in
the basketball office, - The
Dallas Momning News reported
in its online edition Monday
might.

Bliss resigned on Aug. 8
after an internal investigative
committee found evidence of
NCAA violations, including
allegations that he was involved
in illicit payments to players.
The investigation began after
questions were raised following
the disappearance of player
Patrick Dennehy, who was later
found dead.

Collins-Hays told the news-
paper checks for a booster club
were funneled through the bas-
ketball office and she handled
calls from a car leasing agency
inquiring about player’s cars.

She also recounted an inci-
dent in the fall 2001 in which
she heard Bliss shouting and
cursing at a player in his office
behind closed doors. She said
she later heard loud thumping
noise coming from the office.

She said she later told the
player, whom she identified as
Greg Davis, that he didn’t have
to take that type of treatment
from the coach.

“He said, “Yes | do if I want
to keep my scholarship,™’
Collins-Hays said.

Collins-Hays  said she
reported her concemns to Jaffus
Hardrick, the university’s assis-
tant vice president/director of
personnel services.

“I told him what had gone
on,” she told the newspaper.
“He told me, “T've met Coach
Bliss. He doesn’t act like that.
Go back to work.™

She said she met twice more
with Hardrick and he refused to
forward her concems or her
request to meet directly with
athletic director Tom Stanton
and she resigned.

A message left by The
Associated Press for Hardrick
was not immediately returned
Monday night.

In another incident, Collins-
Hays said Bliss “scared the
pooky out of me” when she saw
him throw a telephone across
his office.

“I was afraid of him,” said
the Baylor graduate who now
works with her husband run-
ning two Waco bookstores. |

Messages left for Bliss by
the AP were not immediately
returned.

Collin-Hayes said it was her
job to collect checks from
members of the Sixth Man
Club, an elite level of the

Red-hot Hampton pitches Rockies past Diamondbacks, 6-1

ATLANTA (AP) — Mike
Hampton was glad to get out of
Colorado. Now, he’s ready to
20 back. _

After two terrible seasons
with the Rockies, Hampton has
tumed things around in Atlanta.
He won his eighth in a row
Monday, allowing just four hits
in eight ‘innings to lead the
Braves to a 6-1 victory over the
Anzona Diamondbacks.

“He's been lights out,” said
Robert Fick, who drove in three
runs for the Braves. “He's
throwing strikes and he’s get
tmg a lot of groundballs. I
wouldn’t want to face him ™

Hampton (11-5) lowered his
ERA to 404 — quite a change
from last year. He had the high
est ERA (6.15) among qualify
ing starters, then was traded to
Atlanta during the offseason.

His next start comes

Saturday at Coors Field.

“I have every intention of
pitching well there,” Hampton
said. “I'm going to go in there
with a.confident mind frame
that we're going to win. And
I'm not going to change the
way I've done things this past
month or so.”

The Diamondbacks noticed
the change from last season.

“His cutter is a lot sharper,”
manager Bob Brenly said.
“That’s always been hit bread-
and-butter pitch. Last year, for
mechanical problems or what-
ever, he lost that pitch.”

Hampton is 8-0 over his last
nine starts, but he’s been espe-
cially dominant in the past three
appearances. The left-hander
followed, his first complete
game of the season with two
straight eight-inning stints, sur-
rendering just 12 hits and three

carned runs in 25 innings.

On Sunday, the Braves had
only two hits and struck out 15
times in a 2-0 loss' to the
Diamondbacks. The NL's high-
est-scoring team finished off
the four-game series with a
more typical performance.

Marcus Giles homered and
drove in two runs, while Gary
Sheffield extended his hitting
streak to 22 games with a
homer.

In other NL games, it was
Montreal 4, San Francisco 0;
and New York 8, Colorado 0.

Two batters into the’ gaine,
the Braves were ahead on
Giles’ run-scoring double
against Miguel Batista. Fick
added an RBI single before the
inning was done.

In the third, Giles walked
and Chipper Jones singled
before Fick came to bat with

two outs. He worked the count

Hampton’s only major trou-
ble came in the fourth. Luis
Gonzalez led off with a 395-
foot drive to center for his 22nd
homer, then Steve Finley and
Raul Mondesi hit consecutive
singles with one out. Spivey hit
a liner up the middle, but short-
stop Mark DeRosa made a div-
ing catch and flipped to Giles at
second for an inning-ending
double play.

Sheffield kept a career-high
hitting streak going in the fifth
with his 31st homer. It’s the
longest streak by an Atlanta
player since Marquis Grissom
had 28 straight in 1996.

Batista (7-7) matched a sea-
son high by giving up five runs
in five innings. He lost for the

Villarreal in the seventh. The
Braves second baseman has 17
homers, pushing closer to join-
ing five teammates with 20-
homer seasons.

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AP Poll: Majority favors

The poll, conducted for the
AP by ICR-International
Communications Research of
Media, Pa., found 52 percent
favor a law banning gay mar-
riages, while 41
oppose such a law.

About four in 10— 41 per-
cent — support allowing civil
unions, roughly the same level
found in an AP poll three years
ago. But 53 percent now say
they oppose civil unions, up
from 46 percent in the earlier
survey.
