Weekly jobless claims dip to lowest level since February

WASHINGTON (AP) The number ot 
Americans tiling new claims for unemployment 
bcnetils last week fell to the lowe.st level m six 
months, another indication that the battered II..S. 
economy may be recovering from an extended peri- 
(kI of weakness.

The Labor Department reported Thursday that 
386.(KK) newly laid o ff  workers filed claims for job­
less benclils last week, down by 17,000 from the 
previous week

It was the smallest number of laid off workers fil­
ing lor claims since the week ending Feb. 8, when 
the total was 378.(XK) and represented the fourth 
week out of the past five in which claims were 
below 4(X),(KK) Ficonomisis see weekly claims num­
bers below 4(X).(XX) as signaling an improving job 
market.

Labor Department analysts said that last week’s 
massive power blackout had only a minimal impact 
on the claims figures. While one state reported that 
Its claims would probably have been 2,000 to 3,000 
higher if its offices had been open for the whole 
week, the bulk of the improvement m the claims fig­
ures came from outside the areas affected by the 
blackouts.

President Bush, who saw his father’s re-election 
sunk by a “jobless" economic recovery in 1992. is 
insisting that the momentum provided by the latest 
round of tax cuts will propel the economy to a 
stronger growth rate soon and prompt IJ.S. compa­
nies to start rehiring laid off workers.

The unemployment rate hit a nine-year high of 
6.4 percent in June but then edged down to 6.2 per 
cent m July The bulk of that improvement reflected 
the fact that .500.000 discouraged workers gave up 
looking for a job and left the labor market. 
Businesses continued trimming their payrolls in

July with job losses since January totaling 486,000.
Economists are predicting that economic growth 

in the current July-.September quarter and the final 
three months of this year could exceed 4 percent at 
an annual rate, more than double the pace of the last 
nine months.

If that forecast comes true, then the labor market 
should begin improving on a sustained, but gradual 
basis. Many analysts believe the unemployment rate 
will still be around 5.7 percent when voters go to the 
polls in November 2004 to elect the next president.

The four-week moving average for jobless 
claims, which helps smooth out weekly fluctuations, 
also showed an improvement last week, dipping to 
.394,250, down from 395,500 the previous week. It 
was the lowest point for the four-week moving aver­
age since Feb. 15.

The number of people drawing jobless benefits 
for more than one week rose by 41,000 last week to 
.3.67 million, the highest level since the end of June.

AUSTIN ( AP) —  Exxon 
Mobil Coqp. has confirmed 
that it has approached the 
University of Texas about 
housing its historical 
archives, itKiuding some of 
the papers of John D. 
Rockefeller and correspon­
dence to the Wright brothers 
and Charles Lindbergh 
about the properties of 
motor oil.

Discussions also are 
underway with other univer­
sities and museums about 
the collection valued at $3.5 
million.

“We certainly prefer Üiat 
it would all go to one institu­
tion,” said company 
spokesman Tom Cirigliano. 
‘Texas is the home rfExxon 
Mobil, and these are Exxon 
Mobil artifacts. We have a 
rich history here in Texas. So 
from that standpoinL UT 
would be one of the natural 
places to look a t”

The archives would be a 
prize for the university, 
which itself was built on oil 
wealth. Oil revenue from 
UT’s West Texas lands, as 
well as proceeds frxrm the 
investment of that revenue, 
have created a multibillion- 
dollar endowment benefit 
creating the UT System 
and the Texas A&M 
University System.

The Exxon Mobil cc^lec- 
tion itKiudes posters, publi- 
cati(»is, videotapes, more 
than 1 million photographs 
and about 7,000 thiiee- 
dimenskmal artifacts such 
as signs and gas pumps, the 
Austin American-
Statesman reported on its 
Thursday editions.
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Hamas

Israeli Foreign Ministry offi­
cial Gideon Meir said.

Israeli Prime Minister Ariel 
Sharon warned that if the 
Palestinian Authority “does 
not take all the hecessary steps 
in the war against terror, real 
and substantial steps, it will 
not be possible to advance on 
the diplomatic track.”

Hamas and a smaller mili­
tant group, Islamic Jihad, for­
mally called off a three-month 
truce they declared June 29.

“We consider ourselves no 
longer bound by this cease­
fire,” said a Hamas leader, 
Ismail Hanieh, after identify­
ing Abu Shanab’s decapitated 
body at a Gaza City morgue.

Hamas founder Sheik 
Ahmed Yassin vowed revenge.

“This crosses all red lines,” 
Yassin said. “You will pay the 
price for these crimes.”

Ahmed Gheim, a senior 
member of Yasser Arafat’s

^atah movement, said the 
group has not decided whether 
to abandon the tmce.

Some members of the Al 
Aqsa Martyrs’ Brigade, which 
is loosely affiliated with Fatah, 
said they no longer would 
abide by a cease-fire. Some Al 
Aqsa cells rejected the truce 
from the start.

The truce resulted from 
negotiations between the mili­
tant groups and Abbas, who 
wanted to avoid a violent con­
frontation with them.

Israel had no role in the 
¿ease-fire talks and was suspi­
cious of the militants’ motives

t

from the start, saying it feared 
a ruse allowing Hamas and 
Islamic Jihad to recover from 
Israeli military strikes.

Israel significantly scaled 
back military operations in 
response, limiting arrest raids 
and suspending targeted 
killings of wanted men.

Several weeks into the 
tmce, though, Hamas changed 
the terms, saying it would

The issue of ceding authority 
is not an issue we have had to 
discuss today.”

He said the countries that 
have sent troops to Iraq want 
U.S. command over the 
peacekeeping operation.

“You have to have control 
of a large military organiza­
tion. That’s what U.S. leader­
ship brings to the coalition,” 
he said.

Powell added that the U.S.- 
led occupation authority was 
authorized by U.N. resolu­
tions: “We’re on solid ground 
there.”

The secretary of state has 
been talking about a new res­
olution with foreign ministers 
from Britain, France, 
Germany and Italy, a U.S. 
official in Washington said on 
condition of anonymity.

British Foreign Secretary 
Jack Straw was expected to 
meet Annan at U.N. head­
quarters later Thursday.

A council diplomat famil­
iar with the U.S. ideas said on

condition of anonymity that 
the U.S. administration 
appeared to be making the 
same proposal it made previ­
ously — calling for more 
international troops without 
relinquishing any control over 
the military and security oper­
ation.

Despite unanimous con­
demnation of Tue.sday’s 
bombing and support for a 
continued U.N. presence in 
the country, Iraq remains a 
sensitive and difficult issue 
five months after the bitterly 
divided Security Council 
refused to back the U.S.-led 
war.

“There were divisions 
before the war, but we all real­
ize that it is urgent to help 
bring peace to Iraq, bring 
peace to the region,” Annan 
said, standing beside Powell 
outside the Security Council 
chamber.

“And an Iraq that is desta­
bilized, an Iraq that is in chaos 
is not in the interest of the 
region or the world. And we 
do have a responsibility to 
ensure that.”

Perry hints at special

Mexico, the Tyler Morning 
Telegraph reported in 
Thursday’s editions.

Perry then clarified his 
statement.

“Let me make something 
elear, April or sometime there­
abouts, because I don’t know 
exactly when we will be hav­
ing a special session on school 
finance.”

Asked whether it was pos­
sible for the council to reach 
consensus on a new resolu­
tion, given past divisions, 
Annan replied, “I think it is 
possible to get a consensus, 
but it'll take work. It will take 
consultations and negotia­
tions, but I will not exclude 
it.”

Annan said Wednesday the 
United Nations has started 
assessing security arrange­
ments, and he will make rec­
ommendations to the Security 
Council at a future date.

'Tun Myat, the U.N. securi­
ty coordinator, will leave for 
Iraq on Thursday to analyze 
the risks and recommend 
whether the rerhaining 
staffers should stay.

After U.S.-led forces top­
pled Saddam Hussein’s 
regime, the council managed 
to put aside differences and 
approved the U.S.-British 
occupation of Iraq in a May 
22 resolution.

It gave the United N itions 
significant roles in providing 
humanitarian relief and in 
helping to rebuild Iraq. But it 
did not give the world body 
the lead role in putting togeth­
er a new Iraqi government, as 
the war’s opponents sought.

respond violently to any 
Israeli killings of activists but 
then return to observing the 
cease-fire.

Hamas carried out two sui­
cide bombings under the 
umbrella of the cease-fire, 
including Tuesday’s Jerusalem 
bus attack,that killed 20 peo­
ple, including five Americans, 
and wounded more than 100. 
It was the deadliest attack 
since the U.S.-backed “road 
map” peace plan was launched 
three months ago.

The Israeli security Cabinet 
decided Wednesday to renew 
the practice of targeted 
killings.

Abbas warned that 
Thursday’s missile strike 
would hamper the planned 
crackdown, saying, “This for 
sure will affect the whole 
process and the decision taken 
by the Palestinian Authority.”

In New York, Powell called 
for international pressuré to 
end Palestinian attacks, and 
urged Arafat to give Abbas

to train a police force.
Annan said Wednesday he 

was surprised to hear reports 
that the United Nations turned 
down an offer of security 
from coalition forces in Iraq, 
stressing that security was the 
responsibility of the United 
States as the occupying 
power.

“I don’t know if the U.N. 
did turn down offer for pro­
tection, but if it did, it was not 
correct and they should not 
have been allowed to turn it 
down,” Annan said. '“That 
kind of decision should not be 
left to the protected. It is those 
with responsibility for securi­
ty and law and order, who 
have intelligence, which 
determines what action is 
taken.”

Powell said he heard the 
reports but did not have any 
information.

more control of Palestinian 
security foiices.

“Those who are determined 
to blow up the road map must 
not be allowed to succeed,” 
Powell said at the United 
Nations, where he met with 
Secretary-General Kofi 
Annan.

After the Jerusalem bomb­
ing, Abbas ordered the arrests 
of those directly involved and 
asked his Cabinet for ¡iropos- 
als on a wider clampdowrv. 
Those’ideas included arrests, a 
gag order on Hamas and 
Islamic Jihad spokesmen and 
the freezing of assets of mili­
tant groups.

Ultimately, Abbas and
Arafat agreed on a joint state­
ment which said the
Palestinian Authority would 
enforce the rule of law, take 
control of illegal weapons and 
end “military displays” by the 
militants, a reference to 
marches led by gunmen.

The Palesjinian leadership 
statement did not refer to 
arrests.

Palestinian commanders 
“had lists of names, places to 
raid, of institutions to shut 
down,” said Elias Zananiri, a

spokesman for Palestinian 
security chief Mohanvned 
Dahlan. “Now this has all been 
put on hold because the whole 
thing has changed after the 
stupid assassination.” i

He said the raids would 
have begun Thursday night, ‘ 
but declined to say whether 
Israeli authorities were 
informed.

The Israelis moved back 
into Palestinian arfeas after the 
bus bombing. Since the spring 
of 2002, when Israel reoegu- 
pied most of the West Bank, 
troops have been moving in 
and out of Palestinian towns 
repeatedly to arrested wanted 
men.

In the old city of Nablus, 
troops arrested 14 
Palestinians, including a 
Hamas member possessing 
a large quantity of explo­
sives, the army and witness­
es said.

In Tulkarem, Israeli under­
cover troops chasing two 
Fatah gunmen killed a 16- 
year-old bystander and 
wounded four other teenagers, 
Palestinian security officials 
said. The Israeli military said 
there was a gun battle..

off! Fox News, during the same period 
that caused such clucking b>y the estab­
lishment, had no difficulty adding 
200,000 viewers during the news period 
and many more during prime time.

The Iraq War marked the beginning of 
the end of network news coverage. 
Viewers saw the juxtaposition of the 
embedded correspondents reporting th'e 
war as it was actually unfolding and the 
jaundiced, biased, negative coverage of 
these same events in the network news­
rooms.

While U.S. and British troops 
advanced without serious opposition and 
with a minimum of casualties, the media 
worried loudly about disaster scenarios 
that never came to pass.

None of it happened. Now with the 
embedded correspondents withdrawn, 
these same networks and news sources 
tell us we face a quagmire in which we 
will lose dozens of soldiers each month 
for years and assure us that President:.. 
Bush lied when he said there were 
weapons, of mass destruction in Iraq. 
When the weapons are found and the 
killing slows or stops, the networks will 
have moved on to other stories.

The reason people aren’t watching 
network news and are canceling their 
subscriptions to establishment press 
organs is that they are fed up with the 
manipulation and deliberate juggling of 
the news they see and read each day. An 
increasingly educated electorate can spot 
bias with greater acumen and astuteness 
than ever before.

Nor is the bias just tilting toward the 
left. The failure of news organs to cover 
the concerns of the left wing of the 
Democratic Party has triggered disen­
chantment among those voters every bit 
as deep as on the right.

Exporting jobs is an impossibility
Among George Orwell’s insightful 

ob.servations, there's one very worthy of 
attention: "But if thought corrupts lan­
guage, language can also corrupt 
thought." Let's look at a few examfiles of 
corrupted language, thought and infor­
mation.

Pretend you're a customs inspection 
agent. There's a cargo container awaiting 
a ship bound for foreign shores. You ask 
the shipper, who works for a big corpora­
tion, what's in the container. He answers, 
"It's a couple of thousand jobs that we're 
exporting overseas to a low-wage coun­
try."

What questions might you ask? How 
about, "What kind of jobs are in the con­
tainer?" or. "Are they America's Jiigh- 
paying jobs?" Most people would proba­
bly say; "You're an idiot! You can't bun­
dle up jobs and ship them overseas!"

A job is not a good or service; it can't 
be imported or exported. A job is an 
action, an act of doing a task. The next 
t me a right- or left-wing politician or 
union leader talks about exporting jobs 
overseas, maybe we should ask him 
whether he thinks Congress should enact 
a law mandating U.S. Customs Service 
seizure of shipping containers filled with 
American jobs.

Let's turn to the next part of the 
exporting jobs nonsense, namely that 
corporations are driven solely by the 
prospect of low wages. Let's begin with a 
question: Is the bulk of U.S. corporation 
overseas investment, and hence employ-

ment of foreigners, in high-wage coun­
tries, or is it in low-wage countries?

The statistics for 1996 are: Out of total 
direct U.S. overseas investment of $796 
billion, nearly $400 billion was made in 
Europe (England received 18 percent of 
it), next was Canada ($91 billion), then 
Asia ($140 billion). Middle East ($9 bil­
lion) and Africa ($7.6 billion). Foreign 
employment by U.S. corporations exhib­
ited a similar pattern, with most workers 
hired in high-wage countries such as 
England, Germany and the Netherlands. 
Far fewer workers were hired in low- 
wage countries such as Thailand, 
Colombia and Philippines, the exception 
being Mexico.

The facts give a different story from 
the one we hear from the left-wing and 
right-wing anti-free trade movement. 
These demagogues would have us 
believe that U.S. corporations are rushing 
to exploit the cheap labor in places like 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo, 
Rwanda and Ethiopia. Surely with aver­
age wages in these countries as low as 
$10 per month, it would be a dam sight 
cheaper than locating in England, 
Germany and Canada, where average

wages respectively are: $12, $17 and $16 
an hour.

Let's look at a few of the reasons why 
some U.S. corporations choose to carry 
their operations overseas. Much of it can 
be summed up in a phrase: less predatory 
government and the absence ot tort- 
lawyer extortion. While foreign govern­
ments can't be held guiltless of predation, 
their forms of predation might be cheap­
er to deal with than those of our EEOC, 
OSHA, EPA and IRS. Plus, tort lawyer 
extortion and harassment in foreign 
countries is a tiny fraction of ours. With 
each tort lawyer extortion and expansion 
of predatory regulations at federal, state 
or local levels of glovernment. foreign 
operations become more attractive |o 
U.S. corporations. Free trade helps make 
those costs explicit. American workers 
are just about the most prtxluctive in the 
world — however, our government and 
legal establishment have reduced that 
productive advantage.

It'd make far more sense for 
Americans to start attacking the real 
sources that have contributed to making 
foreign operations more attractive to 
those at home. It's more effective than 
caving to the rhetoric of leftist and 
rightist interventionists who mislead us 
with Slogans like, "How can any 
American worker compete with work­
ers paid one and two dollars an hour?" 
when in reality our real competition is 
mostly with European workers earning 
a lot more.

Palestinian Prime Minister

Under pressure from 
Washington and Israel, the 
Palestinian leadership had 
decided on a clampdown just 
hours before his death.

Abu Shanab, who is in his 
early 50s, was riding with two 
bodyguards in his white sta­
tion wagon Thursday in Gaza 
City when five missiles fired 
from an Israeli helicdpter hit

VAMA VECHE. Romania 
(AP) — Naked men and 
women sun them.selves or play 
backgammon as peaceful, sil­
very waves lap at the Black 
Sea beach.

But the peace is deceptive: 
Varna Veche has become the 
setting for a bitter summer dis­
pute.

An influx of post-commu­
nist money, entrepreneurs and 
tourists — along with noisy Jet 
skis, blaring pop music and 
flashy hotels — has irked stu­
dents and aging hippies at the 
beach resort.

As a result, the purists and 
longtime visitors have 
launched an international 
“Save Varna Veche" campaign 
to try and preserve their nudist 
paradise from what they see as 
uncontrolled tourist develop­
ment.

.So far, the hippies seem to 
have the upper hand raising 
opposition to Romania’s new 
capitalists who would see 
Varna Veche become a money­
making resort region: This past 
weekend a concert featuring 
jazz, classical and nx:k music 
that was organized by the hip­
pies to call attention to their 
fight drew a crowd of 10,000 
people.

Varna Veche, just a few 
minutes walk from the border 
with Bulgaria, became famous 
in the 19(»0s as an oasis of free­
dom far from the prying eyes 
of what was then a communist 
.state.

“Poets and writers came 
here and cohabited with the 
fishermen," said writer Andrei 
Oisteanu. who has been com­
ing here since 1967. “It 
became a big colony of intel­
lectual nudists that upset the 
communists."

Under the communists, 
writers and intellectuals doz.ed 
or sunbathed naked, and dis­
cussed philosophy on the 
sandy heach, sitting under reed 
umbrellas. Some stayed in

tents on the beach, or rented 
rt>oms from peasants in the 
tiny village next to the beach.

Apart from occasional 
police controls, Varna Veche 
was a small oasis of tolerance, 
they .say.

“They harassed you from 
time to time checking your 
identity papers because it was 
near the border, but mo.stly 
they left you alone," .said one 
die-hard resort-goer Simona 
Kessler.

Kessler and others wel­
comed the end of communism 
in 1989. They were less wel­
coming about what it meant 
for their surf paradi.se.

Weekend tourists began 
flocking to Varna Veche, which 
was free from the throbbing 
discos, mass tourism and high-

rise hotels built elsewhere 
under Nicolae Ceausescu, the 
communist dictator.

Varna Veche’s location — a 
strategic border point constant­
ly under observation — saved 
it from that kind of desecra­
tion. Buildings would have 
blocked the gaze of police 
keeping people in and out of 
the country.

the vehicle. The car burst into 
flames and the bodies were 
pulled from the wreckage. 
Fifteen bystanders were hurt.

Dozens of Hamas support­
ers at the scene dunked their 
fists in blood, raised their 
hands and vowed revenge, 
chanting “God is great.”

Israel has routinely target­
ed members of Hamas’ mili­
tary wing but rarely gone after 
the group’s political leaders. 
Abu Shanab, a U.S.-educated 
professor of engineering', was 
the ihird member pf Hamas’ 
political wing to be killed in 
the past two years.

Abu Shanab was widely 
regarded as a moderate in the 
group, and served as a liaison 
with Abbas during the prime 
minister’s efforts to persuade 
Hamas to halt attacks.

Israel says the distinction 
between political and military 
leaders is insignificant, 
because both are involved jn 
planning attacks.

“There’s no question that 
there is a direct link between 
the heads of Hamas and the 
terrorists on the ground,” 
said Israeli Foreign Ministry 
official Gideon Meir, though 
he,would not say explicitly 
that Israel killed Abu 
Shanab.

Israeli Prime Minister Ariel 
Sharon warned that if the 
Palestinian Authority “does 
not take all the necessary 
steps in the war against terror, 
real and sub.stantiul steps, it 
will not be possible to 
advance on the diplomatic 
track.”

Hamas formally called off a

three-month truce it declared 
June 29.

“We considef ourselves no 
longer bound by this cease­
fire,” said a Hamas leader, 
Ismail Hanieh,, after identify­
ing Abu Shanab’s decapitated 
body at a Gaza City morgue.

Another Hamas official. 
Abdel Aziz Rantisi, the target 
of a failed Israeli missile 
strike in June, said Sharon 
will pay a high price, ftir 
killing Abu Shanab.

"If Sharon thinks the 
Hamas political leadership 
fears assassination, he is mis­
taken,” he said.

Hamas had carried out two 
suicide bombings despite the 
cease-fire. . including the 
Jemsalem bus attack Tue.sday 
that killed 20 people, including 
five Americans. The group 
insisted these were limited retal­
iations for deadly Israeli raids 
and pot violations of the tmcc.

Abbas warned the'missile 
strike would hamper the 
planned crackdown, saying. 
"This for sure will affect the 
whole process and the deci­
sion taken by the Palestinian 
Authority.”

Earlier Thursday, he met 
with U.,S. envoy John Wolf to

discuss the authority's next 
moves. I

Israel had suspended uhai 
It calls targeted killings and 
what the Palestinians call 
assassinations dur,ing the 
cease-fire. But the Israeli 
security C'abmei decided late 
Wednesday to renew the prac 
tiec. in ' response t(i the 
Jerusalem bombing, the dead­
liest since the launch of a 
U..S.-backed peace plan three 
months ago. .More than 100 
people were vxDunded in the 
blast, including about 40 ehil- , 
dren.

After taking office in April. 
Abbas had shied avxa\ from 
confrontation with Hamas. 
Islamic Jihad and armed renc 
gades in his own futah move­
ment. saying he feared civil 
war.

Pressure mounted alier the 
Jerusalem bombing, however, 
w ith thv I ¡lilted States 
demanding an immeiliate 
crackdown.

“ fhere's funding, there's 
support, there's munitions, 
there's organization, and all 
that needs to be taken apart," 
U.S. State Department 
spokesman Richard Boucher
said.

Baylor committed 
to staying in Big 12

WACO. Texas (AP) — A 
player killed. NCAA v iolations 
and an attempted coverup of 
misdeeds by the head coach 
have raised questions about the 
future of Baylor men's basket­
ball and whether the schix)l . 
needs to .stay in the Big 12.

But even after a summer of 
scandal, it appears unlikely the 
Big I2's smallest and only pri­
vate schtxjl will leave the con- 
ferenec. either on its own or 
forced out by the league.

“Our commitment certainly 
is to remain in the Big 12.” 
Baylor President Robert Sloan 
Jr., said this week. “The answer 
is not to run away from prob­
lems but to face them. Very 
clearly, we face some prob­
lems.”

Baylor’s fixnball and men's 
basketball teams — typically 
the money makers of any ath­
letic program — routinely fin­
ish at or near the botttim of the 
league. The frxrtball team has 
won four Big 12 games in 
seven seasons. The Waco

Tribune-Herald has reported 
the athletic program ran a 
deficit of $9.1 million last year.

While Baylor's troubles 
have become a hot topic of 
Texas editorial pages. Internet 
message boards and radio talk 
shows. Big 12 Commissioner 
Kevin Weiberg said he s heard 
no nimblings of discontent 
from the league’s other mem­
bers.

"We’ve received no calls 
from (members) suggesting 
Baylor should go.” Weiberg 
said. The only comments he's 
heard have been “appropriately 
suppoilive” in hopes that 
Baylor can svxl out its basket­
ball problems.

Big 12 bylaws require nine 
members to vote to expel a 
school, something several 
sch(X)l presidents have said is 
unlikely.

“I don’t think that would be 
a gtxxl idea.” Ktuisas President 
Robert Hemenway said. “My 
personal feeling is they have 
a very tragic situation.”

The Cowboys-Steelers 
matchup coincides with the 
2-‘>th anniversary of their 
Super Bowl meeting after 
the 1978 season, but neither 
coach is in the mood to cele­
brate the accomplishments

of a distant past.
Parcells was so d is­

pleased earlier this week, he 
walked out of practice, leav­
ing his players to finish the 
final hour of their workout 
alone. Countless high schtxil 
and college coaches have 
used this nnuivational ploy, 
but It's one seldom seem in 
the every-minute-counts 
world of the NFL.

Cowher. trying a dilferent 
tack to shake up a team that 
has neither played nor prac­
ticed well since camp 
opened, called off practice 
Tuesday morning and took 
his players to the movies.

He probably wishes now

he had used the lime to 
watch game tapes; later in 
the day', he said they prac­
ticed as if they still were 
relaxing in a theater. He then 
called off the talent show 
that rookies traditionally
perform for veterans at the

\

end of camp.
Cowher sent an even 

more pointed njessage to his 
team Wednesday by bench­
ing running track Jerome 
Bettis and tight end Mark 
Bruenor, two of his most 
productive players for years. 
They will be replaced as 
starters for the final two 
exhibition games and the 
Sept. 7 opener at Baltimiyre

by running back Amos 
Zereoue and tight end Jay 
Riemersma.

The Steelers, starters and 
backups alike, played terri­
bly in a 26-1-^ loss at Detroit 
on Aug. 8 — mostly because 
an injury-disrupted offen­
sive line was awful.

What more concerns 
Cowher is that his starters 
were outplayed again — and 
on their hortie field — in a 
21-16 loss to Philadelphia 
on Saturday.

The Steelers (0-2) haven’t 
had a winless preseason in 
-?8 years, or since going 0-5 
under Mike Nixon in 1965, 
but that’s a possibility

should they lose Thursday. 
They close out exhibition 
play Aug. 29 at Carolina.

If they do go winless, it 
could be an ominous sign; 
that 1965 team went on to 
win only two of 14 games.

Parcells watched the 
Cowboys play poorly in a 
13-0 loss to Arizona and 
much better in a 34-6 victo­
ry over Houston, so he 
expects tp get a better feel 
for where they are Thursday.

Most coaches don’t like 
long trips for a game that 
doesn’t count, but Parcells 
welcomes the long trip to 
Pittsburgh because of the 
Steelers’ enthusiastic fans.

“1 like goirig to Pittsburgh 
and Green Bay in the presea­
son because I think they’re 
the closest things to regular- 
season games that you can 
get,” Parcells said.
