Thirty, 40 or 50 years ago, no one in
their right mind would have believed the
Merv Grazinski urban legend possible,
but not so today. Personal responsibility
has taken a back seat in our increasingly
immoral and litigious society. Consider
some lawsuits researched at
www.overlawyered.com.

The wife of a hockey fan who crashed
his car after drinking too much at a
Minnesota Wild game has sued the team,
saying her husband who was paralyzed
in the Feb. 8, 2002, auto crash shouldn't
have been served so much alcohol.

According to the July 10, 2002, Akron
Beacon Journal, "Two carpet installers
who admit they read the label of an adhe-
sive they used, admit they understood
the adhesive was flammable and should

not be used inside, used it inside anyway,
caused an explosion, were burned badly,
sued and won $8 million dollars.”

According to the April 18, 2003,
Indianapolis Star: "A convicted robber is
suing the convenience store clerk who
shot him as he fled after a holdup. Willie
Brown, 44, claimed the clerk acted 'mali-
ciously and sadistically' in firing five
shots as Brown ran out of Zipps Deli
with money from the store's cash regis-
ter." Brown, who has earlier convictions
for robbery and burglary, pleaded guilty
to robbery and was sentenced to four
years in prison.

In Galveston, Texas, a jury awarded
$65 million to the parents and estate of
a woman who drowned after her car
rolled off a boat ramp. She couldn't dis-
engage her seat belt. The jury found
Honda of America Manufacturing Co.
Inc. and Honda R & D Co. Ltd. 75 per-
cent responsible for the death of Karen
Norman, even though her blood-alco-
hol level measured at nearly twice the
Texas legal limit (.17). Fortunately, an
appeals court threw out the award,
which a trial judge had previously
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reduced to $43 million.

Then  there's  the infamous
McDonald's case, where- Stella Liebeck
purchased hot coffee, placed it between
her legs, spilling it and scalding herself,
and was awarded $2.9 million for her
troubles. Clearly, she was at fault, but
George Mason University Law Professor
Richard Bernstein points out that a prox-
imate cause for her injury was the fact
she was wearing a cotton sweat suit that
absorbed the coffee and held it close to
her body. However, if she were wearing
a Gore-Tex suit, or some other liquid
resistant material, she would have suf-
fered no injuries. Bernstein asks what's
the tort principle that holds McDonald's
responsible but not the sweat suit manu-
facturer?

None of these cases, and many others,
differs in principle from-the Merv
Grazinski urban legend. What's common
to all of them is the absolution or the
attempt at absolution from personal
responsibility. Are people to be held
responsible for their actions? In the case
of tobacco usc; it's not the smoker who's
responsible for his illness, it's tobacco
companies. In the case of obesity, it's not
the individual, but fast food companies
and food manufacturers who are respon-
sible. It's the same with criminal vio-
lence -- the gun manufacturer is partly to
blame.

What does all this say for the future of
our nation?

Mother Goose tales, Big Chief writ-

ing tablets, Aesop’s Fables, Dick and
Jane books ... these classic schoolhouse
mementos instantly conjure up images
of childhoods long since past. For many
of us, our first step toward success in life
was through the doors of a public school
where these classic tools helped us learn
the three “R’s” - reading, writing and
‘rithmetic.

In 1980, the Department of Education
was formed with the directive to “ensure
that all have equal access to education
and to promote excellence in our
nation’s schools.”

In my annual survey | posed the fol-
lowing question about the state of our
nation’s education system: “In January
2002, the president signed into law his-
toric education reform, the ‘No Child
Left Behind Act.” The legislation
encourages innovation, teaches students
based on what works and makes schools
accountable for achievement. As we
implement the reforms, it is important to
ensure they continue to enhance our sys-
tem of public education and meet the
needs of our nation’s children. In your
opinion, what should we be doing to
improve our public schools?” )

That question provoked strong opin-
ions, as Texans far and wide are clearly
concerned with the education of their
children. When it comes to student test-
ing, 63 percent of you felt we needed an
increase, with the remainder thinking we
needed a decrease. Equal numbers of
you felt that, while we should pay teach-
ers more, we should also require teacher
testing in their field.

HOUSTON (AP) — It's
“Gunspoint” no more.

The Greenspoint business
and residential district, which
suffered from rampant crime
and deterioration after the
1980s o1l bust, is using its
prominent place in the city’s
Super Bowl plan to tout the
arca’s revitalization.

“Turnaround is the key
word,” said Jack Drake, presi-
dent of the Greater
Greenspoint District and its
accompanying redevelopment
authority. ““The old nickname
does not apply. It’s an old per-
ception. For those who know,
Greenspoint is as safe as any
community, and safer than
many in Houston today.”

No one disputes the area is
more secure than it was just a
few years ago, although
police still keep busy from
their base at Greenspoint
Mall. The department’s blot-
ter from October, the last
month for which statistics are
available, lists more than eight
pages of robberies, burglaries,
car thefts and other crimes,
including one slaying.

Two other major hotel and
business centers, downtown
and uptown, saw far fewer
reported crimes that month
and no suspected murders.

The main demographic
difference among the arcas is
that Greenspoint is more pop-
ulous. With 85,000 residents,
the area would be among the
state’s 30 largest cities, on par
with Tyler.

Greenspoint, a broad arcéa
situated around the intersec-
tion of Interstate 45 and the
Sam Houston Parkway, also
boasts about 9,000 hotel
rooms, about 16 percent of the
space in Houston.

Belligerent Rose only a bit apologetlc on baseball betting

NEW YORK (AP) — Only
occasionally contrite but repeat-
edly ‘the defiant, belligerent
sparkplug fans love, Pete Rose
blames his accusers and medical
conditions for the problems that
got him kicked out of baseball.

Rose spills his thoughts in a
colorful autobiography, “Pete
Rose: My Prison Without Bars,”
released today by Rodale Inc.
Rose, still banned 14 1/2 years
later, also concedes for the first
time that he bet on Cincinnati Reds
games while he was manager.

Instant hope in D.C.: Gibbs returning

ASHBURN, Va. (AP) —
After a decade of high-profile
Washington Redskins-fail-
‘ures, only one name could
restore credibility in an
instant: Joe Gibbs.

And they got him.

The Hall of Fame coach is
coming back after an 11-year
absence, a stunning develop-
ment and a much-needed lift
for a franchise that has been to
the playoffs only once since
he left after the 1992 season.

“Who better to set our
strategy and lead the Redskins
back to championship glory?”
said owper Dan Snyder, who
again proved he’s the master
of the big splash offseason
move.

Gibbs agreed to a five-year

deal worth approximately $25
million, said a source within
the NFL, speaking on condi-
tion of anonymity. That would
make Gibbs’ contract compa-
rable to the NFL-record deal
given to his predecessor,
Steve Spurrier.

“The desire to coach has
always been with me, even
after being away from the
game for 11 years,” said
Gibbs, who won three Super
Bowls in 12 seasons with the
Redskins.

Gibbs also was given the
title of Redskins team presi-
dent, but the protocol for ros-
ter decisions will essentially
remain the same. Vinny
Cerrato continues as director
of player personnel, and

Snyder will have the final
word to settle any disputes,
according to—the source.
Gibbs’ track record and work
ethic, however, make him cer-
tain to have more influence

than Spurrier had.
Gibbs was to be introduced
at a news conference

Thursday, but he already has
at least two assistants in place,
according to the source.
Former Buffalo Bills coach
Gregg Williams will be the
team'’s sixth defensive coordi-
nator in six years, a hiring
first reported by
SportsLine.com.

Rose pleaded guilty to two
counts of filing false income
taxes by failing to report income
and was sentenced to five
months in prison, three months in
a halfway house and 1,000 hours
of community service.

“I’'m probably the only pe_non
in America to go to jail for under-
paying his taxes by 4 percent,”
Rose wrote. Then he added, “The
responsibility rested squarely on
my shoulders. I just wasn't ready
to accept it.”

The book quotes Dr. David E.
Comings of the City of Hope
National Medical Center on
ADHD and how it applies to
Rose.

“ADHD kids are very strong-
willed. They don’t like anyone
telling them what to do,”

Coaches want BCS to put more
weight on polls when selecting

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) —
College football coaches
want polls to carry more
weight during the selection
process for the Bowl
Championship Series, hoping
to avoid a repeat of the
embarrassment created by a
split national championship.

The American Football
Coaches Association, which
represents the 117 coaches of
Division I-A teams, also
wants better access to the
high-paying BCS bowls for
teams that don’t compete in
power conferences.

“I'm not surprised by these
recommendations,” AFCA
executive director Grant Teaff
said Wednesday. “The current
system may not be perfect but
it is one that the Division I-A
coaches continue to prefer.

“Coaches also believe that
all Division I-A teams should
have access to a BCS-level
game because it is important
that student-athletes all have
the opportunity to compete at
the highest level.”

More than 70 coaches met
at the end of the AFCA’s con-
vention Wednesday to vote on
proposals to the BCS admin-
istrators. It is unknown when

“ the conference commission-

ers who coordinate the BCS
would take up the requests.

When the final BCS stand-
ings were released in
December to set up the bowl
matchups, the coaches were
stunned to discover that
Southern California, their
pick as No. 1 in the USA
Today/ESPN poll, wasn’t
playing in the title game at
the Sugar Bowl, which
instead matched LSU and
Oklahoma.
