Potter failed to yield right of 
way at the red light ht the inter­
section of Northeast 9th and

The front o f the pickup 
struck the passenger side o f the 
Tahoe. On impact, the pickup 
rolled, ejecting Porter and 
Musgraves, who was a back 
seat passenger in the pickup.

Westley Snow of  ̂ White 
Deer, the front seat passenger 
in the pickup, suft'ered non-life

threatening injuries.
A 6-year-old boy in the 

Tahoe was ejected from that 
vehicle and was taken to the 
hospital, along with three other 
family members. No further 
identifying information or 
medical condition is available 
on the occupants o f the Tahoe.

Texas lawmakers considering other bills
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'AUSTIN (AP) —  Gov. Rick Perry 
called lawmakers back to Austin for 
a special legislative session to find a 
public school funding solution, but 
lawmakers are also finding time to 
debate other topics, such as pay rais­
es for judges, eminent domain and 
telecommunications regulations.

The special session agenda is lim­
itad to education reform, but- Perry

has indicated he will consider 
adding other _ issues if law ifiakers 
address school finance. So far,, the 
House and Senate,have approved 
versions o f education reform, setting 
the stage for lawmakers from each 
chamber to work out the differences. 
And a House committee has 
approved an accompanying tax plan 
to offset property tax relief, also part

of the school funding pl^n.
In the meantime, legislators are 

working on other issues.
"W'e think we are taking advan­

tage of work time, and we believe 
that if we solve school finance in 
sufficient time that he's likely to 
open the call to other issues," said 
Sen. Troy Fraser, R-Horseshi>e Bay.

A bill that would have given state

judges a pay raise failed in the final 
days of the regular legislative ses­
sion that ended in May. Sen. Robert 
Duncan, R-Lubbock, has filed 
another judicial pay raise bill this 
.session, and a Senate committee 
approved it last week.

FORT WORTH (AP) —  
Twenty-eight years after her 
family last saw her, the dis­
appearance o f a North Texas 
woman has been solved.

Brenda Hogan's sister, 
who decided in June to try to 
finally resolve her disap­
pearance, discovered last 
week that her body had been 
found in March 1977 in 
California’s Malibu Canyon, 
dead from a cocaine over­
dose.

Police couldn’t identify 
Hogan at the time, so the 
Los Angeles County 
Coroner’s Office called her 
Jane Doe No. 30. A year 
after her body was found, 
the 30-year-old from Fort 
Worth was buried in the 
county . cemetery in Los 
Angeles.

Hogan’s mother last saw 
her on Valentine’s Day 1977. 
She said -'nothing about 
California and, was never 
heard from again.

After a year or so, the 
family believed that she 
probably was dead, said her 
sister, Charlotte Hogan- 
Price.

“It wasn’t like Brenda to 
never send a Mother’s Day 
card or a note,” she said. 
“Wherever she was, she 
always sent a greeting.”

In 1982, Hogan-Price 
received a card from one of

Hogan’s friends. The card 
said she had died and indi­
cated that it was an accident. 
The family had her formally 
declared dead in 1984, but 
they never had a memorial 
service.

The case went nowhere 
because there was no money 
to pursue a privdle investiga­
tion and the family didn’t 
know where to look.

Sister o f  missing woman

But last month, Hogan- 
Price set out to solve the 
mystery.

She had no idea that the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety maintained a missing 
persons database, or that her 
sister was apparently never 
listed on it. Working with a 
Fort Worth police detective, 
Hogan-Price retrieved much 
o f the original information 
related to her sister’s disap-

pearance, including her fin­
gerprints, and asked Los 
Angeles authorities to inves­
tigate.

A week ago, she learned 
that the coroner’s office had 
a Jane Doe that fit Hogiyi’s 
description. Los A ngeles. 
officials agreed to compare 
the woman’s fingerprint 
records with Hogan’s and 
found they matched.

“If  1 had known this many 
years that what we needed 
was a telephone call away, it 
wouldn’t have been this 
way,” Hogan-Price said.

Because Hogan is interred 
in a common burial space, 
the family doesn’t believe 
that it’s possible to bring her 
remains back to Fort Worth. 
But they will finally have a 
memorial service.

It is rare that a missing 
persons case is solved after 
that many years, said Craig 
Harvey, operations chief for 
the Los Angeles County 
Coroner’s Office.

“You always love it when 
it happens,” Harvey said. 
“These ‘ cases don’t ever 
close until they’re identified. 
It’s never good news for the 
families, but it maybe gives 
them some closure.”

Fight over 1987 nomination

WASHINGTON (AP) —  In the eyes of 
''still-bitter conservatives, Robert Bork is the 
symbol o f the Senate’s advice-and-consent 
power gone haywire.

To liberals and the Republican chairman 
of the Senate Judiciary Committee, Bork’s 
confirmation hearings revealed extreme 
views that warranted rejection o f the 
Supreme Court nominee.

The memory o f Bork’s tumultuous 
Senate hearings 1 S.years ago are very much 
on the minds of senators as they call for dig­
nified confirmation proceedings for 
whomever President B u ^  chooses as retir­
ing Justice Sandra Day O’Connor’s succes­
sor on the high court.

Bork himself weighed in Sunday. So did , 
two of his opponents from 1987, Sens.

Arlen Specter, R-Pa., and Edward Kennedy, 
D-Mass, who will both play important roles 
in determining whether O’Connor’s 
replacement will be confirmed.

Specter is Judiciary Committee chair­
man. Kennedy, a committee member, says 
he’s ready to fight if  the president chooses 
someone who does not fit Kennedy’s vision 
of a mainstream nominee.

Republicans on the committee are urging 
Democrats to give ample leeway to Bush’s 
choice. _  ̂ '

bought from my friend Miles 
Ccok shortly after Sept. 11, 
2001.

It’s a plain white T-shirt 
with short sleeves.

“PROUD TO BE AN 
AMERICAN.”

Almost four years later, it 
isn’t hard to remember the 
shock and grief 1 felt .afrer 
this country was attacked by 
terrorists, killing thousands 
o f innocent people who were 
only going about their daily 
business.

The moment the first air­
plane slammed into the

World Trade Center tower, 
our world changed forever.

At the time 1 was working 
as a reporter for The P ^ p a  
News. I ’ve seen a lot o f big 
news happen during the 
many years I’ve been in the 
business -  two fatal space 
shuttle crashes, an assassina­
tion attempt on Jhe president 
-  but nothing has ever came 
close to what happened that 
day.

I was shocked by the first 
plane crashing into the WTC 
tower, but 1 thought it was 
some horrible accident. 
When the second plane hit, 1 
knew it was a planned 
attack.

When the third plane 
crashed into the Pentagon, 1

realized this was an all-out
war.

I can’t describe exactly 
how I felt. My first thought
was. for my son who was
serving in the U.S. Army as a 
peacekeep­
er in
Macedonia.
1 knew he 
would be 
called to 
fight this
enemy, an 
enemy we 
did not even know.

As the months and years 
passed, my columns became

of waiting, the actual war in 
Iraq, and then the months 
afterward as my son and all 
the soldiers fought to stabi­
lize the country.

I have no doubt that your 
prayers pro­
tected Dave 
while he 
was in 
harm’s way.

When he 
came home, he said, “You 
know, we were the luckiest 
group'.”

No, it wasn’t luck. It was 
God and all those prayers.

Now, so many more are

experiencing those same 
emotions and hardships that 
come with what has hap­
pened to us after Sept. 11, 
2001. Many local residents 
are deployed. More are wait­
ing to be deployed. My heart 
and prayers go out to them 
and their families.

As we celebrate our 
nation’s independence today, 
keep these people uppermost 
in your minds.

We, the American people, 
are who will decide whether 
their sacrifices are wasted.

The way the U.S. Senate

Congress seems to be fattefi- 
ing up a long-anticipated 
energy bill with every con­
ceivable tax break, subsidy 
and corporate welfare hand­
out, along with the usual 
heaping helpings of home- 
state pork.

So we find ourselves, 
once again, believing the 
country would be better off 
without an energy bill.

Pork power is the most 
expensive, market-distorting 
and self-defeating way to

boost energy availability in 
the United States.

But its easier, politically

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Police question abducted girl; 
hopes fade for missing brother

COEUR D’ALENE, 
Idaho (AP) —  As officers 
gingerly questioned 8-year- 

Shasta Groene about the 
time she spent with a con­
victed sexual predator 
charged with her kidnapping, 
hopes faded for her still­
missing brother.

Kootenai County Sheriff’s 
.papt. Ben Wolfmger said 
/Sunday that deputies believe 
9-year-old Dylan is dead, 
based on information from 
Shasta and evidence from the 
stolen vehicle the suspect 
was driving.

He said interviews with 
the girl were going slowly at 
Kootenai. Medical Center, 
where she has been since she 
was recovered early Saturday 
while eating, at a Denny’s 
restaurant with Joseph 
Edward Duncan 111, a regis­
tered sex offender.

“She’s a little girl who’s 
been through who knows 
what in the past six weeks,” 
Wolfmger said.

Duncan, 42, o f Fargo, 
N.D., was arrested and 
charged with kidnapping, but 
he has requested a lawyer 
and is refusing to talk to 
authorities, Wolfmger said.

Authorities said Duncan, 
who operated a chilling Web 
site in which he recently 
warned of upcoming violent

deeds, will not be appointed 
a public defender until a 
court hearing Tuesday.

The two children were 
missing when authorities 
arrived at their rural home on 
May 16 and found the bound 
and bludgeoned bodies of 
their mother, Brenda', J 3 -  
year-old. brother SladerTDiH 
their mother’s boyfriend, 
Mark McKenzie.

Sunday night, the chil­
dren’s father, Steven Groene, 
spoke publicly for the first 
time about being reunited 
with his daughter.

It was one of the bet­
ter moments of my life.”

Groene^saitfrpofrce had 
instructed him not to ask 
Shasta questions about what 
had happened. He said he 
had never heard o f Duncatrr*! 
before Saturday ^ d  still did 
not know much about the 
man. Authorities weren’t 
telHijg him much about the 
eviH^ce involving Dylan, 
either, he said, but they did­
n’t tell him to give up hope.

“Obviously, in the case of 
Shasta, someone can be 
missing a long time and still 
come back safe,” he said.

Duncan had spent more a 
decade in prison for sexually 
assaulting a 14-year-old boy 
at gunpoint, and at the time 
o f his arrest was a fugitive 
from Justice for allegedly 
molesting a boy in 
Minnesota.

With no apparent connec­
tion to the Groene family, 
Wolfmger acknowledged 
that his arrest has brought 
many questions.

“Where have Duncap and 
Shasta and ^Dylan been the 
last six weeks? Was Duncan 
involved in the triple homi­
cide? Were other people 
involved? If so, who and 
where are they?” Wolfmger 
said.

Mission accomplished: Space 
probe slams into speeding comet

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) 
—- A space probe hit its 
comet target late Sunday ■in 
a NASA-directed,
Hollywood»style mission 
that scientists hope will 
reveal clues to how the 
solar system formed.

It was the first time a 
spacecraft had ever touched 
the surface o f a comet, 
igniting brief Independence 
Day weekend fireworks in 
space.

The successful strike 83 
million miles away from 
Earth occurred at 10:52 
p.m. PDT, according to 
mission control at NASA’s

Jet Propulsion Laboratory 
in Pasadena.'Scientists on 
(he mission —  called Deep 
Impact, like the movie —  
erupted in applause and 
exchanged hugs.

“A lot o f people s^id we 
couldn’t do this or wouIdn^t 
be able to pull it o ff," proj­
ect manager Rick 
Grammier said later at a 
predawn Monday news 
conference. “It happened 
like clockwork and I think 
that’s something to be 
proud o f on America’s 
birthday.”

The cosmic smash-up did 
not significantly alter the

comet’s orbit around the 
sun and NASA said the 
experiment doesn’t pose 
any danger to Earth.

An image by the mother- 
ship, which had released 
the barrel-sized “impactor” 
probe on its suicide mission 
24 hours earlier, showed a 
bright spot in the lower sec­
tion of the comet_where the 
collision occurred. A cloud 
of debris was hurled into 
space. When the dust set­
tles, scientists hope to peek 
inside the comet’s frozen 
core -— a composite of ice 

- and rock left over from the 
early solar system.
