More disaster relief available

Grants and loans to help pay for 

temporary housing, home repairs 
and other disaster-related expens­
es which have occurred as a result 
of recent wildfires are being 
offered to residents of 19 Texas 
counties, according to the Federal 
Emergency Management
Agency’s disaster field office in 
Austin.

Gray, Hutchinson, Roberts and 
Wheeler counties were among six 
added April 3 to the list of eligible 
counties. Deaf Smith County has

been among the counties offered 
the aid since March 16.

Assistance to the newly 
declared counties is retroactive to 
the beginning of the incident peri­
od, currently Dec. 1, according to 
a news release from FEMA.

FEMA is also opening a 
Disaster Recovery Center in 
Pampa to help homeowners, 
renters and business owners who 
suffered losses in the recent wild­
fires. The center’s purpose is to 
answer questions and to help con­
nect fire victims with the 
resources that can assist in their

recovery.
The center will be open daily 

Friday through April 13 at the 
Gray-^ounty Annex, 12125 E. 
Frederic. Hours will be 9 a.m. to 6 
p.m. each day except for Sunday, 
when hours will be 1 p.m. to 5 
p.m.

Persons who suffered damage 
from the wildfires may register 
online at www.fema.gov or call 1- 
800-621-3362 to apply for the 
financial assistance.

2 accidents result in 2 fatalities

One-car rollovers Tuesday and 

Wednesday resulted in the deaths of a Lefors 
man and a Pampa woman, according to the 
Texas Department of Public Safety.

Barney Earl Sawyer, 49, of Lefors was 
pronounced dead at the scene Wednesday 
morning by Precinct 2 Justice of the Peace 
Kurt Curfman after Tuesday’s accident.

Sawyer was a passenger in a 1994 Jaguar 
driven by Lajona Elizabeth Reeves, 43, of 
Lefors Tues^iy night wheo the.-accident^ 
occurred. The Jaguar was eastbound on'̂  
Farm to Market Road 1321, about two miles 
east of Lefors, when Reeves said she saw an 
animal in the roadway and swerved to avoid 
it, according to the DPS.

The Jaguar went off the road to the right, 
came back onto the roadway, and then went 
back off the road to the right and rolled once, 
coming to rest in a ditch, according to the 
DPS.

Sawyer was ejected from the vehicle as a 
result of the accident.

The estimated time of the accident is 
11:30 p.m. The accident was reported as a 
911 call received by Shamrock emergency 
services Wednesday morning. Shamrock 
notified Gray County SherifTs Office about 
the call at 6:31 a.m. ^dnesday , according to 
the sherifTs office, and the report was for­

warded to DPS at 6:56 a.m.
The identity of the person who reported 

the accident in a 911 call is not certain, 
according to DPS. The call may have been 
the result of a search initiated for Sawyer 
after he did not show up for work on his par­
ents’ ranch Wednesday morning, according 
to DPS.

Reeves was located in the emergency 
room of Pampa Regional Medical Center 
midmoming Wednesday by DPS troopers’ 
investigating the accident and 'was inter­
viewed cqncyrping the incident.

The accident is still under investigation, 
according to DPS.

The second rollover occurred at 9:40 a.m. 
Wednesday when Donna Atm Hagemann, 
51, of Pampa was killed.

Hagemann was efriving a 2002 Chevrolet 
Trailblazer oh Farm to Market Road 1912 
near Amarillo when DPS investigators 
believe she fell .asleep. The vehicle ran off 
the east side of the road, struck a concrete 
pillar at the Interstate 40 intersection and 
then Tolled over.

Hagemann was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Potter County Justice of the Peace 
Nancy Bosquez.

James Hagemann, 45, of Pampa, the only 
passenger in the Trailblazer, was taken to

Immigration issue progress made
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WASHINGTON (AP) — Senate 
Republicans and Democrats closed in on a 
last-minute compromise today on legislation 
opening the way to legal status and'eventual 
citizenship for many of the 11 million immi­
grants living in the United States illegally.

Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., said he had 
been assured President Bush supports the 
measure, and would publicly say so later in 
the day.

As outlined, the measure would provide 
for enhanced border security, regulate the 
future flow of immigrants into the United 
States and offer legalized status to the mil­
lions of men, women and chil^’en in the

country unlawfully.
“We’ve had a huge breakthrough” 

overnight, said Majority Leader Bill Frist, R- 
Tenn.

Sen. Harry Reid of Nevada, the 
Democratic leader, agreed, but cautioned 
that the agreement had not yet ^ e n  sealed.

celebratory news conference underlined the 
expectation that the Senate could pass the 
most sweeping immigration bill in two 
decades, and act before leaving on a long 
vacation at the end of the week.

Critical fire weather in forecast again today

Critical fire weather is 
once again in the forecast 
today for the western half of 
Texas, particularly the 
Panhandle and Trans-Pecos 
areas. Parts of West Texas 
could see wind gusts in 
excess of 50 mph, combined 
with relative humidity drop­
ping as low as 10 percent.

“Our main concern

Thursday is west of a line 
fitim Vfichha Falls south to 
San Angelo, and particularly 
the northern Panhandle,” 
said incident meteorologist 
Phillip Manuel with 
National Weather Service.

West winds will be sus­
tained at 30 mph with gusts 
to 50, Manuel said. In the 
Guadalupe and Davis moUn-

tains, the winds will be sus­
tained a t 40 mph with gusts 
to 60 mph along the ridges. 
The Dallas-Fort Worth area 
south through the Hill 
Country will see 20 mph 
sustained winds 'with gusts 
to 30 mph.

“In the Rio Grande Valley, 
heat is the issue,” Manuel 
said. “From San Antonio to

Del Rio and south, it will be 
closing in on the century 
mark, with winds at 15 to 25 
mph.”

As this is .Wildfire 
Awareness Week in Texas, 
Texas Forest Service 
reminds homeowners and 
communities to be proactive 
in their preparation for wild­
fires.

“Wildfire is an urban' 
issue,” said Mark Stanford, 
chief of fire operations for 
Texas Forest Service. “Since 
Dec. 1, 85 percent of the 
large fires in Texas* have* 
been within two miles of a 
community.

DPS drops drill after recruit’s death
AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas Department 

of Public Safety said it will no longer train 
officers wiA a fighting drill Aat resulted in a 
recruit’s-deaA last year.

DPS suspended use of Ae drill, known as 
active countermeasures, after Ae May deaA 
of Jimmy Ray Carty Jr. He died of head trau­
ma after being hit in Ae head several times 
during a lull-contact fighting exercise.

The department used Ae drill for at least 
30 years and had argued it was useful train­
ing for officers who must be prepared to 
fight on Aeir own.

But consultants hired by DPS in Ae after- 
math of Carty’s death recommended in 
March that Ae drill be eliminated because it 
caused too many head injuries and did not 
involve realistic police scenarios.

The department also harmed simulated 
wrestling wiA a suspect, known-as grap­
pling, and all oAer exercises Aat involve 
hitting or other hard contact between 
trainees.

“Students should never engage in physical 
contact wiA oAer students during simula­
tions, wiA Ae exception of defensive tactics 
training where students are not using strikes 
or hard physical contact against oAer stu­
dents,” Col. Thomas A. Davis Jr., the depart­
ment’s director, wrote in a letter explaining 
his decision.

Carlos Cascos, a DPS commissioner from 
Brownsville, said he agrees wiA Davis’* 
decision.

“Obviously I Aink it is a step in the appro­
priate direction,” he said.

Carty’s widow said she was relieved to 
hear almut Ae change.

“They made the right choice,” said 
Christy Carty, who filed a lawsuit 
Wednesday partly to stop Ae fighting drill.

The suit alleges DPS was negligent in her 
husband’s deaA because it lonew of past 
injuries related to Ae drill. She also alleges 
Ae department violated his civil rights by 
not stopping Ae dangerous drill.

and speech impaired may 
call TTY 1-800-462-7585. 
The toll-free numbers aré 
available from 6 a.m. to 11 
p.m. Central Daylight Time, 
seven days a week, until fur­
ther notice.

Each applicant will be 
required to provide basic 
information, including their 
name, permanent address 
and phone number; any 
insurance coverage; and 
other, information to help 
substantiate losses.
Applicants should also save 
receipts to back up claims.

The help offered by

FEMA is for eligible disas­
ter-related expenses and 
serious needs that are not 
covered by insurance.

The types of assistance 
available include:

• Grants to rent a home to 
live in if the damaged house 
is unlivable. Initial tempo­
rary housing assistance may 
be provided for one month 
for homeowners and renters. 
The a^istance may be 
extended if requested, based 
on a review of individual 
applicant requirements.

• Grants for home repairs 
and replacement of essential 
household items not covered 
by insurance to make dam­
aged dwellings safe, sani­
tary and frmctional.

• Grants to replace per­
sonal property and help

meet medical, dental, funer­
al, transportation and other 
serious dis^ter-related 
needs not covered by insur­
ance or other federal, state 
or charitable aid programs.

Reimbursement is not 
available to households for 
spoiled food or the loss of 
freezer and refrigerator con­
tents due to lack of power. 
Reimbursement may be 
available for miscellaneous 
items such as a chain saw, 
dehumidifier or wet/dry vac.

• Low-interest disaster 
loans from the U.S. Small 
Business Administration to 
cover residential losses not 
fully compensated by insur­
ance. Loans of up to 
$200,000. are available to 
repair/repl^ce real estate and 
$40,000 to repair/replace'

personal property. The SBA 
also provides loans to eligi­
ble businesses to repair or 
replace disaster-damaged 
property and provide work­
ing capital to help a business 
through a recovery period 
due to economic loss as a 
result of disaster-related 
causes.

• Free crisis counseling 
and free legal aid.

There are penalties for 
making false reports of dis­
aster damages. FEMA and 
the Texas Governor’s 
Division of Emergency 
Management are coordinat­
ing a joint effort to uncover 
fraud attempts. Fraudulent 
scams may be reported to 
local law enforcement, the 
Attorney General’s-Office of 
Consumer Protection at 1-

800-337-3928, or call the 
Department of Homeland 
Security’s Office of the 
Inspector General hotline at 
1-866-720-5721.

A presidential declaration 
Jan. 11 resulted in all 254 
Texas counties being eligi­
ble for reimbursement for 
emergency protective meas­
ures concerning the wild­
fires, including actions 
taken to protect public safe­
ty such as epiergency repairs 
to public buildings or activa­
tion of an emergency opera­
tions center.

FEMA manages federal 
response and recovery 
efforts following any nation­
al incident. FEMA also initi­
ates mitigation activities, 
works with state and local 
emergency managers, and

manages the National Flood 
Insurance Program.

A representative each 
ffom FEMA, the SBA and 
the governor's division of 
emergency management 
was in Gray County March 
22 to tour sites of residences 
in the county which were 
damaged by the wildfires.

The March 22 visitors 
determined that nine Gray 
County residences were 
rated as affected, 11 
received minor damage, one 
had major damage and 10 
were destroyed, said 
Pampa/Gray County
Emergency Management 
Coordinator Ken Hall in a

“The residences were 

spread pretty well all over 
the county,’’ Hall said.

The developments 
marked a turnaround from 
Wednesday, when it 
appeared negotiations had 
faltered. The key sticking 
point involved the 11 mil­
lion illegal immigrants in 
the country, and the strug­
gle to provide them an 
opportunity to gain legal 
status without exposing 
lawmakers to the political 
charge that thçy were advo­
cating amnesty for law­
breakers.
* While final details were 
not available, in general, 
the compromise would 
require illegal immigrants 
who have been in the 
United States between two 
years and five years to 
return to their home country 
briefly, then re-enter as 
temporary workers. They 
could then begin a process 
of seeking citizenship.

Illegal immigrants here 
longer than five years 
would not be required to 
return home; those in the 
country less than two j ^ r s  
would be required to leave 
without assurances of 
returning, and take their 
place in line with others

seeking entry papers.
Not everyone was satis­

fied. A spokesman for Sen. 
John Comyn said the Texas 
Republican was opposed to 
the rrieasure. There was no 
immediate reaction from 
GOP Sens. Jon Kyi of 
Arizona or Jeff Sessions of 
Alabama, two other promi­
nent critics of earlier pro­
posals dealing with illegal 
immigrants.

Beyond the illegal immi­
grants, there were other 
thorny issues to be clari­
fied. Senate leaders had yet 
to publicly unveil draft leg­
islation to make sure that 
only legal workers were 
hired in the future, for 
example.

Nor was it clear what 
type of assurances, if any. 
Democrats had received 
from the Whit? House and 
Republicans about compro­
mise talks with the 
Re pub l i can - c on t r o l l e d  
House later this year. The 
Ifouse has approved legis­
lation limited to border 
security, and while GOP 
leaders have signaled sup­
port for a broader measure. 
Democrats have expressed 
concern jn  recent days that 
they will be pressured to 
make unacceptable addi­
tional concessions to 
achieve a final compro­
mise.

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PowerPoint can m ake any presentation better
A while back, I attended a 

large technology conference.
I went to see new technolo­
gy, trends, and hear the latest 
prognostications from so- 
called experts. While their 
topics varied, 1 noticed one 
trait they all had in common 
-  their reliance on technolo­
gy to aid in their présenta-^ 
tion. In 95 percent of the 
cases, that technology could 
be summed up in one word: 
PowerPoint.

Designed by Microsoft, 
PowerPoint is to the presen­
ter what Word is to the 
author and Excel to the 
accountant. We, as teachers, 
learned a long time ago, that 
people typically remember 
only 10 percent of what we 
say (if that much.) If, how­
ever, we visually reinforce 
our points somehow, that 
retention increases four-fold. 
Enter, PowerPoint.

Remember back in the old 
days when people used over­
head projectors to aid in 
classroom note taking? 
Speakers used them, also, to 
bullet their points. Basically, 
the presenter would manual-

ly place a new transparency 
on the projector every time 
he/she changed points. By 
receiving the information 
visually, as well as audibly, 
the audience was more like­
ly to retain the important 
facts.

Think of 
PowerPoint 
as an “over­
head trans- 
p a r e n c y 
upgrade.” It 
allows you 
to make 
“slides” that
can be projected, printed, or 
e-mailed to your audience. 
At this point, you may be 
wondering why someone 
would use PowerPoint over 
the low-tech transparency 
system. Well, many advan­
tages present themselves, 
not the least of whichi  ̂ is 
“impression.”

People are impressed with 
technology. If you put two 
equally-skilled presenters in 
a room, one with a set of 
transparencies and the other 
armed with a PowerPoint 
presentation, I guarantee the

audience will believe the 
technically-assisted presen­
ter is more authoritative, bet­
ter prepared, and, therefore, 
more credible. Right or 
wrong, good or bad, that’s 
how people think..

PowerPoint also gives the 
p r e s e n t e r  
some inter­
esting ‘abili­
ties not 
afforded to 
the over­
head trans- 
p a r e n c y 
user. For 

instance, with PowerPoint, a 
presenter can change slide 
content, rearrange slide 
order, or even delete slides 
minutes before the presenta­
tion. Trust me, before I give 
a presentation. I’m tweaking 
it on the plane, adding 
points, changing graphics, 
and personalizing the con­
tent for Bty audience. Oh, 
and did I hiention, spell­
check?

PowerPoint can also liven 
up an otherwise boring 
topic. In addition to using 
vibrant text and background

colors, presenters can 
choose from a wide variety 
of clipart and photos. And 
using PowerPoint’s anima­
tion and sound options, these 
grajjhics' can “shake, rattle, 
and roll.”

However, that’s not 
always a good thing. Every 
July 4th, I enjoy buying a 
few firecrackers for my kids 
to set off. While waiting in 
line at the fireworiis booth, I 
often witness a predictable 
scene. Mom/Dad give “jun­
ior” 10 dollars to buy fire­
works with. Do you think 
Junior is going to buy 20 
small' firecrackers or one 
BIG one? The answer’s 
obvious. Junior wants the 
most “bang” for his buck 
(pun intended.)

The same goes for new 
PowerPoint users. I can 
always recognize a speaker’s 
first PowerPoint attempt. It 
isoftill of dancing raisins, 
explosions, race car sounds 
and anything else they can 
throw in. While the presenter 
may see these additions as

Austin American-Statesman on glob­
al warming:

Moving Anterica in a new direction 
is a colossal undertaking. Moving it in 
a way that requires sacrifice and causes 
social iqiheaval is more diflicuh still. 
And moving it to prevent devastation a 
century from now takes both vision and 
understanding.

But move we must.
Scientific analysis is telling us that 

global warming is real, that die polar 
ice sheets and the Greenland ice cap are 
melting and that carbon dioxide and 
other gas emissions are speeding the

erosion. One study just reported in the 
journal Science says that by the year 
2100, the Earth’s temperature could be 
four degrees higher than today.

Those higher temperatures mean 
ever-rising seas that eventually could 
be 20 feet higher than they are now, 
which would wreak havoc around the 
world. At some undefined point and it 
might be fast approaching the procesis 
will be irreversible.

By every estimate, the planet is get­
ting warmer and seas are rising. That is 
hot in question. The causes are debated, 
of course, but experts increasingly 
agree d» t greenhouse gases are con­
tributing to the potentially disastrous 
situation.

As the leading producer of those 
gases, the United States- needs to get

serious about curbing diem before it is 
too late to do some good. That means 
sacrifice, more fuel-efficient automo* 
biles and more attention-to what we 
individuals, governments and compa­
nies are doing to the atmosphere.

Other factors might well be con- 
tributiiig to the problem, but the one 
factor people can do something about is 
the greenhouse gases we are pouring 
into the thin layer of air that keeps us 
alive. But industry has a vested interest 
in the status quo, and governments that 
should be leuling the way are para­
lyzed by political gridlock.

Few politicians want to propose 
changes that demand personal sacrifice 
and would reorder American industry

The “over-use” of technology can 
sabotage an otherwise interesting 
presentation.

remember what a wise man once said; 
“Use your power wisely. Master 
Luke.”

People ask me all the time if the 
differences between Office XP and 
.Office 2003 are worth making the 
switch. My answer is simple; If you 
are a heavy PowerPoint user, make 
the switch, of all the programs in the 
Microsoft Office suite, PowerPoint 
shows the .greatest gains in terms of 
features.

For example, videos can now be 
run in “full screen” mode, and objects 
can follow separate animation paths

simultaneously. Microsoft has also 
added a “Package for CD” option, 
allowing you to put your entire pres­
entation (with the free PowerPoint 
Viewer software) on a CD.

particularly for a problem that

Steakhouse chain sued for alleged^ barring men servers
LOS ANGELES (AP) — 

The Lawry’s steakhouse 
chain was sued for allegedly 
barring men from being  ̂
servers at its restaurants, the 
U.S. Equal Employment 
Opportunity Commission 
said.

The agency said Tuesday 
that it filed a sex discrimina­
tion suit in federal couii in 
Los Angeles on Friday 
because Pasadena-based 
Lawry’s Restaurants, Inc., 
has continued a policy that 
dates back to 1938 of using

only women servers.
Men must make do with 

lower paying jobs such as 
busing tables, the commis­
sion alleged in the suit, 
which seeks class-action sta­
tus.

“The practice of denying 
men the opportunity to work 
in the higher-paying server 
jobs is blatant sex discrimi­
nation,” Anna Park, an attor­
ney for the commission, said 
in a statement.

Lawry’s waitresses can 
earn from $25,000 to

$56,000 a year depending on 
tips while busboys and oth­
ers typically earn about 40 
percent less, she said 
Wednesday. The suit' could 
involve several thousand 
people, she added.

Lawry’s said Wednesday 
that it “denies the merit” of 
the suit and was disappoint­
ed by the legal action, which 
followed two years of nego­
tiations with the commis­
sion.

“Lawry’s is confident that 
once the facts of this case

Duke lacrosse coach resigns,. 
season canceled amid scandal

DURHAM, N.C. (AP) — 
A lacrosse playerV e-mail 
rant about killing and skin­
ning strippers in his Duke 
University dorm room has led 
to his coach’s resignation, the 
season’s cancellation and an 
internal probe into the 
school’s response to alleged 
violence by athletes.

Wednesday’s cascade of 
events was the latest fallout 
from allegations that three 
players on the lacrosse team 
raped a stripper at ah off- 
campus party on March 13.

No charges have been filed 
in the case, but sophomore 
Ryan McFadyen, 19, of 
Mendham, N.J., the player 
who wrote the e-mail has

been suspended, and Duke 
President Richard ’ H. 
Brodhead promised a “very, 
very serious self-study” of 
campus culture.

“I pledge that Duke will 
respond with appropriate 
seriousness when die truth is 
established,” he wrote in a 
letter to the community.

Students and townspeople 
have marched almost daily 

^since the alleged attack on the 
stripper, a student across 
town at North Carolina 
Central University. The 

 ̂woman, who is blacl^ claims 
three white players pulled her 
into a bathroom and assaulted 
her.
