said he was unaware of the
extent of damage to ranchers
in the south and east part of
the county.

“I’m quite irritated that
these people are sending out
a letter that says they con-
tacted me to determine if
there were ongoing animal
needs and were informed
that there were none,” Peet
said.

He said no one from the
Texas  Animal Health
Commission had talked to
him.

Peet said he’s been trying
to contact the official who
wrote that letter because he
wanted to talk to him per-
sonally.

Simmons, her husband
Mark, Lane Thompson, Jeff
Haley, Bill Gething and
Farm Bureau representatives

Wheeler met with Peet for
an hour Tuesday morning to
vent their frustration over a

lack of support.

Simmons said several
groups, ~ including  the
American Humane

Association and Habitat for
Horses, had offered to help
with injured livestock but
couldn’t unless they were
invited into an area by state
and local officials.

Mark Simmons said it has
been particularly frustrating
because much of the help
that has been offered was
volunteer, and it wouldn’t
cost the taxpayers anything.

“Who would I contact to
get that kind of assistance?”
Peet asked. “No one has ever
informed me that it was
available. The governor’s
office has not told me any-
thing as far as what’s avail-
able. Then I get the stuff
thrown back on my back that
I'm not helping you, and
that’s incorrect.”

Rebecca Simmons con-
tacted Texas A&M
University veterinary school
officials and was told that

students could bring mobile
units to care for cattle and
horses to the Panhandle, but
she said the school couldn’t
get authorization from the
state.

Tuesday was the first time
he’d heard about the possi-
bility of bringing in veteri-
narians, Peet said.

Peet said the commission-
er’s court signed the applica-
tion for disaster aid and the
disaster declaration and gave
them to Ken Hall, the county
and city éfergency coordi-
nator.

— gasoline — at the pump to
pay the higher taxes.
Conscienceless dema-
gogues like Schumer will
have quick answer to that
problem — simply get the
government to fix the price of
gas at the pump, preventing
the oil companies from cop-
ing with the tax increases and
driving them toward econom-
ic instability and bankruptcy.

For Marxists such as
Schumer and company,
that’s the end result they lust
after — the opportunity to
nationalize the oil industry
and allow government to
take over and run the indus-
try — presumably with the
same efficiency it dealt with
the after-effects of Hurricane
Katrina.

If you take a close look at
the cost 6f a gallon of gaso-
line you will discover that
nationwide the 'federal and
state governments make an
average of 45 to 46 cents per
gallon. In New York, a gal-
lon of gas is taxed 62 cents.

In the face of that, Exxon,

for example, made a profit of

9.8 cents a gallon. The rea-
son why they made an $8
billion profit in the first
quarter was simply because

people are buying more of

their product. They are still
making the same 9.8 cents

whether they sell 100 gal-
lons or 100 million gallons
or 2 billion gallons. They are
still making the same per-
centage which compared to
the government’s take of an
average 46 cents is modest.

According to the Tax
Foundation, over the past 25
years — in inflation adjusted
dollars — oil and gas compa-
nies have paid in royalties
and state and federal taxes
$2.2 trillion dollars. At the
same time they have made a
little over $630 billion dol-
lars in profits. So their taxes
and royalties are three times
greater than their profits.

The real question, Chuck
Schumer, is who is gouging
whom?

SAN ANTONIO (AP) - By shak-
ing up his lineup, Dallas Mavericks
coach Avery Johnson took the risk
of being accused of panicking.

Instead, he’s_got the San Antonio
Spurs wondering how they’re going
to keep up with new starting point
guard Devin Harris.

Harris’ speed and a take-it-to-
the-rim attitude revived an offense
that looked sleepy in the opener,
helping the Mavericks go ahead by
21 points before halftime on their
way to a 113-91 victory Tuesday
night that tied this second-round
series at one game apiece.

“Devin is the quickest guy we’ve
got,” teammate Jerry Stackhouse
said.

Missing hikers found alive

IDYLLWILD, Calif. (AP)
— A couple that got lost on a
day hike and spent 2 1/2
days in the frigid San Jacinto
Mountains stumbled upon
the campsite of a hiker who
vanished a year ago and sur-
vived on items they scav-
enged from his backpack.

Brandon Day, 28, and

Gina Allen, 24, both of

Dallas, were found Tuesday
morning west of Palm
Springs, Calif., after res-
cuers spotted smoke from a
fire that Day had lit using
matches that the missing
hiker had been carrying,
officials said.

In addition to thanking
their rescuers, Day and Allen
paid tribute to John
Donovan, 60, who disap-
peared in May 2005. His
backpack provided the cou-
ple with the matches, food
and heavy clothing.

“l want to thank him for
helping save our lives,” Day

said at a news conference
Tuesday.

Authorities said they
found paperwork in the
orange backpack showing it
belonged to Donovan.

Friends of the retired
Virginia social worker said
they hoped the discovery
would lead to his remains.
Searchers plan to look for
his body this week,
Riverside County sheriff’s
Sgt. Earl Quinata said.

“Even in his death, he was
helping people,” Donovan’s
longtime friend, Chris Hook,
said from his Richmond,
Va., home.

Donovan, whom Hook
described as an experienced
hiker, was last seen in the
San Jacinto Wilderness on
May 3, 2005, about two
weeks after he retired. Hook
said he assumed his friend
got hurt and froze to death in
a snowstorm that blew in
that might.
