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O rdinances to aUow for adult businesses

Adult and topless businesses will 
be restricted to certain areas of town.

The Pampa City Commission 
amended zoning ordinances Tuesday 
afternoon that would allow adult and 
topless businesses only in light and 
heavy industrial districts.

Summer play-

Under the amended ordinances, 
adult businesses must be more than 
1,000 feet from schools, churches, 
day care centers, hospitals, parks, 
stadiums and residential areas. The 
ordinances also require an annual 
$200 license fee and criminal back­
ground check on the business owner 
or owners.

Pampa City Attorney Don Lane

told the city commission during a 
hearing on the ordinances Tuesday 
that the city had not had any ordi­
nances concerning adult businesses, 
and he was directed to draw up the 
ordinances to restrict their establish­
ment.

The adult business ordinances 
passed the first reading during the 
commission’s meeting following the

hearings. No one spoke for or 
against the ordinances during the 
hearing.

The city commission actually held 
two hearings during their regular 
meeting Tuesday afternoon. While 
the first was in connection with adult 
businesses, the second concerned a

Local school districts receive 
rating from education agency

Pampa High School and Grandview- 
Hopkins Elementary School 
received a rating of academi- =
cally unacceptable in Texas 
Education Agency’s 2006 
accountability ratings.

PHS’ rating is due to an 
error, according to Pampa 
Independent School District 
Superintendent Barry 
Haenisch.

“Only one subgroup was 
unacceptable. This was 
arrived at by a mistake,”
Haenisch said. -----

The t e a ’s accountability 
ratings are determined by how the school 
scores in each of several categories, includ­
ing TAKS test scores, special education pro­
grams, economically disadvantaged stu­
dents’ performances, dropout rates and com­
pletion rates.

A school cannot receive a higher rating 
than the lowest subgroup, or category, rat­
ing. PHS received a rating of unacceptable 
in the category of completion rate of eco­
nomically disadvantaged students. The rat­
ing was the only unacceptable score the

school received.
PHS’ completion rate by economically 

disadvantaged students was 71.8 percent, 
which was not a high enough percentage as 

required by TEA to be
■ ' =  acceptable.

“Two of those students 
were not PHS students. One 
of the two graduated. Both 
attended Pampa Learning
Center,” Haenisch said.

PLC is rated as a separate
campus by TEA, and
receives its own accountabil­
ity rating. PLC is categorized 
as an alternative school. 
Such schools receive either 

—  ̂ acceptable or unacceptable 
ratings. PLC was rated

acceptable for 2006, Haenisch said.
“We have until Aug. 18 to question the 

validity of the score, and we will do that,” he 
said of PHS’ rating.

Schools, other than alternative schools, 
may receive ratings of academically unac­
ceptable, academically acceptable, recog­
nized, and exemplary. Each of the sub­
groups, or categories, examined by TEA 
receives a rating, and an overall rating is

House speaker to repay state money for apartment
AUSTIN (AP) — House Speaker Tom 

Craddick will reimburse state funds that 
were spent on renovating his office and rent- 
free apartment in the state Capitol, his office 
said.

More than $50,000 in state money has 
been used to purchase and install wool car­
pet and to,move furnishings and belongings 
out of the apartment and offices in prepara­
tion for the renovations, records show.

Craddick aides said he will use private 
money raised for the renovation to repay the 
state. Lobbyists, businessmen and a corpo­
rate foundation are among about 40 donors

who have contributed more than $I million 
to renovate the apartment behind the House 
chamber, the nation’s only residence in a 
statehouse.

The Craddicks “have always planned on 
reimbursing the State Preservation Board,” 
Craddick spokeswoman Alexis DeLee said 
in Wednesday editions of the Fort Worth 
Star-Telegram.

However, in a letter to the newspaper in 
April, DeLee called the carpet purchase and 
installation “routine maintenance” and said 
the Craddicks would reimburse the state “if 
enough private money is raised.”

Recycled water used for irrígatíon

SAN ANTONIO — 
Maintaining high-quality 
turfgrass during the hot and 
dry summer months in 
Central Texas requires irri­
gation that increases 
demand on potable water 
supplies.

But new Texas 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station research shows few 
adverse effects when recy­
cled water is used on tuif- 
grass in the Edwards 
Aquifer recharge zone.

The findings ^ e  signifi­
cant, researchers say, 
because it could help 
reduce daily demands from 
the diminishing aquifer.

The study examined 
Type I recycled water, 
known as municipally 
treated wastewater,
reclaimed water or effluent 
water. It’s frequently used 
to irrigate large turfgrass 
areas, helping to save high­
er quality surface and 
groundwater for potable 
water use.

With San Antonio’s 
growing population requir­
ing more water, maximum 
withdrawal rates have been 
imposed by the Edwards 
Aquifer Authority.

“One impetus for our 
study was the fact that two 
plants and a distribution 
pipeline have been built to 
produce and distribute 
recycled water throughout 
the metropolitan area,” said 
Jim Thomas, Experiment 
Station scientist.

Officials questioned 
whether customers on the

recharge zone could use 
recycled water for irrigat­
ing turfgrass. Water offi­
cials’ main concern was 
whether unwanted nitrates 
would penetrate the 
recharge zone and threaten 
drinking water.

“Basically, the answer is 
yes,” Thomas said. “We 
found there were only 
slight increases in nitrates. 
We found it was reasonably 
safe to use on the location 
we studied. We had only a 
slight increase in the accu­
mulation of salt and sodi­
um in the soil.”

Results also revealed a 
slight increase in potassiiun 
in leaf tissue, and “a little 
increase in salt leaching 
down to the groundwater

table,” Thomas said. “The 
majority of constituents 
remained within drinking 
water requirements,” he 
said. “Thus, irrigation with 
recycled water wasn’t 
going to pose a significant 
threat to groundwater.”

Thomas, who partnered 
on the study with Dr. 
Richard White, Experiment 
Station scientist, said Type 
I recycled water receiving 
the highest treatment is 
rated safe for incidental 
human contact.

The two-year study 
began in March 2002 and 
involved 18 field plots. 
Irrigation treatments 
included potable water and 
recycled water applied at 
rates to replace evapotran-

spiration. In addition, the 
study included recycled 
water applied at a rate of 
1.1 times the rate of évapo­
transpiration.

Tifway Bermudagrass 
and Jamur Zoysiagrass, 
common grasses grown in 
the San Antonio area, were 
used in the study. Samples 
of runoff water, leachate 
water, and soil and leaf tis­
sue were collected monthly 
and tested for nine nutri­
ents and total salts.

Both water sources were 
found to be capable of pro­
ducing high quality, “aes­
thetically pleasing turf,” 
Thomas said, “when used 
with other appropriate 
management practices, 
such as proper mowing and 
nitrogen fertilization.”

Increased amounts of 
total salts and ^vere meas­
ured in soil samples where 
recycled water was applied, 
he said.

“Careful long-term salt 
management would be 
needed to prevent the accu­
mulation of an excessive 
amount of total salts or 
sodium in the root zone. 
Concentrations of all other 
nutrients in the soil were 
unaffected by irrigation 
water resources,” Thomas 
said.

The study was published 
in the July-August issue of 
Agronomy Journal.
Experiment Station
researchers teamed with 
the San Antonio Water 
System, Bladerunner Turf 
Farm, and consultants from 
CH2M HILL to complete 
the study.
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Infant found dead in

An infant was found dead in 
a hot, parked vehicle outside 
Lindale City Hall on 
Tuesday after being left 
inside by one of the town’s 
reserve police officers, 
authorities said.

The officer parked his 
truck Tuesday morning and 
drove a police car to a law- 
enforcement class in another 
town. About 3:20 p.m., the 
man contacted Lindale 
police in a panic and said he 
did not recall taking his 
infant to day care that day.

Cowart said.

Officials said Kevin Petty, 
a reserve sergeant with the 
department for seven years, 
had been attending a class in 
Canton, about 30 miles 
away.

The reserve officer asked 
to be met at his truck, where 
his 5-month-old daughter 
was discovered dead inside 
the vehicle, Cowart said.

Truck spills penguins, 
octopus onto East Texas 
highway

MARSHALL, Texas (AP) 
— A truck transporting zoo 
animals from Indiana to 
Galveston overturned 
Tuesday, spilling about two 
dozen penguins, tropical fish 
and an octopus onto an East 
Texas highway, authorities 
said.

“We had a penguin 
wreck,” Department of 
Public Safety trooper 
Richard Buchanan said. 
“They were thrown out into

a ditch and in the roadway.”
Two employees from the 

Indianapolis Zoo were trans­
porting the animals to 
Moody Gardens in 
Galveston when the accident 
occurred on U.S. Highway 
59 at about 4:30 a.m., 
Buchanan said.

The driver, Kelly Hodge, 
34, swerved, overcorrected 
and then rolled the truck into 
a ditch, Buchanan said.

She and her passenger, 
Tammy Root, both sustained 
minor scratches and bruises, 
but were not seriously 
injured.

The penguins were travel­
ing in heavy tubs, which 
broke open when the truck 
crashed. Three penguins 
landed in the highway and
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were killed by oncoming 
traffic; one died in the crash. 
Another penguin suffered a 
broken wing.

Physics teacher admits 
role in accidental explosion

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A 
former Winona High School 
physics teacher pleaded 
guilty Tuesday to distribut­
ing explosive materials to a 
student who blew his hand 
off while at school.

Bradley Todd Brown, 33, 
of Lindale, faces up to 10 
years in prison and a 
$250,000 fine after he admit­
ted giving gunpowder and 
other explosive materials to 
a student under 21.

Jonathon Strength, 17, ^
lost his left hand in the May 
explosion while he was 
working on a project at 
school when a pipe filled 
with gunpowder detonated.

Federal agents from the 
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, 
Firearms and Explosives 
said that Brown handed over 
a jar of gunpowder from his 
classroom.

Keeping Texas air improvements on track...

When you ask Texans 
why they enjoy living here, 
our wide-open spaces are 
mentioned pretty quickly. 
There’s still plenty of elbow 
room in Texas, and even 
with the heat, it’s great to be 
outdoors.

But Texas is growing rap­
idly, and more people means 
potential for more pollution. 
As the number of Texans 
grows, it’s important to 
remember what’s made 
Texas a great place to live 
and raise a family. These 
things include clean air, 
clean water and protected 
rivers and beaches.

Guarding our natural 
environment is a task that 
will never be completed. It 
requires vigilance from us 
all. There are numerous 
ways to help, and we have to

pursue all feasible options. 
I’m happy to report we’re 
leading the way in some 
important areas.

We have recently learned 
that Texas has surpassed 
California to become the 
national leader in wind-gen­
erated electricity. Wind and 
solar power are alternative 
sources of energy generation 
that promise an eventual 
reduction in our dependence 
on fossil fuels.

But for the foreseeable 
future, as our economy 
expands, we also require 
increased use of traditional 
energy sources. Private 
industry, government and 
consumers must do every­
thing possible to continue to 
reduce the adverse environ­
mental effects of these 
sources.

We recently learned that 
two Texas sites were among 
the final four nationwide 
being considered for the 
FutureGen project, a $1 bil­
lion federal pilot program to 
reduce dra-
m a t i c a l l y  Jo h n  
the emis- „
sions from C o m y n
c o a l - f i r e d  u.S. Senator 
e lec tr ic i ty  
generat ing 
p l a n t s .
Jewett, in central-east Texas, 
and Odessa-Ector County, in 
West Texas, join two Illinois 
sites on the final list.

This project is significant. 
We’re having trouble replac­
ing the oil and gas reserves 
we’re using now. But by 
some accounts, the U.S. has 
a 300-year supply of low- 
cost coal. Clean-coal tech-

nology has advanced rapidly 
in recent years, and 
FutureGen may well repre­
sent a huge leap forward.

The prototype plant will 
establish the technical and 

e c o n o m ic  
feasibil ity 
o f produc­
ing electric­
ity and
h y d r o g e n  
from coal, 
while cap­

turing the carbon dioxide 
generated in the process.

The FutureGen concept 
utilizes cutting-edge tech­
nology. The facility will not 
bum coal like a conventional 
power plant. Instead,
FutureGen will turn coal into 
a gas in a process that uses 
heat and pressure to generate 
electricity.

During the process, nearly 
all air pollutants -  sulfur 
dioxide, nitrogen oxides and 
mercury — will be captured 
rather than emitted. Carbon 
dioxide will also be removed 
during the process, then be 
injected and permanently 
trapped in deep underground 
formations, such as depleted 
oil and gas reservoirs.

That could provide sever­
al benefits. Hydrogen is a 
future energy source. There 
is potential that the captured 
C02 inserted into the ground 
could regenerate these 
depleted oil and gas sources. 
But the biggest benefit is vir­
tually eliminating harmful 
pollutants and greenhouse 
gases, including C02, from 
being released into our air.

I’ll continue to work with 
state and local officials.

including Railroad
Commissioner Michael
Williams and Gov. Rick 
Perry, to push this technolo­
gy forward and bring it to 
Texas.

In June, Texas set another 
record for peak use of elec­
tricity. We badly need new 
electrical generation plants, 
and a number of new coal- 
fired plants, all using the 
best proven technology cur­
rently available, are now on 
the drawing board in Texas 
for construction within the 
next five years to help meet 
this need.

We’re devoting a great 
deal of attention to finding 
the right path to meet our 
growing energy needs in a 
responsible way.

For the second time in the 

Bush II administration, the 
U.S. secretary of state has 
been reduced to an errand 
boy/girl for the state of 
Israel.

Fox News laughably spent 
a lot of airtime showing 
video of a brush fire and two 
potholes created by 
Katyusha rockets when they 
fell harmlessly in the middle 
of an empty Israeli street and 
in an empty field.

Texas ethics:
When a grand jury complains that it 

can’t get to the bottom of suspected 
public corruption because state ethics 
law blocks the way well, Texas, we 
have a problem.

The 390th Travis County grand ju ^  
practically sputtered in outrage in its 
final report, finding it “incredible” that 
prosecutors arc “thwarted in their 
efforts to prosecute public officials 
because they are allowed to hide 
behind the lax and vague codes of the 
Texas Ethics Commission.”

The grand jury complained that a 
“high profile” (but unnamed) public 
official suspected of wrongdoing elud­
ed investigation by ducking behind the 
commission’s legal advice. >

The official previously had asked the 
ethics commission whether he had to 
list each of his business clients on his 
personal financial disclosure form, or if 
he could simply list himself as a con­
sultant and report the total amount he 
was paid.

This is a matter of public interest 
because the public should know if this 
official, whether elected or appointed, 
had private business clients who had a 
direct stake in the official’s public busi­
ness. Put less clinically, were those 
business clients really paying bribes, or 
making some other illegal payoff, to 

1

the public official? That, apparently, is 
what the district attorney and grand 
jury wanted to know.

But they were blocked because an 
ethics commission staff attorney had 
told the public official that state law 
required only that he report his occupa­
tion as a “consultant,” and that he 
would not have to list his clients. By 
getting that advice from the commis­
sion’s staff, the public official became 
immune to prosecution, the grand jury 
said.

The ethics commission earlier this 
year ruled that an appointed public offi­
cial who had received a check as a gift 
only had to report that he had received 
the check not how much money it was.

Sports Day
NPS to host open 
house Aug. 17 in 
Flitch; TPWD to 
answer questions

FRITCH — The 
National Park Service will 
hold an open house for 
hunters Thursday, Aug. 17 
at 7 p.m. at the Sanford- 
Fritch Junior High School 
cafeteria, 536 Eagle 
Boulevard, Fritch.

Park rangers from Lake 
Meredith National
Recreation Area, game war­
dens and biologists from 
the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department will 
be present to answer ques­
tions.

Hunting maps and other 
literature will be available. 
Those interested in hunting, 
wildlife habitat, and conser­
vation are encouraged to 
attend this meeting.

Hunting changes made in 
recent years are still in 
effect, including that the 
method of take for turkey 
(gobblers only) will be by 
shotgun or archery during 
the spring season, and by 
archery only during the fall 
season; the waterfowl hunt­
ing period will close at 
noon each day; and quail 
season will be the same 
dates posted by the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife 
Department.

These decisions have 
been made to increase pop­
ulations and enhance habi­
tat, and arc based upon 
research provided by Texas 
Parks & Wildlife biologists, 
U.S. Fish and Wildlife serv­
ice, and park statT.

The gate at Mullinaw 
Crossing will remain closed 
the first week of general 
deer season, November 18- 
25, and will be opened 
November 26 through the 
end of deer season. The 
gate may be closed at any 
time during this period due 
to circumstances such as 
severe weather, high water, 
and threats to public safety.

Hunting and fishing at 
Lake Meredith is permitted 
in accordance with applica­
ble federal and state laws.

The National Park Sjivice 
regulates the propep'use of 
the park, while Texas Parks 
and Wildlife manages the 
harvest of fish and wildlife 
within the park. No hunt­
ing or firearms are allowed 
within Alibates Flint 
Quarries National
Monument.

As an increased safety 
measure, all hunters within 
the boundaries of Lake 
Meredith are required to 
wear blaze orange during 
general gun season for deer 
(Nov. 18-Dec. 3) and the 
special youth season (Oct. 
28-29). In addition, during 
the special youth hunt all 
accompanying individuals 
must also wear blaze 
orange. This will consist of 
both a hat and a vest with a 
combined total area equal­
ing 500 square inches and 
worn conspicuously above 
the waist. Exempt from 
this requirement will be 
migratory bird hunters on 
the waters of Lake 
Meredith.

Clarett arrested
COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) 

— Maurice Clarett was 
arrested early this morning 
after a highway chase that 
ended with police using 
Mace on the former Ohio 
State running back and find­
ing four loaded guns in his 
sport utility vehicle.

Officers used Mace to 
subdue Clarett after a stun 
gun was ineffective because 
the former Fiesta Bowl star 
was wearing a bullet-resist- 
ant vest, Sgt. Michael 
Woods said.

“It took several officers 
to get him handcuffed,” 
Woods said. “Even after he 
was placed in the paddy 
wagon, he was still kicking 
at the doors and being a 
problem for the officers.”

Police planned to charge 
him with carrying con­
cealed weapons and other 
counts. Woods said. He was 
taken to police headquarters 
to be interviewed, then was 
moved to the Franklin 
County Jail.

Wearing tan jail-issue 
clothes, he talked on the 
telephone in the booking 
area, separated from 
reporters by a window. He 
was to be held at the Jail at 
least until an arraignment 
Thursday morning, unless 
his attorneys work out an 
agreement for his release, 
police said.

Clarett made an illegal 
U-tum on the city’s east 
side and failed to stop when 
officers, in a cruiser with 
lights flashing, tried to pull 
him over. Woods said.

Police pursued Clarett 
onto eastbound Interstate 
70 when he darted across 
the median and began head­
ing west. Clarett drove over 
a spike strip that was placed 
on the highway, flattening 
the driver's side tires of the 
SUV.

Clarett exited the high­
way and pulled into a 
restaurant parking lot, 
where officers removed 
him from the SUV after he 
failed to obey numerous 
orders to exit the vehicle. 
Woods said.

After Clarett was placed 
in a police van, officers dis­
covered a loaded rifle and 
three loaded handguns in 
the front of his vehicle.

Woods said he did not 
know where Clarett got the 
guns or why he had them, 
and that federal authorities 
plan to trace their owner­
ship.

The 22-year-old Clarett 
is currently awaiting trial 
on two counts of aggravat­
ed robbery, four counts of 
robbery and one^ count of 
carrying a concealed 
weapion in a separate case.

NEW NFL COMMISSIONER

Owners opt for Goodell
(AP)
Roger

NORTHBROOK, 111.
—  The knock on 

Loger Goodell's hotel room 
door came almost three 
hours to the minute after 
NFL owners began voting 
for a new commissioner.

When he opened it, there 
stood the Steelers’ Dan 
Rooney. He didn’t have to 
say a word.

“When 1 saw Dan smil­
ing, I knew it wasn't bad 
news,” Goodell said 
Tuesday.

And right then, in a 
seamless transition that fol­
lowed a swift, unanimous 
selection, the symbol of the 
NFL’s storied history 
embraced the . leaguers 
future.

Favored for months to 
succeed Paul Tagliabue, the 
47-year-old Gooi^ll said he 
expects to begin serving a 
five-year term before the 
regular season starts Sept. 
7.

Goodell, who never 
stopped rising through the 
rariKs during his lifelong 
service to the NFL, was 
chosen on the fifth ballot, 
beating four other con­
tenders in a vote that took 
only three hours.

He becomes just the 
fourth commissioner since 
World War II, having start­
ed his NFL career as a pub­
lic relations intern a quar­
ter-century ago and having

served as Tagliabue’s sec­
ond-in-command for most 
of the last decade.

“We’ve had the two
greatest sports commission­
ers in the history of profes­
sional sports, Paul 
Tagliabue and Pete Rozelle, 
and I was fortunate to work 
for both of them,” said 
Goodell, who shook every 
owners’ hand afterward. 
look forward to the chal­
lenge and thank them again 
for their confidence.” 

Goodell remained the 
favorite even through a 
four-month search conduct­
ed by a committee headed 
by Rooney and Carolina’s 
J e ^  Richardson.
. tnere was no question 
that he was the choice of 
the league’s most important 
owners all along, but none 
declared any allegiance 
until the finale.

“I said from the begin­
ning that we were going to 
look for the man to lead 
us,” Rooney said he told the 
owners during the voting 
Tuesday afternoon. “1 said 
that when we finished, I 
had no doubt that that was 
Roger Goodell.”

New England’s Robert 
Kraft, one of the most influ­
ential of the newest owners, 
said: “Roger got his MBA 
from Pete Rozelle and Paul 
Tagliabue.

Astros hold off Pirates; A’s nip Rangers
Astros 3, Pirates 1
HOUSTON (AP) —  Brandon Backe 

has lost some velocity on his fastball 
since coming back from a sprained 
right elbow.

But the Houston Astros’ starter still 
has plenty of other reliable pitches and 
he used them all in a 3-1 win over the 
Pittsburgh Pirates on Tuesday night.

Making his fourth start since com­
ing off the disabled list, Backe (3-1) 
allowed three hits, walked four and 
struck out two to improve to 12-3 at 
Minute Maid Park.

“1 know what I’ve got. I can’t get 
any more than what I’ve been show­
ing,” Backe said. “There’s not going to 
be any 93 mph fastball I’m going to be 
able to throw by people. I’ve just got to 
use my ability to locate it as well as 
possible. There’s no overpowering 
anybody anymore.”

Craig Biggio homered and Adam 
Everett added an RBI double for the 
defending NL champions, who have 
won five of six. They won for only the 
third time in their last 10 home games.

Dan Wheeler pitched a scoreless 
eighth, his 10th consecutive appear­
ance without allowing a run, and Brad 
Lidge struck out all three batters in the 
ninth to earn his 25th save in 29 
chances.

Lidge has struggled at times this 
season, but looked like his old self on 
Tuesday, needing just 10 pitches to fin­
ish off the Pirates.

“That’s the biggest problem for me 
is that I haven’t been able to do it con­
sistently,” Lidge said. “I know it will 
come at some point and I hope this is

the start of it.”
Jose Castillo hit a sacrifice fly for 

the Pirates. Pittsburgh has lost five of 
its last seven and scored two runs or 
fewer in four of those losses.

Pirates starter Paul Maholm (4-10) 
allowed five hits, walked four and 
struck out six in six innings, losing for 
the third time in seven starts.

Maholm’s strikeout total was his 
highest since he fanned seven in San 
Francisco on June 11. But he had con­
trol problems in the first inning, walk­
ing three Astros to load the bases.

Athletics 7, Rangers 6
OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) — The 

Oakland Athletics benefited from a 
game-ending interference call against 
batter Mark DeRosa on catcher Jason 
Kendall and beat the Texas Rangers 7- 
6 Tuesday night to extend their win­
ning s tre ^  to six.

Oakland rallied from a 4-0 deficit on 
consecutive homers by Nick Swisher 
and Jay Payton, then took its first lead 
when Kendall hit a sacrifice fly in the 
seventh.

The A’s extended their lead to 7-4 in 
the eighth when second baseman Ian 
Kinsler let Payton’s grounder go 
through his legs for a run-scoring error 
and Mark Ellis followed with an RBI 
groundnut.

Hank Blalock hit a two-nin single 
with one out in the ninth against 
Huston Street, pulling the Rangers 
within a run.

On a 3-2 pitch to DeRosa, pinch- 
runner Jerry Hairston Jr. took off for 
second. DeRosa struck out swinging

and his momentum carried him across 
the plate, interfering with Kendall’s 
throw to second. Plate umpire Jim 
Joyce immediately made the call, 
drawing an argument from Texas man­
ager Buck Showalter.

Kirk Saarloos (4-6) pitched four 
shutout innings for his first win since 
June 10. Making his first appearance 
since July 25, he allowed three hits, 
walked one and struck out two. Street 
got his 26th save in 33 chances.

Michael Young and DeRosa home- 
red for the Rangers, who lost their 
fourth straight.

Shane Komine, making his second 
start for the A’s, gave up four runs, six 
hits and four walks in three innings- 
plus. Komine allowed one run on four 
hits against Toronto in his major 
league debut on July 30. He had a 0.42 
ERA over his last 42 2-3 innings - and 
won his last six decisions - at Triple-A 
Sacramento before being called up.

Kevin Millwood (10-8) gave up five 
runs and six hits in six-plus innings, 
falling to 7-2 in 12 road starts this year. 
He lost to the A's for the first time in 
six career starts.

Oakland is 6-6 against the Rangers, 
the only AL West team it doesn’t have 
a winning record against.

Young and DeRosa hit two-run 
homers in the third, but Oakland ral­
lied in the fourth. Swisher hit his 24th 
home run of the season, a three-run 
drive that just made the first row of the 
right-field bleachers, and Payton’s 
homer tied the game. Payton’s 
eight home runs have either tied 
game or put the A’s ahead.

cease-fire has ever brought 
enduring peace to anyone 
anywhere?

She continues to talk 
about a nonexistent interna­
tional force of peacekeepers, 
but what countries wish to 
put their soldiers between 
two warring factions? The 
U.S. and Great Britain have 
already said: “Sorry, but we 
are busy wasting our sol­
diers’ lives elsewhere. We 
have our fiascoes in Iraq and 
Afghanistan and simply 
can’t afford to join the 
Lebanon fiasco.”

The truth is that the U.S. 
is simply stalling to give the 
Israelis enough time to 
destroy Hezbollah, and if 
they destroy Lebanon in the 
process, well, that’s just col­
lateral damage. 1 personally 
don’t see how Syria is going 
to stay out of it. Syria wants 
to stay out because the 
Israelis can defeat their 
forces. Israel doesn’t want to 
fight Syria because of 
Israel’s strategic weakness -  
too few people in too small a 
country. Israel can win bat­
tles, but then it can’t afford 
to occupy the country whose 
army it defeats. Though nei­
ther country wants a war, 
events have a way of suck­
ing countries into them.

For a long time 1 believed

That official. Bill Ceverha 
of the Employees 
Retirement System of Texas, 
finally disclosed voluntarily 
the amount of the check: 
$100,000, to help pay his 
legal expenses in a lawsuit 
alleging he had failed to 
report corporate contribu­
tions to a political campaign 
committee of which he was 
treasurer.

The grand jury also com­
plained that the Texas Ethics 
Commission doesn’t offi­
cially document what its 
staff tells public officials 
who ask it for legal opin­
ions, “yet that very informa­
tion, when used by public 
officials can be the basis for 
a legal defense for criminal 
activity.” The grand jury 
threw up its hands and sug­
gested the Legislature abol­
ish the commission and 
“redirect those dollars to 
more needy priorities.”

Of course, it was the 
Legislature that wrote the 
law under which the ethics 
commission operates, and 
both were intended to be 
weak. The commissioners 
appointed by the governor, 
lieutenant governor and 
House speaker appear to 
have carried out legislative 
intent faithfully, m ien the 
Legislature reconvenes in 
2007, it should rewrite the 
law to ensure full disclosure 
and that the ethics commis­
sion is an instrument for 
enforcing the law, not 
thwarting it.

B P  already u n d er scru tin y  for allow ing lin e to  cru m b le
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Shutting its Noith Slope oper­
ations is only the latest prob­
lem for oil giant BP, i^ c h  
already is the taiget of a fed­
eral grand jury, the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency and congressional 
investigators for letting its 
Alaska pipeline crumble.

The Justice Department is 
pursuing possible criminal 
charges in connection with 
the oil spill in March on one 
leg of BP’s feeder system in 
its Prudhoe Bay field.

A federal grand jury is tak­
ing evidence in that case in 
Anchorage. The Justice 
Department is demanding BP 
Alaska cut a 12-foot section 
of pipe where the leak 
occurr^ and send it to inves­
tigators.

At the same time, members 
of Congress are pressing for 
hearings, possibly in 
September, into BP’s mainte­
nance of its pipeline system 
as the company prepares to 
complete the shutdown of its 
North Slope operation to 
make repairs — at a loss of 
400,000 barrels of oil a day.

“The U.S. Congress has an 
obligation to hold hearings to 
determine what broke down 
here,” said Rep. John Dingell 
of Michigan, the ranking 
Democrat on the House 
Energy and Commerce 
Committee.

Meanwhile, the pipeline 
repairs — and loss of more 
than half of Alaska’s crude oil 
— are likely to take months, 
curtailing Alaskan production 
into next year, according to 
the Energy Department.

“It will take months to fix 
so we must deal with the issue 
at hand,” Energy Secretary

Samuel Bodman said 
Tuesday.

“There seems to be a belief 
that a complete shutdown of 
the Prudhoe Bay system may 
not be necessary,” Bodman 
said after talking with BP 
executives. Bodman said BP 
was looking at possible ways 
to allow continued production 
from half the oil field while 
repairs are made.

Trying to calm the markets, 
Bodman said there are ade­
quate supplies of crude oil in 
inventory and available from 
other producers to make up 
for the losses ftnm Alaska. 
Alaska’s oil primarily goes to 
West Coast refineries.

“Substitutions for Alaska 
crude oil, we believe, are 
available,” Bodman told 
reporters. Oil prices retreated 
slightly Tuesday after 
Bodman’s upbeat assessment.

Even before the spill in 
March dumped 270,000 gal­
lons of oil onto the tundra, 
BP’s maintenance of its 
pipelines had come into ques­
tion.

Company whistleblowers 
reportedly raised concerns 
about how the company dealt 
with pipe corrosion as early 
as 2004, eventually leading to 
an inquiry into possible viola­
tions of the federal Clean 
Water Act by the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency’s office in Seattle —

an investigation that intensi­
fied after the March spill.

The EPA, following stan­
dard ¡x)licy, declined on 
Tuesday to confirm or deny 
such an investigation.

Charles Hamel, 76, a 
retired management consult­
ant, said Tuesday that techni­
cians within BP Alaska’s 
pipeline maintenance division 
contacted him in 2004, com­
plaining of inadequate atten­
tion to pipe corrosion.

He produced a letter he 
said he sent that year to a

member of BP’s board of 
directors, Walter Massey, ask­
ing that the whistleblower’s 
complaints be investigated, 
but Hamel said he was 
rebuffed.

Instead, the company dis­
patched two lawyers from 
Washington to the North 
Slope who asked questions 
about employee discontent, 
he maintained.

Massey, president of 
Morehouse College, did not 
return a message left at his 
office, and a receptionist 
referred calls to BP.

“Whenever we receive 
concerns about safety and 
integrity of our operations on 
the North Slope, we investi­
gate and if necessary take cor­
rective action,” said BP 
spokesman Ronnie Chappell. 
“We also ask our people who 
raise concerns to provide us

with specific information ... 
so that we can get to that loca­
tion and verify it.”

In a letter in June to tiie 
Transportation Department 
agency that regulates pipeline 
safety, BP Alaska cited the 
grand jury probe as one rea­
son it had not been able to 
comply with agency demands 
to conduct required corrosion 
tests on the western half of its 
feeder pipeline system.

Israeli cabinet okays 
wider ground offensive

JERUSALEM (AP) — 
Israel’s Security Cabinet on 
Wednesday approved a 
wider ground offensive in 
south Lebanon that was 
expected to take 30 days as 
part of a new push to badly 
damage Hezbollah, a 
Cabinet minister said.

The decision came as 
fierce fighting was reported 
overnight with Hezbollah 
militants in southern 
Lebanon, and Arab broad­
caster Al-Jazeera reported 
that II Israeli soldiers had 
been killed.

The Security Cabinet 
authorized troops to push to 
the Litani River some 18 
miles from the Israel- 
Lebanon border. Currently, 
10,000 soldiers are fighting 
Hezbollah in a four-mile 
stretch from the frontier.

The proposed operation 
was expected to take 30 
days. Cabinet minister Eli 
Yishai said. However, an 
internationally backed 
cease-fire was expected to 
be imposed well before then.

“The assessment is it will 
last 30 days. I think it is 
wrong to make this assess­
ment. 1 think it will take a lot 
longer,” he said.

The decision, approved by 
nine ministers with three 
abstaining, gave authoriza­
tion to Defense Minister 
Amir Peretz and Prime 
Minister Ehud Olmert to 
order the wider offensive 
and to decide its timing. 
However, it did not obligate 
them to act.

Such a move is risky. 
Israel would set itself up for 
new criticism that it is sabo­
taging diplomatic efforts, 
particularly after Lebanon 
offered to deploy its own 
troops in the border area.

Also, a wider ground 
offensive might do little to 
stop Hezbollah rocket fire 
on Israel, while sharply 
increasing the number of 
casualties among Israeli 
troops. A decision to broad­
en the offensive could also 
hasten a cease-fire resolu­
tion by the U.N. Security 
Council.

An Israeli security official 
told Cabinet members the 
offensive could mean 100 to 
200 more military casualties.
