You’ll find many collections
by this company in a variety of formats. My favorite
feature of these products is the “lack of duplication.”

Some unethical clipart providers take one graphic,
color it 18 different ways, and count it as 18 pieces of
clipart, boosting their overall count! With Art
Explosion, you get more bang for your buck. Unlike
other clipart collections, Art Explosion comes with a
1,300 page book indexing all of the images. That way,
you can find just the right picture without sitting at
your PC. Price: $20 - $80, depending on the collection.

DEAR ABBY: "Distraught in New Jersey"
(7/12), who stated that he was in an abu-
sive relationship for about a year," made
himself sound more like the victim than the
perpetrator of domestic violence. His com-
ment that he "enrolled in an anger manage-
ment class" after being arrested for domes-
tic violence also reflects a lack of personal
responsibility for his crime. Perpetrators
rarely, if ever, voluntarily "enroll" in such
programs. They are mandated by the
courts. | also take exception to his use of
the term "anger management." Spousal
abuse has little to do with stress or anger,
and everything to do with significant char-
acter flaws and psychopathology. I should
note that such men rarely beat anyone but
their wives and girlfriends. If their aggres-
sion was rooted only in "anger," the vio-
lence would be directed at everyone. The
abuser's statement that he wants to person-
ally contact and apologize to his victim,
who had a restraining order issued against
him, also reflects his denial and manipula-
tive qualities. Battered women seek
restraining orders against their assailants
because they want protection, not apolo-
gies. Restraining orders are also a means
by which a victim tells her batterer that the
relationship is over. Domestic violence
perpetrators are cunning and often use
treatment as a means of manipulating their
victims back into a relationship.
"Distraught in New Jersey" needs to under-
stand that the completion of a program,
even when the restraining order has
expired, does not give him the right to con-
tact the woman he previously victimized. If
he does, he could once again find himself

DEAR MICHAEL: Your letter is impor-
tant, and thank you for writing it as a wake-
up call not only to perpetrators of domestic
violence, but to victims as well. As you so
aptly stated, domestic violence is not about
the inability to control one's temper; it is
about control over the victim. In the case of
"Distraught in New Jersey," if he succeeds
in contacting his victim "to apologize," he
will be in violation of the terms of his
restraining order, and if he does so after it
expires, he could be arrested for trespass-
ing or stalking. Read on:

DEAR ABBY: Speaking as a criminal
defense attorney who handles domestic
violence cases on a regular basis, I must
warn "Distraught in New Jersey" not to
contact his victim! The police and the
courts take these orders very seriously. If
"Distraught" -- or any other reader, for that
matter -- is the defendant in a restraining
order, he should have not contact in any
way, shape or form, with the plaintiff, or he
stands a very real chance of being charged
criminally. I have had clients charged for
doing something so simple as sending a
birthday card, or merely being present at
the same high school graduation, as the
person who holds the order.

Clarett gets $5 million bond

,COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP)

Maurice Clarett’s bond on a charge of

carrying a concealed weapon was set
at $5 million today, a day after the for-
mer Ohio State running back was
arrested following a chase with police
and four loaded guns were found in his
sport utility vehicle.

Prosecutors had asked Franklin
County Municipal Judge Andrea
Peeples for a bond for Clarett of at
least $1 million.

“We feel he’s a threat to the commu-
nity,” assistant prosecutor Chris
Brown said.

Clarett, wearing a jail-issue tan
jumpsuit, stood motionless and expres-
sionless against the wall next to his
lawyer during the arraignment. He did
not say anything and was not asked
anything by the judge.

Clarett’s attorney, Nick Mango, said
the $5 million bond was excessive. He
would not speculate on why the guns
were in the SUV Clarett was driving.

“We’'re very confident that there was
no intent to harm anyone,” he said.

Clarett’s latest run-in with the law
began when police noticed an SUV
driving erratically in the early morning
hours Wednesday.

A highway chase ensued, ending
when police spiked Clarett’s tires,
sending his vehicle limping into a
restaurant parking lot.

Officers said they could not easily
subdue Clarett because the bulletproof
vest he was wearing thwarted their

stun guns. It took several police using
pepper spray to get the 6-foot, 245-
pounder into handcuffs.

He continued to struggle even as he

was taken away, kicking at the doors of

the transport vehicle, police said.
Officers also secured a cloth mask
over Clarett’s mouth after they say he
spat at them.

On Wednesday, prosecutors asked a
judge to keep him in jail and revoke
his bond on an earlier robbery charge.

They said they were concerned that
Clarett was driving with the guns only
a few blocks from the home of a
woman who was set to testify against
him next week in an alleged robbery
outside a Columbus bar.

Another judged raised that bond to
$1.1 million, and Mango said that
amount would likely be too high for
Clarett to pay, meaning he would stay
in jail for the duration of the robbery
trial, which starts Monday.

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Economy U.S. trade deficit narrows slightly

WASHINGTON (AP) — America’s
trade deficit improved slightly in June as
record sales of U.S. farm products and
other exports blunted the impact of soaring
crude oil prices.

The deficit for June dipped 0.3 percent to
$64.8 billion, which was still the fifth
largest deficit on record. The imbalance in
May was revised to $64.97 billion, $1.1
billion higher than the initial estimate a
month ago as late data showed bigger ship-
ments of o'l and consumer goods than orig-
inally reported .

Through the first half of this year, the
deficit is running at an annual rate of $768
billion, putting it on track to surpass last
year’s record of $716.7 billion. Democrats
hope to use the worsening trade deficit to
attack Bush administration trade policies
and argue that a tougher approach is need-
ed, particularly with countries such as
China.

The deterioration in the deficit this year
is largely a result of soaring global oil
prices, reflecting increased tensions in the
Middle East and higher demand from
developing countries such as China.

For June, the average price for a barrel of
imported crude oil hit an all-time high of
$62.04, pushing total crude oil imports to a
record high of $20.5 billion. All petroleum
imports, reflecting crude and refined prod-
ucts, totaled $27.3 billion, the second high-

that crude oil has
been trading above $75 per barrel in recent
days as markets respond to the deteriorat-
ing security situation in Iraq and the out-
break of fighting in Lebanon.

For June, the smaller deficit reflected the
fact that U.S. exports rose a solid 2 percent
to total a record $120.7 billion, a manifes-
tation of record sales of American farm
products and strong gains in other areas,

Imports also rgse to a record of $185.5
billion, an increase of 1.2 percent, as ship-

ments of consumer goods set a record and
auto imports climbed to the second highest
level on record.

The politically sensitive deficit with
China increased by 11.9 percent in June to
$19.7 billion as U.S. exports to China fell
by 4.3 percent while imports of Chinese
products into the United States rose by 8.1
percent. The import gains were led by big
increases in clothing and computers.

So far this year, the deficit with China is
running 13 percent above the pace set last
year, when the imbalance hit $202 billion,
the highest ever recorded with a single
country.

That soaring deficit has raised com-
plaints in Congress where key lawmakers
are pushing a bill that would impose 27.5
percent tariffs on all Chinese products
coming into the United States unless the
country moves more quickly to allow its
currency to rise in value against the dollar.
