IRS warns taxpayers
of new e-mail scams

WASHINGTON The
Internal Revenue Service
l'hursday alerted taxpayers
to the latest versions of an e-
mail scam intended to fool
people into believing they
are under investigation by
the  agency’s Criminal
Investigation division.

['he e-mail purporting to
be from IRS - Criminal
Investigation falsely states
that the person is under a
criminal probe for submit-
ting a false tax return to the
California Franchise Board.
l'he e-mail seeks to entice
people to click on a link or
open an attachment to learn
more information about the
complaint against them. The
IRS warned people that the
e-mail link and attachment is
a Trojan Horse that can take
over the person’s computer
hard drive and allow some-
one to have remote access to
the computer

['he IRS urged people not
to click the link in the e-mail
or open the attachment.

Similar e-mail variations
suggest a customer has filed
a complaint against a compa-
ny and the IRS can act as an
arbitrator. The latest versions
appear aimed at business
taxpayers as well as individ-

ual taxpayers.

The IRS does not send out
unsolicited e-mails or ask for
detailed personal and finan-
cial information.
Additionally, the IRS never
asks people for the PIN num-
bers, passwords or similar
secret access information for
their credit card, bank or
other financial accounts.

“Everyone should beware
of these scam artists,” said
Kevin M. Brown, Acting
IRS Commissioner.

Always exercise caution
when you receive unsolicited
e-mails or e-mails from
senders you don’t know.”

Recipients of questionable
e-mails claiming to come
from the IRS should not
open any attachments or
click on any links contained
in the e-mails. Instead, they
should forward the e-mails
to phishing@irs.gov (the
instructions may be found on
IRS.gov by entering the term
“phishing™ in the search
box).

T'he IRS also sees other e-
mail scams that involve
tricking victims into reveal-
ing - private personal and
financial information over

Police chief keeps job after rape accusation

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas
(AP) Corpus Christi
Police Chief Bryan Smith
will keep his job after being
accused of sexual assault by
an ex-girlfriend, but he must
submit to random alcohol
tests and see a psychologist
under an agreement reached
with the city.

Smith will end a voluntary
leave of absence when he
returns to work Monday,
more than a month after his
32-year-old former girlfriend
alleged that Smith forced her
into sex after showing up out-
side her apartment at 2 a.m.

A grand jury last week
found there was not enough

evidence to indict Smith, 46,
who became engaged to
another woman two weeks
before the alleged sexual
assault.

“There is no doubt that I
used poor judgment in my
personal life through my
interaction with a former girl-
friend,” Smith said. “As a
result, | embarrassed my
fiancee, my family, my fellow
police officers and myself. ...
[ blame no one but myself.”

Smith has denied the accu-
sation from the start, saying
any sex was consensual and
that the accuser was jealous
over his recent engagement.

When It finishes counting, usu-
ally to 50 or so, he or she begins to
look for the players hiding. When
another player is spotted, It shouts
the player’s name and both race to
the can and try to kick it first.

If It kicks the can first, the other
player must go into a designated
area known as jail. If the other
player kicks the can first, he and all
other players in jail get to go free
and It has to count again.

I can remember countless sum-
mer evenings playing this goofy
game in the neighborhood where I
grew up.

We used coffee cans or tomato
cans or soup cans. When they were
kicked so much they could not
stand on their own, we would fetch
another.

But the Lowe’s ad took a differ-
ent twist.

The team with the ball would
shout, “eenie eenie over” and
throw the ball over the house to the
other team, which had to catch the
ball. They, in turn, would return the

favor.

It was not rocket science by any
means, but it helped pass the time.

Since there was no television
back then, we used our imagina-
tions.

Other games we played included
getting two sticks nailed together
to form a T. With the top part of the
T on the ground, we could push
barrel rings down the sidewalk.
Sounds pretty exciting, doesn’t it.

Other pursuits were building
vehicles. My brother and [ started
with scooters made from 2 by 4s
and plywood. Metal roller skates
were used as wheels.

As we grew older, we evolved
into push cars. The rear wheels
were roller skates and wagon
wheels were used for the front. We
could turn the cars via ropes tied
around the front axle.

There was a paved alley a few
blocks away from our house, and

we would race other kids who had
built their own cars. Some spirited
competition ensued. But that had to
pass because the folks who lived
where the paved alley was com-
plained about the noise.

Another pursuit we followed
was trading comic books. I had a
box in which I kept comic books.
When | had read them all, I would
tote my box around the neighbor-
hood and trade with the other kids.

My favorites were the Classic
comics that introduced me to the
tales of The Three Musketeers,
Moby Dick and others.

I suppose we were all healthier
then with all the exercise we got,
unlike a lot of kids today who are
at risk of diabetes and obgsity
because they watch television and
play video games rather than go
outdoors and play.

But they were good days, and |
am happy I lived them.

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USDA announces new proposed rules for rural broadband service

WASHINGTON —-
Agriculture Under Secretary
for Rural Development
Thomas C. Dorr recently

announced the publication of

new proposed rules designed
to facilitate the further
deployment of broadband
services to rural communi-
ties nationwide. i
“These proposed changes
will improve broadband cov-
erage in rural America,” said
Dorr. “Refining eligibility
and coverage areas, along
with increased emphasis on
reaching areas with limited
service are priorities within
these proposed rule

changes.”

Dorr outlined several key
elements of the proposed
rules: Promoting deploy-
ment to rural areas with little
or no service; Ensuring that
residents in funded areas get
broadband access more
quickly; Limiting funding in
urban areas and areas where
a significant share of the
market is served by incum-
bent providers; Clarifying
and streamlining equity and
marketing survey require-
ments; Increasing the trans-
parency of the application
process, including legal

notice requirements, to make

more informed lending/bor-
rowing decisions; Promoting
a better understanding of all
application requirements,
including market survey,
competitive analysis, busi-
ness plan, and system design
requirements; and ensuring
that projects funding are
keeping pace with increasing
demand for bandwidth.

Dorr noted that significant
progress has been made in
facilitating rural broadband
deployment since the pro-
gram began. Over 70 loans
have been made totaling
$1.2 billion for broadband
deployment projects head-

Donovan
said he khows several of the
Magic players, having
unsuccessfully recruited the
likes of Howard, Trevor
Ariza and J.J. Redick while
at Florida.

“A lot of guys
on the team right now, there
is some prior relationship.”

“Adam obviously played
amazing today,” said fellow
Aussie Aaron Baddeley, who
shot a 68 to tie - for third
place.

Sharapova advances at French Open

PARIS (AP) Maria
Sharapova reached the
fourth round of the French
Open for the fourth time in
her career Saturday, coming
back from 4-1 down in the
second set to beat Alla
Kudryavtseva 6-1, 6-4
despite an apparently bother-
some right shoulder.

The second-seeded
Russian needed only 28 min-
utes to win the first set,
breaking her opponent’s
serve three times. But
Sharapova was broken three
consecutive times in the sec-
ond set, before winning five
straight games.

“I was making a lot of
unforced errors,” Sharapova
said. “Not a lot of people are
going to let me get away
with that. It’s a good
reminder for the future not to

' let that happen again.”

Sharapova, who lost in the
fourth round last year and
reached the quarterfinals at
Roland Garros in 2004 and
2005, will next face either
No. 14 Patty Schynder or
Karin Knapp — and could
also meet No. 5 Amelie
Mauresmo in the quarterfi-
nals.

Sharapova, who has 15
career titles and lost to
Serena Williams in the final
of the Australian Open, has
yet to win a title this year.

Earlier in the tournament,
she said she still felt soreness
from a .shoulder injury that
caused her to miss about two
months of action. Against
Kudryavtseva, Sharapova
stretched or flexed her right
shoulder between points.

“Like I said, I can’t expect
a lot from my shoulder this

week,” Sharapova said. “At
times I still feel it during the
match.”

~ Local farm getting distinction from TDA |

A hundred years is quite a milestone

Farming and agriculture have been the
life’s work of 77-year-old Raymond
Barrett of Pampa. This month Texas
Department of Agriculture is honoring his
family’s farm for turning a hundred.

Barrett Farms was established in 1906
by Barrett’s grandfather, Edward Exum
Barrett. His brother Floyd Lee Barrett
retained an interest in the operation.
Barrett said he and Floyd bought out the
rest of their brothers and sisters. There
were nine children in all.

The original farm consisted of 1/2 sec-
tion or 320 acres, Barrett said.

The abstract for the farm is dated Jan.
29, 1906. Though Barrett has added to the
acreage, even buying his dad’s brother’s
land back, only the original property is eli-
gible for the TDA Family Land Heritage
distinction. The TDA stipulates a property
must be in continuous control and owner-
ship by the same family the required num-
ber of years to receive the honor.

“I think the program started in the ’70s,”
['d see it listed in the paper

occasionally.”

He decided he’d apply - “IF,”
“I was still alive” — in 2006.

The farm will be honored in a special
ceremony Friday, June 8 at the Texas
Capitol in Austin. Barrett Farms and other
farms and ranches will be singled out for
what the: TDA describes as “‘continuous
agricultural production for 100, 150 and
200 years.”

The agency lists Barrett and wife
Dorothy (Dixon), and Floyd and wife Ruth
(Matheny) as among current honorees
Floyd and Ruth, Barrett said, still live on
the property. Floyd is retired from an oil
company. He is the oldest by five years

Barrett has been farming since he got
out of the U.S. Navy in the 1950s, growing
mostly wheat and milo. He is a veteran of
the Korean War, serving from 1950-1958

Barrett Farms is located south on
Highway 60 2/12 miles on Price Road.

Barrett and Dorothy are both lifelong
Pampa residents. They have four children,
11 grandchildren and four great-grandchil-
dren. Grandson Aaron Birtell, 21, of
Borger helped Barrett with some of the
farm work while waiting to take a summer

job with Phillips Petroleum in Borger.

Birtell is a senior majoring in mechani-
cal engineering at Texas Tech University.
His grandfather says he’s interested in farm
work, but is uncertain of making it his
life’s career. “He's getting a degree, so
he'll have something to fall back on!™
Barrett said.

Barrett 1s a member of the local Meals
On Wheels board of directors. He has been
volunteering with Pampa Meals on Wheels
for about 20 years. “I'm old enough, I
should be getting some of those meals
now!” he said

Dorothy is a registered nurse. During her
extensive career, she has worked many
years for the local school district. She for-
merly worked at the Laycock clinic and at
Highland General Hospital. She currently
puts her experience and skills to good use
at the Crisis Pregnancy Center

Barrett says he’s not exactly retired, but
he’s not actively farming either! He does-
n’'t know what the future holds or how long
Barrett Farms will remain in the family. A

Keeping pets and their
masters in good health

(NAPSA) A pet’s
health is an important con-
sideration for families — and
not just because they care
about their four-legged
friend.

The site offers these addi-
tional tips:

. Take your pet to the
veterinarian for checkups as
recommended, use a con-
venient, monthly oral pet
parasite preventive year-
round and keep up with all
vaccinations recommended
for the area.

. Wash your hands

with soap and running water
if you have come into con-
tact with pet feces.

. If your dog bites
you, wash the area right
away with soap and water.

. Wash your hands
after handling your pet-espe-
cially before eating or
preparing food.

. Pepple with weak-
ened immune systems
should take special precau-
tions, including never létting
pets lick them on the face or
on an open cut or wound,
never touching animal feces
and never handling an ani-
mal that has diarrhea.

. Don’t let your pet
drink from toilet bowls or
eat feces.

Protective Measures

You can also reduce the
risk of zoonotic infection by
keeping your family’s and
pet’s indoor and outdoor
environments clean:

. Remove your pet’s
fecal matter from your lawn
or surrounding outdoor envi-
ronment daily. Feces can be
bagged and put in the trash,
burned or flushed down a
toilet.

. Cover your chil-
dren’s sandboxes when not
in use.

. Use appropriate
methods to reduce mosquito
populations in your outdoor
environment.

Dairy prices up and could head higher

CHAMPAIGN, Ill. (AP) Liz
Kooy loves sharp cheddar cheese and is
willing to pay almost any price for it.

“Ten dollars a brick, I'd still buy it”
and cut back on other purchases, the
36-year-old social worker laughed as
she browsed the dairy aisle in a grocery
store near downtown Chicago on
Wednesday.

She might want start looking for
places to cut back.

Dairy market forecasters are warning
that consumers can expect a sharp
increase in dairy prices this summer.
By June, the milk futures market pre-
dicts, the price paid to farmers will
have increased 50 percent this year

driven by higher costs of transporting
milk to market and increased demand
for corn to produce ethanol.

U.S. retail milk prices have increased
about 3 percent, or roughly a dime a
gallon, this year, according to the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

But University of Illinois dairy spe-
cialist Michael Hutjens forecasts fur-
ther increases of up to 40 cents a gallon
for milk over the next few months, and
up to 60 cents for a pound of cheese.

That would drive the cost of a gallon
of whole milk around the country to an
average of $3.78, based on the USDA’s
monthly survey of milk prices in 30
metro areas.

Michigan middle schoolers
reduce infant mortality rate

PONTIAC, Mich. (AP)
Shantaya McDaniel and Victor Reyes,
teenagers who are refreshingly sensi-
ble for their age, now know what con-
tributes to the high death rate of
infants in their city and steps they can
take to help keep babies alive.

Credit a six-week class called Crib
Notes offered at their Lincoln Middle
School for helping them apply lessons
on healthy and proper eating, sleeping

and living.

It was more than an academic exer-
cise. Shantaya, 14, is helping her
cousin and stepsister with their babies.
Victor, 15, is using his newfound
knowledge to help raise his 3-month-
old son, Giovonni.

“lI was nervous at first, very nerv-
ous,” said Victor, an eighth grader. “I
thought it was going to be a little bit
complicated until they showed us a
video and brought a demonstration
baby in. ... Now that I'm good at it, it’s
not even a problem.”

Crib Notes, which was created and
taught by public health nurses, was
designed to reduce infant mortality in
Pontiac, which has the highest rate in
Oakland County. If the program deliv-
ers on that promise, it could serve as
the catalyst for a larger effort in a state
with high infant mortality rates,
although not the highest in the nation.
hat distinction goes to Washington,
D.C., and Mississippi.

State and federal experts on infant
mortality, including those at the
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, are unaware of similarly
structured programs in other states.
And Crib Notes’ creators say the
hands-on program is uncommon in
the way it reaches and teaches chil-
dren in middle school.

Developers of the joint project
between the county’s health division
and Pontiac schools say it made sense
to tailor the curriculum for that age
group based on their interaction with
babies and the opportunity to instill
healthy behaviors in themselves.

“When you look at middle school-
age children ... these are kids that are
crossing the bridge from childhood
into adolescence,” said Lois Winer, a
nursing supervisor for the county who
oversees the program. “We thought
this was a perfect population to begin
to educate on ... prevention.”

The program, taught to sixth- and
eighth-graders in three schools, is not
a sex-education class or one that
teaches about reproductive health or
pregnancy. Instead, it focuses on areas
that research has linked to prematurity
or infant mortality, such as smoking,
obesity and sleeping in unsafe posi-
tions and places.

The message appears to be getting
through. Victor told his girlfriend and
their respective parents, who help
raise Giovonni, about removing
bumper pads from the crib because he
could be smothered. He and Shantaya
also have counseled family members
about sleeping with babies.

“We learned not to sleep on the
couch,” Shantaya said. “That’s what

my mom did. She’s still doing that. ]
had to tell her, 'No, that’s not good.™

Teachers, counselors and adminis-
trators select the pupils for Crib
Notes. They could be those likely to
share the information with peers, help
care for younger family members,
baby-sit for others, or have a child of
their own.

Winer said the program, which
started as a pilot project in spring
2005, doesn’t yet have data to show its
progress. But health officials are
developing a plan to follow up with
participants through high school.

Funding is provided by the county,
but money from the state allows for
home visits by nurses to first-time,
low-income pregnant women in
Pontiac with a focus on black moth-
ers. A main goal is to reduce infant
mortality and the discrepancies
between black and white infant mor-
tality rates.

In Pontiac, the infant mortality rate
for all races has decreased from 16.6
per 1,000 live births in 1998-2000 to
13.2 per 1,000 live births in 2003-05

still higher than the county’s aver-
age rate of 6.7 for the most recent
three-year period. Michigan’s overall
average infant mortality rate was 8.09
per 1,000, compared with the national
average rate of 6.86, according to
2002-04 figures, the most recent
available from the CDC.

For that recent period, the nation’s
capital had an average of 11.42 deaths
per 1,000 live births followed by
Mississippi, with 10.32 per 1,000.

D.C.’s infant mortality rate has
dropped dramatically from a high of
20.3 in 1989-91. The rate for blacks
decreased from 23.89 in 1989-91 to
14.8 in 2002-04.

Recognizing the high rates and
racial disparity, Congress in 1992
mandated a federally funded research
program, the D.C. Initiative to Reduce
Infant Mortality. One of its projects,
Pride in Parenting, provided primarily
black mothers with information about
child health and resources available to
them through home visits, develop-
mental play groups and support
groups.

Rather than using nurses for home
visits, the program recruited people
from the mothers’ communities and
trained them in child health and devel-
opment. Federal health officials said
that has led to higher acceptance than
standard programs and the mothers
were more likely to begin child well-
care earlier, make frequent visits to
the pediatrician and complete sched-
uled immunizations.

Mississippi’s rate and ranking have
been relatively constant since 1989,
although the state saw an increase
from 9.7 in 2004 to 11.4 in 2005 — its
highest rate since 1993.

In response to its high rates,
Mississippi is about to complete a
similar, federally funded pilot study in
eight counties. The three-year pro-
gram called Closing the Gap on Infant
Mortality: African-American Focused
Risk Reduction, is part of the

Services’ Healthy Start Program.

Prices in the last survey, earlier this
month, ranged from $2.76 a gallon in
Dallas to $3.86 in Chicago and $4.09 in
New Orleans, where the dairy industry
has struggled to bounce back from
Hurricane Katrina.

A few months later, with just six
weeks left until the new June
launch date, a seventh astronaut,
Clayton Anderson, was added to
Atlantis’ crew — a jarring adjust-
ment that meant working overtime
to get Anderson on track with his
duties during the mission.

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— | Ancient tree falls in the forest,

found 380 million years later

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP)
The tree stood tall and spindly
in the hot sun some 380 mil-
lion years ago when some-
thing tqppled it, maybe a
storm or an earthquake.

It fell into water and
dammed up in a muddy delta.
The mud and sand on top
hardened into sedimentary
rock, hiding the fossilized tree
for eons — until Frank
Mannolini came by with a
hammer and chisel.

Over the last three years,
Mannolini and his fellow New
York State Museum fossil
hunter Linda VanAller
Hernick painstakingly uncov-
ered and curated the tree
crown and a separate trunk
specimen found in a remote
rock quarry in upstate New
(ork.

Their efforts were rewarded
with an article in the April 19
issue of the weekly journal
Nature describing their finds
as significant examples of the
oldest known tree: Wattieza.
T'he chipped-away pieces are
kept in the museum’s store-
rooms. A portion of a 28-foot
trunk impression, put back
together like a jigsaw, lies on a
floor.

“It took a lot of glue to put it
back together,” Mannolini
said, looking over his work, “a
lot of patience.”

T'he trees were found about
a half-hour
Albany, in an area that has
been on the paleontological
map since 1870, when work-
ers at a separate quarry stum-
bled upon a group of fossilized
stumps. Shaped like big fat
stone pears, the finds were
dubbed the “Gilboa stumps”
after the little town nearby.

The stumps had heen cited
as evidence of the world’s old-
est forest, but they provided
only partial information about
the ancient trees. It was like
finding just a dinosaur leg.

Scientists could make only
educated guesses about what
the rest of the tree looked like
until Hernick and Mannolini
uncovered the specimens.

It was especially meaning-
ful work for both of them.

Hernick, the museum’s
paleontology collection man-
ager, had been fascinated by
the Gilboa stumps since seeing
them on display as a girl.

Mannolini’s connection to
the site is stranger and sadder.
His younger sister, Sharon
Mannolini, was the museum’s
paleontology collection man-
ager when she was killed four
years ago in a car accident at
age 35.

Brother and sister were fas-
cinated by geology growing
up. He would even bring his
sister rocks he found when he
went exploring in the woods.

He found out after her death

that she had kept them her
whqle life.

annolini landed a tempo-
rary job at the state museum
and eventually earned the
same position his sister held.
He now has his sister’s old
desk, and Sharon’s picture
stares out at him when he
works there.

When he went to the quarry
in 2004, he decided to start
digging where his sister dug.

That’s when he found a fos-
sil of a tree’s crown. The tree
had branches fanning out at
the top, making it look like a
long-handled brush. Its profile
slightly resembles a palm tree,
but Wattieza had no leaves. It
reproduced through spores.

“It’s a look at the way the
first trees were constructed,”
Hernick said.

The 28-foot-long section of
a trunk was found in the sum-
mer of 2005. Scientific analy-
ses on the finds were per-
formed by state paleontologist
Ed Landing, William Stein of
Binghamton University and
Christopher Berry of Cardiff
University. They shared credit
with the pair for the article in
Nature, which said the speci-
mens provide new insight into
Earth’s earliest trees and
forests.
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
