In the May 17-18 week-
end edition of The Pampa
News, “Today in History”
reported:  “In 1967,
Tennessee Gov. Buford

against teaching evolution

that was used to prosecute Pentecostal
John T. Scopes in 1925.” Holiness

I do not know how
many years the State of
Tennessee kept the teaching
of evolution out of its cur-
riculum neither do I know
the decline of morals in that
state after 1967. As long as
prayer was welcomed in
our schools, as long as the
Ten Commandments could
legally hang on our school
walls, we could put shame
and condemnation on our
children and youth for
wrongdoing.

Evolution has no founda-
tion for teaching “thou shalt
not kill.”
