Echeverria Eager to Head UN -

By ROBERT S. ALLEN

WASHINGTON., April 21 —If
UN Secretary General Kurt
Waldheim appears unduly edgy
these days. there is good reason.

Potentially powerful rivals are
ambitibusly eyeing his $106.500
job. ;
JOWaldhelm‘s five - year term
expires next year. and already
possible aspirants are quietly
taking soundings on the
prospects of replacing him

Foremost among them is
Mexican president Luis
Echeverria Alvarez — whose six
- year term ends next year and
who under Mexico's constitution
is barred' from succeeding
himself

He is most eager to be the first
Latin American to be UN
secretary general

As Echeverria is credited as
seeing il. he considers his
chances worth making the effort

To_begin with, as a key asset,

he is counting on the support of
the 23 member nations of the
Organization of American
States. While Cuba is currently
excluded from OAS. Echeverria
feels ‘it too will back him —
despite Castro’s subservience to
Moscow policy

Echeverria has carefully
maintained cordial ties with
Castro and thinks the Cuban
dictator would favor him as a
fellow Latin and in the interest of
hemispheric unity

Similarly. Echeverria thinks
Canada would go along with him
because of the hemispheric
factor. In his opinion. there
would be no particular reason for
Canada to side with Waldheim.
an Austrian who was agreed on
in 1971 by the contending UN
factions solely becausehe was
the least objectionable as
successor to the late U Thant

Wheels Within Weels

For good neighbor and
hemispheric reasons. the U.S
undoubtedly would also support
Echeverria — even though
relations are currently
somewhat icy

To Washington's
bewilderment. the Mexican
president recently suddenly
erupted with a blistering
harangue against the U S There
was no particular reason for the
fulminating outburst : diplomatic
and  political relations between
the two countries had been on an
even keel '

Clearly. there was more than
met the eye behind Echeverria’s
surprising and out - of
character blast — which was as
contradictory as it was

Increasingly. in recent
months. the secretary general
has been displaying a marked
leaning toward the controlling
clique

Latest instance was his
balking early this month at
issuing a UN appeal fog world
help in evacuating refugees in
Sout Vietnam from areas
overrun by the Communists.
Waldheim's explanation for this
aloof stand was that there was no
need for the refugees to flee as

the Reds would help them.

This mealy mouthed
pussyfooting drew irate protests
inand out of the UN. .

Ambassador John Scali was
credited as indicating to
newsmen that ‘“‘Washington is
becoming increasingly
distrustful of Walkheim's
attitude ; he is deemed far too
submissive to pressures from the
Communist and third world
bloc.™

Apparently. that blunt shot
struck home

The following day. a so - called
“spokesman’’ for Waldheim
announced a special UN office
was being set up to 'coordinate
all forms of assistance to
Indochina™® — an obvious
appeasing ploy to counter the
furious barrage of brickbats.

Since then. nothing more has
been heard of this special office
—or Waldheim.

COLOGNE. Germany (UPI)
— Salvage crews today hauled
the burnedowt wreck of ‘a
Dutch pleasure cruiser from
the bottom of the Rhine river
and discovered the partially
disintegrated bodies of 19
persons. police said.

The figure brought the death
toll to 20 in Saturday's blaze
that trapped disabled and
elderly-passengers-on-board-the
riverboat Princess Irene.

A woman passenger died en
route to the hospital during
rescue operations

Police said there should have
been 105 persons on board the
ship -when it caught fire. and 85
have been accounted for

“This is probably the final
toll.”" a police spokesman said

Rescuers pulled 8 persons
from the ship. Four seriously
injured travelers and an
accompanying priest remained
in Cologne. while 79. including
31 who escaped with minor
injuries. went home to Holland

Dutch Consul Herman Meer
loo said only a handful of the
bodies could be removed from
the ship. The others needed
special transportation methods
to prevent them from disinte-
grating. he said
