Gasoline streams

Dangers could lurk
in cuddly teddy bear

Warning: that cuddly looking
teddy bear may be hazardous
to your health

hat’s the message from the
Consumer Product Safety Com-
mission, which has started an
other holiday campaign on toy
safety

Americans are expected to
spend an estimated $5 billion on
toys and games in the coming
Christmas season alone. They
also will spend about $20 mil-
lion on Christmas tree lights —
35 million sets of them. accord-
ing to the commission.

Toy manufacturers started
gearing up for the holiday early
this year. Some 5.000 new items
— many of them linked to pop
ular television shows — were
on display last February at the
American Toy Fair in New
York and the products are now
on store shelves across the
country.

Sales of toys. games and
Christmas ornaments are ex-
pected to set a record this
year, according to David A
Miller, president of the Toy
Manufacturers of America. Mil-
ler has estimated that this
year's sales will be 6 to 8 per
cent higher than last year's

While the manufacturers and
retailers worry about profits,

the safely commission worries
about possible hazards. The
federal agency estimates that
150.000 children will be serious-
ly injured as a result of acci-
dents with toys this year

The commission has the au
thority to ban dangerous toys
such as those containing rigid
wires and sharp points. That in-
cludes stuffed animals and
dolls that might appear harm-
less. but contain hidden dan

gers

Until two years ago. the com-
mission issued a list of banned
toys and volunteers patrolled
stores looking for hazardous
K(roduds The list was dropped.

owever, and the commission
says it has no plans to reinstate
it. despite the protests of some
consumer groups

A commission spokesman
said the banned toy list had
several drawbacks. First, it
was difficult to keep the list up
to date. By the time the list
was printed and distributed,
some of the items already had
been withdrawn from the mar-
ket or changed in design to
eliminate the hazard. This led
to potential legal problems.

In addition. the spokesman
said. the list was actually mis-
leading to some people who as-
sumed that any toy not on the
list was automatically classi-

It was altogether fitting that
Smokey Bear was laid to rest
with appropriate ceremony at
the Smokey Bear Historical
Park in Capitan, New Mexico. It
was near Capitan, in the Lincoln
National Forest, that Smokey
was found by National Park
rangers clinging to a charred
tree. His paws and legs badly
burned by the fire that had just
swept the area, the orphaned
*“¢ub was nursed back to health
‘by forest rangers and game
wardens, and then sent to the
National Zoo in the Capital City
That was in 1950. From that time
to his death on November 9.
1976, Smokey occupied a bi
place in the hearts of young
old alike throughout America

Smokey quickly became the
most popular attraction, not
only in the Zoo, but in all of
Washington. He entertained
more visitors than’ the
President. 'His name and
picture, officially copyrighted
by the Congress of the United
States, appeared in thousands of
publicatiofis. Over the years
Smokey earned more than $1.5
million. through. the sale of
novelties and® souvenirs, all of
the money contributed to the
Forest Service's fire prevention
program — and the prevention

of forest fires, of course, was
Smokey's greatest
achievement. Authorities at the
Department of Agriculture's
Forest Service calculate that as
a direct result of Smokey's
appeals and warnings to the

le, forest fires caused by
uman carelessness have been
cut at least in half

How man( millions of acres of

recious Tumber and forest
ands have been conserved
because of Smokey Bear is
beyond reckoning: and how
many lives of birds and bees and
bears and deers and other
creatures of the woods have
been saved. we will never know.

Egyptian President Anwar
Sadat is appealing to the United
States for arms assistance. He
does 50 on the grounds that "I
have proved myself to you."

Why not pardon FBI too?

NEW YORK — If ane of
Jimmy Carter's first acts as
president will, as he has
promised, be the pardoning of
everyone who evaded the draft
because of opposition to the
Vietnam war, wouldn't it
materially further the process of
national reconciliation for Mr.

Carter to pardon, at the same
time, any FBI agents or others
who may have committed
technical offenses (e.g.,
burglary) while simply obeying
their superiors’ orders in

support of U.jS. government

Such a proposal ought to go far
toward testing the sincerity of
those who support the pardons
for draft - dodgers on the ground
that their crime was committed
solely out of devotion to
principle, rather than for
personal gain or comfort. Surely
the same applies to the
break-ins allegedly committed
by certain FBI agents in 1972
and 1973, in.search (for
example) of evidence
concerning the whereabouts of
members of the **Weathermen, "
an underground which
had claimed responsibility for a
number of bombings around the
country.

In pardoning the draft -
dodgers, President Carter will
be breaking new ground: there
has never before been, in the
entire history of the United
States, a general unconditional

amnesty n.e.;bsardom for
individuals who dodged the draft
time of war

It serves no purpose to try to
distinguish amnesty from
pardon (as Mr. Carter has
done), on the theory that

“amnesty means what you did
was ri(fht: pardon means what
you did is forgiven.'’ The College
Edition of ‘‘Webster's New
World Dictionary of the
American Language” defines
‘‘amnesty’’ precisely as a
“general pardon.”

Nor was the crime of these
draft - dodgers a mere symbolic
gesture, without any harmful
effects. As | pointed out in
“Amnesty?" (a book - sized
debate on the subject published
by Sun River Press in 1973),
every draft - dodger was
replaced by somebody else. As a
result, there are an estimated
1500 Americans dead and buried
today, and another 10,000
scarred or maimed for life, who
would have survived unscathed
if the draft - dodgers (and
deserters) had their
fair share of the risks imposed
by a national policy endorsed by
three presidents and six

successive Congresses.

Various folks have mentioned,
from time to time, that they
don't approve of the county
courthouse offices closing down
for the noon hour everyday

Generally the complaint
comes in two parts

(1)-*] have to work for a living
and the only time I have to take
care of things at the courthouse
is during my lunch hour.”

(2) “If they were running a
business, they couldn't afford to
be closed over the noon hour."’

About No. 1, I'd say that even
if the courthouse were open at
lunchtime, they'd probably cut
back the staff so part of the
employees could take lunch at
the normal time. And there'd be
such an influx of customers
trying to take care of courthouse
chores during the noon hour that
for many of them the waiting
time would be most
aggravating.

And as far as No. 2 is
concerned, we should keep in
mind that government business,
at any level, is not really
business.

Real business is when
someone offers goods or
services for sale in"a
competitive market. '

Government business doesn't
OFFER anything for sale. Most
anything they are peddling, they
say you have to buy and tell you
when to buy it. And they aren't
competing, in most cases,
because they control most of the
*legal’’ monopolies in the
nation.

So the only thing I can find
wrong with the courthouse
closing for the noon hour is that
it isn't enough. It ought to close
down for good.

I can't think of any goods or
services over there that | would
buy if I had a choice. My car
would run just fine without any
government - required license
plates. And life certainly would
be much simpler and much less
costly for all of us if we didn't
have to support county and
district courts and all the
officials that go along with
them.

Apparently, the idea of closing
down completely is starting to
catch on a little bit over there. |
learned about one secretary who
is somewhere between the
practice of closing down for a
mid - day hour and closing down
permanently.

Here's what happened:

Recently, when attempting to
reach the office the secretary
works in, a caller heard the busy

signal time and again. It was
just after 1 p.m.

The busy signal continued for
15 or 20 minutes, so the caller
contacted a neighboring office to
the one being called. Someone
there said that no one was in the
office with the busy signal.

Many people know, according
to the report that I got, about the
secretary’'s practice of taking
the phone off the hook when
she's to be out of the office. That
way callers will think she's busy
instead of gone.

PHILADELPHIA (AP) -
The American Medical Associ-
ation's House of Delegates ap-
pears divided over what form
of national health insurance to

supw)n — if any

“With the approach of a new
Congress and a new Adminis-
tration. the Board of Trustees
has undertaken an extensive re-
view of national health insur-

ance,” said a report to the
AMA 's 30th clinical convention.

“The reason: It is important
that the position of the associ-
ation be made clear at an early
date.”

AMA officials fear that if
they don't support some form
of insurance, Congress will
pass one they oppose.

The urgency stems at least in
part from concern that Presi-
dent-elect Carter, who has en-
dorsed national health insur-
ance, will move early in his ad-
ministration toward introducing
legislation on the subject.

“Let me say, right off, that
the presidential election has
made our future a good deal
foggier as a profession,” said
Dr. Richard E. Palmer, presi-
dent of the AMA, at the open-
ing session on Sunday

The AMA supports a version
of national health insurance
that would give workers the
tion of joining and which would
operate through the private in-
surance industry, with no-pay-
roll tax

The AMA's Board of
Trustees, in a special report to
the delegates, recommended
that this support be continued.

But several delegations have
filed resolutions opposing AMA
support for any form of nation-
al health insurance. These in-
clude delegations from Nebras
ka, Louisiana, Illinois, South
Carolina and New Mexico.

On the other side, a joint res-
olution supporting the official
AMA stand was introduced by
the Maine, Vermont, New
Hampshire, Massachusetts,
Connecticut and Rhode Island
delegations.

handcrafted jewelry
prevalent today comes
primarily from the growing
number of hobbyists in this
country. From teen-agers to
senior citizens, the craftsmen
have set their mark on this
fine accessory with its custom
look

Along with jewelry making,
lapidary or stone cutting and
polishing is flourishing coast
to coast. Every year,
millions of ‘‘rockhounds’’ and
jewelry hobbyists flock to
gem, mineral and jewelry
stores to supplement their
collections and seek out new
materials

As a result creators of hand-
made. jewelry and lapidary
enthusiasts have brought
many semi-precious stones
out of the museum class into
the fashion accessory field.
There's a picture or scenic
jasper that comes from mines
in the Mid-or Far West and
when slabbed or sliced for cut-
ting shows markings that
resemble painted landscapes.
A few years ago one saw
them mostly in the club or stu-
dent laboratories but now
even the high fashion stores
have this scenic jasper in
pins, rings and bracelets. A

bright pink stone with white
markings, rhodochrosite, can
be found in West Virginia and
has gained popularity as a
stone used in some finely
made silver jewelry
Amazonite, native ore of
Colorado, is a bright blue with
some white markings and
does up well for pins and
rings

Sodalite, which resembles
lapis, in a variety of deep blue
tones, has come to the fore in
many areas and much of it
hails from across the border
in Canada. Wyoming and
Alaskan jade provide some
fine specimens for cutters and
in New Jersey, amethyst and
yellow to deep red carnelian
has been found.

and offer some fantastic
patterns and colors from the
banded and bright types of the
Southwest to the clear type
with “‘pictures’’ silhouetted in
it from the North.

Silver leads in the choice of
metals for most craftsmen,
but they also use brass,
copper and bronze. Gold has
priced itself out of the market
for most craftsmen, except as
one student remarked, ‘‘the
dentists like to work in gold in
our class — and we all have a
good idea where they get their
gold!"”

Stephen Wrynn, talented
craftsman who teaches
jewelry at the Craft Student
League of the YWCA in New
York City, has his own work
on sale at ‘the Metropolitan
Museum of Art gift shop and
in many top stores across the
country. He does mainly forg-
ing — the heat and hammer
kind — and mostly in silver

“Gold is important, though,
for wedding rings,” Wrynn
said, ‘‘We never have per-
suaded too many young
couples to select silver or
other metals. They look at
silver rings, then decide they
will spend the extra money for
a simple gold band or a bubble
style in gold, because they
want to have a traditional
wedding ring.

‘‘Bronze came into the
jewelry field when silver went
up, too, but there was some
resistance to it. However, |
find it has become more pop-
ular. A chain bracelet I've
done in bronze and silver is
selling quite well.”

Wrynn also has found a good
acceptance to his torques
which he does in both silver
and gold. They are. contem-
porary versions of the ancient
metal collars worn as symbols
of rank by such people as the
ancient Celts. Done in smooth
or textured finish or as
twisted metal ropes, they slip
around the neck with the open-
ing at the back. He also found
the geometric shapes coming
into vogue with stones and set-
tings in oblongs, triangles,
circles or even an occasional
trapezoid.

However, with the great
number of craftsmen in the
field, no one trend is defined
too clearly. You find dressier
necklaces and earrings, for in-
stance, in silver or brass with
a cut-out pattern that
resembles a heavy lace and
small stones to accent. the
design.

CLEVELAND (AP) — The
Cleveland Browns survived an
error-filled football game Sun-
day and Houston Oilers’ line-
backer Gregg Bingham fired
his fortune-teller.

Bingham was quoted early in
the week as ‘‘guaranteeing”’ a
victory .by the Oilers, but after
Cleveland's frigid 13-10 victory.
the sheepish youngster said, It
was a misquote. but if you
want o quote me now. just say
I fired my fortune-teller.

The Browns, 94 with five
straight victories, barely kept
their hopes of a playoff berth
alive with one game to go.

New England's victory over
New Orleans Sunday shut
Cleveland out of the American
Football Conference wild card
spot. but the Browns still have
a slender chance at the AFC
Central division title.

We did everything we could
to keep it close—us and a few
flags in_the air.” Cleveland
Coach Forrest Gregg said- "It
was poor execution offensively

and we gave the ball away five
times. Don't ask me how we
won doing that.”

The Browns lost two of four
fumbles and had two passes in-
tercepted in the first half, but
still held a 70 lead on Brian
Sipe’s 37-yard scoring pass to
Paul - Warfield. Houston was
unable to cross Cleveland's 33-
yard line in the first two peri-
ods

In the third period. the
Browns fumbled away the kick-
off"after a 31-yard field goal by
Houston's Skip Butler. Then
they had a punt blocked and re-
covered by the Oilers at Cleve-
land’s 11. But they still led 13-3
before Houston quarterback
Dan Pastorini fired a 56-yard
scoring bomb to fleet Ken Bur-
rough with just 4:10 left in the
game -

“The defense was frustrated
but kept fighting back. We
were conscious of the bomb
from Pastorini. but we got
bombed anyway." Gregg shrug-
ged

Houston got the ball again
after Don Cockroft, who con-
verted on field goals of 30 and
46 yards.- was wide from 41
yards out. But . Pastorini
sprained his ankle on the next
play and John Hadl. who had
started the game. threw a pass
that was batted into the air by
Bob Babich and intercepted by
Charlie Hall, with just seconds
remaining

Cleveland's defense. which
has given up just 40 points in
its last five games, held Hous-
ton to 58 yards rushing and 117
passing.

“You've got to be able to run
the Tootball.”" explained Hous-
ton Coach Bum Phillips.
“Cleveland's got a fine defen-
sive team.
