Brifsh Debate
Bringing Back
Death Penalty

LONDON (UPI)—A govern-
ment report disclosed today a
growing number of murders
since Britain abolished capita}
punishment. It offered statisti-
cal ammunition for both sides
in the debate on wehther to
bring back the death penalty.
The report said, for example,
that since Britain experimentgl-
ly abandoned the penalty in
1965. there has been a sharp
rise in the number of murders
that would previously have
qualified the murderer for
hanging. There were 10 such
murders in 1964 and 26 in 1968.

It also said that increase
continued a trend that had
begun back in 1962. And it
noted that, overall, the risk of
being murdered in England qr‘
Wales is the same today as 1t,

SAN ANTONIO (UPI)— The
first business session of the
Baptist General Convention

ed today with 8,000 delegates
deciding between maintaining
their strict doctrine of church-
state separation or accepting
government loans for univer-
sities.

A proposal to accept such loans
was rejected in 1966 because
delegates, who represent 138
million Texas Baptists, felt it
would violate the doctrine of
separation of church and state.
The resolution before this con-
vention asked the delegates to

ey on low interest loans ‘“‘pro-
vided the insittution voluntarily
reimburses the government an-
nually.”

The convention must also ap-
prove a.-record $14.5 million bud-

The 1969 convention opened
Tuesday, but the first day’s ses-
sions were devoted to speeches
by convention President Dr.
Gordon Clinard and Executive
Secretary T. A. Patterson.

Clinard said Baptistts must be
able to adapt to changing world
conditions and attitudes, but at
the same time hold on to tradi-
tions if the church wants to
keep members from leaving the
ranks.
