Ford proposes income tax cut

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Ford today proposed a $10
billion personal income tax cut
along with corporate tax reduc
tions and an increase in person-
al Social Security taxes. The
package is nearly a carbon
copy of tax cut proposals Con-
gress rejected last year

Like last year's package. the
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new proposal includes §2.5 bu-
lion in corporate tax reduc-
tions. It also calls for a $5.1 bil-
lion increase in personal Social
Security taxes over a two-year
period. Last year's proposal
called for a $1.65 billion in-
crease in personal Social Secur-
ity Laxes.

The administration proposal
last year was linked to com-
pensating cuts in spending. But
this time, Ford's proposal was
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initially unclear on whether he
would seek compensating
spending cuts. Ford noted in a
message (0 Congress that he
will be sending up his spending
proposals with his budget later
this month

Ford estimated his tax pro-
rnlls would save $227-a-year
a family of four with an in-
come of $15.000.
The Democratic controlled

Congress is expected to await
the economic stimulus plan of
President-elect Carter rather
than act on Ford's proposal

Carter has indicated his pro-
gram would focus on job crea
tion. Ford's tax proposals were
targeted at what the President
called middle-income tax pay-
ers

“The tax reductions of 1975
and 1976 focused tax relief on
the lower income taxpayer. '

‘ord said. “However, it is high
time to focus substantial tax i<
lief on middle-income tax-
payers.”

The package includes a pro-
posal to increase the individual
income Lax exemption from the
present $750 to $1.000. said L
William Seidman, the Presi-
dent’s economic adviser

Ford's proposed tax saving
for individuals would be effec-
tive with the current year It

would be offset to some degree
by increases in Social Securily
taxes effective next Jan. |

The Social Security tax rate
for individuals currently is 5.85
per cent of income up to about
$16.000. Under the Ford propos-
al. that rate would rise to 6.6
per cent by Jan 1 1980, al
though two-tenths of a per cent
of that increase is already
mandated by law
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The impact of the Social Se-
curity increases on a family of
four with an income of $15.000,
and only one wage earner in
the family. would be about $112
in additional taxes in 1980 com-
pared to this year

Ford is proposing the tax cut
package not as an additional
stimulus to the economy, Seid-
man said. The main purpose is
to cut down on government

spending and control and to
give the individual a larger say
in the use of federal tax dol-
lars.

Ford's campaign proposals
also included tax revisons re-
garding estate taxes in an ef-
fort to make it easier 10 keep
farms and small businesses in
the family. He has proposed an
increase in the estate tax ex-
emption from $60.000. a level
established in 1942, to $150.000.

Football or not?

The want-ads, although fantasy, may be
indicative of action taken by the West
Texas State University Board of Regents in
a meeting to discuss financial problems of
the school's athletic department Thursday
at the WTSU Student Activities Center

The meeting. scheduled for 10 am.,
originally was to be held Jan. 18 but
reportedly was moved to Thursday to give
student athletes the “chance to make
changes.”” according to Dr. Lloyd Watkins.
university president

“They ought to have the opportunity to do
it before the second semester is under way

they deser ve to know about it as soon as
they can. if changes occur. ™

Changes might include the elimination of
football at WTSU or the curtailing of the
overall athletic program. which is
expected to face a defiat of around $300.000
for the 1977-78 fiscal year

The deficit probably would gecur if a
rider attached to an appropriations bill by
the Legislative Budget Board is passed
The rider would end the payment of
coaches’ salaries out of state - supplied
instructional funds if a full - time teaching
load requirement isn't met

All of West Texas State's coaches but
three — Bob Kitchens (track). David Kent
(tennis) and Ted Layne (trainer) —
receive three - fourths of their yearly
salaries from instructional funds and
approximately 25 per cent from athletic
funds (ticket sales. student fees, etc.)

If football is eliminated. it would spell the
end of Gene Mayfield's tenure as head
coach and athletic director. Mayfield, a
successful high school coach at Borger and
Odessa. has been under fire recently for a
24-39-2 won-lost record over six seasans

Mayfield. although "‘a little bit
concerned ' about what action the regents
will take Thursday. said he understands
why the meeting date was changed

‘It would give the football players on
scholarship a chance to transfer prior to
the start of spring semester | guess they'd
have a little better opportunity if they could

be at another school by the start of spring
practice.”

The WTSU athletic director blames a
refusal to face the school’'s problems
earlier for the current financial plight

'I think it should have been handled a lot
differently.”” Mayfield said. 'l think long -
range plans should have been made a long
time ago. much as you do with any business
— you decide what your problems are.
what you need to do and then you embark
an a program

1 think we'd be betler off to stop and
look the thing over and see what we can do
in the future. My personal feeling is
football shouldn't be dropped We might
have to drop back and play in Division II.
but I think dropping football would have a
rather detrimental effect on the
university.

Four regents — Jack Shelton of Amarillo.
James Lovell of Dumas. Wallace Harrell of
Gonzales and T.L. Roach of Amarillo —
make up an ad-hoc committee which is
meeting with various interest groups and
lawmakers today and Wednesday prior to
making a decision on Thursday

The committee may consider Mayfield's
proposal to drop down to Division [l but it is
likely a stronger action will be taken A
statement released Dec. 20 by the regents
read

“In light of the fact that West Texas State
University may be facing a deficit in the
athletic department for the school year
1977-78 in the approximate sum of $300.000.
and because the Board of Regents does not
have a solution that would allow the
present athletic program to be continued:
and.in view of the fact that West Texas
State must. in all probability. eliminate the
football program or drastically reduce the
overall athletic program. and because a
decison on whether or not West Texas State
University will have any football program
might settle the question of the athletic
administration

*Now. therefore. be it resolved that the
chairman of the Board of Regents
(Shelton) appoint a committee 0 meet.
investigate and recommend back to the
Board of Regents by the 1&h day of
January. 1977. the course of action that
would cause the least amount of harm to
West Texas State University. its students.

announcement said

In either event, it said, neither Jimmy
Carter., his wife nor  children will be
affected financially from profits or losses of
any of the warehouse operations.

Undér the guidelines applying to
intees. those named to the two highest
ral pay levels will have to divest them-
selves of any interests that would ““more
than rarely” cause them to disqualify
themselves because of possible conflicts. .
Those named to lower-paying jobs would
be required to divest themselves of private
holdings only if “disqualification will
seriously impair the capability of the
officer to perform the duties of the office to

It said Carter will issue an executive
order to spell out the financial disclosures
he will require.

Is there world hunger?

Consider these two recent
items from the academy.
Princeton's Woodrow Wilson
School of Public Affairs will

offer a course this sanng on
‘Problems of World Hunger.”
An organizer says that ‘‘Hunger

has never been known on such
a world - wide scale as it is
today.”” Yet Stanford Professor
Walter P. Falcon, director of its
Food Research Institute, states
““The world is not slowly
starving to death’” and adds the
per capita grain availabilities
have increased fairly steadily in
the last 15 years

Such contradictory

s‘latements aren’t

unprecedented, but they
reinforcee our suspicion that
“‘world hunger "' is a particularly
misleading slogan. The basic
argument, that the world's

lation growth will outstrip
its ability to produce food. has
been around since well before
Malthus's late 18th Century
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let. somehow since then
he world population has
doubled and fed itself without
laying the idea to rest

Currently, observes Prof.
Falcon, the annual rate of
population grewth is lveui:s
19 cent, while that of

uction is 2.5 per cent. The
real lem, he observes, is
local and regional food
shortages. These certainly
cause agony to the victims, but
that problem is primarily one of
distribution and local policy.
which differs significantly from
one of universal shortage.

To put it bluntly, some
frequently cited examples of
“world hunger,” like India. to
the extent that they do fit that
ﬁ:ﬂlly exaggerated stereotype,

ve suffered from their own
maladministration, not from
shifts in the global ecology. One
thoughful Indian economist.
B.R. Shenoy. has written that
his counlrﬁ's food problem
cannot be blamed on sacred

cows or population pressures.
(India, he maintains. actually
suffers from a *‘severe seasonal
scarcity of labor."”")

Indian aFricumre. he argues,
is mar kgedly less productive than
the world average because of a
lack of capital investment,
resulting from government
limits on traditional
moneylenders. And even with
this handicap. India since
independence managed to
awoid the terrible famines of its
earlier history. and
achievement Mr. Shenoy says
would have been possible even
without American shipments of
grain

Where bad policy causes
suffering. moreover, better

icy can alleviate it. Yet it's

d to identify these specific
situations in the midst of highly
charged rhetoric about ““world
hunger. ' This guilt - ridden talk
is not only misleading. it may
also prolong the Problem. —

Here's how these hidden taxes
affect your pay: When
businesses are hit with
regulations or taxes, their costs
increase. The businesses have
no choice — they must increase

prices to pay the higher costs
When the consumer buys a
product or service, the hidden
taxes are already included in the
price.

Only naive or dishonest men
advocate shifting the tax burden
to businesses in order to reduce
individual taxes, because when
businesses are taxed.
consumers will always pay.

Inflation is a hi tax
increase which is caused by the
federel government. When
Congress votes to spend money
that isn't there, a deficit exists.
This eventually causes an
increase in the money supply
which pushes up demand for
goods and services and causes
prices to rise. What happens, in
effect. is that the consumer pays
higher prices as a direct result
of federal deficits

Remember this: You will pay
one way or another for every
government program — either
through direct taxes that you
can see, or through hidden taxes
that you cannot

Nearly half of your earnings
are now taken either by direct or
hidden taxes. And economists
estimate that if taxes continue to
rise at present rates. you will
see Uncle Sam and his cousins
take 54 cents of every hard -
earned dollar by 1985. This is not
a wild estimate. Taxpayers in
many socialist countries
already pay 60 per cent or more
of their incomes to the
government

The problem is obvipus: Uncle
Sam has become too fat, too
bossy. -and too wasteful to be
allowed to continue in his tax
gluttony. The answer: Put Big
Government on a diet: TRIM
away the bureaucratic blubber,

ROOKIES AFTER NIXON

Tax deductions under fire

Seeking such a probe was
brought up at a ‘‘seminar’’ for
the three - score newcomers
during the Democrat’'s week -
long caucuses in preparation for
convening of the 95th Congress
today. During the brisk
discussion, one rookie held aloft
a copy of the voluminous report
of the Joint Committee on
Internal Revenue Taxation on
its "Examination of President
Nixon's Tax.Returns for 1969
Through 1972.

That inquiry followed Nixon's
request, in a letter to the
Committee, asking that it
‘‘examine whether two
transactions, a gift of (my)
papers claimed as a deduction in
1969 and sale of 23 acres of land
at San Clemente, were correctly
reported on (my) tax returns.’’

At a closed-door meeting. the
Commitiee decided not only to
comply but to go considerably
further — '‘to examine all tax
items for the years 1969 through

1972.”
Not Justified
The ensuing two - inch - thick
printed report, released April 3.
1974. during the impeachment
oceedings against the former
resident, was a shattering

is insufficient
evidence of President Nixon's
intent to make a bulk gift. of the
delivery of the designated gift,
of his relinquishment of
dominion and control over the

papers, or of acceptance by the
General Services
Administration or the National
Archives before July 25, 1969, to
support a tax deduction for the
gift of the papers. Thus, the
President’s tax returns for 1969
though 1972 should be adjusted
to reflect the disallowance of the
deductions in those years."

On the basis of detailed
compilations, the Committee's
staff recommended the
following increases in Nixon's
taxes — $171,065 for 1969:
$93.410. 1970; $89.667. 1971.
$89.890. 1972, plus $32.409
interest ; overall total $476.531.

Concluded the report :

“The staff has no evidence
that any person on behalf of the
National Archives or the
General Services
Administration -accepted any
gift of papers by President
Nixon in 1969 ... Based on these
facts, the staff concludes there
is no evidence that the President
relinquished dominion and
control over any portion of the
papers delivered to the National
Archives in March 1969.”

Equally emphatic. the report
rejected deductions claimed by
Nixon for a 1968 gift of papers.
declaring :

“This gift contains the same
restrictions as the 1969 gift, so it
too is a nondeductible gift. The
staff believes that the amount of
the 1968 gift in excess of what
was deducted in 1968 is not
available to be carried over,into
1969, .

More Rebuffs

The report also pinpointed
other deductions it
characterized as improper and
unjustified:

(1) Depreciation on the San
Clemente house and on certain
furniture: business expense
deductions on the San Clemente
property . expenditures from the
White House *‘guest fund™* — all
totaling $85.339 and held as “'not
allowable deductions.”

Don't spread salt to melt ice
on pavements, sidewalks or
steps. Sand will do the same job
without damaging the plants or
soil near by.

Hosing is the only safe way to
remove ice from trees and
shrubs. Whacking it will merely
snap the brittle wood.

Make a schedule of the things
you wish to do this year, keep it
in prominent place where you
will check it at least once a

week.

Grow indoor trees from seeds

By ELVIN McDONALD

Have you ever thought aboust
growing -an indoor tree fromn
seeds” If you have the patience:,
it's obviously a way to save
money and your tree will just
naturally be accustomed to the
environment of your home frorm
the very beginning.

The seeds for two of the trees
easiest to grow indoors may be
in your kitchen: citrus and
awocado. In fact, citrus alone
can provide you with orange.
lemon, grapefruit, lime,
tangerine, tangelo and kumquat
trees

Beyond these, there are all
kinds of possibilities for indoor
trees to grow from seeds, either
purchased in packets or
gathered from suitable ica!
species. Some of the ones | have

grown from the seed catalogs.

On the
other hand, trees and shrubs
indigenous to a temperate
climate rarely maké good house
plants, simply because it is their
nature to require an annual rest
induced by freezing.

The essentials for sproutirig
the seeds of tropical trees and
shrubs are light, ‘warmth,
moisture and a humusy, well -
drained growing medium.
Although not all of the seeds
require light in order to sprout,
once the green shows, the
seedlings will grow best in or
near a sunny window. You can
also keep them in a fluorescent -
i;sm garden until they outgrow

space.
To prepare the growing

medium for planting seeds, mix
together equal parts peat moss,
all - purpose potting soil.
vergniculite and sand (or

).
Fill a fairly large pot. one that
measures at least 5 inches
across the top, with this mixture
and moisten well. Lightly firm
the surface with your fingers,
and level it off about one - half
inch below the pot rim.

If the seeds are surrounded by
a shell, husk or fruit pulp.
remove this covering and wash
the seeds in water, then blot dry.
If the seeds are fairly small, like
those of citrus or coffee. you can
plant several in each pat,
spacing them about an inch

comes the big question:
How deep should the seeds be
planted? One good rule of thumb
is to cover each seed with soil to
the depth of its own thickness.

in water, snuggle the fatter

of the pit into the surface of the
growing medium, but leave the
upper half of it exposed. The
procedure is essentially the
same for other seeds that
require light in order to sprout;
half - bury the big ones, simply
press the smaller ones into the
surface but don't cover them.

After the seeds are planted, it

is vital, repeat vital, that the
growing medium be kept
constantly moist. If the soil dries
out after roots have begun to
grow, the seedlings may be
killed. The way I handle this is to
enclose the planting. pot and all,
in a clear plastic bag, or place a
pane of glass over the surface of
the pot. As soon as | see green
inside, | remove the covering so
that the seedlings can have the
fresh air they need. along with
increased amounts of sun.

Here is where the patience |
mentioned earlier comes into
play. Some seeds will sprout
within a month. others may lie
dormant and apparently lifeless
for 90 days or more. However, as
long as there is no sign of seed
deterioration and you keep the
growing medium moist, there is
hope

This is designed to kill
the whitish maggots in the soil,
and from which the tiny black
flies you describe hatch.

Q. I have a 3'4 ft. tall Chinese
hibiscus tree in a 10 - inch pot.
Most of its leaves have recently
turned yellow. shriveled up and
dropped. Should I cut the stem
off. or wait to see if new leaves
sprout? The branches do not
seemdry.

A. It sounds like the soil got
dry enough to defoliate your
hibiscus, but . not to kill the
woody stems. | would take
special care to keep the soil
evenly moist and give the plant
as much light as possible.

Nixon voilated riles,

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Nixon administration vwhud
Civil Service realmu- hun-
dreds of times in an effort to
get federal jobs for politically
favored persons. a House sub-
committee has concluded after
a 22-month investigation.

In its final 246-page report on
abuses in federal employment
between 1969 and 1973. the sub-
committee said there was ""per-
vasive manipulation of merit
system procedures to provide
preferential treatment for fa-
vored candidates for career ap-
pointments.”’

It said the White House per-
sonnel operation was the
“nerve center” of this oper-
ation.

The report of the subcom-
mittee on manpower and civil
service is expected to be re-
leased late this week. A copy
was obtained by The Associated
Press.

The report urged changes in
federal - personnel laws. in-
cluding a prohibition on politi-
cal referrals for career federal

jobs. which are supposed to be
filled by the best qualified ap-
plicant.

“The report said former Presi-
dent Richard Nixon ordered
White House I chief
Frederick Malek to look not
only for ability in prospective
office holders but for political
conwlblhty with Nixon as

\hleks personnel operation
mainly was concerned with
finding persons for non-career
jobs. which are openly political
appointments.
