WASHINGTON. Feb. 24. (AP)—
| The Bureau of Mines estimated to-
dav a daily average supply of
3.340.000 barrels of domestic rrude |
oil wonld be needed to meet mar-
ket demand in March.

This estimate was 120.000 bar-
rels more than the estimate for |

fuel oil.

Because of increases in refinery
runs, the bureau added. seasonal
gasoline and fuel inventories are
still  higher than necessarv and
{indicate the deshzhilitv of ron-
| servative refinery operations dur-
|ing the remainder of February
and through March.

Daily average crude oil produc-
tion and runs to stills from Jan-
uarv 1 to Februarv 4, the bureau
said, were 3.300,000 and 2230000
barre)s respectively. During this
| period, total crude oil stocks de-
i clined 876,000 barrels while foreign
stocks increased 242,000 barrels, re-
sulting in a decline of 1,118,000
barrels in domestic stocks

The daily average of this figure
(32,0000 added to the production,
the bureau's report said, gives
3,332,000 barrels as the apparent
daily average demand for Janu-
ary.
| The bureau estimated motor fuel
(demand at 42950000 barrels, a
four per cent increase over last
March.

¢ SUNDAY SCHwL LESSON

PETER AF SAMARIA.
Text: Acts 8:14-25.

By WILLIAM E. GILROY, D. D.
Editor of Advance.

The generval title of this lescon,
“Pcter in Samaria,” is much less
apt than the litle as given in the
Intermediate and Senior Topic,
“Some Things Money Cannot Buy,”
or the topic for young people and
adults, “Keaping Religion Free From
Commerciallsm.” The text of the
lesson records a very painful story
and one that unfortuately has been
duplicated in more or less similar
ferms in every age and apparently
among all peoples.

We have in the lesson two Simons,
—8imon Petler, the sincere and ear-
nest apostle; and Simon, a false
prephet, magician, or faker of the
sort who appears-.repeatedly among
men and who is ready to use even
the sacred offices of religion for his
own selfish and ignoble ends. Per-
haps I should not use the word
“magician” in this connection, and
T should like to peint out that its
use does not apply to honorable
men who have been magicians by
profession and who have mystified
pecple by sleight-of-hand and amaz-
ing performanees, but who have al-
ways represented themselves hon-
estly as what they were and who
have not used their skill and pro-
fession for any misrepresenation or
fraud.

When this Simon, the faker saw
the marvelous things that happened
under the influence of the Holy
Ghest as the apostles laid their
hands on Christians in Samaria, he
thought of what gain there might be
to himsell if he could exercise simi-
lar power. It was characteristic of
the man that he should put other
men on as low a plane as himself,
and should come and offer
and John money that he might se-
secure from them this wonder-work-
ing power. But Peter was stirred
to righteous wrath—“Thy silver
perish with thee, because thou hast
thought Lo obtain the gift of God
| with money.”

But Peter's admonition was not all
expressed in righteous wrath. He
appealed to Simon to repent of his
wickedness, and Simon either did
rcpent or was moved by fear he-
cause of what he had done, for he
acked Peter to pray for him thal no
punishment should come upon him,

We miss almost entirély the point

Peter |

and teaching of this lesson if we
read it simply as the uwry of some-
thing that happened in. the.past, or |

'llrwe have in mind as we read only

a deep-dyed rascal like Simon, or at
least an ignorant and deluded man.
The danger is not that any of us
shall degrade the offices of religion
in so flagrant a way, but we may
nevertheless in some degree tend
toward the same sin in assuming
that the great things of truth and
religion can stand upon anythlns
but their own power and merit.
There are many ways in which men
may use, and do use, religion as a
clcak for .their own gain or their
own advantage; and anyone who
does that shares in some degree the
sin of Simon—no matter whether
he be a minister in a pulpit, an offi-

pew. . Religion must be pure in
motive and spirit, or it is not wor-
thy to be called Christian.

At present there are five mem-
bers on the court. President Roosevelt has appointed
four. One of the former members, D. Lawrence
Groner, was sufficiently satisfactory to the Presi-
dent that he elevated him to Chief Justice of the
court. There is a vacancy also, which will permit ofie
more Rooseveltian to go on.

The President’s opportunities for district court ap-
pointments have been appreciably greater than other
Presidents, During a term in office, a President
usually names 40 to 50 on the district court. To date
the President has appointed 47 and has nine vacancies
to fill.

Normally he should expect 15 to 20 more vacancies,
since many of his district court appointments have
represented increases allowed by congress in the
nuinber of district judges to handle the steadily
growing amount of business.

Conceding that ultimately he will appoint 60 to 65
district court judges, that will mepn approximately
a third of the present total of about 180.

Price Fixing
In Texas Gets
Lift And Jolt

AUSTIN, Feb. 24 (/) —Price fixing
in Texas, proposed in the anti-dis-
crimination law, got a lift and a
Joit In a house public hearing that
kept merchants from over the state
in the gallery into early morning
hours today before the measure was
referred to a sub-committee.

The bill, authored by Rep. G. C.
Morris of Greenville, would establish
equal competition on commodities
and set up prices at six per cent
above invoice, plus freight, cartage,
and markup.

Hours of debate were concluded
by Frank Rawlings of Fort Worth,
opponent, who said “the many ob-
jections to thé legal aspects of the
provosed bill make it impractical.”

He said the language of the bill
was loose and confusing “and ap-
parently the author wrote it with a
pair of snippers and a paste-pot.”
Rawlings argued the bill would fall
heavily on th€ ccnsumer, asserting
“you can't increase prices to the
merchant and save money for the
consumer.”

Grooer Head Speaks.

Proponent W. B. Addison of Hous-
ton, president of the Texas Retail
Grocers’ association, an independent,
sald chain stores with loss leader
sales had caused the “utter destruc- |
tion of 14000 Texas merchants.” |

“Independent merchants oppose |
these leader sales because they in- i

jure all economical factors,” Addi-
son said. “Those sales have built
the impression in the minds of the
buying public that the chains have
Jower prices on all articles.” |

The proposed anti-discrimination |

Texas Police
Survey Bares
Many Faulis

AUSTIN, Feb. 24 (#—"A study of
this volume,” says O. W. Wilson,
Wichita, Kan., chief of police, re-
ferring to the report of a survey
on Texas crime control by the bu-

reau of municipal research, “Will
reveal to police executives whether
they are abreast of the changing
times or bogged down in yesterday's
traditions.

The revort, “Municipal Police Ad-
ministration in Texas,” surveys these
traditions at length, declaring that
cheifs of police and the forces they
command often are victimized by
them.

Selection of Texas police chiefs
lacks standardization, the report
says, about 594 per cent of cities
choosing chiefs by appointment —
mavor, city manager or city council.

Although the trend is in the op-
posite direction, almost 50 per cent
of the smaller towns still elect their
police chiefs by popular vote,

Cited in the survey are “a few in-
stances showing favorable results”
where the chief’s tenure has been
protected by (A) governmental ap-
pointment; (B) adequate civil ser-
vice protection, but the waring is
posted that the problem of remov-
ing the police department from
politics cannot be solved by “set-
ting up artificial protective bar-
riers.”

Three-fifths of Texas police chiefs
are between 41 and 60, almost 21
per cent are over 60 and the average
age is about 50, the survey notes.

Here again is the problem of the
smaller towns, for of the cities
over 10,000 only 6.7 per cent of the
officials have passed the age of 60.

Discussing “executive experience,”
the survey shows that only 26.3 per
cent of the Texas departments are
headed by officials who have served
therein prior to becoming its head.

Length of tenuré is “unfortun-
ately brief.” Cited is a 20-year sur-
vey which produced. the following
statistics: over 100,000 population,
29 years in office; 40,000-100,000
population, 35 years in office; 10,-
000-40,000 population, 55 years in
office; 3.500-10,000, 4.2 years in of-
fice; 1,000-3,600, 4.2 years; under
1,000 45 years; general average, 4.-
4 years,

The survey points to a “general
lack of interest in police advance-
ment,” stating that the annual
convention if International Assoc-
iation of Chiefs of Police attracted
only one chief and three officers
from the entire state,

The problem of tenure, experi-
ence, training and salaries—all of
which are stumbling blocks to the
efficient chief of police—are equal
trouble-makers for his force.

NEW YORK, Feb. 24.—The new
mammoth spectacle, “The American
Way,” at the Center theater in Ra-
dio City, is Moss Hart's and George
8. Kaufman's testimonial to this
country’s democratic institutions.
A gigantic show, costing more than
$200,000, with a cast of more than
250 people of whom Frederic March
and Florence Eldridge are the stars,
it dwarfs a few other pageants that
have been splashed over the same
stage in Rockefeller Center.
This show is, first to last, a lavish
demonstration of patriotism. It be-
gins with the strains of the Star
Spangled Banner and ends with a
stirring rendition of the Natjonal
Anthem, as a silent audience stands
stiffly at attention. A cavalcade of
the last 43 years in American life is
spread across a wide expanse of foot-
lights between the prologus and
finale. -
It is our nation that “The American
Way” is the most ambitious job un-
dertaken by a native playwright, and
is only paralleled by Noel Coward’s |
unforgettable “Cavalcade” in London.
For the authors of “The American
Way,” like their English fellow-
craftsman, are telling a poignant,
personal story of a luckless American
family against a large and intricate
background.
This is the drama of a pair of
| German immigrants who embrace
this country's ideals and institutions
from the day they stare, wide-cyed,
at the new land from the shore of

Ellis Island.
It is the story of their prosperous
rise in the land of opportunity and

the conflicts they must face with the
| outbreak of the war and the depres-
| sion.

1The war takes a son from these
naturalized Americans. The collapse
of 1929 takes all the property they
have accumulated over the happy
and unhappy years.

But th°y have embraced the Amer-
jcan way of life for good or bad and
wnen tneir other son nurtures his
discontent at a Nazi Bund meeting,
the father goes thére to defy the
brown-shirted fanatics.
