Mayor Lila Cockrell. City Manager Tom Huebner 
and attorney Louis Linden, who represents the 
students, said Monday they feared a violent backlash 
from San Antonians upset with the Iranian takeover of 

, the U S Embassy in Tehran
Huebner. who is huddling with federal, city and law 

enforcement authorities on the issue, said he will 
answer the students Wednesday The applications say 

* tOOdemonstrators are expected
Mrs Cockrell, who was not given advance notice of

the shah’s transfer, called for San Antonians to be 
"cool and supportive" during the shah’s stay But she 

acknowledged that violent counter-demonstrations 
could result if the students march

She said of local citizens, ’’They are angry and upset 
about the situation involving the hostages, and under 
the circumstances, inclined to feel very strongly about 
these issues

"I don’t look for trouble, but on the other hand 1 
recognize the mood of our citizens is they are very 
upset and concerned.’ ’ she said, adding "I feel as angry 
and upset as anyone”

Linden agreed. "Given the nature of the situation, 
there very well may be a counter-rally. We are not 
planning one. but it is unrealistic to discount the 
possibility”

If faced with a bitter anti-Iran crowd, the students 
will use "Ghandian passive resistance.” said Linden

Huebner said city officials must remember that 
constitutional rights and ensuring public safety must

be 'equally ” weighed in deciding whether to allow the 
demonstrations

Councilman Bernardo Eureste, upset by the sudden, 
unannounced transfer, said he fears violence will erupt 
if the Iranian students protest.

A top federal source said Monday that the homeless 
shah and his entourage were tucked away 'deep 
inside ” the 6.828-acre base about eight miles southwest 
of downtown San Antonio "There are several 
perimeters of defense. ” said the source

The shah was transferred here for an indefinite 
period of convalescence after five weeks of treatment 
in New York for cancer and gallstones The United 
States government, at the shah’s request, is attempting 
to find him a permanent place to live.

Ihe shah was initially housed at in a private ward at 
Wilford Hall Hospital l^fore being moved late Sunday 
night to VIP quarters elsewhere on the base

U S. Rep Henry B Gonzalez, D-Texas. met with the 
shah Sunday said and the exiled monarch "looked 
fine." but obviously needed follow-up treatment

Iranian students plan protest
SAN ANTONIO. Texas (AP) — Iranian college 

students were surprised like everyone else here when 
the exiled shah arrived early Sunday at Lackland Air 
Force Base. Some still do not believe he is here.

And the ones convinced he is at the nearby base will 
not know until Wednesday whether wary city officials 
will let them stage a rally against the man they say 

urged ” them to leave home for an education.
The San Antonio College students gathered Monday 

at a cafeteria table — their usual meeting place — as 
"the shah recuperated behind a vast security system at 
the military base some 10 miles from thecampas

•‘He’s not here, ” said one student, who, like many of 
the Iranians, asked not to be identified 'Why didn’t 
they show him? They say they bring him someplace, 
but they take him someplace else”

There are 212 Iranians among the 21.000 students at 
the junior college. Some say they have been harassed 
on the phone and in person after being quoted in local 
newspapers The campus just north of downtown was 
the scene la s t sum m er of several low-key 
demonstrations against the shah 

No demonstrators have appeared at the campus or 
outside the base since the shah’s arrival.

Immigration officials determined last week that 21 
Iranians here are ‘out-of-status’’«— meaning their 
student visas are no longer valid 

Most are hesitant to give their names, but all are 
unquestioning in their support of the Ayatollah 
Khomeini — the man they ¿all "Imam. ”

"If the order comes, we will fight the United States," 
said Mohsen Kashani. a 22-year-old medical 
technology student

The student want it known they would fight the 
United States government- not the American people 
Tothem. the difference is clear

Third World nations back U.S.
UNITED NATIONS (AP)-Arab and African 

members of the United Nations, in an unusual show of 
support for the United States, are calling for the 
release of the American hostages in Iran 

Frequently in the past they have be«i part of Third 
World groups that opposed the positions taken by the 
United States But the seven African and two Arab 
delegates who spoke in the first three days of the 
Security Council debate on the U S.-Iranian crisis all 
censured Iran’s violation of the principle of diplomatic 
immunity

Said Ambassador Leon N’Dong of Gabon: "Despite 
our sympathy for the cause defended by the Iranians, 
we are bound to regret the fact that the diplomatic 
personnel of a mission, as well as its premises, should 
be the object of aggression and violation”

"I can understand the grievances of the Iranian 
people." said Ambassador Blessing Akoporode Clark 
of Nigeria, "but to understand that is not to approve the 
methods the Iranians have selected to redress their 
deeply felt grievances. „

"We earnestly implore the government and the 
people of Iran to release the American hostages 
without further delay and unconditionally ”

Winston A Tubman of Liberia said the Iranian 
seizure of theU S Embassy in Tehran and those inside 
it might do irreparable damage to "the very process by 
which peaceful intercourse among nations is made 
possible"

"If the world is allowed to become an unsafe place 
for diplomats to pursue their noble calling, mankind 
would quickly become engulfed in a dark barbaric

world too dangerous to contemplate. ” he warned 
Ambassador Kamanda wa Kamanda of Zaire said 

the the nations of the Third World were most 
endangered by the Iranians’ flouting "internationally 
recognized anUoaublw hed principles.”

"Small and medium-size states, which are the most 
numerous and most vulnerable on earth, would 
ultimately be the major victims of any di-sregard of the 
objective rules and principles of the United Nations 
Charter and of international conventions which 
guarantee order and justice in international relations." 
said Kamanda

One of the two Arab speakers. Abdalla Yaccoub 
Bishara of Kuwait, in opening the debate pointed out 
that "passions that have been suppressed for three 
decades and have recently found an outlet ”

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Police, FB I hunt for terrorists
SAN JUAN. Puerto Rico (API —The FBI and Puerto 

Rican police hunted the nationalist terrorists who 
killed two U S Navy sailors and wounded 10 others as 
three independence groups claimed responsibility for 
the ambush.

Mannes with M-16 rifles patrolled the entrance to the 
base where the victims were quartered, and Rear 
Adm. Arthur K Knoizen, the Navy’s Caribbean 
commander, said security was being stepped up at all 
other bases in Puerto Rico.

Responsibility for the attack Monday was claimed by 
the Armed Forces of Popular Resistance, the Puerto 
Rican Popular Army and the Organization of 
Volunteers for the Puerto Rican Revolution.

They said the attack was made to avenge the deaths 
of two youths in a shootout with police a year ago near a

communications tower and the death of an anti-Navy 
activist in a federal prison in Florida in October 

It was the first fatal attack in nine years and the 
costliest ever made on U S military forces in Puerto 
Rico

The terrorists in a van intercepted a Navy bus 
carrying 18 technicians to work at a transmission 
antenna site about a mile from the Navy’s Sabana Seca 
Base at Toa Baja, about 10 miles west of San Juan. The 
attackers forced the bus driver to stop and then opened 
fire

The bus windows and windshield were riddled by 41 
bullet holes, apparently from shotguns and pistols 

A survivor said the driver was shot in the head and 
killed instantly A passenger grabbed the wheel and 
took the injured back to the base 

TTie Navy said the dead driver was John R Ball. 29.

of Maéson. Wis., a communicator technician 1st class, 
and the other man killed was Emil E White. 20. a 
radioman 3rd class from St. Thomas, in the nearby 
U S. Virgin Islands White was a part-time disc jocke>-

The injured, including three Navy women, were not 
identified pending notification of next of kin.

White House press secretary Jody Powell said 
President Carter deplored the attack as "a despicable 
act of murder" inconsistent with the political attitudes 
of most Puerto Ricans

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Dollar rallies, gold keeps rising
LONDON (API — The dollar rallied against most 

major world currencies today after opening the week 
with sharp losses, and gold prices kept rising to 
near-record levels

Silver also was on the rise amid speculative concern 
over the Iranian crisis, fear of Middle East tensions 
and the prospect of sha rp oj 1 price increases.

The morning fixing by London’s major gold houses 
was $435 an ounce, up from $431 late Monday. In 
Zurich, the midday price was $434 dollars, up from 
$429

Only once before has gold, a traditional hedge for 
worried investors, been so high On Oct. 2 it reached 
$444 in Zurich in a crisis of confidence over U S 
inflation-fighting policies, be.ore dropping to close at 
$438 in Zurich and $424 in London

A Zurich currency dealer sa d Monday’s loss of 1 to 2 
cents against several currencies — a reaction to 
anti-American disorders in the Middle East — was too 
quick

He said the dollar had recovered part of its losses 
without help from European central banks, but that 
support could be expected if necessary

In Tokyo, the dollar retreated to 247 70 yen, from

248 85 Monday, without substantial selling pressure 
from Japan's central bank

In London, the British pound eased to $2.20, against 
$2.2157 Monday

“Chaos in Iran, with the danger of repercussions 
eisewhere in the Middle East, a sharp oil price rise 
later in the month, persistent currency instability, 
particularly in the dollar, are believed to demonstrate 
gold’s attractiveness as a hedge,’.sa id  the Times of' 
London.

“I think $500 (for gold f is a real possibility bylhe end 
of the year," said Richard Kapsch. an analyst for E.F. 
Hutton Co. in Chicago. “Some people have been talking

In London, analysts said oil-rich states and 
speculators were switching from dollars to European 
currencib and precious metals, especially since 
President Carter's decision to freeze Iranian assets 
while American hostages are held in Tehran

Bankers, like lawyers, have a language 
of their own which is sometimes difficult 
for the rest of us to translate botloo much 
is at stake for us not to try.

Headlines about "High Oil Company 
Profits" have misled many Americans and 
enough members of Congress so that we're 
about to legislate a self-defeating mistake.

Bankers Trust Co. has projected what it 
is going to cost us to drill deeper, where 
remaining oil reserves are. and to seek

secondary recovery from marginal old oil 
fields.

Just to maintain 88 percent of our present 
domestic oil and gas production (while we 
develop synthetic fuels) over the next 10 
years will require a capital investment of 
$20 billion this year escalating to $142 
billion by 1990

That is bad news.
Even if our nation maintains a 3 percent 

annual growth rate, even if inflation is held 
under 10 percent, industry-or somebody-is 
going to have to invest a lot of money we 
don't have and don't expect to have.

The cap i ta l  co s ts  of stabilizing 
production will increase by a factor (rf 
seven while the money available for the 
purpose will increase by only a factor of 
three.

Now. the old law of supply and demand 
would take care of this problem. We would 
pay more for gas and oil. the oil companies 
could reinvest that higher price in deeper 
holes, and we would gradually replace

Winning by losing

cheap old energy with more costly new 
energy.

But if politicians make whipping boys of 
the oil producers, if politicians slap a 
"windfall profits tax" on oil producers, 
there is no way to replenish our domestic 
supply.

Politicians who say they want our 
country to be “energy independent" and 
then say they also want a tax which will 
curtail ^m estic  drilling are either naive or 
deceitful. >

When whatever politician gets to your 
town these next months soliciting your 
vote, ask him some of the definitive 
questions.

If he can’t be any more constructive than 
to recommend "m ore  government." 
"more taxes.” "more regulation" forget 

him.
Let's elect lawmakers who will encourge 

in all ways the development of more energy 
of all kinds.

Then competition among the options will 
take care of the price.

Chaloiipka blasts Bergland plan

It's ridiculous for the Department of Agriculture to speak for 

American farmers, said Texas Farm Bureau President Carrol 
Chaloupka at the organization's 46th annual convention in McAllen.

Chaloupka said in Monday's opening session that hearings 
scheduled by Agriculture Secretary Bob Bergland are an effort to 
bypass existing farm organizations for input.

"Bergland's plan includes a series of field hearings — one of them 
Thursday in Wichita Falls — and the eventual publication of nearly 
40 position papers that will supposedly outline what is good and what 
is bad about this country's farming system." heexpiained

"These ideas are meant as input for laws to move farming in the 
direction thought politically best in terms of social benefit'." said

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Farm prices up from last year but show wide variation
WASHINGTON lAP) — The prices farmers receive fo r  their 

products are generally higher than they were a year ago. but the 
latest government figures show a wide variation among specific 
items.

According to the Agriculture Department's overall index of 
prices farmers receive, the average in November was up 10 
percent from the same month a year ago.

Broken into categories, prices of meat animals were up 10 
percent from November 1978; vegetables were up 12 percent; 
dairy products, up 10 percent, and feed grains and hay, up 16 
percent

But prices of poultry and eggs were down 1 percent from a year 
ago. and oil-bearing crops, such as soybeans, cottonseed, flaxseed 
and peanuts, declined 2 percent

Further, within the groups of commodities, variations exist that 
make it difficult to generalize about prices

For example, in the meat animal group — which had a 10 
percent price gain over November 1978 — b ^  cattle prices were 
up 24 percent to an average $64.20 per 100 pounds last month from

$51.90 a year ago
But hog prices, which are iocluded in the average for all meat 

animals, declined by more than 27 percent to $34 40 per 100 pounds 
from $47.30 a year earlier.

The report, issued by USDA on Nov. 30. provided another 
method of looking at farm ers' prices and how those stack up from 
year-to-year as well as among the individual commodities.

In that comparison, the USDA translates its latest price figure 
into a parity equivalent, the old formula that roughly illustrate 
what prices would have to be to give farmers the same buying 
power they hgd in a base period. 1910-14.~

For example, corn prices on American farms last month, 
according to the preliminary figures, averaged $2.31 a bushel But 
if com had been at 100 percent of parity, the price would have 
been $4.28- a bushel. Thus, the November com price was only 54 
percent of parity.

A year ago. com brought farmers $2 02 a bushel or 53 percent of 
the parity price then of $5 40 a bushel, price has risen.

Only 11 of the 31 commodities priced by USDA last month

showed an increase on the parity scale from a year ago Nineteen 
declined in terms of parity equivalent and one was the same 

The gainCTs and their prices expressed as a percentage of 
parity in November, compared with a year earlier, included - 

Wheat. 64 percent in November and 56 percent a year ago; rice. 
60 percent and 49 percent; com. 54 percent and 53 percent; barley. 
SO percent and 58 percent; dry edible beam. 61 percent and 55 
percent, oats. 60 percent and 59 perceik, sorghum grain. 56 
percent and 55 percent; grapefruit. 80 percent and 49 percent; 
lemons. 73 percent and 34 percent, beef cattle, 87 percent and 81 
percent; and calves. 100 percent and 91 percent

The commodities listed as declining from a year earlier in 
terms of parity equivalent included:

Q io le ra  o u tb reak  th reatens w hooping cranes
CORPUS CHRISTI. Texas (APi -  An outbreak of 

avian cholera, an often-fatal disease, is threatening the 
75 rare whooping cranes at Aransas National Wildlife 
Refuge, a spokesman said Monday

But so far. the cranes' shy nature has kept them 
away from infected birds, refuge manager Frank 
Johnson said

"It is highly contagious, but there's hardly any 
feasible way to catch and inoculate them." Johnson 
said "At zoos they can. but not at a wildliferefuge."

Until Monday, the disease appeared confined to 5.000 
snow geese at the refuge. One of 60 snow goose deaths 
has been traced to the disease, also called fowl cholera. 
And one sand hill crane found Monday suspected of 
dying from the disease

Dr. Christopher Brand of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
laboratory in Madison. Wis . came to the coastal refuge 
Friday to perform autopsies on the birds.

Johnson said the outbreak was first discovered at a 
refuge near Hudson Bay. where about 10.000 snow 
geese were afflicted He said those birds are suspected 
of carrying the disease to South Texas when they began 
arriving in mid-October

Avian cholera is a bacterial disease spread through 
waste and immediate contact among birds. Johnson 
said, adding it is no threat to humans as long as the 
meat is cooked. The disease affects the birds' internal 
organs, and they die about three days later

"I would stress that this is fowl cholera and it has

nothing to do with human cholera We've been handling 
these cases for the last couple of days and as far as we 
know, it can't be transmitted." Johnson said

He said refuge workers haven't seen any of the 75 
cranes closer than a half mile from the area where the 
snow geese have died. But when they spot cranes near 
a snow goose, they shoot guns or make other loud 
noises to scare awa^ the birds. Johnson said.

He said the marshland is inspected twice a day, and 
foot patrols have been increased.

The disease "is not known to occur in whooping 
cranes, but there is no reason to believe they are not 
susceptible to it." Johnson said.

Tobey. 41. apparently was beaten to death with 
a foot-long rock early Monday, police said. His 
partially nude bpdy was found behind a house in 
an undeveloped part of Abilene about I a m. 
Monday.

A preliminary autopsy report showed Tobey 
died from blows to the head, a police spokesman 
said.

Police said the case was similar to the June 8. 
1978. death of'William Favors, who apparently 
was beaten with a tire tool in West Abilene.

Favors. 49. of the Dallas suburb of Richardson, 
was found in a field with his pants around his 
ankles.

OKLAHOMA CITY (API — At the Oklahoma State Penitentiary 
m McAlester. some inmates refer to it sardonically as “thie 
ultunate high "

Actually, medical experts say. a prisoner will feel no sensation, 
other than a little drowsiness, whm he is put to death by lethal 
drug injection — the country's newest form of capital pinishntent 

Eighty-two murderers, rapists and kidnappers have died in the 
penitentiary 's electric chair since 1915 One man was hanged 

In contrast to electrocution, death by injection will be almost 
instantaneous The convict will simply fall asleep 

The law presen bes that death will occur through a continuous 
intravenous injection of "an ultrashort-acting barbiturate in 
combination with a chemical paralytic agent ”

The official cause of death will be coronary arrest 
Oklahoma and Texas enacted death-by-dmg legislation in 1977 

Similar laws have been passed since in Idaho and New Mexico 
and are being considered in several other states 

In the last M months, juries in Oklahoma have decreed that 27 
persons should die through drug injection. 125 persons face that 
fate in Texas, along with one each in Idaho and New Mexico.

Among those lodged on Death Row at McAlester is Roger Dale 
Stafford, convicted of killing six Oklahoma City steakhouse 
employees in a meat locker during a robbery attempt in 1978. 
Stafford also is charged in the murder of th m  members of a 
Texas family near Purcell. Okla 

The first drug-injection execution is probably years away 
because of expected legal appeals 

In Oklahoma, the scene at the prison called “Big Mac” will be 
stnkingly different from executions of the past 

Instead of a "last-mile” walk from Death Row through the 
basement to the electric chair — over which still hangs a metal 
sign saying. "Crime Does Not Pay.” fashioned in the prison 
license u g  factory — the condemned prisoner will be taken to the 
third floor of the administration building About 30 people will 
witness the execution.

The doomed convict will be carried to the third floor strapped to 
a stretcher, his head propped up so witnesses, including six 
journalists and five persons chosen by the prisoner, can watch 
him throughout the procedure

The executioner will be one of three volunteer medical 
technicians, dressed in white rather than in black hoods None will' 
be identified

They will stand silently behind a partition, through which a tube 
will be passed and connected to the condemned man's armor leg 
All three will inject dark fluid into the tube. None will know which 
of them is injecting the lethal substance.

"Sort of a firing squad approach.” Corrections Department 
spokeswoman Nancy Nunnally said of the use of anonymous 
technicians

The procedure will contrast with previous incidents when 
Oklahoma executioners were well known, especially Rich Owens, 
who built Big Mac's electric chair in 1915 and pulled the fatal 
switch 65 times.

Dairy counter hikes 
help raise family bills

A new round of price increases at the dairy 
counter helped boost family supermarket bilk 
again last m onth, an  Associated Press 
maiketbasket survey shows.

‘nwre were several special sales on pork 
chops., bid the decreases were not great enough 
to offset the increases in the price of eggs and 
milk.

'Rie AP drew up a random list of 15 food and 
non-food items, checked the price at one 
supermarket in each of 13 cities on March 1.1973 
and has rechecked on or about the start of each 
succeeding month. Chocolate chip cookies were 
dropped from the list when the manufacturer 
discontinued the package size used in the survey.

Ifere are some of the findings in the latest AP 
survey;

—The marketbasket bill increased at the 
checklist store in eight cities., up an average of 
2.4 percent, and decreased at the checklist store 
in five cities, down an average of 1.8 percent. On 
the average, the marketbasket bill at the 
checklist store went up eight-tenths of a percent 
during November That compared with a 
decrease of two-tenths of a percent in October.

—Since the first of the year, the marketbasket 
bill has increased at the checklist store in every 
dty, with rises ranging from 3 percent in Salt

Carter is not losing votes over Iranian crisis
WASHINGTON (AP) — The Iranian crisis may be restricting 

President Carter's campaign travels, but don't assume it is losing 
him votes

It is a basic rule of thumb in national politics that, up to a point, a 
crisis is always good for a president.

This is especially true when the crisis involves a foreign power 
attacking U S. interests, as the Ayatollah RuhollaKKhomeini and his 
fanMiefoHowers have been doing for a month. .w .

Such crises stir patriotic emotions. Citizens tend to put aside other 
considerations — their heating bills, for example—and unite against 
the common enemy.

And they turn for leadership to the only person in a position to

exercise it in such a t ime: the president, whoever he is.
Ihus Carter, who is scheduled to officially announce his re-election 

campaign Tuesday, stands to benefit greatly from the Iran crisis.
Fiist. jLallows him to appear “presidential.” above the grubby 

business ol politics.
Second, it allows him to hog-tie his opponents, both Republicans 

and Democrats. Carter can paint any criticism of his leadership as 
an irreaponsib^ threat to the well-being of the hostages.

' Here's the way the president played it at his nationally brotKlcast 
news conference last week:

“ I will have to continue to restrict my own political activities and 
call on those who might be opposing me in the future for president to

support my position as president and to provide unity for our country 
and for our nation in the eyes of those who might be looking for some 
sign of weakness or division in order to perpetuate their abuse of the 
hostages.”

Translation : I'm not being political. Don't criticize me or you may 
hurt the hostages.

And H was no accident; that Carter held ttuU news conference 
during prime evening time, and in the stately East Room of the White 
House rather than in the workaday auditorium he usually uses. He 
aimed for the biggest possible audience, and the most “presidential” 
setting.

book, "A Good Age", you would do well to 
check it out of your library and enjoy his 
assurances of alert elderliness.

Consumer Watch: Is there a doctor in the house?
Your family doctor is one of the most important people in your life, 

but it's often hard to find out where to get the best care.
"There is an enormous variation in the quality of medical care in 

this country and that variation can mean the difference between life 
and death." writes John Pekkanen in the introduction to his recently 
published book. "The Best Doctors in the U S. — A Guide to the 
Finest Specialists. Hospitals & Health Centers"

George D. LeMaitre. a physician and the author of “How to (Choose 
A Good Doctor," has a similar view. “A bad doctor can be a disaster 
in your life," he says

Most Americans still trust their doctors. A survey conducted by 
Yankelovich. Skelley and White Inc for General Mills Inc. showed 
that 75 percent of the 1.254 families surveyed said they had a lot of 
confidence in doctors and the medical profession.

At the same time, the public is concerned about some aspects of 
medicine Four people out of five told Yankelovich. Skelly and White 
that they agreed, either strongly or partially, with the statement: 
"Many doctors are too quick to give mklication these days. ”

Finding a good doctor can be a complicated process. Do not wait 
until you are sick. Plan ahead

A growing number of consumer groups publish guides to area 
doctors, including information on things like specialties, 
qualifications, fees and office hours. The guides provide a place to 
start, but you should follow up the general listings with individual 
investigations.

You can begin with the Yellow Pages for a listing of internists and 
general practioners. Ask the local medical society for names, but 
don't automatically exclude doctors who aren't on the list.

Find out whether each doctor is board certified, meaning that he or 
she has passed a basic examination in a specific field. If you are 
hesitant about asking, check the local library for a copy of the 
“Directory of Medical Specialists." Pekkanen and LeMaitre agree 
that board certification is a minimum standard only; it is not a 
guarantee of quality.

Find out where a doctor did his or her residency training after 
medical school. The best hospitals, says Pekkanen, are 
university-affiliated because the people who staff these hospitals are 
specifically in the business of teaching and training doctors.

Check a doctor's reputation. Try to find out how he or she is 
regarded by colleagues, by local business and civic leaders.

Call the office of each doctor you are considering. If the 
receptionist is unfriendly or reluctant to take time to^uiswer your
questions, be careful. The doctor may have the same kind of attitude.

Make preliminary visits to several doctors before you select one. 
How easy is the doctor to talk to? The best doctor in the world is 
useless if you are  uncomfortable and unwilling to confi^ your 
problems. Ask about fees. How much is the charge for an (rffice visit? 
Which tests and services cost extra?

NEW YORK (AP) — Barring some unspeakable cataclysm, the 
stock market is likely to recover, but in order for it to happen just 
about all important investor categories must change their habits.

ThoM habits ha ve taken them far afield and into other investments 
during the past decade, leaving the popular slock market averages 
I» higher than they were at the beginning of the decade.

During that time the country's gross national product, or output of 
goods and services, doubled in size, at least when counted in cuireiK 
(inflated) dollara. the sam e dollars which measure stock prices.

The money went elsewhere: into debt securities, money market 
mutual funds, pension fund reserves, real estate, gold and silver and 
various collectibles, including art. Agood deal of it was simply spent.

Ih e percentage of household financial assets invested in.equities 
fell from M.I percent in 1172 to juM 23.1 percent this year. Individuals 
became disilluaioned. lost their faith in the future, avoided risk.

Something of the sort might have happened with private pension 
funds, too. In 1172 they had nearly 74 percent of their financial assets 
inequities; this year the percentage dropped to jiatoverM.

Figures compiled by Merrill Lynch show the same pattern with 
state and local retirement funds. In 1172 they were 2 7 i percent 
invested in stocks, compared wKh 22.2 percent this year.

Ufe insurance companies showed Uk  same pattern, falling from 
an 11.6 percent investment position in 1672 to 6.7 percent this year.

Pampa JVs reach finals

LOS ANGELES (AP) — His coach describes 
1979 Heisman Trophy winner Charles White as 
“a player who gives 100 percent even w h ^  he 
isn't can7 ing the football."

And thiere were doubts when the 185-pound 
tailback was injured in the season opener that he 
would even be in the running for the honor as the 
nation's outstanding collegiate football player.

' He missed the next game with a siwulder 
injury but came back to lead the nation's rushers 
with 1.B03 yards.

"In his case, the main factor in winning the 
Heisman was his competitiveness." said Coach 
John Robinson, whose Trojans won the Pacific-10 
title and rate second in the nation in Hie 
Associated Press poll.

"Check the final quarters of our games or 
when a game was in doubt, and you see the true 
value of Charles White."

White, a 21-year-old senior from nearby San 
Fernando, said he was so nervous about the 
Heisman poll "that I didn't sleep" on Sunday 
night.

•‘That's why I'm so jumpy today." the 6-foot 
tailback added, but his worries were needless.

He won 1.695 points to 773 for Oklahoma's Billy 
Sims, the Oklahoma runner seeking to repeat the 
Heisman honor he captured in 1970rQuarterback 
Marc Wilson of BYU was third with 589. but 
White had majority points in each of the six 
districts of voting.

"I came to Southern California wanting to 
make good and make a good impression of 
myself in growth." said White, who wants to beat 
OMo State in the Rose Bowl, graduate in June 
with a degree in speech communications, and 
play professional football 

"I have come a long was in four years leamirig 
and learning about myself. I know now. I set my 
goals too high. The whole University of Southern 
California setup helped me.”

White became the third Heisman Trophy 
winner from his school, joining Mike Garrett, 
who won in 1965. and 0 . J. Simpson. 1968 

In his four years, White gained 5.996 yards 
rushing' and scored 48 touchdowns. He caught 57 
passes for 534 yards. A year ago he finished 
fourth to Sims in the Heisman voting 

Sims was gracious in defeat 
"My vote went in for Charles White before the 

season was over with." said Sims. “He worked 
his tail off this season"

This year. Ohio State quarterback Art 
Schlichter, the only non-senior among the top six 
finishers, was in fourth with 251 votes, followed 

Notre Dame running back Vagas Ferguson. 
162; Southern California quarterback Paul 
McDonald. 92; South Carolina running back 
George Rogers, 81; Purdue quarterback Mark 
Herrmann. 54; Florida State nose guard Ron 
Simmons. 41. and Alabama quarterback 
Steadman Shealy, 32.

CINCINNATI (AP ) — "I couldn't believe it. They could see the 

people all piled up and they still tried to climb over them just to get 
in." said one man who watched in horror as 11 persons died in a 
crushing human wave surging into Riverfront Coliseum for a rock 
concert by "The Who”

Police Lt. Col. Joseph Staft said seven young men and four young 
women were trampled and killed when the mob pushed into the hall 
on the Ohio River in a crush of bodies that continu^ for 30 minutes 

Eight other persons were seriously injured, police said Twenty 
nnore were treated at four hospitals and released 

The Monday night concert, which drew an audience of more than 
18.000 people, went on as scheduled and "The Who" made no mention 
of the tragedy during their performance.

“We decided to let the concert go on. If we stopped it. wf would

have had a worse panic." said Lt Dale Menkause who led 23 police 
officers in a crowd-control detail

Menkhaus estimated that more than 6.000 people, some who had 
waited more than three hours, were crowded on the coliseunf s plaza 
level waiting for the doors to open Many had been drinking and 
smoking marijuana

As at some past rock concerts, some seats were reserved, but 
about half were available on a first-come, first-served Authorities 
said pushing incidents in the past had led to arrests.

"The group likes to do a little sound test." .Menkhaus said When 
me crowd heard the music, it surged forward

"They opened only two doors They have about SO I suggested they 
open more, but was told there wasn't enough personnel to open 
more."
