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Prison inmate 
dies; JP orders 
autopsy report

An autopsy was scheduled 
today in LubbcK'k on the body of 
a Cray County inmate who died 
Wednesday at Coronado 
Hospital after refusing insulin 
for a period of time, according to 
Sheriff Kandy Stubblefield.

Jody Edward Brunson, 24, was 
rushed about noon Monday to 
Coronado Hospital, where he 
had remained in intensive care 
on life support systems, Stubble­
field said.

"His life support was removt*d 
and he was promiunced dead at 
3:40 p.m. by Dr. (Laxman) Bhatia," 
said justice of the Peace Bob 
Muns, who ordered the autopsy.

Brunson was accused of rap­
ing a Pampa woman after kid­
napping her and two children in 
late July, 1995. He had been in 
custody since July 26, 1995 in 
lieu t>f $120,(KK) bond.

The autopsy was to be con­
ducted by Dr. R. Erost of 
Pathology Associates of Lub­
bcK'k, said Muns.

"This department has invited 
and requested an independent 
investigation by an outside law

enforcement agency concerning 
the incident involving Brunson 
and his subsequent death," 
Stubblefield said in a prepared 
statement.

"Ciary Henderson, a Texas 
Ranger of Company C, has 
worked round the clcKk for the 
past two days, reviewing dcKU- 
ments and interviewing any and 
all persons, law enforcement 
and inmates alike, having 
knowledge of the circumstance 
surrounding Brunson's incarcer­
ation and his refusal to take his 
medication as was prescribed by 
the physician in charge of his 
care," the statement continued.

Muns said Wednesday he had 
not decided whether a formal 
inquest will be held.

"I'm just operating right now on 
a'al limited information," he said.

Autopsy results are expected 
in four to six weeks, Muns 
explained.

District Attorney John Mann 
said Henderson's report will be 
reviewed for action necessary by 
any other agency.

Stubblefield s<iid earlier Brun­
son had mfuscKl insulin for his 
diabcTes, though he did have a 
dose Monday prior to passing out.

Thornberry joins others 
in signing ‘civility pledge’

WASHINGTON, DC. -  U.S. 
Rep. Mac Thornberry (R-Ama- 
rillo) and a group of conservative 
Republicans and Democrats 
voiced their support for a "civility 
plcxige" aimcKl at making public 
policy, not partisan politics, the 
focus of congressional debate 
during a ,Wednesday morning 
prt*ss conference.

"Like many other conservative 
Republicans and Democrats, 1 
strongly believe we were elected 
to change Washington and put 
an end to business as usual," 
Thornberry said. "And, for the 
most part, 1 think we have suc­
ceeded.

"But in bringing about an end 
to the era of backroom deals, 
there are some w’ho sav that we 
may also have contributed to the 
loss of civility in Congress. This 
may be true. After all, in the 
past, whenever members of 
opposing parties had a differ­
ence on the House floor, they

would take this difference out of 
the chamber and work it out 
after hours. In the process, they 
would become friends, the dif­
ferences would be resolved and 
policy would win out over poli­
tics," he said.

"Unfortunately, backroom 
deals make for good politics but 
bad policy. It was 60 years of 
backroom deals that geave us 
explocfing deficits It was 60 
years of backroom deals that 
gave us runaway spending. And 
it was 60 years of backroom 
deals that ga\ e us an oppressive 
tax system that is in desperate 
need of reform," he claimed.

"In signing this pledge, we are 
saying that while the era of back­
room deals has come to an end, 
the need for civility in Congress 
has not. The American people 
did not elect us to represent the 
Republican or Democratic party 
in Congress. The\’ elected us to 
represent them," he said.

Disabled voters seek to know what they won
EL PASO (AP) -  Disabled vot­

ers who successfully sued the 
state over alleged discrimination 
m the polling place are now try­
ing to find out what it is they 
actually won.

The plaintiffs in the class- 
action suit filed against Texas' 
chief elections officer returned to 
US. District judge David 
Briones' courtroom Wednesday 
to sv*ek a final order in the case.

Briones ruled in the plaintiffs' 
favor last November after find­
ing that the Secretary of State's 
Office had discriminated against 
the disabled by failing to ensure 
polling places are fully accessible 
to the blind.

U.N. forces to supervise digging 
into suspected mass grave sites

govina (AP) -  U.N.-supervised
digging will begin Friday at the 
first of hundreds of suspected Serbs

mass graves believed to contain 
thousands of victims of Btrsnia's
w'ar.

Until now, investigators have 
said excavations would have to 
wait until the spring thaw. But 
Ljerko Radie, a Bosnian Croat 
involved in the exchange of pris­
oners and bodies, said today that 
recent flooding near the northern 
tow n of jajee had unearthed up to 
46 corpses.

Manfred Novak, a U.N. investi­
gator looking for missing and 
displaced persons, will travel to 
jajee on Friday to supervise dig­
ging at three sites, Amila Dedic, a 
spokeswoman at the U.N. 
Human Rights Center in 
Sarajevo, said today.

"The grave sites have been dis­
covered recently," Radie told *rhe 
AsscKiated Press. "They are all 
believed to be victims of the 
(Bosnian) Serb purge."

The victims apparently ranged 
from age 11 to 70 and were pre­
dominantly Croats, although they 
included some Muslims, he said. 
It was unclear when the killings 
took place, but Serbs seized the 
area in October 1992. Bosnia 
Croats retook it in September.

Thirty thousand Bosnians 
remain missing after 3 1/2 years 
of war. The factions' demands for 
an accounting of the missing 
have hampered implementation 
of Bosnia's peace accord by hold­
ing up prisoner releases.

john Shattuck, U.S. assistant 
secretary of state for human 
rights, has said up to 7,000 
Bosnian Muslims are buried 
around Srebrenica, an eastern 
Muslim enclave that fell to 
Bosnian Serbs in july.

The women appealed to 
women around the world to sup­
port their search“for their men.

Muslim refugee women 
trashed Red Cross offices in Tuzia 
on Tuesday.

The transition to peace looked 
smoother in one part of Sarajevo, 
where a bridge separating gov­
ernment- and Serb-held sectors 
opened today for the free move­
ment of people on both sides.

For the first time since war 
began in April 1992, civilians were 
allowed to cross the Brotherhood 
and Unity bridge over the 
Miljacka River without having to 
seek special permission. French 
troops cleared barricades around 
the bridge Tuesday and some peo­
ple crossed Wednesday but only 
after receiving permission.

"This crossing spells peace," 
said Mejrema Golijanin, a 45- 
year-old Muslim, who was 
reunited with her mother and 
two sisters.

"1 hope it will always stay like 
this," said Milos Rajlic, a 56-year- 
old Serb greeting relatives and 
Muslim friends.

The bridge was named in the 
communist era. "Hopefully the 
name will get some credit in the 
weeks and months to come," 
U.N. aid agency spokesman Kris 
Janowski said.

Clinton asks leaders to ‘pray for us’
WASHINGTON (AP) 

Lamenting rising cynicism, con­
flict and mistrust. President 
Clinton today asked a cross-sec­
tion of Washington leaders to 
"pray for us to have a more char­
itable attitude toward one anoth-
er.

Addressing the annual con­
gressional prayer breakfast, 
Clinton put some of his political 
themes in a religious context, 
calling for greater personal 
responsibility and suggesting 
that divorces should be harder to 
ilbtain.

"We've got a lot to pray about 
here in Washington," the presi­
dent said. "We've got a lot of con­

flict. We've got an abundance of 
cynicism. We've got to worry 
about a loss of trust in our public 
institutions all across the coun­
try."

The interfaith gathering brings 
together 3,000 people represent­
ing nearly every aspect of public 
life in the nation's capita) -  
Republicans, Democrats, gover­
nors, judges, diplomats, bureau­
crats and soldiers. House Speaker 
Newt Gingrich was in the audi­
ence when Clinton said private 
budget talks were surprisingly 
amicable.

In an address salted with refer­
ences to biblical passages, 
Clinton said, "It is a rewarding

thing to see the divorce rate level­
ing off and the teenage pregnan­
cy rate going down -  and the first 
indications that America may be 
coming back together around the 
values that made this a great 
nation, but we need to support 
those efforts."

He referred to first l^dy Hillary 
Rodham Clinton's book. It Takes a 
Village, that says married couples 
don't always work hard enough 
to stay together.

"It may be it ought to be a little 
bit harder to get a divorce when 
children get involved, but what­
ever we do with the law we know 
that ultimately this is an affair of 
the heart," Clinton said.

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PUC: ‘Please, p lease’ support us on area-code decision
HOUSTON (AP) -  The state Public Utility Com­

mission pleaded for patience and understanding 
from telephone users Wednesday as it wrestles 
with a decision on new area ctxles in Houston and 
Dallas.

The three commissioners' closely watched deci­
sion, due at a meeting in Austin next week, could 
determine whether millions of consumers in lexas' 
two largest cities become the first in the nation 
recjuired to dial 10 digits for local calls.

The PUC was in Houston for a second round of 
public hearings on the matter. Similar hearings 
were planned in the Dallas area on I hursdav.

"Please, please give us your patience, your 
understanding and ultimately your support for 
whatever decision we're about to make," commis­
sioner Robert Gee said.

"The issues involved are not clear-cut ... and the 
facts themselves aren't exactly clear-cut. Ibis is a 
very difficult decision for all of us to make. It is a

decision that we do not approach lightly because 
we know that both in Houston and Dallas it's going 
to control and dictate how people use their tele­
phones."

Because of the proliferation of cellular tele­
phones, computer modems and fax machines in 
recent years, Houston and Dallas are running out of 
telephone numbers in the 713 and 214 area codes. 
To fix that, Houston's second area code will be 281, 
while Dallas will pick up 972.

The point of contention is how the new codes will 
be assigned to customers.

Commissioners are weighing two options. One is 
to split the cities geographically, which would 
require more than a million customers in both cities 
to change their numbers. That's the way area ccxles 
have traditionally been implemented.

The other plan, called an overlay, would scatter 
the new area code at random around the cities and 
would require residents to dial the three-digit code

plus the telephone number for all local calls. No 
city currently fuis 10-digit dialing for local calls.

Administrative law Judge Rick Guzman last year 
recommended that the PUC order the overlay plan 
for Houston and the geographic split for Dallas.

Southwestern Bell, which administers telephone 
numbers for all companies in Texas, favors the 
overlay, saying it is a longer-lasting solution that 
wouldn't require people to change their phone 
numbers.

But companies such as MCI that want to compete 
for local telephone service say the overlay will give 
Bell an unfair advantage, a claim backed up by the 
Texas Office of Public Utility Counsel.

Bell attorney Joseph Cosgrove said Wednesday 
that the overlay plan is designed to keep the com­
pany from getting an advantage over its competi­
tion. Although Bell would be the only company 
with the ability to issue the roughly 140,000 remain­
ing 713 numbers to new customers, it would be

Disabled voters petition for 
relief after suing state

EL PASO (AP) — Dis<tbled vot­
ers who successfullv sued the state 
over alleged discrimination in the 
polling place are now tr\ ing to find 
out w'hat it is they actually won.

The plaintiffs in the class-action 
suit filed against Texas' chief elec­
tions officer returned to U.S. 
District Judge David Briones' 
courtroom Wednesday to scx?k a 
final order in the case.

Briones ruled in the plaintiffs' 
favor last November after finding 
that the Secretary of State's Office 
had discriminated against the 
disabled by failing to ensure 
polling places are fully accessible 
to the blind.

But he imposed no remedy 
pending a possible agreement 
between the two side's. No such 
settlement was reachtxl, however, 
setting the stage for the two-day 
remedy hearing tlvit is schexiulexl 
to continue this morning.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
United States expelled a record 
31,500 criminal aliens during 
1995, Attorney General Janet 
Reno said Wednesday. She gave 
states $87 million to help pay 
prison costs for others still here.

Preliminary data showed that 
2,140 criminal aliens were taken 
from federal, state and county 
prisons and jails last December 
and expelled, pushing the year's 
total past the 1994 record of 
30,000 expulsions. The number 
should climb even higher, be­
cause December's data is incom­
plete due to compilation delays 
from the two recent federal gov­
ernment shutdowns.

Reno said 44 states and the 
District of Columbia would share 
the $87 million under the 1994 
crime law, which for the first time 
provided federal dollars to states 
for imprisoning criminal aliens.

The attorney general is locked 
in a continuing struggle over the 
question with Calirornia Gov. 
Pete Wilson, a Republican, who 
says his state spends $400 million 
a year imprisoning alien crimi­
nals and needs federal money to 
pay the cost.

Wilson sued the federal gov­
ernment in April 1994 for failing 
to reimburse the state for impris­
oning illegal aliens. The lawsuit 
also demanded federal money to 
help finance construction of pris­

ons to hold illegal immigrants. 
California lost in the federal Iri.il 
court and has appealed to the 9ih 
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals.

As in an advance grant made in 
October 1994, California gets the 
largest share of the latest federal 
aid.

Reno said the available aid 
money was divided in prop îrtion 
to the number of incarcerated 
aliens and costs incurred by each 
state. Justice Department figures 
show California houses more than 
18,000 of the estimated 37,000 
alien inmates in all state prisons, 
and nearly all the $87 million will 
be divided among only 11 state's.

Thev are California, $30.5 mil­
lion; Texas, $14.8 million; New 
York, $9.5 million; Florida, $5.5 
million; Illinois, $3.8 million; 
Arizona, $2.7 million; New 
Jersey, $2.2 million; Washington, 
$2.1 million; Michigan, $1.9 mil­
lion; Massachusetts, $1.1 million; 
and Oregon, $1 million.

Including the $42.9 million dis­
tributed in late 1994 to seven 
states, the Justice Department 
said, the first year of federal aid 
totaled $130 million. It covered 16 
cents out of every $1 in costs 
claimed by the states.

October's money was split 
between Arizona, California, 
Florida, Illinois, New Jersey, New 
York and Texas.

Kem> said the federal govern­
ment is stepping up programs to 
identify and deport criminal 
aliens as soon as they finish theif 
sentence's. Deportation can come 
earlier if states opt to commute 
sentences to rid thernselves of the 
responsibility and cost, as Florida 
has done in some cases.

One new idea to clear out ille­
gals is to hold deportation hear­
ings in state prisons and jails, an 
innovation pioneered in the Los 
Angeles County Jail.

On Tuesday, California prison 
officers attempted to deliver a 
Mexican prisoner to a federal 
detention center, a tactic designed 
to force the fc'deral government to 
take custexly of criminal aliens. The 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Serx'ice would not accept the 25- 
year-old drug dealer.

Bush announces effort to com bat illiteracy
AUSTIN (AP) -  Gov. George W. 

Bush says he'll lead the charge to 
combat a "crisis" in Texas educa­
tion: hundreds of thousands of 
schcxjl children who cannot read.

The governor Wednesday 
called on educators, parents and 
businesses to join in the effort, 
saying he'll work to bcxjst sup­
port around the state and to fun­
nel millions of dollars toward 
improving reading through such

initiatives as reading academies. 
"It is a catastrophe when

350.000 students cannot read. ... 
We must do something about it 
right now, and that's what we 
intend to do," Bush said. "The 
crisis is obvious in the numbers."

One in four of the school chil­
dren who took the state- 
required reading skills test last 
year failed it, he said. Of those
350.000 who didn't pass, 90,000

were third- and fourth-graders.
Bush delivered his message at the 

Administrators' Midwinter
Conference on Education, spon­
sored by the Texas Education 
Agenc\’. He chillenged thousands of 
schcxil officials atteixiing the meet­
ing to "go back to your communities 
and teach our children to read."

He also chillenged parents to 
read with their children a hilf-hour 
a dav, at least three times a week.

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How the flat-tax forces can win
The \ arious adviKates of a flat tax, from Steve 

Forbes to )ack Kemp's National Commission on 
Economic Growth and Tax Reform, have been tak­
ing a terrible pt>unding from critics who say they 
would rob the middle class and reward the rich.

But the narrow criticism only proves something 
that no one seems to have noticed: Tlw flat-taxers 
are winning the broader argument in a rout. Most 
of what they believe has long since been conced­
ed by their opponents.

The Kemp commission, in its rept>rt, makes ¿m 
unassailable case for fundamental tax reform. It 
reminds us that the current tax crxie is a bewilder­
ing monstrosity that wastes huge sums on tax 
compliance and avoidance, fosters cynicism, anger 
and cheating, distorts economic decision-making, 
and generally reduces our standard of living.

It argues persuasively that we would all be better 
off torching virtually every shelter and loophole in 
favor of a system si) simple that an underachieving 
third grader could understand it. It explains how 
we would all benefit from a sharp roduction in mar­
ginal tax rates to encourage more work, savings and 
inv'estment - and less scheming to outfox the IRS.

chastened silence. Where are the voices defending 
the current tax code? Rejecting the idea of lower­
ing rates and removing millions of taxpayers at 
the bottom of the income scale from paying 
income taxes? Arguing against simpler rules that 
all of us can understand?

Have you heard anyone insist that the existing 
1040 must be protected against those who want a 
form that would fit on a post card? Deny that 
drastic tax reform would foster greater efficiency 
and prosperity? Demand that we preserve the

very convincing argument. Not terribly honest or 
intellectually defensible, maybe, but effective 
nonetheless. So effective that it can probably 
derail the flat-tax effort - unless supporters are 
shrewd enough tp banish it once and for all.

It really isn't that hard. The alleged windfall for 
the wealthy derives from two separate changes. 
The first is a single, uniform rate (16% or 17% or 
20%, depending on the plan) that applies equally to 
someone with $1,(XX) in taxable income and some­
one with $1 million in taxable income. The second 
is exempting income from savings and investment.

Wealthy taxpayers would face a lower marginal 
tax rqte - say, 20% instead of the current top rate of 
39.6%. And, because they save a bigger share of 
their earnings than the rest of us, much of their 
income would be exempt. Someone who lives

entirely off of interest, dividends and capital gains 
would escape inebme taxes altogether. So, Pat 
Buchanan, doing his usual Huey Long impres­
sion, ridicules the Forbes plan as something 
dreamed up by the boys at the yacht basin.

In truth, there is considerable merit to the idea 
of excluding savings from the tax base. When you 
earn income, it is taxed once. If you save it instead 
of spending it, you are then taxed a second time - 
on the interest it earns. Most economists, liberal 
and conservative, think this is unreasonable. They 
also think it would be smart to fully exempt sav­
ings from taxation to encourage more of it - which 
is essential to finance investments that generate 
jobs for people who are not rich.

But politically, it may be impossible. This 
change is too easy to caricature as a sop to the idle 
rich. Likewise for the single tax rate, which will be 
ridiculed for applying with majestic equality to 
both Bill Gates and Bill Gates' cleaning lady.

But neither of these elements is critical to tf» over­
all scheme. Most of the boost to investment could be 
achieved by exempting cmly some savings - through 
deductions for contributions of up to $2/XX) to 
Individual Retirement Accounts, for example.

The flat tax, meanwhile, could be replaced by a 
two-tiered tax - with rates of, say, 16% at the bot­
tom of the income scale and 22% at the top. The 
principle of progressivity that liberals care so much 
about woula be préservé, but so would the crucial 
conservative goal - a deep cut in maiginal tax rates.

It would be crazy for flat-taxers to pass up an 
excellent system in the blind pursuit of a perfect 
one. Their enemies have only one argument to 
offer in opposition. Take away that argument and 
very little is lost, but the war may be won.

How will the Constitution survive?
If you wish to see a perfect example of how con­

stitutional government, even sensible govern­
ment, is being dtsmantled by federal politicians, 
Iwk no further than a bill that propirses to crimi­
nalize hunting of exotic animals on game ranches 
of 1,(K)0 or fewer acres.

First, this bill abuses the Constitution. It claims 
authority under the iiiterstate commerce clause. 
The power to regulate interstate  ̂commerce-wSs 
put in the Constitution to ensure domestic free 
trade - to prevent t»ne state from barring or taxing 
the pnxlucts of another.

This bill definitely was not intended to be an 
excuse for the federal government to regulate 
every aspect of American life. If that's the case, the 
Constitution, which outlines the separation of 
powers, would have been pointless.

These ranches are entirely within states, and if 
states wish to regulate or ban them, they can do 
so. Some states have banned them. In short, game 
ranches are not a problem "only the federal gov­
ernment can solve," to cite the liberal cliches used 
so often to shred the Constitution.

Note, though, that while Congress carmot find 
the tiihe for the important work the Constitution
assigns it - such as adopting a budget - it is will­
ing to criminalize a currently legal activity over 
which the federal government should not have 
jurisdiction in the first place.

public health, public safety or public welfare. The 
public, in fact, is largely unaware of their existence. 
Not even the instigator of the bill, the National 
Humane Society or thebtU's^aonsorscanAell you 
definitively how many such operations exist, 
where they are or how many customers they have.

Third, the activity they propxise to criminalize "is 
not inherently criminal. To arbitrarily criminalize 
it is as foolish as deciding to make it a federal 
crime to eat fried chicken. Even the sponsors of 
the bill claim they see no need to criminalize hunt­
ing or to criminalize hunting on game ranches per 
se. Only on those of 1,000 acres or less.

What that tells you is that there is an ulterior 
motive behind this bill. If it's wrong to hunt, it's 
wrong to hunt regardless of where you do it. The 
only difference between the kind of hunting these 
politicians claim to support and the type they want 
to criminalize is that most hunters, including me, 
think a so<aIled canned hunt is unsportsmanlike.

But if unsportsmanlike behavior is to become a 
federal crime, then many well-known profession­
al and college athletes and coaches belong in fed­
eral prisons. Citizens should be wary of any 
politician foolish enough to wish to criminalize

property.

say, is opposing this bill, not because it approves 
of canned hunts on small game ranches, but 
because it correctly sees it as camel-nose-in-the- 
tent bill.

^  caroel-rk>se-in-the-tenLbi^4^esigned not to 
do what it claims to do but to merely set the prece­
dent of federal jurisdiction and authority. If the 
federal government can assert the authority to 
criminalize hunHng on small game ranches, then 
it can do so later on large game ranches and ulti­
mately on hunting, period.

States have always had jurisdiction over hunt­
ing, with the exception of migratory birds and of 
game on federal lands. This bill will breach that 
historic barrier, which in my judgment, is exactly 
why the National Humane Society, which I sus­
pect is opposed to all hunting, came up with it.

Americans are losing their liberty and the con­
stitutional government their forefathers created 
not by one fell swoop but by erosion, law by law, 
rule by rule.

Forbes takes lead, aœording to poll
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A new 

poll suggests Steve Forbes i; 
surging ahead in New 
Hampshire, just three weeks 
before the state's influential 
Rg^blican presidential prima^.

The Federal Election Cornmission 
reportedly is questioning whether 
his can^>aign received improper 
contributions from his family's 
oon^iany, Forbes Inc. '

The poll released todiw by The 
Boston' Globe and WB^-TV 
showed Forbes would receive 31 
percent of the vote if the primary 
were held today to 22 percent for 
Seruite Majority Leader Bob Dole.

Dole, the front-ruimer for the 
past year, has been struggling to 
put a lackluster response to 
President Clinton's State of the 
Union address behind him on the 
campaign trail.

The poll has a margin of error

of plus er minus 5 percentage 
points and came on the heels of 
recent polls showing contradicto­
ry trends.

The Washington-based Pew 
Research Center for People and 
the Press earlier this week said 
Forbes was leading Dole, by 29 to 
24 percent. But the New 
Hampshire-based American 
Research Group found Dole 
holding steady at 33 percent and 
Forbes at 16.

The latest poll, conducted 
Monday and Tuesday by KRC 
Conununications Research, itKlud- 
ed 400 likely voters in New 
Hair^hiie's primary. Pdlstcrssaid 
292 of those surveyed identified 
themselves as Republicans aixl 108 
as indeperxlents, who are allowed 
to rartidpate in the Feb. 20 primary.

That ratio of independents -  27 
percent -  is considered high by

some New Ham|:>shire election 
watchers who say past prinraries 
suggest independents nnake up 
no more than 16 percent of the 
electorate. Forbes, popular 
air-n g  independents, is hoping 
for a surge in turnout among 
those voters.

Forbes said Wednesday he'd 
settled for "a strong fourth or a 
good third" place showing in the 
Iowa caucuses Feb. 12 and "we're 
going for a third or second" in 
New Hampshire's primary.

Asked on CNN where he hoped 
to chalk up his first win, Forbes 
said, "We're looking to do it in 
Arizona" in a Feb. 27 primary.

The poll also showed commen­
tator Pat Buchanan with 11 per­
cent, former Tennessee Gov. 
Lamar Alexander at 9 percent, 
Texas Sen. Phil Gramm at 7 per­
cent and Indiana Sen. Dick Lugar

at 3 percent. The rest of the GOP 
field received 1 percent or less.

As Forbes gains groutKl, The 
Washington Post reported today 
that the FEC is questioning 
whether Forbes Inc., gave him 
improper corporate contributions 
that were later repaid by the cam­
paign.

In its filings with the FEC, the 
campaign showed numerous 
reimbursements to the company 
for travel, totaling $6,575, and a 
payment to the company of 
$36,136.61 for rent and tele­
phones.

The campaign's general coun­
sel, Paul Sullivan, said the cam­
paign actually made payments 
tor the use of corporate aircraft 
before the flights, as the FEC 
requires, even though it called 
them reimbursements in its 
report.

Stent variation successful in bolstering procedure
DALLAS (AP) -  A variation on 

the stent, a medical device that 
holds open clogged arteries, may 
improve the instrument's effi­
ciency aiul solve the problem of 
excessive bleeding sometimes 
associated with its use, a Dutch 
study suggests.

Stents can reduce anmoplasty 
failure by up to a third, earlier 
studies have shown. But their 
implantation also attract blood 
clots, so doctors have had to 
prescribe blood thinners that 
cause bleeding complications in 
a significant number of 
patients.

A new pilot study found that 
stents coated with heparin, a nat­
ural clot-resistant substance, 
were 99 percent effective in keep-

ing patients' clogged heart ves­
sels open without clot-related 
complications in the first 30 days 
after the procedure.

The study is reported in 
Thursday's edition of the 
American Heart Association jour­
nal Circulation.

More than 300,000 Americans 
undergo angioplasty annually to 
open clogged heart arteries and 
relieve cni^ pain. About 40 per­
cent of the time, however, the 
arteries squeeze shut again with­
in a few weeks.

The heparin-coated stents 
appear to reduce the risk of that 
complication, known as resteno­
sis, even nnore than non-coated 
stents, said Dr. James T  
Willerson, editor-in-chief of

Circulation and chairman of inter­
nal medicine at the University of 
Texas Health Science Center in 
Houston.

"Now there's a new technology, 
that looks like it may reduce that 
maybe close to single digits," 
said Willerson, noting that only 7 
percent of one group of patients 
in the new study suffered the 
complication.

That is far less than the 29 p>er- 
cent resterrosis rate found in a 
1993 U.S. study of non<oated 
stents and the ^  mreent rate in a 
European study. The overall rate 
of restenosis in the rrew study is 
about 14 percent.

Willerson noted that the new 
study included oirly 203 patients 
and that larger, randomized trials

are needed. Oix; is already under
w ^ .

Tne Palmaz-Schatz stents used 
in the study are $1,600 stainless- 
steel mesh-like cylinders 
approved by the Food and Drug 
Aaministration in 1994 for use in 
heart patients. A spokesman for 
maker Johnson & Johnson, which 
fiiranc^ the new study, said that 
some 100,000 of its uncoated 
stents have been implanted in 
US. patients.

During surgery, the stent is 
folded like scaffolding and 
maneuvered into place on the tip 
of a balloort-tip catheter in the 
clogged artery. When the balloon 
is i^ ated , the stent locks in place 
and keeps the artery from closing 
up.

Florida appeals court gives go-ahead for class action sui  ̂against tobacco industry
MIAMI (AP) -  In a major setback for the tobacco 

industry, a Florida appeals court on Wednesday 
gave class action status to a lawsuit filed on behalf 
of people who are addicted to cigarettes or whose 
health has been impaired by smoking.

The lawsuit, one of several such actions against 
the tobacco industry, applies only to residents of 
Florida. It seeks to force the industry to pay billions 
of dollars in damages, and create a fund to diag­
nose and treat smoking-related illnesses.

"This is a very significant lawsuit, one of perhaps five 
lawsuits that are pending," said John Banzhaf, a law 
professor at George Washington University in

Washingtorr, D.C. He is executive director of the anti­
smoking organization. Action on Smoking aixl Health.

"It is significant because as far as I know it is the 
highest state court to rule on this so far as a class 
action ... and because it operrs the way for class 
action lawsuits in most of the other states," he said.

A class action in the lawsuit nreans that any Florida 
smoker who believes he became addicted to ciga­
rettes or whose health was harmed by smoking could 
join in any benefits that might come out a settlement.

Other similar lawsuits against the tobacco indus­
try have been filed in Minnesota, Mississippi arxl 
West Virginia.

A federal district court in New Orl ans has certi­
fied a lawsuit against the tobacco industry as a class 
action, but that appeal has not been heard.

The Florida lawsuit, certified as a class-action by the 
Third District Court of Appeal in Miami, is against 13 
cigarette manufacturers and industry organizations.

One of the largest, R.J. Reynolds, will challenge 
the ruling in court, said the company's senior vice 
president, Daniel W. Donahue. "It's too early to 
decide, but we'll do something," he said.

Philip Morris said it would ask for a rehearing by 
the appeals court, and failing that, appeal to the 
Florida Supreme Court.

The Miami attorney who filed the lawsuit, 
Stanley M. Rosenblatt, said he believed the case 
will be tried by early 1997.

Rosenblatt also filed a class action lawsuit in 1991 
on behalf of airline flight attendants, nonsmokers 
who said their health had been damaged by work­
ing in a smoking envirorunent. That case is still 
pending.

The lawsuit charges that cigarette manufacturers 
have known for more than 25 years that nicotine is 
addictive and that smoking causes disease, but 
have "intentionally suppressed scientific and med­
ical evidence."
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Telecom m unications legislation rew rite up for final vote

rewrite of U.S. telecommunications law up for a 
final vote.

"I am delighted to announce that the logjam ... 
has now been broken," Rep. Thomas Bliley, R-Va., 
one of the bill's primar. authors, said Wednesday, 
adding that the bill will m>. ve forward "without 
simificant changes."

Tl\e House was expected to approve the measure 
as early as today.

As it stands now, the massive rewrite of the 1935 
Communications Act would let local and long-dis­
tance telephone companies and cable companies 
into each others' businesses, deregulate cable rates 
and restrict smutty materials on computer net-

works and on television. It also would make it eas­
ier for ntHxlia companies to expand their holdings.

The White House has said President Qinton 
would sign the bill.

House and Senate leaders agreed not to go along 
with Dole's proposed changes, allowing them to 
sidestep for now a dispute over how new digital 
TV licenses are awarded to broadcasters.

Instead, key lawmakers pled^d to explore 
Dole's concerns in hearings later this vearancl pos­
sibly address them in a separate bill.

Sen. Larry Pressler, R-S.D., another of the bill's 
primary authors, said Dole was satisfied by these 
assurances and would not block the bill.

Dole was not as clear.
"Any agreement to bring telecommunications 

reform to the Senate floor hinges on receiving a 
commitment from FCC Chairman Reed Hundt that 
the FCC will not short-circuit Congress by issuing 
licenses or permits for advanced television services

Federal Reserve cuts interest rates
: WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Federal Reserve cut interest rates 
for the second time in two 
months Wednesday, hurrying to 
the rescue of a faltering economy. 
Major banks immediately re­
duced their own lending rates, 
meaning lower borrowing costs 
for millions of Americans.

The stock market, which had 
surged on Tuesday in anticipa­
tion of the Fed's credit relief, set 
another record on Wednesday. 
The Dow Jones industrial aver-
age closed at 5394.94, up 13.73.

iaPrivate analysts said further 
rate reductions were likely as the 
Federal Reserve fries to stave off
recession.

The Fed said it was cutting its 
target for the federal funds rate, 
the interest that banks charge 
each other on overnight loans, 
from 5.5 percent to 5.25 percent. 
It also reduced its largely sym­
bolic discount rate, the interest it 
charges on direct loans to banks, 
to 5 percent.

The actions should stimulate 
economic activity by lowering 
the cost of credit. But the Fed's 
statement said merely that the 
reductions could be made 
because "moderating economic 
expansion in recent months has 
reduced protential inflationary 
pressures."

Chase Manhattan was the first 
major bank to annouiKe a cut in

The central bank from 
February 1994 to February 1995 
was increasing interest rates, 
doubling the funds rate from 3 
percent to 6 percent in an effort to 
slow the economy enough to 
keep inflation in check.

Tne economy did slow. But 
when the Fed's hoped-for "soft 
landing" threatened to turn into 
something worse, the central 
bank reversed course and 
trimmed the funds rate by a 
quarter point last July. While 
many economists expected a 
series of rate cuts, the central' 
bank waited until December to 
trim again.

The Clinton administration, 
which is hoping for a strong 
economy in this election year, 
was cautious in its reaction. 
Treasury Secretary Robert Rubin 
and Joseph Stiglitz, the presi­
dent's chief economist, sought to 
emphasize the economy's 
strengths at present rather than 
any recession threat.

Indian leaders end summit 
with warning to president

BRASILIA, Brazil (AP) —  
Twenty Indian tribe leaders 
ended a three-day summit in 
Brazil's capital with a blunt mes­
sage to the president: "You 
betrayed us."

The Brazilian Indian Village 
Council, representing 270,000 
Indians, met to respond to a pres­
idential decree that allows the 
government and citizens to 
reclaim lands granted to Indians 
under the country'Sil988 consti­
tution.

The Indians say the decree has 
led to at least 20 raids by mining 
and timber prospectors on their 
mineral-rich land, and is con­
tributing to the destruction of 
their cultures.

Justice Minister Nelson Jobin 
met Wednesday with ambas­
sadors from the United States, 
Japan and Western Europe to dis­
cuss the new jxilicy.

"The government feels that cit­
izens who claim that demarca­
tions have hurt them in some 
way have the right to protest," 
Jobim said. "This does not mean 
we're going to randomly take 
lands from die Indians."

The Jan. 8 decree allows citi­
zens and state and local govern­
ments to file lawsuits to regain 
land granted to Indians.

The dedsion was taken on the 
advice of the U.S. ambassador, 
Timothy Carney. Some 30 
Americans will be evacuated via 
commercial airlines, said one 
U.S. offidals, speaking on condi­
tion of anonymity.

The airlift follows a U.N. 
Security Coundl call Wednesday 
for Sudan to extradite three sus­
pects in the attempted assassina­
tion of Egyptian President Hosni 
Mubarak when he attended a 
African summit meeting in 
Ethiopia.

Sutnn is led by Muslim fum^- 
mentalists and its relations with 
neighboring Egypt, an ally of the. 
United States, are tense. The State 
Department also includes Sudan 
on a list of six nations that the 
United States contends are spon­
sors terrorism.

The officials said only that the 
step was being taken for security 
reasons. They stressed it was not 
a break in aiplomatk relations, 
but a suspension of ties to Sudan.

Bone marrow donor found 
for U.S. Air Force cadet

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) —  
After a nationwide search 
spurred by television and news­
paper campaigns, the Red Cross 
today announced it has located a 
bone-marrow donor for a U.S. 
Air Force cadet ill with 
leukemia.

The chances of finding a donor 
for the Korean-bom airman, 21- 
year-old Brian Bauman of Pine 
City, Minn., were only 1 in 
20,000, and South Korea has 
only 7,000 registered potential 
donors.

But after failing to find a donor 
in the United States or a relative 
in South Korea, Bauman's luck 
improved: Officials found a 
South Korean soldier whose mar­
row is a perfect match.

"Considering the relatively 
small number of people regis­
tered with our bone-marrow 
bank, we are very happy that we 
have found a match for Bauman 
so soon," the Red Cross said 
today in a statement.

Thie society refused to identify 
the soldier, ^ t  said he agreed to 
m  through the procedure. The 
Red Cross has said it would pay 
for the soldier's trip to the United 
States.

Class 4A gets new look

The road to a two-tiered foot­
ball playoff system in Class 4A 
was paved today by the 
University Interscholastic 
League's biennial realignment.

Beginning this fall, there will 
be 212 schools in 4A with two 
more coming the following 
school year. Factoring in the 
schools that went up to 5A and 
the handful that dropped to 3A, 
that's an overall addition of 26 
schools.

The revamping allows 4A to 
finally grow to 32 districts with at 
least six schools in each. That's a 
big change from the last two years 
when, in a forced effort to reach 30 
districts, things were stretched so 
thin that one district had only four 
teams.

To make it all work this time, 
the UIL lowered its 4A atten­
dance cutoff from 715 to 700 and 
expanded the ceiling to 1,649 
from 1,599.

Those numbers are based on a 
single day of attendance taken 
during the past school year. The 
figures are then used to adjust 
classes and reshuffle districts.

The reason for the new look in 
4A was last fall's decision by the 
UIL to let three teams per district 
into the football playoffs to deter­
mine two state champions.

It'll work the same way 5A has 
done things since 1990, with the 
largest — not the best — school 
among the top three finishers in 
each district going into the

Division I bracket and the other 
two qualifers fighting for the 
Division II title.

How well that works won't be 
known until around Christmas.

But a quick scan of the incom­
ing teams shows little reason to 
expect much change in the 4A 
hierarchy dominated in recent 
years by La Marque, Corpus 
Christi Calallen and 
Stephenville.

Some of the best contenders to 
kntKk them off will be 1995 5A 
playoff teams Alice, Burleson, El 
Paso Eastwood, Grapevine, 
Austin Lanier, San Antonio 
McCollum and Texas City; and 
3A playoff teams Alvarado, 
Brownsboro, Lindale,
Montgomery, Needville, Quinlan 
Ford, Springtown and Sweeny.

The class that may see the 
biggest change because of incom­
ing teams will be 2A, the new 
home of lA  mega-power 
Thorndale.

The Bulldogs are two-time 
defending lA  champions and 
they have a 32-game winning 
streak. Everyone has said they 
needed better competition and 
maybe now they'll find it.

TTiomdale is bringing plenty of 
high-caliber friends with it to 2A. 
Other top teams moving in 
include Roscoe and Crawford, 
the teams Thorndale defeated in 
the last two 1A title games.

Other perenially successful lA 
teams joining 2A will be

In all, 20 lA schtKils are 
going to 2A and seven 3A teams 
are dropping in. Among that 
group are playoff teams Elysian 
Fields and Shallowater.

With so many teams cleared 
from 1 A's power base, a school to 
keep an eye on may be 
Springlake-Earth, a strong 2A 
team among 10 going down to 
lA.

As for 5A, schools must be big­
ger than ever to make it — at 
least 1,650 or more students.

Even so, 229 schtnils fit that cat­
egory, tĥ * most among all classes.

The only noteworthy addition 
is New Braunfels, a solid 4A 
school that now must compete in 
District 26-5A, the home of 
Division 1 champion Converse 
Judson and Division II champion 
San Antonio Rtursevelt.

Other interesting realignment 
fallout includes:

—A reversal in the movement 
to downsize six-man. Schools of 
95 or fewer students could play 
six-man in 1994, then that figure 
shrunk to 79 for the' last two 
school years. Over the next bien­
nial, six-man schools can have 
84.5 students (the fraction comes 
from a formula based on average 
daily membership). The result is 
a growth from 84 six-man teams 
to 90.

—A total of nine new schools 
will be opening the next two 
years; three in 5A, four in 4A 
and one each in 2A and 1 A. That 
helps change the overall num­
ber of 11-man teams from 982 to 
988.

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Fierce, sub-zero cold 
grips the Plains states

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) -  Just a 
week ago, Linda Kearns was 
basking in the sunny Carib­
bean. On Wednesday, the tem­
perature in her hometown of 
Ord dropped to 28 below zero 
and Mrs. Kearns wondered, 
why she ever came back.

"If we had wind, this would 
be unbearable," she said, wist­
fully recalling 90-degree days 
aboard a cruise ship.

Arctic cold gripped much of 
the Northern and central states, 
with record low temperatures 
across the northern Plains and 
upper Midwest. Temperatures 
were still below zero during the 
afternoon from Idaho into 
Illinois.

"1 have to say 1 have never 
been so sick of winter. I have 
had it," said Marvel Siostrom at 
Seeley, Wis., where her home 
thermometer showed a temper­
ature of 48 below zero.

Tower and Embarrass, Minn., 
were coldest of all, with read­
ings of 55 below. A wind-chill 
reading of 74 below was report­
ed at Hallock, Minn.

At least one death was indi­
rectly attributed to the cold. In 
West Point, an 89-year-old man 
died Wednesday in a house fire 
that investigators said was 
started by a space heater being 
used to thaw frozen water lines.

It was even cold for 
International Falls, Minn., 
which celebrates itself as the 
nation's icebox. The city's 
minus-35 reading tied its record 
for the date, and it was the 10th 
straight day of temperatures of 
30 below or worse.

"We were hoping for that. 
Our image has been Md for the 
last couple of years because it's 
been too warm," said Sonny 
Nesbitt, 69, a retired state troop>- 
er in International Falls.

Record lows for the date were 
tied or broken in Wyoming, 
Montana, South I>akota, Nebras­
ka, Iowa, Minnesota, Wisconsin, 
Michigan and Illinois.

"You wear tights, and you 
wear your jeans, and you wear 
your pants, and you wear dou­
ble insulation, and just wear the 
warmest clothes you got," said 
Carmen Barretto, a teacher in 
Chicago, where the low was 11

below zero. "You don't think 
about how cold it is, because 
the more you think about how 
cold it is, the colder you're 
going to feel."

In Alaska, where it's sup­
posed to be cold, Wednesday's 
high at Anchorage was 35 -  
above zero.

"That's riot hardly fair," said 
Gary Howard, part owner of a 
service station in Ord. He spent 
Wednesday morning starting 
vehicles that wouldn't turnover 
in the cold.

Getting the engine started 
isn't the only problem.

"The tires kind of go thump, 
thump because they are pretty 
hard," said Darin Knowlton of 
Hayward, Wis., which was 42 
below zero. "Sitting on that old 
seat in the car is just like sitting 
on a park bench. Those seats get 
pretty hard at 40 below."

The cold was blamed in a fire 
that destroyed or damaged 
three buildings in Sterling, Neb. 
Maintenance workers had been 
using hand-held propane 
heaters to thaw frozen water 
pipes, said School Superinten­
dent Robert Norton. One of the 
buildings housed school shop 
classes. No one was injured.

"We've had water pipes 
freeze where they've never 
frozen before," Norton said. 
"It's just been that cold."

A similar effort by an apart­
ment manager in Kaukauna, 
Wise., left eight families home­
less Wednesday. The manager 
tried to thaw a frozen bathroom 
water pipe with a blowtorch, 
and caught the wall on fire, offi­
cials said.

Forecasters said the bitter 
cold would hang on through 
the weekend over the northern 
and central Plains, the Midwest 
and New England.

Lawmaker joins reserves 
in Bosnia deployment

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep. 
Steve Schiff, an opponent of the 
U.S. military presence in Bosnia, 
said Thursday he will serve in his 
capacity as a colonel in the Air 
Force Reserve at the Bosnian mis­
sion operation center in Italy.

Schiff, a New Mexico 
Republican, said he is being 
deployed for 10 days at the 
Aviano Air Base in northern Italy 
as a Judge Advocate General. He 
said he expects to address ques­
tions of international law.

"Though I voted against the 
Bosnian deployment, 1 feel it is 
important to mlfill my duty to 
the Air Force since we are, in fact, 
deployed over there," Schiff said. 
"1 believe my military service 
time will also help me better 
address the issue when Congress 
reconvenes."

IBM to purchase 
Tivoli Systems Inc.

NEW YORK (AP) — IBM will 
pay $743 million to buy the Tivoli 
Systems Inc., a midsized software 
compiany that helps companies 
switch from mainframes to net­
works of smaller computers.

The purchase announced 
Wednesday underscores the 
tidal shift in the way IBM's 
biggest customers design their 
computer systems, relying less 
on large mainframes as the focus

of their data processing.
Combined with last year's pur­

chase of Lotus Development 
Corp. and its flagdiip Notes soft­
ware, IBM is trying to expand its 
presence in computer networking.

IBM said it would pay $47.M 
per share, a 26 percent premium 
over the Austin, Texas compiany's 
closing price of $37.75 Tuesday on 
the Nasdaq Stock Market. After a 
one-hour delay Wednes-day 
morning, Tivoli's duires immedi­
ately shot up to match IBM's offer.

Budget stalemate 
squeezes tribal colleges

WASHINGTON (AP) — Some 
of the nation's tribal colleges are 
in danger of closing because of the 
stalemate over the Interior 
Department budget that squeezed 
their major source of funding, col­
lege officials say.

Colleges report laying off staff 
and cutting courses to cope with 
the shortfall. The schools have 
received only 20 percent of their 
federal funding ror the 1995-% 
school year even though it is 
halfway over.

"We are teetering on the brink 
of crisis and of actually closing," 
said Janine Pease-PretW on Top, 
president of Little Big Horn 
College in Crow Agency, Mont.

There are 29 tribally controlled 
colleges, including 15 in 
Montana, North Dakota and 
South Dakota.

Judge blocks transfer of inmates
ALBUQUERQUE (AP) -  A fed­

eral judge on Wednesday 
ordered the state Corrections 
Department to stop sending New 
Mexico prisoners to Texas ^ils.

U.S. District Judge John 
Conway granted a temporary 
restraining order sought by attor; 
neys representing inmates in a 
pending lawsuit.

Conway declined to rule on 
whether the 253 inmates already 
housed in Texas jails should be 
returned to New Mexico. The 
judge said that issue would be 
aauressed as me lawsuit pro­
gresses through the court.

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) -  Citing "obvious 
deficieruies" in its tiny courthouse, a federal 
judge said Wednesday he has serious doubts 
about holding the Oklahoma bombing trial in 
Lawton, where it had been scheduled.

In another development, a woman whose 
two young sons were killed in the April 19 
blast is suing bombing suspect Timothy 
McVeigh and other unknown individuals for 
$30 million in a wrongful death suit.

McVeigh and Terry Nichols are charged with 
murder and conspiracy in the bombing of the 
Oklahoma City federal building, which killed 
169 people and injured more than 500 others. 
They could get the death penalty if convicted.

This week, U.S. District Judge Richard 
Matsch has been considering a request by 
defense attorneys to move the trial out of 
Oklahoma.

The defense claims that pretrial publicity 
will make it impossible for the defendants to 
get a fair trial; prosecutors want the trial to 
remain in the state so the survivors of bomb­
ing victims can attend.

Lawton, a military town 90 miles south­
west of Oklahoma City, was originally cho­
sen as the trial site by U.S. District Judge 
Wayne Alley.

But Alley was subsequently removed from 
the case because his oourtroom and chambers in 
Oklahoma Qty were damaged in the blast, and 
an appeals court said that the damage could 
have raised doubts about his impartiality.

During testimony Wednesday about the 
suitability of Lawton for the trial, prosecutors 
and defense attorneys agreed it would cost at 
least $1 million to renovate the tiny fMeral 
courthouse there to handle the bombing trial.

The defense noted the small size of the court­
room and the fact that the holdii^ cell in the 
courthouse is only big enough for one person.

"I think it's a waste of time to even talk 
about Lawton," Matsch said.

'T'm wondering if Lawton should be seri­
ously considered," the judge added. 'There 
are obvious deficiencies there that need to be 
corrected before the trial could be held there."

It wasn't known when the judge would 
rule on the defense motion.

In other testimony, a defense researcher 
argued that a fair trial in Oklahoma "would 
be extremely unlikely."

"They recall a lot more in Tulsa and Lawton 
about what they saw in the media," said Kent 
Tedin, chairman of the political science 
department at the University of Houston.

Tedin conducted a survey of about 2,400 
people in Lawton, Hilsa, Denver, Kansas 
City, Kan., Albuquerque, N.M. and San 
Francisco. He found that 48 percent of 
respondents in Lawton and 38 percent of 
those in Tlilsa think about the bombing every 
day or a few times a week.

By comparison, only 9 percent of those sur­
veyed in Denver and 6 percent of those in San 
Francisco think about the bombing that fre­
quently.

On lUesday, the judge lieard from prosecu­
tion witnesses who testified that it would be 
possible to hold a fair trial in Oklahoma.

The wrongful death lawsuit against 
McVeigh was filed Friday by Edye Smith, 
whose sons. Chase, 3, and COlton, 2, were in 
the day-care center on the second floor of the 
building when the bomb exploded.

At least five other wrongful death suits 
have been filed in the case.

Also Wednesday, CNN reported that 
McVeigh was wearing a T-shirt when he was 
arrested that bore the famous line from 
Thomas Jefferson, "The tree of liberty must 
be re fre d ^  from time to time with the blood 
of patriots and tyrants." The shirt was confis­
cated by the FBI, CNN said.

the restraining order, inmates' 
attorney Mark Donatelli a i^ e d  
that prisoners housed in lexas 
Jails were being denied aeces»4o 
educational programs, recre­
ational facilities and visits with 
their families and attorneys.

Donatelli also said dte Correc­
tions Department's decision to 
transfer the inmates was an 
apparent violation of the Duran 
Consent Decree, a federal court 
order governing prison conditions 
in New Mexico.
