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Ground water 
project faces 
vote by board

A ground water project in 
Roberts County whose aim is to 
increase the quantity and 
improve the quality of drinking 
water for the 11 member cities of 
the Canadian River Municipal 
Water Authority may get the go- 
ahead today.

The board of directors of the 
authority of which Pampa is a 
member are to meet today in 
Plainview to consider four items 
which if passed will move the 
$76.5 million project closer to 
completion.

Both Dr. Bill Hallerberg and 
Jerry Carlson, Pampa's repre­
sentatives to the authority, told 
the Pampa city commission 
Tuesday they plan to vote for 
the project.

The project crossed a hurdle 
Jan. 3 w'hen Panhandle Ground 
Water District No. 3, White Det'r 
and Quixx Corp., Amarillo, 
owmer of the water rights, 
agreed to end a lawsuit in 
exchange for an acceptable pro­
duction permit which may be 
transferred to the authority with 
the sale of the Roberts County 
water rights.

The permit allows 40,tX)t) acre- 
feet per year production in nor­
mal years and 5(),(X)0 acre-fevt 
per year production from the 
35,813 acres of water rights in 
Roberts County. The permit also 
mandates the blending of Lake 
Meredith water with only 
enough well water to meet 
drinking water standards, 
acci)rding to John Williams, gen­
eral manager ot the authority.

The total water rights to be 
purchased for the project lire on 
42,765 acres, which includes 
other portions in Hutchinson 
County. The difference lies out­
side the water district's authori- 
tv.

percent -  or $9.455 million -  to 
be financed by bonds which will 
be repaid when the wells begin 
to produce water in late 1999, 
Williams said.

Williams estimates construc­
tion to begin in early 1997 and be 
on line in late 1999. Bonds will 
be sold at the beginning of the 
project to finance the construc­
tion with the interest capitalized 
until the wells are completed.

About 30 to 35 test wells have 
been drilled, he said, and meet 
all quantity and quality stan­
dards except the tine for sulfate 
content, w hich is slightly higher 
than expected. The CRMWA 
board must accept or reject that 
variation, he said.

The water meets standards for 
chloride content, he told com­
missioners.

Besides the permit proposal, 
the CRMWA board in executive 
session will consider results of 
the drilling and testing program, 
authorize extension of the clos­
ing date on the water rights sale 
and approve drafts of contracts 
with member cities.

Williams told commissioners 
the project was alw'ays con­
ceived as a blending project to 
raise quality levels of Lake 
Meredith (besides the quantity 
issue).

The member-city contracts call 
for the CRMWA board of direc­
tors to establish the blends, tak­
ing into account the wishes of 
member cities, he said

The object of the project, 
Williams explained, is to make 
enough water available for 
member cities in combination 
with well water.

"If you say, 'Can we get all of 
ours as well w'ater?', that's a pol­
icy questitm for our board," he 
added.

Pampa city commissioners 
agret'd in 1994 to join the project 
to improve the drinking water 
quality and reduce dependence 
on the local well field.

that he was determined to work

In the absence of a budget 
agreement, there's a possibility 
that many government offices 
once again will be forced to close 
on Jan. 27, when the latest tempo­
rary federal funding measure 
expires. There already have been 
two government shutdowns 
since the budget talks began in 
earnest in November, furlough­
ing some federal workers for a 
record total of 27 days.

Lack of a quick breakthrough 
also increases the danger the par­
ties will give up any hope of an 
agreement and let the voters 
decide next November, effective­
ly paralyzing many federal pro­
grams in the coming year.

“I think it's the president's 
move," Senate Republican leader 
Bob Dole of Kansas said follow­
ing the meeting. "We stand ready 
to continue discussions when the 
White House has new ideas to 
present."

Clinton, telling reporters a 
"final agreement is clearly within 
reach," maintained that the two

sides were making progress in 
finding a formula for balancing 
the budget by 2002. He said talks 
would resume in a week, giving 
their staffs time to search for 
areas of compromise.

But Republicans were far less 
certain about the timing of 
renewed talks tind held out as an 
option sidestepping the president 
and taking their latest proposals 
directly to the House and Senate 
floors.

"In my estimation, that may be 
the most productive way for us to 
move forward," House Majority 
Leader Dick Armey, R-Texas, 
said.

House Speaker Newt Gingrich, 
~ lid tilR-Ga., said that with the backing 

of "Blue Dog" Democrats -  con­
servatives who are promoting 
their own balanced budget plan -  
Republicans might have veto- 
proof majorities for their Medi­
care, Medicare and welfare plans.

House Minority Leader Dick 
Gephardt, D-Mo., disputed that, 
saying his forces could sustain 
any presidential veto because the 
conservative Democrats opposed 
the large Republican tax cut pro­
posals.

Gingrich said any attempt to 
push a new budget proposal 
through Congress would not 
come until after Clinton delivers 
his State of the Union address, 
scheduled for Jan. 23.

Regular trading hours on Wall 
Street had ended before the news 
broke Tuesday, but prices of 
Treasury bonds tumbled nearly a 
point and interest rates soared in

late afternoon trading.
Hours after the budget talkŝ  

broke off, Clinton vetoed a- 
Republican bill for overhauling 
welfare programs and turning 
most of them over the states.

Clinton said in his veto mes­
sage that welfare must be consid­
ered in the context of related 
issues like Medicaid and the 
earned income tax credit that are 
at the heart of the ongoing bud­
get battle.

Clinton offered to cut $37 bil­
lion deeper into projected" 
Medicare, Medicaid, welfare 
spending and the earned income 
tax credit over seven years, bar­
gainers said, speaking on condi­
tion of anonymity. But that still 
left Republicans seeking about 
$100 billion more in savings from 
those programs than Clinton 
wants.

They also disagreed over par­
ing education find environmental
programs.

GOP proposed savings in those 
areas were "well beyond what is 
necessary to balance the budget,"” 
Clinton said. '

"1 don't believe we can go any 
further" in reducing spending 
levels on social programs. Senate 
Democratic leader Tom Daschle' 
of South Dakota said. *

But Senate Budget Committee 
Chairman Pete Domenici, R-N.M., 
contended that the Clinton budget 
was "not a good enough budget 
for our times" because it merely 
trimmed programs without mak­
ing essential reforms in the way 
Washington does business.

Christopher opens new round of Mideast taiks
JERUSALEM (AP) -  Secretary 

of State Warren Christopher 
today opened a new round of 
talks with Israeli and Syrian lead­
ers in an effort to step up the pace 
of their peace talks. Big gaps 
remain between the two sides, he 
said.

Negotiations have now 
reached the point where the two 
sides can see the tradeoffs neces­
sary for a settlement, Christopher 
said on his way from Washing­
ton. "We've come to a critical 
point in the negotiations where 
we need to coalesce on some of 
the main issues," he said. "We 
need to bring them together and 
to move forward at an intensified 
pace."

Christopher began the new 
round of talks with Israeli Prime 
Minister Shimon Peres, who 
already has signaled Syria it can 
have the Golan Heights back for 
the right peace terms. The prime 
minister was preparing for King 
Hussein, an Arab leader who has 
made p>eace with Israel and on

the warm terms Israeli negotia­
tors said last week they want 
from Syria.

On Friday, Christopher meets 
in Damascus with Syrian 
President Hafez Assad, hoping to 
get a response to proposals Israeli 
negotiators made in talks that 
recessed last Friday.

Christopher's departure was 
delayed for 3 1/2 hours because 
of blizzard conditions at An­
drews Air Force Base, Md., out­
side Washington. And on the 
way across the Atlantic, the auto­
matic pilot failed, causing thè 
plane to list from side to side, as 
the secretary's 16th negotiating 
trip to the Middle East got off to a 
bumpy start.

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Court rules Clinton Forecasters predict more snow for Eastern states
harassment case 
should go forward

WASHINGTON (AP) -  An 
Arkansas sexual harassment case 
against President Clinton can go 
to trial, a federal appeals court 
ruled Tuesday, setting the stage 
for a Supreme Court battle.

Clinton's attorney argued that 
Clinton should not be questioned 
under oath on such matters while 
serving as president. But an appeals 
panel in St. Louis decided on a 2-1 
vote that the case brought Jby a for­
mer Arkansas state employee, 
Paula Jones, can proceed.

"The president, like all other 
government officials, is subject to 
the same laws that apply to all 
other members of our society," 
the court ruled. "A sitting presi­
dent is not immune from civil 
suits for his unofficial acts."

"Obviously, we're a little dis- 
app>ointed, but there was a very 
strong dissenting opinion ... 
which we believe the Supreme 
Court will follow, assuming it 
takes the case," said Robert 
Bennett, Clinton's attorney.

If the top court did agree to 
take the case, there's virtually no 
chance a trial would start before 
the 1996 election. The Supreme 
Court would not hear arguments 
until October at the earliest, and 
a decision would not be expected 
until sometime next year.

Jones, a former Arkansas em­
ployee, alleges that Clinton sexu­
ally harassed her during an 
encounter in a Little Rock hotel 
suite in 1991. She has said she 
rejected Clinton's suggestion that 
they engage in sex.

Clinton has denied ever having 
an encounter with Jones, and has 
said he cannot recall whether or 
not he ever met her. Bennett has 
tried to have the case dismissed on 
grounds of presidential immunity.

In a statement, Gilbert Davis, one 
of Jones' attorneys, said his client 
was "vety pleased" with Tuesday's 
ruling. "This goes beyond the par­
ties in the case because it stands on 
the proposition that no one is 
above the law," Davis said.

He said the next step -  barring 
any further legal delays -  would 
.be taking sworn statements from

Clinton and a former Arkansas 
state trooper that Jones has 
alleged first told her that Clinton 
was interested in meeting her in 
the private hotel suite.

Bennett argued in September 
that letting the Jones' case pro­
ceed would set the precedent of 
exposing sitting presidents to 
lawsuits by anyone who dis­
agrees with their policies. In 
addition, Bennett has contended 
that the lawsuit would unfairly 
distract Clinton from the perfor­
mance of his official duties -  an 
argument often employed by 
government officials to avoid tes­
tifying in civil proceedings.

But Davis, Jones' attorney, has 
asserted that his client is due the 
same rights to a fair and speedy 
trial as anyone else -  whoever the 
defendant is.

Bennett has two weeks to appeal 
the three-judge panel's decision by 
asking the full 8th Circuit court to 
consider the matter.

If the full appeals court agreed, 
Bennett and Davis would get to 
re-argue their cases -  a process 
thabcould take months.

If the 8th Circuit court declined 
to hear the case, Bennett then 
would have 90 days to file an 
appeal with the Supreme Court.

"It is a case 1 would expect they 
would hear," Bennett said. "You 
have some very important consti­
tutional issues here."

Unless Bennett were to request 
an expedited review, the court 
would not consider the matter until 
its next term beginning in OAober.

Two Reagan administration 
appointees, Arlen C. Beam and 
Pasco M. Bowman, signed the 
appeals court's majority opinion. 
Donald R. Ross, who dissented, 
was appointed to the federal 
bench in 1970 by President Nixon.

The development in the Jones 
case comes as the first family is 
fighting renewed questions 
about Hillary Rodham Clinton's 
credibility stemming from recent 
revelations about her role in the 
Whitewater affair and in the fir­
ing of seven White House travel 
office workere. ~^

With much of the snow 
pushed to the side and the white 
beauty turned into a towering 
mess.

Already, light snow fell 
overnight in New York, 
Massachusetts and Maryland. 
And forecasters say more snow 
could arrive in a storm this 
weekend, but it was too soon to 
predict how much.

Most airports along the East 
Coast reopened Tuesday, freeing 
many travelers who had waited 
days for runways to be cleared 
of plowed snowdrifts as high as 
20 feet.

Those openings meant back­
logs of flights and long waits for 
travelers. But perhaps none was 
as long as United Flight 801, 
bound for Tokyo out of New' 
York's Kennedy Airport. It

HOUSTON (AP) -  An investigation has 
been launched into the state prison system's 
contract with a Canadiap company to pro­
mote soy-based foods in'prison.

The inquiry began after authorities learned 
that Patrick H. Graham, arrested last week in 
Houston on charges of plotting to help a con­
victed murder escape had business cards 
identifying himself as a representative of the 
company, VitaPro Foods Inc., of Montreal.

Sources told the Houston Chronicle that 
Graham's alleged connection to VitaPro 
caught members of the Board of Criminal 
Justice by surprise. Board chairman Allan 
Polunsky ordered the investigation, the 
newspaper reported.

"They are looking into the who, what, 
where and why," one source said. "Their 
interest has been piqued."
 ̂ Board member John Ward of Gatesville 
would not confirm or deny the investigation 
but said, "We're committed to getting to the 
bottom of Patrick Graham's claims, whatever 
they may be. I don't know if Patrick Graham 
is involved in VitaPro or not."

VitaPro President Yank Barry said Graham,

a private prison developer, was not a licensed 
broker for the company but had solicited 
business for VitaPro in Louisiana. He also 
said he never authorized business cards for 
Graham.

"He placed two small orders for which he 
was paid a commission," Barry said.

Ward said he never heard Graham's name 
mentioned when the Department of Criminal 
Justice was negotiating its agreement with 
VitaPro about a year ago. '

The agency agreed to buy soy-based substi­
tutes for meat for use in Texas prisons and to 
market, package and distribute the compa­
ny's product to prisons in other states.

The idea was to help defray prison operat­
ing costs, and initial projections indicated the 
state could make $4 million the first year. 
Agency spokesman Glen Castlebury said he 
wasn't sure how much soy product the 
prison system has sold but called if'^fairly 
insignificant."

"We've not been real aggressive on that. We 
don't have any out-of-state salesmen," he said.

Castlebury said he knew nothing of an 
internal affairs investigation into VitaPro and

said Graham had nothing to do with Texas' 
negotiations with the company.

Former prison board Chairman Charles 
Terrell of Dallas, w'ho now owns a private 
corrections company, played a key role in 
brokering the Texas deal for VitaPro.

Graham had nothing to do with VitaPro's 
business with Texas, Terrell told the newspa­
per.

Andy Collins, who approved the VitaPro 
agreement as executive director of the 
Department of Criminal Justice, was unavail­
able for comment. Collins left his position as 
head of the department on Jan. 1 to go into 
private business.

Graham, 45, was arrested in the parking lot 
of a Houston restaurant on Thursday, after a 
monthlong investigation by the Harris 
County District Attorney's Office, the FBI and 
the Department of Criminal Justice.

He was accus'd of solieMiSg $750,000^To 
arrange the escape of Dana McIntosh, a for­
mer computer company executive from 
Dallas serving a 75-year sentence for stabbing 
his wife, Susan, to death in 1990 to collect life 
insurance.

Henry Lee Lucas takes stand, tearfully denies killing ‘Orange Socks’
SAN ANGELO (AP) -  Henry 

Lee Lucas gives a simple but 
sketchy explanation for his link 
to the "Orange Socks" homicide; 
He confessed but didn't do it.

Lucas cried on the witness 
stand Tuesday while denying he 
committed the 1979 murder that 
sent him to Death Row.

"I wasn't playing games," he 
said. "I had my reasons."

Lucas testified for about 15 min­
utes before U.S. District Judge 
Sam R. Cummings, who will 
decide if and when the drifter will 
get executed for his conviction in 
the death of a hitchhiker who was 
found Oct. 31,1979, wearing just a 
pair of orange socks.

The man who at one time con­
fessed to hundreds of slayings -  
and later recanted -  was polite 
and soft-spoken, coughing and 
apologizing for his tears.

Assistant Texas Attorney 
General Gena Blount asked Lucas 
why he told then-Sheriff Jim 
Boutwell of Williamson County he 
killed "Orange Socks" if it wasn't 
true.
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"Only on his request," Lucas 
said.

The hearing was set to continue 
today before Cummings, who last 
fall issued a stay three days before 
Lucas was set to be executed.

Lucas testified Tuesday after 
sitting through a day and a half 
of testimony from witnesses who 
described him as a chronic liar.

Lucas said he was working in 
Florida as a roofer the day the 
woman's body was found off 
Interstate 35 near Georgetown. 
He testified that he knew details 
of the slaying only because "it 
was in the (case) file."

Defense attorneys are trying to 
prove that Lucas was manipulat­

ed for months by overzealous 
investigators who wanted to 
clear their unsolved murders. 
Lucas had some access to their 
case files and made his confes­
sions after being tipped off with 
leading questions, several wit­
nesses said.

"Henry had the run of the jail 
in Georgetown," said Parker 
McColIough, who represented 
Lucas in his 1984 capital murder 
trial in San Angelo. "It was 
unprecedented the kind of free­
dom he had."

But Clayton Smith, a Texas

Ranger on the investigation team,' 
said he never saw anyone feed; 
information to Lucas to clear a; 
case. During the hours he was 
around. Smith said, Lucas was 
never left alone to peek at cáse 
files.

Defense attorney Danny Btirns 
asked whether Smith believed 
that Lucas had committed all of 
the slayings initially attributed to 
him.

"No," the state's witness said, 
"I do not believe that Henry 
Lucas killed 200 or 600 or what­
ever he said he killed."

‘Nixon’: The dark side of Stone
Gen. Al Haig and other contemporaries have 

blasted it in telev'ision interviews. Pundits like 
Mona Charen and Joseph Sobran have denounced 
it in their columns. Perhaps this is no great solace 
to them, but Oliver Stoiw's Nixon could be worse.

By hook or (probably) by crook, John F. Kennedy 
defeated Richard Nixon in the I960 presidential elec­
tion, but in a comparison of Stone nlms, Nixon wins 
easily over fFK. Anthony Hopkins' performance in 
the title role of the former is far superior to Kevin 
Costner's as Jim Garrison, the protagonist of the lat­
ter. But there is a more important distinction. fFK was 
a screamingly iiresponsiDle act of conspiracy-mon- 
gering, an attempt to make an ev'il something out of 
nothing, or out of nt>thing much, Nixon drops regu­
lar hints about shadowy powers-that-be, but it is pri­
marily a character study - aivl an accomplished one.

One of the things Nixon dtxs right is to de-empha- 
size the matter of Nbton's ideolo^ since, ultimately, 
he didn't have one. Sure, he cho^ Spiro Agnew as 
his runniirg mate, had Pat Buchanan writing speech­
es for him and viscerally despised the elite Eastern 
liberal establishment. However, his turn toward 
mainkind (what we and he used to call Red) China, 
detente with the Soviet Union, not to mention a host 
of statist domestic initiatives (such as the 
Environmental Protection Agency, the Occupational 
S a f^  aiul Health Administration atKl wage and 
price controls) eliminate him from consideration as a 
conservative. This, tme supposes, spares him from 
Stone's wrath on that score. Were Stone to make a 
Ronald Reagan biopic - which he's likely to do even­
tually - his contempt for the Gipper's conservative 
principles would be the driving force, but Nixon's 
lack of deep philosophical convictions allows Stone 
to coTKentrate on personality rather than on politics.

No Stone film, however, is devoid of a political 
message, and when Nixon deals with issues, it suf­
fers. Nixon's work in the Alger Hiss case is 
explained as political opportunism and then 
raised again, time after time, throughout the 
movie. Hiss, one is led to believe, was simply a 
victim of Nixon's political ambitions, even tiwugh 
it would be hard to find anyone to die right of Gus 
Hall who still thinks Hiss was iimocent.

Worse is the depiction of Nixon's wee-hours 
visit to the LirKoln Memorial in May of 1970, just 
after the Kent State killings. It is part of the histor­
ical record that he did converse with antiwar pro­
testers who were spending the night at the 
Memorial, but Stone's preposterous embellish­
ment makes it one of those "nypothesized" scenes 
to which the opening titles refer.

In the film version, Nixon tells an angry young 
female protester that he, too, wants peace, but she 
will have none of it. She asserts that even if he 
wanted to, he couldn't stop the war because the 
power is in the hands of "tne system." A few sec­
onds later, after Nixon has been led away from the 
protesters, he remarks to aide Bob Haldeman that

the woman understands "something it's taken me 
25 years in politics to understand."

What might that be? That "the CIA, the Mafia, 
the Wall Street bastards" are really in charge of 
America • didn't you know? As Richard Reeves 
pointed out in The New York Times, it is a case of 
Stone blatantly putting words in Nixon's mouth. 
The two most fFK like scenes coiKem a group of 
extreme-right, racist Texas businessmen who offer 
to do dirty deeds on Nixon's behalf. During their 
first meeting, held the day befiwe Keiuiedys fate­
ful visit to Dallas, the group urges Nixon to run for 
presidency in 1964. He declines, citing Kenney's 
political invincibility. Who says Kennedy will be 
nmning next year? asks one of them darkly. 
Stone's message seems to be that Nixon played 
hardball and sometimes crossed the ethical Une, 
but he was no criminal - at least in the a a n d  seiue.

In the petty sense,.of course, he was, almou^ Nixon 
shows that it wasn't inevitable. Haldeman (play^ by 
James Woods) stales peisuastveiy that with a simple 
apolo^ from Nixon soon after the break-in, Waterg^ 
would not have become a colossal scaiidal. 
Unfortunately, Nixon, weighted down by his own inse-' 
curities and resentments, covered up, causing severe 
short-term damage to his country and to his partv.

That you feel for Nixon is mostly attributable to 
Hopkins' work. The real star of fFK was not 
Costner but the Conspiracy, whereas Hopkins had 
to excel for Nixon to succe^ artistically. He does, 
and it does.

Slone calls himself a historian. Richard Nixon was
a complex phenornenon, providing ample grist for a  *

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Asserting that the R ^ b lic a n  
welfare overhaul bill would do 
little to move people from wel­
fare to woilc. President Clinton 
vetoed the measure but pledged 
to work with C o n fess on a ver­
sion more acoepta w  to him.

He had promised to veto the 
final RepuUican plan to over­
haul the nation's primary wel­
fare programs and end the feder­
al guarantee of aid to the poor, 
although he had given tacit sup­
port to a similar version that 
passed the Seruite with 87 votes. 
He said in his veto message 
IViesday night that he was deter­
mined to work with Congress 
"to enact real, bipartisan wdfare 
reform."

The veto was Clinton's 12th, 
and Cor^gress was unlikely to 
override it. The final welfare bill, 
a melding of earlier House and 
Senate versions, cleared both 
chambers in December by mar­
gins smaller than the two-thirds 
majorities needed to override a 
veto.

Construction of steel fence 
begins to curb border crime

SUNLAND PARK, N.M. (AP) -  
Cjonsbiictidfi of a steel fence to help 
shidd Sunland Park from border- 
jumping criminals gives Maria Dc 
Franco no new sense of security.

Quite frankly, she sees no need 
for the 1.3-mile-Iong barrier, 
regardless of the frequent reports 
she has heard about the train­
robbing gangs and drug traffick­
ers known to slip in from Mexico.

"It's not necessary," De Franco 
of Sunland Park said Tuesday as 
the U.S. Border Patrol began 
building the fence. "The majority 
of peo^e who come over aren't 
thinking about committing 
crimes.'^

Law enforcement agencies gen­
erally a^iee that most crossers 
aren't criminals, but they do see 
good reason for the fence.

"It's a problem area, to make a 
long story short," said Border 
Patrol spokesman Doug Mosier. 
"We hope this fence will generally 
make the area more mana^able."

'The region became particularly 
volatile after the Border Patrol 
blockaded a section of the Rio 
Grande in nearby El Paso, Texas, 
pushing many illegal crossers

west into New Mexico, authori­
ties have said.

The agency believes the 
$150,(X)0 fence will help authori­
ties deter that increased illegal 
immigration and control crimes 
committed by gangs who regu­
larly loot U.S. trains that pass just 
yards from the border.

'The bandits have even been 
known to leave booby traps for 
agents and have fir :d shots at 
pursuing officers.

Authorities say the problems 
also spill over into Sunland Park, 
which suffers burglaries and lar­
cenies attributed to criminals 
from nearby Anapra, a section of 
Ciudad Juarez, Mexico.

Once completed in about a 
month, the 10-foot-high fence 
will seal off a desert |^ain bor­
dered by a steep mesa and 
Mount Cristo Rey, a craggy 
mountain with a large cross on 
its summit.

Mosier said the fence will fun­
nel illegal immigrants to rougher 
terrain outside town, where they 
will be easier to apprehend, 
while also making it narder for 
criminals to come and go.

Woman’s tale of abduction, sexual 
assault was bogus, police believe

COLLEGE STATION, Texas 
(AP) -  A woman who told police 
she was abducted and sexually 
assaulted at knifepoint has been 
arrested on a c h a i^  of making a 
false report to a peace officer.

Police say the false report 
caused police to use valuable 
investigation time and they 
intend to throw the book at her.

"It was a waste of our time," 
siaid police spokesman Lt. Scott 
McCollum. "We could've been 
making more progress with real 
cases."

The woman, who was not iden­
tified, faces a class B misde­
meanor charge of making a false 
report to a peace officer and faces 
up to 100 days in jail and a fine of 
up to $2/X)0.

She told investigators she 
was upset and walked across a 
field near their home to look for 
him.

Police said they were told that 
two men then got out of a 
parked car, forced her into the 
field and one sexually assaulted 
her while the other held a knife 
to her throat. She said she fled 
from the men and ran home.

McCollum said it is rare for 
someone to admit making a false 
report of a crime.

In addition to the criminal 
penalties a person might face for 
making a false report, McCollum 
said av il penalties might also 
arise if a person is unjustly 
accused.

"It usually d im nd s on the 
crime," he said. "But say if some­
one deliberately accu s^  some­
one of something, picked them 
out of a photo line-up or some­
thing ot that nature, then the per­
son who was accusixl and arrest­
ed could seek civil recourse 
against the person who accused 
them of the crinr»e."

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British official says London can’t stop China 
from dismantling Hong Kong’s ruling bodies
• HONG KONG (AP) -  In a stark illustration of 
Britain's dwindling power in Hong Kong, the 
British foreign secretary said Tuesday that London 
carmot stop Chiiui from dismantling the colony's 
legislature and other elected bodies after its return 
to China in 1997.

For Hong Kong, Malcolm Rifkind's comments 
were a reminder that with just 539 days left until 
the Chinese takeover, the colony's center of gravity 
is shifting toward Beijing.

"We cease to be the sovereign power next year," 
Rifkind said before departing on a three day trip to 
Beijing. "It is no use me suggesting to you or to the 
people of Hong Kong that the United Kingdom can 
suddenly produce some formula which will deal 
with the determined Chinese desire to dismantle 
institutions.

"What we can do is ... make it unequivocally 
clear that we share the views of the Hong Kong 
people as to the damage that would be done,” he 
said.

China has promised that Hong Kong will have a 
high degree of autonomy after 1997 and that its 
freewheeling capitalist system will be left 
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unchanged for at least 50 years. But over Hong
Kong protests, it has vowed to disband th<’ colony's 
legislature and other elected bodies.

Federal judge frees reporter on her own recognizance
HOUSTON (AP) -  After losing

an appeal at the highest state 
level, the Houston Chronicle has
gone to a federal judge with its 
tight to protect a reporter's 
sources.

The Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals on Tuesday upheld a 
contempt citation issued after 
newswoman Jennifer Lenhart 
refused to identify grand jurors 
who spoke with her about the 
grand jury's deliberations into a 
shooting that involved a police 
officer.

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American’s training program reviewed
DALLAS (API -  American 

Airlines' captains are receivii^ 20 
percent fewer hours of training 
each year under a program that is 
now under federal scrutiny fol­
lowing a fatal crash in Colombia.

Fort Worth-based American 
Airlines, which for years has 
been seen as the leader in pilot 
training, made the changes to its 
pre^ram in late 1994.

Now, after four unrelated 
crashes by American and AMR's 
Eagle commuters. Federal 
Aviation Administration investi­
gators are looking at American's 
training practices.

With the FAA's blessing, 
American started bringing cap­
tains to its Right Academy once 
a year instead of twice, accord­
ing to a company spokesman.

wfore the changes, American 
Airlines' captains would get 10 
hours of simulator training 
annually during two visits to the 
flight school in Fort Worth. 
Now, captains get eight hours of

simulator training per year dur­
ing one visit to the school.

While the training time for 
captcuns has been pared, the air­
line has added simulator time 
for co-pilots.

Also, the airline has started 
combining simulator training 
for caprtains and first officers 
with an aim of teaching them to 
work together better. Previously, 
there had been some iiKlividual 
teaching.

Standards for the commuter 
line, American Eagle, have not 
been changed.

New Indian law bans

PALERMO, Sicily (AP) -  For 
half a century, Giuseppe Di 
Stefano has inhabited Suite 202 
of the Sicily's most historic hotel, 
leading a life that exquisitely 
captures the flavor of this island 
of silent oaths and secret soci­
eties.

The mysterious baron never 
leaves his three-room suite at the 
Grand Hotel delle Palme. A bar­
ber comes every six weeks. 
Room service brings all his 
meals, and a maid tidies up each 
day. An administrator pays his 
rent. The reception desk turns 
away all requests for visits. The 
89-year-old De Stefa no's only 
companion is a 24-hour nurse.

This is the baron's existence as 
ieced together from those who 
now him. But why does he live 

this strange life?
The baron, you see, lives under 

a Mafia-imposed exile. Or so 
goes the story.

Hotel personnel know it well. 
Out one day on the grounds of 
his vast estate in Castelvetrano, 
Di StefaiK) came across a young 
trespasser aiKl killed him. The 
young man's father, a mafioso, 
came to the baron with a death 
sentence. The baron pled for an 
alternative: permanent exile 
from Castelvetrano and from the 
world.

The tale is repeated by word of 
mouth and surfaces now and 
again in news stories. Ih ie  or 
not?

"The myth of the baron is a 
mystery," said Enzo Caruso, the 
hotel's manager. "Sicilians like 
mysteries. T h ^  like to think that 
a man can live in the shadows."

Secrets represent know led», 
so the "more secrets he has, the 
more important the man is," 
Caruso explained.

Caruso acknowledges the pub­
licity isn 't bad for the hotel.

though its history speaks for 
itself.

Composer Richard Warner 
completed Parsifal here.

In years past, 
the baron would go to the 
kitchen and direct the cook in 
preparing the traditional and 
ta r t ly  fo^otten recipes of 
Skman cuisine.

These days, he sees only a 
trusty handful of hotel staff. He 
calls to the reception desk when 
he is r e a ^  for the suite to be 
cleaned. Then he'll make chit­
chat, often incjuiring about how 
full the hotel is, or read a book. 
He used to listen to classical 
music in the evening, but the 
stereo seems to be gone, said a 
member of the staff.

Now television news can be 
heard on the other side of the 
suite door. But no one answers a 
knock -  protecting this most 
Sicilian of mysteries.

Livestock quarantines 
end in several states

AUSTIN (AP)— Quarantines of 
livestock in several states, includ­
ing Texas, because of a vesicular 
stomatitis ouAneak have been lift­
ed, the Texas ^ im a l Health 
Commission announced Tbesday.

Vesicular stomatitis is rarely 
fatal to animals, but it causes blis- 
ter-Iike lesions inside the mouth, 
on the tongue and lips and 
around the hooves and on the 
teats. The painful blisters cause 
animals to refuse to eat, drink or 
walk. Vesicular stomatitis usual­
ly brings about significant 
weight loss.

Colorado lifted the last quaran­
tine in December, and no new 
cases of VS have been reported, 
according to the animal health 
commission.

A vesicular stomatitis virus out­
break began in New Mexico in 
May. Outbreaks also were con- 
firrned in Colorado, Arizona,
Wyoming and Utah. One horse in 
Henderson, Texas, was diagnosed 
with vesicular stomatitis, prompt- 

a quarantine of parts of Rusk,
C&rorae and Smith counties.

Infection lasts about two 
weeks, and affected animals usu­
ally display symptoms two to 
eight days after exposure.

Request for delay in Reeves 
murder trial rehised

GATESVILLE (AP) — A judge 
on Tbesday ordered jury selec­
tion to begin as scheduled in the 
trial of an Arlington man chaiged 
with murder in his second wife's 
death in 1978, which originally 
was ruled a suicide.

State District Judge Phillip Z i e ^  
denied foe staters request for a con­
tinuance. He said defendant Jade 
Wayne Reeves had asserted his 
right to a speedy trial and die state 
has failed to show a need to dday.

Coryell County District 
Attom w  Sandy Gately had 
a^ ed  Ziegler to postpone the 
Jan. 22 trial so Bosque County 
could try Reeves first for murder 
in the death of his fourth wife.

Reeves, 55, faces trial in the 
death of %aron Reeves at the 
couple's Copperas Cover resi­
dence in July 1978. She died of a 
shotgun blast to the chest. An 
autopsy of her exhumed body 
led pathologists to conclude her 
deam was "suggestive of homi­
cide," and Reeves was chaiged 
last March with murder.

The remains of Reeves' fourth 
wife, Emilita, were discovered in 
October in a remote area near 
Lake Whitney in Bosque County. 
Reeves was charged with her

BOSTON (AP) -  White 
supremacist groups that once 
spread their racist messages at 
rallies and in leaflets are now 
going high-tech on the Internet -  
a trend a leading Jewish human 
rights group wants to stop.

The Simon Weisenthal Center 
on Tbesday began sending hun­
dreds of letters to Internet access 
providers asking them to refuse 
to carry messages that "promote 
racism, anti-Semitism, mayhem 
and violence."

Good idea? No, sa^^roviders 
and civil libertarians. They aigue 
that public debate is the way to 
defeat hate.

The Internet allows users to 
"show the whole world what's 
wrong about  ̂w hat. the hate 
speakers are saying," saiid Mike 
Godwin, staff counsel for the 
Electronic Frontier Foundation, a 
civil liberties group dealing with 
computer communications.

"Tne correct place to try and put

pressure is on the peo(4e who create 
the content, not the poson who pro- 
videsaccess to it," said CompuServe 
spokesman WilUam Giles.

The roughly 250 hate groups in 
the United States, whose previ­
ous methods reached a limited 
audience, now "have a magnifi­
cent marketing technology 
dumped in their laps," said Rabbi 
Abranam Cooper, associate dean 
of the Weisenthal center, based in 
Los Angeles. "They are able to 
dress up their message in a way 
that looks... presentable."

Slick web sites are springing up 
every day, with names such as 
Aryan Nations, Skinheads U.S.A. 
and The Aryan Crusader's Library.

Ernst Zundel, a prominent 
Canadian Holocaust revisionist 
who has a homepage called 
Zundelsite, says he should have 
as much of a right to post a web 
page as anyone else.

"The Internet is the first and 
last truly free marketplace of

ideas, for the time being. It levels 
the playing field," Zundel said. 
'To curtail the freedom for some 
will curtail the freedom for a ll ." .

The Weisenthal Center's 
request is part of a growing 
debate over whether Internet ser­
vice providers should be viewed 
as publishers responsible for 
what moves on their networks, or 
carriers who simply provide 
access to a service without moni­
toring what is communicated.

The Weisenthal Center argues 
that the services are publishers 
who have a civic responsibility 
not to promote bigotry.

Godwin says mtemet service 
providers should be treated like 
Dookstores, which exercise some 
control when they decide to spe- 
dalizè in setener ftetion insleaa of 
mysteries, but are not expected to 
read every book and be held 
responsible for the books' contents.

Prodigy spokesman Brian Ek 
said the service does employ sys-

tems operators who monitor con­
tent on its proprietary bulletin 
boards and can remove any mes­
sages with "blatant expressions 
of bigotry, racism or hate."

But what exactly meets that 
definition is hard to pin down: 
"You make a decision when you 
see it."

For example, when one sub­
scriber pointed out a "repug­
nant" bulletin board message 
saying the Nazi extermination of 
6 million Jews was a good thing, 
P rod i^  removed it

Joe Dunkley -  who operates the 
"1st WWW Banned Media Page," 
a web site that links to virtually 
every other white supremacist 
and neo-Nazi Internet site -  had a 
strong message for those who 
would want ta  stop him from 
posting his views.

"You cowards who want my 
page shut down can't deal with 
either the diversity or the free 
interaction of ideas," he said.

Title tilt new territory 
for surging Packers

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — The 
Green Bay Packers will be on 
familiar ground Sunday for the 
NFC Championship against the 
Dallas Cowboys, having lost five 
times at Texas Stadium since 
1993.

And yet, this is all so new.
Whereas the Cowboys are 

making their fourth stra i^ t final 
four appearance, the Packers are 
playing in their first NFC title 
game since beating the Cowboys 
in the fabled "Ice Bowl" in 1967.

Only nine players on the 
Packers' 53-man roster have 
played in a conference champi­
onship, and only five of those 
were starters at the time: line­
backer Fred Strickland with the 
Rams in 1989, quarterback Jim 
McMahon with Chicago in '85 
and '89, receiver Mark Ingram 
with the New York Giants in 
1990, and guan^ Harry Galbreath 
and tight end Keith Jackson with 
Miami in 1992.

"There's scMnetiiing you have 
to talk about and deal with 
there," said Green Bay coach 
Mike Holmgren, who has led the 
Packers (13-5) to four straight 
winning seasons for the first time 
since the Vince Lombardi era.

"1 wouldn't call it a problem. 
But it is something that is on my 
checklist to cover because there 
was such a euphoric state after 
the win" over defending Super 
Bowl champion San Francisco 
Saturday, Holmgren said. "But a 
couple of the guys recognized 
the fact that there is still the pos­
sibility of a couple more ball- 
games."

The Packers have won eight of 
their last nine. On Christmas 
Eve,'they won their first NFC 
Central title in 23 years by beat­
ing the Pittsburgh Steelers, the 
team favored to represent the 
AFC in the Super Bowl.

After manhandling the Atlanta 
Falcons 37-20 in the wild-card

round, the Packers stunned San 
Francisco, the team most petiple 
thought the Steelers would see in 
Tempe, Ariz., on Jan. 28. That run 
has given the Packers the feeling • 
that this is their year, even if 
they're not as talented as the 
Cowboys.

"We can taste it," said flanker 
Robert Brooks, who broke, 
Sterling Sharpe's team record 
with 1,497 receiving yards. "L 
mean, I can feel it. 1 don't know if ‘ 
you guys can feel it, but I can feel • 
it."

Brooks said Saturday's 27-17 , 
thumping of the 49ers instilled a' 
confidence the Packers lacked in 
previous trips to Texas.

"Now we know how g(x>d we 
are," Brooks said.

"If we execute, don't turn the > 
ball over, we're tough to beat," ' 
split end Anthony Morgan said.

"Ain't nobody tense," Mtirgan 
insisted. "I think last year when, 
we went down there to Dallas, < 
we were tense. But now’ when we , 
do down there, you're going to 
see guys come in w'ith their 
chests up high." ------

The Cowboys have ended the 
Packers' season the last two 
years with 27-17 and 35-9 playoff 
wins.

But MVP Brett Favre said the 
difference this time is that the 
Packers aren't expecting to lose. ’ 
Favre said the last two seasons 
guys were satisfied just getting 
to Dallas and were thinking 
about offseason hunting trips- 
instead of an upset.

The Cowboys are 9-point 
favorites this time, but "w e 
expect to be in this game and we 
expect to beat Dallas," Favre 
said.

"Sure, we had our tails beat 
when we went down there. I'll 
give this to Dallas: They played 
extremely well against us every 
time we played them," Favre' 
said.

The expansion Raptors set an 
NBA record by not making a sin­
gle free throw Tuesday n i^ t in a 
92-91 loss to Charlotte.

Toronto was O-for-3 from the 
foul line while the Hornets were 24 
of 41.

"I don't dtink there was a con­
spiracy," said Raptors general 
manager Isiah Thomas, who met 
with jeferees X h c k ^ v ^ ^  G r^  
Willard and Derrick Stafford after 
the game.

The previous mark for fewest 
free throws made was one by tiie 
New Orleans Jazz on Nov. 19,1977, 
against Houston. The NBA record 
for fewest foul shots attempted is 
two by Cleveland in 1994.

The stru^ling Nets, meanwhile, 
were calledfor a technical foul for 
having only four players on the 
court in a 92-84 loss to Orlando.

The Nets led 79-70 with eight 
minutes left when they returned to 
the court following a timeout — 
minus one player. They put the 
ball in play ror about five seconds 
when, witn the Magic pointing out 
die mistake, the officials realized 
Armón Gilliam had not rejoined 
the action.

Dennis Scott made the technical 
foul shot and the Magic reeled off 
a 12-0 spurt en route to their 19th

straight home win.
"Just another typical day down

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Chechen rebels reportedly free Russian 
hostages, leave in buses for homeland

KIZLYAR, Russia (AP) -  With local officials. 160 
hostages and two dead comrades in tow, Chechen 
rebeb headed home today after freeing up to 3,000 
people they had held for a terrifying day in a south­
ern Russian hospital.

The raid on the town of Kizlyar, in which at least 
23 people were killed, seemed intended to bring 
home to the Russians that Chechen fighters are far 
from defeated and are capable of unleashing sur­
prise terror attacks outside their war-ravaged 
republic.

Abdul Musayev, the spokesman for the Interior 
Ministry of Dagestan -  the republic where 
Tuesday's raid took place -  told TTie Associated 
Press that at least six Dagestani officials and 160 
hostages departed w’ith the rebels.

The column of 11 buses and two trucks stopped 
about 6 miles from the border with Chechnya, 
apparently because a bridge they needed to cross 
had been blown up. The rebels demanded the 
Russian Interior Ministry allow them to use anoth­
er route and guarantee safe passage through 
Chechnya, news repwrts said.

Meanwhile, in Moscow, the Russian government 
today indicated it intended to take a tough line 
with the rebels.

Prime Minister Viktor Chernomyrdin said the 
rebels would be punished but that no action would 
be taken that would endanger the hostages' lives.

“We aren't going to start frontal attacks, or act 
according to an eye-for-an-eye principle, suKe we  ̂
feel convinced that death only brings death. But the 
bandits and the terrorists will be punished," 
Chernomyrdin said.

Zairbek Magomedov, duty officer at the 
Dagestani Interior Ministry, said about 3,000 
hostages were freed as a result of talks between 
Dagestani officials and the rebels. Some of the 
hostages were suffering from shock, he said.

About 250 rebels and the remaining hostages left 
Kizlyar at 7 a.m., Masayev said. Russian troop>s in 
light tanks were guarding the entrances to Kizlyar 
but there was no sign of a large military buildup.

The convoy was expjected to head for the region of 
Gudermes, Chechnya's second-largest town where 
fierce fighting erupted last month, Masayev said.

The Chechens, who seized a hospital in Kizlyar 
on Tuesday, had demanded full Russian withdraw­
al from their republic in exchange for the hostages' 
freedom. It was not clear why they decided to drop 
the demand.

Tuesday's raid was almost a replay of a June 
attack in which Chechen rebels seized hundreds of

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hostages in a hospital in the southern town of 
Budyonnovsk. More than 100 ¡people died before 
negotiations won the hostages' release.

Russia sent tens of thousands of troops into 
Chechnya in December 1994 to redaim the small 
southern republic from secessionist leader 
Dzhokhar Dudayev. The war has killed up to 
30,000 p>eople, mainly civilians, and uprooted 
600,000.

The overwhelming military might has given the  ̂
Kremlin nominal control, but the Russians and 
their Chechen allies still face rebel attacks in and 
around the borders of Chechnya.

The rebels in Kizlyar were led by 28-year-old 
Salman Raduyev, Dudayev's son-in-law.

"We can turn this city to hell and ashes," 
Raduyev, who spx>rted a green Islamic war band 
around his forehead, threatened in an interview 
broadcast Tuesday evening by Russian TV.

"Budyonnovsk and Kizlyar will be re|?eated 
again until Russia recognizes Dudayev and the 
Chechen repuWic."

Raduyev said he and his fighters encountered no 
interference as their bus and five trucks traveled to 
Kizlyar, a town of 44,000 p>eople about 60 miles 
northeast of the Chechen capital Grozny.

The 23 pieople repwrted killed in fighting TUesday 
included 13 rebels, five px>lice officers and five 
civilians. Dozens were repiortedly wounded.

The fighting appieared to be diversionary, allow­
ing the rebels to seize hundreds of hostages and 
push them into the four-story hospital building.

Mexican feeder cattle imports down at start of year

Cattle industry officials said 
last year's number reflected an 
extended drought in Mexico and 
the devaluation of the p>eso. 'The 
lower number this year, most

likely, officials said, indicate 
many of the cattle herds south of 
the Imrder have been liquidated.

The numbers include only cat­
tle shippied into the U.S. at bolder 
crossings in Texas and New 
Mexico. It does not include cattle 
crossing the border in Arizona. 
There are no active p>orts of entry 
for cattle in California.

Student shares his travels via computer
CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) -  

Visor, head-mounted cameras, 
beanie-mounted antenna and 
wrap>around compniter on his 
waist. Steve Mann looks like he 
)u^ stepped out of a low-budget 
science fiction flick.

But Mann is for real, and so is 
the gear that allows the doctoral 
student at the Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology to transmit 
what he expierienoes. His travels 
are fed instantaneously to the 
Internet's Worid Wide Web, where 
anyeme can dial in and look at ffie 
world ffirough Mann's eyes.

Someday, the idea may help 
pieop>le with vision problems see 
the world through their own 
eyes.

Mann's systam was one of the 
early sites on the Web. Since 
then, thousands of p>eople have 
checked it out.

"We imamne a world with 
doors u n lo c l^  and pictures on 
the wall where strangers will 
come in and look at them," says 
Mann, sitting in MIT’s Media 
Lab, where some of the cutting-

edge theories on computers 
have been develop>ed. *^ m e- 
times I might leave my door 
unlocked and allow p>eop>le to 
come into my brain."

The compxiter Mann wears 
around his waist does much more 
than transmit pictures from his 
cameras onto me Web. He also 
gets to view the pictures simulta­
neously through tiny computer 
screens on his visor- making him 
pnrt man and p>art machine.

Because he is seeing exactly 
what his camera sees, he need 
never look beyond the screens. 
For example, he can walk down 
a hallway looking only at the 
tiny computer monitor on his 
visor.

He also can read his e-mail, 
surf the Web and do his comput­
er work as he waits in line at the 
bank.

"1 don't always have it on. but 
I've always got it with me," he 
says.

Mann, 32, started the project 
when he was a high school stu­
dent in Toronto, using scavenged

compxiter p»rts and toy walkie- 
talkies to Ixiild a pMototypie.

TTie effect of talking to Mann 
is disconcerting. His eyes often 
shift between the pierson he is 
talking with and his computer 
screen, depiending on which is 
more interesting.

"ThCTe are times when you 
want to be isolated. You still 
want to be aware of your sur­
roundings but scale them out. I 
often turn the outside world gray 
while I do my work. All those 
things can be better done with a 
curtain betwe«»i me and the out­
side world," he says, his 
bathed in the cold white light of 
the tiny monitors in his visor.

Mann says his machine does 
have practical uses. He can send 
pictures while shopping, allow­
ing his wife to oioose which 
grapiefruit looks, better from the 
coimort of her amnehair.

He hopes that someday, the 
visor will help people with reti­
nal damage by having an image 
projected onto the g < ^  p>art of 
the eye, allowing them to see.
