FINLAND SURRENDERS STRATEGIC ISLANDS
Proration Policy 
Will Be Continued
A bilene Oil 
N an  Opposes 
U . S. Control

WASHINGTON. Feb. 21 64V-J. C. 
Hunter, independent oil producer of 
Abilene, Texas, told a House sub­
committee today that progress in 
oil conservation would be more rapid 
and lasting under stats regulation 
than under a proj>osed federal law.

Hunter Is president of the Mid- 
Contlnent Oil and Gas Association. 
He testified on the Cole bill (HR- 
1372) which would provide federal 
regulation of the industry.

Summarizing the testimony of 18 
previous witnesses for the oil in­
dustry. Hunter said the industry's 
opposition to the Cole bill appeared 
to be "unanimous "

"We believe," he said, “progress 
Will be more rapid, and more secure 
and lasting if made along the lines 
already set. utilizing the agencies 
and experience we have and ex­
tending them, with all forces em­
ployed in cooperating for their suc­
cess, than by any shift to centralize 
control."

He added the industry did believe, 
however, there was "a field for help­
ful cooperation by the federal gov­
ernment with the conservation agen­
cies of the states and the industry 
to the adoption of improved prac­
tices and the enforcement of con­
servation laws and rules."

Existing Law Sufficient
“There is a great field here for 

the advance of technology and con- 
cervation practices,” he said, “we feel 
tha t these services can be provided 
under existing law. If this committee 
feels that more explicit direction 
from Congress is desirable, we sug­
gest that in the funds appropriated 
for the interior department there 
t e  a specific amount designated tor 
such purposes."

But, the Texan said, there seemed 
to be a "dlflnlte objective” on the 
part of some federal agencies to se­
cuto federal control of the produc­
tion, conservation and wastage of 
petroleum and natural gas. He said 
the Cole bill would vest such control 
in a federal commissioner, adding:

“If the purposes In mind are not 
obtained through subservient state 
conservation agencies, they arc to 
be accomplished through regulations 
of the commissioner himself. Vio­
lations Of his regulations and the act 
are punishable by heavy penalties 
and imprisonment, and afford

The total includxl $90,000 for the 
pay of 45 secret /service agents and 
five clerics to guard the president 
and his family "in view of the con­
ditions in this country arising as a 
result of wars in Europe

Principal cuts were $1.000.000 each 
from a proposed $3,000,000 fund for 
insect control, from $8,000.000 asked 
for Orand Coulee dam. Washing­
ton and from $6.000,000 asked for 
the Central Valley project, Cali­
fornia.

The committee also whacked 
*500.000 off a war department re­
quest for "urgent" work at the San 
Diego, Calif., harbor.

AUSTIN, Feb. 26. (AP) — The 
railroad commission decided today 
to continue its current East Texas 
proration policy despite a ruling of 
a three-judge federal court that the 
policy is unconstitutional.

Commissioner Ernest O. Thomp­
son said he believed there wras a 
50-50 chance of the supreme court 
of the United States sustaining the 
present method of proratlon. An ap­
peal from the three-judge decision, 
he said, will be taken as soon as 
possible.

Commissioner Jerry Sadler voted 
against the action of the commis­
sion maioritv expressing the opinion 
it would result in the big Fast Tex­
as field being "thrown wide open.” 
Thompson and Commission Chair­
man Lon A. Smith constituted the 
matorlty.

The three-judge court had not 
vet formally entered its decree en­
joining enforcement of the prora- 
tion order against the Humble Oil 
and Refining company, largest op­
erator in the field, and the firm of 
Rowan & Nichols of Fort Worth. It 
stated last week, however, that It 
would enter the order unless the 
commission changed the proration 
policy.

The court took the position that 
the spread between the production 
allotted the poorer wells and that 
allowed the better wells was not 
large enough. It suggested that the 
20 barrels per day minimum to Blast 
Texas well be reduced. The min­
imum allotments. It said, take up 
three-fourths of the field allowable, 
leaving only one-Iourth to be dis­
tributed on the basis of the value 
of the various properties.

Thompson said that the commis­
sion. In its appeal, would be fight­
ing against reducing the East Texas 
well minimum below 20 barrels a 
day. “The little man in East Texas,” 
he said, "cannot continue to exist 
if forced to cut below 20 barrels 
daily."

NYA Planting Trees 
At Recreation Park

Planting of several hundred trees 
at Recreation park cast of the city 
began this morning a t a National 
Youth administration project. City 
Manager W. T. Wliiiamson an­
nounced. Most of the trees will be 
set around the grandstand.

Trees are being taken from the 
park near the water wells In north­
west Pampa where seedlings were 
set out a year ago. Those seedlings 
are now nearly eight feet tall.

The N. Y. A. program will also 
include setting out an additional 
10.000 seedlings, half of them at 
the park near the water wells and 
half of them at Recreation park.

Seedlings can be secured at a very 
small cost and by watering con­
sistently they grow rapidly.

Viipuri Great Ghost 
City Of Finland

Jones Says Long Will 
Neuer Occupy Office

VIIPURI, Finland. Feb. 25 (De­

layed)—(/P>—G h o s t s  walked the 
streets of Viipuri alone today.

No troops were to be seen. Women 
and children were gone front the 
bomb-and-shell-wrecked city. There 
was no longer any reason to sound 
an alarm even when the Soviet 
bombers came directly overhead.

There were only ghostlike sentries 
in the deserted metropolis that once 
was the home of 70,000 people but 
now is the goal of the Soviet Red 
army, less than ten miles away to 
the south.

Sentries with rifles flung around 
their shoulders trudged between 
buildings without windows, build­
ings without roof, buildings without 
floor, buildings with two or three 
walls off, buildings that are only 
charred shambles.

Only five of these ghostly soldiers 
crossed my path during a two-hour 
walk through the center cf the city.

Two weeks ago several thousand 
persons still lived here and troops 
were quartered here.

Complete withdrawal began with 
the falling back of Finnish troops 
from their first Into their second 
series gf Mannerhelm defenses.

Bombing planes and occasional 
long-range shells caused damage al-

BATON ROUGE. LA.. Feb. 26 (/P) 
—Louisiana's embattled democracy, 
always ready for a good fight, has a 
new one on Its hands today before It 
could draw a deep breath after vot­
ing governor Earl K. Long out of 
office last Tuesday.

Long, over the weekend, wished 
himself onto governor-designate Sam 
H Jones' official family as secre­
tary of state.

Jones said he certainly didn’t 
want him there and threatened to 
throw the matter Into the courts.

The defeated governor displayed 
some of the remarkable political 
agility of his brother, the late Huey 
P. Long, by having the democratic 
state central committee declare him 
nominee for the $9,000-a-year job 
as secretary of state,

Incumbent E. A. Conway, 8r„ af­
filiated with Long, died last Mon­
day. Next day Jones defeated Long 
for the gubernatorial nomination by 
approximately 20,000 votes. Conway 
had been renominated in the first 
primary Jan. 16.

Hie state democratic central com­
mittee was called into session Satur­
day night, and voted 51-40 to desig­
nate Long as democratic nominee 
for secretary of state, subject to 
the April 16 general election, a for­
mality In democratic Louisiana. In­
auguration day is May 14.

Repudiates ‘Deadheads'
Jones promptly asserted, “I do not 

intend to abide by 51 votes of ’lame 
ducks.' deadheads,' repudiated can­
didates and an Indicated former 
governor.

“Earl Long, who was part and par­
cel of the corrupt administration ol 
Richard W. Leche, certainly has no 
place in the administration of Sam 
Jones, who was elected on a pledge 
to restore honesty and decency in 
Louisiana."

Francis Whitehead, co-campaign 
manager for Jones, said the new 
anti-administration central com­
mittee, elected last Tuesday, would 
be called at an early date. He ex­
pressed confidence a new nominee 
would be chosen.

All signs pointed to selection of 
James Gremlllion.

Jones' refusal to accept the action 
of the "lame duck” democratic state 
central committee in putting Loi 
forward as a candidate threate:' 
legal action in the form of.an in­
junction to keep Long’s name off 
the ballot.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 26 (/TV- 
Farm bloc advocates of parity pay­
ments took new heart l -day at 
the action of the House Appro­
priations committee in approving 
$60.000.006 for farm benefit pay­
ments.
Actually the $60,000,000 represented 

an advance, provided for in a 
deficiency appropriation measure, 
to be offset by a reduction of like 
amount in next year's regular farm 
bill. Secretary Wallace said the two- 
year overall total would be un­
changed.

Those working for $200,000,000 
farm parity fund, however, regarded 
the committee actlcn as indicative 
of a congressional trend which has 
developed potential Republican sup­
port

Wallace himself told the Senate 
Appropriations committee today that 
failure to brinR farm tn come up to 
the pre-World war parity level 
might serLusty hamper crop con­
trol programs and create new price­
depressing surpluses.

Lacking parity, he testified, farm­
ers will turn to "big production for 
markets that do not exist."

World markets was the topic of 
Secretary Hull, appearing before the 
Senate Finance committee in sup- 
port ot the Hnui;p-i)ppr vfid bill 
to extend the reciprocal trade pro­
gram three years beyond June 12.

Hull said a requirement that the 
Senate ratify all trade treaties 
would make the program “entirely

R ussians H ave 
A dvantage In  
V iipnri D rive
Great Coastal 
Batteries Fall * 
Into Reds' Hands
HELSINKI. Feb. 26. (AT)—The 

Finnish high command today 
acknowledged Finland had sar- 
rendered to Invading Russians the 
strategic islands of Koivisto, 
armed with great coastal batteries 
anchoring the western end ef tbs 
Mannerhelm line.
These islands, situated off the 

town of Koivisto. are 20 miles south 
of Viipuri. lying in the Gulf of Fin­
land near the entrance to Viipuri 
bay.

(Possession of the islands pre­
sumably would give the Russians a 
new advantage in their drive on 
Viipuri, normally Finland’s third 
largest city, by aiding an attack 
from the sea as well as from land).

Russian land forces already have 
driven on the isthmus itself up a  
railway toward Viipuri as far as 
Katslahti, only 7(4 miles due south 
of Viipuri. according to the Finns’ 
own admission. The Russians ap­
parently are cleaning up the area 
between the railway and the coast.

“On the isthmus our troops have 
given up the Koivisto Islands.” said 
today's daily army communique. 
“On Feb. 25 the enemy continued 
his attacks on the western parts ot 
isthmus. The attacks were checked 
by fire from our artillery and in­
fantry. and the enemy suffered 
heavy loss In men.

Attacks “ -pulsed
At one town tn this region. Sal- 

menkalta. “enemy attacks were re­
pulsed after fighting which lasted 
a whole day,” the communique 
stated.

The Finns said that the day 
“passed quietly at the eastern end 
of the Mannerhelm line, where the 
Russians last week launched great
attacks.

At Khumo. northward near Fin­
land's “waist." the Finns captured 
a "strong point," and “destroyed" 
a company of Russians, said the 
communique.

The Finns said that their air fores 
had carried out bombing attacks be­
hind the Russian lines "during 
which a number of successful air 
fights were engaged hi by us.” Five 
Russian planes were reported shot 
down.

In their withdrawals' on t£e> 
Isthmus, where-they have nyw token 
a stand, at Ihelr second positions of 
defense, the Finos continue to point 
out that they have-done so stra­
tegically and only at great cost to 
the Russians. They point out-that 
the second line positions are 
stranger than those of the aban­
doned first line.

For Labor, Material
Construction of Pampa’s new 

8260.060 high school building will be
started as soon as the weather per­
mits, according to Roy McMllien, 
business manager of the Pampa In­
dependent School district. F lrit car­
load of building materials is ex­
pected to arrive any day now.

Under terms of the 852.000 grant 
received from the Work Projects 
Administration, the building will be 
constructed on a cost-plus baste. Su­
pervisor of construction will be O. L. 
Boyington. local contractor who 
built the high school auditorium 
and the Sam Houston and Woodrow 
Wilson schools.

With normal weather conditions. 
Mr Boylngton hopes to have the 
building ready for occupancy by 
February I, 1941.

Modernistic In Draign 
T7ie building will be located south 

of Harvester park arid will face 
town. Main entrance to the building 
will be at the end of Mary Ellen 
street, while the east wing »rill ex­
tend almost to the east side of 
Christian street. The building will 
be 512 feet long and 66 feet wide, 
exclusive of the gymnasium at the 
rear which will extend 127 feet 
north. The building will be of light 
brick and stone, along plain mod­
ernistic lines.

■  Three stairways and corridors 12 
feet wide should eliminate the pres­
ent crowded hall conditions of the 
high school. Lockers will not pro­
trude into the Halls but will be set 
in the walls. About 900 lockers will 
be installed.

$25,000 for Furnishings 
Floors will be of hardwood. All 

classrooms and laboratories will 
have one outside exposure practic­
ally all glass to provide ample llpht; 
the library and study halls will 
Have two.

In addition to the construction 
cost, at least $25.000 will be required 
to furnish the building. All equip­
ment will be modern. Among the 
furnishings being conslc|ered are 
movable chair desks Instead of the 
cld-fashioned stationary desks; 
white "blackboards” of glass In­
stead of the traditional black; bul­
letin boards for all rooms; and the 
latest laboratory and office equip­
ment.

Auditorium to Seat 1,000
West of the main entrance, on 

the first floor, will be the audito­
rium with a seating capacity Of 
1.000. In the extreme west wing 
will be the band room. Orflevee Of 
the principal, assistant'' principal, 
and registrar; the foods and cloth­
ing laberatories; 11 classroom«; 
boys’ and girls' rest rooms, and the 
lady teachers’ lounge will also Be 
located on the first floor.

On the second floor will be the 
speech arte room with stage; five 
laboratories for typwrittag, book­
keeping. chemistry, physics, and Bi­
ology;, the art room; 11 olnimnnma 
and the men teachers' lounge. Just 
off the teachers’ lounge on both 
the first and second floors will be 
small glassed-in porches with south­
east exposures.

Study Hall on Third Floor
All the tfhrd floor win be de­

voted to the library and study haH. 
It will include an 86 feet by 88 
feet study hall, stack room and work 
rocm for the library.

In the basement will be two book 
xnns; kitchen and cafeteria more 

than twice as large as the present 
high school cafeteria and equipped 
to serve two lines at once; two small 
activity rooms; boiler room; and 
storage apace.

Ample Shower Equipment 
In *he north wing will bo the 

gymnasium and shower and dress­
ing rooms. The gymnasium will be 
~ |fee t by 00 feet, large enough for 
two practice courts, and will be 
equipped with a partition which 
will make it pisslble for both boys’ 
and girls' gym classes to be con­
ducted at the same time. Folding 
bleachers will be used in the gym.

Two large shower rooms will be 
provided for boys, making It possible 
for visiting teams to have a separate 
dressing room. In contrast to the 
present 7 showers shared by Junior 
and Senior High girls, plans call for 
24 shower booths for girls. TTle 
girls’ physical education Instructor 
will have an office adjoining the 
girls’ showers. Storage rooms fbr 
athletic equipment »711 be above tlie 
shower rooms.

Mrs. Kelley Gives 
Egg Demonstration 
For Bell HD Club

“The secret ot success in rooking 
eggs and dishes in which eggs pre­
dominate is to cook slowly at mod­
erate even heat,” Mrs. Julia E. 
Kelley, home demonstration agent, 
told members of Bell club in the 
regular meeting at the home of 
Mrs Roland Dauer.

Bolling temperature toughens 
whites of eggs," continued Mrs. 
Kelley. “For soft, cooked eggs or 
for hard cooked eggs with tender 
whites, start the eggs in cold water 
to cover, supported on a rack. Heat 
the water gradually to simmering, 
but do. not let it boil. The tempera­
ture of the water should not be al­
lowed to go higher than 1S5 degrees 
For soft cooked eggs remove from 
fire when the water simt iers, cover 
the pan, and let stand for a tew 
minutes, about four minutes in me­
dium soft boll stage. The length of 
time required must be found by ex­
perience. For hard cooked eggs, con­
tinue the cooking over a  low fire for 
30 minutes after the water simmers 
and keep it below boiling. To poach 
eggs, break them into boiling salted 
water to cover ifi a shallow pan and 
Immediately remove from die tire, 
cover and let stand for about five 
minutes.

"In whatever way they are served, 
eggs are a good source of efficient 
protein and some of the minerals 
and vitamins needed for building 
the body and keeping it healthy. 
Remember eggs may be served In 
any meal in a variety of ways."

Here Is a suggestion to Pampa s fact-finding com­

mittee, the committee named to seek out facts to 
determine whether private ownership or municipal 
ownership of electric power is better for Pampa:

Let the committee ask the mayors of all cities that 
have abandoned municipal ownership, Just why they 
abandoned It.

I t is logical to believe that cities which already have 
tried municipal ownership and then abandoned it 
ought to be a pretty good source of information. 
They can tell you what’s wrong.

A few years ago a citizens' committee at Iowa City, 
Iowa, asked the mayors of 100 cities in the United 
States their reasons for abandoning municipal own­
ership.

Here are some of the reasons the Iowa citizens' 
committee got:

1. They lacked money to rebt !ld the plant.
2. Too small a plant had beet, installed and 

they were unable to meet the demands for 
service.

3. Municipal rates were too high, and they 
found they could get cheaper, more efficient 
service from private companies.

4. Too much politics.
5. Lacked money for necessary repairs.
6. Condition of obsolescence and inefficiency 

in plant.
■ 7. Bonds due with no money on hand to 
meet them.

8. City taxes, as a result of municipal own­
ership, were too high.

The Iowa citizens' committee got its dope from 
towns and cities of all sizes, but regardless of size the 
story was the same—municipal plants did not come 
up to expectations.

Another Business Killer
The bright boys down in Washington, in their des­

peration to find new sources to tax to stave off the 
day of reckoning when the heavy hand of taxation 
will fall ‘'directly'' on the working man and average 
citizen to save this country from bankruptcy, have 
hit upon a new idea—namely, a tax upon income taxes 
paid.

In other words, if you pay $100 Income tax, you 
would be assessed another $10 on that tax. It is re­
ported that promoters of this tax believe a super-tax 
is desirable because it would not affect consumption.

Commenting on the hypocrisy of such wishful reas­
oning, Raymond Moley, in Newsweek of January 22. 
says: "Increaring the amount a man pays for' taxs 
presumably will take away from either what he saves 
or what he spends. . . .  I t  will pry loose private sav­
ings and route them into the Treasury. To the extent 
that it dobs, it will prevent them from flowing into 
the capital investment market. It will be of a piece 
with those very spending policies that have acted as 
business deterrents. I t  will impede investment in pri­
vate enterprise and impede re-employment. If, on the 
other hand, this tax is not in large part paid out of 
savings. It will be paid out of what would otherwise 
be spent, consumed. It must therefore directly affect 
consumption.”

The tax spenders are coming to the end of their rope 
when they argue that $10 added tax on each $100 in 
taxes a man pays, will not affect consumption. Take 
$10 out of your pocket, and see if you have it to spend 
for shoes.

FAIL TO EXPLAIN CAUSE OF 
UNEMPLOYMENT

It will be noted that no advocate of collective 
bargaining or of the New Deal will, ever attempt 
to logically explain why there is unemployment. 
The reason the advocates of collective bargaining 
will not attempt logically to explain, is because 
they get themselves in an awful trap, because 
they arc advocating the very things that are bound 
to cause unemployment.

Because so many people, w i t h o u t  experi­
ence in collective bargaining, do not understand 
Its principles, is one of the primary reasons wc 
have unemployment. The way to test any prin­
ciple is to enlarge it or reduce it to a small size 
so that the principle can be easily understood. Let 
us illustrate.

If the world were composed of only three men 
and all they wanted or were able to get was fish 
and rabbits and it required twice as much time, 
skill or energy to catch a pound of rabbits as a 
pound of fish, and the pound of one satisfied the 
human want equal to the other, and an equal 
amount of both was required, then there would 
be one man catching fish and two men catching 
rabbits and a pound of rabbits would exchange for 
two pounds of fish.

Collective Bargaining Interference
Under this condition, there would be no unem­

ployment and no friction. But, now let us suppose 
that collective bargaining enters the domain oi 
three men and those who are catching the rab­
bits proclaim that one pound of rabbits must ex­
change for three pounds of fish, instead of two, as 
was normally done under a free exchange basis. 
Then the men catching rabbits will be idle one- 
third ut the time and all of the men will be oblig­
ed to do without one-third of the rabbits they 
formerly Had. V_

It makes no difference whether there are three, 
a hundred or a hundred million men and the wants 
are two items or millions, as they are in our so­
ciety, the principle is exactly the same. Any time 
that collective bargaining sets an arbitrary ex­
change value in money for any service, it will a t­
tract more men and they will have to share work. 
The result will be that the production will be re­
duced and the standard of living of all the people 
will be greatly lowered. A man will be idle part of 
the time rather than work full time in the unre-. 
stricted fields1 for the same reward they can get 
working part time in the restricted field. He will 
prefer to work six hours catching rabbits rather 
than nine hours catching fish.

The cause of unemployment is exactly as simple 
as the above illustration. The columns of this 
naper are open to any believer in collective bar­
gaining advocating the closed shop, to explain 
the fallaciousness of this simple Ulus' ration.

But those who advocate collective bargaining 
are like ostriches. They prefer darkness, secrecy. 
Their actions are not in harmony with the gen­
eral welfare and they have to onerate under cover.

WASHINGTON. Feb 26 —British interference with 

U. S. communications to Europe isn't always based 
strictly on military necessity.

Last fall a small American steel company got a 
query from a firm In Norway, which wanted to buy 
some steel if the price was right. The American com­
pany met the Norwegians' price, sent off a cable to 
that effect, and waited for an order.

The order never came. Some time later the Ameri­
cans had a chance to investigate. They found the cable 
had got as far as England and then had stopped. The 
Norwegians never got It, assumed the American firm 
wasn’t Interested—and, a few days later, placed the 
order with a British firm (which they had never 
heard of before) which just happened to submit the 
same price for the same bill of goods.

NEW GOAL

Back of the transfer of M. L Wilson from the 
under-secretaryship of Agriculture to the post of Di­
rector of Extension is a program for educating farm­
ers to the importance of diversified farming—and.

Various authorities estimate that 
as many as 5 per cent cf the pea 
pie of the United States are feeble­
minded. A feeble-minded person is 
not insane. He is one whose mind 
has not fully developed.

I t Is rather difficult to say just 
what is a normal mind and what Is 
a subnormal mind. Therefore, tests 
have been developed which are 
known as intelligence tests. Accord­
ing to these intelligence tests, we 
can rate human betngs as being 
normal, less than normal and ab­
solutely abnormal.

The normal human being has an 
intelligence quotient which is based 
on a test with a rating of 90 to 110. 
If his rating is trom 80 to 90. he is 
said to te  dull, and a rating from 
70 to 80 puts him cn the borderline. 
A rating below 70 indicates feeble­
mindedness.

The various degrees cf feeble­
minded persons have been classified 
as high grade, middle grade and 
low grade morons: Imbeciles and 
Idiots.

How often have you heard it 
said that the farmer who “lives 
at home,” tha t is, who produces 
on the farm whatever he needs, 
is "getting by?" Except with the 
government subsidies, there Isn’t 
a farmer who is “getting by” in 
the sense that he is making a liv­
ing on the farm. I t is true that 
there are a  certain number of 
fanners who, during the years of 
prosperity, accumulated sufficient 
capital to own a farm and teams 
and tools and equipment, who 
have cut their expenses down to 
the starvation point and are mak­
ing no provision for repairs and 
replacement, who for the mo­
ment arc "getting by” in a sense 
just as any other person who hat 
accumulated capital, even thougt 
he may have no income from that 
capital or otherwise, is getting by, 
simply by gradually consuming 
his capital, and the experience 
will be the same in both cases— 
that after a  certain length of 
time, without income and with­
out replacement and repairs, the 
capital will be exhausted and the 
“getting by” will be at an end.

No farmer can "live a t home” 
for the simple reason that there 
isn’t  a day that he is not com­
pelled to consume commodities 
which he cannot produce him­
self . . . The doctrine of "living 
at home,” so knowingly preariied 
by the city banker, has merit 
only because in the effort to live 
at home, the farmer can get away 
from a one-crop proposition; he 
can distribute his risks; and above 
all, he can so arrange his working 
program that he may have oppor­
tunity to apply his labor through­
out every day of the year instead 
of on just a small number of 
days, as would be the case in a 
one-crop activity. The effort to 
live a t home, in other words, gives 
him an opportunity to put in a 
larger part of his time in con­
structive work, and beyond that 
it has very little merit economic­
ally.

I was asked the other day why 
<t is if we have had a protective 
tariff for many years that the 
farm er is ju st now becoming so 
desperate about it. The answer is 
simple. In the first place, as long 
as the farmer had an abundance 
of virgin soil to work with, he 
could extract from his land a liv­
ing for himself and at the same 
time a bonus for the manufac­
turer; but as erosion and con­
stant use have reduced the fer­
tility of the land, it has become 
yiore and more difficult to do this 
And in the second place, the ta r­
iff schedules, because of the in­
satiable greed of the beneficiar­
ies thereof, have been increased 
constantly at an unthinkable 
rate. In 1923, the ad valorem ta r­
iff rates averaged 23 per cent; in 
1928, they were raised to 38 per 
cent, and In 1930, to 53 per cent. 
The average of these rates is 
now nearly two and one-half 
times as high as they were in 
1923.

Is it any wonder that, accord-, 
ing to the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture, as compar­
ed with the years 1910 to 191t 
the price received today for cot­
ton and cottonseed is 74 per cent, 
while the price paid by the cot­
ton farmer for things he must 
buy is 122 per cent? The price 
for the manufactured articles 
which he must buy is, of course, 
much higher than this figure. 
This constantly increasing spread, 
the result of protection, between 
the price the farmer gets for his 
product and the price that he 
pays for what he needs is the 
thing that has impoverished agri­
culture, whose plight was appar­
ent long before this depression 
was thought of, and will continue 
long after this depression is end­
ed.

To me, it has been amusing tn 
see the change that has come m -r  
(he voters of the Middle West 
during the last 10 or 15 y*?ars, 
as they have finally begun to 
realize that they have been the 
victims of a perfect racket. They 
have felt the pain, but they 
haven’t fully determined lust 
what it comes from. “Agrarian 
revolution" is what we call it. 
As a result, we have seen our 

>Government during the last few 
'years make strenuous but ridic­
ulous efforts to correct the sit­
uation without going directly to 
the real trouble. We have had 
plow-under programs, prosperity 
from scarcity philosophy, bonuses 
for producing less, etc., ali of 
which, although temporarily re­
lieving agriculture’s pain, are de­
moralizing the whole economic 
setup and leading lo ultimate 
disaster.

ou r government's agricultural 
program has thrown thousands 
at laborers out of work, and mil­
lions of acres, which heretofore 
have been devoted to the pro­
duction of cotton, are now idle 
or devoted to some less produc­
tive use. These governmental 
regulations have led to a degree 
sf regimentation and bureaucrat­
ic control that is a little less 
than horrible. I had never dream­
ed that the political philosophy 
of this country could so far de­
part from our traditional con­
ception of the private ownership 
of property, and 1 do not yet be­
lieve that the American peo­
ple will accept such an order 

■tly.
the gov-
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and on the surface, relieved the. 
farmer's distress and avoided 
cnaos and politlc.tl breakdown,
and the continuing of such ex­
periments, howevei unsound, will 
serve the usetul purpose of es­
tablishing by a process of elim­
ination, the fact that there is 
only ane road to permanent ag­
ricultural relief and general sta­
bility.

What is the remedy? Over the1 
long pull there is only one reme-1 
dy. and that is a radical revision 
downward of the protective ter- 
iff . . . The reciprocal trade 
agreements, recently but only 
temporarily inaugurated, are a 
step in the right direction. The 
trouble with them is that thev 
are a dose of medicine adminis­
tered in a coating of sugar. They 
are an effort to cure the patient 
in spite of himself. They arc an 
attempt to circumvent the real 
issue . . .

The following are a few eco­
nomic truths pertaining to tb« 
tariff, as I sec them;

1. The protective tariff does 
not increase the average "real’’ 
wages of labor in the protected 
country; not even of labor en­
gaged in the protected industry.

2. The capital invested in the 
protected industry reaps all of 
the benefit of the 'protection,” 
and shares not one penny of it 
with the labor engaged therein.

3. The protective tariff does 
not raise the average standard of 
living in the protected country; 
in fact, it lowers the average 
standard of living by encourag­
ing uneconomic and inefficient 
production, which, in turn, low­
ers the total production in the 
protected country.

4. Those who pay all of the 
protection under the nrutectivs
tariff are the capital Invested in, 
the unprotected activity and the, 
labor generally.

5. The toll, in added costs tO' 
American consumers of commod- 
it.es protected by the tariff, 
amounts to several billion dol-
ars each y«-ar.

6. The only plausible argu-i 
ments that have ever befen ad­
vanced in favor of the protective] 
tariff are: (a) The ’’infant in-' 
dustry" argument; (b) the “ne-j 
cessity in time of war” argument.! 
If governmental aid for these' 
reasons were considered advis­
able, the fair and honest way to 
accomplish it would be by di­
rect subsidy out of the gen—al 
tax funds, so that 'both the re­
ceiver and the payer of the sub­
sidy would know the extent of 
the burden and the recipient 
thereof.

7. There was a time when the 
tariff produced most of the reve­
nue needed by this government, 
but for many years the revenue 
produced by the tariff has b«en 
a very small part of the total 
needed by the government.

8. The fact that a large per­
centage of imports come in duty, 
free has no bearing whatsoever 
upon the economic effects of the 
duties that "protect.”

9. The fact that the tariff does 
not vr crease the price of many 
commodities covered by the ta r­
iff schedules has no bearing what­
soever upon the economic effects 
of the duties that do cause in­
creased prices to American con­
sumers . . .

If you think there Is anything 
new in the idea that the pro­
tective tariff will sap the life 
of the agricultural sections, read 
“Tne South Carolina Exposit on” 
by John C. Calhoun, and you will 
find that he described perfect­
ly, more than 100 years ago the 
conditions under which the cot­
ton fanner is now living. His 
only mistake was in the timing. 
He didn't know, of course, that 
the great fertile fields of the 
Middle West and the Southwest 
were going to be developed, and, 
therefore, he did not know that 
so much time would elapse be­
fore his prediction would be­
come true.

The Civil War crushed the 
spirit and the power of the South, 
so that there could be no further 
effective resistance from the cot­
ton and tobacco growing regions. 
The great com and wheat grow­
ing sections of the Middle West 
were being rapidly settled with 
people from the North and East, 
who were disposed to favor the 
political party which was cred­
ited with “saving the Union.” the 
champion ot the protective tariff. 
Their soil was virgin and prac­
tically free. Burdensome export­
able surpluses did not develop un­
til many years later. In conse­
quence. the corn and wheat farm­
ers went gayiy along suppo.ting 
politically ever-increasing levies 
upon themselves for the benefit 
of the industrial East, totally un­
aware that this process of con­
stantly increasing the cost of pro­
ducing their own products must 
eventually make it imposs'blc for 
them longer to compete in the 
world markets, when disaster 
would be upon them.

Never was a profnunder truth 
spoken than the statement by 
Walter Lippmann recently to the 
effect that "For the fact of the 
m atter is, to put it brutally, 'h a t 
in the long period of Republican 
rule aftsr the Civil War, the 
iouth has had the status of a 
colony, and tlie net effect o ' the 
nation’s commercial policy has 
been to keep the South Impov­
erished." . . .

How long this racket will 
tinue, 1 would not underta! 
say—certainly until an enlight­
ened public 'is aroused to the 
point of demand.ng a change of 
nolicy. The problem of education

HELSINKI, Feb. 26 (API—Soviet 
Russia has lost 100,000 men, by 
the estimate of a foreign military 
observer, in bending the Manner- 
heim Line enough to threaten Vii- 
puri.

Tills observer said that 4,000 Red 
soldiers kiUed had been the aver­
age price enacted dally ror the gains 
that have carried Russia's hammer- 
and-sickle banner, since the stayt 
of the big push Feb. 1, to a point 
within a few miles of VUpuri.

Finland’s aggregate loss has not 
been disclosed.

The Red army has exerted the 
greatest pressure on the western 
extremity of the Karelian Isthmus 
front, the gulf of Finland end, with 
the result that Finns acknowledge 
a spearhead within eight miles ol 
VUpuri, In peacetime Finland's third 
largest city with a population of 
about 74,000.

There were unconfirmed reports 
that Finland’s island fortress Koi- 
visto, 20 miles south of VUpuri. h$d 
fallen (a Russian claim of several 
days standing), but the official 
Finnish version was that the de­
fenders were stUl holding out.

(The latest Russian communlqye, 
issued early today, reported occu­
pation of 28 more defensive forti­
fications, bringing to 762 the total 
of such positions reported taken 
since the Isthmus offensive was 
started.

General Pershing sent a docu­
ment to the Allied supreme war 
council In October 30. 1938 setting 
forth the reasons why he beUeved 
an armistice was then Ul-advised.

In it he asserted that by "ac­
cepting the principle of a negotia­
ted peace rather than a dictated 
peace the Allies would Jeopardize 
the moral position they now hold 
and possibly lose the chance act­
ually to secure world peace on 
terms that would Insure perman­
ence.’’

Although he counselled forcing 
Germany to lay down arms un­
conditionally, the American World 
War commander xM  It an armis- 
tifce was' granted^'the\ terms should 
be so |1gld theft unfler no circum­
stances could Germany take up 
arms.” .

In reality, he added, the armistice 
permitted the Germans to march 
back "with colors flying and bands 
playing, and posing as ‘victims Of 
political conditions.’ ”

the railroad commission, oil regu 
latory body, purposedly disregarded 
the federal bureau's recommenda­
tion on grounds its figures "lagged” 
behind those actually shown by de- 
mind.

The former compact commission 
chairman said crude storage figures 
generally were misleading In that 
only a small percentage was avail-! 
able for 'immediate dispatch.”

Of the 300.000.000 barrels storage 
reported east of the Rockies, he 
said, only 67,000.000 was readily 
available. In Tutas the Humble 
Oil and Refining company reported 
crude stocks of 11,000.000 barrets, of 
which 200,000 could be quickly 
moved into trade channels, the re­
mainder being in pipe lines and 
tank bottotns

The commissl n left the status 
of the East Texas field virtually un­
changed. ordering 13 as against the 
current 12 non-producing days and 
leaving the basic allowable at 600,- 
000 barrels daily.

The method of distributing al­
lowable In the vast pool has been 
attacked successfully by two oper­
ators and a three-judge federal 
court has announced it will enjoin 
the order as it applies to those 
operators unless the commission re­
vamps Its plan cf East Texas pro­
ration. Members pointed o u t. the 
court had given thé commission un­
til M arch'1 to alter the schedule or 
appeal the case and no decision lias 
betn reached.

The T e l e p h o t o  Trans-Ceiver, 
which makes this new service possi­
ble for the Pampa News, Is one of 
the marvels of modern science. 
Smaller than a standard-size type­
writer. it has the power of drawing 
far-off scenes through thousands 
of miles of fine wires; of magically 
transporting those scenes Intact 
over mountains, across rivers, val­
leys and plains.

Fundamentally, this is how the 
Trans-Ceiver works;

The photograph to be transmitted 
is clamped against a drum. A tiny 
beam of light Is thrown against it. 
The drum rotates, and the beam 
works Its way across the photo­
graph In seven minutes, "scanning” 
one-hundredth of an Inch with 
each revolution.

Photo-Electric CeU Is Used
Within the machine, a photo­

electric cell picks up the light re­
flected from the photograph. The re­
flected light varies according to 
the light and dark parts on the 
photograph.

Texas Highway patrolmen J. B. 
Wilkinson and O. C. Reese, both 
stationed at Pampe. were called to 
Wheeler yesterday to Investigate a 
reported hijacking of a Paducah 
trucker, ,10 miles north of Wheeler 
on Highway 83 at noon Sunday.

No arrests have been made to 
date In the case, according to Infor­
mation here.

Sheriff Raymond Waters of 
Wheeler said last night that C. V. 
Wells, toe trucker, reported to him 
that two men driving a 1939 sedan, 
stopped him about 10 miles north of 
Wheeler and took $135 from him at 
gunpoint.

(Continued From Paga l)
grounds for injunctive relief. If 
this bill should not bring about toe 
complete federal control desired, toe 
objective involves the enactment of 
such other legislation as-might be 
necessary to this end.”

Opposes ‘Hoarding’
In summarizing the industry’s ob­

jections to toe measure. Hunter said 
toe Industry Itself believed in con­
servation, but not a "hoarding” of 
resources. He said lt believed con­
servation was a state function, ad­
ding;

"Federal control would complicate, 
duplicate, make more expensive, 
more arbitrary, and less effective, 
the whole machinery of conserva-' 
tlon.'

Hunter said federal control could 
not be Justified from toe standpoint 
of national defense, because “the 
Industry can readily supply without 
waste any requirements of toe army 
and navy and for all civilian uses 
during war.”

Discussing charges “waste” oc­
curred in production In Illinois. 
Hunter said that even If there should 
be as much as 25 per cent waste In 
Illinois (and he did not concede 
this) with no improvement through­
out the life of Us estimated reserve 
of 430.000.000 barrels, "the total 
quantity lost would be sufficient to 
supply toe national demand for toe 
period of one month only.”

He said further of Illinois that 
while current production there was 
high and caused “dislocation" by 
displacing oil from other states, "we 
feel confident that this condition Is 
temporary and will be corrected 
either by the enactment and en­
forcement of a state conservation 
law or by natural decline in pro­
duction.”

To End W ar

When we come to analyze the 
latsst war-aim speeches of British 
Premier Chamberlain and Fuehrer 
Hitler—not overlooking the circum­
stance:: surrounding them—lt strikes 
me that to? can at least say they 
haven't damaged the cause of peace.

Hie worst one could claim for 
them would be that they hadn't 
brought us any nearer to war’s end.

Thjs Isn't a suggestion that toe 
appointed hour for peace has ar­
rived. However, we have heard 
nothing from Messrs Chamberlain 
and Hitler to alter toe belief held 
by many that both would rejoice 
if somebody should come along and 
perform toe miracle of discovering 
a formula which would permit of 
to ; opening of peace negotiations.

Our satisfaction must come front 
the knowledge that a very general 
desire for peace does exist among 
all the bellig-rents. With that wo 
must admit the miracle of peace 
would appear to Involve, a tremend­
ous personal sacrifice on the part 
of Herr Hitler as leader of the 
reich.

Premier Chamberlain’s speech 
was almost coincident srith the ar­
rival In Italy of Sumner Welles, 
President Roosevelt's personal emis­
sary to investigate toe prospects of 
peace. One would Incline to the 
idea that Mr. Chamberlain was re­
stating his position for toe benefit 
of Undersecretary of State Welles.

Chamterlaln was firm - but not 
violent. He reiterated* that the al­
lies wouldn’t  deal with toe pres­
ent German government, and once 
more in effect invited the German

people to get rid of toelr 
rulers. No reference was made 
Nazllsm as such.

That is tmnortan* t-  —ri~i»*iittr 
ImvuuK! It might mean that while» 
the allies undoubtedly are out to 
get Hitler personally, and to “crush 
Hitlerism.” they would be willing 
under some circumstances to deal 
with a reconstructed government 
under, ray, some such leader as 
Field Marshal Hermann Goering. 
This would assume that sufficient 
guarantees of good falto were forth­
coming.

The premier repeated that Czecho­
slovakia and Poland must be re­
stored, but lt was noticeable he 
made no reference to Austria. 1. 
which recently has bs«n mentioned 
by allied statesmen as on the list 
for restoration. He declared that 
the allies "do not desire the de­
struction of any people," but his * 
most notable overture to toe Ger­
man public was Uve promise that 
when Germany “Is ready to give 
reliable proof of her good wlU 
she will not find otoers lacking and 
they will help her over the eco­
nomic difficulties that will accom­
pany the transition from war to 
peace.”

Such an appropriation. Barkley 
declared, would necessitate either 
additional taxes or an Increase in 
the (45.000.000.000 national debt 
limitation.

Although President Roosevelt did 
not provide for parity funds In his 
budget, several senators have pre­
dicted he would approve their In­
clusion by Congress.
