British Planes
Raid Nazi Bases

LONDON:; Jan. 19 (#)—Advices
that the royal air force had struck
again at German north sea bases
reached London today—25 years to
the day since the first German Zep-
pelins droned in from the north sea
to bomb England in the world war.

However, the air ministry said it
had no information to confirm dis-
patches from Tonder, Denmark, in-
dicating that raids were carried out
last night .against the German sea-
plane base, the Jsland of Syit, and
possibly the naval base of Helgo-
land, anotheyr north sea island.

Meanwhile, in maritime warfare
& German submarine was blamed for
th.e loss of the British tanker Inver-
dargle, 9456 tons, which went down
in flames off the southwest English
coast Tuesday. The crew of 45 or
46 believed to have periShed.

(At least 2,973 lives and 318 ships
of an aggregate tonnage of 1,127.-
3565 are known to have been lost by
belligerents and neutrals in the war
at sea.)

Apparently linked with Britain's
economic war effort was a decision
announced last night to suspend for
three months import of American
surplus cotton under a cotton-rub-
ber barter deal.

On the home front, Scotland
Yard's Saabotage squad delved into
the cause of explosjons which took
five lives and injured 30 persons
yesterday at a munitions plant near
London. Indicating possible sabo-
tage was a report that authorities
had been tipped several days ago
that “accidents might happen” in
Itho plant.

Church Opposes
'Educahon Program

MEXICO CITY, Jan. 19 (#—The
| Catholic church today publicly de-
clared its opposition to the consti-
tutional amendment establishing
“social education” throughout Mex-
ico and urged members of the
church to work for modification of
the measure.

Taking an open stand on a con-
troversial issue which has stirred the
republic and been the subject of
bitter political debate, the office of
the archbishop of Mexico declared:

“Notwithstanding reforms made in
the original proposal, the amend-
ment does not satisfy the conscience
of Catholics.”

The pronouncement of the arch-
bishop said in part:

“The episcopacy urges Catholics
to watch with the responsibility and
interest of parents over the souls of
their children to keep them from
the grave dangers threatening their
faith and customs, and to keep on
working to obtain a convenient
modification of the educational
measure.”

The statement warned, however,
that the work for reform “must
proceed without violence and within
the spirit of Christian conduct, since
it is the duty of Christians to re-
spect civil authority.”

Reopening his criticism of the |
Dominion government, Premier
Mitchell Hepburn at Toronto yes-
terday rushed through lhe liberal-
dominated Legislature motion |
censuring the “little offort made
in the war.

Hepburn threatened to resign if
the motion did not carry and it pass-
ed, 44 to 10.

Political circles were stirred by the
attack, saying it was one of the few
times in Parliamentary history that
a provincial government had taken
such drastic action in war time.

Telling newspapermen he would
reserve his answer for Parliament,
Prime Minister Mackenzie King de-
clared:

“The government does not in-
tend to permit Canada’s war effort
to be prejudiced by fostering any
controversy which does not permit
the most complete presentation and
consideration of all relevant facts.”

Hepburn based his objections on
charges that Canadian troops were
inadequately equipped and that the
government was slow in making
Canada an effective arsenal. He
also attacked the recent sale of a
million bushels of Canadian wheat
to Soviet Russia whom he called “a
potential enemy.”

MEASURING WHAT KACH MAN RRODUCES

There are two ways of measuring what each
man produces. The first is by some arbitra.y in-
dividual, or group of indiviguais, deciding what
each man should receive. This is the way it is done
in Russia, Germany and dtaly. We are rapidly
appreaching this method.

The other way, and the way set down by the
Declaration of Independence and the Constitution
of the United States and the Sermon on the Mount,
is to permit a free market for labor and services.

This is the true democratic way because it per-
mits every consumer to yvote, by buying or not
buying what each producer's services are worth.

Collective bargaining, tariffs, prorates, discrimi-
natory taxes, bank laws that' permit bankers to
stealthily misuse bank credit, all interfere with
the true and only democratic way of measuring
whut each man produces.

No wonder we have c¢onfusion with 10,000,000
peopde out of work for the longest period in our
history and 30 or 40 million more people under-
employed. It is because we have mixed the two
systems and the hybrid will not work. We must
either decide that we want some dictator or the
majority to decide, or we must decide to re-ap-
proach the plan intended hy the Constitution of the
United Statés to permit all people, instead of the
majority as we are doing more and more, to par-
ticipate by buying on a free market in. measuring
what each man produces. That will be justice, “hat
will be liberty; that will be freedom; that will be
true democracy; that will be following the teach-
ings of Jesus. i

TAXES AND THE CONSUMER

For a quarter of a century, in the United States
and, in fact, all over the world, the doctrine has
been spread that there is some magical way of
taxing which does not fgll on the consumer.

Most peogple think that an inheritance or
come tax is not paid by the consumer.,

It is paid by the consumer because it reduces
tke tools—the capital. And, consequently, re.iuces
production so that every consumer has to give a
larger fraction of his life for the things that he
wants and peeds.

As Bastiat said nearly a century ago, “Is it not
an incontestable axiom in political ecomomy that
taxes ultimately fall on the consumer?”

On the same subject, as to free exchanges, he
said, “If commerce were free, what use would you
have for your great standing armies and powerful

MR. WALLACE'S PET RABBIT BY ANOIHER
. NAME
(Pasadens Star-News)
Secretary of Agriculture Hepry A. Wallace has
not pulled another rabbit out of his hat to present

to the farmers of the United States. He has pull-
ed out an old rabbit and called it by another
name. The rabbit used to be known as “‘process-
irg tax,” but now it is the ‘“certificate plan.” The

proposal is to levy a tax on those who buy the
farmers’ crops of wheat, ¢otfon and rice; but the'
doubtless would be only a beginning. If adopted
the certificate plan probably would be rapidly ex-
tended to other branches of agriculture.

Secretary Wallace defends the proposed tax as a
means to “‘bring about parity relationships befween
prices and incomes of agriculture and other in-
dusiries.” In making that defense, he takes his
stand on ground where he has a certain advantage.
Everybody knows that agriculture has not had
parity and is entitled to parity. In other words, i
1= a matter of reeord that prices of farm products
have fallen in the last 15 years below the level of
other prices, so that 1t is apparent that this dis-
parily works a bardship on the farmer, and is
unjust.

The argument staris when the question is what
should bé "done to aid the farmer. When the
processing tax was levied early in the Roosevelt ad-
ministration, its constitutionality was challenged,
and the United States Sllpl eme Court ruled against
it. The “certificate plan’ appears {0 be ap attempt
to get avound the judicial veto and arrive at the
same goal by a slightly different route.

Among the maost common of all
conditicns affecting the fingars is
the one called a bone felon or “run-
round.” Usually the finger becomes
infected through a wound or through
damage to the skin in some manner.

In a recent serics of cages, the
first was the resull of penetration
of the thumb by a piece of wire; the
second, penetration of the index
finger with a safety pin; third, pen-
¢tration of the index finger with a
needle.

After the puncture occurs, germs
get into the weund and set up an
infection. Usually little attention is
paid to the injury until pus forma-
tion begins. Then there is swelling,
tenseness, inflammation and pain.
Home remedies are usually applied,
such as paibhting with various anti-
septics, heating, doric acid packs
and similar treatments; but fre-
guently the condition becomes worse.

What has happened is that the in-
fection has penetrated to the bone
and has involved the covering of
the bone.

QOnee an infectign of this type has
occurred, there is little to be gained
by moderate methods of treatment.
It  is absolutely necessary to re-
moye the infection coxnpletelv This

cans npot only evacuation of all
the pus from the soft tissyes, but,
in some instances, attention to the
covering of the bone as well. Then
it is necessary to apply wel dress-
ings of hat antiseptic solutions for
a long period to make certain that
the infection is brought complgtely
under control.

Unless this is done, it is quite pos-
sible for the infection to spread up
the hand and arm along the line
of thée lymphatics and to produce
a generalized infection of the entire
body.

Most of us like to think that we
are big enough and strong enough
to disregard minor scraiches of the
skin or punctures of the soft tissues
of the body, but it is not safz fo
disregard any penetrating injury
becatse of the seripusness associated
with generalized infections.

THE DIES COMMITIEER
One important, immediate mat-

ter for decision at the present
session of Congress is whether
the work of the Dies Compittee
shall be continued. There is
large public interest in this gues-
tion. The other night we bad
a lively debate aver the topic,
in which I held the affirmative,
over the Town Hall of the Air,
in New York.

It was once said of a great
Americap that “we love him for
the enemies he has made.” Who
#re the enemies of the Dies
Committee? Who wants it dis-
continued? Here are a few,—
Earl Browder, under indictment;
Fritz Kuhn, now in prison; the
Communist party, the Bund, the
Daily Worker, the New Masses,
the New Republic, the Nation,
Labor's Non-Partisan = League,
The American Youth Con S,
The American Studént nion,
which has just given its blessing
to Russia’'s attack on Finland;
the American League for Peace
and Democracy, the Workers Al-
liance, Secretary Ickes and Mad-
am Perkins. All of these were
also behind the bill to pack the
Supreme Court, they all favored
the *“dictatorship” reorganization
bill, they all applauded the at-
tempt to purge mocratic Sen-
ators in 1938. We judge the ob-
jection by the aobjectors. “By
their fruits ye shall know them.”

The American League for Peace
and Pemocracy is the largest
group fighting the Dies Commit-
tee.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 1§ (#—The
Bureau of Mines ‘today estimated
the rewiuscy IAargss demand for
domestic crude oil at 102,340,000 bar-
rels for the month, or 3,539,000 daily.

This, officials said, was 40700
barrels or 1 per cemt less than the
estimated January demand and 7
per cent more than the actual de-
mand of last Februsry.

PFebruary demands for motor fuel,
the bureau said, likely would total
37,300,000 barrels or 4 per cent more
than the actual demand last Febru-
ary.

The bureau estimated moter, fuel
exports for February at 2 800,000
barrels compared with 3,800,000 in
January.

It estimated crude oil exports at
5,000,000 barrels compared with §.-
700,000 for January and with actual
exports of 4810,000 last February.

Officials estimated stocks of fin-
ished and unfinished gasoline as of
November 30 at 76,790,000 barrels.
With an increase of 6,800,000 barrels
in finished stocks in February, they
said stocks at the end of the month
should approximate 06,000,000 bar-
rels.

Officials reported an indicated
gain ‘in ‘the demand for ‘all oils of 6
per cent above the relatively high
levels of last year.

Daily average crude oil production
and runs to stills during the fotr
weeks December 3 to 30 were 3,-
776,000 and 3,429,000 barrels, res-
pectively. During this period total
c¢rude oil stocks increased 3,444,000
barrels, 47,000 of which were for-
eign, leaving a net increase in do-
mestic stocks of 3,393,000 barrels or
121,000 barr:ls daily.

The burean said the apparent de-
mand for domestic crude during the
period was 3,655,000 barrels daily.

Law Would Hasten
Notary Appoiniments

Texas citizens who wish appeint-
ments as notaries public may 'be
permitted to make application di-
rectly to the secretary of state, in-
stead of waiting until the legisla-
ture is in session, if a new law passed
by the 46th legislature last year is
approved by the voters as an amend-
ment to the constitution next No-
vémber.

In the past persons wishing to
become notaries had to file their
names with the secretary of the
state during sessions of the legis-
lature.

This have proven an ingonveni-
ence in cases where towns have
“boomied” and there has been a sud-
den need of papers to be notarized,
when ‘there were only 6ne or two
notaries in the town.

To become. a notary & person must
be 21 or more years old and a resi-
dent of the county for which appli-
jeation is made. Appointments termi-
[nate on June 1 of odd-numbered
Years

If the amendment does not carry,
the act providing that notaries pub-
lic may be appointed at any time
by the secretary of state will be e-
clared nuu md void.

NEW YORK, Jan. 19 #-Bil
Bingham, who directs athletics at
Harvard,is looking ahead to the day
when colleges will be able to con-
duct their sperts programs: without

being dependent on gate receipts.

Bingham told the Touchdown club
of New York last night that he was
entirely in accord with those who
deplore the - preminent position
which gate receipts, from football
specifically, now cccupy the inter-
collegiate sports set-up.

“It's a situation for which we
believe we have found the' solution
at Harvard through the creation .of
an athlistic fand,” he said. “That
fund now amounts to slightly less
than $400,000; Of course, it isn't
nearly enough.

“But the day will come~possibly
not- in your time’ or mine-~when
Harvard will finance its entire sports
program - through that fund, and
gate receipts no longer will be es-
sential.”

But Bingham also feels that some
of the current evils for which undue
emphasis on gate receipts is' re-
respensible—proselyting and subsidi-
zation-—can he eliminated in far less
time than it will take Harvard to

Garner Urged To
Enter Name In
Ohio Primary

WASHINGTON, Jan. 19 (#)-—-Ohlo
supporters are urging Vice President
Garner to put his name on the
dotted line under a request for the |
Buckeye state's 52 delegates to the
National Denyocratic convention.
Under Ohib law, those seeking
election as delegates for a particular
candidate must have his writt:n
consent. These statements of consent
must be filed by March 15, well be-
fore the May primary.

Garner was reported today to be
undecided as to whether he should
enter his name in the Ohio contest,
but one ¢f his friends declared he
was leaning toward the view that
a fight for delegates might be the
best political course.

The Ohio situation has raised a
big question mark as to what course
Senator Donahey (D-Ohio) may
pursue. Donahey, a “favorite son”
candidave, did little to clarify it in
a statement yesterday that he had
not decided whether he would file
in the Democratic primary and
that he was not a candidate for
president or vice president.

Arthur L. Limbach, Ohio Demo-
cratic chairman, sald earlier this
week the state d<legation would be
pledged to Donahey but that the
delegates would be quick to vote for
President Roosevelt if a strong
third<term movement developed.
