Strike Closes
Four Chrysler
Auto Plants

(By The Associated Press)

A shutdown of four Chrysler au-
tomobile plants at Detroit was at-
tributed today to a strike at an au-
tomobile upholstery factory in the
same city.

Approximately 18500 Chrysler
workers were made idle by the walk-
out of CIO workers at the plant of
National Automotive Fibres, Inc. Be-
hind the strike was the union’s de-
mand for increased wages upon ex-
piration of the present labor con-
tract August 1.

The present wage scale was not
disclosed, nor was the current rate
at the Wickes boiler plant at Sagi-
naw, Mich., where members of the
Steel Workers Organizing commit-
tee struck, making undisclosed wage
demands. The Wickes fasfory man-
ufactures boilers for army camps.

Federal Conciliator James F. Dew-
ey declared that unless the strike
at the upholstery plant is settled
quickly, other automotive factories
would be affected.

The National Defense Mediation
board called a meeting today to con-
sider a strike at the Sealed Pow
er Corporation, Muskegon, Mich,,
where AFL workmen walked out
Tuesday in a dispute over a union
shop and wages.

FDR To Ask
Four Billions
For Delense

WASHINGTON, July 10 (#)—
Authoritative sources said today
President Roosevelt would ask
congress for $4,700,000,000 of new
army appropriations at once as the
first installment of a new $15,000,
000,000 defense and lend-lease pro-
gram.

The new army appropriation will
be mostly for laying in huge stocks
of ordnance and ammunition, and
also will provide for the purchase of
considerable equipment of various
types, it was said. The request was
said to be for a straight cash ap-
propriation in this instance.

The sources indicated that the
cost of the $15000,00000 requests
now planned by the President would
be delayed for a short while. These
include about $7,000,000 for lend-
lease, a large amount for shipbuild-
ing by the maritime commission, and
a few hundred million for the navy.

ROME, July 10 (#)—Renewal of
vBrlﬂlh air attacks on Italy proper
after a lapse of many weeks was
reported today by the Italian high
command — a low-level daylight
thrust at Syracuse and a blow by
night at Naples which resulted in
14 civillans killed and 30 injured.

Hitler Still
Brief In His
War Report

BERLIN, July 10 (#—The Ger-
man high command, .still brief in its
report on the war in Russia, declar-
ed today that “operations in the
east are progressing relentlessly” and
reported the capture of the Russian
fortified town of Salla, on the Fin-
nish frontier, after a Red army di-
vision -had been crushed in several
days of battle.

The left wing of the German ar-
my of the Baltic was reported to be
driving two spearheads against the
Russians—one directed at Tallinn,
capital of Estonia, the other aimed
at Leningrad, at the head of the
Gulf of Finland.

Farther north, German forces op-
erating from Finland appeared to be
aiming a thrust at rafl communica-
tions between Leningrad and Mur-
mansk, vital railhead and ice-free
port,

Interest in Berlin centered on
these northern operations as no word
was forthcoming about activities in
the central sector, where bitter fight-
ing was reported in the drive to-
ward Moscow by way of Minsk and
Smolensk.

The high command confined itself
yesterday to the statement that the
fighting was continuing on the en-
tire eastern front, and the reported
capture of Salla was not mention-
ed officially. The news agency, DNB,
announced the fall of Viljandi, Par-
nu in Estonia as well as Ostrov on
the Latvian-Russian border.

The authoritative commentary,
Dienst Aus Deutschlgnd, speaking
of the Arctic drive, said the Ger-
man troops had broken through the
Titowka Heights fortifications after
considerable difficulties since the
terrain prevented the use of artil-
lery.

DNB said the Nazi Luftwaffe was
doing heavily destructive work in the
drive on Tallinn and north from Os-
trov, and declared dive bombers had
destroyed bridges necessary for a
Soviet retreat.

Axis Prisoners
Finding Life A
Bit Less Easy

WASHINGTON, July 10 (#)—Ger-
man and Italian sailors held In
western detention camps have been
finding life a bit less easy, justice
department officiails said today, ever
since the freezing of Axis funds in
the United States.

Probably hardest hit are the 410
members of the crew of the seuttled
German liner Oolumhus stationed
at Fort Stanton, N.

They are not being detalned in the
same sense as the 995 Ttalians at
Fort Missoula, Mont., ‘or the 257
Germans at Fort Lincoln, N. D.
These latter are held for eyestual
deportation on charges of Y=
ing their leave in the United States,
whereas the Columbus crew -has the
status of “distressed seamen.”.

The difference is that the German
government pays the upkeep of the
Columbos crew, while the Knited
States must feed and house tb oth-
ers.

(Continued fom Page 1)
surrender of Beirut, the Lebanese
capital.

In general terms, the Nazis re-
ported the left wing of Germany's
Baltic army was pounding two spear-
heads into Russian defenses—one
directed at Tallinn, capital of Es-
tonia; the other aimed at Leningrad,
Russia’s second biggest city, at the
head of the Gulf of Finland.

Moscow war bulletins said the
Nazis had renewed hard pressure in
three sectors where fighting has
raged for a week—at Ostrov; Po-
lotsk, in the northern tip of White
Russia; and in the Novograd Volyn-
ski region of the western Ukraine.

But the Russians acknowledged
no withdrawals in the face of the
onslaught.

On the central front, of which nei-
ther side had much to say, the Rus-
sians reported driving new counter
attacks against the Germans in the
headwaters of the Berezina, near
Lepel.

German and Finnish reports
claimed gains up to 35 miles into
Soviet territory in pushes east to-
ward the important rail line from
Murmansk to Leningrad.

Britain, urged by Soviet spokes-
man to strike at once in the west
and catch the Germans on two
fronts, was shaking herself free of
pre-occupation in the Middle East,
with firing slackening in Syria and
Lebanon
Gen. Henri Dentz, French com-
mander of the Levant states, asked
terms for an armistice there after
a month of fighting between his
forces and the British and Free
French.

Dispatches from Ankara said two
armed French ships, fleeing from
Beirut to escape seizure, had been
interned in Turkish waters.

Most all of the admirers of the “New DQ‘(:I,"
when asked to write an impersonal rule by which
they determine what is right aad° what i§'wrong,
wifl say'that right and wrong are determined by
the ‘majority.

"But they do not ' say by what majorjty.’
Whether they would permit the majority of all
the people in the werld to determine right or
wrong,“or majority of 'a certain nation. And if
they say that the majority of .a certain nation
would detérmine right and wrong, then of course
they can prevent: other pedple frombeedining &
part of this nation if they have the power té
deferid théir ideas of right and wrong and, thus,
pergetuate théir ideas of right and ‘Wrong, * = *

But this idea and wrong is Pagan. It does
away with nafural laws. It makes the individual
the serf and slave of the majority. It ean Ppre-
vent thé individual from using his inmatiw to
benefit mankind.

It is certainly & strange coneeption of right,
of justice, of goodness, of virtue that js in no way
eonnected with God, or natural law. It is estab-
lished by the changeable will of a changeable
majority.

No Education Needed

And if right is determined by .the majority, as
Negw Dealers seem to think, then why should therve
be any effort made to change the ideas of the
people in order to change their course of aetion,
If- right be majority rule, as the New Dealers
¢laim, then there are no eternal principles, no
eternal tryths, no immutable laws, ‘no o or
sequence of things, no God, no Divine Providence.
Then the majority is God and the individual
amounts to nothing except in determining the
will of the majority. He has no inherent right.

Of course, the idea that the majority deter-
mines right is too preposterous and absurd to be
given serious consideration by a Christian or
rational person.

There can be no peace, Mo progress, no pros-
perity when people come to have the coneeption,
as they are coming to have under the New Deal,
that right is determined by the majority.  Nor
can we have peace when they believe right is
determined by one man—a dictator.

Right is eternal, everlasting and cannot be
changed by the majority or by any man, Right is
nature or God's law. The nearest man has ever
come to comprehending it, is the law of equal

freedom.

There was a time when there were visions of ex-
tending the stamp plan to the whole country. Before
the defense boom got going, it was stimated this could
be done for a mere $300,000,000 or maybe $400,000,000
at the outside. With unemployment and relief reduced
by the business pickup, the job could be done for
less now, but the action of congress in cutting $13,-
000,000 off the SMA appropriation buries any such
expansion for the pext year at least,

DON'T FORGET THOSE VITAMINS

The idea, however, isn't exactly dead. It would rise
from the grave in an instant if some of the free
spenders had their way. Paul V. McNutt, head of the
Federal Security administration, mentioned the desir-
ability of having everybedy full of vitamins in war
times, and of course it would be nice even in peace
times or hard times too.

A more practical approach to the problem comes
from the people, some of them high in SMA, whe: see
in extension of the food stamp plan the possibility
of creating machinery which would cushion the coun-
try against a collapse of the high-riding defense
balloon. Overnight, the food stamp plan, if set up to
operate in eyery community, could be turned to relief
use and to provide insurance against unemployment
and hunger, should the war-industrialized world go
into a tailspin.

Looking ahead to this possibility, Milo Perkins, head
of SMA and father of the stamp plan idea, has hopes
of gradually extending his administration even on
the reduced appropriation which congress has given
him for the next year.

Increased employment helps reduce the ceosts in
most units, as men and women going back to gainful
jobs in private industry leave relief rolls and drop
automatically from stamp plan participation, SMA
estimates now put the number of families eligible
for stamp plan participation at 25 per cent fewer
than at peak activity.

It is on these facts that Perkins bases the belief
that SMA activities can be gradually increased, even
on its 5 per cent reduced budget. There are still
several rather bothersome flies in this soup. One is
the cost of feods which SMA can buy. There are
surpluses of most basic foods, and if prices stay at
present. levels, okay. If they go up, SMA ean'tibuy
the quantities it has bought for the same amount of
money. .

CURTAILMENT WOULD BRING HOWLS

Other annoyances are largely political. The parity
gang thinks SMA should pay parity prices for évery-
thing, and that idea would ' reduce the quantity
purchasable if put into effeet. Another farm bloc
thinks that no Department of Agriculture expendi-
tures should go for relief—all should go ‘for farm
aid, and relief appropriations should be extra.

If for any reason at all the food stamp plan should
have to curtail its activities in any community, you
can expect a teyrible howl from ail eoneerned. Mer-
chants like it, as well as their pelief customers.

Lately, for instance, it has come
in for scattered criticism regarding
its supposed inactivity in matters
bearing on natiopal defense, No-
body of the prominence or lung
power of Rep. Martin Dies has
been hollering this time, nor has
there been a charge of anything
much more serious than apathy.
More important is the fact that
Hollywood, without trying to peddle

a in the guise of enter-
tainment, ought to be able to par-
ticipate vitally jn the. big, hard
and necessary job of getting this
country ready to defend itself.

Hollywood already i5 playing
such a part. It could, if it chose,
rolnt out that the motion picture
ndustry is about theé only busi-
nes which is not maeking any
profit from defense work."In most
cases, ft pays for and donates la-
kor and materials. In other cases,
it works on a straight cost basis.
HIDDEN VIRTUES

You've seen shorts dealing with
the various branches of the armed
=ervices, and with recruiting "and
conscription. You've seen short
shorts in which screen stars give
sales talks for government hends.

Texan Calls On
Lear To Explain
Army Punishment

WASHINGTON, July 10 (#—Rep.
Kilday (D-Tex.) called today on
Lieut. Gen. Ben Lear, commander
of the second army, to explain his
“mass punishment” of 350 soldiers
of the 35th division for whistling and
calling to shorts-clad girls on Mem-
phis, Tenn., golf course last Sunday.

Kilday, 28 house military commit-
teeman, said he contemplated intro-
ducing a resolution to investigate
Lear's “severe punishment” of the
soldiers who were ordered by the
general to repeat their trek, partly
on foot, from Memphis to Camp
Robinson, Ark., 150 miles away.

Asking for an immediate reply,
Kilday wired Lear that newspaper
accounts “all give the very definite
impression that action taken by you
in the name of discipline was actual-
ly to assuage personal resentment
because of remarks directed at you
while not in uniform and your iden-
tity not known.”

The troops were said in press dis-
patches to have yelled at Lear, who
Was on the golf course in civilian
clothes, as well as calling to the girls.
The soldiers were passing through
Memphis in a motor convoy.

In the house, Rep. Dirksen (R-
Ill) asked whether “grouchy old
golfing generals” were going to de-
velop “sour puss soldiers.”

WASHINGTON, July 10 (#—A
vast expansion of the Americaniza- |
tion Instruction program, to facili- |
tate the naturalization of an esti-

mated 5,000,000 aliens, was announc-
ed today by Howard O. Hunter,
Works Projects Administrator. |

“So large a block of non-citizens |
who, in theory at least, owe alle- |
giance to foreign countries,” he
said, “is a potential menace in a |
time -of national emergency. Those
who do not understand our lan- |
guage, our constitution and our|
form of government are most easily
made the dupes of foreign propa-
gandists.”

Hunter said he believed that a
great majority of the aliens in this |
country want to become citizens, but
have procrastinated or failed to
take the necessary steps because
they did not know the procedure.

Hunter forecast that 1,000,000
would recelve the Americanization
instruction annually. Classes will
be established in practically every
community where there are sizeable
groups of non-citizens. Between
7,000 and 10,000 instructors will be
paid by the WPA. The program
will be sponsored by the department
of justice, of which the immigra-
tion and naturalization service is
