British Reported
‘In Full Flight’

(By The Associated Press)

British and Greek troops were
reported fleeing the Mediterran-
ean isle of Crete today, attempt-
ing to reach Egypt aboard small
fishing boats in another Dunker-
que.

Axis dispatches pictured Allied
forces still remaining on the island
as wandering, lost and demoralized,
in an artificial fog spread by the
Germans.

The first group of fugitive soldiers
has already arrived in Egypt, ‘the
Berlin radio asserted.

Hitler’'s high command declared
the British were “in full flight™ in
the 11-day-old struggle, with Nazi
aerial troops already having cap-
tured the three principal Crete cities
of Candia, Retimo and Canea, the
Crete capital.

(By The Associated Press)
British defenders of Crete were

reported “in full flight” in the 11-
day-old struggle teday, and Axis
dispatches pictured the allies as
wandering around the island, lost

and demoralized in an artificial

fog lai@ down by Adolph Hitler's
acrial invaders,

Groups of British soldiers were
reported stumbling along the rocky
southern shores of the island, hop-
ing that ships might come to evac-
uate them. Fishing boats had taken
off a few, it was reported.

British middle east headquarters
acknowledged that the allies had
been compelled to reform their lines
amid a tempest of Nazi dive-bombing
assaults and filerce attacks by new
air-borne German reinforcements.

The middle east command said
battle-worn British troops “again
exacted a heavy toll from the in-
vaders,” but it shed no light on the
possibility of surrender or escape.

It was just a year ago today, by
coincident, that the first of the al-
lied . forces to escape the trap in
Flanders reached England from

Durikexque.

The Italian press said surrender

At sea, Premier Mussolini’s high
command acknowledged that the
17,879-ton Italian liner Conte Ros-
so, loaded with troops, had been
torpedoed and sunk to the south of
Syracuse, Sicily. Most of the troops
were saved, it was announced.

The Fascist high command also
reported that the 1,340-ton British
destroyer Hereward had been blown
up by Italian aerial bomb hits and
that so far 229 memberes of the
crew had been rescued, including
26 seriously wounded.

The Germans reported the capture
of Retimo, Crete’s third largest city,
about halfway between Candia and
Canea, the capital. Both the latter
had previously fallen to Nazi “sky
troops.”

will mark ballots such as the

For the first time in history,
wheat farmers and operators of
Gray, along with wheat farmers

and operators of other wheat grow-
ing counties of the United States,
will be allowed to vote on a wheat
marketing quota referendum, to be
held over the nation tomorrow.
There have been previous referen-
dums for cotton growers and growers
of other crops but this is the first
time wheat growers have voted on
their special plan.

Held By U. S. D. A.

The U. S. department of agricul-
ture is holding the referendum to
learn whether the growers want to
use marketing quotas on their 1941
crop.

As provided by congress in the
agricultural adjustment act, when-
ever the, supply of wheat is too large
growers are given the opportunity
to vote marketing quotas upon
themselves. If two-thirds or more
of the growers approve quotas, then
they will be in effect.

This means that even if one coun-
ty turns down the plan, it will be
in effect in that county and all other
counties, if two-thirds of the eligi-
ble voters over the nation decide
they want it.

The 1941-42 wheat supply will be
1,236,000 bushels exceeding the level
at which marketing quotas become
necessary by 217,000,000 bushels,

Basis I's Explained

The wheat marketing quotas will
apply alike to those who are and
those who are not complying with
the government conservation pro-
gram. Wheat acreage quotas were
issued to all wheat growers and
the marketing quotas will be based
on this acreage and average yield,
rather than actual production in
terms of bushels.

For instance, a farmer is given
a quota of 200 acres on which the
average yield is computed at 10
bushels an acre. He raises instead
250 acres and the actual production
is 20 ‘bushels an acre. The amount
of wheat subject to penalty will be
the number of excess acres—50 in
this case—times the average yield
of 10 bushels or 500 bushels,

Wheat Farmers

Will Vote First
Time On Quotas

COLLEGE STATION, May 30

(AP)—For the first time in the his-
tory of American agi-cuiture, wheat
farmers of Texas and the rest of
the United States will vote tomor-
row in a nation-wide referendum
to determine whether marketing
quotas are to be in effect on this
year's crop.

The marketing quota provisions of
the Agricultural Adjustment act
have been available for wuse by
wheat farmers ever since passage
of the act in 1938. Until this year’'s
billion-and-a-quarter wheat supply
imperiled the position of the wheat
producer, there had been no need
to use quotas.

At stake in the referendum, aside
from the question of marketing
quotas is the government's 85 per
cent of parity loan on wheat.
Amendments to the AAA act, sign-
ed by the President last Monday,
provide that such a loan, which
would guarantee to cooperating
producers a return of around 96 or
97 cents on their wheat, will be
offered if quotas are approved. Re-
jection of quotas by the producers
would make it impossible for the
government to make a loan avail-
able.

1. Farms planting five acres or
less of wheat are exempt from
guotas and producers on those
farms are not eligible to vote in
the referendum. Still in affect is
the original legislation exempting
producers whose normal yield mul-
tiplied by the acreage of wheat on

Three Race
Cars Burn

Fire Delays Start
Of Race; Power
Lines Damaged

SPEEDWAY, Indianapolis, May
30 (AP)—Start of the Memorial
day 500-mile automobile race,
scheduled for 10 a. m. (CST), was
delayed today by a fire in the
garage section which destroyed
three race cars and 30 garages,
injured seven men and caused
damage estimated by officials at
$100,000.

The delay in starting the race
was caused by damage to power
lines affecting the electric timing
device by which the cars are clock=
ed.

Repairmen worked frantically to
restore the power.

A crowd unofficially estimated at
nearly 150,000 was on hand, filling
the mile-long grandstand sections
and most of the infield.

Only one of the burned cars was
entered in the race. The other two
had not qualified.

The blaze damaged power lines
leading into the speedway and re-
pairmen began frantic efforts to
restore the lines so that the race
could start on schedule at 10 a. m.
(C. 8. T). The power failure af-
fected the electric timing device by
which the cars are clocked, :

On the second and third days, eat
whole oranges or stewed unsweet-
ened fruit, and drink something hot
for breakfast. Have a large green
salad and more fruit for lunch; sev-
eral cooked vegetables and still more
fruit for dinner. If you ae hun-
gry between meals, drink vegetable
juice or milk or eat oranges.
Meanwhile, take two baths a day
during the three-day diet period,
using plenty of soap and water on
face and neck as well as the rest of
body. Sleep at least eight and a
half hours each night.
The first evening before going to
bed, clean face and throat, then
apply a bit of olive oil. Only a few
drops are needed.

Fish Couldn't Wait
To Be Caught At
‘Lake 0’ Cherokees”

MIAMI, Okla., May 30 (#—The
fish couldn't wait to be caught when
the “Fishathon,” one of the nation’s
biggest fresh water angling derbies,
was launched today on the beautiful
new “Lake o' the Cherokees.”
At 12:01 o'clock this morning,
three aerial bombs exploded to sig-
nal the start of the season and
simultaneously a black bass weigh-
ing one and one-half pounds leaped
into a fisherman’s boat.

It was a good fish story—no one
questioned the commissioner's word,
naturally—and an appropriate event
for the launching of the greatest
piscatorial party ever thrown in
these parts.

FDR Creates Office
0f Transportation

WASHINGTON, May 30 (&)
President Roosevelt fodlay ordered
creation of an office of transporta-
tion and thereby terminates the
work of the National Defense Ad-
visory commission exactly a year
after it first met.

Transportation was the only ac-
tivity left in the commission as the
fast growing office for emergency
management swallowed up all of
its other duties in new agencies,
particularly the office for produc-
tion management,

The president, it was learned from
authoritative sources, has approved
the new agency as a planhning body
designed to get maximum defense
cooperation in the fields of railroad,
bus, truck, pipeline, ship, airline
and barge transportation.

Ralph Budd, president of the Burl-
ington railroad and transportation
member of the defense commission;
is expected to head the railroad di-
vision of the new agency, with some-
one else having experience in other
transportation problems at the top
of the whole setup.

These sources said flatly that the
president_had no intention of pla¢-
ing the railroads under government
operation as they were during the
world war. Officials here regard the
world war step a failure, and -said
they believe that government-di-
rected cooperation of the railroads
under their private management can
get better results.

NEW ORLEANS, May 30. (#)—An
air force commander who won his
wings more than a quarter-century
ago believes United States planes
will surpass any others and will be
plloted by men “born to fly.”

He is Major General John Cumry,
commanding general of the secaond
air force, who said he still can “take
them up and set them down.”

Major Curry and his staff arrived
here yesterday on a tour of inspec-
tion and coordination of the na-
tion’s air defense.

“We started from scratch a year
ago,”. General Curry said in an in-
terview. “We're working hard. We're
going to have types of alrplanes
superior to anything the world ever
has seen. When mass production
starts, they’ll come pouring out in
a flood. And these American young-
sters are born fliers

“It's like the last World War to-
day. All nations are pushing ex-
perimentation in aviation to the
limit and beyond. And here in
America we really are going ahead.

“Youth has its place in the pic-
ture, but age and experience has its
place, too. I take them up and set
them down, yet. In an aviation
outfit, if the ‘old man’ isn't seen
in the air, morale goes down. It's
good on foggy days for the young
fliers to know that the ‘old man’ is
up there in the soup, figuring out
his own problems all by himself the
way they have to figure out their
own problems.”

General Curry is one of the small
group of United States army officers
who won their wings in 1915, and
almost the last of them to be in
active service more than a quarter
of a century later.

Both, he said, “feel dif-
ferently than the veterans do about
this country’s most pressing prob-
lems.” For the veterans, he said,
“liberty is something they fought to
keep.”

The ceremonies on the green Vir-
|ginia hillside overlooking the Poto-
mac were preceded by a parade of
military units, veterans and patriot-
ic organizations in the capital. Small
American flags fluttered beside
each of the uniform stone grave
jmarkers which extend in military
precision over many acres of the
national cemetery.

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Schmeling Alive,
Says !Iazl Press

BERLIN, May 30 (# — Max
Schmeling’s own words were quoted
in the German press today to re-
late his part in the Nazi invasion
of Crete after reports that he had
been killed were officially spiked.

An interview with the former
heavyweight champion by Siegfried
Kappe, a German luftwaffe report-
er, told how Schmeling had wand-
ered alone half a day in the Crete
wilderness after becoming separat-
ed from his companions, then re-
Joined them and helped capture a
strategic coastal road.

The official denial of Schmeling’s
death said he was in an air force
hospital with a minor attack of a
tropical disease.

“Our group was to take a peniten-
tiary building on an important,
sirategic street,” the pugilist-para-
chutist was quoted.

“Snipers directed by British of-
ficers opened fire. There was heavy
fighting. Our opponents had heavy
weapons which we lacked.

“Some of us were separated from
our group but at dusk we were re-
Joined and the strategic road as well
as the penitentiary were ours.”

(A New Zealand ambulance driver,
arriving at Alexandria, Egypt, from
Crete, said yesterday Schmeling had
been captured by imperial forces
and in an attempt to escape had
been shot.)

(In London a British official said
“there appears to be no reason why
German sources should %ay Schmel-
ing is alive if he is not.”

Germans said Schmeling had been
active in the German invasion of
Crete, but was removed to the hos-
pital, presumably off the island,
when illness laid him low.

They ran a full-page
advertisement in "Businéss Week,” explaining the
importance of each ‘person doing his ‘part to help
bless America. The text of the ad was as fol-
lows:

“Singing Is easy. But it never won a battle.
What you and I do today is determining whether
or not we will be free men tomorrow. ' All the
wishful thinking the world can’'t ¢hange that fact.

“Without knowing it, countless Americans are
serving the foreign enemies of this country.
Every time you or I raise a hand or speak a
word to turn class against class, every time we
fan a hatred, slow down production, waste a penny
of materials or time—every time we do any of
these we are firing a shot into the heart of
America.

“The hour has come when every moment
counts—for our country or against it

*And let those who think théy ¢an't ‘get theirs’
by insisting on their rights even when that inter-
feres with the greater rights of the nation—Ilet
them remgmber this— Duped by foreign agents
whether they know it or not, they are softening
this country for conquest—they are selling their
birthright of freedom for the most miserable mess
of pottage and poverty anyone can imagine. Ask
the belligerent workmen, politicians, managers of
France who demanded their ‘rights’ above their
rountry's rights. Their reward is serfdom, hope-
less despair, and starvation.

“God helps those who help themselves. Let's
work for America—when and only when the na-
tion which gives us work and liberty is safe, then
will be time to think of ourselves.”

Would that more business leaders devoted
more of their timé and eneérgy in helping their
fellowman understand the principles that are
necessary, if God is to bless America. If we dis-
regard the God-given law of equal freedom-—that
each man has equal rights to produce and ex-
change—then God will not bless America. God
works through men. And when men disregard
this principle of equal freedom, there is nothing
in the world that would save the people from
chaos and anarchy.

The first Commandment of “Love thy God with
all thy heart,” means, when reduced to practice,
respecting the equal rights of all other men‘. It
is easy to respect the rights of a few associates,
but this is not enough. ‘We must respect the equal
rights of all people, if God is to bless America.

INVITING DICTATORSHIP

One of the things a dictator would like most,
would be to grab some twenty billion dollars
worth of 'transportable wealth in the form of
gold.

This hoarding of gold by the govemnment is
just inviting mutiny and a dictator.

Quota On Wheat
Urgently Asked
Carson Farmers

Speciil“To' The NEWS

WHITE DEER, May 29—Failure
to vote the marketing quota would
probably result in d loss of more
than $1,500,0000 in Carson county
alone, said John Gamble, secretary
of the Carson County AAA, in a
meeting of the farmers of the White
Deer community Tuesday afternoon.

Marketing quotas are not so im-
portant to the small farmers in the
east, he explained; therefore, it is
essential that the western farmers
vote thelr full strength in order to
counterdact the possible failure of
the measure in the east.

Voting ‘on the marketing quota
will be held next Saturday. Carson
county polling places will be at
Groom, Conway, Liberty, Pleasant
Plain, Panhandle, and White Deer.
The White Deer box will be in the
office of the White Deer Indepen-
dent school, and members of the
board will be G. T. Colgrove, F. L.
Halduk, and J: R. Nicholson.

Any producer, landlord, or ten-
ant, who is planting more than 15
acres of wheat or whose normal pro-
duction‘is more than 200 bushels is
elegible to vote. The producer must
vote in the county in which his
farm is located.

It is estimated, Mr. Gamble said,
that following this year’s harvest,
the supply of wheat will be suffi-
cient to afford each family in the
United States 1900 loaves of bread,
and the present consumption is 300
loaves' per year. With this great
surplus, unless some marketing plan
is in operation, it is predicted that
the price of wheat will fall to 30
cents or less.

With the marketing plan pro-
posed,! however, and under the re-
cent farm bill, the basic loan rate
will be about 96 cents, with some ad-
justments in each area,and not only
the cooperating farmer, but the non-
cooperating farmer will reap the
benefits of this loan rate.

Mr. Gamble ~also discussed the

possibility of a lack ‘of storage place
in the county. The elevators now
have a storage capacity of 430,000
bushels, and space for 220,000 bush-
els is*now under construction, with
possibly ‘farm storage for an addi-
tional 500,000 bushels, yet there is
need forimore, and to meet this
need, the Commodity Credit corpo-
ration will advance 7 cents per
bushel on. farm-stored wheat for
the construction 'or repair of gran-
arfes,

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STEAK IS LUXURY IF IT IS
BROILED IN PROPER WAY

Broiled steak for Sunday dinner
can be both a luxury and an econ-
omy. If the left-over bone and trim-
mings are. cooked slowly in water
with onion and vegetable scraps,
you have & rich stock for next day's
meal. Cook dried limas or red kid-
ney means in this stock, and thicken
with cheese. That’s a high protein,
low cost main dish.

Rules for Steak

Learn the rules for broiling a
steak perfectly.

1. Turn oven regulator to broil or
to high.

2. Place steak two or three inches
from the tip of the gas flame or
from the electric unit.

The actual distance depends on
the thickness of the steak. A one-
inch steak is placed two inches from
the heat; a two-inch steak should be
placed three inches. The thinner
steaks , are placed nearer the heat
in order to insure sufficient brown-
ing without overcooking. Thinner
cuts, being neéarer the heat, are
broiled more satisfactorily at a some-
what higher temperature than is
used for very thick steaks.

By keeping these distances between
top of .steak and source of heat, a
moderate broiling temperature is
maintained with the desirable re-
sults mentioned above. If the depth
of the broller compartment will not
permit this distance, it will be neces-
sary to reduce the temperature of
thé broiler compartment.

3. Broll until top side is nicely
browned.

The steak will be about half done
at this time.

4. Season with salt and pepper
and turn.

5. Season second side and serve
immediately on a hot platter.

Brolled meats should never be
permitted to stand for any length

| of time after cooking.

It Is necessary to know the ap-
proximate time required for broiling
50 that the meat will be done when
the meal is ready to serve. This time-
table gives the time required for
brolling the cuts usually cooked by
this method.

ICED BEVERAGES

HELP BEAT HEAT A, o
Iced coffee and iced tea season is
here. Fruit beverages become popu-
lar, too, with hot weather.

To get the best results, make
strong hot coffee. Fill tall glasses
with ice, place a silver spoon in
each glass, and pour hot fresh coffee
over the ice. Another method is to
make very strong coffee. Pour at
once into glass container, cover, cool,
and place in refrigerator to chill
Berve with cracked ice. Keep cov-

ered, and make only with freshly
brewed coffee.

Follow these same rules for iced
tea. Always use very strong tea or
coffee for iced drinks.

Iced Coffee Julip
(Makes 6 Servings)

Twelve sprigs fresh mint, 4 ta-
blespoons sugar, 4 cups extra-
strength freshly-made coffee, finely
crushed ice.

Crush 6 sprigs of mint, add sugar
and coffee and stir until sugar is
dissolved. Chill. Pl 6 tall glasses
with crushed ice. Pour the chilled
coffee over the ice and garnish
with a sprig of mint.

To frost the glasses, dip edges In
egg white, then in powdered sugar.

For a wedding party or a porch
picnic in June, this grape juice
punch is a good choice.

Grape Juice Punch
(Makes 12 Glasses)

Two cups grape juice, 2 cups sweet
coder, 1 cup fresh grapefruit juice, 1
orange, sliced thin, 1 cup granu-
lafed sugar, % teaspoon nutmeg, 2
quarts charged water.

Combine juices, spices and sugar.
Cover and stand 3 hours in re-
frigerator, stirring occasionally.
Place large block of ice in punch
bowl. Pour in juices and add charged
water.

Grapefruit and orange juice with
fresh mint make a refreshing and
nitritious drink which most Ameri-
cans like. To give it a party ap-
pearance, garnish with fresh mint
and add a little charged water. Fresh
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sugar, 1 cup cream, whipp

Mix berrzes ang 1 cup sugar to
gether and let stand five te ten min-
utes, stirring several times, to draw
out juice. Soften gelatine in cold
water and dissolve in hot water, Add
dissolved gelatine, lemon juice and
salt to berries and stir well. Cool,
and when mixture begins to thicken,
fold in stiffly beaten egg whites to
which remaining one-half cup sugar
has been added, and whipped cream.

Chill in refrigerator or cold
place until set. When firm, unmold
onto platter and garnish with
whipped cream and fresh straw-
berries.

Piece.a of stale cake may be used
in place of lady fingers if desired.

Coffee Brittle Ice Cream
(Serves 6 to 8)

Two cups milk, % cup light corn
syrup, 1 tablespoon cornstarch, %
cup sugar, % teaspoon salt, 2 egg
yolks, 1 cup heavy cream, whipped,
2 egg whites, 1 teaspoon vanilla, %
cup crushed coffee brittle.

Scald 1% cups milk with corn
syrup in top of double boiler over
boiling water. Blend cornstarch
with remaining % cup milk, mix in
sugar and salt. Add quickly, all at
once, to scalded milk and stirr until
slightly thickened. Cover and cook
5 to 7 minutes longer. Beat egg
yolks, add hot milk mixture. Return
to double boiler and cook 2 minutes
longer. Chill. Fold in cream and
stiffly beaten egg whites, Add va-
nilla, Pour into freezing tray of
automatic refrigerator. When par-
tially frozen, turn mixture into
chilled bowl; beat with rotary beater
until fluffy, then mix in finely
crushed coffee brittle. Return to
refrigerator and finish freezing.
SUMMER DISHES

The family appetite gets a little
weary with the first hot weather
Surprise the family with a few dif-
ferent recipes.

Frankfurters De Luxe

Parboil frankfurters and split
them in halves lengthwise. Spread
the cut sides with mustard and put
together again. Wrap each frank-
furter with a-strip of bacon and
skewer -in place with toothpicks.
Cook in a frying pan until the
bacon is crisp. and brown.

Fried Tomatoes With Cream Gravy

Cut firm tomatoes in thick slices,
season them with salt and pepper
and dredge with flour. Fry in sailt
pork fat until well browned on both
sides. Remove the tomatoes from
the pan and keep them hot. If there
is a large amount of fat left in the
pan, pour off all but about 2 table-
spoonfuls. Add 1% tablespoons of
flour and pour in a cup of milk
gradually, Cook until thickened,
stirring  constantly. Season with
salt and pepper and pour over the
tomatoes.

Preserve Dessert
(Serves 4 to 6)

One cup preserves, % cup water,
juice of 1 lemon, 2 tablespoons but-
ter, % teaspoon salt, 1% cups dry
sifted bread crumbs.

Put preserves, water, lemon juice,
butter, and salt in saucepan.
Heat to boiling. Mix with crumbs.
Pack into mold and chill thorough-
ly.

This is
the fresiH vegetable season. Make
the most of it.

GREEN PEPPERS STUFFED
WITH CORN
(Serves 4)

Four green peppers, 1 cup corn,
canned or fresh, 1 slice onion, 1
tablespoon butter, 1 tablespoon flour,
% cup milk, % teaspoon salt, dash
pepper, 1 egg, 1/3 cup bread crumbs.

Prepare peppers and parboil five
minutes. Cut fresh corn from cob,
or used canned corn. Saute onion
in butter five minutes. Blend in
flour, add milk slowly, stirring it in,
add seasonings and corn. Beat egg,
add to mixture. Season well. Stuff
peppers, sprinkle bread crumbs over
the top. Put into a baking dish, add
boiling ‘water to cover the bottom
of the pan, and bake in a moderate
oven (350 degrees F'.) until peppers
are tender, frof 20 to 30 minutes,
depending on ‘whether or not -the
peppers have been parboiled.

That recipe comes from the “Mer-
ry Mixer Cook Book,” an economi-
cal guide to menu making. So does
this recipe:

SWEET POTATOES WITH
APFPLES
(Serves 4 to 6)

Six medium-sized sweet potatoes,
2 apples, 1/4 cup brown sugar, 3
tablespoons butter, ' teaspon salt

Scrub and cook sweet potatoes 20
minutes. Drain and peel. While po-
tatoes cook, grease casserole. Pare
apples, cut in quarters and core.
Cut sweet potatoes in slices. In a
greased baking dish alternate lay-
ers of sweet potatoes and apples,
sprinkling brown sugar over each
