CHICAGO—(® The weather
threw another solid punch today
at the Western livestock industry.

An estimated 2,100,000 sheep and
cattle were snowbound in the
Rocky Mountain area. Sheepmen
said the heavy January storms,
which have hampered and block-
ed efforts to get feed to the starv-
ing animals, poses a major threat
to the industry. Cattlemen ex-
pected a heavy toll.

Seventeent flying boxcars were
to load hay at Fallow, Nev., to
carry it 210 miles east to the Utah
border. The hay will be dropped
to the animals, but planes, from
the 62nd Troop Carrier Command,
Tacoma, Wash., were not expect-
ed to take off at Fallon before
afternoon.

West—The U. 8. Weather Bu-
reau reported snow was general
over the entire Great Plains re-
gion, with a new, sub-zero Cana-
dian cold wave moving east at 20
miles an hour. New Mexico was
the meeting point of three turbu-
lent air fronts—Northern cold, a
milder storm from Arizona over
the Western section, and a warm,
moist mass over the extreme
Southeast.

8ix additional inches of snow at
Flagstaff, Ariz., boosted the two-
week total to 44 inches. Twelve
more inches fell at Casper, Wyo.
Early ‘morning temperatures at
Casper and Butte, Mont., were 34
Pelow. ‘Below zerov readings were
common.

Far West—Southern California
reported snow flurries in Pasa-
dena, Altadena, and other foothill
towns; hail at Glendale and Wil-
mington near Los Angeles; snow
in the mountains heavy enough to
require tire chains; and moderate
rain elsewhere.

those present be allowed to choke |
off debate and proceed to a vote. |

e anti-filibuster maneuvering |
is part of the campaign to get
through Conghess the civil rights
program advanced by President
Truman and opposed by most
Southern lawmakers.

Morse told a reporter in ad-
vance of his testimony that he
agrees with Democratic leaders
that now is the time to fight
out the filibuster issue.

In the past Southern senators
have been able to block a final
vote on anti-lynching, anti-poll
tax or similar civil rights meas-
ures by lengthy debate and other
delaying tactics.

Morse pointed out there is no
othér urgent business before the
Senate now and added that it
would be wise to battle out the
filibuster fight once and for all.

He proposed that the Senate
stay in day and night session,
if necessary, to settle the matter,

Southern Democrats, under
leadership of Senators Russell of
Georgia and Stennis of Missis-
sippi, already have mapped strat-
egy to oppose any rigid limi-
tations of debate.

In New Heating Systems

The furnace or boiler in the
home heating system represents

inating in the heating area is|only about one-fourth of the sys-

tem as far as importance is con-
cerned, according to research en-|
gineers at the University of Illi-
nois.

The way the boiler is installed
and attached to the heat distribu-
tion system is another fourth,
they say. The individual room
heaing _units and the heat con-
trols are another fourth. And the
final fourth is the house itself.

A good, well installed system,
properly controlled and in a well
built, insulated house, is more
efficient in its use of fuel than
the most modern steam generat-
ing station, the engineers dis-
covered.

The reason is that almost ev-
ery unit of heat produced is used.

Control of heat output, perhaps/
is one of the more important
single factors in heating com-
fort and economy. Long heating
up and cooling down periods of
outmoded bulky cast iron heat-
ing equipment is bound to waste
valuable warmth and contribute to
general discomfort.

Recent developments in heat-
ing equipment virtually have
eliminated the necessity of long
cooling off periods. Lightweight
and special controls on the mod-
ern equipment provide the means
for almost exact heat control.

The new convector radiators for
use with light weight modern
hot water or steam boilers, for
example, provide an easily con-
troll system compared to older
type heating equipment. This
means that convector radiators re-
spond almost immediately to de-
mands for heat and, by the same
token, cool off quickly without
loss of valuable warmth and fuel.

U.S. Airmen
Shot Down .
Over Greece

ATHENS — (# — Lt. Col. Sel-

den R. Edner of San Jose, Calif.,
an American air observer, and
his Greek pilot have been shot
down by Communist-led guerillas
and both are believed to Rave
been killed.

The Greek air staff and the
U. 8. Embassy announced the in-
cident yesterday.

(The Yugoslav news agency
Tanjug said the guerillas report-
ed the American was found
dead in the plane Friday and
they are protesting to the Se-
curity Council that he took part
in a strafing - bombing mission.
The guerillas, perhaps confused
by the fact the oak leaves of a
major and lieutenant colonel are
similar, identifed him as a ma-
jor.)

Grady said Edner was making
an unarmed observation flight
over the Karpenisi battle area
north of Athens when the plane
crashed in hill cguntry. Grady
notified Mrs. Edner; who lives in
Athens.
