Quick Polio 
Test Likely

NEW YORK —(/PI— Likelihood 
that there soon will be a aim 
pie, quick test for polio was 
stressed yesterday in the eleventh 
annual report of the National 
Foundation for Infantile Paral­
ysis.

Another good sign In the at­
tack on the disease which the 
report stressed was the develop­
ment of two steps toward pro­
ducing a vaccine.

Development of a quick test 
for polio would remove the pres­
ent serious handicap of delay 
before a doctor can be certain of 
Its presence. Early treatment is 
essential.

In the vaccine development, the 
first step Is to discover h o w  
many different strains or kinds 
of Infantile paralysis there are, 
since a vaccine made for only 
one kind is not good for an­
other.

Discovery of a method to grow 
the virus, the microbe w h i c h  
causes polio, outside of living 
nervous tissues, la the second 
step. This process makes it easier 
to study the virus.

The foundation reported that 
in fighting last year's polio out­
break/ it spent 14,250,000 m o r e  
than it received in the March 
of Dimes. It had to spend re 
serve funds which had b e e n  
accumulated for such an emer­
gency. It now has a remaining 
reserve of *1,828,000.

T h e r e  were 27,888 reported 
cases In last year’s epidemic, sec­
ond largest in the nation's his­
tory. Forty-two states exhausted 
their Individual shares of March 
of Dimes funds, and the foun 
dation met the deficits.

Strikers on 
Berlin Rail
Refuse Plea

BERLIN—(/P) — Representatives 
of Berlin’s railway strikers re­
buffed the occupation powers and 
their own top union leaderii yes­
terday by spurning an American 
appeal for an immediate end to 
their 23-day-old strike.

An overwhelming majority of 
800 union officials voted Instead 
to refer the settlement terms put 
forward by the four powers to a 
referendum tomorrow. Sventy-flve 
percent of the membership must 
vote to continue the walkout or It 
Is automatically called off.

The settlement terms were work­
ed out by the United States, in 
consultation with Britain and 
France, and agreed to by Russia. 
The American commandant In Ber­
lin, Brig. Gen. Frank L. Howley 
asked the strikers to accept the 
offer and got a promise to do so 
from top union officials.

The terms, left to the member­
ship for decision by the 900 lower- 
level leaders, called for payment 
of 75 percent of wages in West 
marks, worth four times as much 
as the East marks previously used 
to pay wages, and no reprisala by 
the Soviet-controlled railway man­
agement against the antlRed union 
leaders.

WASHINGTON — (N B A ) — 
Right now the Army, Navy and 
Air Force need homes more than 
weapons.

While the civilian bousing 
ntlon in the U. S. has 4 
slightly since the war, the mil­
itary housing problem, both at 
home and abroad, has gotten 
much worse. It la seriously hurt­
ing ths efficiency of the services.

Thousands of officers and en­
listed men, who live with their 
families, are forced to spend as 
many as two or three hours daily, 
commuting to their post or sta­
tion. Many of the country’s big 
military bases are near only one 
small town w h i c h  probably 
doesn’t havs enough homes for 
Its own cltlssna.

Military families aren’t the best 
tenants. They shift around so 
much. As a result, landlords offer 
them only second-rate houses at 
sky-high prices.

Ths situation overseas is worse 
All of the bases which had family 
housing before ths war havs been 
expanded. And practically all of 
the wartime bases which have 
now been made permanent still 
have only the crudest kind of 
quarters for wives and children.

17ie proposed Mil specified that 
all houses must be Mhe “ row' 
type seen In many new develop 
menta. Army engineers hope that 
this may b i modified to permit 
building some Individual units 
which provide the same living 
facilities under the same price 
ceiling.

In answer to critics who claim 
that $15,500 is extremely high 
for the relatively simple houses 
which the Army proposes t o 
build, the engineers point out 
that materials have to be hauled 
great distances and construction 
labor around most of the camps 
ts expensive and scarce.

dress our daughter as well as 
the other children in her room 
at school. Yet my d a u g h t e r  
doesn’t seem to realise that I 
am working for her Just as 
much as the mothers who don’t 
have Job* work for their chil 
dren.” ,

A working mother must fac* 
the fact that unless she sets her 
children straight they probably 
won’t feel that she to doing 
much for them as a stay-at-home 
mother would.
SHOULD BE FATHER'S JOB 
'The father should do this, but 

most fathers don’t. It’s easy for 
a man to praise what a woman 
does In the home-making line, 
for that doesn't damage his own 
ego. A father can say to. a 
daughter: "You’ve certainly got 
a smart mother to make you 
such a pretty dress.” But he 
isn’t likely to say: "You've cer­
tainly got a smart mother to 
earn you a new pair of shoes.”

So unless the working mother 
tells the children herself that 
she to working for their welfare, 
that fact may escape them for 
a good many years.

Putting across the Idea with­
out letting the father down to, 
of course, a ticklish problem. But 
it . can be don*. And It should 
be don*. For as mors and mors 
married women assume part of 
te* burden for earning the torn 
My living It becomes Increasingly 
Important that the children in 
such families have reapert for 
tee mother’s Job. If they don’t, 
they are bound to feel neglected 
and to regard their mother aa 
something ot a failure.

That to not only unfair to the 
working mother, but bad tor her 
children. So the working moth­
er’s pay checks must be acknowl­
edged by the family as Just as 
Important to the family's wel­
ters aa te* stay-at-home moth­
e r *  mors traditional contribution 
to the family's happiness.

In rejecting their appeal, the 
three-man tribunal said u n a n  
imously:

'This is not a novel conten 
tion. It has been before this 
and other federal court* several 
tlmca In "recent years with ap­
propriate variations to fit th e  
facts of the particular case.”

The appellate court decision 
went on:

'We hold that in view of the 
representations to the Congress 
as to the nature, purposes and 
program of communism and the 
Communist Party, . Congress has 
power to make an inquiry of an 
individual which may elicit the 
answer that the witness it a 
believer in communism or a 
member of the Communist Par 
ty.”

T  rum bo had called the com 
mlttee’s questions a direct attack 
on the secrecy of the ballot—by 
inquiring into his political be­
liefs.

I-awson charged the Congres­
sional group was trying “ to gain 
control of the motion picture».”

Both contended their right of 
free speech had been violated.

But the appeals court declared:
" I t  is fully established by re­

iterated holding* of th* Supreme 
Court that the right of f r e e  
speech la not absolute but must 
yield to national Interest* Jus­
tifiably thought to be of larger 
importance. The same 1* true of 
the right to remain silent.”

On the specific issue of the 
House committee's power to force 
an answer to Its questions, the 
court said:

"So that there may be no 
mistake or misunderstanding and 
because the point here Involved 
has proven to be one of constant 
recurrence, we expreaaly h o l d  
herein that the House Commit­
tee on unAmerican Activities, or 
a properly appointed subcommlt 
tee thereof, has the power to 
inquire whether a witness aub- 
ponaed by it to or la not a 
member of the Communist Party 
or a believer la communism."

And Congress necessarily, the 
decision said, "has the power to 
affect punishment for failure or 
r e f u s a l  to answor that ques­
tion.“

Es­
tablishment, w h e n  developing 
new war weapons, has never 
found lt necessary to use isotopes 
of th* kind which have b e e n  
exported.

He said, too, that he cannot 
recall -any application of the ex­
portable-type isotopes to atomic 
energy since World War n .
