Death Probed
By Coroner |

SOUTHLAND, Texas—(#) — Cor-
oner J. D. King was investigating
today the death of a woman whose |
body was found on the concrete
floor of her bedroom, with a large
gas heating stove turned over her
face and burning.

A pair of men’s socks were stuff-
ed in her mouth, and her arms
were behind her back under a rope
twisted around her waist. She was
identified as Mrs. Marvin True-
lock, about 41.

Sheriff E. M. Bass said her son
Calvin, 13, found the body yester
day afternoon when he went home
from school.

Calvin rushed out of the house,
located on the southern edge of
this farming community, and ran
two doors north for help.

Three students in a GI training
school went to the house and found
the woman dead.

Investigating officers and doctors
from Post said she died either of
suffocation or asphyxiation. Her
face had been burned almost be-
yond recognition. Texas Rangers
were called into the case

The woman’s husband was
Laubbock when notified of
death.

Bass said that two notes were
found in the room on a sewing
machine. One was on a penny

card to the family and hus

the woman’s parents.

Near the notes was a knife, a
hatchet and a screwdriver which
had been sharpened to razor edge,
Bass said.

Court Rules
On Service

DALLAS — (P) — The Texas
& Pacific Mo#®r Transport Co, can
go on giving truck service to
towns not on the Texas & Pacitic
Railroad.

A special three-judge federal
court ruled yesterday that the
Interstate Commerce Commission
has no right to enforce its order
that the company must stop that
kind of service.

Federal District Judge Benja-
min C. Dawkins of Monroe, La.,
dissented, but he did not file a
minority opinion.

Federal Judges Willilam H. At-
well of Dallas and Edwin R.
Holmes of New Orleans said en-
forcement of the order would be
‘““confiscation ..., . destruction.”

The transport company is own-
ed by the T&P Railroad. The
truck line has been operating in
Texas, Louisiana and New Mex-
ico under ICC permits” which al-
lowed it to provide, service that

was ‘‘auxiliary to and supple-
mental of” rail service furnished
by the T&P.

In January, 1948, the ICC ruled
that the trucking company could
not serve a point not on the rail
line, that it must charge r
rail freight rates, ahd that
ecould . not interchange [freight
with other truck lines.

The special ruling was to have
gone into effect last Aug. 4, but
it was held up until after the
hearing.

The transport company attor-
neys claimed the firm had almost
$400,000 invested in egquipment
and ICC permits.

In 1948 Winston Churchill gave
a big push fo the idea that there
-hould be unity among the nations
S0 a Council of Eu-
rope has been set up. There is
still no real unity. The council is
only a first step in that direction.

There are 13 member nations
in the council: Britain, France,
Italy, Belgium, The Netherlands,
Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Ire-
land, Iceland, Luxemburg, Greece,
Turkey.

This council is a kind of con-
gress, or parliament, of nations,
the first of its kiid ™ Europe.
It can’t enforce anything. It can
only recommend what should be
done, For example:

While the 13 nations take part|
in the council, no one of them orl
any group of them can tell any!
others in the council what they
must do.

The council is divided into two
bodies: & committes of ministers
an da constiltative assembly. |

Since the assembly won’'t meet
again until next year, Germany
and the Saar will have to stay|
out until then, Why? Because|
“‘associate” membership means
this:

It can be a member, by having
delegates in the assembly. But it
can't be represented in the com-
mittee of ministers, the control-
ling force in the council.
